(From our own Qorrespondent),

Roumg, Deo. 30th, 1911.

Just as one never realizes the power
and majesly of the Uatholic Church
until he bas lived a while in the
Eternal City, so be never better ex-
periences the beauty and grandeur of

Sir Edmund Walker, Presi
dent of the Canadian Bank of
Commerce, at the recent an
nual meeting referring to this
matter among other things
said” :
