Coating Armstrong Projectiles.

The shot for the Armstrong nfled guns is
made of cast-iron, each beiny conted with a
band of soft metal, to make it fit the bore.—
This is not put on by peuring molten soft
metal into & mold, direct upon the castiron |
shot; but by a process of galvanizing and
dipping. The first shot made of this kind,
had bands of soft metal upon them—bat these
were found defective— IK: bands flying off
when the shot_svas dinchlr&ed. According
to the mode 6w practised, the castiron shot
is turned in u lathe to & required gage ; then
heated in an oven nearly to the tempera:
tare of molten zine : dipped into a solution
of sal-ammoniac, and transferred to a bath of
fused zino. Thus a galvanized surface (a
coat of zinc) is secured. From the molten
soft metal, consisting, of lead, and a very
small quantity of tin. This soft metallic
alloy adberes perfectly to the zinced wurface
but will not hold to the iron dimcd‘. T will
also adhere 1o the zinc surface, whether the
shot is dipt into the molten metal, or the lat-
ter cast upon the shot in a suitable mold.
