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HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

' ¢ Potnts for spring Cleaning.

The season is now at hand when the
busy housewife is beginning to concern
herself with thoughts and plans for her
annual spring house cleaning, and the
flight of a moth, as she throws open &
closet door, suggests that the voracious
little insect is not less active than herself
in concerting & line of action for fature
depredations. While the winds of March:
will, doubtless, whistle shrill and cold,
and keep.the furs in frequent.demand,
it is well to remember that this, above
all other months in the year, is the
month when one needs to cast an anxious
glaoce in the direction of the wraps and
wooblens that are not in daily service.

Camphor has been from time immem-
orial the housekeeper's weapon of de-
fence against the ravages of the moth,
but it is astonishing that so few people
realize that though this is an excellent.
preservative after proper precautions of
dusting and beating haye been observed
when packing a garment away, 1t 18
really a most undesirable substance tc
employ 1n the care of furs because of the
injurious effects that result from ita use.
In a chat with a leading furrier,he told me
that while all high-class furs are appro-

¢“‘Pictare frames usually need a little
renovating now and agsin, and such as I
have of black walnut or other hard wood
I generally rub over with the flannel rag
and linseed oil. Sometimes they can be
made to look better than new bx using
shellac varnish on them, which does not
dry so glossy as furniture varnish. For s
brush I prefer a flat paint brush, such as
is called ‘chiseled’-—that is,ground off .on
each side 10 foria a thin edge—and after
it has been used in' ghellac varnish »
painter told me to wash it in strong aloo-
hol, and never in ine, or
and water. If & person desires to touch
up a pianoforte they can procure from the
manafecturers some yarnish which is
known as ‘piano polishing’ for the case,
and ‘piano flowing,’ which - is snother
preparation, for the legs.

“In spartments where it is practicable
I always like to lay matting for the sum-
mer months; it looks so clean, cool and
comfortable during the hot weather. But
it often surprises me that so many peo-
ple follow the custom of tacking each
bread th to the floor with either the sin-
gle or double-poiuted tacks that have re-
cently been devised to lessen the num-
ber to be driven. Tacking down each
breadth in this manner is not only dee-
tractive to the matting, but it spoils the
floor as well, Every tack put in or with-

priately worn in the deepest of mourniug,
a fashionable customer of their house
concluded to discard her seal-skins dur-
ing the period through which she was
wearing black, and carefully and secure-
ly packed them away in camphor. When
she vpened the box, two years later, the
beautiful rich, dark color had changed
to a decided red brown, and if they had
been exposed to the hardest wear 1D the
most violent storms for the samo length
of time the result cuuld ' not haya been
more disastrous.

Sable or mink will graduslly fade
when it is subjected to the action of
camphor, and it has the effect of turning
ermine, which is again beiag brought for-
ward in response to a fashionable de-
msnd, an unsightly yellow. Moths are
noticed to be less hkely to enter dyed
fur, but the long-haired or close-curled
kinds are especially affected as a favorite
abiding place, natural beaver and otter,
sable, mink, fitsh, bear, lynx, fox and
the long, soft and luxurious mandarin
presenting most enticing features to this
industrious little destroyer.

The method employed by the dealers
in skins and furs in caring for their own
stock and the possessions others confide
to their keepiug simply consists in beat-
ing out the articles thoroughly with a
light rattan stick every week, or ten
days as the lcngest interval, and in
keeping them hanging up in closets
closed tightly from dust. Some
folks claim, as a result of personal ex-
perience, that common salt, plentifully
sprinkled about, is an excellent exter-
minator of moths, As the receipt is an
exceedingly simple and harmless one, as
well as one which, by reason of being
odorless, presents that desirable feature
to persons with sensitive nostrils, it may
be advisable to resort to it sometimes by
way of experiment. It is an establish-
ed fact among accomplished housewives
that salt is an excellent article to employ
in sweeping heavy carpets, such as
velvet, Axminster or others with a deep,
close pile, as it tends to preserve and
freshen the colors, If it possesses the
exterminating qualities attributed to 1ts
use, the small particles that are likely
to remain in the nap and in the corners
of the room will be sufficient to establish
the value of its eficacy as a defence
against the diminutive but dreaded tor-
mentors,

Furs should never be packed into a
box or truwrk, as the compression is
liable to break the points of long bhaired
furs and crush or mat the hairs so that
they will never resume the fresh, live
appearance they presented when new.
Ia view of the recent rise in the price of
camphor it is not undesirable to learn
the most advisable manner of preserving
our furs, for with that commodity which
we can advantageously employ in pack-
ing away woollens, blankets and por-
tieres during the summer months, every
pound, at 60 cents therefor, will produce
a seriously depleting effect upon a not
too plethoric purse. Before leaving the
subject of furs I wonder if all women
know that sealskins and furs, after being
wet by rain and snow, should always be
dried in a cold room and not be placed
before the grate or heater.

