People Ignored.

Those who live on Quidi Vidi Road
will derive cold comfort from the
words of the Government organ this
morning. Ever since  they learned
that the sealers of the Newfoundland,
whom the authorities have determin-
ed to detain for observation, were to
be isolated in a structure now being
erected near Quidi Vidi Road, they
have been in a state of alarm, fearing
that smallpox might spread to their
dwellings.: Their alarm was natural
and they 'looked to the Government
and Municipal Council for protection.
Yesterday we counselled the Govern-
ment to re-consider their decision.
Instead of doing so, the Daily News
has promptly declared in behalf of
the Government that the sealers who
are under observation will it is hoped
be housed in this temporary struct-
ure to-night. -According to the Daily
News of this morning, one case has
already broken out among the 68 men
under observation, and there is a risk
of other cases. The Daily News is
trying to make out that the-furore
which has arisen is due to the Op-
position newspapers. This is not so,
The Opposition newspapers have but
voiced a natural and reasonable ob-
jection which was in existence more
than 24 hours before these news-
papers were issued. For instance,
Councillor Mulally was on the alert
on Sunday, and the Evening Telegram
and Evening Herald were not issued
till Monday afternoon®

It will be .remembered that our
objection was taken solely to the
location. We stated that these men
deserve the most considerate treat-

ment, good food and comfortable quar- f

ters, but that they should be given
the best available of these without
endangering the public at large. We
pointed out that a hastily run up shed
could not be comfortable, and we
drew a contrast between the housing
of these unfortunate men and the
housing of the members of 'the Picnic
Party. But we challenge the Daily
News to .point out where we suggest-
ed that a private house should be
taken. We suggested the hiring of
one, or two sealing steamers, cleaning
them out, and’ making the men as
comfortable as possible, and in such
a way as would isolate them from

others, who would be thus kept im- |

mune. The value of our suggestion
is  unwittingly corroborated by the
Daily News itself under the caption
- of %

“A LESSON_LEARNED.

“The present trouble has taught one

important: lesson—the necessity for a
quarantine station. St. John’s has

never been face to face with the im-
pe’rativé need hitherto.

Tke puerility and ‘insincerity ‘of the
suggestion that we should lend the
house we live in as an observation
hospital for smallpox is conclusiyely
proved by evidence in the Daily News
article itself. Read what the article
contains. Here are two extracts:

“l.indberg’s farm had, taken
some cases several years ago, but
68 men could not be housed where
ten had only room enough.”

How then would our house accom-
modate 68 men?

Again—

“The Rinks were considered,
but apart from the certainty that
no rink-ewner or company would
congent to ruin their .enteeprise,
the rinks would be utterly unsuit-
able.”

We do not own any house in
the country. We rent one. We are
not free agents in the matter. If a
rink company would not ‘ruin its
prospects, can a landlord of a private
house be expected to do what a com-
pany would “certainly” not, accord-
ing to the Daily News, consent to do.

Moreover, the Daily News says
again:—

“People do not willingly rent
their dwellings for quarantine
purposes.”

It may be inferred from this, what
is a fact, that our house was 6t
rented to us for quarantine purposes,
and we have no power to let or loan
for such a purpcose. The house Wwe
live in is let to us on ordinary terms,
which do not permit us to loan it for
a smallpox- observation hospital.

It is clear then that the observa-
tions of the Daily News in this con-
nection are utterly beside the ques-
tion. We apologize for dealing with
them, as they are persgnal but they
were forced upon us by the Daily
News.

If there was any sincerity in them,
why did not the Daily News suggesti

About Our Nomenclature.

. Surnames dre not what they seem,
tnd some of the most distressing con-
tain a wealth of meaning.

?ake. for example, the surname

with which many people think they
are cursed—Snooks. This, by no
means, seems to be an imposing cog-
nomen; but, as a matter of fact, it is
& name of great alithuity, and one of
which nobody need be ashamed. In
reality, it is a contraction of ‘Seven-
oak.,” It was first corrupted to Sen-
no¢s, which, in its turn, was corrupt-
ed to Snoqks of to-day.
" The original bearer of the name of
Legleps was so called merely be-
cause he was a lawyer. Originally,
the name was spelled Laegless, the
expression signifying “learned in the
law.” Strangely enough, Lawless is
derived from exactly the same source.
and signifies exactly the opposite to
its apparent meaning.

Take the case of the surname Heart.
It is really a corruption of Hard,
which was a name given to shows
that the owner was a man of firm
character and resolute bearing.

One must extend pity to the poor
individual burdened with such a name
as Gumboil. Yet those who possess
the name may be interested to know
that it, too, has nothing at all to do
with any part of the anatomy: It de-
notes that its first bearer was./a man
of considerable importance and great
power in the state. It is derived from
the Norse wordrs “gunbald,” which it-
self has nothing to do with any afflic-
tion, but means “bold in war.”

It is quite wrong to assume that
the name of Smith is derived from
the fact that the original bearers were
workers in- metal. In reality, Smith
is a very fine old name, far more an-
cient than Anglo-Saxon. ’f'he oldest
known bearers of the name were
brewers, and it was in use many
thousand of years ago in mighty
Egypt.

“honorable.” Gambling comes - from
Gamling, which comes from a Norse
word signifying “old descent.”

Thus, Browning
means “son of Brown,” and Dunning.
“Dunn’s son.”

Apparently, a very ignoble surname
is Tremble, a name which might make
one imagine that the ancestor of Mr.
Tremble was a craven-hearted crea-
ture. Still, the exact &dpposite ils the
case, for the name ‘is only a corrup-
tion of the ancient word “trumbald;”
which/signiﬂes “steadfast and bold.”

Any individual rejoicing in the
name of Mr. Earwig may be proud in
the fact that originally the mname
meant the “boar of battle.” The sur-
name Mouse denoted at first a man oi
great courage; whilst Mr. Ratt gets
his name from the fact that the first
bearer of the name was a wise per-
son, who gave “counsel” to the King.

Goose, Gosling, and Jocelyn are cor-
‘ruptions of a word which originally
denoted the “Goths.” The first Mr.
yander was an individual called “the
wolf”’; while an original Mr. Duck
was a “doughty” man. &

No; surnames are not’ what they
seem. For instance, Lind appears to
be a somewhat charming name; all
the same, it is derived from a Teu-
,tonic word meaning a “snake.” The
apparently. quiet and harmless sur-
name Wren comes from a word which
denotes “rapine.”’ - Then, Fish, though
such an innocent name in appearance,
originally meant “impetuous.” That
common surname Haddock is derived
from a word meaning ‘‘war.”
