count. We think such a precaution
is only fair to the candidates in all 
cases, but more particularly in the 
case of the boxes in St. John’s which 
have to be transferred to the out- 
ports. We applied for permission 
for a candidate to go on "the special 
train to Trinity in order to be in 
time for the count, and we were re­
fused. Such a precaution as we have 
mentioned, becomes all the" more ne­
cessary in view of the casual maimer 
in. which-the-ballot boxes are being 
collected in the Twillihgate, Fortune 
and Burgeo Districts. We are now 
writing on Thursday morning, a week 
after Polling Day, and there is no in­
formation to hand yet that the boxes 
have been collected in these districts. 
Ln Twillingate District there are two 
steamers, and in face of this the Daily 
News, this morning, publishes the in­
formation that yesterday “the motor 
boat collecting the ballot boxes, was 
broken down" at Pilley’s Island, with 
32 boxes on board, and that it was 
impossible for the motor boat to com­
plete the work.” There are delays 
of a simitar duration in Fortune Bay, 
Burgeo and St. Barbe. Yet in spite

of these delays, candidates are refus­
ed the means of watching ballot, box­
es. The arrangements made by the 
Government for the collection of 
these boxes, are disgraceful and de­
serve the strongest censure. It is an 
outrage that the arrangements should 
be so defective that on a Thursday 
morning after a Polling Day on the 
Thursday of the Week previous, that 
a Government' newspaper should be 
forced to announce these counts still 
delayed, coupled with the mild hope 
that the counts should be taken up 
during the day, but still unable to an­
nounce that the ballot boxes have 
been collected."

There are probably very few of our 
readers who are aware that a most 
attractive club-house has recently 
been established in New York for the 
benefit of those who are accustomed 
to visit that city from time to time, 
and the news should prove of spec­
ial interest to ladies, because it was 
in order to provide convenient quar­
ters for our countrywomen when 
visiting.

'“Put your hands on my ahoulders, 

and follow me,” says Mr. Hepworth.
We pass down a passage and are 

in another room, or rather range of 
rooms, all lit from the - ceiling . by- 
means of tlull-red lamps, that shed a 
peculiarly baleful light upon our­
selves and the operatives.

In this portion of the factory the 
sensitive films are dealt with and 
manipulated in various ways. Be­
yond this again are the drying rooms 
where the negatives are being dried 
on huge wooden drums that revolve 
noiselessly on ball bearings.

Very interesting is the developing 
room, where the films are developed 
and washed. 1 Here are some 
marvellous machines, each one of 
which is capable of developing, fix­
ing, washing, and finishing eight 
dred feet of film an hour.

The printing machines reminded 
me very forcibly of penny-in-the-alot 
machines, the negatives being auto­
matically "delivered,” as it were, at 
a little opening an inch or go square, 
and brilliantly illuminated, where 
they come in contact with the sensi­
tive film for a second or so before 
being passed on into the murkiness 
beyond.

NEW YORK, Nov. 5.

Democratic Governors were elect­
ed yesterdry in each State in which 
this office was filled. In Massachus­
sets, New Jersey, Virginia and, with 
the exception of New York State, 
where the Tammany democracy was 
rebuked, more democracy than re­
publican victories were recorded at 
the polls. Maryland elected a demo­
cratic State Senator, and of four 
Congressmen jthree democrats were 
Elected. The exception was Çï D. 
Paige for the third district of Massa­
chusetts. In Massachusetts ■ there 
was a democratic landslide. Lieut. 
Governor Walsh was chosen Govern-»] 
or. The State plurality was 63,691, 
the largest ever givep a démocratie 
candidate for office. Walsh carried 
With him into office every democratic 
candidate on the State ticket .with 
the possible exception of the Attor­
ney General. The Tammany demo­
cracy in New York State was con­
demned in a manner which left tit­

tle solace to the leaders, John P,
Mitchell, Fusionist, was elected May­
or of New York, leading Edward Mc­
Call, the Tammany candidate, by
121,209 votes. Sulzer, the deposed 
Governor of the State, was returned 
to the Assembly from New York | 
City. The New York assembly will 
be safely republican. In New Jer-1 
sey, Fielder, democrat, was elected 
Governor witii^, 22,000 plurality over 
the republican candidate. The demo­
crats will control both houses of the | 
Legislature.
