Could Anything Be Much More Vivid?

Of course the mental life is less
vivid than the physical. And yet when
Tennyson wants to describe a trans-
cending sweetness, he does not use as
his measure any actual sensation but
rather the mind’s creation of imagin-
ary Sensation—“sweet as kisses by
hopeless fancy feigned on lips that are
for others.”

If you lived right on the side of a
mountain and never went any farther
away from it you might never realize
what a tremendous height it was. If
you pressed your face up too close to
a wonderful picture you might never
know what a beautiful thing it was.
And that is why I have tried to push
you away from this power we all take
for granted in order that you may get
for an instant a vague conception of
what a world travelling, life trans-
forming, lighting flash power it is.

Anniversaries of
Local Historical Events.

On this date 45 years ago two girls,
Mary Sullivan and Mary Martin, were
killed by a plank falling from the
tower of the R. C. Cathedral.

On November 1st, 1886, three men,
David Kenny, Thomas Costello and
John Martin, were burnt in a railway
section tilt, near Conception Harbor,
and this day in the same year the
streéts in the city were first 1lit by
electricity.

Dear-Sir,—I have ‘wished to abstain
from any part in the Prohibition
ampaign, buf cirtumstances have
isen which make it due to the of-
ce I hold rather than to myself that
I should endeavor to make my posi-
tion clear. . Furthermore a force with-
in me impels me, F therefore ask you
to be good enough to afiord me an op-
portunity of making a statement.
My attitude to the question is sug-

note of protest kindly published by
vou a few days ago: “Temperance
operates by the exercise of free well,
prohibition by coercion; temperance
is a divine means, prohibition a hu-
man one.” There is on sale in St.
John’s now a picture which likewise
gives a clue to my mind in the matter

of our conduct in all things. The
picture represents a soldier of the
great European crusade dead on the
field of battle and near unto him the
crucified Christ as his. fellow 1
could wish the artist had further |
conceived the picture of the living
Christ, gentle and loving, standing
by the side of the living crusader in
the line of battle—his shield and his
sword, for is not Christ by the side of
every one of us in every phase of our
life—at work or play, in the office or
at the bench, in the school or in the
home, in the mansion or in the- cot-
tage, in the fishing-boat or in the
woods, aye, even in the den—our
philosopher, friend and guide, our
strength and our support? Is- not
this what Christ wishes all of us, even
the vilest sinner to feel, that He is by
our side;, right near to us-—not to
scold but to sympathize, not to im- |
prison but to set free, not to drive but i
lead? |
And is not this what we should,

Yes, Christ draws, He does not
drive, and the grave question before
us now is whether we shall depart
from the ways of Christ or not, whe-
ther we shall endeavor by coercive
means to hasten that happy state
which Christ surely foresaw sould be
accomplished only by the free sub-
mission of the will of man to His Di-
vine Will. If heaven cannot be gain-
ed by the mea’ns of grace given untv
us by Christ, then ¢learly He came oun
earth and died in vain. This is my

| faith and at last I do not hesitate to

declare it. If mankind will put
Christ in His right place, there will
be no need for coercion. Therefore to
me Prohibition is a blunder amnd the
responsibility to the Holy Ghost of
him who votes for it very-great.

I am prepared to work for temper-
ance to the best of my strength and
opportunity, prepared to regulate the
traffic and to remove in reason temp-
tations, but it must be for me along
the lines of my faith.

Since I dictated my letter of a day
or two ago, I received your telegram
with reference to the Ladies’ Commit-
tee. I will endeavour to. meet your
wishes in any way possible, and will
write further on receiving a list of
names.

The question has cropped up of
Christmas fare for the troops. There
should be no difficulty as regards the
reserve Companies in Scotland. 1
foresee, however, a very great diffi-
culty in getting comforts over to the
Battalion on service, especially if it is
still at the Dardanelles. The extra-
ordinarily perfect arrangements 1or
the troops in France have, I think,
spoiled people a little as to what is
normally impossible under conditions
of warfare with trogops in the situa-
tion of the Dardanelles. It is really
too much to expect that individual
parcels, even if pacKed securely,
should reach individuals safely for
Christmas purposes; and. I think our
friends in Newfoumdland will be dis-
appointed if they :{Build . upon their
gifts so doing. The difficulty.is the
greater if there are all sorts 'of little
individual parcels, whereas it may be
possible to get some sort of egqual
gift, say a small plum pudding of a
regulation size, enough for two or
three men, and packed in the regula-
tion way. For this reason I would
strongly suggest that, while those in
Newfoundland should send their par-
cels for the reserye. Companies, they
should not expect to get small parcels
through-to the troops. If possible
they should be persuaded to leave
Christmas fare for the troops to us
here, who can get things done up uni-
form in size and package and all the
rest of it.

The Executive Committee wanted
me to put this in a telegram to you,
hut I was quite sure that a telegram
would be open to misunderstanding,
and I have, therefore, preferred to
write. We -will do our best with par-
cels that arrive before this warning
has reached you, but I hope that those
out there will not court disappoint-
ment by thinking they can send their
parcels after they have had this warn-
ing.
