War News.

OFFICIAL.
LONDON, June 5.

At Verdun the enemy- continued
violent and costly assaults througl-
out the week, making some progress.

On the British front there was
greater activity, especially southeast
of Ypres where the enemy penetrate:l
our line to a depth of several hundred
vards. The Canadians, after severe
fighting, recovered much of the lost
ground. The enemy’s loses were se-
vere.

Italian-Austrian attacks on the
Adige front are contimued. The ene-
my occupied Arsiero Asiago. At-
tempts to further -advance were re-
pulsed. Austrian reports foreshadow
a Russian offensive. Smuts’ forcos
captured an entrenched position in
Mihochemi. .In the Caucasus the Rus-
sians have withdrawn from Mama-
katun salient.

BONAR LAW.

GERMANS MOWED DOWN.

PARIS, June 5.

In their separated attacks on Fort
Vaux one “of the outlying defences of
Verdun, along the. front east of the
Meuse, the Germans are hurling for-
ward infantry masses in compact
form. The first ranks were obliged
to advance to-. certain death. Col-
umns tried to debouch from the vil-
lage Damloup below Fort Cross, to
attain the slopes near the fort. For
three days this spot has been the
scene of carnage which saturated the
ground with blood. One German col-
umn advanced no further ‘than the
bottom of the ravine. The front ranks

> pushed by those behind, fell as fast

as they reached the dead line  ard
were swept by French quick-firers.
As they toppled over, others came on
o take their place, and fell in line.
French officers who have returned
from the Verdun front; althnugﬁ hard-
ened by the worst sights of war, de-
clare that the butchery there surpass-
s imagination.

SURVIVORS TALK.

LONDON, June 5.

Survivors of the British cruiser
Warrior, who were landed at Devon-
port, say that the Warrior and the
Cruiser Defence steamed between thc
two lines of German warships, with
the result that within a few minutes
the Defence was blown into the air

r—

and the Warrior badly riddled. A
storm of German shells exploding on
the deck of the Warrior almost snf-
focated the crew with the gases.
When the Germans were at length
driven off by British reinforcements,
the pumps were manned on the bat-
tered and sinking ship, and succeed-
ed in keeping her afloat until an aux-
iliary ship came alongside and took
off the wounded. The auxiliary took
the Warrior in tow for 48 hours, when
she foundered. A survivor said, ‘I
watched the Iron Duke swing through
the seas letting off broadside after
broadside; wicked tongues of flame
leaping through clouds of smoke in
the direction of the battle. It was
stunning, stupendous and deafening
as hundreds of the heaviest guns in
the world roared out at once. Great
masses of water rose in the air like
waterspouts, reaching as high as thc
masts as salvos of German shells fel!
short or went over their target. It
was gmpoessible to see what was hap-
pening among the ships of the foe.
Smoke obscured everything so effect-
ually that one could only get a
glimpse at intervals. When the kind-
ly wind blew a lane through the pali,
it was apparent that the best ships of
the enemy were. engaged, but how
many neither eye nor glass could see.
It was equally impossible to see what
damage we were causing. Only those
high in command knew the progress
of the battle. The damage inflicted
on the German ships was great and
does not admit of any doubt, and at
one time two vessels, red with fire
gleamed through the smoke. It is a
curious feeling to be in the midst of a
battle and not to know which side for-
tune leans, but where ony few ships
are engaged it is ‘different. Our own
losses we know with some- degree of
exactness. But even that was un-
certain. At one time it was thought
that the Lion had been lost, as she
did not answer any call, but it trans-
pired that her wireless had been de-
stroyed. With dusk came the great
opportunity of the mosquito craft,
and both sides made use of it to the
full. It was in this way that one of
the saddest of many sad incidents oc-
curred. A destroyer, true to its name,
daslred for a hig enemy ship. -She
soon got into effective range and
loosened her torpedoes with deadly
effect on the German battleship. The
ship went down and the destroyer
raced for safety, the commander and
officers standing on the bridge indul-
ging in mutual congratulations at
their success, when at that moment a
shell hit the British ship and wiped
out the entire group.”

