The news from all sides

of events which all re-

cognize to be the prelude

Directly there is any big
fighting in their neighborhood we have
proof that they have shared in it, and
there is every reasontobelieve thatthe
men who gave their lives on January
28th helped to repeat Gueudecourt and
the brilliant feat of October 12th.
Truly, we may say with pardonable
pride that there may be finer regi-
ments tham our own among the huge
British armies, but"we have not heard

of' them. No greater calamity - could
be imagined to the country than that .
it should see the regiment reduced. be-

low full strength and.unable for that

reason only#%to maintain its splendid

standard.

To-day we hear of another big Brit-
ish gain north of Beaumont Hamel.

I would point out to the congrega-
tion .that this matter of making pro-
vision for Priests for the work of the
ministry is one in which every Catho-
lic should take a practical interest.
The success of the work of the
Church, Church progress and de-
velopment throughout the Diocese, all
depend on a sufficient staff of Clergy
to minister to the needs of the peo-
ple. In many places throughout the
Diocese at the present time there is
urgent need for the erection of new
parishes and new missions.

CHINA’S THREAT.
PEKING, Feb. 11.

A delayed note handed the German
Minister of Foreign Affairs in reply
to Germany’s declaration of resump-
tion of unrestricted submarine war-
fare, was made public to-day. The
text of the ndte in part follows: The
new measures of submarine warfare
inaugurated by Germany, imperilling
the lives and property of Chinese, and
even more than the measures previ-
ously taken which have already cost
China many lives, coustitute a viola-
tion of international law and the
toleration of their application would
introduce into international law ' ar-
bitary principles incompatible with
legitimate intercourse between ncu-
trals and between neutrals and belli-
gerents. China therefore protests
energetically to Germany against the
measures proclaimed February 1st,

and sincerely hopes the rights of neu-
tral states will be respected and that
the said measures will not be carried
jout. If tontrary to expectation, this
!pmtost be ineffective, China will be
constrained to its prefound regret to
ls(vur diplomatic relations. It is un-
necessary to-add that China’s action
is dictated by a desire for further
peace and the maintenance of inter-
national law.

Liverpool. On February first, one day
out from Liverpool, those on board
declared that they witnessed the de-
struction of a Dutch freighter by shell
fire from a submarine. The Kroon-
land was then about eleven miles off
the Irish cast, opposite the Fastnet
Light. The crew of the ship sunk
took refuge in lifeboats and were
towed away by the submarine, it was
said.

The strain of
the situation for Americans in Ber-
lin had been heightened toward the
end by an effort of the German author-
ities to induce Gerard to open negotia-
tions for an amendment to the Prus-
sian-American Treaty of 1790. At the
same time the German newspapers
were flooded with reports of the seiz-
ure of German ships by the Ameri-
cans, and with stories of difficulties
and indignities encountered by von
Bernstorff. Gerard was refused per-
mission to communicate in cipher with
Washington and the authorities ignor-
ed all denials of the stories printed
in German newspapers until an official
message received through the Spanish
Embassy made it clear that the stories
were false.

Prior to this Gerard’s telephone
wires were cut, his mail and tele-
graphic privileges stopped, so that he
could not even instruct the American
Consul, and he was, in his own
words, a prisoner. The combined re-
sult was uncertainty and petty fric-
tion, which was only dincreased when
the Foreign Office and military au-
thorities shifted the responsibility
for the delay in Gerard's departure
from one to another. No American,
least of all Mr. Gerard, could obtain
any definite information. It . was
pointed out to the officials in vain
that their measures were only applic-
able to actual war and that the ad-
mirable self-restraint and politeness
of the German people, with the re-

Dear Sir,—The undersigned are two
of a number of men who were engaged
by Mr. Jones, of the Seamen’s Insti-
tute, to work at the Abatibi Pulp and
Paper Mills at Iriquois in Canada.

The terms under which we were en-
gaged were that the wages were to be
approximately forty dollars a month,
that we were to be found in board and
lodging and that if we worked with
the Company for a period of eight
months our transportation expenses
would be paid by the Company. We
were to be employed at work for
which we were best suited to perform.
We left here on the 4th of December
and on arrival at Iriquois we stated
the terms and conditions under which
we were engaged and were told that
no pergson had any authority to en-
gage us on these terms, that our
wages would not be monthly, but
would be paid by the hour and that
we had to pay for our own board and
lodging. You can imagine our sur-
prise and dismay when we found that
the terms under which we were engag-
ed at St. John'’s were ignored by the
Company at Iriquois and that there
was no place for Newfoundlanders to
work inside the mills.
