During the first watch the propeller
averaged 69 revolutions per minute,
during the middle watch 63.7. 4s the
number of revolutiong is only ealcu-
lated at the end of each . watch,. the
speed of the propeller for the last
watch is upknown. The Second En-
gineer, states that a fair avérage for’
his watch ordinarily would be 70 re-
volutions per minute. The Engineers
could not explain why 75 revolutions
should not be made or why. in par-
ticular only 63.7 were as a matter of
fact made in the middle watch. They
appeared to regard it as nothing call-
ing for comment and it may therefore
be inferred that it was not altogether
Even 63 per minute would
give a speed o: from nearly 915 to
nearly 10 knots under favorable cir-
cumstances, which, however, did not
exist during the middle watch, after
allowing from 10 per cent. to 15 per
cent. for “slip”, which Mr. McFarlane,
an Engineer who. fills the position of
Surveyor of Machinery from time to
time for Lloyds and the British Cor-
poration, and who was familiar with
the “Florizel”, estimates as an ample
allowance.

It was suggested at the hearing
that some pressure had been brought
to bear on the Captain to sail at the
time he did against his own judgment
and that he also. had orders to. be
economical in the use of coal afid to
steam at some rate less than the
ship’s capacity, but none of these sug-
gestions are correct. They are all
denied by the Captain and as far as
they -con¢éern the Engineroom are al-
so denied by the Engineers. The
Captain states emphatically that he
had no hesitation whatever in going
to sea, that the weather was at the
time fine and that during the whole
voyage it was not such as of itself
to in any way endanger the “Flori-
zel”. There was no attempt whatever
to economize in the use of fuel. The
coal used was quite satisfactory to
the Engineers.

The “Florizel’s” propeller had four
blades. It was suggested that one
might become loose and fallen off,
but the Engineer did not think this
possible without their knowledge in
the Engineroom. . Luke Holmes, Mas-
ter of the Steamship “Lingan”, how-
ever, threw considerable doubt on
this by relating that on two distinct
voyages in different steamers he had
on each occasion lost a blade but
that neither he nor his Engineers de-
tected it until informed-in port . by
strangers who noticed the loss. Capt.
Holmes, however, states that he had
very fine weather, otherwise it would
have become noticeable in the steam-
er's speed or racing.

We are quite confident tbat the.peo-
ple of Newfoundland will appreciate
the announcement, made in the Dress
yesterday, that in consequence of the
representations meade to the Imperial
Government by His Excellency the
Governor the British Field Marshal
Commanding-in-Chief in Fraace, has
fnformed His Majesty’s Government
that so soon as the Newfound]apd
Regiment is reinforced it will take its
place in the line again and resume its
position with the famous 29th Di-
vision. The interest which His E:tcel—
lency has evinced in this regard is an
evidence of the high opinion which he
holds of the gallantry of the Royal
Newfoundlands, a gallantry which has
won for them the bay leaves of ever
living fame and glory, and it is fur-
ther an evidence of that desire, which
{s common to all of us {o see our
khaki clad lads again attached, in the
fighting line, to the division to waich
they are devoted. Newfoundland will
be all the more proud of this added
distinction, for we can readily under-
stand that it was no light task to win
from Sir Douglas Haig the promise
which he has made, especially when
we remember that such a fighting re-
giment as the Roya! Scots was unable
to get back its place in the 29th after
being obliged to withdraw from the
line owing to the depletion in its
ranks. That the Newfoundlands filled
this vacancy is a never to be forgotten
honour, ard their resumption again
of their position is an additional proof
of how highly “Ours” is held in the
regard of the High Command. That
the remnant of the battalion now at
General Headquarters will be delight-
ed with this intelligence goes without
saying, and the men are looking for-
ward to the time when the long ex-
pected reinforcements arrive in suffi-
cient numbers to engble them to again
form a part of the fTamous division.

