Raymond Asquith, who was
in his 38th year, obtained a -commis-
sion in the Queen’s Westminster
Rifles soon after the war broke outw
and was transferred to the Grena-
diers as from March, 1915. He had af
brilliant Oxford career, and it was
noted that he followed with singular
fidelity in his father’s footsteps. The
one obtained a scholarship at Baliol
in 1870, the other an exhibition there
in 1897. They both took a first in
“Mods.,” both won the Craven Sechols
arshkip, both took a first in “Greats,”
both were Presidents of the Union,
and while the father was a Fellow of
Baliol in 1874, the son became a
Fellow of All Souls’ in 1902, Like
his father, Mr. Raymond Asquith
went to the Bar, where he soon began
to distinguish himself, In July, 1907,
he married Catherine, daughter of
Sir Y. Horner, First Commissioner of
Woods and Forests, Mells Court,
Frome, and in December, 1912, he
wag invited to become prospective
Libral candidate for Derby, and ac-
cepted the invitation. Hig address
to the Liberal Eight Hundred ‘was
noted at the time as a brilliant ex-
position of Liberalism and its pur-
poses. When war broke out Mr. As-
quith threw aside all other interests
and devoted himself to the Army.. He
left ‘three children—two ' daughters
and asson, the latter being borm ™" in
April, 1916. « The gallant officer’s
body was recovered, ahd the inter-'
ment carried out by an Army Chap-
lain, Mr. Asquith, senior, preferring
that his 86n, who met a soldiér's
death, should have a soldier's burial.

Parker & Monroe, Ltd.,

THE SHOE MEN.

Cathedral Annlver-
sary Dedication.

SERMON BY HIS GRACE THE
ARCHBISHOP.

Yesterday, Sept. 14th, was cel DIat-
_ed as the anniversary of the dedicat-
jon of the R. C. Cathedral. At 10 o'-
clock Mass, His Grace the Archbishop
addressed the c¢ongreégation referring

to the anniversary that was being®

celebrated. He reminded the congrega-
tion that on Sept. 9th, sixty-four years
ago, the Cathedral had been consecrat-
ed, and that ever since that time it
had been tosthe people a hallowed
shrine, their fathers and forefathers
for generations back had worshipped
within its walls./ After having with-
stood the storms and tempests of our
rigorous climate, after having been
buffetted by the winds and blizaards
of mearly 70 years, the noble build-
ing was to-day sadly in need of re-
pair, and was Ehowing the effects of
the devastating touck of the hands of
time. Upon them of this generation
devolved the duty of repairing and re-
storing this noble pile, ‘this hritage
of our Catholic past. He deemed the
occasion opportune to refer to what
had been done within the past few
months in connection with the work
of the Cathedral repairs. A meeting
had been held some few weeks ago
for the purpose of putting before the
people the condition of the Cathedral,
and of devising means for grappling
with the financial problems: which the
much-needed and extensive repairs
would involve. The Archbishop stat-
ed that at the meeting in question he
had made a twofold appeal to the con-
gregation—one to increase the Sun-
day offertory collections, and the sec-
ond for a special collection for the pur-
pose of creating a Cathedral Repadirs
Fund. Since the appeal was made
there had B®en a motable increase in
Sunday collections, and His Grace had
no doubt that when the importance of
the work they had in.hand . became
more fully realized, there would be a
still larger increase. With regard™lo
his appeal- for a special
