Christmas Flower !
Legends.

(By Elizabeth X. Stmmonds.) - |

Of the many legends which time
and fancy have combined to wdave,
there are probably none more bean-
tiful than those associated with the
flowers of Christmastide, namely,
the Christmas Bose, tha G.lastonbury’
Thorn and the Eainfoin. 2 !

The tollowing old French story ac-
counts for the origin of the Christuas
Rose: S |

At the time of the Saviour’s birth, !
when the shepherds were hastening
to Bethlehem and the Wise Men
journeying toward it with their cost-
IJ offerings, one poor llttle peasant
mm Madelon, was sad at hear be-‘
Callse she had no means of procuring
éven the tinfest gift far the in,nt
King. i

But her grief was felt in the courts
of Heaven and the Angel Gabriel sent
to comfort her. With tender words
fe took her by the-hand, and, leading
her out- of the city,, showed her a’
miracle which God had wrought to
provide her with an exquisite offering.
For as they gazed upon the snow-clad
earth, 1o! a tiny leaf and a little bud
of green pushed their .way through its”
wintry robe, and as Madelon watched,
the petals uncurled and revealed a
lovely rose of milk- ‘white sheen. Then
as the flowers pprang up all around
her, the little waid gathered a great
handful, while her heart sang for joy
at the beauty of the gift thus miracul-
ously found.

Botanically, the Christmas Rose .is
known as the black hellebore, and
was used by the ancients to purify
their houses and sanctify their
temples. They also belleved that if &
house. were 8trewn with its blossoms
their faint perfume would drive away
evil spirits; and if laid upon the cattle
would render them secure against all
spells of witchcraft.

In the old monks’ “Calendar of
Flowers” we ﬂnd\the Christmas Rose
allotted to St..Agnes,. a mpst appro-
priate choice, ‘since its delicate white
blossoms remind one of the patron-
ess of purity. In some parts of Fur-
ope, “cradled in snow and fanned hy
Arctie air,” it is still called ‘Ythe
“winter rose,” and prior to the Re-
fbtmation was widely known as the
“flower of St. Agnes.” In Germaay it
is referred to as Christwurz.

what an interesting thing Major Cot-
ton's aeroplane was, when it came
to us for the first time last year.
