The cost of the whole
cable will be about $11,000,000,
The rate of messages has not been
‘fixed ‘as yet, said Mr. Reynolds, but 'will
be about three shillings a word, in all
probability—the -same -rate -as ' that
charged by the Eastern telegmaph com-
panies. The headquarters of the com-
pany will be in London, and staff man-
agers will be located at the several sta-
tions. At Bamfield Creek a staff of
about 25 or 30 men will nltimately be
employed. ' This station -will have about
14 or 15 cable employees working in
three shifts—the line being kept busy
day and mnight all the year round .

The cable will be a véry heavy one,
with a very large conductor of copper,

. London, June 9.—Lord Kitchener, in
a despatch from Pretorid, under today’s
date, announced the surrender on Satur-
day dnd Sunday of 2,500 rifles, of which
448 were handed in by Cape Colony
rebels. The remainder were principally
from, iGen, Dewet’s: men. The British
commander added that the cheers given
by . the Bders for King Edward were
hedrty. * °

The suggestion that Lord Kitchener,
with the connivancé of the government,
entered .into a' secret compact. with the
Boers to induce them to surrender, was
denied: by the government leader, A, J.
Balfour, in the. House of Commons to-
day. Mr. Balfogr declared that so far
as the . goyernment was aware, no
pledges and no assurances were given
by Lord Kitchener, which had not been
published.

The colonial secretary, Joseph Cham-
berlain, answering a question regarding
the' agitation on the suspension of the
constitution of 'Cape Colony, said he had
received ‘4 petition from 42 members of
the parliament of Cape Colony in favor
of’ its suspension, and had awaited the
vbservation§ of the Cape ministry on the
subject.  An act of the Imperial parlia-
ment, he added, was required before the
constitution eould be suspended.

Bloemfontein, Orange 'River Colony,
June 9.—A strong contrast to the good
feeling  existing™ between the Boer
and . British is the' bitterness ex-
isting = between . the . burghers who
are  surrendering under the peace
temrs and those Boers whe surrendered
during the campaign.

a city street, and that it has been such
for 47 years. It is further claimed that
the by-law was passed, not in good faith
or in the public interest, but in the inter-
est of certain ‘interested property hold-
ers, of whom Ald. Kinsman is or was
one, -and .that the by-law itself is bad
throagh .certain informalities.

Washingtom, June 10.—Preliminary
reports  of the spring wheat acreage in-
dicate a reduction’ 6f about 2,511,000
aeres. Of 12.8 per cent. of the 19 states
reporting spring wheat, 13 report a re-
duced acreage, Washington- being the
only state that reports an increase. The

June 1 was 95.4, as compared with 92
at the corresponding date last year. The
rresent reported average condition has
been exceeded only three times in the
last 15 years.

He disclaimed . entirely Sir Wilfrid
Laurier's interpretation that the new
wheat and flour rates were imposed for
the purposes of Imperial protection.
Moreover, he said it was not a policy of
the British government to impose duties
as against foreign nations in order to
give an advantage to Colonies.

. But where duties are imposed for Brit-
ish revenue purposes, as in the case of
last year's sugar and coal duties, and
this year’s ecereal duties, and next year
perhaps on meal and timber, the British
government, may, aftér consultation
with the colonial premiers, be indueed
to exempt Colonial-produets in the in-
terest of freer inter-Imperial trade.

Thus Sir Michdel Hicks-Beach seems
to have succumbed to Mr. ‘Chamberlain’s
contentions, having been led to do so by
the expectation that the Colonies will
show ‘a desire to take a more direct share
of the cost and respomeibility of Imperial
defence.

POSTAL RATES.

