Toronto, March 22.—“Owing to 
highly colored reports in circulation 
about the typhoid- fever epidemic at 
Fort William, I would like to state its 
cause and the" efficient: "steps the town 
is taking to . completely -eradicate the 
malady,” said Mr. S. G. Young to the 
“News” this morning.

Brought a Cargo of Evil Germs 
These vessels that journey up the lakes 
from many ports are usually only in 
part loaded. In order to trim them, 
water ballast is used. This water is 
taken in whereever the boats happen to 
be with no regard whatever, to its pur­
ity. In fact more often than otherwise, 
positive sewerage is pumped up. When 
these vessels reach Fort William to un­
load their cargoes they dump their evil 
ballast into the river right above 

The Town’s Water in-Thke Pipes 
Prof. Starkey^ of Maegill university, 
tiie well known bacteriologist when 
called in to consult with the, town auth­
orities made this discovery and prompt­
ly advised the town to cease relying 
upon the Keminiatiquia for clean wa­
ter supply.'

For a 
third of a century Mr. Livingstone has 
been one of the pathfinders of the 
West. He is a nephew of the great 
African explorer, David Livingstone. 
He seems to have inherited the taste 
for exploring far-off places of the 
world that distinguished his celebrated 
uncle. For the" last two ■ yfears Mr. 
Livingstone has been exploring thé 
timber and mineral resources of the 
Peace River country, and yesterday 
morning started out from Winnipeg in 
the interests of himself and several 
prominent Winnipeg capitalists, to the 
valley of the Peace River. He will 
map out and survey the valuable dis­
coveries made during the two years 
of his explorations, 
eries are as to timber, coal and other 
valuable minerals, which it is said are 
in exceptional abundance, distributed 
throughout

The Great Peace River Baeln 
The explorations of Mr. Livliigstone 

are the first that have been made in 
that great district by a thoroughly 
competent and well qualified engineer 
and expert, as hitherto the timber and 
mineral wealth of the great region 
has only -been suspected where the 
climatic conditions are now believed 
to be as favorable as those of the Red 
River valley. ",

“1 have Implicit faith in the possi­
bilities of the Peace River country,” 
said Mr. Livingstone while making 
preparations for his .long trip.

On 
my last journey I met Prof, Macoun, 
agent of the Dominion government, 
who made such an adverse report re­
garding the possibilities of that coun­
try and which has, since Its publica­
tion, created such a storm of protest 
from those familiar with that country.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.
March 14 to 20, 1906.

The weather during the past week has 
not differed much from that of the week 
previous. A continuance of northerly and 
easterly winds, with temperatures at 
night well below the freezing point and no 
precipitation except a light fall of snow 
at -Barkerville. The amount of bright sun­
shine has been large on -three days, being 
over nine hours, but notwithstanding this, 
the low temperatures at night and the 
want of moisture combined have greatly 
retarded the growth of vegetation, already 
seriously checked by previous frosts.

The atmospheric pressure has been above 
normal, both iu British Columbia and the 
Pacific states; the chief feature has been 
a disturbance on the Californian coaet, 
which moved Inland to Utah and develop­
ed considerable force both there and in 
the adjoining states. The effect of this 
movement was to cause rainfall on the 
American immediate coast and snow In the 
plateau districts and in the Northern 
states east of the Rocky mountains. Heavy 
frosts have been general in the Pacific 
states. On the 18th the pressure began to 
give way on the Vancouver Island coast In 
advance of an approaching ocean disturb­
ance and indications appeared of rainy 
conditions.

In the Northwest the weather ha^. been 
mostly fair and snowfall has been moder­
ately light. The pressure remained high 
until the 18th, when a low area developed. 
Which, however, quickly moved eastward 
to the Great Lakes, and has been suc­
ceeded by a fresh high» area accompanied 
with colder weather.

At Victoria, 44 hours and 54 minutes of 
.bright sunshine wére recorded; the high­
est temperature was 51.8, on the 20th; 
lowest 21.2, on the 15th.

MURDER IS SUSPECTED.

Discovery at Prince Albert Leads to 
Theory of Foul Play.

ONDON, March 20.—The long- 
promised bill relating to the 
Merchants Shipping Act, so as to 
place British and foreign ships on 

the same footing, was introduced in 
the House of Commons today by David 
Lloyd George, president of the board 
of trade. The bill, which undoubtedly 
will pass, makes the British regula­
tions concerning the overloading, un­
dermanning and un seaworthiness of 
vessels the storage of grain on board 
ships, the furnishing of adéquate life­
saving apparatus, and the control of 
emigration and passenger traffic, which 
hèretôfore have only applied to British 
ships, applicable to all foreign vessels 
using British ports.

Mr. Lloyd George explained that the 
government only proposed to impose 
on foreign ships the obligations im­
posed on British vessels for years, and 
where the government was satisfied 
that the regulations of any particular 
country were substantially equal to the 
British regulations, the ships of that 
country would be exempt as a whole 
from the British rules in regard to 
loading.

According to the Daily Telegraph’s 
correspondent at Tokio, it is now esti­
mated that several thousand people were 
killed by the recent earthquake in For­
mosa. The whole inland was shaken 
continuously from early morning of Sat­
urday until late at night. On the same 
day slight shocks were felt in Japan, 
and from night of Saturday until the 
following morning, five distinct shocks 
occurred at Kumamoto. Telegrams 
from Formosa state that Datiyo, Rnishi- 
ko and Shinke were completely destroy­
ed. At Kagi alone 2,000 natives and se­
ven Japanese were killed. At Datiyo 
600 bodies already have been collected 
from the open fields, to which the people 
had fled, only to succumb to their in­
juries. The damage is at least $45,000,- 
000.

and that therefore, the section should 
not be held to apply to provincial 
lands. But with regard to the excep­
tion of lands required by the crown, j 
their lordships think that they apply to' 
provincial requirements no less than to 
those of the Dominion. The filial tvords 
of the section are mere matters of pra- 
cedure; and in describing the procedure 
the legislature must be taken to have 
assumed that all necessary communica­
tions between the Dominion govern­
ments would always take place. This 
argument; therefore fails, in their lord- 
ships’ opinion.

