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THE DuTcH GOVERNMENT is already pre-
paring for the international colonial exhibi-
tion to be held in Amsterdam from May
to October, 1883. No country but Spain
now squeezes a handsome revenue out of
its colonies except Holland.

It may be said that in one. sense Judge

disguises his true character, and leads her to
wait for him until other matrimonial chances
are practically lost, she has been subjected
to injustices for which there ought to be
some remedy, even if it be by way of punish-
ing him rather than of compensation to her.
Many women would never think of seeking
redress for such a wrong in the courts ; yet
there may be cases in which they ought to
have the right to do so. As society is con-
stituted, the prospect of marriage is more
important to the average woman than
any business venture to the average man ;
