ever divided nations, from fifty millions of
homogeneous and hostile Americans, #Oh,
but,” you will say ‘‘why conclude that
they will be hostile?” 1 say we. have no
right to conclude that a nation which
cherishes, and which, every now and then,
emphasizes the Monroe doctrine, is going to
be less hostile to Canada as_a nation than
it has been to Canada asa Dominion back-
ed by the whole power of England.

Interesting 8§ at the Island—Manian
Out—A Whart Cavesin. - ¢

‘Capt. Paul Boyton, the world renowned
marine champion—the man who has tra-
# eled thousands of miles in the water in
his rubber suit accompanied by his little
tender (Baby Mine)— sxhibited atthe {sland
yesterday afternoon. At 4 o'clock there
‘were atleast 2500 people gathered around the
Haalan house. A large body of water was
buoyed off in front of the hotel for the cap-
tain to perform. About 4.30 the naviga-
tor attired in his rubber suit plunged into
the water, and at once exhibited the use-
fulness of his apparatus, Lying on his back
he paddled around with great. speed and

ease, carrying the dominion flag,
stars and” stripes, etc, the pro-
gram embracing some twenty 'different

feats, one of the most interesting
of which was the construction of a raft.
The captain in a very few minutes gathered
together a number of logs and immediately

“_met to work with his saw, hammer, etc., to

make a raft, which amused the auflience
greatly. He next went on a fishing expedi-
tion : after cntchin% a fish he lit-a fire on
the raft, ser the table and then partook. of
his meal. He then np{)eured floating on his
back and shaded by a large green umbrella
enjoyed & smoke. The remainder of the
verformance illustrated the many uses this

‘!‘ele'npl. -

There were 400 people here from Buffalo
last Sunday, A reporter of the Telegraph
was among them and he epitomizes his im-
pressions of Sunday in Toronto as follows:

One
would smile perhaps to learn that the
“*Waterloo house” sold *‘laces and embroid-
ery,” and ‘that so-and go chooses to he
known as the ‘‘buicher, etc.,” instead of
pluing as the keeper of a meat market,

An hour does not disclose a city, and no
attempt is made here to pose Toronto for
her picture ; yet whoever passes eastward
about St. James square, and back tothe
Jake, has become acquainted with at least
one grand feature not yet mentioned—the
churches, :
