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Newspaper Blackguards.

For now nearly ‘a year Toronto has been
treated toa style of journalism that is of
the sewer order. Itis of a kind that be-
lieves in dishing up social filth and scan-
dal, of collecting all the personal garbage
that.can be found'in the city or that can
be manufactured—either will do so long as
the stench is strong—and run through a
daily sewer otherwise called a newspaper.

' When society is attacked by such apest,
when its existence in our midst is an offen-
sive canker to respectable citizens, it is
high time that efforts were made to stamp
it out and to bring home the responsibility
therefor to those who have introduced it,
to those who keep it up.

The persons, then, who are primarily
responsible are the owners of the Toronto
Mail. More than two years ago they
started a one-cent afternoon paper called
the Evening News, not out of any desire to
benefit the public but to entrich themselves.
They were not content with the patronage
.they received as publishers of the Mail;
they thought the advertising public was
bound to give them two prices for each
advertisement: that is, they took a man’s
money for putting an advertisement in their
morning paper, and then they sent a second
man to the advertiser soliciting the
same advertisement for their evening re-
print, and whenever the advertiser could
be induced to give it the type was lifted
from the Mail and inserted in the News.
But the business, public resented the im-
pertinence and voracity of the Mail and
did not patronize the reprint. Things
went on this way for over a year, during
which time the Mail people lost heavily,
and Mr. C. W. Bunting, Mr. Charles

Riordan and Mr. W. J. Douglass, the real
managers of that journal, began to cast
about fthem for a way whereby
they might get rid of the en-
cumbrance, or to at least make it pay.
They decided to make another des-
perate effort, and for this purpose they
brought to Toronto a Mr. Sheppard whom
they placed in charge of the paper with in-
structions to make it'sell. He was to run
it as he liked, but he was to make it sell.
Ac¢cordingly he thought the way to make
it sell was to turn the paper into a scandal
sewer and to this end the Sneak-a-boo
column was started, the Clara Bell letters
were published, and everything odorous
that could be collected from the four quar-
ters of the earth was dumped in. The young

men of the town were libelled in *‘Our
Bachelors,” and the thing got_so rank that

items written in irregular houses by the
inmates were gladly received by the sewer
editor and inserted in his column. FEven
the scandal of all the little villages in the

If the public once get in
the way of reading it, stronger filth has to
be served up every week to- keep the edge
on the appetite for it ; and knowing this
the vendors will stop at nothing: they have
even the hardihood to advertise that the
venerable archbishop of Toronto will be
sewed up in an early number.

Society, as we said, has a right to know
precisely who the parties are who have
thus offended against decency and -order,
and we have torn aside their masks; it is
for society to say if they shall continue on
in their filthy task.

There is a tréat in store for lovers of
good cattle, and ‘the auction sale of pure
bred shorthorns at the Black Horse hotel
on Friday and Saturday mnext will give
some of our citizens their first chance of
seeing the difference between a Durham
bull and a bull-trog. It will also draw  to-
gether a rare assortment of solid, hard-
headed agriculturists, the bone and sinew
of Canada, whose tastes are bucolic, and
who can “‘touch” and “handle” animals
with the skill transmitted through a cen
tury of shorthorn lore.

Preliminary meetings having been held
at Crystal City, Ruttanville, Pilot Mound,
and other places for the selection of dele-
gates, a central meeting was held on the
5th inst. at Maniton, when upwards of
one hundred farmers and others were pres-
ent. A reformer occupied the chair and a
conservative acted as secretary. It is
noticeablethat the proceedings opened with
a grumble from several speakers that they
had been unable to sell their frozen wheat,
proving that to & large extent, the real

vance was the disasters of the harvest.
A deputation sent to Winnipeg an-
nounced that the C. P. R. had consented to
a reduction in the rates of freight on
frozen grain. A suggestion that wasnot
made was the employment of experts to
determine the precise value of the grain,
how much it is below the value of grain
in good order, and if it could be put
through any process by which its lost
properties might be in a measure restored.
These are things that are nqbu_titted to: the
farmers for their consideration.

Provision was made for the formation of
subordinate unions, and it was resolved
that the central union should take in the
whole of southern Manitoba. Donald
Campbell of  Manitou, a reformer, Wwas
elected president; R. Owens, Manitou, a
conservative, treasurer; and E. A. Bailey
of the Nelson Mountaineer, secretary.

