AN EVER-PRESENT DANGER
One of the recognised maxims of modern 

dairying to the stabling of the cattle for 
six months every year. Those who are 
supposed to know most about the dairy 
business advise fanners to keep their cat­
tle closely Confined during the late fall 
and winter months. Onr Animal Friends, 
a periodical published in New York, in à 
receqt issue strongly condemns this me­
thod of keeping dairy cattle, and charges 
against it the spread of most of the tu­
berculosis that is found among people. 
It alludes to the, subject in the following 
terms;

“The danger is manifest, but it is 
more than a danger; tuberculosis is a 
plague from (which the weekly tables of 
mortality prove that human beings are 
dying, not by the hundred qr 'thousand, 
but by the million, every year; and in the 
United States this plague is probably 
spread more widely by tuberculous cattle 
than by any other agency.

“Now, the sueeèptibility of cattle, and 
indeed of all animals, to the infection of 
tuberculosis depends largely upon their 
general health. A healthy person who 
takes sufficient daily exercise and lives 
much in the open air may be perfectly 
impervious to the poison of tuberculosis, 
unless he bas some hereditary predispo­
sition toward it; but if the constitution 
of the same person becomes impaired, and 
if his vitality is lowered by confinement 
in a close room, he may fall an easy 
prey to the infection of that terrible dis­
ease. In like tnanner, cattle which are 
perfectly healthy a-nd which are kept in 
a healthy condition may be and remain 
insusceptible of t^e\virus of tuberculosis; 
but if they are kept, 
in the close atmosl$h 
ed stable, their treatment is a direct in­
vitation to the diseiase.”

It is surprising to find the general pub­
lic so apathetic toward» a matter of 
such vital importance to the human 
race as the ravages of this disease, tuber­
culosis. We are beginning, however, to 
understand the principles that underlie 
its dissemination?from the (mimai to the 
human world and from the afflicted to 
the healthy- Knowing the causes of the 
disease we Ought to be able to devise 
a remedy that will effectually stamp it 
out.

House of Industry.
The Board of the House of Industry 

met yesterday, Mr. Samuel Afcorn in 
the chair. Mayor Kennedy and Aid. 
Jolllffe and Carlyle were present. With 
few exceptions the old officers were 
elected for the ensuing year. The ap­
plication to.the Council for a grant to 
enlarge the building was discussed 
among other matters. A sub-commit- 
tee of the Council, which has Inspected 
the institution, while entirely approv­
ing of the management, etc., could not 
recommend the proposal. Mayor Ken­
nedy, unaware of this inspection, sug­
gested that tiie Board ask the Council 
to guarantee for the House of Industry 
a loan of some $35,000, to be repaid 
during a term-of 10 or 15 years. A, de­
putation will therefore wait upon the 
Council next Thursday for this pur­
pose. Aid. Jolllffe expressed a desire 
that the ladies of the Relief Society 
be represented upon the board, which 
puestion upon motion of Principal Mac- 
Murchy, will be discussed at next 
meeting, though It was denounced by 
the Chairman as unconstitutional./ The 
Superintendent’s report showed that 
from April 15 to 19 240 persons
had been admitted to the casual ward, 
7 of whom were females; 172 Protest­
ants and 68 Roman Catholics : 88 Eng­
lish, 56 Irish, .26 Scotch, 59 Canadians, 
7 Americans and 4 foreigners

Since April 16 to date 600 lbs. coal 
and 136 4-lb. loaves have been distri­
buted, whilst 7 families anti 11 children 
have been afforded relief. At press it 
there are 100 Inmates in the House. 
During the past year two have been 
admitted, one has l“ff, and one, Jas.
