“WE LIVE IN DEEDS, NOT 
YEARS”

A beautiful bronze tablet was at­
tached to the Lawrence monument at 
the cemetery last week in memory of 
Captain Ernest Lawrence, one of 
Watford’s brave boys who gave his 
life in the Great War.

The tablet is a tribute from'Fred­
erick Lawrence of Detroit, and Har­
old Lawrence, Alma, Mich., brothers 
of Captain Lawrence.

Following is the inscription in full:
IN LOVING MEMORY 

Captain Ernest Wilkinson Law­
rence, son of Mary Ann and 
Henry Peter Lawrence. Born 
Aug. 11, 1890. Served with the 
4th Canadian Battalion, Canadi­
an Expeditionary Force. Appoin­
ted Lieutenant Sept. 16, 1915. 
Promoted to acting Captain on 
Sept. 17, 1916. ‘Gazetted. Cap­
tain Jan. 19,1917. Awarded Mil­
itary Cross Jan. 1, 1918.
Wounded Sept. .1917 and Sept. 
1918 and two weeks later in 
Sept. 1918 instantly killed by an 
enemy’s shell near Cambrai, in 
an attack on Abancourt. Oct. 1 
1918. was buried in Sancourt 
British Cemetery, 10% miles S.
E. of Donai, (near Cambrai) 
France. Plot No. 2, Row “A”. 
Grave 13.”
“Greater love than this hath no 
man, that he lay,down his life 
for his country.”
Would it not be a fitting tribute 

to the brave boys who gave their 
lives for us to erect gates at- our 
cemetery with bronze tablets inset 
in their memory.

In this quiet spot will rest in the 
future bheir kin, those who were 
nearest and dearest to them in life. 
What finer or more dignified memor­
ial could we give them.

THE FAREWELL SERVICE

The Rev. A. C. Tiffin, who came 
as a stranger to Watford four years 
ago to assume the pastorate of the 
Methodist church completed his full 
four year term last Sunday. He was. 
greeted in the morning with a splen­
did congregation of his own people, 
and several visitors from other con­
gregations. His morning theme was 
based oih the text, “And He blessed 
-him there.” It was a very touching 
discourse and many were the Jtind 
expressions of appreciation of the 
people as to the services of the years 
of his ministry. There were many 
regrets at his leaving and also his 
estimable wife who has been a help­
mate indeed in every respect.

In the evening despite the intense 
heat the church was filled and very 
many from the other churches at­
tended showing their appreciation 
of Mr. Tiffin as a citizen and as an 
effective preacher of the gospel in 
Watford where he has been deserv­
edly popular. The Presbyterian 
church very kindly withdrew their 
evening service and attended in a 
body. Revs. Messrs. Sawers and 
Workman both took part in the ser­
vice. Mr. Tiffin’s evening subject 
was “The Surrendered Life, What it 
costs and what it brings.” It was 
well handled and the service will not 
soon be forgotten by those present. 
A few statistics were given in the 
morning of local interest showing 
the growth of the church during his 
pastorate. Mr. Tiffin had baptized 
44, performed 16 marriage cere­
monies and conducted 39 funerals. 
63 were received into church mem­
bership on profession of faith and 
24 by letter, making 87 in all. There 
were renioved by death 13 and by 
letter 38. The present membership 
at Watford is 218 and at Zion 67, 
making a total of 285. During the 
four years the missionary givings 
! *d increased from $250 to $660. 
The Educational fund increased 
from 30 to 75 and that of Evangel­
ism and Serial Service from $4.00 
to $80.00. and other funds propor­
tionately. The pastor’s salary had 
been steadily increased from $1100 
to $1200, then to *C;00, then $15OO 
and this year $1800, a most grat­
ifying record. During this term the 
church had been re-wired and a com­
plete up-to-date lighting system in­
stalled and an electric blower at­
tached to the organ costing about 
$350. The parsonage had been re­
paired and decorated and furhished 
to the extent of $500 all of this has 
been paid for besides meeting the 
constantly increasing running ex­
penses. The circuit had subscribed 
to the Methodist National Campaign 
last year $3829 and this is all paid 
now but $18; in giving these figures 
Mr. Tiffin congraulated _ his congre­
gation on their remarkable liberality 
and their commendable spirit of 
loyalty to their church, their pastor, 
and the Methodist Connexion gener­
ally,. Mr. and Mrs. Tiffin left town 
on ^Wednesday afternoon of this 
week for Blyth where they will re­
side and where Mr. Tiffin a-.su.mes 
the pastorate of the Methodist 
church. They will be much missed 
here but we are sure they will be 
welcomed and appreciated where 
they go.

SALARIES OF TEACHERS

This is the 'time of the year when 
trustees in rural sections are engag­
ing their teachers. The Legislature 
by large grants is endeavoring to en­
courage higher salaries for teachers. 
The grant varies 5 per cent, on a 
very small salary to 40 per cent, on 
what the Department of Education 
considers should be the minimum as 
follows: $900 in a section with an 
assessment between $60,000-$100,- 
000, $1000 in sections with an assess­
ment between $100,000 and $300,- 
000 and $1,100 in sections with an 
assesment of over $300,000. Many 
of the sections of the surrounding 
townships have an assessment be­
tween $100,000 and $300,000. In 
these sections trustees who pay their 
teachers $1000 a year, the levy on 
the ratepayers is only $30 more than 
if the salary was $800. It works out 
this way. The grant on excess salary 
over $500 to section paying $800 is 
only 10 per cent. This means 10 per 
cent, on $300 which amounts to $30 
leaving the section to raise $770. 
The percentage on excess salafies of 
$1000 and over is 40 per cent , which 
means $200 leaving $800 to be rais­
ed by the ratepayers. As there is 
only $30 difference between the sal­
aries of $800 and $1000 in such sec­
tions the trustees should not hesi­
tate in b-'nging the minimum salary 
up to at least $1000 and* thus get the 
full advantage of the Legislature’s 
liberal grants.

A few passages that wete considered 
unnecessarily objectionable to the 
Americans have been deleted. One 
passage that has been dropped out 
of the book is as follows: “The Am­
ericans made 12 and a half thou- *| 
sands of millions of dollars out of 
the war clear net profit up to the*jend 
of 1918.”

The new postal rates which are 
now in effect will not apply to par­
cels mailed to points within the 20- 
mile limit of the place of mailing, 
nor do they apply to parcels mailed 
from Ontario to points in the British 
Columbia sector. The rates within 
the 20-mile limit which do not 
change, are 5 cents for the first 
pound up to 22 cents for the 11- 
pound limit. Beyond the 20-mile 
limit, the old rates were 10 cents for 
the first pound and 4 conte for each 
additional pound, up to 50 cents for 
il pound. The new rates are an in­
crease of one cent for each of the 
additional pounds, making the charge 
for eleven pounds 60 instead of 50 
cents, and this applies also to parcels 
to all the provinces excepting British 
Columbia, for which the old races 
apply.
