Although the sickness during a portion of 
the year has not been of a character to re­
quire constant medical attendance, still, I 
have made eighty-seven visits, and put up 
one hundred and fifteen prescriptions.

On the numerical list of the inmates of 
the Alms House, you will observe there are 
ten lunatics, five of these at least are very 
troublesome, and not altogether safe, in a 
building which is not adapted to the care of 
this unfortunate class of patients. I would 
therefore continue to urge your careful 
sidération of this matter, and stronely advise 
that a proper building be erected for the

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The Extra Session.

During the past week the unexpected an- 
tm ■—qouncement was made that the local legisla-

19th of the present month, to consider a 
matter of great public interest which the 
government desires to lay before parliament. 
This is at least six weeks earlier than the 
usual time of meeting, so it is not expected 
that the ordinary business of the session will 
be entered upon, but that after the one 
question is disposed of an adjournment will 
take place for several weeks.

Although the object of the present meet­
ing will not be definitely known until the 
opening of the legislature to-morrow, yet 
sufficient information has already been given 
to the press to enable the public to form a 
pretty accurate conjecture as to what it is. 
From what has thus far been made public, 
it would appear that there is on foot a 
scheme to consolidate all the coal mines in 
the island of Cape Breton under one manage­
ment, and to transfer the leases of the vari­
ous mines from the companies now holding 
them to a syndicate of American capitalists. 
It is, of course, well known that all the coal 
mines in Nova Scotia are the property of 
the province. These mines are merely rented 
or leased to the companies operating them, 
the rental being the small royalty of ten 
cents per ton paid to the province on the 
amount of coal actually sold. It is from 
this source that the province derives a por­
tion ot its annual revenue, amounting in 
round numbers to about $150,000 per year. 
It will therefore be seen that anything which 
affects the interests of our coal mines is of 
vital importance to the people of this pro­
vince. If then, the proposed measure will 
have the effect of developing our mines and 
largely increasing the output, it will prove 
of great benefit, not only in the largely in­
creased revenue it will give the province, 
but also from the additional labor and capi- 
tal whicl^ will be employed. On" the other 
hand, if the American capitalists who, rumor 
says, are about to acquire the mines, should 
deem it to their interests to limit the output 
or even close them, then the result would 
be most disastrous in every way to the peo­
ple of this province. Both these results are 
being predicted by the press, according as 
the papers discussing the question support 
or oppose the local government.

Papers friendly to the administration re 
claiming that the recent presidential election 
in the United States will lead to the removal 
of the duty from coal and raw ores over there, 
and the increased demand for both these 
products in consequence of this removal is 
leading American capitalists to invest in our 
mines in order to supply this demand. It 
is a fact, that in consequence of the duty on 
coal and crude ores, many of the iron indus­
tries of Massachusetts have either closed 
down entirely or removed south to the iron 
and coal districts of Pennsylvania and Ten- 
nesee, a fact which entered largely into the 
democratic canvass in New England at the 
late election. Governor Russel, in his 
speeches, complained bitterly of these im 
dustries being “sacrificed to the greed of 
Pennsylvania.” With free coal and iron 
ores, it.is claimed that these industries would 
be again operated, the raw material being 
taken from this province.

On the other side, it is being said by 
papers opposed to the government, that the 

^Americans interested in the new deal are 
also interested in the coal mines of Pennsyl­
vania, and that these men are seeking to 
gain control of our mines in order to be in a 

. -position to prevent competition from these 
provinces, should the TTûtÿ' be removed by 
the democratic congress. The mines of 
Pennsylvania are controlled by a ring which, 
by combining, has forced the price of coal 
in the United States to an exorbitant figure. 
Our mines were once owned by a foreign 
monopoly, say the opponents of the govern­
ment, and a vast amount of trouble and 
expense f\-as necessary to get possession of 
them for the province. Why hand them 
over again to a second monopoly worse than 
the first? If the duty is removed in the 
American market and a largely increased 
demand arises over there for our coal, this 
demand can be supplied by our mines work­
ing under present arrangements just as well 
as if handed over to American companies, 
say these papers. These are the two sides 
of the story as we glean them from the press 
of both parties. We give the arguments on 
both sides, and the reader can take his 
choice of the side he prefers to believe.

Until the precise terms of the new deal 
are made known, and it is seen what safe­
guards are thrown around the transfer, any 
criticism of it would be but mere matters of 
conjecture. We shall await with interest 
the particulars, as it is a measure of vital 
importance to the people of Nova Scotia.

VERSITY OF CHICAGO ON CHRISTMAS DAY.

John I). Rockefeller of the Standard Oil 
company, who is at present enjoying the 
winter sports of Montreal, is one of the rich- 

in the world. He counts his for­est men
tune by the tens of millions. He made it 
all himself out of coal oil speculations. Un­
like Jay Gould, Mr. Rockfeller believed in 
giving, and is generous in proportion to his 
great wealth.

dollar hills to make up that amount. There­
fore, President Harper of the new Chicago 
university was greatly elated on Christmas 
morning on opening his mail to find a brief 
note informing him that Mr. Rockfeller had 
presented the university with $1,000,000* in 
gold bonds, bearing 5 per cent, interest, 
payable semi annually. It was one of Mr.

