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LOST IN AN INDIAN PIT.

D UR E N A E K7A 
M~ OST immediately fter the murder of two , Britih
oflicers, Meut. Anderson and Van Agnew, by %Itlrajb

the iajali of vie province of 'Mooltan, in thc l>unjaub, wlîich
led to the seodwar wit.l the Sikhs, a powerful auit warlike
nation, on tire North.west frontiers of lndlia, sny reginient,
whricis was stationedl at Meeriît, reccived orders to match at
a few houre' notice, towvards the point of danger, mnd bcing
ini May, Uhc very liottest p)art of ice year, we were
suppbied with ouvert yardls of thin nsrrow calico, to wrap
round our poîîgoa to protcct ont licads in moine meanuro from
tho great lieat of the mun ; ail,. furtherinore, we marchodl at
a vcry early hour of tho morning no as to reach. the cncain.
ping Pround about suinriso. Wc did not thon pitchi our tente
in colunns of corupatiies SM wa3 usual, but whcrever a few
trees could bo found, wo cecctedl our tenta under themn to
ahield us soinewliat front the direct raya of the suri, and eveui
witx ie side walls of the tente down or thrown lousely over
thc tent ropes to admnit «a iinucli frcsht air ns possible we wcre
almost suffocatcd. la this way the regiment covered a large
kpace of grouind. In the mleming at the bugle-sound cvery
mari rose, laced Upi bis bcd, etc., iwhich wore placed oni the
baicks of canicis, the tents werc ncxt atruck, ani safely depo.
aitedl o1 the backs of the liuge clephants, which Uhc Govcrn-
nment hadl eupplieil ua with; and wlîen ail wec armed and
accoutredl we converged at our leisuro to a spot on the muain
rond, indlicatcd by the burning of a torch ; sometinies our
tesît? wc'e a considerable distance froni tire rond, and owiîîg
te the unevennesa of the groiînid anid the darkncsis of niglit,
we frequecntly stuunbled, nui soinotiuxcs wcre sent sprawling
o11 the groiuud, or into a thorn bush.

O10 no moing a more ser ions accident liappened. A poor
fellow of mny reginient, named Tinxothy J)elauey, w ho enlisted
a day or two after trio in Livtrpool, was wendiusg his way in
the dlense darkniees towards the rond, when ho stýumbled and
feul iîto au unprotected old unusedl well, and in bis fali broke
bis jawbone. When hoe got te the bottont, which fortunately
was nuL very deep, ho found tlîat hc was up to his breast ini
water ; rcaling ut once bis swful position, lie began to ery
aloud for help as m ell as bis biroken jaiw would admit, but the
gushting blond almoât chtcket bis utterancea. le knew that
unlesa sonheone licard bis crics irnincdiately thorc was but
littie hope (f Minu leiiig rc93cued at ail, and sa lie redoubleid
bis cries fur hiell); after a fkw* minutes, which sccmcd te bit
an age, lie iteard the bugle s.,und for theI "covering sergeants "
te take up their pjosition for their companiies, and now bis
heart saxx_ witbin bu,ý milîtary precision densanding that
every mnan sbculd bo ready te fali into bis place at once.

.Away marcbedl the regimont. The band struck. up some
well.known match, but there was va0 music in it to the doomed
man in the well. Fainter, and fainter. and fainter, still grew
tho sound. Every tap of the big drusu seemed te sound bis
fuxieral knoll, and every note as bis dirgo, until at length the
notes died awvay in the distance.

But tbvre was a hope thiat being missed froni the "Roll
Caîl," a non.cominissi'sned <'ficer nxigbt ho sent in search of
bum, and oh ! liow ho wîished sunob might; be the case ; but no
footstep was beard. Tie cold perspiration rolledl front bis
fevered brow, and titus the long, long houre of that dresdful
niglit pa,,sed slowly away

The moriiing at lezsgth dawuod in the east, but no ray of
hope dawned upon bis wretchod heart. The lbng bouts of
that sumuneu's day passcd wcarily away, every bout aeeming
a lifetitue. A second moruing at lengtb broke, but no welcomo
voice broke upon bis est, no friondly baud stretched forth to
Bave.

On that morning thse marriod isoldiers, together with their
wives and farnulies, fcllowed the regimeut, sud serne of them
pitehed their tente at no great distance froin the well where
poor Delaney was eugulphed.
