TllIRTYTEIFTH ANN UAL REPORT.

TiUE Coinmittee, in preienting their Thîrty-fifth Annual Itep,)rt to the
friends of the Society, desire to cali attention to the pr~esof the work
of God. conmitted to their cln-rge duringr the past year. Thiere has beeti
no aba.temuent of' zeàl or eE[irt, On th part of th-z Comnmittee or the Ac-rntstý
the conversion of our r .ncl felow'couatrvm~n-l, amI th.. ciirculativ of tha
WVord of' God. As mecans have becn provided, aui opportuniity affordetl,
every elfort h:as beeu made to carry out the objeéets of the Society. The
non-dcno.ninational charactcr of' the Society has been .carefully prese.vcd
and ouly those cardinal virtues of' the Christian faith, in ail their scriptural
purity, which Protestant Christendom, regards as esntial to salvation,
have been promulgrated. The one aia has been to set forth Christ, and
Hiin crucified, as. the only and sufficient Saviour;- the Bible as the only
infallible rulie of' faith ani practice, aul the fIoly Spirit as the rrreat agent
in renewingy the heart.

'Fromn house to house, in city and country, Sabbath and week dray, to old
and young, these truths have been prosented. , Nor bas God ce:ised to bles5

suc efort for the salvation of' souls. The Gnspel bas bc-en spreatl amongy
the pe)pIe ; many have been,convinc3-d of' the errors of' Rom inism, and
many hop-fully conv.,rted to Jesus Christ.

There can be no doubt that the French Canadian p,.op'e are now more
openl to receive the Gospel than they were some years ago. They are be-
conilng môre independent, asserting the right to think for thcmnselvcs on the
matters of religion, and are perusing the Bible, ntwithstanding the prohi-
bitions of the priests, wbo,,see this dawningr freedom of opinion, and set
thernselves to suppress it. Stili the people will think, and read 4ud .inquirc,
and listen to the (Jolparteurs. No doubt this awakning ils the re.suit of
education, the circulation of God's.Word, and the evangreliatic labors of' this
and other sociAties. The Lord is beckoningr on to stili more devoted efforts
than before, with the fair prospect of still greater triumphs.

But it must be recollected that this work is oarried'on in the face of' an oppo-
sition, powerful from its control over the conscience, its perfect orgranization,
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aud its weal th, aud from its unscrupulousu usof anymxeans, spiritual and seou.
lar, to attain its own, ends, and crush its opponents. The exereise of man%'
iialienabIe rigbt to free inquiry, is istamne sgetipitdsrigo

pitiless persecution in this life, and etèrnal punishment in the world to, corne,
-The same encmy of human liberty,,, and the Gospel lives in our midst. lIt
stili bolds a paraIyzing grasp'on the education of most of this Province, and
the social and political tondition of the people. The Jesuits, ivho Jave
for centuries been a sBtanding menace to the religtions liberty an4 progpreses of
European kingdoms, are made wtdlcome here. Here, as in other countrie8,
they are insinuating, themselves into positions of influence and power; and,
without exhibitingr their work to public gaze, seeking to undermine the

% foundations of religlious liberty, and sgubjecL this Province stifl more to the
grasp of Romne. Romanism is not dead- In the legislative halls- iii the
confessional, in the closet, in the schoolsý and in the street, she is ever watch-
fuievor menacinr, ever exacting, ever oalculating. The vory diffiçulties,
however, to be encountered, only prove the neoessity of Missionary work;
and the resuits that do corne to our knowledge' are sufficient to slhow us
that there are no di¶fculties insurmountable to the Gospel. He who has
brougrht somne out of bondare, by. the power of truth, and has blessed tlie
readingr of His Word, to the salvation of' precious souls, can turn the whole
nation to scek the Lord. The only waapon that we are justified te wield
agtinst error, superstition and tyranny, is Il the sword 'of the Spirit, which
is the Word of Goïi" , The future of this country depends upon the prev.
alonce of thoqe principles this Society seeks to disseminate.

Consideringy the work this Society bas undertaken, the diffieulties metjin
prosecuting it, the Cornmittee earnestly pleai1 for the prayer3, a yity
and aid of the Lord's people in this and other landi.

A detailed account of the work of the past year will be found under the

followingy heads:-

a EDUGATION.

