crica,” and in smaller type, “ This side is
for address only.” In the right-hand upper
comer is a vignette of Gen. Grant, encirc-
led by a frame bearing at the top the legend
* Message Card,” and at the bottom, “One
Cent.” At the lower left-hand corner are
the words, “Detach Annexed Card for
Answer.”

The whole is inclosed in a tasteful Lor-
der. ‘T'he face of the return card, in gen-
eral effect is similar to the message card.
Instead, however, the words ¢ Postal Card
with Paid Reply,” at the top of the card
are the words * Reply Post Card. Over
the vignette of Gen. Grant the vwords “Re-
ply Card” are substituted fur “ Message

Card.”

In looking over my album the other
day I happened to stop turning over at
the page for Hawaian Islands. I have a
beautiful specimen of the one kenct
purple, 1871 issue, and memory carricd
me back to when I got that stamp. It
was one of the few stamps to adorn the
pages of the old exercise book that did
duty for my first album and was given me
with thirty-three others, by a boy friend.
About two years after this he, with some
other companions, was bathing in a river
near Toronto and getting out of his
depth, sank never to rise again, despite
the efforts of his friends to save him. I
prize that stamp as much as any in my
collection, and it would take considerable
to persuade me to part with it.

Some of our American contemporaries
are issueing sage advice to the amateur
collector not to start a stamp paper. It
is a warning given none too soon as the
tremendous influx of trashy, poorly printed
attempts at papers is getting somewhat
alarming.  If these ambitious youths
would set their brains to work and study
up some really good philatelic subject and
then write an article on it, it would be
better. Good MSS is in demand at all
times, and there are plenty of papers now
to publish it.

I was talking to a Forester the other
day and he gave me a very interesting
description of how that society is managed
and the thought struck me at the time,
why caunot the amalgamation scheme
resolve itself into some such arrangement.
Strong local organizations united under
one general head would be much better
than the present system.

It seems rather unfortunate that the
Philatelic Society of Canada chose an
outside paper for its official organ when
three new candidates for philatelic favors
have appeared in Canada. But there is
one advantage as matters stand at present.
If any or all of these papers are living
next summer (and we sincerely hope they
all will be) the P. S. of C. will have a
much better chance of getting a really first-
class and well established magazine for its

official organ than if it had started with

_an entirely new venture, In the mean-

time we feel assurcd that Messrs. Grevning
and Spooner will not let the interest in the
society “drop ” for want of a lively and
wideawake official organ.

What's the matter with Canada having
a Columbian issue of postage stamps?
Perhaps it might look a little like trailing
after Cuz. Jonathan, but then Columbus
discovered America and that includes our
glorius Dominion quite as much as our

equally glorious American Republic. By .

the way, it looks as if the U. S. Govern-
ment were “gettin’ on” to the fact that
these postage stamp collectors mean busi-
ness, and_that the greater part of the
Columbian issue will be bought by them.
It all goes to show that the great outside
world is beginning to attach more import-
ance to Philately than ever before.
