Some Live Farm Problems.

ALFALFA ON A SANDY SOIL.

C. C. of Mich has a piece of land
which i3 sandy. Heavy winds blow ft
about. Ile wants to sced it to alfalfa
a .« us a protection to the clover wants
to gow corn broadeast. How much corn
should he sow broadeast to the acre?
Seven pecks should be enovugh unless
the kernels are  unusually large. In
that case 8 or 9 pks might not be too
much. If sown
danger of smothering the clover plants,
Altalfa is very slow {n starting and
does not attain sutliclent growth to at-
furd elther pasture or hay the first sea-
sun. It yields enormously in its native
climate after it has become established
and can be cut several umes in oone
season. There may be some special
locations in Mich where ft can bhe suc-
cessfully and  protitably grown, The
Mich exper sta does not report at all
favorably on t, ag it will not do well
ot land where the water level i3 too
near the gurface, say within 2 or 3 ft
of the surface. On lands having a deep
porous subsofl it may suceceed fairly
well. It would not be advisable to sow
anv constderable area of it on the start
without having had some experience in
1s culttvation Murh better sc 7 a
small plat in an experimental way and
see what it will do befare sowing any
large el It §& 0 wonderful thing to
producee blaat in cattle ar sheep  Sheep
have been known to die by the dozen
fn a few minutes by drinking water just
after coming from the pasture. Spring
18 the proper time to sow the seed and
15 1bs p a the amount. It certainly is
not adapted to a short rotation of erops
and would interfere with that system
If 1t 18 once established and will Iive
in our cmate, 1t would be advisable
to retain it for several years.—[R. Lo-
gan Branch Co, Mich.

SECURING A LOAD OF WOOD.

To bind a load of logs to a sled, fasten
a chain to the near reach, just back ot
the forward bunk. Throw the dther
end of the chain over the load and

pass it around and under the other
reach; also Just back of the bunk. Bring
it up and fasten to the main part of
the chaln efther by means of a grab
huok or by toggling, Now take a stout,
tough sapling 2 in in dlameter anad 8 1t
long. Insert the larger enl between
the chaln and the logs on the near side
of the sled, with the smatler end point-
tng tu the front. Raise the smaller end
mependiculatly, Lrng 1t over and bend
it down until it is parallel and
nearly ¢ a level with the logs. Then
by means of a rope or g small chain
fasten it to the reach. Next fasten a
chaln tu the off reach Just furward of
the rear bunk. Thruw It over and
fasten In precisely the same manner.
Insert another sipling, or “twister” as
it Is called, from behind, and bring it
over to thefront where it is to tle fasten.
ed In the same manner as the first. This
method of binding, {f the chalns are
4ight enough, will hold a load of logs
securely over any road and for any
tength of time. It the chains are too
loose, the smaller ends of the twisters
will begin to play up and down. Then
they must be taken out and the chains
tightened. Then the twisters must be
inserted and secured as before.—[C. O.

Judging Seed Corn is what 600 Ill
corn growers did at the state univ at
Urbana early this month, Mecting un-
der the ausplces of the Il corn grow-
ers’ ass'n, the object was to teach the
farmer how to judge his awn corn and
to {inform him as to the best methods
of cultivating the crop. Several hours
cach day were spent in corn judging,
and at the close certificates were grant-
cd to those showing proficlency. A
number of well-known corn growers
and agriculturlsts dellvercd addresses
on other farm matters.

A Study of Texas Fever and cattle
ticks has been made by the Ao exper
sta of Columbdin several years. Stocke-
men will be Intensely Interesteld in
Freading the results of the station’s ex-
periments to date.  Bulletin No 48,
which the station distributes free, gives
full detalls and supplements them with
several fine fllustrations,

Business Side of Farming.
STOCE MAREETED FREELY.

General health pervades the markets
for all kinds of live stock both west and
cast. Farmers are picking up moderate
numbers of stock sheep and cattle,
meanwhile turning oft very large num-
bers of finished meat animals. The do-
mestic and export demand for beef,
pork and mutton continues generally
satisfactory, and the situation as a
whole shows no finportant change. Hogs
have remained close to the bc level at
the big packing centers and a fraction
better than that at Plttsburg, Buffalo,
Boston, etc, and sheep and lambs are
selling at the highest figures of the
yea .

A ~vide price range in beef cattle is
noted. Strictly fcy steers sell nearly as
high. 1. at any time recently, but few
of such are offcred and the gcneral
level of prices is possibly a little lower
than a month ago. Farmers are now
crowding forward cattle which have
heen in the feed lots all winter, ana
gsome 0. these are lacking in quallty,
although as a rule show the effect of
gencerous rations of corn particularly in
the central west.

The Movement of Potatoes §s llberal,
particulany in the northwest, O, N ¥
and northern N E. Falrly good prices
prevall and consumption. is 1llberal.
Weather conditions in the south this
winter to date have been favorable, as
a whole, for the production of carly po-
tatoes

Demand for Dairy Products con-
tinues excellent, cheese prices holding
well at the top. Stocks are belng stead-
fly reduced and offerings of <winter
made goods are not burdensome. But-
ter has recovered slightly fromn recent
weakness and the demand is sufllclent
to absordb current output of creamerles
and dalries,

Hops at Moderate Prices—It Is the
quict time of year in hops, yet 2 fair
business is passing and the market
steady compared with the carly months
of the winter. Home dealers and ex-
porters are conservative buyers, dbut
moderate consumptive demand {8 noted.

A Needed Reform.
POSTAL SAVINGS BANKS.

Postoflice savings banks, where
money is received and forwarded to the
seat of government, for government
use, hane ban a great success in Eng-
land, Canads and elsewhere, many
years. In Llugland, anyone from &
child of 7 yrg and upward can become
a depositor. ‘They have only {o go to
any postoflice and ask the postmaster
or pastmistress for a depositor's appll-
catfon form, which they fill out there
and ther, at the sume time making a
deposit, the minlmum belng as low as
one shilling or 5c. 'This is accepted
and & depusitot s book signed and
stamped in usual form i3 handed to the
depositor, In three days he receives
a notice from the home oflice at Lon-
don, saying his appllcation has been
recelved and s recorded. From that
time on, he can deposit whatever
sum he likes over 25c and as often as
he lfkes. Acknowledgment is made in
every case by the London office in ad-
dition to entry in the depositor's book.

