Ilntemper-
ate speaking wili never do the cause of temperance any good.

The projected Railway entirely across the Russian Fmpire from west to
cast is an undentaking of great imponance. A road already runs from St
Petersburg, by way of Moscow, 10 Samara on the castern bank of the Volga
River. At the latter city, or tow, is the only iron bridge across this great
waterway, and from there to Ufa, a distance of 302 miles cast, the road has
beenbuilt. It is now proposzd to continue the line actoss Siberia to Viadi-
stock, on the Japan Sea, 2 distance of 6,660 miles from St. Petersburg
When it is recollected that this is more than twice the length of a line from
New York city to San Francisco some conception of its magnitude may be
formed.  The carrying out of this vast undertaking will do mors in the way
of carrying the cnlightning, humanizing iofluences of modesn cirilization
into that land of horvors, Siberia, than anything clse possibly could do. The
doing away with the terrible overlind journey, to which exiled prisoners
were condemned, would be a2 matter for rejoicing to all who have the good
of their fellow-men at heart.

The quistion of precedence, recently brought up at the Methodist Con-
fereoce, 1s discussed in a semi comic vein by ** Knoxonisn” in the Canadian
Presbyferian. He thinks, and rightly, that viewed from a practical stnd-
point, the whole, thing is 2 scresming fzice, and asks “ how much would
Methodism gain if Superintendent Carman walked side by side with the
Archbishep of Quebec?”

How would this plan work: Bring the Archbishops,
General Superintendents, Moderators, Presidents, and 2!l the other clcrical
dignitaries to a #arting point, give them a fair send off, and let the digni-
sy whe could make the best time get there first  Perhaps these methods
are not sufficiently intellectoval. Supposing the officisl digunitaries be
arranged in the order of their preaching power. Let the man who can
preach the best sermon head the procession, and the poorest preacher bricg
up the rear.  How would it do to give first place to the best speaker? A
competition in Homilelics might do very well. Let the man who can make
the beat sermon plan in ten minutes take the lead.  How would an examina-
tion in Hebrew do3” One can smile at these suggestions, but seriously,
from the standpoint of those who now bring up the rear on ceremonial
occasions, something sbould be done to adjust the matter with fairness.

Tuesday of last week wss Encwnia Day at King’s College, Windsor.
‘The morning was misty, snd the prospect was not good for a fine afternoon.

In a general way I would s3y 16 vou, as 10 every one, aveid rich pastry
2ud cakes, ail greasy food, all food that cannot be thoroughly masticated and
insalivated, or in plain terms chewed and mixed with the fluid socretions of
the mouth, and that cannot be rewdily attacked by tho digeative secrotions of
the stomach ctc.  Abovoe zll don't eat too meuch when f:uigucd or hurried.
Dyspepsia iz, I believe, more frequently oceasioned by eating hurriedly, cr
100 much wholesomo food, than by partaking in moderation of food not
sencrally regarded as wh olesome. ~ The drets questions I must leave for the
present, cot because they are not important, but becauso I prefer devoting o
letter cspccmll) to theun

It way bo an evidenco of weakness in me to give credit to the vlher side
of politics whenever and wherevor I think credit is due. Admitting that
there might bo as much politics! sincerity and purity on one side as on the
other xm"ht. have a teadency to weaken party ties and allegianco.

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baced upon conviction of its inciprcity for the conduct of public affairs, or
that, it« palicy, as enuncited in the cdust of public affairs, is erroncous, or
prejudicinl to the best intiicsts of the country.  QOpposition based upon
legitimaty gronnds must, however, not only be prepared to provo incapicity
of tho «xisting government, or that its policy is erroneous, it must also be
prepand to effer really competent men for the government of the country,
lo enuncirte a policy which will ha approvel and proferred by a mnjority of
the people. .

Grai ting the corecttioar of these politicsl theories, what is thero to
Jjustify or sanetion dard and fag: paity lives savo hard and fast political
priuciplos?  Thero sre well defined issues both in Provincial and Dominion
polities that constitute, cv might legitimately constjtute, party lives, as for
ingtance in Provineisl pohtics :  ‘Tho legislative union of the Maritime Pro.
vinees  Socessim of our provives from the Dominion,  Abrogation of the
Legislitivo Conneil.

worka pay for such work., How? By dinct tacation of courss

ivfidelity of each. But it is no part of my present purpose to write about
the issnos that divide political parties, eithor to describe, defend or assail,
but merely for the purpase of showing that these issues aro s> various—
what is really most conducive to the greatest good of all is so problematical
—that the man who isalways ready to  hurrah for our side " or approve
whatever may bo proposed or done by * our party,” contrasts very unfavor.
ably with tho man who gives houor to whom honor is due, credit and
approval to men or measures irrespactive of parly lines, and who has the
welfure of his country at heart rather than the welfire of a political party.

Somec small bodies of mackerel, of large size andin very fair condition,
continue to visit the coves and harbors to the westward of this port, and
some fair catches are daily made, but thero is grave reason to doubt whethor
the quantities secured are largo enough to remuneratethe captors at existing
figures for their time, troub'e aud wear snd tear of gear. llowever, it is an
old proverb that ¢ half a loaf is better than no bread,” and it is vroferable
to have trisd than i0 sit in idleness A fortunate chance way occur at any
hour.

Have adeep kottle of fat for croquette, fish-
batls, ete., as you wouid for doughnuts. Have also a frying basket, s cheap
