Mixzrats 18 New Bruxswick.—The peoplo of New Brunswick are
becoming gradually awakoned to che fact that thero aro still many unde-
veloped resoutces 1n that Province, and as a resuit the Ciowa Land Office
has of Iato beon be:teged with appiicants for starching and prospecting
licenses. Un Uctober 19th no less than 3U0 applications fur aross were fi ed.
The greatest number of applications has been from Westmereland County,
where 1t is hoped that vatuabe gold fiods may be oponed. The paster
ateas of Atboit Couny aro also 1n pupus 5 demand. Quoens County is
said 10 bo about covored with applicatiuns fur coal searching and pruspect-
ing leasos, and s smail excitymont has beon engendered by the diccovery of
ssbeatos at Macadauvic in York County.

CAYADIAN VEGETADLE3.—--Canadians havo reason to be p:oud of the
vegetsblo display 1n tho IHorticultural Bui ding at tho World's Fair. Itnow
goes w:thous saying that Conadian applos bave won tho laarels in t¥  fruit
exhibit, and tho superionty of tho vegetable oxhibit is being ovesywhoro
scknowledged. Nearly 400 varioties of potatoes are on oxhibitivz, and all
variotios of boets, cabbages, and even sweet potatoes aro slso to boscen. The
hop exhibit from Bntish Columbia 18 pronounced by American oxperts to
be one of tho finest over s on, and evon in the lines of canned {ruit and
vegotables our Canadian firms aro distancing compotitors frum other coun-
tnes.  One plossing featuro of tho Canadian department is that tho fices
of oxhibitors and visiting Canadians are alight with pride uver theso well-
shown evidenzes of our country’s resources,

Tug Cuexist v8. THE PolsoNerR.—In a recent number of the Forum
thero is a most 1nteresting article ou the chemical analysis as a sure detector
of murder by poison Professor Ugden Doremus, tho learned author, is
confidont that although tho dirk science of causing doath by poison has
rade vast atrides of Iate, yot tho skill of the sanalytical chem st has kopt the
samo paco, and that whon proper 1esoarches are mide it :3 umpossibio fur the
murderer who has chosen poison for his dead:y woap -n to escaps the conso-
quonc-a of is d ed. Tho search for poson 1n tho dead tissues of & human
being may bo a work of ume. In a recont caso it w.s only after an exam-
ination which was continuid for threo months, that the presence of poison
was doecied. Prof. Doremus, howoser, obj-cts docidedly to the modern
process of embalming budies soon alter death with poisonous chemical pra-
parations. o is of opin on that a loophole 1s thus offored to poisonera by
which taoy may cffectually conceal tho cause of doath, and ho thinks that
tho law should interforo 10 the mattor. The ontiro anticle, though desling
with a grussome subjeet, is of dosp and unusual intorest.

Tuey Want 1585 Eartit.—Thore is not s littlo agitation in Government
quartors over tho stato of Rideau Hall. Tho roridecco of tho Governor-
Goneral has boon a costly affair, What with alterations, additions,
rcfurnishing, oftc., tho noeds of tiio vice-rogal court have boen pretty
standily before our peoplo. \hilo it is but fitting that the ropresentatives
of Hor Majesly should bo housed in a manner Vofitting their exalted posi-
tion, we yot sco no rearon why, aftor so many calls have been made upon
our peoplo for the needs of t{o Hall, that it should bo charactorised as
“ un_otfl fashioned rookery, unfit for hsbitation.” Rideau Hall {fano palace,
but it is and should be a comfoitablo plac of residence.

