were blessed to the ingathering of sonie,
ýlu January, 1884, we held two weeks

VOLUNTECER CAP

The camp assembled this year on
the Ga«iTrison Common.

The tent was
well supplied with papiers and periodi-
cals. and the meetings were well at-
tended - We received evidence of good
results at the time. and within.the past
few weeks have learned of more friit
from the good seed sown.

EXHIBITION.
The work during the recent Exhibi-

tion was more succeàsful than during
any previous year. Our difficulty was,
not to sustain meetings, but to, restrain
themn. Ilour after hour the tent was
crowded with listeners; and God neyer
left us without a band of helpers to tes-
tify for Him.

WORKER5' SOCIAL GATHERINGS.

These have been held monthly, and
have been seasons of much spiritual as
well as social profit. The workrers have,
at these gatherings, been encouraged
and stimulated; new workers enlisted,

i and better methods of work have been
suggested and discussed.

LECTURES AND CLASSES
In accordance with a resolution adopted
by the Board, the paidi Lecture Course
bas been abandoned. The work of the
Conimittee bas therefore been prosecu-
ted less pret6ntiously than in former
years; but perhaps noue the less satis-
factorily on Chat accô'unt.

The Members Course proved a thor-
oughly good one and thù attendance

er satisfactory. There were in ail
9 Lectures delivered <with one exception>
by friends resident ir. Toronto.

CLAssEs.
It cannot be claimed that the work of
the classes has been eatisfactory. The
attendance bas been generaily smali
and fiuctuating,and it is an open ques-
tion wbether tirne or attention should
be devoted to thiEs work.

The cire.le formed last year bas been a
boon to many of the Young Men, a good-
ly number of whom have taken an
active .interest in the reading and
course of study prescribed.

EMTILOYMEI\T.
The past year bas been inarked by an

unusually large number of applicants
for employmnent, and it may safely be
said that two-thirds were young men
without any real qualifications for sucli
employment as Canada offers.

Notwithstanding the scanty 0f 1 abor
and the uinfitness of the majority of ap-
plicants the Committee was enabled
to place a few of the more promising in
permanent positions, while a large num-

ber of teinporary situations have been
seeured.

Beyond the help thus rendered, words
of cheer aud counsel have been spoken,
and we have reason to believe that
permnetit spiritual benefits bave re-
sulted from such intercourge wîth these
'Young Straugers.

MEMBERSHIP.
WhiX the inembersbip, list does not

p'resent sucb an array of names as in

Somne former years,. the Committee is
lqd to blievo that at no previc'us date
%vas there a more thorough'iwôrking
mimersip. At the samne time it can-.nobut be deired, tbat the list s'houId
increase, and working,,as , ihe asca
tion does, for the spfrtUual Welfàire
of Young Men. that increase sbould
corne from the ranks of the Christiàn
Young Men of Toronto. A Suàtaining
Membership plan bas been adopted, and
it is expected will be vigorously carried
out by the new omtee

BOARDING HOUSE.
No departruent of the work has been

more largely owned of God than that
among the young men ln boarding
bouses. Tehe (Jommittee bas -neyer
lacked its fuli' nnmber of earniest, de-
voted workers: and it is.with devout;

explain that for the past three years it
bas been our custom to prepare a pack-
age of literature specially printed for
the purpose of distribution among
young men in boarding bouses. It con-
tains a New Year's card-copy of
BULLETIN; for that date--a small book-
and such special matter as migbt be*
thougbt best. The whole is placed in a
large envelope neatly printed. We
bave received evidences of blessing re-
sulting from readiug the papers dis-
tributed last New Year's Day.

IRECEPTION.
The Workers of this committee have

been ini attendanceeach eveniuge to re-
ceive strangers sud welcome thema tg
our Rooms. The work "bas been re-
gularly carried on, aud niany testi-
monies bave been given as to, the faith-
fulness of those on the committee.



BOYS.
This branch bas been carried on with

many visible tokens of blesssing. The
efforts mnade by the Committee to in-
terest and benefit the Boys, bave been
successful in mairitaining a good aver-
age attendance at the weekly meetings,
and above ail, the teaching bas been
owned of God, and several of the lads
have been convcrted. If our facilities
for work were greater, we feel certain
that an extensive and permanent worlr
for the welfare of the IBoys of Toronto
could be accomplit;hed. We are grate-
fui for the facilities we bave, and re-
joice in the tokens of blessing vouch-
safed

Durint; the year a Course of lectures
was delivered. and these were largely
attended by the Boys, who evidently
appreciated the services rendered by
the lecturers.

THE LIBRARY AND READIN[G
ROOMS.

The Library remainas in much the samne
condition as last year. No purchases
bave been miade and oniy sixteen vol-
umes have been clonated. In fact, since
the openîng of the Public Library there
bas been a marked decrease iu the num-
ber of books issued. It isïtiggested that
any future outlay belargely confined to
the purchase of standard books of ref-
erence, and these, as a rule, to bear more
specially upon Bible study.

Rooms.
The Parlor, and Free Reading-room

are used to a'much greater extent than
in former years. Since the opeuing of
the Free Library there bas been a
marked decrease in the number of Ilpro-
.fessional vi8itors"; but those we nîost
aim. to reach and benefit, bave availed
theniselves more readily of our invita-
tions since the disappearance of the
class referred to.

We have added several English and
American agýazins of a hieher class
than those, eetfore received, and
these additions have been much appre-
ciate*d.