Passing on to the theme of spring
cleaning—that season which man thinks
was devised only as a penitential period
of discomfort and inconvenience to him,
and from the rigors of which he will
bend all his energies to escape—a dear
old housekeeper confided to me scme
tricks to which she had resorted with
good effect in the renovation of her
domicile during her 40 years’ experieuce
in town and country at the head of a
household of large number. This
veteran in her vocation never covers the
entire surface of her bedroom tloors, by
which plan she can have the coruers
kept scrupulously free from dust; and
she says one can make the margin look
well and last a long time by tirst cleaning
it nicely and then putting on a heavy
coat of linseed oil, which she follows,
after the oil has thoroughly dried, with
two coats of brown shellac varnish. Re-
novating the bedsteads, bureaus snd
chairs, my authority insists, is oue of
the accesscries of cleaning house, and a
zreat advantage to all housewives who
desire to combine economy and perfec-
tion.

“‘All my hardwood furniture,” pursued
the old lady, ‘I thoroughly wash free of
all dust, grease and finger wmarks with
soap and water, and dry as thoroughly
with clean cloths. Then, as I wish to
keep the appearance the same as when it
was new, I pour some linseed oil o a
dish, and, dipping a bit of flannelinto it,
rub it over every bit of the wood which
was originally finished in oil, usig a
good deal of energy and comtimuing the
rubbing until I can pass my hand over
the entire surface without soiling it.
If there are any portions that were var-
nished, T buy a piot or 8o of ordivary
furniture varnish and spread it on
generously with a small varnish brush.
Yet varnish must not be too lavishly
used, or it will flow into festoons. It ie
always well to have the furniture arrang-
od so that the portion one is engaged up-
on will lie horizontally, as in that way
the varnish can be evenly applied/ 1
have done all this myself in years gone
by, and my housemaid does it now
equally well under my supervision

drawn breaks at least one of the straws.
I have found it a better plan to sew the
breadths together and then tack it to the
floor in the same manner one would
treat a carpet. Previous to laying the
matting,however, I always sew the two
laid pieces where they are joined, across
and across, which keeps the joints from
opening. I think housekeepers to whom
economy is an object will find that mat-
ting made and laid as I suggest will last
fully twice as long as when it is tacked
down breadth by breadth.”

Cooking Meats.

Few housekeepers understand fully
the importance ot properly cooking
meats, not only as.a matter of taste, but
of health. It is s common error te sup-
pose any one can boil a joint,. roast a
piece of beef, or broil a steak, yet few
cooks ever attain verfection in the art.

Boiling is & very general mode of
cooking meats, and in this way they may
be made very palatable if properly done.
Toattention to the temperatmie of the
water and too early appligation of salt
cause great waste in boiling, as well as
injuring the flavor of the meat. To
have a joint nutritious to the appetite,
it should be placed in a kettle of boiling
water, skimmed well as soon ar it begins
to boil, and kept where it will boil slow-
ly but constantly until done. There
should always be sufficient water to en-
tirely cover the meat, which should be
occasionally turned and closely covered.
Salt shonld not be added until the meat
is nearly done, as it extracts the juice,
and renders the flesh hard and tasteless.
Fifteen minutes should be allowed to
every pound as the time for boiling
fresh meats, and twenty-five minutes for
salt meats. The latter should be put
on in cold water to boil. Meats should
never be turned or taken up with a fork,
as by thus piercing them much of the
juice and flavor is lost. A of red
pepper put in the water will prevent the
unplessant odor of boiling from fillicg
the house, Celery, caper, oyster, mush-
room and a variety of other sauces may
be served with boiled meat.

Roasting is a yery delicious mode of
cooking meats, but is almost unknown in
these days, unless an open fire-place is
convenient ; for such the following rules
may be given : Keep the meat at a mod-
erate distance from the fire. See that
it is kept continually tarned and well
basted with butter or meat drippings, as
much of the richness and flavor depends
upon this matter. When nearly done,
put the roast close to the fire to render
the cutside brown and crisp; and add
salt and pepper to the grayy.

Baking is an inferior way of cook-
ing meat to roasting it, but ia now the
usual method. To bake a joint, place it
in a pan 5n a tripod, or clean block of
wood, to keep it out of the fat, and put
in a hot oven ; baste frequently. Allow
fifteen minutes to the pound for beef,
mutton and veal, and twenty minutes to
the pound for pork and lamb. When
done the roast should be a rich brown,
When ready to remove from the oven,
fine salt should be evenly sifted over
it.

Broiling is the most healthful and ac-
ceptable method of cooking meats, yet
few cooks broil properly. A clear fire
made with cinders or charcoal is neces-
sary for cooking with a gridiron, the
bars of which should be kept clean and
smooth, There should be a space of
four or five inches between the top of
the fire and the gridiron; the latter
should always be well greased with fresh
butter. The meat should be turned
quickly and often, to prevent waste of
juice or scorching. Salt and pepper
should be eprinkled on the last thing be-
fore serving. Broiling steak, ham cor
chicker for a meal is the last thing to be
done, 8o it may have the cook’s undivid-
ed attention, which is very necessary if
desired in perfection.