PETROGRAD, June 5.
The Russian press urges the En-
tente Powers to bring pressure -to
bear on Greece, because of the an-
tagonistic attitude of that ' country.
Something of a sensation has been
caused by articles, especially that in
the Bourse Gazette, expressing the
opinion that the King of Greece would
do well to take a rest of some dura-
tion at some place, which would be
better for his' health than Athens.
Other papers denounce the politfbal
feeling in Greece toward the Entente
Powers. The Novoe Vremya consid-
ers measures at Salonika insufficient
and calls upon the Entente - Powers
to take the necessary steps at Piraeus
and Athens.
* CASUALTIES.
LONDON, June 5. *
The Admiralty this evening made
public an additional list of casualties
among petty officers and men who
took part in the naval battle off Jut-
land, reported from ‘ships other than
those sunk. The list shows 116 kill-
ed, and 233 wounded.

FRENCH P()Sl’i‘lON S BOMBARDED.

PARIS, June 5.

The French positions near Lake
Doiran, in the vicinity of the -Greek
Serbo frontier, have been violently
bombarded, according to a despatch
to the Havas Agency from Salonika.
A Greek convoy crossing the Patraog
region near Doiran, was cannonaded
by the Germans and Bulgarians, the
correspondent adds, despite the fact
that white and Greek flags were
hoisted.

UNFAIR CRITICISM BY NEWS.
PAPERS.

LONDON, June 5.

An Admiralty communication to-
night, referring to aspersions cast by
some newspapers upon the profession-
al conduct of the higher command
officers in the Jutland baitle, says
that it cannot be too clearly stated
that as no definite report from the
Commander-in-Chief has been pub-
lished or even read, any attempt to
criticize the direction of operations
must be wholly conjectural, and that
such asperations inflict grave injus-
tice upon ‘those able and gallant off-
cers to whose care is confided the
command of His Majesty’s squadrons.

AROUND VERI}UN.
PARIS, June 5.

With undiminished violence the
Germans continued their attacks last
night along Verdun east of the Meuse.
In the region of Vaux and Damloup
between the Fort and Utlage on Dam-
loup, the German offensive was par-
ticularly severe. The French are
still in possession of Fort Vaux. In
the vicinity of Douaumont there was
heavy artillery fighting. Unsuccess-
ful raids were undertaken in the
Vosges.

Sir,—A letter appeared in a recenr
issue of the Daily News signed “Home
Ruler,” this letter is so misleadiug
and so accurately wrong that I feel
impelled by a' feeling of justice to re-
ply-to. it and to point out its false-
ness.

To begin with Empire Day in this

The Magistrate opened the perform-
ance with the usual patriotic speech,
unfortunately, however, the elogqnuence
of the speaker as well as the unusual-
ly good musical per_tormance, “was
rather ‘a wasted effort, because of the
empty benches facing the performers.
There were, perhaps a dozen repre-
gentative men and women in the au-
dience and as it is usual to measure
the patriotic fervour of a locality by
the amount of attendance at a gather-
ing, why then this meeting is an elo-
quent reminder of our marked’deﬁci-
ency in that respect. I fear it looks as
though Placentia is content to do the
cheering while the other outports fur-
nish the money; flag flying and pat-
‘riotic outpourings are quite in or-
der when such expressions of loyalty
are accompanied with that most prac-
tical of all proofs of feeling—money
contributions, and our ‘lack is the
more pronounced when we notice the
ever increasing contributions from
other villages. I fancy I hear again
the oft repeated assertion: “Placentia
has contributed her fifty bold sold-
ier boys.” This is right and good as
far as it goes but it does not go far
enough. Placentia has sent oui her
soldiers, all the greater reason have
we to do our utmost to ' equip our
soldiers and sailors and nobody ought
to forget in naming Placentia that this
includes Jersey Side, North East,
South East, Marquise and Barrisway
and Point Verde, our boys are scat-
teged all through these villages. Now
compare our output of human materi-
al with that of little Portugal Cove,
where are to be found to-day the
homes of the same number of boys in
the Empire’s service.