If anything more were needed to
give a stimulus to rushing over the
men now in training here, it has been
supplied by this announcement of His
Excellency and it is to be hoped that
all that is necessary will be done
speedily to draft enough men to suf-
ficiently reinforce and bring up to full
strength, with adequate reserves, the
battalion in the field. Last Sunday’s
parade showed both the quantity and
quality of the ranks, and it goes with-
out saying that the men who go over
now will as gallantly maintain the
best traditions of the Regiment as
those who have preceded them. They
had done “better than the best”: these
will do equally as well.

We respectfully submit that at the
present time there should be no delay
jo making whatever transport ar-
rangements are practicable in order
that the Regiment be brought up, as
quickly as possible, to its fighting
strength. It is a duty owed to the few
who are now marking time at G. H.
Q. It is a duty owed the Empire &nd
it is a duty owed those heroic lads who
have since April 10th volunteered -in
their hundreds for the honor of the
Regiment and the - maintenance of
those principles of Freedom, Liberty
and Justice for which the Empire
stands and to which it has pledged its
utmost support. Therefore there
ghould be no hesitation. The Hun is
at the gate again endeavouring to
hammer and batter his way through.
Every man, every rifle, every . bullet,
every bayonet, every dollar counts,
and Newfoundland has to help this war
through to a victerious conclusion,
just as much as any other portion wnd
Dominion of the British Empire.

CAL BUILT VESSE

The schr. Ruth Hickman, Capt.
Snelgrove, has been torpedoed and
sunk by a German submarine. The
crew are safe and have Jlanded - at
Angra, Azores.. The Ruth Hickman
was one of the prettiest models ever
produced by local builders. The ship
was released from the stocks in No-
vember, 1917, at Springdale, N.D.B,
by her builder, Mr. Geo. W. Clarke,
and was fitted out and ready for sea
within a month after. She was regis-
tered at 417 tons gross and 3% toms
nett, thus at the time of launching
she was the largest of any ship ever
turned out by any buflder in the Do-
minion. She was a staunch vessel
easily handled and a quick sailer, her
loss therefore to the trade of the
country is a heavy one. The Ruth
Hickman left here in January last
with a cargo Of fish which she dis-
charged at Gibraltar, from there she
proceeded to Cadiz to load salt. After
twenty days out from the latter port
she was overtaken by a German sub-
marine who quickly ended her short
career. Capt. Snelgrove and crew
reached the land safely, but we are
unable to state in what manner, as no
further particulars have been re-
ceived.

I am almost sure I am
through with the war for some time,
Anyway 1 have done my duty during
the past 18 months. By the way,
father, one cannot be too thankful
after coming through such a tur-
moil. After all, happy is the man
who comes through unharmed, but
there is a great deal of happiness and
gratitude in the thought that one’s
life has been spared while thousands
of his comrades go under. As for
my part I was indeed a happy man
after lying so many long hours in a
shell hole, not knowing the minute
when it would -be my last, thinking
of home, and what not, when the
stretcher bearers came to my rescue,
and I woke up to find myself in hos-
pital. But I don’t mind now. Such
is life. My pal is still in France; I
saw him just after I got wounded; he
says, “I see you are out for old
Blighty;” I never saw him after. I
will write you as often as I can. I
didn’t receive either letter from New-
foundland or any where since I came
here. I would just love 2 good long
letter from you. It is great company,
especially when onc is so far away.
Give my love to all the family. will
now conclude for the present.
I am, as ever,