From a letter received by Mr. Sarel
‘from ‘Mr. Mulock, and published in the
Colonist yesterday, we gather that repre-
sentations have been made by the Cana-
dian P, O. Department to the P. Q. De-
partment of Great Britain on the sub-
ject of the high postal rates on news-
papers and magazines into Canada from
Great Britain; and that revenue consid-
erations deter the British government.
from contemplating any change. This
means that in ‘order to save a little rev-
enue, Great Britain prevents the cir-
culation of the advertising matter of
her merchants gnd traders throughout
her most important colony. Well, well,
it is a truly wonderful world, and ‘there
are many wonderful things in it. But
of all things, the most wonderful is the
sapience of a British governmental de-
partment. Of course we have been told
very - frequently, and always by adver-
tisers who wanted a particularly attrac-
tive space at a particularly low rate,
that they advertised to support the news-
paper, but we cling to a superstition of
the profession, that advertisers, as a
general rule, advertise in order to -sell
their goods. ' And we do know that it is
the man who advertises most, who sells
most goods. The ‘Americans advertise
very heavily, and through the desire of
the British government to sgueeze a
high posta! revenue from the publishers
of trade journals, technical periodicals,
and literary magazines,” they are en-
abled to give a larger circulation to their
advertisements in Canada than their
British competitors. It is, as we have
already remarked, a wonderful . world.

———
COLONEL ARTHUR LYNCH.

Colonel Arthur Lyuch has been arrest-
ed on his way from Paris to attempt to
take a seat in the British House of
Commons, and will be tried for high
treason. ‘We are quite sure that if
Colonel Arthur Lynch had consented to
suppress himself he would not have been
proceeded against. He would not even
have been preveunted from setting foot on
British soil. But as he would not con-
sent to suppress himself, it will be neces-
sary to suppress him. 'What does it mat-
ter to the British Empire whether a per-
son like this Lynch is, or has been, a
traitor or not? Hegs a-perfectly insigni-
ficant atom. But it does matter to have
him :blazoning his treason, and taking
advantage of ignorant Irish peasants,
who voted for him, not because he was
a traitor, but because he claimed to rep-
resent a cause sa in ‘their eyes, to
force' himsétt into- the  House of Com-
mons where he has no shadow of right
to be. ‘There are a great many different
kinds of high treason.. Some are offences
against the person of the King, one is
to maintain or afirm that the crown
and pariiament cannot pass statutes for
the limitation of the succession to the
Crown; but most of them are offences
against the nation, offences against every
member of it. Colonel Lynch nas cer-
tainly been guilty of “assisting a ‘public
enemy at war with His Majesty.” That
‘is high treason, and the punishmert’ is
death. There are only two courses which
should be adopted towards traitors, either
to ignore them or to hang them. To
ignore them is best, because they are
generally miserable spawn, inflicting more
injury through the ‘notoriety given them
by proceedings against them, than by
their traitorous activities. But ‘where
they cannot be ignored they had better
be hung, Prosecutions for high treason
are becoming extremely rare. There
were, we think, only three during the
nineteenth century. Théy used to be
very frequent, but nowadays conspira-
cies have not the eame power of shaking
the State, and are scarcer than they
were. - We doubt if Colonel Lynch :wilf]
be hung, but the loss will be chieffy his
own if he is. =

NECESSITY FOR ACTION.