It was next contended that section 
18 (a) of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Act, assuming it to apply to such pro­
vincial crown lands as those in ques­
tion, did not authorize the closing of 
public highways.

It was pointed out that the act in­
corporated the ■ Consolidated Railway 
Act, 1879. fri so far as its provisions 
were not inconsistent with, or contrary 
to the provisions of, the incorporating 
act, and that section 13 of the Consol­
idated Railway Act contains a variety 
of provisions relating to the interfer­
ence with highways by railway compan­
ies, which, if applicable, wonld be in­
consistent, it is said, with what the 
respondent conipany has done. It is un­
necessary to inquire whether the provi­
sions referred to, would or would not 
apply to such rights of way as those 
now in question. It is enough to say 
that "the language of the Canadian Pa­
cific Railway Act must prevail over 
that of the Consolidated Railway Act, 
which applies only so far as it is not 
inconsistent with the special act. And 
it is clear, in their lordship’s opinion, 
that the power given to the company to 
appropriate the foreshore for the pur­
poses of their railway of necessity in­
cludes the right to obstruct any rights 
o.f passage previously existing across 
the foreshore.

The first thing is that, while the At- 
‘ lantic coast has one hundred and ninety- 
four life-saving stations, the Pacific 
coast boasts of only fifteen. There are 
fourteen in the state of Maine. Another 
thing to recall is that, while the Atlan­
tic-is lighted like Market - street, the 
Pacific la lighted like a lodging-house 
hallway. On the Atlantic, when the 
congressman or the senator, snags his 
fishing line in a creek, there is instant­
ly an appropriation made to dredge that 
creek, and embank it, and revetment it, 
and jetty it, and poke holes in the bars 
and extract the roots, and make it nav­
igable. The creeks, guts, sloughs, and 
estuaries on the Atlantic coast that have 
been made navigable dpfy enumeration, 
computation, or anything except admira­
tion for the gall of the congressman and 
the senator who demanded, engineered, 
and got the bill for it all through con­
gress. And every one of these made-bv- 
hand rivers has a lighthouse at its 
mouth, and buoys on its mudbanks, and 
beacons by day and flashes by night, and 
its bells and whistles and sirens. Here 
skippers have to climb ont on the bow­
sprit and peek over and smell and taste 
and think what in tophet they’ve run 
into now. San Francisco, has a com­
merce which makes that of Atlantic ci­
ties, outside of New York, seem mean 
and pitiful. And you can hunt around 
for six days outside when the weather 
is thick, trying to find the Golden Gate.
You can investigate Montera Point, and 
run up forty miles to Point Reyes, and 
go fifteen miles more and hail the light­
ship, and miles more and listen to the 
siren on the southeast Farallone, or 
the bellow of the “calf" on Noonday 
Rock, or of that on ,, Duxbury Reef; 
that’s what you can do if you earnest­
ly desire to know just where you are 
in* a fog. What you really do some­
times is what the captain of the Rio 
de Janeiro did, or the now forgotten 
skippers of the endless craft that have 
piled up on the beach south of the 
Gate. !

THE PATENT MEDICINE ANALYSIS
The provincial government decided 

to drop the patent medicine bill from 
its programme of legislation for the 
present. 'It probably was wise. The 
regulation of thé sale of patent medi­
cines is one that comes properly 
within the jurisdiction of the depart­
ment of Inland revenue at Ottawa. 
There Is a great deal to say about the 
question on both sides. There are 
some very excellent patent medicines, 
and there are'some that are not. All 
medicines, whether in the proprietary 
form or not, are better left alone if It 
be possible to do without them. It Is 
always better, In the majority of cases, 
when necessary to take medicine, to 
act upon the advice of a physician 
than to trust to the label on the patent 
medicine bottle. It must not be for­
gotten that physicians sometimes make 
serious mistakes, and it is not - abso­
lutely possible to guard against the 
danger of treatment In any case. The 
exception Is the thing that no law 
can guard against, and it is the desire 
of some persons to cover every con­
ceivable situation by a statutory 
enactment, 
encumbered with a lot of legal lumber 
that might be dispensed with.

That there are grave abuses of the 
public confidence in the matter of 
patent medicines no one can deny, but 
it will be found as long as the world 
lasts that laws will fall’ to prevent 
people being fooled or making fools of 
others. A law to regulate the sale of 
paaent medicines should be carefully 
considered and sheuld be in line with

OLYMPIAN WRECKED.

Loaa of Sidewheeler Which Formerly 
Plied on the Sound Run. W

Wrch^;l9Ô7.
TÈçvProceedings during the aftemon 

were quite, harmonious, and were of a 
somewhat- informal character.

The old side=-wheel steamer Olympian, 
which formerly ran on the Victoria- 
Seattle route, and whleh was started 
from San Francisco for Boston, being 
purchased by an Atlantic firm and towed 
by the steamer Zealandia, lias been 
wrecked. She went ashore in Possession 
bay, in the Straits of Magellan, March 
13th, and her hull is now partly 
in the shifting sands of the ice-bound 
coast. News of the wreck was con­
veyed here in a desnatch to the Asso­
ciated Press from Puenta Arena. It 
stated that the vessel carried away her 
anchor chains and was thrown on the 
beach by tiebreakers.