Thomas Greenway, M.P.P., formerly of
Huron, Ont., and a member of the com-
mons, was the principal speaker, He said
what they were aiming at was the best
means of removing any undue restrictions
that had been placed upon the tarmer. The
C. P. R. was charging 10 cents a bushel
more for the transportation of grain than
they meed do. The best way was to tell
the people who were in authority over
them, that they would not submit tobe
ground down by any such monopoly. Mest
of them had come from a part of the do-
minion where these restrictions did not ex-
ist, and they had been placed upon them
since they came here. Should they tamely
submit ' to such things? He said “No.”
(Cries of ““ Never ! ”) The central govern-
ment must be given to understand in the
most gentlemanly manner, and in the most
lawfully-framed resolutions that it was
possible to frame, but at the same time in
the most emphatic manner, that they
wouli not submit to this monopoly.
A continnance of the existing state
of things merely meant that they
would have to leave the institutions under
which they lived; institutions upon which
they prided themselves; institutions they
were proud to live under, and institutions
which they would be sorry to leave. It
merely meant that they would have to go
back to their old homes below, and he did
not see any bright prospect in that. It was
true that in Ontario their wheat was not
frozen, but it was because there was not
-substance enough in it for the frost to at-
tack. (Laughter.) They did not have 40
bushels to the acre of frozen wheat, but
they had two or three bushels of chicken-
feed to the acre. (Laughter.) No, they
conld not well go back; and they did not
like the idea of going across the line, be-
cause they loved the institutions under
which they now lived, institutions which
were not surpassed by those of any coun-
try in the world. e then proceeded to
condemn the Ogilvie monopoly, and said
that the men who were purchasing
wheat were not judges, and had even de-
clared some of last .year’s wheat to have
been frozen of September 7.
declared that wheat, which was only the
least bit shrivelled, was not worth more
than forty cents per bushel, did not know
anything about-it. Mr. Ogilvie had spread
exaggerated reports in the east as to the
damage dorfe to the wheat, and he be-
lieved that since the night of September 7
this company had been seeking to make
fortunes for themselves out of the farmers’
misfortunes. [Cheers.] He pointed out
further the alleged injustice worked
out of the frozen wheat purchases, and said
that farmers who- left home with No. 1
hard found when they got to the market
with it and offered for sale that it had sud-
denly become ““frozen.” Inhissection there
was a good deal of No.1 frozen grain which
he believed to be worth irom five to
ten cents per bushel less than No. | hard.
And he believed it would make just as
good flour, only a little less of it, if they
had the mills for that purpose. He ad-
vised the: farmers themselves to adopt
some means of ascertaining the proper
value of the wheat, by sending some of it
to the Ontario market, and he believed
they would get a proper: price - for it. He
knew that many farmers expecting a yield
of 40 or 50 bushels to the acre, had con-
tracted heavy engagements and now found
themselves in the lurch, and he advised
them to live economically until they were
freed from their present diﬂicu?ty. If
they accomplished the little relief they
talked off now, and if the movement led to
the removal of other grievances, it might
be a good thing after all that Jack Frost
came on that night of Sept. 7.

The only reference made to annexation
was by an eccentric old farmer, whose dec-
laration tHat if redress could not be had at
Ottawa they would look to Washingten
was received with loud laughter.

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COAL IN THE NORTHWEST.

Discovery Made About Eighty
Miles From Brandon. .
Fron the TWinnipeg Sun.

Mr. T. H. Aikman, inspector of home-
steads for the dominion government, has
diseovered a valuable deposit of coal in the
Turtle mountain district, 78 miles south of
Brandon; and 180 miles south of the Souris
coal fields.  The discovery wad first made

man.  Mr. Aikman, thinking it might be
coal; had it - tested, and discovered that .it
was_ indeed coal of very excellent quality.

Nine
pits were sunk at intervals over an_area of
100 square feet, and coal struck inevery
instance: . The seam was netrated to a
depth of seven. féet, and the lead tended
downwards in_a sloping direction into the
ravine. A foot or over of good soil was
first displaced, then a strata of a yellow
substance resembling limestone was pene-
trated, after which the coal was reached.
Another test was made at & distance
of over & mile -on the opposite side’ of
the ravine, when the coal: bed was again
struck. A guantity of the coal was taken
to Brandon and tested. It was pronounced
40 be more bituminous in _character than
the Saskatchewan coal. The test wasvery
catisfactory, the coal igniting readily and
burning with a brilliant_glow. It leaves
no clinkers. Mr. Aikman has secured the
mining right to a large tract of land in the
vicinity. He intends forming a company
of & limited number of capitalists with a
view to developing the mines.next season.

The Law Student.

To the lu'dr‘}or of the World.
Stt: “H. B.” in your issue of Dec. 0
complains that although an articled elerk

ing he has nothing to do but copy papers,
carry lunch baskets and swear affidavits,
of the contents of which be is igﬁgorant.
and that he is expected to porform and
does perform these duties without remun-
eration. He further says that he becomes
so fatigued doing nothing during the day
that,he is unable to read law at night. He
says moreover that there are 200 law stu-
dents in Toronto in the same  unfortunate
plight. Thisisa melancholy condition of
affairs, and one for which I an old law
student myself, will suggest a remedy.

The real tase for this want of occupa-
tion and remuneration is the over-crowa: !
state of the student market. At least
twice as many young men enter the law
society as students as there isany necessity
or room ,for. This is conclusively proven
by the fact that it takes two law students
to make one barrister, as only one-half of
the number who commence the study of
the law succeed in passing the final exam-
inations, and only one-fourth of this num-
ber continue to pursue their profession in
Ontario. The remedy I would propose .is
this—and the young men of the country
have it in their own hands and can apgﬂy
it themselves—let them be content to fol
low the calling of their fathers; let farmers’
sons themselves become farmers, and feel
proud of the fact that they form the bone
and sinew of thé country, that they develope
the resources of the country and -create
its wealth; let them mnot fall into the
error of supposing that by enterisg the
ranks of a learned profession they thereby
raise themselves and become gentlemen.
Gentlemen are born and not made, and
may be found following the plow or en-
gaging in other laborious ogcupations as
well asat the bar or in the palpit.