A Petrefled Man.

A petrified man was found in a cave in the 
foothills of Guadaloupe mountains 15 miles 
west of Eddy, New Mexico, Nov. 24th. It 
was brought in and is now on exhibition. 
It is 5 feet 10 inches high, well proportioned 
and was a fine specimen of manhood. It is 
difficult to deteiinine whether it is the re­
mains of a white man or an Julian. There 
are no distinct imprints of sandals or mocca­
sins on the feet, hut the hair is in the modern 
style. It has an Indian nose but no high 
cheek hones. The body was found in a large 
chamber with limestone walls, about 500 
feet from the entrance to the cave. There 
is another evidence that the cave has been 
inhabited. The body had been placed in 
the cave by other hands after death, as it 
lay on its hack with hands across the breast. 
No fragments of clothing or implements of 
war were found. . The cave is three to five 
miles long, has over a hundred chambers, 
and some wonderful forms of stalactite pétri­
fications and vegetable matter. The ques­
tion has been raised if the discovery is not 
another Cardiff'giant scheme, but all who 
examine it, believe it to he a genuine petri­
fication.

TO BUTT The Credit System.

We take the following pithy article from 
the Nebraska Business Men’s Journal, and 
coinmend its careful pereual by all who are 
M In trade,” especially by young men just' 
starting in business. It is full of truths 
that deserve the careful consideration of all 
who are In business: ,f A good credit has 
put a burden of debt upon many a man’s 
shoulders that is to-day dragging him down 
financially and socially, and in not a few in­
stances morally also. The art of judiciously 
using a good credit is an accomplishment 
that has been acquired at a very small per 
cent, of the people. The use of credit in a 
majority of cases leads one to purchase more 
than they need, or more than their necessi­
ties demand; jt leads to extravagance and 
debt. If it was only resorted to as an ab­
solute necessity, a good credit would be a 
great blessing, and in many cases it is an 
absolute necessity, but its use too frequently 
leads a man to purchases that are far beyond 
his resources, and when the day of settle­
ment cornes around, the man of good credit 
finds himself confronted with more obliga­
tions than he has resources to meet. It is 
far easier to contract a debt than it is to pay 
it. A man can get into debt almost uncon­
sciously and without realizing the fact, but 
when pay-day comes round and he finds 
himself face to face with more creditors than 
he can satisfy, he then realizes his mistake 
when it is too late to avoid it. And thus it 
is that thousands of men become hopelessly 
involved in debt without any intention of 
wronging anyone or of beating their credi­
tors out of their just dues. It was because 
they had a good credit and abused it. An­
other bad feature of a good credit is that 
the possessor of it usually paysan exorbitant 
price for it. As a rule people who buy on 
credit pay more for their goods than the man 
who pays cash. In other words the man 
who has a sound and good . credit pays for 
the privilege of using it every time. As an 
illustration, one man goes to a jewelry store 
to purchase a watch; he pays cash and buys 
his watch for $20 to $25. His neighbor who 
has a good credit, buys the same kind of a 
watch but bays it on time. He pays $35 to 
$40 for it. In short, he pays $15 for the 
privilege of using his good credit. Do not 
think from this article that we desire to de­
preciate a good credit; on the contrary, 
we would advocate every man seeking to 
obtain and maintain a good credit stand­
ing. What we seek to do by this article is 
to warn our readers against this abuse of a 
good credit rating. It is an old saying that 
the way to keep a good credit is not to use 
it, and there is far more than poetry in the 
maxim. A good credit properly used is an 
acquirement to be proud of, hut by abuse it 
becomes a curse to any man.

of phosphorus than any other fruit or vege­
table. Phosphorus is admirably adapted 
for renewing the essential nervous matter of 
the brain and spinal cord. The acids of the 
apple are of great use in eliminating from 
the body all noxious matters which tend to 
make the brain heavy and dull and to bring 
about jaundice and similiar troubles. Un­
wittingly we take apple sauce. with roast 
pork, roast goose and similiar dishes, as a 
medicine as well as a relish. Many of our 
common fruits, says a high medical author­
ity, are among our best remedial agents. 
Oranges, figs, tamarinds, prunes, dates and 
plums are laxatives; cranberries, blackber­
ries, pears and wild cherries are astringents; 
grapes, peaches, strawberries, wortleherries 
and black currants are diuretics; gooseber­
ries, red and white currants and melons are 
refrigerants, and lemons, limes and apples 
are refrigerants and stomachic sedatives. 
Taken in the early morning an orange acts 
very decidely as a laxative, Sometimes 
amounting to a purgative. Figs split open 
form an excellent poultice for boils and 
small ubcessea.