The Society, from, its formation, lisfl h morac fdvtn
niuch attention to tis,depart ment. Culportage and Evangelization can be
prosecuted but very imperf'ectly, where the majority of the people are un-
able toi read. Mlany would gladly purchase the Seriptures, and religious
books, if they could read them. It was found necessary to educate the
1 ildren of those the Society hoped. to, reach and influence, before &Dy

great and permanent restiîts could be expected. The Fpiritual and material
benefits that have reached hundreds of families, from, the schools supported
*ntirely or in part by this Society, eau noyer be estimated. -From the first



chit has been carerui, whilst impirting a secular education to the

eh dren to a knowledgpe of the truth, asi si eu llgous instruc-

tihas been made most prominent, and the position that many of the
pliils have taken in soeciety, proves that the secular has not been neglected.
Aidouble purpose has thus been accomplished. A very large proportion of
tbose attending.the sehools were Roman Catholics when they cntered;
bWore leaving, th ,ey saw 'the errors of former teaching, renounced Roinan-
ism, and embraced Christ. They have carried their ýreligi1ous teachiog
and principles home with them ; they ean now read the Bible to their
parents ana neighâbors, and in very many instances, these couverts are
exerting a most wonderfutIinfluience for good upontheir friends.

POINTE-AUX-TREMIBLES SOHOOLS.

These are the chief and most important schools. The boys' sehool was
built in 1816, and the girls' a short time after,-the latter cbiefly through
the efforts of* the Mâontreal Ladies' Association.

At tbese Institutes about 1,500 have .reoeived a course -of' education,
Most of three winters' duration each. We invite special attention to th@
following famts showing by the blessing oC Gol1 the ricli return for lhe
money and labor expended on these schools: The hisrory of' 210 males,
and 122 female pupils, has heen traced,-nearly all of' whom were cither
'Roman Catholie or the children of' Frenchi Canadian converts. Of' the 2 10
boys, 9:3 becarne çhurch members, 30 taught school@, 4a' colported for vani-
ous periods, and 20 became ministers of the Gospel, in connection with dif'-
ferent evangelical churches. 0f' the 122 girls, 65 became church members,
37" taught sehools, and 16 were married to mission aries. Besides these, one-

~it-of' the boys followed firming, and a large numnber learned trades.
These facts should stimulate to more earnest prayer, and greater liberality
to sustain institutions which have moulded for good the character, and
wbere so mniny souls have been çénverted to Christ.

The annual examination of these ochTools took place last April. It wua
in the highest sense satisfactory, and refleoted great credit upon both the
teachers and the pupils. A general feeling of - regret w as expressed, that
the Committee feit obliored, 'owingp to the want of sufficient fandq, to limlit
the number of' pupils, so that many who sought admission had to bc refused.
ht is hoped that this will neyer occur again in the bistr of the Society.
The Committee have this year appropriated a large Sumn for educational
Purposes, as it is felt that th~e work abeolutely demands that these Institu-
tions ahoiu1d be carried on, on aodarge>.scale.

With the exeeption of the fourth ciasq, our teaching bus been the çamne
as in former years. Our system'of Education aims at the training of tlie
whole min, ooncentrating its force upon the development of- the moral as
well a3 the intellectual powcrs of the pupils intrusted to our carc, beliey-
ingy, as we do, that igaurance is the parent of' error and superstition, and
that souind learniing is a handmaid to' religion.

labors, but also to show us some of the fruits of tlies,, labors. Three of
our younig. men were hopefully convertcd to the Lord, and confessed him
piblicly by commyeinorating bis dcath with us nt ' th communion table
O)ne of our Roman Catholie pupils, hîiving reta.rned hoime, went to cone.

The priest stili
refuse1l and a discussion f'ollowe'1 between, thein, which wont to show th-ît
thle fathier of our pupil was anything'r but à gool Rornanist. WThat be

had heard of our teachiun, at Pointe.aux-Trembles, tliroug-h bis cbild, had
doubtlcss shaken bis fath in.:,ziany of' the erroneou3 doctrines taught by tbe
iRomish Church.

Duringr the session, some of our yoùung men have spent Saturdays in
disitingt, as colporteurs, sôme of the. families living ie our neighborhood;
they hîive been enabled to place some copies of Go F's word, and have had
inany interesting conversatÏons, which we have reason to hope uajy resuit
in much good.