If a depositor wighes to make a with-
drawal, he asks for a withdrawal form,
on which he states the’ amount he
wishes to take out. This form s
slipped In any letter box or office and
in three or four days he recelves notice
from the London headquarters, which
he takes to the local office where he
stated he wished to make his with-
drawal, The postmaster has also been
advised and on producing book and the
signature which he has to make, the
amount is handed out and at the same
time put down in the withdrawalcolumn
of his bank book. On the annlversary
of the day the account Is first opened,
the depositor's book s sent to the
head office in an envelope obtained at
any postoff'~¢ for the purposc. At the
Londun office the buoks are audited and
21, per cent udded to the amount on
depusit,.  This Is done annually which
of course means compound interest.

To further meet the people who can-
not spare 26¢ at onc saving, stamp
forms can be obta'nea for lolding
stamps to the amount of 25¢, thus giv-
ir ¥ the people the opportunily to save
at least 1c¢ if nut more. This means o
Lig revenue to the government in
stamps alone. When stamps to  the
amnount of 25c have been put on the
form, it can be handed in with bank
buok and 2ic {8 credited to depositor.

If there are only
a small number of fluke 1n the liver,
the animal will suffer but little incon-
venlence from them, but if they are in
sufficlent numbers to interfere with the
normal functions of the liver it be-
comes serlous. Like most of the ani-
mal parasites, they usually find a more
Sultable host in the young than In old
animals, hence young sheep usually pay
a heavicr tribute to them than adults. It
possible, keep the sheep away from all
swampy pastures, or what is better,
underdrain such pastures if practicable,
and your troubles from fluke will dis-
appear. Keep the flock in good vigor-
ous condition by supplementing the
pasture in the fall and winter with a

MULCH FOR STRAWBERRY BED.
The parttcular kind of wmulct which
4 strawberry grower may use often de-
pends more upon the case with which
{t can be secured than Its suitability as
a protective material Mulches of three
kinds are used in la Oat or wheat
straw, praltie hay, barnyard Ntter,
v hich may Include a mixture of ma-
nuse, corn stalks and straw or hay.

All things vonslderad, o bulieve that
oat straw Is the best matenat to use.
1t has this objectton—that f much
chaffy materal 18 included in it, the
ground may be sceded with oats to a
disagrecable extent. If strawy manure
is used, on the other hand, the bed
may be geeded with noxfous weeds,
which add considerably to the expense
of «are and cultivation. Pralrie ‘hay,
s0 far as weeds are concerned, Is per-
haps a more desirable covering, but if
the bed I8 of considerable oxXtent the
cost of covering is materially Increased
as compared to the straw mulch,

In the fall, after threshing time, the
straw can be bough: In the stack at
about $1 a lJoad, while prawrle hay will
cost between $5 and 6 a load, It would
s em, therefore, that the adyantages
are mainly on the side of the straw
mulch. Another objection to the prai-
tle hauy reste in the fact that it les
closely on top of the plants and in the
case of heavy sleet storius s more apt
to favoer injury from smothering than
18 straw—[Prof John Cralg, la Agrl
College.

If you
have a large amount of spraying to do,
slake °* by of Ume at once, which is
cnough for six umesy, and dilute to 24
gals  Then measure out 4 gals of the
mixture for cach 50 gal tunkful. In
-the same way, dissolve 24 or 26 1bs gul-
phate of capper {n ns many gallons of
water and take 6 gals for each applica-
tlon.

EARLY MELONS ANDCUCUMBERS

Very early melons and cucumbers can
pe secured by starting the seeds under
-glass in a greenhouse or hotbed. The
young plants are difficult to transplant,
and {t the roots are disturb2d to any
extent they will not grow well, A
common practice is tb cut pleces of
tough, oid sod into 6-fn squarcs and
5 or 6 in deep. These are inverted on
the manure of the hotbed and place..
close together. 2 half dozen sceds are
planted in each and t' ¢ plants allowed
to grow until ready for setting in the
fleld. OlQ berry baskets are also used,
being fllled with good rich soll and
placed closely together in a mild bot-
bed. In transplanting, a sharp knite is
used to cut them to pleces when they
are slipped away from the mass of
earth and plants without disturbing the
roots,

The seeds may also be planted in 4
cr 5-in pots. The pots are usuully set
wn a board to prevent the roots from
running through the hole in the bottom
into the manure or so‘l below. The
pots are surrounded with noss or earth
to prevent their drylnsg out. Glve a
thorough wetting before transferring to
the fleld or garden. Mack out the rows
and Lills and mix in coch hill a large
shovelful of well-rotted manure, for all
plants llke cucumbers, melons and
squashes are slow of root growth at
the start and want plenty of rich feed
close at hand. With a trow 1 make a
hole of 3uitable size and depth to hald
the plants. Remove from the pot or
basket and sct in carefully about 34 in
below the surface of the ground. Draw
up some fine soll around them and firm

your neighbors in havirg the firsc ot
any vegecble. To do this it {8 neces-
sary to nave the plants well started be-
fore setting ther In the open ground.
Tomatoes, peppers and egg plants will
not ‘amount to -mucl in the northern
nart of the U 8 unless started under
glass. Sow the seeds in March thinly
in rows in the hotbed or in boxes or
pots in the house, Early cabbage, caull-
flower, lettuce and celery are all start-
ed In the same way. After the plants
have the third pair of leaves they
should be transplanted.

Tomatoes, egg plants and peppers
make stronger, stockler plants tc be
transplanted twice before heing set in
the open ground. Some successful grow-
ers do not transplant tomatoes from the
sced bed until setting out permanently,
They get long, spindling plants, which
are sct by digging a trench and cover-
ing the ronts and stem with the exczp-
tion of 2 or 3 In at the top. }However,
we prefer short, strong, stocky plants.