Tur Provinciar OyvsTer —Lovers of that luscious bivalve, the oyster,
will be glad to loarn that offurts aro to bo mado to provent tho destruction
or dopletion of our Provincial oyster beds. Mr, Ernest Komp, an English
expert in oyster culturo, has boon eximining the oystor beds of Canada,
and ho has now mide a formal report on tho subject ¢» the Minister of
Marino and Fishories. Mr. Kemp attributes much of the falling off in the
oyster beds to the uso of oyster rakes. In winter ospecially ho considers
that tho use of rakes is most injurious to the beds. The rakes gather in
oystes of all sizes, and the raker who assorts the shells loaves the small
oystors on tho ico while he carrios off all that aro fit for market, The small
oystors thus exposed perish on the ico and when a thaw comes they fall
through breaking into and distuibing the beds below. It can thus boe read-
1y seon that the 1omouval of the yuuog oystors is a acrious matter for while
this constant destruction is going oo the broeding of the shell fish is greatly
iuterfored with. Another cause of trouble in the beds results from the
wisdirected work of the musse!-mud diggers. Theso men are m st harmful
to tho beds fur they mske great excavat.ons in scarch of shellaand in throw-
ing tho refuse mud about, effectually smother both oysters and broods. Me.
Kemp furthor suggests that a regular closo scason, from the first day of
June to tho 15th day of Septembor, shall bo cbeerved, that ice fishing anc
Sunday fishing shall he alike prohibited, and that tLo uso of tongs and
dredges 1n place of the common rokes ehnll be enforced. Should these
precautions bo observed ho is confident that our oyster beds would speedily
become an oxcellent ard steady source of income,

Civic Reronrus.—1It is ab.ut timo that the citizens of Halifax should
rouso thumselves from their torpid condition and tako an sctive interest in
civic affairs.  Tho rapid way in which tho debt of the city is mounting up
is appalling. Ten yea s or 80 ago, whoa the old system of making lensants
respons.bio for taxes was in vegue and a laige percentage of taxss waa lost,
tho rato was $1.10. When the presentexcellent systom, making the taxes s lien
ard thusassuring their prompt and cortain col'ection with a very sm 1l percen-
tago of loss, was adopted, it was supposed that in a fow years the rate wou'd be
dicroased, but ia apite of full col'ections, the rate has gone on increasing,
uuntil to-day it is £1.61, with overy prospect of soon reaching the ruinous
§2.00 mark. With surpriringly litilo to sbow for it, the debt of the city
has reached a cool mil.ioz, and new burrowing bills are still being moo*ed.
Tho lato meoting at tbs Lycoum is a go:d iodication of sn awakoned interest

| in civic affuirs, and the question now arieos—what reforms are nece:sary

and whero shall wo begini?  Under section 290 of the Act to consolidate
and amend the Ac's relating to the City of Halifax the Legislature hss
oempowered the Council to assoss annually a sum not to excerd 3110.000
fur st.ted civic purpo:os; and upder section 291 it is also authorizsd to
awsess annuslly for somo twounty different purposes, iccluding charitable
institutivns, the paymont of interest on all moneys lawfully borrowed, alt
amousts required fur sinking funds authorized by tho Legislature, and fz.
tho re-payment of temporsry loans authorized to be asscesed for as extra
zssessmont, ote. Formerly, it was tho practise to go to the Logislature each
year for powers to assess stated sums required for the year's city business,
and a roturn to this old practico might prove ealutary, as st presont the full
amount allowed under tho charter is always a-sessed for, whilo each yesr
special borrowing bills ate boing carried through the Legislature for large
swmounts. Tho sgitation to olect the m mbers of the Council by the vote of
tho wholo city, instoad of by wards, as at present, seoms to havo many mors
disadvantages than advantages,and before adopting this course, it would be
well to wait awhilo and ses how the chango acts in St. Joho, where it has lately
b.cn carried by a popular vote. The laws of the cily are excellent,and no im-
provement is roquired in them. What is wanted is better material in the
Cuuncil, and a wiso economy in oxponditure of the city funds. The selec-
tion of Aldormen is loft with tho voters, and if they will only oxerciee their
powers with due care the Council may bo purged of its incompetent mem-
bers, and their p'aces filled with ropresontative ci izens. Not that thero is
not plonty of good materisl in tho presont Council as thore is, but a judicious
wooding out would vastly improvs its ability to deal with the very aerious
problems which a period of reckless extravaganco has precipitated,
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Awaiting AN Exeent.—Some of our college men who have spere time
on iheir haods, should corsider the suggestion recently made by Prof.
Grsbam Dell, the great elecitlcian. Profestor Bell lectured recently at
Baddeck on ' Cyclones and Hurrlcancs.” Ie called the attention of his

audlence to the fact that for the past tcore of years an enormous mass of

fscts concerning the movements of the winds, air currents, cic., bas Loen
accumulating at the weather bureau, These facts sre undigect=d avd are not
valuable as raw material, but they form a grand basis of work for the
student of natural sclence. We trust that the Profissor's suggestion may
ineet with the convideration it deserves.