INVITATION.
This Comnmittee bas been used of God

in leading inany Young Men to our
meetings. The interest in the worlr bas
been unabated, and during the heat of
Summer or the cold of Winter, the
workers have been found at the street
corners, or vi8iting the Hotels with In-
vitation Slips.

Many changes have occurred, but no
soonsi' bas one worker been called
from the city, than another bas been
raised up of God, and the work bas not
aTie rncipa1l Uotels.bave been visited

weely, and over 6000 Invitation cards
distributed.

In the street corner "invitation work"l
7C,000 invitations have been distributed.
and fromn testimonies received in the
meetings from time to time, wo know
they bave brought forth fruit.

\TISITING.
This Committne, orgaaized to visit

Young Mien l., ing sick in Boarding
Houses, or at the Rospital.lias,whonever
called upon,readuly respoi. ..ed. About 60
visits have been to different cases, and
the committee bas reason to believe
that the vîsits of its members have been
appreciated and blessed.

RAlL WAY.
Early in the year this Committee was

compelled to effert material changes in
the work. A newv Secretary, Mr. W. 0.
Jex, was engaged in .January, and the
work since that time bas favorably pro-
gressed. The workc bas been concen-
trated more upon the men moving
along the line, and the Oommittee feels
convinced that this is the legitimate
work assigned them. The Canada Pa-
cificRailway Company havingorgalized
a work principally among their own em-
ployees, at the West End, this Oom-
mittee bas, through its Secretary, con-
fined its oporations to the centre of the
city, and to the new railway centre at
York. At the latter point a tent-was

I.
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erected, which for three monthe was
used, as a reading tý%Dt and place for
holding Sunday services.

York ie situated about six miles from
Toronto, but the'G. T. R. company kind.
ly provided foi- conveyin gour workers
to and fro, each Sunday afternoon.

The work now being done je of a

thoroughly practical nature, and its
effecte are being seeneach weelr.

WÂTERSIDE.
This Committee has assigned to it the

work of visiting the vessels in the bar-
bor, and of tract distribution along the
wbarves. It's w'ork is that of seed sow-
and witness bearing, more than of reap-
îng. %iht members have engaged in
this wor., visiting the vessels on Sun-
day morninge, giving tracts on board
of eacb, and on many occasions getting
the men to join in listening to a portio
of God's Word. Theýworkers fid that
the offering of tracts by the road-side
often ope ns opportunities of' preaching
the Lord Jesus Christ to fellow sinnere
who are not reached in other ways.

About 20,000- traêtâ and band.biîls
bave been distributed, and between 400
and 500 visite have been-paid to vessels.
Several French Gospels have also been
given away. Some of the workers, have
helped Bey. J. Salmnon on Sunday after-

roons, wheni ho has been preaching to I
to the crowds resorting to the Island.

DEAF MUTES.
Great encoura~gement bas been ex-

perienced in the endeavors to be of
service to tiiis affiicted class. The work
je peculiar. and a great amount of
patience and wisdom. je needed, as the
Committee bas to deal with them ini
their business and social relations, in
smoothing over difficulties and making
explanations where they are unable to
grasp clearly, except in sigzi language.
Their appreciation bas been marked by
prsoràl an tagbe expressions of
grtitude, and by regularat tendance at

the services for worship wbich have
been held without omission during the
year. Raroly lees than 20 have been
present, white sometimes 35 have ga.
thered. 0f the direct ýspiritual resuits
it je impossible to speak with as much
definitenees as is -possible ini some other
branchesý of work; but the reverence
always shewn, and the close attention
given, encourages us to think that the
work je being blessed.

A collection je taken up at each meet-
ing, and from this fund the clasa has
appropriated $40 toward the Building
Fund of the Association.

OmINESE
The work among the Ohinese bas been

faithfully and energetically prosecuted
by the Brother who has for the past
few years made this, hie speciai field of
labor. None but those who have aided
in the work can form, a conception of
the many difficulties which continually
corne up, but the Lord has helped in
every case, and the clase bas been most
succeseful. Nearly every Chinamen in
the City bas been led to, the meetings,
and at trnes (with but one or two ex-
ceptions> all have gathered on the Sab-
bath afternoon in our Class Room. to
receive instruction.

ITALIÂNS.
The Leader of the Ohinese Olase was

Ledl to take an intereet in the larie num-
ber of Italians arriving in our City dur-
ing the past 2 years. The majority of
these are Younig Men, and coming to, a
city where few if ay~ teir country
men had settled tey ýWere entrl
without friende to counsel or help. See-
ing theïr need-of some kind hand 'being
eïtendedtheBrother referred'to at o nce



organized a class, and sect4red a band
of »workers who met 3 times each week
and once on Sunday, ta teach, and help
in any other way ta benefit them. We
are, leased ta, know that the laborbas
ft bee iin vain.

Aiâl the expenses of the Ohinese and
Italian Classes have been met by the
Léader.

OUR PUBLICATIONS.

THE SHAFTESBURY HALL WEEKLY
BULLETIN bas proved-of much service ta
the wark. In fact it bas3 become an in-
deepeneible adjunet ta aur work. The
edition bas been inoreased several times.
We now publish 2,500 weekly. The cost
is-about $8Sper week. Né part of this
fa.lls upon the Association, as it le Sup,

oarted entirely by voluntary contri-
butions froyn friencis in ail parts of the

land. The Secretary bas received-many
evidences of the good band of our God
upon it, bath in the matter of fu nde pro-
vîded and of saule led ta Christ through
reading it.

"OUR Boys"
was inàtituted two years ago-by one of
aur members, wha for one year defrayed
the expense of publication. During the
V .t, year it bas been. supported by t~he