Cabbage Salad.—Half a teacupful of
vinegar,two-thirds of a teacupful of sugar,
two tablespoonfuls of butter, one table-
spoonful of flour, & pinch of salt, and
two eges, well beaten; put all the ingre-
dients in a double boiler and boil, stirring
it constantly until smooth and thick.
When perfectly eold, pour over half a
head of cabbage which has been chopped
very fine. Boiled onions should have the
water nearly evaporated from them when
done, and one teacupful of warn, sweet
milk added, with butter, salt, pepper,
‘nnd one tablespoonful of floar rubbed
|smooth in & little cold milk. Squash
{are much more delicious baked than
when they are boiled. Break in two or
three pieces, remove the seeds, put in a
dripping-pan with one teacupful of water,
and take. When done, scrape out of
the shell with a spoon, and strain through
a vogotable strainer or mash, seasoning
with butter, salt, pepper and cream.

Tea Ruske,—One pint of milk, one
teacup of augar, half a cup of butter and
one large coffee-cup of yeast ; mix to-
gether and add flour to make stiff bat-
ter. Let rise over night and work down
two or three times. ~When ready to
bake, roll out and cut in small, round

cakes, put in greased pens and let rise,

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Timely Encouragement.

In the struggles of life the need of en-
couragement and assistance comes to all.
A timely word or an outstretched hand
has often helped an earnest worker over
a slough of discouragemeunt in which he
would Lave sunk irrevocably without it
We hear a great desl of the rivalries of
artists, but very little of the unselfish,
disinterested ways in which they strive
to help each other. ~Unrecorded though
they may be, such deeds are written in
imperishable characters in the hearts of
those who have been helped.
Millais and Holman Hunt, with their
brilliant talents and inspired brushes,
worked on unsuccessfully year after year.
Returning to the Academy at each exhi-
bition with their carefully considered
pictures, they sought in yain to over-
come prejudice and to win a kindly word
from the critics.
Under desperate discouragements, in
great poverty and need, they toiled on
and on until they both regretfully began
to talk of abandoning art, lest they
should starve. Then asudden encour-
agement came to Millais, HeWold a
picture, and hastening to Hunt, said,
‘‘You must not give up. You have be-
fore you s great future. 1f you need
money, share mine.”
The sympathy between the two men
was 80 perfect that Hunt accepted the
timely help in the spirit in which it was
offered, and for a whole year lived upon
Millais's purse.
The long-deferred success came at last.
It was as sudden as it was complete
Within one week Hunt sold every pic-
ture he had painted doring those long
years of unrequited toil, and received
commissions enough to occupy him for
several years more. Literally, he went
to bed one night in poverty and dis-
couragement, and wakened to find that
he had become famous, and that the way
tugromerlty was wide open before him.
ut for Millais's timely assistance,
Hunt would never have enriched the
world with *“The Finding in the Tem-
ple” and the ‘‘Light of the World.”
Some of Turner's unselfish efforts to

help others were truly heroic. On one
vceasion, when Turner was on
the hanging committee, a painter by

the name of Bird sent a picture to the
Academy. It had great merit, but no
place for it could be found. Turner
pleaded hard for its admission, but the
committee refused.

Turner sat down and looked at the
picture for a long time, and, becoming
more and more convinced of its merit,
insisted that it must be accepted. He
was still overruled. The thing was im-
possible.

Turner said nc more, but going into
the Academy, !silently and alone, took
down one of his own pictures, sent it out
of the room, and hung Bird’s in its
place. The picture received the recog-
| nition it deserved, and another strug
| gling artist was saved from despair.

At another exhibition, in the year
1826, Tarner’s great picture of Cologne
was to be exhibited. It was hung be-
tween two portraits by Sir Thomas Law-
rence. The sky of Turner’s picture was
exceedingly bright, and had a most in-
jurious effect upon the color of the two
portraits, Lawrence, naturally, felt
mortified and complained openly, as he
had good cause for doing, of the position
of his pictures. :

On the morving of the opening of the
exhibition, at the private view, a friend
of Turner’s who had seen the Cologne in
all its splendor led a group of expectant
critics up to the picture. He started
back in consternation. The golden sky
had cbanged to a dun color, and all 1ts
glorious tints had disappeared. He ran
up to Turner ! *“What have you been dc-
ing to your picture ?”’

**Oh,” muttered Turner, in a subdued
tone, sv as not to be heard by others,
“poor Lawrence was so unhappy! It's
only lampblack ; it will all wash off after
the exhibition.”

He had actually passed a wash of
lampblack, in water-color, over the whole
sky, and spoiled his picture for the time
lest it shculd hurt Lawrence, and pre-
vent his pietures receiving the apprecia-
tion that was their due. The kindly
deed helped Lawrence over a hard place,
and we may be sure brought a blessing
to Turner.

Ruskin, after most intimate knowledge
of Turner for fifteen yeurs, crowns his
memory of him with the declaration :

“I never heard him say one depreciat-
ing word of living man, or man’s work’;
I never saw him look an unkind or bale-
fui look; I never knew him let pass,with-
out some sorrowful remonstrance or en-
deavored mitigation, a biameful word
spoken by another.”