“Home Ruler" is not speaking the
truth when he states that the *‘Hall
has been placed at the disposal of
patriotic works.” It was the commit-
tee of this very Institution who re-
fused to allow the use of one of their
several unused rooms for patriotic
purposes.

“6th. I have plways stated that the
Labrador coast is a fine cruising
coast, and have been the direct means
of bringing many yachts to visit it. I
know of two more, at least, that are
coming this year, besides many visit-
ors. I have stated that I only knew
rof one part from Cape Chidley to the
Straits of Belle Isle, where there is
more than ten miles of coast without
a  harbour. One of my personal
friends covered a large section of the
coast in an ordinary birch-bark'can-
oe, which is still in fny possession;
yvet I am again accused of being a
cheap seeker for heroics by giving the
coast an evil reputation. In everyone
who saw the beautiful scenery slides
of Labrador lent me for the occasion,
the desire to visit the coast was

entitled the ‘Gentle Reader,’ I am on
the contrary accused of making life
appear so enjoyable in the North' that
everyone who hears us wishes to go
there. One of the pictures I showed
was a photograph of our small body
of Legion of Frontiersmen, 'in their
naval dress, recciving the Duke of
Connaught, when he did us the honor
of visiting us. I have not been a
week in St. John’s during two years
and to have laid claim to any large
share in recruiting through the In-
stitute would have been ridiculous.
On the other hand I am proud that
our Northern men have responded so
well and that no section of the coast,\
outside St. John’s has done better ac-
cording to population, for the patri-
otic fund, than the strip of land be-
tween Englee and Quirpon.”

This portion of the address was
concluded with advice on hospital
matters, and in closing he said:
“The best way is to have a ' public
enquiry made into the conditions that
exist and how to meet them, and that

is what I now ask for.” ®

REPORTS ON NORTH SEA FIGHT.
LONDON, To-day.

The latest reports received from the

Admiralty enabled the Associated

Press to give the following review oi
the naval engagements off the Jut-
land coast, with varifous incidents.
Results as viewed from the British
side during the night of May 31st and
June 1st: British destroyers made a
determiried attack on the retreating
German |battle fleet which hastened its
flight. The British fleet remained in
pu.uns:sibn of the scene of battle dur-
ing the morning of June 1lst, and tra-
versed tlie field four times, but finding
no enemy to fire upon, the Command-
er-in-Chief took his fleet back te its!
bases, and five hours after its arrival
reported the battle already for action.
As regards CGerman losses, definite
evidence it is declared has now been
obtained:—Two battle cruisers, one
at least, probably two battleships,
four light cruisers, eight destroyers,
one submarine, remainder of German
battle cruiser squadron ~may have
reached home port but ships were all
severely damaged, as also were the
ships of the Koenig class which were
under the fire of a portion of the Brit-
ish battle fleet. Besides the above the
Associated Press obtained information
from returned ofificers of the fleet to
the effect that they are able to identify
lost German battle cruisers as Hind-
enburg and Lutzow. Naval officials
here point out that on account of their
proximity to home ports, some of their
vessels, that were as badly injured as
the British ecruiser Warrior, would
have been able to make port. German
warships Hindenburg hitherto been
classified as battleship; Derfllinger
and her sister ship Lutzow are be-
lieved to be the hattle cruisers which
have peen inciuded in the list of sup-
Posed German losses, while another
battle cruiser Sydlitz as reported from
Deutral souree, as having been seen
Thursday morning badly damaged be-
ing pursued by British warships.