REVIEW OF OPERATIONS.
/ In their wviolent attacks on the 30-

ieast to the region mnorthwest of
' Rheims, the German armies are con-
tinuing to drive the French and Srit-
ish forces bofore thema on nearly every
sector. The fortified town of Soissons,
the extreme*left flank of the Alllﬂi
line has been occupied by the enemy,
although the French are still holding
tenaciously to its Westérn environs,
through which emerge the railway Jine
leading to Paris and Compeigne. Ac-
cording to the German official report,
25,000 prisoners,among them a French
and a British- General, have been tak-
en, and numerous . additional towns
and vital points all along the frent
haye been captured. Seemingly
Rheims, like Soissons, is doomed to
fall into theé hands of the enemy, as
the French War Office reports that
the troops covering the famous Cathe-
dral town, which almost daily, for
many years, has beén the target for
shells of hate from the Germans, have
been withdrawn behind the Aisne Can-
al, northwest of the town. On the sec-
tor directly to *he southeast of Sois-
sons, ‘the Geéermans now are fighting
relatively 12 miles from where ihey
started their drive Monday from Vaux-
villon, while further east near Lou-
peigne and Savigny, wedges have
been driven into a depth of approxi-
mately 15 miles. The Germans con-
tinually are throwing fresh troops in-
to the battle ,but the British nnd
French troops are keeping up their
tactics of giving ground cnly when it
is impossible longe: to hold their posi-
tions under the tremendous pressure
of the enemy. Heavy casualties are
being suffered by the army of the Ger-
man Crown Prince, while the losses
of men to the Allied forces are de-
scribed as relatively ‘light. Although
unofficial reports have mentioned the
rushing up of reinforcements from
the south, there has as yet been no of-
ficial statement that General Foch is
sending in his reserves. Numerous
counter-attacks have been launched
against the Americons holding Cant-
igny, and the outlying positions, but
all of them have met with the same
result—failure and the less of many
men, killed or wounded. Evidantly
the Americans ara prepared to dispute
to the last degree, their occcupancy of
the high ground they have won over
looking the plateau to the rest of Cant-
igny, and unstinted praise has been
showered upon the Americans by mili-
tary officers, for the dash and daring
they showed when they left rtheir
trenches and started out in quest of
their objectives. Still another defeat
has been inflicted on the enemy by the
Americans, this time’ far to the east
the Toul sector. Here the Germans let
loose large quantities of gas necar
Breminal, and delivered an attack
which the Americons shot to pleces
with machine guns. Later, on another,
sector, under a heavy barrage firé
fourteen Germans managed to invade
an American trench. None of them
returned. In hand to hand fighting
nine of the Germans were killed out-
right and one died later from his
wounds. The other four were made
captives. In Flanders and Picardy
the Germans are heavily bombarding
French and British positions on vari-
ous sectors, and raiding operations
are being carried out by both sides.
No big battle has been begun. A
British Transport, has been sunk by
a submarine in the Mediterranean with
a loss of 101 persons drowned.

THE NUMBER INCREASING.

BERLIN, To-day.
The number of prisoners taken by
the Germans on the Aisne front, has
increased to 25,000, says the official
statement issued to-day. The prison-
ers include one French and one Eng-
lish General.

ENGLISH M. P. RESIGNS.

LONDON, To-day.

Sir Gilbert Parker, the Author, has
resigned his seat in Parliament and it
is understood that Sir William Weir,
Secretary of State for the Air Ser-
vices, will be the Government candi-
date, at a by-election, in the Graves-
end district, to fill the vacancy.

FRENCH EVACUATE SOISSONS.

PARIS, To-day.
After desperate resistance, and
fighting in the streets, lasting many-
hours, the French have evacuated
Soissons, which the Germans occu-
pied, according to the official state-
ment from the War Office to-night.

AMERICANS BREAK ATTACK.

WITH THE AMERICAN FORCES
ON THE FRENCH FRONT.—Three
counter attacks, made by the Ger-
mans to retake the Terrain which
they had lost in Picardy on Monday,
completely broke down in the face of
the American artillery fire, and- the
heroism of the infantrymen. The
ground won by the Americans on
Monday all remains in their posses-
sion.

DIABOLICAL CRUELTY,

LONDON, To-day.