‘We cannot sufficiently impress upon
the people of this country the necessity
for action in the way of developing our
iron and steel resources. We must
bave the foreign market. We are en-
titled to it. It is our heritage, and not
the heritage of an industry centralized
south of the 49th parallel.. The condi-
tions which exist in British Columbia
for the manifacture. of pig iron are pre-
cisely similar to those’ which exist in
Nova Scotia, where the cheapest pig
iron made in the world is mow being
manufactured. The only ditfere_nce is
the higher rate of wages paid in the
West over that paid in the Hast. On
account of the duty on pig iron going in-
to the United States, we are debarred
from that market, provided we permit
our crude ore to be shipped to the Unit-
ed States and smelted there. At the
present time the Unmited States is buy-
ing pig iron and etructural steel in Eur-
ope. But that we should think is a tem-
porary cendition due to.an excessive de-
mand. Nevertheless, it is possible that
if we were making pig iron on Vancou-
ver Island, we eould even invade the
United States with our produet, but
never so long as we allow the crude ore
to go out, and to be made into the mer-
chantable product on the other side of
the line. The obtaining an entry into
the United States market is, however,
not the main issue for us. The Uni:g
States market is intended to be clo
against foreign manufactured goods, and
just so soonr as natural conditions make
an opening, artificial restrictions close it
up again. Our own market is too small
to support a smelter. The United States
market is the Jargest and most available.
Consequently, if that is supplied by
British Columbia iron ore, smelted on
the other side, the industry is given a
base for tne acquisition of the export
trade, and we ourselves actually become
a- portion of the export market available
to that industry. But it is not enough
to talk about this, it is necessary to act
and to act quickly, if we are not to be
left lamenting yet another lost oppor-
tunity. It.is all very well to talk about
bonusing ship building, the manufacture
of steel, and so forth. 'Go to the Toot
of the matter. Begin at the beginning,
with. the first product of ‘the dron mine,
foundry pig. . Make pig iron,' and steel
rails, plates,.and ships will follow in due
course. The policy by which this indus-
try can be. retained in the province is
exceedingly ‘simple. I a royalty were
placed on évery ton of iron ore produced
in the province equivalent to the duty
on imports .of pig iron into the United
States, and a compensating bonus given
upon every ton of pig iron made in the
province, no iron ore would go to the
United States to-be smelted, and some
pig iron might. But even if it did not,
we would be in a position to capture the
export trade to the common Oriental
and Pacific ocean markets. This is not
an academic guestion, but one of vital
importance to the province. The soouer
we take some action the bettet. ~We
may get tied up in a powerful interest
vested in the export of erude iron ore,
and be unable to act at all, if we wait
too. long. Of what value i8 iron .ore to
a country iw itself® Of nr'one whatever.
Its walud arises ffom the manufictur-
ing processes of which it forms the raw
material.” We might as well have  no
iron ore, as have it, and be without the
manunfactures. IF we are drifting into
that subservient and unfortunate posi-
tion through the effect of artificial re-
strictions interfering with natural s
vantages, we must find compensating
restrictions to correet the balance,_ and
to protect our rich industrial heritage
for ourselves.

NAVAL SUPREMACY.

Before we admit with resignation that
Great Britain’s day as a sea power is
&ver, and that we have nothing left to -do,
save to watch our own decline, and the
maritime activities of the United ‘States,
we may consider the comparative cost
of building,  equipping and maintaining
naval vessels:.in Great Britain and the
United States, respectively, The New
York, an American vessel of 8,200 tons
displacement, and 17,401 indicated horse
power, cost. $4,346,642.30 to build; the
Bedford, a British vessel of 9,800 tons
displacement and 22,000 indicated horse
power, cost $3,327,027.84 to build. The
Illineis, of 11,525 tons displacement and
10,000 indicated horse -power, cost $5,-
§44,184.10; swhereas ‘the Vengeancg, of
12,950 tons displacement and 13,500 indi-
cated horse power, cost $4,244,155.52 to
buiid. -And so on, all the way down the
line.. A TUnited States _tonnage amount-
ing to 192,574 tons, with indicated horse
power of. 274,735, has cost . $89,857,-
075.10; while a British tonnage of 206,-
500 tons, with an indicated horse power
of 301,500, has cost $70,675,532.44. That
is to say, Great Britain ean build war
ships 30 per cent. more eheaply than the
United States can build them, and the
same authority, Rear-Admiral George
W. Melyille, of the U. 8. mavy, who
has collected these statistics, admits
that Great Britain, having built the
ships, can keep themr-in commigsion at
30 per cent. less cost than the United
States. If this applies to naval con-
struction and maintenance, it cerpun]y
applies to the construction_and mainten-
ance of a merchant marine. also, .