No help can reach the old vessel, for 
in that land of ice and snow and heavy 
gales the work of salvage would be prac­
tically impossible. After more than 
twenty-six years of battle with the ele­
ments she has finally sailed on her last 
voyage, and the staunch oak skeleton 
will lie on the rock-ribbed shore- washed 
by the angry Patagonian waters until 
thev are finally lost in the shifting sands.

The Olympian was launched in 1883 in 
Wilmington, Del. With her sister ship, 
the Alaskan, she was built expressly 
for the -Sound and Alaskan service. The 
two vessels cost $600,000. Both were 
considered among the finest ships afloat. 
With their big side paddles and large 
engines they could get through the water 
at a twelve and fifteen-knot clip. They 
had a tonnage ot 1,419, and good pas­
senger accommodations.

They arrived on the Sound in 1884 
after a fast trip from the east coast. 
They were put on the Alaskan excursion 
route during the summer, and in the 
winter used on the Sound runs. Capt. 
.Tames Carroll, one of the well known 
local mariners, was master of the Olym­
pian in 1887. Çapt. Carroll stated that 
the old vessel was one -of the finest crafts 
of her day. For a number of years she 
was used on the Seattle-Olympia and Se­
attle-Victoria run. ~-

Her sister ship, the Alaskan, started 
from Portland to San Francisco about 
twelve years ago and was never heard 
of afterwards. She was supposed to 
have foundered in a heavy gale. ,

The Olympian was finally taken from 
the Sound and operated on the Colum­
bia river1, and from there taken to San 
Francisco. The vessel was being token 
to Boston to be used as an excursion 
boat.

MISSING GIRL DROWNED 
AT DEACON HILL LAKE

Body of Maud Newberry Taken 
From Goodacre Lake-Verdict 

of " Found Drowned."

(From Tuesday's Daily.)
The body of the missing Evelyn Maud 

Newberry, the 18-year-old girl who dis­
appeared on February 3rd last, was 
found on Sunday in Goodacre Lake, ai 
Beacon Hill, standing in an upright po­
sition fast in the mud in seven feet of 
water about 12 feet 
bridge. An inquest was held by the 
oner yesterday afternoon, at whieli a 
verdict of “found drowned" 
turned.

The unfortunate girl, employed 
Mr. and Mrs. Baines, of 194 Yate< 
street, was in the habit of taking her 
employer's children to Beacon Hill ami 
evidently had, on the night of her dis­
appearance gone to the bridge she had 
so often visited and jumped from it

There is usually about ten feet of 
water; but it is now low, measuring 
about seven feet and on Sundav, some 
young men walking over the bridge no­
ticed the head -below the surface. They 
secured a long pole and investigated 
and then notified the police. Serge 
Redgrave and Constable Fry went at 
once and recovered the body. Its po­
sition indicated that the unfortunate 
girl had jumped feet first and had be­
come fast in the mud, the body stand­
ing erect. When the remains were re­
moved they were identified by relatives.

Dr. Carter, who made the post mor 
tem examination, was the first witness 
called at the inquest. He said there 
were no marks of violence, and all or­
gans were normal, the heart and lungs 
indicating death by drowning. The next 

i witness, one of the boys who found the 
body, said he and those with him were 
looking at the swans when thev saw the 
body in the water, about 12 feet from 
the bridge. The police were telephoned 
for and removed the body.

W. W. Baines said the girl had left 
his house at 8:10, February 3rd and 
had not been seen again. There was 
nothing unusual noticed about her: she 
was in good spirits. Nothing strange 
had been noted, beyond spells of for­
getfulness and at times, laughter that 
seemed hysterical., She was well be­
haved.

ver.: ^..The mayor of .Victoria made ja 
reform in tiiat direction a leading item 
in his election address and has taken 
steps since ills entrance on office to 
see that the law is enforced, 
the Seattle fPoet-lntelHgencer we 
learn that Mayor-Elect _ Moore le in 
favor bf a similar- course and 
that the more respectable saloon­
keepers will not oppose such action. 
All that they ask is that the law he 
properly enforced and that It be made 
effective in all parts of the city. It is 
the uncertainty about that which is 
the principal cause of opposition to 
such a law and It is a very reasonable 
ground.

“The course of events in Seattle in 
connection with the movement will be 
followed with Interest. The ordinary 
idea, of the situation in the Sound' city 
would be that of a ’wide-open’ town, 
and the suggested Innovation comes 
therefore as a surprise, 
prise will be still greater if the mayor 
is found to be really in earnest and 
the regulation be dtrictly enforced. In 
Vancouver there is a regulation re­
quiring all bars' to be closed from 11 
o’clock on Saturday night until Mon­
day morning, 
few months ago, there was some show 
of enforcing the provisions of the by­
law. Some hotel and saloon pro­
prietors continue to observe the law 
and their places are closed. But there 
are others who take .advantage of the 
lax and partial manner in which the 
authorities act. There should be an 
end to stich a state of things. Either 
enforce the law thoroughly or else 
repeal it. To wink at violations of it 
is unfair to those who observe the 
law; it tends to lawlessness on the 
part of those who disregard the ordin­
ance and it cannot fail to demoralize 
the police and destroy that strictness 
of discipline which is essential to the 
thorough efficiency of the force. There 
are three courses open—to enforce the 
law completely and without partiality: 
to repeal it and allow ’ saloons and 
hotels to remain open; or, thirdly, to 
name certain hours during which 
liquor may be sold. We believe that 
there is a laxge majority of citizens in 
favdr of the enforçëmeht of the pres­
ent daw. But If if 'ls not enforced 
completely It should efther be Xépealëd 
or an: anhduncem'ènt J made . that Its 
operation is susp,end«l. .The better 
element among the liquot1 ’dealers who 
obey the law have, the right to expect 
that all will be compelled to abide by 
its provisions."

Its reserves includes all its land which 
approaches the shores of Kootenay lake, 
aiid also all that lies in the valleys of 
permanent streams.