Many other instances could be griven, w'1i-h woufl 81so go, to show that
schoplsi suoh as the Pointeo-aux-Trembles In'ýtitute, are ainongst ther mo.st
pow4rful inatruments for the evangelizat*,on anri temporal prosperlity of our
French fellow-countrymen.,



miss CXIRNS' REPORT.

To the constant readers of our reports we can say, n othingr very new,
eaoh year seema to pass by*with the same eves flow. Our trials *and hopes
our discouragemients and succCsseB are about-theé saine.

Ours is a life of routine, yet each year we have new mtaterial to, work upon
and mould into shape. Ours is foundation wô'rk, thL* iaterial to be used
up is raw, and in Borne cases worse than-that, for bad habitR have been
formed whieh have to be eradicated before anything oan be doue. Yet there
is great pleasure in instructing these niinds. Alnxost everything to them ii
new, their curiosity is excitéd, their attention Attràrt d, they drink in in.
struction greedily, as far as their capacities perimit tlena. A few each year
coine here who hav"joyed the advanta.ges of early trainin.g; thèse study
more advanced subjeots, e. g-: Two of our girls took Diplomas as Teacherm
1ast spri1ne and commnenced teaching right away in our. Missioù Stations.
We have now several others sttidyingr with the sanie intention.

Our roll -at present, nurnberý thirty-three,¶ourteen came to us unable to
read, wbile* many Cthers 'feead with great *difficulty. A still greater number,
were unable to write, whileï their -knowledge of ù4ther things was very limited.
As a general rule they are six years behind the children found in most of
our common English echools.

AlVour childrenq receive lessons in the Bible, R CdnWitng rtmtc
Geogaphy, Singing, and Engyliali; those most advanced, havelin addkiqn to
thi8i Gramnmar and- Bistory, while those preparing for Teachers study th.
Art of Tphing,



At the first part of the year our staff consisted of' Miss Rondeau an'd myseif.
. in addition to our tcehingr, we had the household affairs to look aftcr; this
pro vol a sonîiewht arduous task.. tlowever durincr the vacation, the Corn-

-mjttec kiridly grave ine titue to r"ecruit, while Miss Rondeau took charge of a
scho at Eat T~npeton. At the commèncement of' this sess*on I feit

80 wcll that I, thought 1 should be able to, get a]bngr withou t more assisthnce
than bcfd&re, buI. having'ýone hour extra teaching cvcry day I flound that I
liad neithier timie nor strcngth to look after the household affairs. Thle
Coliumittee kindly ad 'dcd to our staff Marne Gobeille, an old workcer in the

mý ion, who looks after the hiouschold affairs: she lias proved herseif by lier
kind and gentie disposition, ani econormicj] managrement to, be an invalu-
aible aid. Mrs. Bourgoiii'(is Rondeau,) stili continues to take charge of'
lier classes În sehool.

The Lord hýas wondè&rfully prpserved us fromn malady this ycar; whiie our
neighIbours at the Roman Catholic convent, have been severcly afflictéà bitth
by gickness and dea 'th froir' typhoid fever, insomuch'that they have been
oblicd to send away thecir papilg. For this deliverance we are tr*uly than--
fùi, wc have had opnly one case of fever, the patient bas now recovered from
it, and no one else bits taken it.

We have stili to regrret the absence of the awakening up of those who
pleep, in ïspiritual darkncss. There is nothing very visible, more than
that our pupils become more orderly, more grentie, often the fruits of ncre
discipline. May the spirit of G od corne down with more ferver upon iis ail,
both teachers and seholars, miake us burn with zeal to do His will, makec us
more earnest about His work, feeling that it is a serieus thing to let these
young souls pass away from under our care without having reéeived some
,Ood.

May. the supporters of the mission give us more of their earnest belscig-
ing, prayers. ýýometimes this year 1 have feit as though we had need of
more Aarons anid Ilurs te hold Up our bands.

We commit ail into the hands of God, knowing that Pa&ul may plant
and Apollos-water, but lie alone can give the increase.

In addition to, the schools at Pointe aux-Trembles, the Society'supports
entirely, or in part, a number of other sobools.