Cabbage, cauliflower, celery and let-
tuce will give better returns to betrans-
planted once from the seed bel before
planting out. Secure some soap boxes
and cut them in two lengthwise, make-
tng shallow flats 2% or 3 in deep. Fill
these level full of soil and set all plants
in them from the hotbed, marking each
box with the varlety 1t contains. These
hoxes should then be set back in the
hotbed or in a cold frame. Glve the
plants an abundance of alr on mlild
dayg by raising the sash at ae back.
As the weather gets warmer, the sash
may be taken off during the day and
left up a trifle at night to harden the
plants, Water frequently with tepids
water and do not force too rapid a
growth.

HOW TO MAKE A HOTBED.

A hotbéd is usullly m-de in a pit or
excavation 2 to 2% ft deep, € £t wide
angd as long as nceded. The plt is bet-
ter i ballt up of dbrick and mortar, but
it may be lined with boards or plank.
The tront should be about 1 ft above
thesurface of the ground and the back
6 in higher$ It should de located In a
Jdry, well-drained spot facing south or
cast. Hotbed sashes are usually 6x3 {t,
and onc or two will glve enough plants
for a famlly. Crosspieces should be
nlaced for tho sashes to sllde on to
?.cmt:.tc opening and shutting the
Tame .

this, it it can be'had, one-third to onc-
hailf bulk of leaves or fine litter. Mix
them thoroughly, tramping down the
mass {n successive layers to form a
lurge pile so that fermentation will
proceed. In two or three days, fer-
mentation will be apparent by the
escape of steam from the heap. Now
turn again and allow the heap to re-
main two or three days until the scc-
ond fermentatlon, begins, The manure
should then be put in the pit and
tramped down flrmly in layers to a
depth of 2 or 2% ft. Thaen put on the
sashes and keep the pit closed untll the
heat rises.

In a few days, it will subside to 90
Jegrees or less when the sull should
be put on to a depth of from 6 to 8 § .
Soil should be of well-rotted sod ur
good garden soll, mixed with a third
fine, old manure. Sow the seed thinly
in dritls 3 or 4 in apart, and as soon as
out of the seed leaf, thin out or trans-
plant. Alr must be given every mild
day by raising the sashes at the back.
Water with tepid water whenever nec-
essary and during cold nights or a
snowstorm keep the sashes covered
with straw mats or board shutters.

For @ hotbed me de late it {8 not nec-
essary to use such a depth of manure.
Hotbeds may also be made on top ot
the ground by piling up the manure and
setting the frame on top of it. The pile
should be 1 £t larger all around than
the size of the frame and the manure
should be banked up around the frume
to keep out the cold. In place of glass
a frame covered swith plant cloth or
oiled muslin 1.8y be used after sev.re
freezing e past.

For Table Decoration there ii noth-
ing superior to a potted stre vberry
plant, in a clean put with bright
healthy follage, bearing a few ripe her-
rles and some blosgoms. Such plants
bring trom $1 to 2.50 about Easter time,
while the berries are worth as high as
4 t5 6 per qt.

Strawberrias far Forcing should be
fruited in 6-in pots. Do not allow the
young plants to become pot bhound be-
fore the last shift to the 6-in pots. They
must be grown near the glass, and for
best results should have a house de-
vnted ontirely to them. Water twice a
week with liquld manure and kcep the
berries off the ground. Cork chips are
good to put on top of the earth in .1e
pots, but a plece of wire screen is ti«
best to use,

To Sprout Sweat Pctatoes, it desired
to hurry the sprouting, sclect a warm
sunny exposure in a light, sandy loam.
Remove the soll 7 £t deep from as large
a space as intended for the bed. Fill
about 6 in with fine, rotted stable ma-
nure and cover with about 3 In soll
Place the potatoes on the bed, not al-
low.ing to touch cach other. Cover witl,
about 2 in of Joam sand. If desired to
protect and fer . the plants, put &
board frame arcund the bed and cover
with glass sashes. Keep the bell well
watered. After the plants are up 3 to
4 in high and have good roots, they
may be removed from the potato by
pulling loose, holding the potato flrm-
i Iy tn §ts place with one hand. In this
way the parent potato will send out
plants for some time. Sclect & good,
sandy loam if possible for growing the
potato, sct in rows 4 ft apart and 1 {t
in the row.
good furrows and plant on top of the
bed after patting down with a hoe or
with Jight roller.—[A. B. Kuyler,
Charleston Co, S C.

Allowing Plants to Freeze before
bringing theém into the forcing house is
advisible with strawberrles, rhubarb
and many hardy plants. Freezing kills
the red splder and other injurious in-
sects on strawberries. Then, too, after
a complete rest and dormant condition
such as freczing givca, the plants seem
to start off and grow with more vigor
and strength. Strawberries will bear,
however, without any period of rest,
but are not as vigorous.

BACON PRODUCTION IN CANADA.

The ideal hog of the American packer
is very different from that of the Cu-
nadian packer. American packers sup-
ply a market which is quite different
in Its requirements from thut supplied
by Canadlun pack.rs. In the English
market, therefore, Canadian bacon of
the best quality does not come into di-
recot competition with the bulk of Ameri.
can bacon, but has to try conclusions
with the bacon of Ireland and Den-
mark.