Maxuat, TrAINiKe,—Maoual training in the public schools Is atill a new
idea in our Province, but there fe already a tspidly-Incressiog interest

manilested by pupils, parents and teachers in this most important branch of

work. We are glad lo learn that the Provincial Normal College has
secured the services of Mr, Russell, the manual instractor who is a0 well

known in Hallfex, and that he will henceforth devote his time to traiving

the coming teschers in the Normal Bchool. The citizens of Halifax have

shown such sn ioterest in his work here that the special department for

manual iostruction will be continued at the Academy. We trust that Mr.

Gardiner, the new instructor, will continue to popularize this mott impor-

tant branch of practical education,

Tue Sacrep Cow.—There is trouble in India over the useful animal
sacred to the Hindoos, the cow.
Indis riots have arisen over the animal. The Hindoos, who comprise all
the well-known fighting tribes of Indis, bave protested sgainst the butcher-
ing of this animsl, For the sake of the large Britith and Mussulmen popu-
lation it is abeolutely necessary that beef shall be constantly in tke msrket,
and though the nati/e races have not until recently made aoy serlous
objection to the practice, they are now prepared to revolt unless the Goveran-

ment will cuncede to their wish on this important subject. The cause of

the great mutiny was not uolike that of the present trouble. The sative
soldiers then objected to the uee of greased cartridger.

Fousp ar Last.—There does not appear to have been much competi-

tion among the Royaitles or their frlends for the viceroyship of India, Sir
Hectry Norman, the, first commoner to whom such a position has been
offered, declined the proffered honor with thanks. It is also belleved that
Lord Cromer, the British Minister in Egypt, was urged by Her Majesty to
assume the responsibilities of the office, but his Lordsldp haviog already
made his mark io the world, declined to accept the post. A man, however,
has been found who will undertake the work. He is not a Militaty man, else
perhaps he would think twice ere he threw in his life with the disaffected
mass of nations. The Earl of Eigin ia but fuity-four years of age. Hels a
prominent worker amoog the Liberals, and since 1886 has been treasurer
of the Queen's household and first commiss:oner of wotks, His wife is the
daoghter of the Earl of Southesk. There is litile to be s1id elther way
about the appoiotment, for the Earl is untried la vice-regal work; and
should he succeed in maiotaiciog peace during bis admiolstration his name
will be *p honorea one, and his ability will bs forever sdmitted.

WE Kxow THE VARIETY.—~A scrious accident which hss occurred on
the Philadelphia street car line should cause many parents to consider the
dutles which they owe to the children whom Providence has placed in their
charge. Even in our own qulet city the small boy elewment is felt to be a
great distorbant on clvic arder, and it has been necessary on several occa-
sions for the Horse Car Co. 10 make complaint of children who have
blocked the awitches with stones. The Philadelphia youngsters have, how-
ever, gone a step in advance, and have begua to meddle with the slectric
cars, Three lads, all under twelve years of age, managed to place ao iron
coupliog pin across the slot of a cable road. As s result a car and a trailer
were wrecked, one man was fatally injured, while tbree othera sustsined
serious injuries. The children do not realizs the mischief which they bave
done, nor do the parents consider themselves to blame in the matter. It is
a plty that the Goverpment should ever have cause to interfere betwoen
parents and children, yet in a case such as thls, it seems bat right that the
itl-used paternal power should be transferred to a more desirable authority.

A N2GLECTED VEGETABLE.—This is the time of year to siog the praises
of that much-despised, yet most valuable vegetable, the onjon.  Onions are
now cheap and easlly procurable, and if people could but b: induced to
use them more generally, they would suffer far fewer of the ills to which
flesh is beir. The onlon is rich in mapy bealth-ziving elements, It con-
tains sulphur, albumen, sugar, starch, pbosphbotic acid, lime and acetic
scid. It is valuable as a lood, s mediclne and as a stimulant, The
habitual eaters of cnfons are not predisposed to lupg troubles—their
kidoeys sre kept in proper conditlon, and they enjoy both color and heat
as a result of their onlon feasts, The onion can be caten either cooked or
uncooked, and it may be prepared in a variety of tempting ways, The
ucpleasant odor which is apt to cliog to the mouth of the eater can essily
be prevented if a hittle ground coffee be but held in the mouth.  Siill ano-
ther recommerdation for the use of onions may weigh with our fair readers,
There is no surer way of clearing and brightening the complexion than by
resorting to the use of the fragrant bulb, and if this wero but fully under-
stocd there would be such a constant and stcady demand for onions ss
would stagger the most indefatigable of our Provincial onion-growers.