Southern Baltic.

tions. Along Bessearbian front,
Duiester region, along lower Stripa
and Volhynia Russian attacks have
been particularly violent. In the re-
gion of Olyka some Volhymian forts, a
triangle of Russian guns shelled ‘a
front of over fifteen miles in length
keld by Austrian Arch Duke Joseph
Ferdinand. Around Verdun bad
weather set in and as a result the in-
fantry of both sides kept their tren-
ches, only. bombardments have taken
place, no new changes in position are
recorded. Around Vaux and Dam-
loup, north east Verdun, + bombard-
ment on both sides continued with
considerable intensity, while west of
the Meuse shelling been only inter-
mittent; on remainder of front in
France, except around Ypres, the
situation reported quiet. About
Ypres the Germans and British for-
ces, latter consisting of Canadians,
Ieeping up violent fighting which has
been in progress since last week when
the Germans under terrific rain of
shells captured Canadian positions,
which later were retaken in hand to
hand and bombing encounters. Re-
turning to the attack on Sunday the
Cermans again forced the Canadians
to relinquish the bulk of recaptured
ground but the Canadians disputing
strenuously the efforts of the Teutons
to oust them from the remainer of the
positions. Vienna reports that
despite sturdy resistance of the Itali-
ans the Austrians have madde further
gains into Italy, Cenglo zone, ‘near
Asiage a town in Ceisana; 5,600 Ital-
ian prisoners, three cannon, eleven
machine guns, 125 bomb throwers
captured by the Austrians.

Rome admits the retirement of the
Italians in Cenglo zone but says in
Dalgone Valley, Largarina Valley, and
on Posiha front, Austrian attacks're-
pulsed with heavy losses. In southern
Albania, in the region of Avilona the
Austrians have dispersed “with their
srtillery Italian detachments oper-
ating in that vicinity.

BERLIN, To-day.

In the critical times of July, 1914,
it was the duty of every responsible
statesman before God, his country
and his conscience, to leave nothing
untried that could preserve peace
with honor; we also desired after suc-
cessful repulse of our enemies to
neglect nothing that was calcalated
to shorten the terrible suffering ex-
perienced by the people of Germany
in such a conflagration. I told an
American . journalist that peace nego-
tiations would only reach a settle-
ment if they were conducted ‘by
statesmen of belligerent powers, on
the basis of the real war situation,
as shown by the war map. This" pro-
position was rejected by the other
side. They will not recognize the
war map, as they hope to improve it
in their own favor, but it has con-
stantly - changed in our favor. We
have added to it since that remark
was made. The surrender of the
British army at Kut-el-Amara, the
ddfeats with tremendous losses of the
French at Verdun, the collapse of the
Russian offensive in March, the
mighty thrust forward of our Allies
against Italy, the strengthening of
our lines before Salonika, and just
now we have received news of the
naval battle off Jutland with jubilant
and gratcful hearts. This is how the
war map looks now. If our various
qnemies desire to shut their eyes,
then we must fight on until final vic-
tory.

ADMIRAL JELLICOE REPORTS
LITTLE HOPE OF ANY SURVIYV-
ORS. $

LONDON, To-day.

Admiral Jellicoe reports to the Ad-
miralty as follows:: “I have to re-
port, with deep regret, that His Ma-
jesty’s Ship Hampshire, Capt. Her-
bert J. Savill, R.N., with Lord Kitch-
ener and his staff on board, was sunk
last night at about 8 o’clock, to the
west of the Orkneys, either by a mine
or torpedo.

S of Desphtion Witnessed in |
Macedonia Equalling in Herror the
Exodus From Belgium and North-
ern France, ;

(By Gaston Richard, correspondent of
the Petit Parisien, Paris.)

Salonika, June 2—I have just re-
turned from a visit to Demir-Hissar
and Serei, where I witnessed scenes
of desolation equalling in horror the
exodus from Belgium and Northern
France. The roads of Eastern Mace-
donia are choked with panic stricken
Greeks, fleeing before the oncoming
Bulgarian hordes. The refugees are
driving their sheep and cattle before
them, pushing hand carts containing
their belongings, and carrying weep-
ing children. Beneath the torrid sun,
the wretched, -homeless people strug-
gled along concealed in a choking
cloud of dust. h

Demir-Hissar, when I arrived, was
dense with refugees. They had been
swarming into the little town since
Sunday, clamoring for protection and
begging bread. But thefe were only
forty sacks of flour for 30,000 per-
sons, and the majority of the refugees
are starving to death.,. The same
scenes occurred at Serei, where the
authorities ‘vainly endeavored to col-
lect food. - Every one of these wretch-
ed people tell harrowing stories of
Bulgarian abominations. Led.by pro-
Bulgarian Greeks the invading troops
swarmed into the frontier villages,
and seized all the available food, kill-
ing all the beasts and striking down
with their rifle butts the civilians
who attempted to interfere.