(Via Reuter’s - Ottawa  Agency)—In
an interview, C. J. Seitz, a South Afri-
can infantryman, from Kimberley,
who has jusi escaped from Germany,
described the diabolical cruelty of the
German guards and because he was
refused to work on munitions, he ,was
knocked ~unconscious with a belt
buckle, then kicked mercilessly, and
tied to a furnace door and partially
roasted, the skin on his arms, body
and face coming off in ribbons. Next
he was placed in a cold chamber
where he suffered agony; subsequent-
ly he'was placed in a coal mine where
he collapsed for lack of nourishment.
.The Germans turned the fire hosé on
him while prostrate, buffeting him
about until he was nearly killed. He
was then left lying in the open, the
cold wind piercing his saturated and
scanty clothing. Seitz asserts he was
at death’s door on six occasions, from
semi-starvation and hard labor. His
_bones are still almost protruding
}throngh his skin. He was made pri-
soner in July, 1916,

The note says, “The Germans
again progressed yesterday, but while
on one hand they failed to picrce our
line, on the other, it is comtorteua& to
observe that their march was slatkeh-
ed considerably by the arrival of our
reserves and as these come into play,
the-balance will gradually be restored
and soon the German flood will be
dammed.” “The French command re-
taing undiminished confidence, based
as it is on the power of our resource,
and the incomparable valor of our
soldiers.”

JAPAN IN SYMPATHY.

LONDON, To-Day.

The Daily Mail to-day publishes
from its Tokio correspondent an in-
terview with the Japaneése Foreign
Minister, Baron Goto, which is re-
markable for its discussion by ques-
tion and answer of the Japanese good
faith toward the Allies, and of the
pro-Germanism attributed to Baron
Goto in some quarters. The inter-
view is mainly concerned with the
prospects of Japanese intervention in
Siberia. Baron Goto sald the Allies
had made no formal proposal to Ja-
pan for such intervention, but that
any suggestions by the Allies would
receive sympathetic consideration.
Agked what compensation Japan
would demand for intervention, Baron
Goto replied that this would depend
on varying circumstances, the size of
the army, the extent of theatres of
operation and the like, but at the
present moment, the Foreign Minis-
ter said, we are not thinking of com-
pensation but only of everything for
the Allied cause which we have faith-
fully made our own.

Germany’s Winged
Tank.

Raoul Lufbery, the “ace” of Am-
erican aviators, who was buried in
France on Monday with all possible
honor from the nation he had served
so0 well, was the seventh American
who has battled vainly against what
{s known in France as “the winged
tank”-—in Lufbery’s case the final
struggle. This bi-plane tank is re-
ported as having a wing reach of
sixty feet. Its vital parts are protect-
ed by armor and its pilot is cased in
three-eights-inch steel. Two gunuers
also wear armor and manage the iwo
machine guns it carries. It has a
twin engine. Apparently it is im-
porvious to any form of machine bul-
let used at pressnt in air work by tihe
Allles. It is a machine that may
threaten the Allled supremacy of the
air-—if the Germans have a quantity of
them. In this war each military in-
vention has been equalléd or ~over-
come by the other side. In time this
one will be. The American aviation
service has been at work on an arm-
ored airplane, as have doubtless
France, Italy and England. The cap-
ture of one of these winged tanks on
tho Somme recently should materially
assist the Allies in designing their
counter airplane, for they will have
in the German model exact evidence
of how the Huns solved the problem
of the motor and supporting power of
the plane—the only difficulty. Ra-
oul Lufbery's death has centered at-
tention of the authorities on the im-
mediate necessity for finding the an-
swer to the new German menace.—
Halifax Chronicle.

What are the ne-
cessity. of life and
what are the lux-
uries?

I suppose there
would be almost
as many answers
to that as there
are human beings
in the world.

Last winter 1
was visiting a
friend in one of
the most famous

% “camps” in the
EHB AMERON .  country.

management o f
this camp lays great stress on what
it calls simplicity. The distinctive
idea of the place is supposed to be
that one gets, there, all the comforts
without any “lugs” or luxuries.

:Haﬁpiness From Simple Comforts.

Said my friend, one day: “Why
don’t you write about how much more
happiness one can get out of life, if
one is content with simple comforts?
Use this place as an illustration.”

With her thesis I agreed. At her
illustration, I couldn’t help laughing.
And after a minute she laughed, too.

These were the. simple comforts
with which she was managing to be

content:
Her Idea of Simple Comforts.