THE GAME ACT.
Sir,—The ' present session has been so
devoted to the old English pastime of bear
iting -that ‘T am ra surprised that
anyone has found time to aftend to onr
game laws, though I maintain that our
game is one of our most valuable assets,
However, Mr. Hayward has done us yeoman
service in this respect, and as he has been
courteous enough to send me a copy of his
Act, you, sir, 'may be willing to bear with
me whilst I discuss it, the more 8o, per-
haps, because, tHough everyone is sup
to know the. law, very few people do, and
some may get into serious ‘trouble through
ignorante, Oddly enough, I recelved a let-
‘ter from a native British Columbian, now
in London; about the time T heard from Mr.
Hayward, in which letter'my B. C. London-
er writes:. “I hope we are taking great
care of the B. O. game laws, both as to big
and small game. So many men of late
have told me that there is nothing left in
the cauntry to shoot.”
~Thls is not the sort of advertisement that
#iie:Tourist  Association would approve of,
‘butit has some truth in it as regargds small
game, The willow grouse is becoming
scarce, and In many places heavy shooting
has driven most of the wild fowl away. To
balance this, the pheasants have increased
amazingly, and I saw a many quail
last year, but I doubt whether the farmers
like the pheasant as well as our native
willow grouse. In this conneetion I shounld
1ke to remind my readers of what I said
year about pheasants driving away wil-
low grouse during the nesting. périod. On
my own island I found this year a . nest
containing ‘eggs of the willow grouse and
of the pheasant, the pheasant being In pos-
session..  Mr. Hayward’s bill gives the
farmer the right to kill deer destroying
is at any time, and to employ any
one r ent upon his farm to do the killing
for him. This is just and necessary, as no
fence which can be constructed at & reason-
able cost will keep deer out of an orchard,
and once in they do a great deal of dam-
age. The Act also makes it as illegal for
Indians to kill does and fawns before
Aungust, as it is for white men to do the
same. This seems to me excellent becaunse
it prevents the Indian-destroying one of his
oOwn sources of food supply, and it begins
to bring the Indian (how educated amd ca-
pable of work) Into the same cl#ss as re-
gards hunting as his white .neighbor. In &
country-terribly short of agricultural labor
he ouglxi" 10 do. n to enable a class to
live in idieness which wounld benefit the
land if made to work for its support. In-
dlans make excellent farm hands when
they cannot:live by hunting for the game
dealers. ' I employed a good many this year
and they beat the Chinaman hafds down.
But the principal clause in Hayward's Act,
is as to trespmss. Briefly, it affirms that
anyone who hunts or shoots upon another
man’s land ‘without permission, that land
being enclosed by artificial or patural
fences, such as the sea in the case of an
Island, shall be subject to a fine, not ex-
ceeding $20 and costs on a week day, or $5
and costs on Sunday. I consider that this
Act has added ten per cent to the value of
all farm holdings in the country, and that
this should be put to Mr. Hayward’s polit-
ical credit, whilst those who benefit by his
leglsinoglon may note the wisdom of sending
men their own kind to represent itheir
interests in the House.

_Sir,—Whilst all like to see our city of
Victoria improve and progress, yet the
greatest care should be taken when times
are not very flourishing, that an intelligent

The
people have come forward liberally to vote
large sufns for bridges, school houses and
other works, which should recelyve due con-
sideration from the Mayor and aldermen,
who, so far, have not shown any desire
to lessen our burdens. It is now proposed
to increase the rates for water and levy a
frontage rate where water pipes pass. in
front or in rear of property. Water is an

all means keep down water rates—equalize
em, and above all abandon a frontage
tax on such as are unfortunate enough to
have pipes pass by their property.

VICTORIA’'S DUSTY ROADS.