The rest was valued at 5 cents an 
acre, and is said to have been sold at 
that price. It may be found to contain 
small areas of possible ranch land, ôvër- 
loeked by the officials of the Great North­
ern company’s land department when 
they were making their reserve. But 
the greater proportion of it, at least 90 
per cent., consists of barren rock, moun­
tain peak or side, at an average elevation 
of -4,000 feet above sea level. Unless 
it contains mineral it has no value at all.

Kootenay is a very mountainous coun­
try. Its fruit lauds, which are deserved­
ly famous, are limited in area, consisting 
only of strips of shore of the lakes and 
rivers. None of it can now be purchased 
or $150 an acre, the .price modestly 
asked by the Pillsbury companyyfor its 
tract of country rock.

The unfortunate investors may, if 
they wish, still ‘sëcùrë'good fruit land 
round Kootenay lake affair figures; they 
will find Nelson a charming city and may 
easily secure employment here.

This and other ma­
chinery costing close to $20,006 bad 
been ordered,, and is now being delivered 
with the expectation that. an adequate 
Supply of electric power would be se­
cured. Whether or not thie machinery 
would be made use of Mr. Drummond 
was not in a position to state, but in 
any case great loss would be entailed. 
The present enpply of power is insuf­
ficient to meet the demands of the smel­
ter and mines, and Mr. Drummond stat­
ed that 1,000 horse-power more is need­
ed and he did not. believe it could be 
secured. If the company determines to 
use the new machinery the present steam 
plant will have to be enlarged, entailing 
heavy expense and adding largely to the 
eost of operating. The officials of the 
company are much disappointed over 
the turn affairs have taken and frankly 
state the whole future of their plans 
as well as the immediate improvements 
are1 very largely influenced and at pres­
ent seriously handicapped by the lack of 
power.

In spite of all difficulties some im­
provements will be made in the plant 
this summer. Negotiations are now 
going on with the C. P. B. for a new 
spur between the dump yard and" the 
creek. The object of this is. to facili­
tate the handling of the matte. At pres­
ent this has to be elevated and conveyed 
to the cars on the old spur. .When the 
new spur i* completed the matte will be 
handled direct from the moulds to the 
cars down a gentle incline, The new 
furnace which has been ordered will dou­
ble the capacity ef the-plant. At pres­
ent the .output, averages 600 tons per day, 
but when the improvements have'been 
Installed this will be increased to 1,200 
tons per day. This will of course cause 
greater activity in the mines and will 
employ extra men in all departments of 
the company’s plants. The present staff 
at the smelter includes 120 men. 
will probably be increased to 175.

A large machine shop haa just been 
erected and is awaiting the arrival of 
the new machinery. It is a substantial­
ly constructed building, with heavy tim­
bers. well braced, and numerous win­
dows supply plenty * light. Under the 
same root and situated nearest .the smel­
ter is the new blacksmith shop. This 
as well as the machine shop will be 
equipped with :tbe latest machinery, and 
when completed will be sufficient to meet 
the requirements of the plant. In the 
blacksmith shop there will be a pit 
where the locomotive will be repaired 
and kept in perfect running order.

The minutes of the previous meet­
ing were read and on motion adopted, 
after which Dr. Fagan presented re­
ports on several cases that had 
under his notice. In referring to those 
cases, he also alluded to the small 
attendance, which he said, was 
trary to the meetings that are held on 
the mainland, where the people are 
realizing the necessity of endeavoring to 
prevent the spread of the dread dis­
ease.

He reported that at New Westminster 
the society are taking very active steps 
in a forward direction. Committees 
have been appointed to arrange a con­
cert and also to take up a collection in 
Vancouver. The society is also working 
to good advantage. Although the con­
cert was not as successful as was an­
ticipated, a good sum was cleared.

When Elbe sails for the United

salmon from British Columbia and the 
Sound.
becoming scarce of sockeye salmon. 
“With the market practically cleaned 
out of all kinds or canned salmon," 
said T. J. Gorman, a cannery operator 
aiid salmon broker of Seattle, “very 
few fish, with the exception of the 
spring salmon handled by the mlld- 
euring concerns, will be salted this 
year. This may open a new market 
for canned salmon. In the past prac­
tically the only sale for Puget Sound 
salmon in Japan has been salt-cured 
fish. During the war Japan used some 
canned salmon, hyt since that time the 
market has dropped back to the use 
of dry salt salmon.

“At the present time there is not a 
single case or barrel of the cheaper 
grades of salmon on the market, and 
but very little of the sockeye and 
Alaska rede left. In view of this con­
dition the salmon that are salted this 
year will be springs entirely, and the 
home market and demand in Germany 
wHl take all of this supply, so that 
Japan will be forced to use canned 
salmon If any fish is .supplied to that

«mail tents, in front of which 
build fires when camping. But for 
ter service many Inmans are hired, who 
draw in supplies at so much a trip. 
These Indians ’will haul two hundred 
pounds apiece on a ’ toboggan and make 
twenty miles a day without any great 
fatigue. At night they . build a little 
fire in the woods, cook their supper and 
sleep out in the open, wrapped^ up each 
man, in his blanket, when he ■ happens 
to have one, which is not always. They 
go all day through the blizzards and 
storms, walking over frozen lakes and 
rivers on enowshoes and keeping to the 
trail only by a sense of feeling, the track 
being well drifted over with snow and 
quite invisible.