Sti'l it must be carricd on, and vigorously too, if the masses of' our

Rlomnost population are to be reached by Scriptural truth, and any perma-

nent iimpres;sion made. Colportage is a feeder for our sehools and churches,
and thus produces an indirect as well as direct influence for grood. To this

departoecnt the Society gives more promninence than other societies and
churches laboring, azmofl,,st the Frenchi Canadians, and ini some respects is a
pioneer to them. ln the Appendix will be found copious extracts, trans-

lated from the Journals of' the Colporteurs, which will show the results of
their labors, and also the chan-e takingy place among the French Canadian
peple for grood ;-strong, encouragement to persevere in the noble work of'
spreadiDng God's truth.

It will be seen from the Joarnal, that the Committee took advantage of
the visit of' Mr. Muraire to the Continent of Europe, to authorize hirn to
engaa-e three additional Colporteurs to supply, in pare, the necessities of'
the field. We believe he bas succeecled in eDgagring two, who are expected
to return witl M.Nr. NM-uraire to Canada'about next April.

THE JOURNAL.

The objeet of its. pub-
lication is to furnieh information ta the friende of the Society as to the
progress made during the year. It is intended to supply from, the reporti
of the Missionaries, interestiug facts, that are constantly occuringr, with
which it is desirable that ail uhould be acquainte1.

FINANCE.
At the end of the last financial year the debt of' the Society, wu

8,1967. During the year a Btrone desire has existed and every effort bas
been made to redu.ce that ainount, yet such were the demands of the work
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undertaken, the CoMmittee have feit that they could not owrtail the number
of pupils nor the number of' Missionarieà and Teachers. So trustiog to, the
liberality of the friends of' the cause, tlwy have extended rather than limited
the Society's operations. About $1200 inorc than last year. have been
expended on Educatibn, and $500 more than last year on Colportage. Y'et
with this inorease of' expenditure the dcbt has been reduced $1029.02 leavingr

*$938.19 due the Treasurer at- the -be(ginning- of this year. The reduction
has been mainly effected by some chan.ges in the .managrement of' the Society.
The Committee earnestly hope that funds will be forthcomingr durin g the
year to meet ail deniands and pay off this debt.

In February, Lt.-Coi. Haultain having acceptcd the Reg-istrarship of
Peterborough.County, Ontario, and resigned his official connection with
the Society, the following resolution was adopted:

t EooNOiMy

Lt is the desire of' the Committee that, what, may be called indirect
expenditure, -6hall be as srmail as possible. But to attairi this, consistent
'with efficient managrement, requires much self denial and activity on the
part of the friends of a society, so extcnded in its operations as ours.

The departments of Colportage, Education and Evanigelization requine
careful supervision ; the claims of the Society have to be actively tind
intelligently presented; L accounts and correspondence systematica1ly kept,
and daily routine work looked after -- ail rcquiring a large am-'unt of
skilled and attentive service, which. in a busy city, is not eéasily obtaiued
gratuitously.

This difficulty led the Committeè to engage the late General Sc'cretaqy
to -give bis entire time to the general management. Since bis resignation
.lpwéver, they have 'been induced to make a tomporary arrangemen t,hoir
4Fa so, will depend upon resuits, but,"which in the ineantinie wiIl considez'
àbly reduce the indirect expenditure The;hvinte th e.J.T
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Pitcher, 0ô ac sRcrigSce y) t give a portion of bis timo only,
with the understandingr that thxe former Tro~asurer -will in part resulne
his daties atüd that the conveners of the Committees of' Finance, Colportage,
E-jucation and Evangelization w~il tak ci a rger share in t-be work of' thêir
respcetive departineiits. It is to be hopcd thiat this rrge'nrequiring

aconsiderable sacrifice of' ti[ne froiiî thes.. gentlemen, and showing, the'
eariiest desire of' the Cornmittce to exercise the strice,--t eoonomay w.ill be
successful. In assuîning these duties they trust the friculs of' the, cause
gYeneràlIIy wiIl be stimulated to increased efforts ta collect and remit funds,
as well ag to disseminate information wherever it CaTI be donc, independent
of the personal appiication of' the Agents of' the Socicty, and so do their
part in the general economy.