Canada’s export staple in pork pro-
ducts s what is known as *“Wilt-
shire aldes,” and London s the
home of this trade, The mar-
Ket is lmited and extremely fas-
tidlous. The light sides which may
'be very desirable in some sections, or
the heavy, fat bacon which {s required
in other parts of the country, cannot be
=0ld In London at any price. It must be
 Just right, or London ‘will have none
of it. 1t thercfore taxes the skill of
the Canadlan packer and fceder to re-
tain the foothold already won in the
v :lish market, and thelr only hope
rexts in keeping competitors out by the
superior quality of Canudian products,

t'nfortunately, Canadian bacon is not
alnays flrst class in quality. A con-
shderable number of farmers still per-

sikt In prodvciug the wrong type of
lm;. though tacre hag heen conslderable
Hmpro\nucnt in this respect of late
. years. Rut there is another and a more
xerioug probhlem to face. The pecullar
; methad of cusing bacon for our English
nnde appears to have a tendency to
i develop softness of the fat, unless the
+ hogs hiave been carcfully fed. We have

not as yct got to the dbottom of this

matter, though we know that some
' foods are more conducive to producing
,firm bacon than are otacrs, Owling to

Its cheapness, a great dgpl of corn has

been fed to hogs of late errs, and

this food {x clalmed by our ,ace* s to

. be 1argely responsible for x\roduclng s0(t

bacon. Experiments conducted hoth In

Denmark and at the agricultural col-

i Iege &t Guelph go to show that there is
'(‘( nsiderable truth in thie contention,
hhoush it has also been shown that
tkere are other things that will pro-
duce noftness,

So far as our Kknowledge wmoes, it
xeems important that the growing pig
should have plenty of cxcrcisc until it
reaches at least 100 1hs 1 w. If it has
been properly f¢d and managed up to
this time, there seems to be little dan-
rer of producing softness even by feed-
ing corn. The lers cxercise avallable
the greater the care necessary to pra.
vide muscle-forming foods. Of the
foodds which have been more thoroughly
' tested, skimmilk. whey (fed in modera-
l tlon), barley, peas und wheat miNdlings

xeem 1o be the safest no far as quality

is concerned. In our recent experl-
ments, barley hax been fed exclusively
to hogs from the time they were 3 moa
old until ready for market and produced
bacon of excellent Armn A mixture
¢ »f three parta ground peoa to one part
wheat middlings by weight, fed as
ahove dercribed. gave cqually good re-
®uits. Exclusive corn feeding, how-
over, for the mame perind gave bacon
of very soft and undesirable quality.

In other cexperiments we have fed
P cotn to hogx that had plenty of exer-
cisc nand a light meal ration up to the
time they haad reached about 100 Ihe } w,
and 1o hogs which had very limited ex-
ercisc but had received = mixed grain
ration with akimmilk until they reach-
od adbout 100 ihe I w, and no evil results
were Toticeable. From 2 to 3 1bs of
whey 10 1 1b meal alro acemed to have
a tcadency 10 prevent softness,

Many of our farmers have heen nes-
turing hogs on clover during the finigh-
Ing period and this practice has also
heen blamed for pProducing soft bacon.

form the staple. A few roats are {n-
troduced into the food at an early date
to accustom the pige to eating. them,
and the quantity is gradually increased
until by the time the pigs are between
3 and 4 mos old they are getting rather
more roots than meal. By the time the
pigs are 3 mos old, barley may be add-
¢d to the ration, and tor the finishing
period of 6 or 8 weeks a mixture of
peas, barley and middlings is excellent,
It tho skimmilk can dbe continued, all
the better for both gains and quality,
The description just given applies more
particularly to winter feeding. S8pring
litters commonly go from roots to a
clover pasture and do best when sup-
plled with about & half ration of meal,
It is regarded safer as regards quality
if the hoga arc glven about six weeks of
exclusive meal feeding at the close.
Some 0f our good feedershave adopted
the plan of fceding meal dry or mixed
with pulncd roots, especially during
winter. So far as we have tested it the
results seem favorable, and it secems
reasonable to suppose that when food

is moistened the hog is often foroed to
take more water into his ato

is good for him, We have had less
trouble withl “pot bellies" when meal
and water were gliven separately.

The above constitutes a somewhat
rough summary of some of our oom-
monest methods and JdifMculties {n hog
feeding. As stated before, the practices
ot Canadlan farmers are anything but
uniform and we have still very much
to learn. It can easily be seen that
cheap galns do not constitute the sole
end in view, for the very existence of
our export trade depends upon the qual.
ity of our ;moduct, and the problem ot
improving the quality of our bacon is
attracting the greatest attention at the
present time. The proper type of hog
and the right kind of food are both nec-
cssary to produce the kind of bacon
which our English trade demands.—

The 26th annual scsslon of the Do-
minton grange of Canada was held at
London, Ont, last month. Master Jabel
Robinson of Middlemarch dellvered an
inspiring address, urging educatiun, or-

.great need of the farmera of to-day.
The Dominion grange was organized at
London, Ont, June 2, 1874, and since
then 1000 subordinate grangeshave beer
organized covering each of tiie marl-
time provinces, Quebec and Ontarlo.

Of recent years the order has ox-
tended Into Manitoba. The grange or-
ganisation now conslsts of about 5
flourishing  subordinates, many of
which have substantinl grange halls.
While no granges have been organized
during the ycar, none have surrendered
their charter., Victorla of Harwlich.
Appie «Grove of Middlemarch, Forest
Grove of Yarmouth and others have
made a comfortable Increase !+ mem-
bership. and others have held enthusl-
astic educational mectings.

Master Robinson outlined why the
grange-was not as strong as it used to
be, criticlzed the fact that farmers are
too casily satisfled as ta legisiative
matters, urged the fmportance of unit-
ed work, congratulated Patrons on the
opening up of the Rritish market to
Ceanadian produce and urged Patrons to
produce the choleest  produce, oX-
pressed faith that rajllways and trusts
will eventunlly be eantrolled, enthused
over the growth and work of the order
in the states and closed with expros-
slons of patrintism and loyalty to Brl-
tain and the empire.

STANDARD VEGETABLES.

The multiplicity of varleties In secd
catalogy Is confusing to the average

buyer, The majority of scedsmen are
often interested in introducing
some new  varlety which  they
boom up above all others, or

they may have an over stock of seed
and hence say mure than the facts real-
ly warrunt, The foltowing “Winds are
most largely grown and are generally
safe to plant In any secction, although
some vegetables do better in one local-
ity than in another.

WHERE TO RAISE TOMATOES.