A capital account of the Mines of
the Dominion is given, In particular the sections on the coal areas and
the cos! trade of Brliish Columbis and Nova Bcotfa will attract attentioo,
An {nteresting collection of facts as to the presence of nickel in Canada {s
also given, and it {s averred that Canada slone can produce more nickel in
a year then can the comblned mines of 2ll other nickel-producing countries.
Especial attention is called to the fact that the petroleum resources of
Cansda sre quite undeveloped, and the valuab'e ofl districts of the Rocky
Mountaiu regions sre well set forth, There is much in the psmpblet to
mske our people siill prouder of our magnificent resources.

CorN PLENTY Ann CorN FaMink.—The spirit of uorest which fs abroad
among the workmen of the great citles of the United States {s puzaling all
students of soclal sclence. In the Western States the farmers sre clamoriog
for help to harvest thelr ctops, while in the Eastern S'ates we hear of bread
rlots in the public highways, A million of id'e men are hanging about the
sea-port clties  waltiog for somethiog toturn up.” They exist for the most
part on public bounty, and they are a constint eoutes of expense snd
anxiety to the rounicipalities who are thelr unwilling hosts. There is 0o
doubt that these men, {f they were but properly directed, might be wage:
earners yet. There seems (o be no desite on their part, nor on the pait of
the Government, to bring the work and the laborer together. ‘The root of
the whole trouble is io the falae idezs of country life versus city life that
are allowed to get abroad. 8o long as the out-of-work remains in the city.
he considers that he runs the cheace of being on haod should suy oppor-
tunity for acquiring suddea wealth turn up, and he prefers this hasy pros-
pect of possible good to come, te the s'eady work and comfortable
livelihood of farm life,

Tue Cricker ConTest.—The visit of the Australian cricket team to
Teronto bas revived much loterest in the essentislly British game, Cricket
has never taken a firm told on Canadians, perhaps for the resson that we
have already a number of active games which myy be described as being

win aod to preserve all laurels within their reacb. Mr. Blackm:n, the
captain of the visillog oleven, bas succeeded In teaching English pleyers a
new poict in the game, namely, bow to keep wickets without a long step
for fast bowling. The Australian cricketers are heartily welcome to
Canada, and sbould our Dominion tesm fail in the coming cootes’, there
wlll Le no bard feeliog bstween us on thit account. To the viclors, be
they Australians or Canadians, belong the palms.

Poisorep Fisu.—It is but right 1hat our Provincial echolars should be
informeC I the fact that the Czir of Russia has opened s competition into
which all who postess the needed ioformation msy enter. We consider
that the priz2 of 3 400 which is thrown open by his Majeaty to competi-
tors froin all pations is not out of proportion when the amount and the
Indefinitencss of the work which he demands is considered. It appears
that there is some variety of pcison in a large salted fish which Is used as a2
common foed in Russia. It occasionally happeuns that poisopiog which
somelimes results in death is the outcowne of a feast of the salted fish, The
Czir drsires that esssys shall be sent before Jaauary 1st, in which the
writers shall determiae the cause aud nature of the poison, and devise soms
harmless method by which the fish may be cured. It is also reqaired that
each writer shall send an account of the eff:ct of the poison upon the humin
system, and suggest a trestment for the affected persons. The chief poiot
of interest and importance will, however, be in the ability of the comp.ti-
tors ta pame the large salted fish which is held responsible for the disorder.