I saw a girl with a deep cut eight
inches long, around her neck, caused
by a Bulgarian soldier, who had brut-
ally snatched a tawdry necklace from
her. Another girl who had been
wearing ear-rings had the lobes of
both ears torn away. A great major-
ity of the young girls were carried off
by the troops under the eyes of ofhi-
cers, who also allowed the most wan-
ton pillage.

When the population. begged for
mercy and asked to beé allowed to
leave their homes, the officers cried:
“Where will you go? we shall take
Seres from Talva and Salonika and
hurl the allies into the sea. Men who
returned to the villages to try to find
their missing women folks never re:-
turned to the refugees columns.

All stories agree that Uhlans -en-
couraged the Bulgarian _pillage, al-
though they did not participate in it
themselves. The German officers
made no effort to prevent DBulgarian
orgies. When a young woman cover-
ed with blood, threw herself at the
feet of a German colonel and implored
his aid, lie merely shrugged his shoul-
ders remarking: “You  knew w2
were coming, why didn’t you leave be-
fore?”

Along the road from Demir Hissar
to Seres, Bulgarians raided groups of
fleeing Greeks, taking all their be-
longings ‘and even removing the
clothes from their backs and leaving
them nude. : D

As soon as the miserable proces-
sion reached the Franco-British lines
the troops gave the famished people
bread and soup until they had dis-
posed of all their own rations. A* the
frontier village of Beles, the Bul-
garians expelled the population at the
point of the. bayonet. At Youle, a
Greek school mistress who attempted
to prevent the Bulgarian troops from
raiding her home, was dragged to the
village square and publicly attacked,
being stoned as she ran shrieking to-
wards the country~ At Youle, also,
five thousand sheep and 100 cows
were seized. Thirty inhabitants of
the region were arrested and four
were shot on suspiciori of spying.

Kitchener and Derby.

There are two outstanding fig-
ures of interest at the War Of-
fice just now—Lord Kitchener,
the supreme head of the whole
establishment, and Lord Derby,
whose scheme for increasing the
army has brought him very
much in the public eye, while
across the road, at the Horse
Guards, is Field Marshal French,
now Lord French of Ypres, who
as‘commander of home defence,
is now directing home defences
in general and the aircraft de-
fences in particular. Lord Kitch-
ener’s windows look out on the
busy traffic of Whitehall, with
the mounted Horse Guards
across the way, and the bronze
equestrian statue of the Duke of
Cambridge, in sweeping plume
and full regalia of a field mar-
shal, at the entrance. The of-
fices are stately, with portraits
of distinguished war ministers.
But under Kitchener they have
taken on an air of the camp, with
maps all about and on the walls
indicating the campaigns in
many fields of British operation

—in Flanders, at Salonika, in
Egypt and Mesopotamia, and of

ally operations on the Austro-
Italian front, in Russia and oth-
er points.

Lord Kitchener comes and
goes, always as a soldier, in uni-
form. He goes in uniform to
Buckingham Palace for his con-
ferences with the King, and in
uniform to the House of Lords,
where he is a member, to an-
nounce Government policies on
the war. ‘ His busy hours at
headquarters are in the morn-
ing and at night, attending war
councils, seeing the chief staff
officers and directing plans. He
appears always calm and un-
ruffled in the mass of  details
pressing from every side, and
he returns the salutes of soldiers
along the corridors with the
same deference they give him,
like Washington, who bowed to
his servants because he would
not permit his subordinates to
outdo him in courtesy.