A large room furnished without any
heavy upholstery, to be sure, but with
brass beds, wicker furniture and all
the best of that sort of thing.

Ones definition certainly depends
on the point of view, doesn’t it? And
the point’of view depends on many
things.

At a recent meeting of the Academie
de medecine, Dr. Tuffier, professor
agrege a la Faculte de medecine de
Paris, and chirgurien des hopitaux,
read a very interesting communica-
As a consulting
surgeon of the armies in the field, he
has been.instrumental in ¢ffecting the
organization of the medical services
for the wounded, fcllowing the opera-
tions during the tattle and confirm-
ing the ultimate results. He said that:
the French soldiers attained more
than the assigned objective on the
first day. The irresistible assault

of severe wounds; in fact, although
80 per cent of the wounded were eva-
cuated at once, 20 per cent were found
to be untransportable.

Figures on the various kinds of
wounds are of inlerest, for this of-
fensive was typical of big operations
carried out with good artillery pre-
paration ,the best of organization and
characteristic French dash. So far as
the site of the wound is concerned, 16
per cent were head wounds; 33 per

cent legs; 34 per cent arms; 10 per
cent thorax; 4 per cent abdomen, ::ndI
2.6 per cent spine. Twenty per cent!
of the men suffered from multiple’
wounds. Shell fragments caused 72
per cent. The general
among the wounded has been 5.18 rer
cent, due to hemorrhage, to shock, and
to the gravity of the wounds. Com-
plicated gangrene had a rate of 3 per
thousand, and,‘ tetanus of 5 per 10,-
000. The abdominal wounds were al-
ways the most severe. They caused
61 per cent of the mortality; on the
other hand, wounds of  the thorax
yielded the  greatest number of suc-
cesses (20 per cent mortality). The

Thoughts
Upon the Times

(By PATRIOT.)

The great siruggle now going on
in Europe, in which our boys have
played such a glorious part, is a con-
test between freedom and despotism.
On the one hand England, America,
France and Belgium are striving for
the principle that mankind is, and
‘ought to be, free; while on the other
hand the Teutonic nations, aided by
the Turks and Bulgars, are fighting
for despotism, or, as the world knows
it to-day, Kaiserism.

This is not by any means the first
time that the nations of the world
have struggled for this principle.
Previous to the present great war, the
grand crisis in the history of the
world was decided on the plain of
Marathon, when the Greeks, under
Miltiades, overthrew the power of
Persia and saved Europe from falling
undér the rule of an eastern despot.
From that hour it was possible for
Europe to work out and enjoy true
liberty and civilization in the com-
bination of the personal freedom of
the private citizen with a willing sub-
mission to the supremacy of public
law., To-day that freedom . is again
threatened in the person of the Kaiser
of Germany, -and millions have al-
ready sacrificed their lives in defence
of it. It is a principle which calls
into play all the emotions of the soul
of man. It must predominate, for it
is the essence of Christianity.

It is a strange contrast to compare
present events in the world’s history
with that of ancient times. We find
that it was the Teutonic nations, aid-
ed by Christianity, that first became
conscious that man, as such, is free,
and by slow degrees slavery was
abolished and constitutional freedom
was established.

The
strength of Great Britain and of the
United States has not yet been put to
the supreme test. If ever that time
comes, well may Germany fear the
consequences.

“safety makes it wise to expect.”

Every person who has any real re-
gard for his country, should do his
best to make the Victory Loan, which
the Government has (since the above
was written) decided to float, a splen-
did success. If we have to borrow
why go outside when we have the
money in the country? All that is
needed is a campaign of “Education”
which will lead cur.people on to see
their duties. It should never be for-
gotten that every dollar borrowed out-
side the Dominion mecans the interest
has to be sent out of the country. It
we follow on this method of borrow-
ing, it will eventually end in ruin.

It is refreshing to rcad that in Can-
ada there is at least one body of men
who are performing public duties for
the State and charge no fee. It is the
head of which is Sir Joseph Flavelle,
The service of this Board is purely
voluntary.