Sir,—With reference to your Incisive edi-
torial on this nuisance; may I be allowed
to add 4 few facts in support of your con-
tention. We have no less than two water
carts (and those resplendent in good ver-
miilon red) to subdue the dusty roads of a
city of 20,000 inhabitants! The total mile-
age that Is covered with the sprmay does
not exceed four; some streets being sprink-
led 15 feet wide, others double that width:

twice, some days three times. The single
spread may mitigate the nuleance for two
hours in the day, and so on in proportion.
As a comparative instance of cart capacity
I may say that Johnson street, from Gov-
ernment street to Blanchard, requires a
cartioad of 600 gallons for a deuble spray
of thirty feet, and 1s in length about a

Sea water would mean this: The same out-
fit, at the same expense, could cover, ef-
fectually and thoroughly, about three times
the area during the same working day, that
is now so Imperfectly treated with fresh
water. I say the same expense because
fresh water is selling at 20 cents per thoa-
sand gallons, or about three times the price
at which sea water could be placed in the
same carts, the difference paying the outlay
on the sea water stations. The work done
‘would-be many times the value to the rate-
payers, effectually abate the nuisance and
have the additional advantage of saving
in the maintenance of roads. The borough
!engineer of Ipswich addressed enquiries;
to the enginers of 35 coast towns, asking
{their experience; only ten spoke adversely
|to its use, ‘the remainder witnessed that
it had a binding effect upon the surface of
;the roads, quite different to the effect of
fresh water sprinkling, and so permanent
that only one half or one-third as much
water was required.”  Edinburgh, Man-
chester and Salford madeé the same en-
quiries with like resalts. The. borough en-
gineer of Great Yarmouth states “that since
the works were completed the saving in
the purchase of flint and gravel has been
£300 per annum and will be greater. The
distrfbution cost less by £100 per annum
in consequence of the less volume sufficing
and ‘the roads are better watered, while the
finshing of the sewers is well worth the
whole cost of ths works.”

COAL TRADE.

Weekly Report of J. W. Harrison, Coal
and:- Metal Broker.

In Ris report of the coal market of
San i'rancisco for last week, J. o
Harrison, the coal and metal broker,
says:

“Coal arrivals for the past week are as
follows: Three from British Columbia,
¥,052 toiis;' two from, Oregon, 930 tons;
three from ‘Washington, 10,922 tons; one
from Australia (Newcastle), 2,195 tone:
total, 22,079 tons. It is singular that
the apparent light demand for steam
coals, and the average quantity .arriving
this and several weeks past, there is no
apparent accumulation in yards. About
all the deliveries of coal for steam pur-
poses are now being made off shore,
which narrows down its demand almost
entirely to May and ocean steamers. The
trauspo_rts are calling for their wusual
quantities, which aggregate a very large
portion of all that is imported. Prices are
still low for both coal and oil, so that
manufacturers cannot complain at the
cost-of their motive power in producing
thel}' output. Coal freights from Aus-
tralia and Great Britain do not show any
mmprovement, yet the list of vessels load-
ing for this port does not diminish. Fuel
oil will, in a short time, be shipped to
the Sandwich Islands, which will in-
crease the direct shipments of coal from
Australia to San Francisco. A reduc-
tion of one dollar per ton off ‘Wellington
coal has been made this week. This is
a voluntary concession on the part of
the agent here, and as oil cuts no figure
for domestic uses, the reduction becomes
the more praiseworthy.”

Capetown, June 11.—An extraordinary
issue of the official Gazette today fixes
July 10 as the limit in which Boers or
rebels: who eurrender will receive the
benefits of the peace terms. ‘All rebels
surrendering before that date will be
merely disfranchised for life and will
not be subject to trial or pnmishment.
Exception is made in the case of field
cornets and justices of the peace, who
may bé tried and fined, or imprisoned
but they will not be executed.

Sir William Vernon
Harcourt, Liberal, demanded to know
whether the government intended the
tax as a war revenue measure pure and
simple, or whether it was intended to bg
a lever to aid in the negotiations of pre-
ferential treaties with foreign coun-
tries. A

The chancellor of - the exchequer, Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, replied that the
grain tax was imposed for revenue only,
but he absolutely, without prejudice: to
the discussion which would take place
between the colonial premiers in Lon-

don, and which he hoped would have a

good effect in promoting free trade with
the colonies, altogether disclaimed. the
interpretation that the Canadian  pre-
mier, 8ir ‘Wiifrid Laurier, had put on
the grain tax. He did not see why
trade with the colonies should involve
increased duties otherwise, but the
speaker added: “If we could have
free trade with the colonies, even some
sacrifices in that direction might be
made,” }

THIRTEEN. PERSONS
BURNED TO DEATH

Many More Icjured In a éhlc@go
Private Hospital
Fire.