Packers' Endurance
“These Indians, and some of the 

white packers as well, exhibit wonder­
ful powers of endurance. In summer 
they often carry on their backs loads 
of two hundred and even three hundred 
pounds over portages from half a mile to 
four miles long: suspended on a pack- 
strap or ’tupline’ that passes around the 

.forehead, and often go the whole dis­
tance without once stopping for a rest. 
An Indian so loaded has been observed 
to stoop frequently as he trudged along 
and pick berries growing beside the trail, 
without ever stamping an Instant in bis 
stride. One Indian, was known to carry 
as much as seven Hundred pounds on his 
back across a short portage, but he was 
an exception. According to the engi­
neers, the red men have lost none of 
their cunning in woodcraft, and still pos­
sess the unerring instinct of their for­
bear».

“One of the greatest obstacles met 
with was the slush that forms upon the 
lakes, making them treacherous and un­
safe in the extreme, ’and in some cases 
quite impassible. This condition was 
brought about by the repeated and heavy 
snowfalls. The superincumbent weight 
of snow causes the ice to link and be 
overflowed with watey; subsequent 
snowfalls accentuate this condition, and 
finally the whole surface becomes a 
mass of slash, which never freezes un­
less broken up. generally a man will 
sink through it, and, as the slush is of­
ten several feet in depth, the result can 
be easily imagined. When the lakes 
are in this condition, long and tedious de­
tours have to be made on snowshoes.

■ “Notwithstanding the dangers of tra­
veling into such a country, no disasters 
of apv consequence occurred in the win­
ter season, beyond the loss of one trans­
port officer at Lake Opasatica, on the 
Temiscamlngue route. Going in advance 
of his party in quest of a convenient 
course, he was never afterward seen 

For several days a diligent 
search was made for him, -without re­
sult. His tracks on the ice suggested 
that he had walked out on the lake, bro­
ken through and been drowned. His 
body was subsequently found.

Toil of Human Life
“Since the spring of 1906, however, 

the survey has been claiming its toll in 
"human Hfe, as every great work invar­
iably does. There have been several 
drownings, due largely to the inexperi­
ence of the men in navigating their Blight 
craft on the treacherous lakes and rap­
ids of the north. Early in June an en­
gineer, a transit man and a third mân 
were in a canoe exploring, when they 
«‘ere upset.'" The engineer. and the tran­
sit man, whq could both swim, struck 
out for the shore, but before they could 
reach it sank and were drowned; the 
third man clung to the canoe and was 
saved. Some1, tlhie later another engi­
neer, in charge of a party near Winni­
peg, was traveling in a canoe with three 
others, when they, were overtaken by a 
storm and the canoe was swamped. The 
engineer and two packers were drowned, 
one man only being saved to tell the

alive.

tele. ... , .. . . ,
“A few weeks later a man named 

Desroches fell ont of a canoe in thé Ot­
tawa river, and sank to rise no more, 
and two men were drowned in- Lake Ne- 
pigôn, and finally, in October, four of a 
surveying party were frowned in the 
Winnipeg river. These cases exemplify 
the chief danger to the men of the sur­
veying parties. It is, however, an easy 
matter to get lost in that northern wil­
derness. as hefel a young Englishman in 
the early summer. While returning from 
carrying the midday meal to a party of 
men working on the line at some dis­
tance from the camp, he missed the trail, 
wandered about, ,and S°t hopelessly lost. 
He had only three matches with which 
to make a fire and nothing to eat except 
three or four biscuits; yet, somehow, he 
managed to survive for nine days, until 
discovered in an utterly exhausted con­
dition by some Indians, who treated him 
kindly, and finally brought him to a 
place of safety among white men.

A Comparison With the C. P. R-
“All In all, the present survey is con­

sidered more difficult than was that of 
the Canadian Pacific railway, the chief 
reason being its greater remoteness from 
the bases of supply and the difficulties of 
travel. As a matter of fact the new 
line will be considerably shorter and 
more direct than is its great predecessor, 
and from a purely engineering point of 
view it presents fewer problems. But 
the conditions of labor have somehow 
changed. Back in 1876, when the first 
survey of the Canadian Pacific railway 
was being made, the working men who 
sought employment appear to have been, 
on the whole, a much superior class, as 
regards pluck and stamina, to those who 
have gone out on the present survey. 
They received less pay and did satisfac­
tory work, without having the luxuries 
that are now supplied to engineering 
parties. For instance, in the old days 
parties in the field had to get along 
without butter, condensed milk, ham 
and "fruit, all of which are now part of 
the field rations; yet in spite of their 
hard fare, men Were then willing to stick 
to the work. Some of them were known 
to stay out as long as two years without 
coming in, whereas now many of the 

clamor to return to civilization af­
ter a month or two of service.”

Evidence is of Interest 
in connection with the fact deposed to 
by several witnesses, and among them 
by the witness, whose testimony lias 
just been quoted, that when an attempt 
was. made on the night of the wreck to 
lower boat No. 1, which was on tbe 
starboard side and consequently not one 
of those which had been lowered at the 
time of the inspection.

One of the davits broke and all the 
people in .the boat were precipitated in­
to the water. Charles Brown, a sailor 
on the Valencia, testified that boat No. 
3, also on the starboard side, capsized 
alongside and in answer to a question as 
to what caused her to do so, he' said: “I 
thought one of the davits b#oke, but I 
am not sure.” Frank Lehn, a freight 
Clerk on the Valencia, also testified to 
tho same effect. On thé other hand the 
'boatswain was positive that boat No. 
3 got away from the ship. Without 
attempting to decide between these 
witnesses, all of whom Jpive their testi­
mony in the most open and yet care­
ful manner. It appears abundantly 
clear that a davit of one,. If not two, 
of the starboard boats broke when put 
to the test on the night of the wreck.

4. The Valencia had her proper com­
plement of qualified officers in all de­
partments and j was provided with com­
passes, charts, chrononqeters and nauti­
cal instruments necessary for safe nav** 
igation.