Lt is in place here to statoe with respect to the presct General Agents
thit it is not practicable, to obtain the servics or mien of' their position on
lower termý;, or that more ecoluolly and scIf denial co Id be exercised. Lt
were very desirable if' sufficient, fêinds coxild be raised througrh committees
and local corresponJfentç4, but with fo~w honorable exceptions, they do^not
collect regularly nor are they to hc depenled upoti for efficient working.

Lt must also be kept in view that our Agreit3-are not mere collectori,
but Ministers of the Gospel, occupyingr nearly every Sabbath 'the pulpits of
Ieading congregations throughout the co.untry, and while preacliingy the
GospiA, give most needful information on the false doctrines and teachinga
of the Church of Romie, and the duties of Protestants in relation to thest.
The saine general remarks, inay be' made as to the Missionary character
and infl *uences of the Report and Journal, as w.-11 as our othcr publieiti,ns,
that wbile serving to stimulate the liberality of the Christian publie in aid
of the Society's-funds, they incalcate sourid views of e'vangrelial Protestant
iâm and wýarn against the evils of Romanism-most usef'ul and'necessary to
the cause of' truth, apart from the pecuniary question.

Many of these wiII be found most interesting, showingy as they do, the
growing di8satisfaîction of the French Canadians with the tcachirîgs of' the
priests, threir desire for the pure Gospel, anîd the wondrous power of' God''
Wo'rd to Jiberate the soul from spiritual bondage.

WoRK AMONO THE BARtGEmirN.-This month I had great reason for thankfulness in
being p\reserved froin accidents in clim-bing over piles of timber, to reach the barges,
but aboire ail, for the quiet dipposition of mind on theipart of most of the persons I
vib-ited, tbis erabled me to read to t.hem out ol the Seriptures, the merciful dealings of
the Lord ioward us poor 8inriers.

It waà,a pity to bear tbemn repeat: "Oh! I wish 1 bould read, 1 would -buy one of
those niee 4ittie books." Somo of t.hem bought a Megarger, or a few tracts, Savirig to
their comra4., Ilyou wiIl read themn to me in the evening." lIn other cases, s'Ome of
the bands coiuld read, but they had no money tifi the barges were di@charged, and beg-
ged me to rýturn in a few days and they would buy, wbich, several of them did..
On a barge, otie of the bands bought the 0ospel, out of 'which I had been rcading ; I
then read from the ActF, the deliverance of Peter fromn priéýon by an angel, when an o>d
Canadian was io delighted with the story, that although Ihe could not read, he bought
one to have it read to him by bis daugbter. MLtay God send down bis blessing on fly
work, and may tixe day not be far diatant when the Canadiais may know the value of
the Hlloy Scripturýss.

Wu'RK ÂMONO THE -FRENCH IMMYOlRÂY'TS.-I have Often opportunities Of aDnOUncint

the truths of the Gýspel, and partie 'ularly in visiting factories, where French Iwmigran'ts
are employed w~b m I find more acceiiible, though more indifférent, than the French
Canadians. Somneihave even come to the French Protestant Cburch, as I had distributed
amongfet them traýts contai-ning the address of the ch'urch, they appear to enjoy con-
versing with me. :;One day 1 happeried to be at the port, offering my books to sorne

French Itmmigrarvt@. when a number of French Canadinns came up to prevent thom
frôme~evingt1~volumes I offered. stating that they were oppceed to religion. I at

once took the opportuuity of tell;ng thern,*that iny books 'could flot be oppo>.ed to the
priticiples of true religion:, for the.-e conisisted in believing éserving anti übcying Jesus
Christ, and that the Testaniçuts I offered for ttale, slorke ortly (f Jesus Chri.st aud ,f Rio
Gospel. Th.e Immigrants seemced pleased with what they heard, and lietened attentively
to our conversation, as did several other per8onit present.

AI; INTERFSTING CASE.-I lent a Testament to a youing man wbo was going up to
lumber in the Shanties. I wae reading to another person a portion of the-Scrijture.Q,
when he carne near te Jisten, and suddenty-turning to me said, with a 4ook of frabikness
and isincerity, "lDo you believe (bat ail thatyou have read of Christ., of bis death and of
bis power to s4vee is true ? D>o you think that'i will b. saved if 1 r.ad the Bible ?" As
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he aaid this ho was affected to tears, nt the tboughit Do0 doubt, of death and his want of
preparation for.it.