The best soll for tomatoes is & rich,
deep. gandy loamn. The next best Is a
deed, rich, gravelly loam, but If the
gravel comes 100 near the surface, the
crop in dry seasons wiil be light. Such
roils are usually dry and well-drained
in their natural condition. and take in
the heat of the sun more than heavy
so0ils. Muck xolls may somctimes grow
good crops of t~matocs if well drained;
but they are apt <0 grow too much vine
and the frult docs not set carly and
ficely, so that the crop comes {n late,
and conscquently is seldom profitable.
Clay loam may Le made in falr condi-
tlon for a crop by good under drainage,
using 3-in tile put in 3 £¢ deep and not
more than 30 £t apart.

Hceavy clay solls should be avolded,
as they will not be profitrble to grow
tomatocs on. Those who have no other
soil and wish to grow good tomatoes
for family usc should choosc as dry &
plece of land as they have and mark
out the s!ze they require. Then draw
on four squarc yards of medium fine
aand to cach rod of land: also a load
of well-rotted manure, and 1 it can be
obtaincd. & load of muck. Spread even-
1y over the plece and work it In with
a horse cultivator S or 9 In deep: plow
it up and'wark again with harrow and
cultivatar until the noll and other ma-
terdal are perfectly mixed. Uze the jamne
lanad every year and work it x ltle
deeper each vear until it is worked 12
in deep. RAding more xxnd if necenrary,
about half aand on 3uch a =oll would
not ™ too murh when well mixed.—
IS. 1. Mitchell, Ont.

HXNDLING THE MANURE

N Co

Stabfgg&h%w forms the bulk ot fer-
thizer, Wdhd Dy long Island and Jer-
ey troc -and all market gardeners
who cap Bet 1t at a reasonable yrice.
The fact that it Is hulky and expensive
to handfe hay no twelght with them.
They know fiom Yyears of experience
that the results of itx uze in  liberal
quantities Is positive, bencficlal and
profitable, and chabdles them to use the

same land in hoed crops for yecars in
guccesslon without sceding to grays.

In a dry season on land which has
been cropped for several years, there is
not the danger of a crop burning up
that is grown with manure as where
only commercial fertillzer is used. The
coarse, strawy part of the manure, or
humus, is what gives it this value. The
same results can be secured by plow-
ing under & good growth of crimson
clover, cowpeas or we: 1s,

Truckers near New York always
compost the manure for one to six
months. They buy largely by car oc
boatload and place it in immense heaps,
packing it down firmly with the horses
and carts. The composted manure
gives quicker results, and does noet pro-
duce such & rank, succulent growth.

The manure may be spread broadcast
and plowed under, spread after plowing
or harrowed in, or placed in the hill or
arill before planting the sceds or sct-
ting the plants. All of these methods
and combinations of them are practiced
on good truck farms, some being bet-
ser adapted to one crop than to an-
other.

On land not too rolling the manure
may be broadcasted in the winter in
order to help along the spring work.
Not much will dbe lost in leaching or
washing, and if apread now it wiil be
possible to plow and plant at the cAar-
llest possible moment when every day
counts big. .

A MODERKX FORCING HOUSE.

Market gardeners near large clties
have found economy the watchword of
success. Economy {s applicd to space,
particularly where vegetadbles are
grown under glass, which is about the
only way they can now be grown profit-
ably, or rather it is the most profitable
branch of market gardening. And
then it is only profitable where every
fnch of soil is at all tlmes producing
something.

Lettuce s the leading crop grown on
benches under glass by market gar-
deners, and it is one of the most profit-
able, owing to the fact of {ts eing a
continuous one. as it {s grown through-
out the year. For what might be term-
cd the first crop, the seed is sown about
Aug 15 in the open ground or In cold
tframes. These arc transplanted into
houscs about Scpt 20 and the crop is
ready for marketing by Nov 1, The
first crop {s cons’dercd the most profit-
able, as solar heat is all that is required
to produce it. For ) succession, sced
is sown at intervals of two weeks In
order to have plants at all timex in
readiness for setting. and it must be
un®ziatood that all the houses are not
allcd at the same time, dut at such
periods as will afford heads at all times,

When the plants are act, radish seed
ix sown in alternate rows, anad between
the plants In the Tows; an these grow
quickly, & crop Is securcd before the
JJettuce will need all the room. It re-
quires from six to ¢lght weeks to pro-
duce & crap after the Llants are act.
The yield of lettuce in & greenhouse ix
about three plants to the square foof,
cach crop, and three crops can eastly
be wsccured during winter. As the
wholerale price §& about $0¢ per doz. it
Is eray to cstimate the value of & crop
and the returns from & greenhouse dur
ing winter. The profits of a crop would
be Aificult to0 estimate, as how the
business pays depends wholly upon the
zardener, his attention to his business

CARXE JF INDOOR SEEDLINGS.

geeds of pinks of all kinds, aster, pe-
tunia, verbena, pansy, and in fact all
of our garden flowers that transplant
well may now be started indoors, and
the scason of outdoor bloom thereby
lengthened for many weeks. Use shal-
Jow boxes of good garden soll, cover
the seeds lightly, then press the soll
down flrmly and cvenly with a bit ot
board or something with a smooth, flat

awrface.  Some advise covering the
toxes until the sceds germinate, but
with me it causes the so0il to mold.
watch that the sceds do not dry out.
The boxes may be kept in a warm place
until the little plants begin to appear,
then place Immediately in a sunny win-
dow. Keep the soil moist without over
watering. Too much molsture or too
r ~~h warmth will kill the little plants
by causing them to camp off. Trans-
plant -before they crowd much,

Pinks and pansies ltke a cooler place
than most of the others; much warmth
causes them to spindle and also en-
courages Insects. Look out for the
gray mite and aphis. The latter can
be prevented by sprinkling tobacco
powder over the little plants. It ig
cheap stuff and can be had of a florist
or dealer in florists’ supplles, Watch
.for the mite. Its appearance can usu-
ally be detected by a gray appearance
of the upper stde of the lcaves. but the
msect and 1ts cggs are usually found
on the underside. Make some whale-oil
soapsuds, not very strong, and with the
hand wet In the suds brush over the
Jittle plants 8o as to wet the leaves thor-
oughly, especlally on the underside. It
only a few plants are affected, pull
them up and throw them away or sepa-
rate them from the others. Several ap-
plications of the suds should be made.
It will not harm the plants unless made
quite strong. Remember that this in-
sect never flourlshes tn a cool, damp
atmosphere. Plenty of molsture on the
follage without overwatering the roota
s both remedial and preventive. This
rule applles to all plants infested by
this Insect. It is the worst greenhouse
pest. If ‘you auspect its presence, but
cannot find it with the unalded eye, use
& magnifying glass. It {s flesh-colored,
egg-shaped, usually with two dark spots
on t;;e}}:ack.—[“’. F. Heath, Cheshire

SPINDLING GERANIUMS.