Tax Mixp DECEASED.—(One or two cases are now before the the cour's
in Canads, Io which the plaintiffs and thelr friends allege that persons have
been itregularly and illegally sent to and detained in asylums. It is greatly
to be regretted that there should be occasion for such suits in a civiiis:d
country such as ours, and yet it can easily be seen how possible it is tbat
mistakes way be made by relatives of patients, or even by the doctors in
asylums, as to what ccnstitutes intanity. The insane or the barmlessly
demonted are a most helpless class. They have no means by which they
may defend themselves. It is not poscible for the suspected person to clear
bimseif by word or action, as he is not believed to be poisessed of enough
steady sense for his opinions to have weight. There can bz no more fear-
ful thing than for a sane man to be treated as though he were insane, or for
a mao whose bralo is only slightly affected to be watched over and thrown
among actual lunatics. Ia order to prevent the sane and the only partially
insanc from belog detaioed in our asylums, it is suggested that a board of
inspeclors shall pronounce upon the cise of every patient sent for admission.
We coasider that the sugges'ion is a2 good oae, and although at first sight it
would sppear that the appointment of such inzpectors would involve a
heavily increase expend.ture, it 13 probable that the reduction in the num-
ber of cases s2nt ‘) the asylums would save the money in another way,

Yot, if thore ate none who will sacrifico some
of their private affairs for tho public good, how are tho desired reforms $o bo
accomplished? What Halifax nceds is o have eeated around the alder-
manic board equare men with good business and exccative ability—no
matter from what ranks thoy may come, Tho question that tho votors have
to solve is how to induce such men to serve. In some of the cities of tho
United States the live business men bave, from time to time, stepped in
and gathered up the reins that hung looso. What has been done in cities
acroes tho line can be done in Halifsx if tho right men can but be induced
to step into tho breach. Uatil this is accomplished, sll the privato meetings
hold at a leadiog hotel, followed by public meotings at the Lycoum or else-
where, caonot result in any advanco towards the ostonsible object of civic
reform, though they may aid in forwardiog the desires of the bumptious
persons who promote such * meotings " to obtain prominenco or notoriety,
if not seats at the Council board.

COMMERCIAL,

‘Throughout tho Dominion business in general staple lince, though not
rashing, is in o fairly estisfactory snd bealthy condition. Wholesslers
report that oiders are coming in wore freely from couuiry storekeopers,
which ordors cover a large varioty of lines, Farmers, as they realise on their
produce of various kinds, are purchasiog more liberally, and the present
prospect is encoursging for a fairly brisk fall trade. Fluctustions in values
in most lines have been vory slight and pricos gonerally are well sustsined.
With the exception of a few heavy fiilures, chiefly in the line of boots and
shoes, in the west, trado has experienced no important disturbing influcnces,
and confidence among the commercial community is steadily sirengthening,
Banks and other financial institutions show more willingness to make loans
on ressonable torms than theydid. Collections are reported somowhat better
then they were a few weeks ago, and the situation shows, on the wholo,
a gradusl but steady improvement.

WeekLy Fisanciar Review or Hexry Crsws axp Co., New Yonk,
October 21, 1893,—* Still the Senate debste drsgs its weary course, snd
still Wall Street as wearily waits for its conclusion.

into its acknowledged bankruptcy had it not been for these drains upon its
business.

The Union Pacific is by no means the only one of our railroad corpora-
tions that has setiously suffered from this cause, and there is too much rcazon
to fear thet, if the silver question wero allowed to remsin much longer un-
eettled, other embarrassments may not unlikely result. The sigos at Wash-
ington bowever are now looking brighter, and we may be permitted to hope

that the doadly incubus of susponded legislation will soon be removed from
the businers and the credit of the country. The peopls are so positively
incredulous that the Senate will dare to porsist much longer in distegarding
their unmistakably cxpressed will, that their attitude is one of impatient
waiting rather than despondency , nor is it supposed that, cven were tho re-
pesl measure to fail of adoption in tho Upper House, such dofeat would
amount to anything more than a transient postponement of success. In no

Labor is boing cotrespoudiogiy called into moro reguler
omployment snd the purchasiog power of the working millions is theroby
being incressed. The locreasing supply of produc s has not sufliced lo fil
the vacuum ceused by deplet:d stocks, and, as a rule, prices of commoditics
are consequontly woll sustained, Tsken ssa whole, the commercial situstion
is such that, in case of the pasaage of silver ropeal, there could hardly fail to
bo a marked revival of trade and a large return towards genersl normal
conditions. Considering that sll the present indications point to the eatly
forcing of a vote on silver ropeal it will therofore be appirent how nesr we
may possibly be to o general revival of businese.