Lord Derby’s guarters are
across the corridor, and though
he is a civilian and wears no
uniform, he is surrounded by a
military staff and is doing one
of the most important military
works—*“‘establishing a reser-
voir,” he calls it, which will sup-
ply a steady stream of recruits

as the military authorities need
them. Instead of war maps,
Lord Derby has a map of the
United Kingdom hanging back

of his desk, for his problem has
been the assembling of men in

proper quotas from  different
points within the country. Field
Marshal French’s. quarters are
not far away, the centre of
hustling activity in connection
with the new air defences. Just
what these are is not being made
known, except in the guarded
announcements of Lord Kitch-
ener to Parliament, as the the-
ory of the war officials is that
surprise is an essential element
in the effectiveness of a war-
weapon. So that about all that
is known is that Field Marshal
French is working with Sir
Percy Scott, the naval expert,

But while these main figures
of the War Office are most be-
fore the public, there is also a

| vast organization carrying on

the innumerable day-to-day
branches of military work. - The
main divisions are the General
Staff, the Adjutant General, the
Quartermaster General, and the
Civil and Finance departments,
with most of the Ordnance
branch now transferred to the
Ministry of Munitions. Under
these main heads there are some
120 divisions, taking in the
whole range of military activi-
ties.

The War Council is, in effect,
made up of the heads of these
main divisions, seven in all, with
Lord Kitchener as president of
the Council, and General Rob-
ertson, chief of staff, Adjutant-
General Sclater, Quartermaster-
General Cowans, Major-Gener-
al Von Donop, Parliamentary
Secretary Tennant and Financial
Secretary Foster as the other
members of the War Council.
The General Staff, with General
Robertson at its head, makes
the scientific studies of military
defence, assembles all the avail-
able intelligence on different
campaigns, furnishes the ex-
perts, and has charge of the
military inter - communication
by telegraphing and signalling.
Unlike the American system, the
British Army Medical Service is
under the adjutant-general. The
extensive purchase of American
horses, harness and supplies has
come under the direction of
Quartermaster-General Cowans,
who has general charge of food,
clothing and supplies, land and
water transportation of troops,
supplying horses, ete.

The recent transfer of ord-
nance from the War Office to the
Ministry of Munitions shows
the remarkable development of
ordnance, particularly artillery,
since it first came into use. It
was not until 1483 that England
established an ordnance officer,
the War Office records showing
that Rauf Bigod was the first
master of ordnance. That was
the time the Germans were first
using these strange engines call-
ed artillery, throwing enormous
stones. So the English appoint-
ed a Master of Ordnance, and
soon after Ferdinand of Spain
also got some of these new en-
gines of warfare and with them
succeeded at last in battering
down the walls of Grenada and
driving the Moors out’ of Spain.
From that time on artillery was
a main factor in settling wars,
and in Encland such men as the
Duke of Marlborough, Lord
Cornwallis, Lord Hoe, and the
Duke of Wellington, were Mas-
ters of Ordnance. It is a curi-
ous fact that after Lord Corn-

wallis’ surrender at Yorktown,
he returned to England and be-
came the Master-General of
Ordnance. This matter of big
guns has been growing ever
since, until this war made it
such a factor that a new Cabinet

100,000 Letters a Week.

There is no
time for high-sounding titles,
and so every branch and every
official is known by a group of
letters, and every officer in the
service has a number. This Re-
gistry branch under the direc-
tion of one of the veteran mem-

bersof SirReginald Brade’s staff,
Mr. Pedley, is a model of effi-

ciency in the handling of the
avalanche of documents which
the war turns loose on every
branch of the War Office. Going
down in the sub-basement, be-
low the level of the Thames, one
could see the bewildering vistas
of documents, stretching for
long distances but arranged
with mathematical precision for
instant reference as.a Govern-
ment record.

One of the curious require-
ments growing out of the rush
of war work is the need of a
staff of “searchers” to look up
lost documents. The “search-
ars” make thir rounds every
morning. Very often in the
pressure of many kinds of work
an important war record will get
laid aside or covered up on some
desk, and it is the business. of

the “searchers” to ferret out ev- |
ery lost record and get it back|

again in the regular channels.
Altogether this glimpse of the
War Office and the passing ex-
changes with the many officials
along the miles of offices, gave
the impression of a perfectly
regulated machine with the
steam-gauge wide open and
working under full pressure;

and from end to end of this vast
establishment, along with the