Chicago, June 9.—Twelve men and
one woman were killed and about 30
persons were injured in a fire, which,
today destroyed the sanitarium = con-
ducted by the St. Luke’s society,
at ' the cormer of Wabash avenue
and 21st street. By far the greater por-
tion of tHe patients received in the in-
stitution were those. seeking cure from
the drink habit, and those who had been
addicted: to the - use:of-drugs. ‘When
the fire broke .out, there was on the fifth
floor a npmber of patients suffering from
deliritn ‘tremens, “and some. who were
deranged. by, . 8... -Seyeral of these
were strapped to their beds, and it was

impossible to save them, so rapid-
ly did the fire spread through the build-

‘The fire originated in the basement of!

le. building, ‘and spread. rapi to the
ories, throtgh the elévator shaft.
ery of ‘“fire” rang through the
building,: patients sprang from their beds
and before they could be prevented sev-
eral had jumped from th
the pavement. The fire department was
on the scené within a few minutes, and
as the "windows were filled with people
shrieking for help, the firemen  devoted
their first efforts to saving lives and al-
lowed the fire to burn. le this was
the means of saving a large number of
people, who wgre carried down the lad-
ders, by the firemen, it gave the fire
such headway that there was almost no
chance: for those on the upper floors to
make_their escape, and those not suffo-
cated were killed or injured by leaping
from the windows. *

A scene that wrought to the pitch of
madness the great crowd that had
gathered around the building, was en-
acted at a fourth story window on the
north side. Across this window was a
heavy wire screen, and on the outside
of ‘the screen were iron bars runpiug
parallel to the sill. * The space hetween
these bars was too small to allow the
pdssdge of even a small boy, and behind
them  were gathered a crowd of men
whose numbers were afterwards found to
be between 25 and 30, To escape in oth-
er directions was impossible, and the
fire was eating its way toward the win-
dow at_which the men were standing.
The chance for life for that crowd of
men lay through that screen and barred
window. The men closest to the screen
tore -and tugged at it.in vain efforts to
tear it from its fastenings, and the men
behind them fought madly to get close
enough to the séreen to fasten their
fingers in it. So fiercely did the prison-
e‘x:-: ol at tcl;ga'screex; %l]:&l):d from the
street tiny. streams o ' ‘Were ‘seen
trickling. from their torn: hands.

The Jacobs is the only fishing steamer
on the New England coast. As an ex-
periment, to determine the value of a
steam vessel in the fisheries, she is being
watched with more than ordinary inter-
est, and now that Captain Jacobs has
decided to install the wireless telegraph
system on board more importance than
ever will attach to her doings.

In reply to a question of ex-Mayor
Redfern, it was stated that a bounty
of $2 a ton was paid by the Dominion
government on all pig iron manufactur-
ed in Canada, but that there was no
export duty on the ore going out of the
country for smelting elsewhere.

T. W. Walker then handed in some
statistics from last year’s blue books,
which showed that on pig iron the De-
minion government had paid out _tor
1901 the sum of $351,259.07; on iron
puddled bars, $16,703, and on steel in-
Zots, $100,057.90 or in all, some $468-
019 for the year ending June 30, 1901.

Mr. Lugrin suggested that the meet-
ing be in no hupry to commit itself to
any resolutions, but do all that it can
to throw light upon the subject under
consideration.

Over Last Saturday’s

score'of T to 1. The News-Advertiser
states that the umpire gave some rank
decisions.  The World gives this the
blank ‘denial, and. i¥"as noisy as a small
Loy amongst the rootérs. It can see
nothing: bad about the umpire or any-
body else on'the Vancouver side of the
match, nor at the same time any good
about the Vietorians.: 'They are silly
and babyish and ‘all the other Baxter-
ian things. The Province notices the