6. On the voyage from SarrFrancisco 
the weather was for the most of the 
time thick and at times rainy; the 
wind, which on the morning of the 21st

Ship Went to Piece*
ship went to places on Jan­

uary 24, about noon. There were about 
seventy-five people on board at that time, 
all at whom were -lost, some of them be­
ing dashed against the cliffs and others 
being carried out to $ea on wreckage.

Having been directed by the minister to 
extend Its inquiries.so as to cover the at­
tempts to rescue the people on the Val­
encia, the court examined a number of 
witnesses on that subject and finds as 
follows:

At 2:30 p. m. on January 23, the British 
Columbia Salvage company were advised 
of the wreck of a large passenger steamer 
with many fiUssehgers upon the west coast 
of Vancouver Island, ibetweèn Caraiauah 
Point and Cape Beale. The. wrecking 
steamer Salvor was at once got ready, a 
supply o ffood, blankets and other neces­
saries for use In, such emergencies were 
taken on board, and in less than three 
hours the vessel was on her way to the 
wreck. The greater part of this short de­
lay was due to the necessity of waiting 
for two physicians, whom it was thought 
desirable to carry £o- the wreck in case 
their services might tie heeded. The tug 
Czar belonging to the Canadian Pacific 
Railway company, then under steam to 
proceed up the west toast, was despatched 
by Captain J. W. Troup, superintendent 
of the Pacific Coast: branch of that com­
pany’s steamship sehrice, in company with 
the Salvor, Captain Troup himself going on 
the last named vessel. The Pacific Coast 
Steamship company’s steamer Queen, 
which called at Victoria, ou her way to 
San Francisco on the 23rd, at 5 p. m., was 
ordered by the company's manager at Seat­
tle to proceed to the' wreck, after landing 
her passengers at Victoria, and she did so. 
The three vessels named

Arrived Off the Scene 
of the wreck on the morning of the* 24th. 
Great difficulty was experienced in find­
ing the stranded vessel owing to the fact 
that hen hull being wholly submerged 
and her housework being swept away, 
only a small portion of her remained above 
water, and also owing to the heavy sea 
that was running and the occurrence of 
heavy rain squalls. When the wreck had 
been made out, the people on board the 
Queen saw that there were people on the 
wreck.

J. Lawson, counsel for the Pacific 
Coast Steamship company called atten­
tion to a reference that four survivors 
reached Turtle island on a raft and 
wished the evidence that ten men had 
left the wreck on that faft to be In­
cluded.

Aft­
er some discussion the following sen­
tence7was added: “Although it is ;n 
evidence that someone called out to the 
Czar that there were people alive on 
the wreck, this was not heard on the 
Czar.”

Mr. McPhillips. representing the 
province at British Columbia, after Mr. 
Lawson had, called the attention of the 
commission to the fact that the United 
States government allowed the com­
pressed cork life preservers which the 
commissioners had complained of, spoke 
in disapproval of the acceptance of the 
United States inspection of steamers- by 
Canada. The finding was not altered in 
this regard. Mr. McPhillips also sug­
gested -that proper lifeboats, instead of 
those not capable of living in the wat­
ers of .this coast, should be carried on 
passenger steamers.

That is what I 
told the captain. ‘Yes,’ he said, ‘we 
make it at half-past 10, or It might 
be 10 o’clock.’ But at that time, 10 
o’clock, he thought we' must be off 
Umatilla lightship; that is the time 
he changed his course to north three- 
quarters west" At another stage in 
his testimony Peterson said, answering 
a question as to how long - the ship 
was kept upon a certain course. “Up 
to 10 o’clock, north half east; and the 
captain said he thought he was some­
where around Umatilla. lightship. And 
it was blowing very hard that Sunday 
night. Then he shifted his course for 
Tatoosh, north three-quarters west; 
that Is, he thought that-course would 
take him about three or four miles off 
Tatoosh. He had 60 fathoms sound­
ing at that time, 10 o’clock."

Frank F. Bunker, a passenger and a 
man of more than average Intelligence, 
said that he was told by one of the 
officers some little time before the 
vessel struck that she was making 
from 12 to 14 knots, and that the cap­
tain told him about 5 o’clock In the 
evening before the wreck, or perhaps 
a little earlier, that he expected to be 
at Flattery at 11 o’clock. The last 
order given from the bridge to the 
quartermaster who was oit’ditty at the 
time, and .who testified before us, was 
given just after the vessel struck for 
the first time, and -it was to put the 
helm to starboard, and this would in­
dicate that the captain thought she 
had struck on

The Washington Coast 
and in addition' to this we have the 
fact testified to by several witnesses 
that not only Captain Jonnson but 
everyone else on the ship supposed 
that she had gone ashore on the 
Washington coast below Cape Flat­
tery until the morning of the 24th, 
when the weather had cleared- suffi­
ciently to enable them to make out 
that cape to the southeast. Therefore, 
without going into the details of the 
second officer’s evidence, the conclu­
sion is warranted that between 10 
p. m. and the time the vessel struckl 
Captain Johnson thought the Valencia 
was between the Umatilla - lightship 
and Cape Flattery. We know that 
he must have been at least five 'miles 
west of the course upon which he 
thought he waa sailing and at least 
twenty miles • north of where he 
thought he wa*. It would be unfair 
to express any opinion as to whether 
or not the soundings justified his con- 
elusion as to the location of hie ship, 
because we have only the second offi­
cer’s memory as to what they were, 
and when read carefully his testimony 
shows that other soundings may have 
been taken • than those of ■ which he 
speaks. It becomes the duty of the 
court to enquire next whether there is 
any explanation of this discrepancy 
between the ship’s supposed position

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Difficulties Beset Transport Ser­
vice-Supplying Commissary 

Entails Great Expense.

So great has been the activity of late 
in railway circles in Canada, so many 
construction companies are being 
formed to do the work that is mapped 
out, that a new era in railway history 
has opened in the Dominion.