In spring, there are usually several
spindling geranlums, which arc of lit-
tie use for bedding out in the ordinary
way, or to kcep for another scason's
blooming. This long, slender growth
with few branches is caused by over-
crowding and continued blooming with.
out having the ends pinched back. Hav-
Ing experimented with such plants for
several years, I have found a novel
way to treat them and can sometimes
make a good-sized bed of geranlums
from onc¢ plant.

There are many roots to supnort the
dlant, cach shoot belng partially de-
Ptndent on its Individunl ro t instead
of all drawing mupport from one r oO°.
In fa)l such plants can be taken up,
divlded and placed in the cellar, but
ahould not be divided too small, doing
better 12 1eft as large as can be handied
ully. In spring they can be separated

on¢ stem can dbe treated in the same
way, making a bed {rr combination with

S8OME SWETT PEA POINTERS.

These lovely flowers-have scemed to
deterlorate and in some Instances go
back t. the old-fashioned wild sweet
pea. Thero are difterent causes, but I
think one serlous cause to be poor sced.
There has been such a demand for
sweet pea geed that a great many have
sold great quantities of cheap seed and
these will not produce the tinest flow-
crs. I have ralsed sweet peas in quan-
titles several years and have purchased
sced from diffarent parties,.and I have
found out that a great deal depends on
the seed. I alwaysy cut the blossoms
fur market so that I must necessarlly
depend.upon others for my seed. Last
summer I plantud two rows 200 £t long
of three varleties, red, white and lav-
ender. I purchased the avhite seed from
two different firms, but the seed was
the same varlety. Just one-half of-these
white peas ylelded an immense amount
of blussums on lung, stout stems during
the whole season. The rest of the white
ones never brought me in a nickel; the
blossoms came vut on lMttle slender
stems about 2 incives In length and the
vines made a minlature hedge. Little
vines started out at every point, the
same way with the lwnvender, and they
were all planted In the same row.

The Firelly was the most magnin-
cent sight I ever saw in the shape of
sweet peas. X cut *hem twice a week,
and the last cuttings were as fine us
the first. T could cut the single stema
all the secason without taking part of
the vine to make them long cnough, as
1 must on some other varicties late in
the season. I never plant sweet peas in
the same place 2 yrs in succession, nor
ever in shade or near big trees. I get
the seed In as early as possible in spring
and fertilfze with ashes nnd commercial
fertilizers In the row on moderately
rich ground, I purchase seed as soon
a8 the catalogs come {n before the best
zeed has all been s0ld. T love to raise

¥0OD FOR POT PLANTS.

The great demand for plant food
whlich I8 in convenlent form for usc and
I8 2isb cleanly, has caused many such
articles to be placed on the market.
Most of these are very good, but one
can prepare them at home, making the
cost less while they produce the same
results, The following are both used
in the water given the plants, though
they can be used dry by AIRgIng a small
quantity into the soll around the roots.
The former method {s safer, however,
as one can more easlily tell what quan-
tity Is belng used.

Take n gallon jar and M i+ with

bones. packing them in closely: then
add one cup of potash which wil 01 :
In among the spaces. Cover with water |
and set away for a time. Before long :
the bones will all be disgolved and the |
substance In the jar will resemble soft |
soxp. A tadlespoon of this, dissolved |
In the water glven each large plant !
will be a sultable dose; other plants
being given a quantity suitable to their |
slze. The following formula will alzo
be found good: To 1 gal hot water
add 4 oz white sugar, 16 oz sulphate
of ammonia and § ox-nitrate of potash.
When dissolved, place in bottles, cork
tightly and usc a tablespoon and a half
in each gallon of water used on the
plants. Water onlysthe s0ll, as many
of these fertillzers are too strong for
the follage, leaving unsightly spots on
1t.—{Aarion Mcade, Jil.

RHUBARB.

Stewed Rhubarb Sauce: Peel stalks of
rhubarb and cut in inch lengths, put
Into a stewpan, add a little water and
a pinch of soda: as soon as {t bolls,
skim and sweeten to taste. Iet cool
before using.

Rhubard Ple: Steww  the necessary
amount of rhubarb as for sauce, add-
ing to it the yolk of 1 egg, % cup but-
ter and 1 tablespoon flour.

Rhubarb Shortcake: In amall ple
plates bake a shortcake of good biscuit
dough, split open, spread with butter
and fill with stewed rhubarb.

Rhubarb Lemonade: An excellent
substitute for lemonade i8 made byadd-
ing a little rhubarb juice (stewed) to a
glass of cold water. Sweeten to taste.

SPINACHE AND LETTUCE.

Use only the young tender plants of
the spinach or the tender leaves from
the older stalks. Pick it over carefully
and remove all roots, decayed leaves
and stringy stalks. It should be wash-
cd in several waters and lifted from
one pan to another in oruer to free it
from sand, etc. Spinach is much vetter
cooked in a double boller, as it may
then be cooked in its own juices, Not
u drop of water nced be added, but it
should be satirred frequently at first,
Cover it closely and cook until tender.
About half an hour is usually required.
IWhen done, chop very fine, add a little
salt and half a cup of swcet cream,
allow it to dboll up once, stirring con-
stantly and serve very hot, Or it may
be served with a dressing of Jemon
juice. If cooked in water it should be
bolled rapidly until done, then drained
in a colander and pressed dry before
the dressing {8 ndded. 1t I8 very nice
served with poiached eggs on top, gar-
nished with toast. Cut the toast in lit-
tle alips and Insert in the spinach at
cqual distunces, or it may be garnished
with sliced hard-bolled cggs.