Monetsry movemonts continue in th.« direction of an easo aalculated to
stimulato any reviving tendency that may sriso in business. Throughout
the entire country, mounoy is acciasible to sound borrowers. At this centre,
tho reserves of the banks have rison to figures rarely touched at this season
of tho year ; and although this is an ovidonce of business depression yot it
may at any moment becomo tho ciuse of its revival. The course of our
foreign trade is 80 largely iu favor of this country as to noutralizs the late
uneisiness as to whether we might not find it necessary to relurn some of
the gold lalely imported from Europe. Upon the who'e, therefore, present
conditions are, in our viow, suggestive of an early rocovery from the effocts
remaining from the late depression.

Minive Ourtrook.—There is really nothing now of importancoe ia the
mining situation to report this wock. It is almost impossible to obtain
reliable mining news from the gold districts, 33 managors have neither the
timo nor inclivation 10 report progress, and in spite of all our efforts to
obtain reliable corre: pondente in the numerouvs mining camps wo bavo failed,
wsioly because the many kind friends who havo interested themselves in
our behslf consider that it is not worth while wriling unless something very
important has occurred. Hore we think they aro in errar as a postal cird
exch week from every mine in the Province, giving a s'ight account of the
work done, character of quartz being raised, depth of shaft being sunk,
results of crusbings, otc., etc., would fill our columrs with live news and
Lo sn index of the really large business dono in gold mining.

MippLe River Arruviat Gorp Minixg Cosraxy, Ltv.—Capt. J. A.
Watt has been testing the alluvial gold deposits of tho Middlo River, Vic-
toria County, C. B., with tho assistance of a sub-marine diver at a point
some sixteen miles above Biddeck. Here, under 10 feet of wator, the
diver worked through 10 feet of gravel and on resching the bed rock found
pay gold in tho small amount of alluvial that wss washed. Having proved
tho presenco of gold in paying quantities the Captain is now forming the
Middle River Alluvial Gold Mining Company with a capital of £5,000
divided into 3,000 shares of $1.00 oach, 50 per cent. to bo paid up The
cataract where the gold is supposed to bo deposited is sixteen milez from
Baddeck, here a basin at the foot of a clift, somo 75 feet in diameter with
ton to twelve feet of water and about tho same depth of gravel, has beon
found to contain gold, and the precious metal is found in and above the
caiaract. To test this deposit the company bas been formed acd a sub-
marine diver will be employed to fully explore it. Then the river will be
dammed, the water flumed and the bo:tom expesed. A steam pump of
grest povwer is now being put in to koep the river water, which may flow
in through the porous bed rock, down. Tho gravel will then be removed to
the bed rock and washed for the precious metal which is also found in tho
inequalitics of the bed rock. The old river beds will ulso bo worked. The
Captain claims that the gold comes from tho talcoso slate that lines the
nver and its headwaters.  This is loosened by the frost of winter and spring
and washed down with tho spring freshets the gold contents being deposited
at favorable points vlong the strcam. Ina desultors way go!d has boen
washed for years in the Middle River, but until the present time no syste-
matic work has been dono. Cspt. Watt is now geing into tho matter in a
business liko way, and there is overy reason to boliove that his enorgy and
enterpriso will be rewarded by rich roturns,

“ SPECIMEN STONES.”

Before the existence of * specimen stones’ becomes, through the drain
of them to America, a thing of tho past for us, observes the Pall Mall
Budget, it may bo well to say a fow words about things which vory few
persons have ever seen, and honceforward have little chance of seoing.

The word * specimen stono’ explains that it is a gom of the utmost
perfoction, but fow know how rare and precious it is, and how little it
diffors to tho oye of any but an oxpert from an ordinary oxample of its
kind.

Specimen atones are masculino luxuries.

They aro nover sot, because oven tho most delicite solting might hide
defects which wonld make them compasratively valucloss.

Tho desire to possesa thom constitutes tho last infirmity of noblomon,
for pot only arc they the most concentrated pessible form of property, but
the appreciation of thom is a most exclusive form of culture.

1t may scem strango, bat it is true, that thero are probably not 50 per-
sons in England who can toll a diamond worth £100 3 carat from ono
worth £25, and of those 50 not a dozen aro jowollers.

Tho trade in specimen stones is wholly in tho hands of four or five great
firms, and minor dealers who have 1.0 custom for this clas: know almost as
littlo about them as tho laity. Thoy have no opportusiiy for the necessary
training.