Of new work, that on the Grand 
Trunk oonktrufction holds most inter#-, 
est to the public, ang now that the 
great exploratory survey ie nearing 
completion, people are beginning to 
awake to the colossal nature of the 
undertaking. So far has We initial 
work progressed that the actual con­
struction has begun in certain parts of 
the road, and it is confidently predict­
ed that the G. T. P. will be in a posi­
tion to help haul away the Northwest 
harvest of 1907.

Mr. H. V. Ross, Ph. D., who is. in a 
position to appreciate the difficulties 
and also tyie triumphs of a survey of 
this character, says of it:

“The organization 
service called for the most^ careful 
planning and foresight! Nfcw routes 
had to be opened up into the back 
country, many of them in part with the 
woodman’s axe; main depots for the 
storage and distribution of supplies had 
to be strategically placed at the most 
advantageous points,, and a large number 
of caches, or store!shacks, established 
at not distant intervals along the pro­
posed line, from which the working par­
ties could be regularly supplied.

Distributing Provisions
“After provisions are taken by the 

transport department to the main caches, 
which are situated at advantageous 
points on the large rivers that cross the 
line, they are distributed in summer by 
canoe to the different parties. Each 
main cache is intended to provision 
about four parties, and as these parties 
gradually get further away from head­
quarters it is very hard work to keep 
them properly supplied. Sometimes the 
transportmen have to take these supplies 
hundreds of miles in canoes, crossing 
from one lake to another over portages 
two to four miles long, wading through 
muskegs and sometimes navigating the 
headwaters of rivers which for ten or 
twelve miles are not much more than 
wide enough to allow a canoe to pass 
through, are extremely crooked, and so 
overhung with branches and brnkh that 
the men can only push through with 
ducked hekds at the rate of a mile an 
hour. The work of portaging is very 
onerous in some sections where unnav- 
igable rapids or falls occur at intervals 
of only a few miles. Not infrequently 
a transport crew is windbound at a 
lake on account of stormy weather, for 
the canoes are heavily loaded and easily
Swampe<1Hard»hips of Carriers

“A trip like this takes three or four 
weeks through the more remote districts. 
During most of the time the men are 
constantly soaking wet and find little 
opportunity of drying their clothe*,/ A 
frying-pan and a • few dishes, constitute 
their kitchen equipment, and they live 
principally on bacon and bread obtained 
from the main cache before starting-out. 
Sometimes; in summer the men do not 
Uke tents, aiming to go as light-hand­
ed as possible. With a ijlanket apiece 
they lie out under the trees at nigbt, on 
fragrant boughbeds/ and commonly io 
summer-time the night air in this lati­
tude is too cold for comfort. When the 
weather is wet th— put up a rough 
shelter of boughs and birch bark.

Commissioners Who Investigated 
Valencia Disaster Submit 

Their Findings.'

WAS READ YESTERDAY M0RNIN6

Evidence Reviewed and Recom­
mendations Made for Protec­

tion of Shipping.
».

The finding of tbe commissioners ap­
pointed by the Dominion government to 
investigate the Valencia disaster was 
read yesterday morning at the court' 
house. CapL Johnson of the wrecked 
steamer is. found, .to have been guilty 
of a grave error of judgment -and is 
held blameable for attempting to enter 
tbe Straits without ascertaining his po­
sition by the Umatilla reef lightship. 
The report follows:

The undersigned ' has the' lioûor_ to re­
port;

That he was on the 30th day of Jan­
uary last past appointed commission­
er for the purpose of making a formal 

which led toinquiry into the causes 
the stranding of the steamship Valen­
cia, under the provisions of section b 
of “The Shipping Casualties Act,” 1. 
Edward VIII, chapter 35, and amend­
ing acts, and that John Graham Cox 
and Holmés Newcomb were, appoint­
ed assessors under the said acts for the 
purpose of the said inquiry.

The undersigned and the assessors 
having been duly sworn to discharge 
their several duties in the premizes, A 
court was duly convened under j the 
provisions of the statutes hereinbefore 
referred to, the first session being held 
on the 5th day of February. The court 
was in session examining witnesses for 
the period of twelve days, during, which 
time thirty-eight witnesses 
«mined a verbatim report of their testi- 
nfouy being transmitted herewith. 
Charles H. Lugrin, Esq., barrister at 
law,'who was appointed by the minis- 
ter of justice to act as special cotinsel 
to the undersigned ; James H. Lawson, 
Esq., barrister at taw, counsel for the 
Pacific Coast Steamship company, own­
ers of the Valencia, and Albert E. Mc- 
Phillips, Esq., K. C. barrister at law, 
representing the attorney-genera! of 
British Columbia, attended all the ses­
sions of the court .and took part in the 
examination of witnesses.

Findings of .thç Court 
The findings of the court are as fol­

lows: ......... ........... ’
1. The Valencia, an iron steamship of 

1,694 tons, of United States registry, 
built at Philadelphia in the year 1882, 
and belonging to the Pacific Coast 
Steamship company of San Francisco, 
left San Francisco in charge of O. N. 
Johnson,'a duly certificated master mar­
iner, on January 20, 1906, bound to Pu­
get Sound ports by way of Victoria, 
British Columbia, having on board a 
crew of 65 persons and 99 passengers, 
including men, women end children. .She 
also carried a cargo of general mer­
chandise. The Valehcia was wrecked at 
Shelter Bight, so-called, which is a lit­
tle to the west of the. 125th. meridian, 
and upon the southwest coast of V au- 
eouver Island, a few minutes -before 
midnight on the 22nd day of January, 
and during that night and the follow­
ing two days, 126 persons, passengers 
and crew, and including all-the women 
and children, were either drowned or 
otherwise lost their lives in consequence

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of the wreck. The vessel and her cargo 
were a total lose.