Spinach Soup: Prepare 1 1b spinach as
directed adbove and let it Loll until thor-
oughly done. Then drain and press it
through a flne sleve. Mix 1 0z butter
and 1 oz Qour in a saucepan, add the
spinach purer, scason to taste, and add
1 qt well-flavored stock. Let the soup
come ncarly to & holl, then remove from
the fire and astir in the yolks of 2 cggs
beaten up with a little lemon julce.
Serve with small dice of fried or toast-
cd bread.

Lcttuce Salad: Wash the lettuce very
carefully, put it into cold water and
Keep it on ice or in & cool nlace for an
hour or two bhefore serving. When re-
quired to use, dry the lcaves with a
clean, soft towel and tear into nlce-
sizced pleces with a sllver fork. Make
a dressing with 2 cun of sweet cream
.and 2 teaspoons sugar, and atter the
sugar has dissolved add just cnough
lemon Julce to slightly thicken the
cream. Or {f preferred, omit the cream

and make a dressing of lemon fulce ar.a
sugar alone,

Another very nice dressing for let-
tuce salad may be made by xdding 1
tablespoon lemon juice to 1 cup atrain-
ed stewed tomatoes seasoned to taste.
A garnish of chopped or sliced harde
bolled eggs 1s always an improvement.
Lettuce is also nice bolled, mince., sea«
soned to taste and served with )ittle bits
of butter over it. It is an excellent
<i1ced purifier and nerve tonic and
should be frcely eaten, 8mall leaves
may be served whole to be eaten with
salt. Many persons prefer it thus, A
lettuce leat should never be cut with
o knife.

T 2re is no more beautiful garnisi
fo. chicken, lobster or any salad de-
sired then delleate lettuce leaves, Served
Individually, one small leat to each
salad plate, it muy be made as beautiful
to the cye as it tastes to the palate.
Thin slices of tomato on lettuce, with
o light mayonnaise dresaing, makes a
delightful salad.—[Mary Foster Saider.

Party Cake—For a childs party,
where three little guests were invited
and three Kinds of cake requested, I
find the trio can be concocted all in
one pan, taking the pattern from an old
colonlal recipe: Cream 2 cups butter
(leaving it in warm kitchentosomewhat
soften and make the labor of creaming
less tiresome); gradually beat into it,
a little at a time, 4 cups sugar, and one
by one beut into it 6 cggs. Add 14 tea-
spoon (scant) soda and gradually beat
in 8 cups thrice-sifted flour. Flavor one-
third of the mixture with lemon juice
angd bake In one bar, to be served plajn,
frosted or split and filled with Jelly,
Into the sccond third stir a pint of the
chopped meats of any nut, and bake
in patty pans, for nut drop cakes. The
last portion should be spiced: add 1 ta-
blespoon strong coffee, 1 teaspdon grat-
cd lemon rind, 1 teaspoon caraway seed,
1 good-sized apple. pecled, cored and
chopped as fine as possible, and & pint
of raisins. A teaspoon molasses alds
both color and flavor. Bake slowly In
deep dish.—[White Ribbon.

Aslde from féod {n abundance,
warmth is the one thing nceded to pro-
mote safe, eurly brecding, An ordinary
colony will generate sufficient heat to
enable bees to rear sufficient brood; the
trouble is 80 much heat is lost by ra-
dlation. From several years' experl-
ence, I havelearned thatevenifbees are
wintered in the cellar, it fs best to
remove them as soon as it s warm
enough to fly in the spring, and then
protect t. 1 on their summer stands.

Spring piotection need not be an
elaborate affair, Any old boards nalled
together in the-form of & box without
top or bottom will hold the packing in
place, The cheapest and most satis-
factory .packing boxes that I ever used
were made of. cull shingles, as shown in
the flustration above. First make a
simple,.square frame of 2-In strips cul
from inch lurmrber, This frame is 4 in
larger each way than the hive.

To the inside of the frame are nailed
the shingles in an upright position, the
frame being about in the center of the
Inclosure. A few of the shingles at the
{front end are cut about 4 in short at
the bottom; this leaves an opening for
an entrance when the “ring” ot shingles
ig sct.over a hive. The space between
the-hive and the shingles is fllled with
sawdust, planer shavings, or some sim-
flar material, but-before the packing is
put in, a little bridge or chute is placed
over the projection bottom board-of the
hive, This. prevents the packing ma-
terlal'from closing the entrance of the
hive and allows bees to fly.

To keep rain or snow from wetting
the sawdust, narrow shingles are 'ald
in a slanting position against the sldes
of the hive, thelr lower edges projecting
beyond' the uprighet shingles, to which
they are-slightly tacked to keep in
place. To protect the top of the hive,
the cover is removed, a plece of ollcloth
spread over the top of the hive, then a
sectlon case, or “super,” as it {s called,
is filled - pith-sawdust and set-upon the
top of the hive. Some thick paper {s
tacked to the bottom of the super to
keep the sawdust trom falling out wh &
the super {8 handled.

The cover of the hive is used as a
cover for the super, and a stone Keeps
the win from blowing it away, I
leave tLis packing in place until June 1.
1t I wished to winter bees by pro-
tecting them out of doors, X should
keep the packing in positlon with a
similar arrangement; only I should use
two such rims ot shingles, slipping onc
partly over the other and putting on
8170f of boards. I mwould use the upper
one to, glve room for putting a larger
quantity of packing over the colony.

EARLY SPRING CARE.