It tgkos yoars of practice, with such ratily of opportunity as the market
aflords, to train tho eye to rccoguizs oxactly the orthordox color of a ruby,
cmersld or eapphire, and to distisguish a brilliant of the purest water from
an ordipary * fino stono* demands a delicacy of vis'on which most persons

cou d never acquiro

99 per cont. of those worn by oven rich poople.

* Fioo stones,’ being of thrico tho value, aro only to bo seen on tho
poreons of those who are fastidious as woll as rich, for though a commonly
good judgo can detect the difforence at onco, thoro is too great a temptation
with most women to put conepicuous quantity before unconspicuaous quality

stones.’

TREATMENT OF SULPHIS-ES AT BROKEN HILL, N, 8,1V,

In his sewmi-annual roport, prosonted. July :!7th. Manager Howell die-
cusses tho voxed subjoct of tho treatment of su.vhides, He says that the
present exporiments and researches are to find, if possible, some choaper and
yet offeclive mothed «f troating tho ores undor oxistiog conditions at the
mino. Tho ozos aro complex in charecter, and tho lead, zine, iron, copper,
sulphurand silver, the principal compcnents, are so vory intimately associated
tbat thoy may bo considered to & grost oxtent as chemically combined, and
no one direct treatment, like smelling, can break up this combination and
lib rate tho valuable metals. The principal mincrals, however, combine in
vory varying proportions in tho ssme oro, and in any small picco of the
ordinary sulphides the eye can detect partic'es of lerd and zine having ro-
sp2ctively thoir own natural crystalline form, whilo side by sido with these
can bo seen particles of the two mioerals blended together in apparently
chiemical combination. Unfortunately, all the combinations cirry nearly
cqual proportions of silver, so that a scparation of the zinc and lesd by any
mechanical process leaves us with all tho separated products valusble 1n
silvor. The experiments so far have beon to ascertain to what oxtont con-
centration can be applied to the separation of the minerals, with a viow of
making ono product high in lead and sufficient’y low in zinc to b a good
smeltiog material, loaving the other principal products which would be high
in zinc and silica to bo treated by some less expensive process for the re-
covery of tho eilver they contain. There have so far beon put through the
oxporimental plant about 300 tons of the different kinds of sulpbides. Tha
results as far as tho concentration of a portion of the whole into a praduct
high in .cad and sufficiontly low in zinc to make a good smolting material is
concorned has proved satsfactory. From 24 percent. to 31 percont. of a
concentracted materisl has been obtained, carrying over 60 percent. lead,
containing from 20 to 34 oz of silver, and fiom 7 to 9 porcent. of zinc per
ton, according to the varying contents of the above minerals in the crude
ores. The great bulk of the remainder is a product high in zine, silica and
garnet, and cantaining fron 7 to 12 cz. of silver to the ton. This material
18 now being treated by a dusulphurizing and chloridizing rossting in revolv-
ing cylinder furnaces for tho purpese of chloridizing the silver, to be sul-
sequently extracled by hyposulphate of soda leaching. It is woll known
that this mothed is one of tho cbeapost by which silver can bo oxtracted
from its ores, and tho imporlent part of the operstion is the chloridizing of
tho silver, for by the loaching process tho combination of silver and cblorine
(chloride of silver) is the ouly one that can be successfu'ly troated. It is
difficult to chioridize tho silver contained io a donse zinc blendoe to a high
percentage, and so far results have been varisblo on the highly zinciferous
tailings, but mixed with about ouve third of low-grade silicious ores, the
percontago of tho silver chloridized was bigh and the results very favorable.
Further experiments in this direction will bs made. So far experiments
with concentrating tho sulphides havo established two important facts ; one
is, that tho concentrates obtained from the crude ore will pay for tho cost of
wining, crashing, concentratiog and smelting, and leavo & very fair protit
without taking into account anything that may bo mada out of the rosidue
or tailings. Tho othor fact is, that with these high-lead concentrates thero
is no foir of a ecarcity of load flaxing ores for the successful treatment of ail
the keolin and other semi-dry ores in tho mire. The treatmeat of tho ores
by these methods will Jeave the great bulk of the zicc in tbe tailings in a
concentrated form, to bo afterward treated if it should bo found that the
oxtraction of zinc could bo made profitable.