2. The coast where the wreck oc­
curred consists of perpendicular, and, in 
some places, overhanging rock*, from 
60 to 80 feet in height above high wa-, 
ter, at which time the sea breaks against 
the base of1 the. cliff. Outside the cliff 
are numerous rocks, most of them sub­
merged at high tide, but forming at all 
stages of the water a great menace to 
even the smallest craft, because of the 
surf which continually breaks upon or 
over them.

Coast Is Exposed
The coast at this point is exposed to 

the unbroken sweep’of the waves from 
the Pacific ocean, on the south and 
from the Straits of Juan de Fuca on 
the east, and the name Shelter Bight is 
not to be taken as indicating that ves­
sels of any description can find shelter 
there under any circumstances. The 
l*nd on the summit of the cliff is heav­
ily and densely timbered and although 
at no great distance back from-the edge 
of the cliff, there is a rough trail fol­
lowing the telegraph line, yet the poiht 
at which the wreck occurred is exceed­
ingly difficult of access by tend, not only 
because the trail is greatly overgrown 
by bushes, but also because it is crossed 
by detp ravines and by rivers, which 
during and after heavy rainfalls are al­
most impassable torrents. Tbe beach 
along this part of the Vancouver Isl­
and coast is for many miles of sfich a 
character that it cannot be traversed, 
by people except for short spaces in iso­
lated- localities. In short the place where 
the -wreck -occurred- is. one most diffi­
cult of access either by land or by 
water.

3. At the time of sailing thy Valen­
cia was apparently in a thoroughly sea­
worthy condition and was equipped with 
seven properly found boats, fitted with 
air-tight compartments, three life-rafts 
and a sufficient number of life-preser­
ver* to accommodate all her, passengers 
and crew.

The life-saving apparatus including 
the boats, was apparently in good con­
dition, ready for use and fit for the pur­
pose for which it was intended, with tbe 
exception of such of the life-preservers 
as were made of broken" cork, to which 
farther reference is hereinafter made.

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. Inspection of the Ship 
was made in San Francisco shortly be­
fore her last voyage, which appears 
from the evidence to have been thor­
ough, except that only two .of the boats 
on the port aide and none of the boats 
on the starboard side were lowered.

Rpyal Institution, al­
though it has been called into existence 
through the instrumentality of McGill 
university, is a British Columbia insti­
tution. Only one member of the board, 
namely, Dr. Peterson, the principal of 
McGill university, is a non-resident. 
Though a private corporation in the j 
sense that it is self-perpetuating, it seeks : 
only to do public service by bringing the ; 
benefits of higher education to th* 
young men and women of British Colum­
bia. , _

Second—To this end it has asked and 
been empowered by the legislature to 
establish a university college where in­
struction in the higher branches of 
learning may be given, especially those 
branches of scientific study which lie at 
the basis of the industrial and economic 
development of the province of British 
•Columbia.

Third—Believing that it is in the in­
terest of education that the principle of 
non-sectarianism, upon which the public 
and high school systems are based, 
should be applied throughout the higher 
branches of learning, the Royal Institu­
tion declares itself to be a non-denomina- 
tional body. No religious test will be 
applied to its members. It asks only 
for a genuine interest in the- cause of 
education and a desire to see that cause 
promoted.

Fourth—The college which the Royal 
Institution proposes to establish, while 
Christian, will be non-denominational m 
character, and no denominational test 
will be applied to either students or pro* 
fessors. It will demand character and 
efficiency from all.

Fifth—Believing also that it is in the 
interest of education that a university 
college should have a non-political 
agement, the Royal Institution, while 
called into existence under a public act, 
is in the form of a. .private corporation. 
This is but following the example of 
many of the greatest universities on the 
continent, including . Harvard, Yale, Co­
lumbia, Cornell, Jobn^Hopams, Chicago 
and McGilL At the isaflie time, in order 
that the public mayi* nave confidence 
that the work done under its manage­
ment is done in the public interest, the 
department of education of the province 
is represented by the minister of educa­
tion and the superintendent of educa-
t$°sixtb—The RoyaL Institution declares 
itself to be absolutely free from any de- 
aire to antagonize any other institution 
doing educational -w^pk in the province, 
and the college which it is empowered to 
establish will be established without any 
such purpose. It simply desires to give 
the benefits of education on broad and 
generous lines, and in the widest pos­
sible way to the young men and women 
of Brtish Columbia.

Seventh—The"college is to be a college 
of McGill university in so far as the 
course of study and the standard of 
work is concerned. " Provision is espeei- 
ally made in the act of incorporation to 
enable changes to be made in the course 
of study from tiine to time in such 
way as to meet local demands, if local 
demands should arise along lines not al­
ready provided for by that university. 
The course of study thus provided, the 
examination standard set and the certifi* 
cates issued will from the start assure to 
students the same standing as is given 
to the students of McGill university. No 
work which cannot be done up to that 
standard will be undertaken. It is be­
lieved that this will give a Dominion 
recognition to the work of the college, a 
recognition which an institution of mere­
ly local standing could not acquire for 
many years. To the student particu­
larly this will be a most valuable asset. 
To this end McGill university has, un­
der a separate act of the legislature, 
been given the right to exercise in Brit­
ish Columbia all the powers and func­
tions granted under her royal charter. 
She proposes, it the Royal Institution 
be given public support and sympathy, 
to assist in developing the McGill uni­
versity college as an institution through 
which these university powers shall be 
exercised. The college whichi is devel­
oped will be in competition with McGill 
as with other seats of learning. the 
entire management, moreover, is in the 
hands of a local board—the Royal Insti­
tution for the Advancement of Learning
_which body controls the expenditure,
the amount of work undertaken, the ap­
pointment of its own members and of 
members of the staff, the salaries paid, 
etc.