There are oftéen warm days in the
early spring when bees might be re-
moved from the cellar, but the trouble
is that winter is not slways over with
the advent of the first spfing-like day,
There may-be-several -days, ‘oc- even

two or three wecks, of quite warm
weather, in which the willows, alders,
elms and soft maples bloom, and it Is
reallv desirable that the bees enjoy all
these advantages: but such fine
weather, when it comes early, is quite
Hkely to be followed by freezing weather
of geveral days' duration, and even by
a snow storm. The fine weather en-
couragee the bees to fiil their combs
with brow that would eventually pro-
Quce, workers ready for the fields just
at the opening of the first white clover
blossoms, but the cold drives the bees
intv a compact cluster in the center of
the hive, leaving half the broud, per-
haps more, unprotected. This brood
perishes; besides, the newly hatched,
bees if any there are, are tender, like
8 newly-hatched chicken, and easlly
succumb to cold. The o0ld bees have
lost a good deal of their vitality and
the cold snap is the “last straw" need-
g(ll to send them to the bottom of the
Ve,

Moving the Bees—Lees that have
been wintered in the cellar will now
become unecasy. Have the summer
stands ready and as soon as oppor-
tunity occurs get the hees out of the
cellar. At the same time examine all
hives and note which are low jn stores
s0 that they may be bullt up by feed-
ing. Some prefer a syrup made with
granulated sugar as follows: Take
water 1 qt to sugar 3 to 4 pts and dis-
solve over & slow fire until the syrup
becomes like honey In form. then put
in & common Mason fr t jar having
first punctured some smas! holes in the
metal cover. Place the jar top side
down on & plate and place inside the
hive over the brood chamber. Some
prefer honey from any half finlshed
boxes or frames left over from last fall
placed in the top of the hives, This
feeding Is one of the main points in
getting the hives good and strong
ready for the frult blossoms.—[J. H.
Denyar, Northampton Co, Pa.

Subrolling adds greatly to the pro-
ductiveness of heavy clay solls. If the
subsoll is left undisturbed it forms an
almost Impenctrable strata or floor be-
nreath the top soil and thus limits the
downward growth of the roots. By sub.
soiling is mecant the loosening of the
luwer lader of soil and not the throwing
of it to the surface. In deepuning our
Jday sull we must B very careful to
aveld threwing too much of the newly
broken clay to the top at one time, as
thig would probably lessen the produc-
tiveneus of the soil for a scason or two.
The best way  then, to deepen clay
80lI8 1y to break the upper layer with
a turn ploav to the usual depth, and fol-
Jow In the open furiow with a bhull-
tengue.  This bull tongue §s simply one
stratght, pointed tooth which tears up
the hard sofl at the bottom of the fur-
row lett by the turn plow, but throws
no sl out of the furrow. This requires
an additional man and mule to break
up the snme aren as would he gone over
by one toam,
duetiveness  will usually more
vaualize the adititional cxpense,

The deeper breaking oof the sofl gives
greater range to raots of plants by al-
lowing themn to penetrate farther down,
and i this greater range they will
find more food. Loosening the lower
wmyer of sof] (xposes 1t to the action of
the air. water and frost, each of which
alds in breaking up the hard and un-
avatiable particles, and puts them in a
conditton to be used by the plant. Thus
the hard and apparently worthless clay
f¢ changed into a valadble soll,

The drap of rain  water. falllng
through the air, collects a gas which
i3 our moxt costly fertilizing clement.
It this raln water Dasses through the
#0fl, this gas ix absorbed by the soll
and thus we gain A large amount of &
costly fertllizer. But If the raln water
runs off on the surfare, this gas ix lost.
If sl I® bhroken deeply, = larger
amou.. of ratn water can be filtered by
it, and we save more, but if the nofl is
100ge 1o only @ slight depth, then more
of the tain water runs off on the sur-
frece, carrying the gas with it. It also
washex away a good many particlies of
whnt =0l in there,

In a Ary seaxan you ¢ an notice an ad-
vantage of the deeper broken moll over
the shallow broken. because the roots,
being able to penetrate deeper, Are ene
abled to find a larger supply of mols-
ture than those confined ta a shallow
«ujl. In @ wet scason, the deeply broken
goll, heing able to Liold more water, less
runs off over the surface 10 wash away

than

butr the {nereased pro- g

the top soil. As the water sinks into
the lower portion of the loose soil, the
upper portion dries quicker and cultiva.
tion can begin earlier.

Last year two flelds of clay soll were
planted with corn. Onc was subsoiled,
the other not, but was fertilized. Dur-
ing the growing season tlhiere was &
marked difference in the appearance
of the crop, that on the subsoiled fleld
befng much darker in color and making
a more luxurious growth. It also held
its green color longer during th2 hot,
dry summer scason, not firing up s
quickly as the other, this giving evi-
dence of the additional moisture which
the roots found in the deeper soll. The
subsoiled fleld was npaturally more fer-
tile than the other, but not enough to
give the much larger yield which was
obtained.—[{A. H. Prince, Wake Co, N C.

THE VALUE OF ALFALFA.

Alfalta is the most valuable rough
feed grown in Kan. Combined with
common grains it {8 worth three timmes
as much as an cqual amount of prairie
hay, four t'mes as much as sorghum
hay, five times as much as corn fodder
and 1!z times as much as clover hay.
Steer rudcra report an average galn
of 134 to 2 1bs p duy D steer with corn
and the ordinary roughness and 3 to §
1bs p day when alfalfa is the roughness
fed. At the Kan exper sta, one lot of
fattening hogs were fed all the grain
they would ent and another lot all tho
grain and all the alfalfa they would
cat, The hogs having the alfalfa hay
ate more grain and gained more pounds
of pork for cach bushel of graln con-
sumed, showing n gain of 8§65 lbs of
pork per ton of alfalfa hay. IIags on
alfalfa pasture showed a gain of 776
1bs p a of pasture. Alfalfa Is particu-
latrly adapted to fecding with our chicf
drouth-resisting grain, katlir corn, each
having what the other lacks, and the
two fed together making an admirable
combination for all feeding purposes.
In thoso sectlons of northwestern Kan
where alfalfn is largely grown, the
feeders are paying 2¢ p» bu more for
corn than is paid in neighboring com-
munities where alfalfa {s not grown.