THE DEEP BORINGS ON THE WITWATERSRAND.

The result of the borings on the Rand-Victoria mines in the Witwalors.
rand districts, Transvaal, aro full of intercst of an uncommon kind. It
proves the permaneccy of the bankot beds, predicted by Hamilton Smith, Jr.,
and other engineors, avd throws light on the geological constraction of the
bankets ; it has an important boaring upon tho politico-cconomic question
as to tho futurs supply of gold, and, fivally, it does high creditto an Amon-
can diamond drill. Inour issuo of August 25th we chronicled the fact that the
deep borings on Tracoy & Beatiy's c'aim, 4,000 ft. distant from the outcrop
of tho main roef, had patsed through tho south beds of the main reof series
at a dopth of ovor 2,300 ft.

BRITISH NORTH AMERICA.
(Oomeluded.)

Limonite.— Canadisn Liwonites bavo a geological range over the upper
silurisn and lowor carboniferous, Tho ores ususlly occur in veins. As a
general rule this is evidently the alteration of ankerito or other in situ ores,
and unlike the bog iron ores limonitos contain very little organic mattsr,
Goographically their range—as far 88 any deposits of technical or economic
importance sro concerned—is confined to the Maritima Pcovinces, and as
such they are suitably alluded to in ‘' Several Horizons of Iron Oro in
Nova Scotis.”

Bog Iron Ores —The Bog iron ores of Canada are among the youngest
ores of iron upon the Americso Continent. At times pulverulent, such ag
ochres, more valusble as a pigment than for smelticg and at other times in
concretionary pieces scattored through the sail or in continuoas layers vary-
ing from several inches to 8 feot in thickness, these ores are practically
vestricted in geographical and geologicsl range to tha alluvisl of tke Citholic
Province of Quebec. There is a dictinet opening for thass ochres as a pig-
ment, snd from this point of viow the pulveraleut are at present of distincuiy
greater cconomic valae than the concretirnary depasits.

This is a sweeping statemont, and if it be
proven true is worthy the considerativn of every woman who would make
tho most of Lier dross a.luwance and set off her personal charms to the best
advantage. Mrs. Russoll also declarcs that no woman, young or old, should
wear black , it deopons the shadows 1n the face and, ob wornb'e thought!
makes onv lvok o d.  Now it appears to me that a large number of peoplo
have an idea that black is universally becoming. Mrs. Kussell opines that
it is popular with many because it ev effectually conceals tho dirt.  Qf course
in Halifax wo bave to have some c othes that will not mmmedit ioly show
traces of the soot and smoke with which we must more or less co:te 1n con-
tact, but if wo take Mrs. Russell’s advice we will not wear black,

One of the bost rules, says Mrs. Russell, is to ma‘ch the color of tho hair
for streot gowns, of the eyes for houso drcsses and tea gowos, nd of the
gkin fur ovening dresses. For instance a8 woman with a yeJdow skin 2annot
afford to wear blue, but will find herself kezonungly dressed if she soleots
some of the yellow whites or yellow pinks. Any color one has i3 height-
ened by adding wore of that culor, blue eyes are b'uer if the ownor ba
dressed in bue, only the dress must not be bluer than the eye¢s, which
sbould furn tho brightest point in the who'e cifect. Those who are the
fortupate possessors of beautiful teeth do wel’ . v wear white, but not purer
white than the color of the teoth, There are but three primsry co'ors, red,
blue snd yel ow, and no one should woear co’or that 1s brighter thao the red.
blue or yelluw tones that nature Las given her. Says Mrs, Russell, * never
wear a color you can givo 8 namo to—or match 1o a ehop,” A color to
which you can give a nameo i3 too Dpear a primary color. Mrs. Russell
approves of soft, light, preity house dresses, and also constders them econ.
omical since they can be made of inexpensive matenal and sive the street
dresses. She cunsiders dresses formed of contrasting co ors vu'gar, since
the taste which seclecte decidéd contrast in colors is ciude indeed. In
general she thinks purples and greens very trying and should be avoided
by almo:t everyono. Green can bo worn by stout women with plooty of
color, or by wumen with grecen eyes. (How many will vcknowledge that
there is green in their eyes.)
