| since by the generally prevailing plan
inearly all the work is manual hand
labor, which is often very scarce at the
s proper seavon,  The old  established
: plan of a garden is a square plot vary-
i ing from six to cight rods on the sides,
with regularly Iaid out walks and square
plots garnished with rows of currant
. bushes along the principal walks, which
i divide the garden into small beds that
tcan only be cultivated with the spade
! or hoe, an operation that requires much
time and lahor, when, if the same
quantity of kand were laid out along the
side of a ten acre field, a boy with a
team and plow could turn it over ten
inches deep in as many minutes as it
would take days in the small garden
|l plot, and the work be more thorough
by the plow than the spade.  Everyvone
knows how work hurries in spring and
fall, and how the digging of the garden
can be done only imperfectly and at
odd times and often when the land js
not in the best condition to work, which
mast iujure the succeeding crop which
will certainly be the case if the land be
wrought when it is wet, which is often
unavoidable wnder the system or re-
main undone till too late. In some

instances, for economy sake, a few plum
or cherry trees are planted in the
vegetable garden, which is all right for
J the trees, but all wrong for the garden

crop since the trees will shade the
ground so as to prevent dews and
showers from getting to the ground,
and, leaving this aside, a full crop of
vegetables cannot be grown at the same
time.

To render a permanent garden en-
closure profitable and satisfactory to
the farmer, the old-fashioned arrange-
ment can be modified by laying out the
ground in a way something in this way:
Make the garden as longas convenient,
say ten rods, at least so as to make it
convenient to work with a horse, and
lay out one or two permanent roads
wide enough for a wagoy the whole
length so that manure may be hauled
on without tramping the cultivated
ground, and if a gate, or pemel of miov-
able fence, be at each end so that the
wagon can enter at one end and go out
at the other alt the better. A row of
currant bushes or other small fruit can
be planted along the road allonance,
and the tilled part be cultivated with a
H horse both in preparing the ground and
after cultivation, if the sowing and
planting be Jone in drills as it should
be, when very little hand labor will be
needed.

For the CaN. FARMER ¢
Weed Seeds In the Stubble.

Rich land, like a fertile brain, will
not lie idle, but will always produce
something useful either for itself or the
owner. By the natural laws of creation
the surface of our globe is continually
undergoing change of its elemems into
organized life, which produces and re-
produces itself; and it is the province of
the farmer to guide those changes so as
to raise the original clements into a
higber sphere by converting thum into
animal organisims; in other words, by
training the dead elements of soil into
components of plants that will furnish
food for man and beast, by destroying
weeds and encouraging uscful plants.
A weed has been truly called a plamt
out of place. In 2 state of nature with-
out man weeds could not exist, sinc.
all vegetable Life serves one end that is
to use and replace the clements of soil
as well as to scize the clements floating
in air and return themto the soil. Rut
it is our duty to direct these natural
changes so as to produce plants for
food instead of those that arc not
palatable and nutritious, as it takes as
much natural force and clements to
grow a crop of weedsas a crop of food.
The farmer must discourage the ono
and foster the other, plant and cultivate
the grain and grasses and extirpate the
weeds. The last can be done on the
fields by getting the weed seeds togrow
and then turning them under to add
vegetable matter to the soil, which, by
a little extra labor, can he done in
stubble fields in the fall by the free use
of the gang plow and harrow. He, who
can get & good green crop on his

So much said for the weeds, let us
isee how we can make them best serve
our purpose, for it 15 with us as it was
with the hngry traveller when other
finits foil welcome haws.  The great
bulk of weed seeds ripen abiout or soon
after harvest, and by the use of the
reaper and horse rake the seeds areshed
and scattered.  If allowed 10 lic on the
surface very many may not sprout, but
are plowed under to be i place to start
in next year’s crop, and struggle with
the grain for a share of its food, and,
as they are mostly of low growth, take
more nourishment from the soil than
grairt or grass. Annual weeds are easily
managed by gang plowing and making,
a fine seed bed soon after barvest; all
or neardy all the weeds will make a good.
growth before it will be time to do the
fall plowing. When the ground and
weather are dry success may be attain-
ed by harrowing after the gang plow and
rolling.  Where clover seed can be got
a good plan is to sow a Jight cast with
the grain in spring, which will givea
good crop to turn under and will shade
to death many other weeds,

Thistles.

Some of the farmers of New York
have iestructed one of our contemp-
orarys as follows :

“I'he surest way to successfully fight
the Canada thistle was to tackle it on
its first appearance, and not allow a
single stalk to exist an hour after being
dlscovcrgd. When they suddenly re-
appear, as they will sometimes In large
numbers, cut them off close to the
ground, and just before a rain fill the
hollows of the stalks with salt, and one
dos¢ will be cnough,  Afterwards dig
or plow up the ground theroughly and
remove every particle of the stalk and
root, for bear it in mind that a piece no
bigger than a finger-nail will produce a
shoot, and if this be let alone for a
couple of years it will increase fearfully,
and will a hundred times over add to
the labor of their extirpation. Last fall
we noticed halfa-dozen stalks in our
garden, the sceds of which were doubt-
less brought in the hay purchased from
up the country ; but they were prompt-
1y cut off before the seed matured, the

T T —

statks filled with salt as recommended,
and thus far we can see no signs of any
pottion of them having escaped.”

Advnntnge?f a Loose Soil,

That a luose soil is protection against
ordinary drowth has been repeatedly
proven. Buing a non-conductor of heat
it acts as u muleh and keeps the soil
damp and the roots cool ; whereas, the
hard, unplowed land 15 a good con-
ductor and affords no resistance to the
aceess of the injurious heat of the sun,
Dew in abundance is very valuable to
young plants, and its formation ix facil-
itated by stirring the soil.  I€ any
farmer will observe in the morning in
his flower or kitchen garden, he will see’
that dew is often abundantly formed
upon the loosely cultivated beds, while
it is totally absent in the hard walks,
and this is just what happens on a
much larger scale in the fields.  More-
over, when the formation of the dew is
s0 great as to be everywhere, that upon
the loosesoil is acsorbed and carried to
the roots of the plants, while that upon
the hard soil is quickly evaporated and
lost.— LPlanter's Journal.

Examine the newly threshed whest
after it has been put in the bins for a
few wecks, and if damp or heating it
should be run through a fanning mill
to cool and air it; or it should be
spread on a barn floor and shoveled
over occasionally. A good way to ex-
amine wheat in bins is to have a stick

length down into the grain; by pulling
it up and feeling it with the bare hand,
any heat can at once he detected.

‘The American Cultivator says: ‘There
is a growing disposition among fruit
growers to believe that pine trees are
mived through an orchard it will have
a beneficial influence in driving away
the moth of many of the destructive
insects which prey upon apples and
apple trees. It is supposed to be strong
effiuvia issuing from the turpentine of
the pine. Others contend that the pine,
in all its varictics, throws off in the
grove constantly in cold weather a large
amount of warmth or caloric, which
has a favorable influence on surround-
trees during our lohg and severe
winters,  In fact it is contended by
some scientific authorities that alt live’
trees have this influchee, besides the!
protection which they impart as wind-
breaks, It is claimed by medical’
«riters that the influence of the turpen-
tine in pine groves is highly beneficial,
to the health of the human race, as well
as to animals which dwellin well-venti!l
ated pine gloves.

It is stated that one bushel of
apples will yield about six pounds of
driced fruit, which will sell at, say 12c
per pound ; thus each bushel of apples
will sell when dried for 72¢. - Counting
the expenses of drying to be rre per
bushel, there is 2 net sum of 61¢ per
bushel for the “seconds.”

Off 42 trees of
Grevnings, 9 years planted, he pncked
17 barrels of apples, and had not two
barrels of culls mn the lot; while on
trees of the same age not sprayed, fully
two-thirds were “seconds.”  Doces any-
one want a ciearer testimony to the
benefit of spraying trees than that?
Says one man, I shall be poisoned
cating the fruit™ What! with one
ounce of Paris green in ten gallons of
water, so spryed that an infinitesimal
amount rests upon cach apple, and
cach apple washed with rains for two
or three months before you cat it!
One danger must be pointed out, and
that is to cattle or horses pasturing in
the orchard.  Care must of course be
taken 1o keep them at a safe distance
from such dangerous seasoning of their
food.

blemish. ‘The most trifling wart or
splint, no matter how small or where
placed, is a deviation from health, and
would make a horse unfit to be warrant-
ed. The reader may imagine how
difficult it is to distingwish soundness
from unsourdness and, under such cir-
cumstances, w¢ consider a middle
course the most advisabie, and though
there must be some outstanding points,

Preserving Vegetable Roots.

Few pursony, except market garden-
ers, understand the hest method of
keeping vegetables through the winter.
It is a leading bre rch of the business
of these to supply at all times these
vegetables, which, as the winter ad-
vances command  increasing  prices.
They can afford, by the extent of the
crops they raise, to provide suitable
buildings, or rather cellars, to keep
these crops, and have a sufficient supply
at all times to meet the market demand
and vealize the high prices which are
wsually commanded late in the winter
and early in the spring.  But the small
growers of these vegetables, though
many in number, cannot incur the ex-
pense of providing structures in which
o preserve these roots for their own
wse, and have, therefore, to shift the
best way they can in feeding out the
roots 10 their limited herds of cattle.
Heat and maisture are the two agents
which, more than others, are hurtful to
wegetable roots in general. Keep them
dry and as near the freezing point as
possible, without positively freezing,

But, as a rule, we regard the keeping
of the vegetables buried, or protected,
vut-of-duurs, to be preferred to any

ther method.  Turnips of all kinds,

cclery, cabbage, carrots cte,, by being
carefully buricd, not very deep yet
sufiiciently so to protect them from the
rains and consequent freeszing, wil. be
longest preserved.  Celery, cabbage,
carrots, cte,, are not injured by what
may be called dry freesing 2 in fact, we
consider celery to be benefitted by it
It must be understood, however, that
no roots should be buried in large
bodies, because they will of themselves
produce heat, and, as a matter of
course, decay.  Better to be placed in
small heaps, or in 1ows or ridges,
covered with straw or cornfodder, with
apertures leading to the bady of them,
stuffed with straw, which will adont of
cvaporction and naturally of the eseape
of the heated, or more properly of the
impure air.  We have found, however,
by repeated trials that by covering
these bodies of vegetables with boards,
50 placed as to shed the water, and the
whole on an inclined surface thus pre-
serving the vegetables in a dvy condi-
tion, they will be protected against de-
caying better than in any other way,
We have kept celery and cabbage to
the first of April in a good state.

On some farms the cellars under-
ncath dwellings, which are gencrally
the extent of the building, arc used for
this purpose; but we do no. recom-
mend them.  From the warmth of
cellars vegetables will soon decay, and
very frequently produce serious alness
as well as causing an offensive odor. Tt
would do no harm, however, to deposit
there a small quantity of some of those
vegetables for imuaediate use in the
carly part of winter ; but all else should
be placed in the open grounds, after
the manuer suggested.

Management of Bees.

Mr. W, I Clark supplies some ex-
cellent suggestions i writing to the
Canadian Stock Raiser’s Journal on
bee management at this season. These
ieny strong broad hints ought to be
heeded by usall. “They apply indeed
widely and well even beyond the bee-
keeping line: -

“In this northern climate, the rush
of the honey harvest is now over. Tt
15 a short, bref scason with us, and
nceds the utmost care to make the
most of it.  One of the best uses to
which bee-keepers can put their first
leisure moments after the rush is past,
will be to recall and record the mis-
takes and failures of the year. We can
all sce some particulars in which the
season caught us napping. We were
not ready with luves full of nmimble
workers, eagerly waiting the summons
to gather honey.  Or we had not a full
supply of hives  wellstocked  with

swarms, or we neglected to start nuele,
so as to have queens ready for any and
cvery emctgeney,  But what need of
multiplying suggestions?  Memory will
furnish eveny bee keeper with reminders
cnough of lost opportunities,  "here is
perhaps no human calling in which so
much depends on taking time by the
forclock as beeheeping, The Poney
harvest is so bricf a period, that a lost
opportunity can hardly be recovered.
It may print a lesson for next year, but
that is all ;5 hence the wisdom of mak-
ing a ree wd of these things,  Every
bod heeper should keep a diary of
o, mations and vxperiences in his apiary,
and whateverer is roted, the mistakes
should be written down, that they may
b corrected next season,  In many re-
speets, apiculture is a valuable school
of character, and not the least in this
that itis constantly giving us lessons on
wise and  prudent fotchought. The
want of this is one of the worst and
most prevalent besetments  of  the
human race.  How many evils and
losses we suffer from this cause 2

we are very glad 10 find that you are
suceessful with the Plymouth Rock ; we
too have Plymouth Rocks and think
them very good fowls, and purpose

R

l breeding them still to sell to farmers or
any ane else that wants them, but our
experience is that Plymoush Rocks take
the place of the barnyard fowl, ‘They
are capable of flying over an eight foot
board fence, overcoming the cock in
the neighboring yard and helping them-
sclves in many other ways that are un-
pleasant  and  unprofitable to  their
owners, ‘They are fair layers, but will
not exceed the Beahmas,  Futcher, the
breed is not yet sufficiently established
to breed true enough to feather to give
much satisfaction to the breeder, for be
he ever so careful in selecting his
breeding stock he can not produce
twenty per cent. of his chicks fit to .-l
as exbibition birds. As a table fowl
they are good, but no better, ifas good,
as the Brahmas, which are generally
acknowledged to be among the best we
have for that purpose.  In fact, we con-
sider the Plymouth Rock to occupy
much the same position to the Brahmas
that the ordinary native cattle do to the
Shorthorn,  But friend Walker, in up-
holdi g the Dark Brahmas, we do not
wish to depreciate the value of any
other fowl, and if you have read the
Favuer for the past two years you
have read more than once from us that
nv one breed was in our cstimation for
excetlence, but that the various breeds
were adapted to the various circum-
stances and tastes of man, and we be-
licve so vet and have no doubt that the
Plymouth Rocks suit your situation
best, but for cggs and table birds if
your runs are limited or if you have re-
gard for confinement within Jimits at
all we believe the Dark Brahma with-
out a peer except its light cousin, which
is in cvery way its cqual, except that its
pl mage is much casier soiled. The
fact that Brahas were among the first
thoroughbred fowls bred in this country
and that they are now shown at our
hest fairs in large numbers and have
besn since our carliest recollection, is
proof that they are among the most
valuable of all known breeds.

out combs at onoe, and got them built mere
rapiddiy and thoy are filled alimost as quickly

with hoticy, preventing the queen from Jay. |
ing many cggs; whereas, if the comba were

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bailt more mtduully by the bees, she would
have a better oppurtunity of placing oggs in
the cells as they ave built. Mr. Jones re-
corded instances where tees had porished,
and on examination fonnd they had nospace
for brooding larger than your hund; in the
best comnbe the old boes died, leaving few
youny onea to replace them, which gradunlly
perished, thers had Leen plenty of stores but
no young bhees. A great muny in purchusing
gu to the hioaviest and think they must bo
the becs, but he profers just cuough stores
and no more.  Theae full foundation shoets
ave all right, but youn must use the extructor
and give the queen romn tolay, If you give
the bees atarters, the beva draw it out wmore
graddually and the gueen can follow and de.
posit cgge, and & queen can monopalizo suf.
ficlent space.  The use of the extrnctor not
only gives you honey hut it pays you to give
the bees suflicivnt space even were you to
throw the honcy awny. ‘To draw ol the
foundation, conumence in the spring aa svon
the boes cotmence capping honey, put foun.
dation into strong colonies with laying
queens, place foundution towanls centre of
hrood, leaving suflicient space to allow hees
to reach young hrood over to foundation
frame; if strong, they will drmw out cowbs
in 24 hours, wlien they shionld e vewoved,
a8 the gueen may deposit cggs in them s if
the becs have started, drive combs in them,
tlis should he cut off.  Strong uuclei arve ex.
cellent to draw out comls, if you start in a
five frame, you draw out two combs first,
say the combs drawn out you exchange for
sealed and hatclung browd in some full cols
ony, placing the lutter in the nuclei 1nd so
on, getting your colonies rvapidly built np
and having combe routy tohive your swaumns
on which ate no danger of Iagging down,
they need only bo stavters, as the bees gen.
erally show great energy in filling them ont
widi mostly worker comli,  This is a decid.
ed mlvantage, as the bces can commence
gathering and the queen laying without de.

Public Grievances.

Farmers of Ontario, our province has
outgrown her pioncer period and con-
ditions which suited our wants half a
century ago arc now cntircly nut of
place. The original corduroy road
and log wheeled truck has heen re-
placed by steel rails and the polishedlo-
comative and the Pulman coach; all
our other surroundirgs have changed in
the ‘same ratio, which demand are
modelling of many of our institutions

\\hlch were called inte cxistence by the
necessitics  of carly  settlement, but
which are at present as much out of
date as one of our old log whecled !
triucks would look if hitched behind an
express train.  During the past twenty-
five years our province mity he dad to
have passed from its construction to its
permanent state, and the public and
private functions are to-day as different
from what they were thiny-five years
ago, as those of Algoma are to ours
now, When effects  difler, causes
should differ accordingly: Canada is
not a Jand of sineeures: they will keep
no officer without a post, ho servant
without employment, no lahorer \\'ith-'
out work and no ten mento do the
work of one, nor five Jdmwes travelling
over the same road, when once will do:
as well.  Our dircumstances have en-
tirely changed and we must change
our machinery to suit them* which is
the gencral opinion, and it is the duty
of every one who intends to make this
great young country his home, to use
his best endeavors to make the necded
changes, cach in his own particular
trade or calling, so that any changes
will be acceptable to all, for what will
benefit one will benefit every incividual
in a country, cither directly or indi-
rectly.  Our legislators are willing and
anxious to do all in their power, but
wish to be advised of the manner or
mcthods most acceptable to their con-
stitucits. and it is our duty to meet,
consult and aid them in the turther-
ance of that end. I take the liberty
tojot down afew ideas soas tocall
out discussion and get the weaders of
the FarMeR 10 aid in formulating the
bast and most accentable plans.

REAUCTION OF COUNTY COUNCILS.

It 15 now unwversally agreed  that
county councils, as at present constitu.
ted, are entircly too numerous for the
work to be done: that the assessinent
law is not cquitable, and that other
changes in the interest of fauners as a
class are needed, which we shall take
up in order, as the nights get longer,
and our people have leisure to read
and discuss.

When during the administration of
the late Sandficld McDonald, the pres-
cnt municipal organization was institu-
ted, we were making great public im.
provements in every county in the Pro-
vinee andZcostly gravel roads, numcr-
ous bridges and other needful improve-
ments, 10 meet the wants of the rapid
settlcment then going on all over the
peninsula. County councils have much
and very important work to do. Each
township had to be represented by one
of its men, who had a personal knowl-
edge of the wants and circumstances of
the people of his municipality, and
good counsel and care had to be used
that each township bore a fair share of

of the public cxpense, and that the

! funds were judluously expended.
thorough and large representation were
then needed as some townships were
not so well improved as others, and
were not so well able to pay as older
settled and more favorably situated
ones.  In those times large representa-
tion was not only allowable bat a
necessity. Now, that state of things
has passed away, our county roads and
bridges have been established, county
buildings crected and all our improve
ments fised with, for Huron at least, a
board of thy xe commissioners appointed
to superintend county bridges and re
port necessary improvements, so that
our large county council; which has
grown laager as its work got less, find
very little to do save testing the merits
of the boarding houses in the county
town,  One would think tha fifty able-
buodied men carrying the Jargest hoads
in the county should have some work
10 do more than the equ: 1 zation of the
assessment roll, but it is not their fault
that there isnot work 1o do,  Circume
staices have changed, and even the re-
vision of the assessment will aot be
needed for the next siv years as the
county judge, in an anpeal case list
summer, has fixed it, so that Huron, for
the next six years our fifty reeves and
deputics will have one public function
to do and that will be to take tenders
for printing the minutes of their pro-
ceedings, but what the lucky printer will
fill his phamphlet with must go hard on
his ingenuty,

Though it is not the most natural
thing in the world for a person to vote
away his own chair,yet very manycounty
councillors admit that their duties in
the county town arc about on a par
with the butcher in a Hindoo city, and
Mr. Mowat is of the same opinion and
asks us to tell him and his colleagues
how the number is to be reduced, and
I, on behalf of the fanmwrs, ask you to
put your wits to work so as to give the
desired information before the next
mecting of the Legislature.  The
Division Granges will give their decis-
sion efore long.

The tables, ten on cach side of the
central aisle, when set for dinner pre-
sented a very handsome and elegant
appearance, glistening with silver and
glass ware, loaded with meat, poultry,
vegetables, cakes frosted and otherwise
and pies and puddings of every variety,
When all was prepared the Master of
Kings Division Grange, who presided
called upen Bro. Oxford, the worthy
Chaplain of the “Maitland” Provincial
Grange to say grace,

Successive hungry detachments at-
tacked the tables, but if, as appeared
to be the case. an effort was belng
wade to carry off all the provisions, the
victory remained with the tables,

Later in the afterngon an attempt
was made to get the people together to
listen to speeches, but whether it was
too cold to get them to keep still, per-
haps because there were no prominent
or popular speakers to attend and ad-
dress them, the crowd kept in continu.
al motion, and but few could hear
all that the most penetrating voice
could have uttered.

. R, H. S, Esq, Master of
“King"” Division Grange,acted as chair-
man.  Afiera few introductory remarks
he called upon the choir, who gave in
excellent  style, * Merry  Greetings.”
W. M. Forsyth, Master of Annapolis
Division Grange was then introduced
and read an able address.  He pro-
ferred the thanks of Annapolis Division
for the handsome mamner in which
they had been treated by the Patrons
of Kings Division, and hoped that the
preseut weuld be the precursor of many
equally enjoyable occasions of the
kind. There is, said he, no profession
more honorable, none more nohle than
that of agriculture, and we should
strive to clevate the standard of our
profession,  socially, intellectually and
morally.

with the understanding.

The worthy  Brother then remarked
upon the small share farmers had in
making e laws and  in governing the
country, compared with what they
should have in view of their numbers,
He said we should thnuw away the old
paity fecling and support the men who
would cvert themselves tothe wtimost o
place the agriculturist on equal footing
at Jeast, with others.  There are farm-

ers who are as tiusty, as honorable and
as well fitted in every way for legisla-
tive and executive positionsas any.

The social feature of the Grange was
then considered and its value and im-
portance chforced, and its culture en-
couraged.  Tn the Dominion Grange
the social sphere is more extended, our
opportunity for forming valued and
valuable friendships enlarged, and in
the Provincial and Dominion Granges,
these opportunitis and advantages are
still further enlarged, and through them
we can form acquaintances with and
receive the benefit to be derived from !
the experience of representative farme-
ers, not only from our own province,
but also eventually from representa.
tive farmers from all parts of this vast
Dominion. ‘Thanks to theart of print. |
ing, what is enjoyed, learned and done
in these representative  assemblies may
be convevedl to cevery Patron in the
land.

Reference was then made to the un-
fortunate impression prevailing as to
the inception of the Grange movement,
that connection with the Order would
insure prasperity  without personal ¢x-
ertion, hut it required something more
than * catching at straws” to accunu-
late weakh,  ‘The prosperous are those
who work with head, hand and all dili-
genve.  The Grange is undoubtedly a
means tawands the accomplishment of
wealth and prosperity if rightly used
if we add to ur own experience, that
of our brothers and work withdiligence
and perseverance,

N. Colenman of Lateville, Kings Co.,
was then called upon. It will be im-
possible in necewanily short notice to
give more than the cream of the pract-

cally uwful purtions of Mr. Coleman’s
address, alosnding os it did in exccl-
lent puints and sentemtions wisdom.
He wished that the countenance which
is said to be anindev to the mind,
would inhis case, and on the present
oceasion, so indicate his thoughts that
his mind might beread by his andi-
ence, without the intervention of slow
words and speaking, at which he did
not clait to be an adept.

M1 Coleman's experience in sall
fruit culture was certainly such as to en.
cournge them to try it. “This summer
he had cultivated two acres of straw-
berries, without assistance, except in
picking.  From this plantation he had
marketed 10,000 quartsof berries, nett-
S cents per quart. It wounld be well if
all farmers felt with this speaker, an
camest love for and pride in their pre.
fession, and the same desire for per-
fection in the theory and practice of
agriculture cvp essed by him,  He had
he said visited Niagara, had scen it in
alt its aspects of beauty, grandeur and
sublimity. He had crossed the occan
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and had seen and enjoyed it in all its




moods; he had travelled in foreign
lands, but there was to him no place
more beautiful, no place in which he
was so happy as in his own ficld.

The speaker concluded with the
loyal wish that should find an ccho in
every heart, that God would  bless our
country and save our Queen,

‘T'he choirs sung, “Whistle and hoe
sing as you go.” ‘I'he W, M.then called
upon Rev. Mr Avery, butit was al-
most impossible to hear any of his re-
marks. He was understood to earnest-
ly urge young men and young women
to stay at home, instead of by their
labor and intelligence adding to the
wealth of a foreign land.

“Spring Jubilee” was then given by
the choir, after which Mr, Tnnes, Man,,
of the Windsor and Annapolis R, R,,
responded to a call from the chair, as
he said, rather as a farmer than a il
way manager. He gave a humorous
account of his experiences upon an up-
land farm, and then referring to the
dissatisfaction expressed by farmers
with the railroad and steamboat facilities
for movinyg their produce, and said the
existing means were quite adequate to
the demands of trade.  As the remarks
of Mr. Inncs on the subject were of
local rather than  general interest they
are not sent for publicationin the Can-
ADIAN Farurr,

The next speaker, Mr. Wm, Miller,
expressed his approval of such gather-
ing, as the presem, which gave agri-
culturists an opportunity of meeting to-
gether atleast once a year.  He expati-
ated upon the adaptibility of the cli-
mate and soil to agricultural pursuits,
and especially to the production of
fruit. He thought that if we had Lon-
don instcad of Halifax to supply we
could raise all that T.ondon would re-
quire. In-the carly days of orcharding
many fearcd that so many orchards
would be planted that fruit would bhe
worth nothing, The contrary, however
was the case, for notwithstanding the
cnormous ygrowth of this industry, fruit
was actually worth more than in the
carly days. The speaker considered
that if onc doliar per harrel could be
realized on apples, clear of expenses,
apple rising would bethe most profit-
able busincss that we could yo into.
Referting 10 the complaint of fanners,
that they had an unfair sharc of the
burdens of taxation imposed upon them
and were not represented as they
should be in legislatures and govern:
ments of the country. Mz, Miller perti-
nently asked them “whose fault is it?”
Every occupation or profession has its
organization to press its claims and in-
sure recognition of its rights. The
Grange was the only organization of
the kind for farmers and it should be
the aim ‘of cvery fanner to be a Patron
of Husbandry.

Fanners have onl y thoinselves to
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blame if they do not obtain their rights
nor should they blame the lawyers for
getting into the legislatures, &e.

Buing obliged to leave in order to
catch the evening train, your reporter
was deprived of the privilege of hearing
the remarks of our Worthy Bro, 1. B,
Newcomb, who is always worth listen-
ingto. We were detained more than
an hourat the station waiting for the
train to convey us homeward, hut the
time did not scem Jong, 1or was it
wasted.  Groups of Patrons discussed
the various topics treated of or suggest-
ed by the speakers of the afternoon,
and going from group to groupthe time
passed quickly, pleasantly and profit-

Isolated Farmers.

Isolated farmers (we mean those who
live at a distance from neighbors) may
now get rid of their barn-yard or mong-
rel fowl stock to the advantage of the
owners.  There are thousands of such
farmers in the interior, who kecp good-
sized flocks of commonfowls, and allow
them therun of the farm the whole
year, outstde of the vegetable or kitchen
garden--the latter being fenced in, in
stead of fencing up the fowls.

Upon such farms the conditions are
superior to those that the mere fancier’s
poultry is sutrounded with, because the
birds have unlimited range, with noth-

‘ing to do but roam and feed, roost and

lay, and get fat.  These are the very
best places in the world to keep fowls in,
and to advantage.

But such farmers, in our enlightened
time, should turn aside from the played-
out old furrow of their ancestors in
fowl-keeping, and get rid of the poor
stuff that may, nowadays, be so often
scen prowling about such farms, inso-
much as it is for the owners’ bestinter-
ests that a change be made for the bet-
ter.

For a few dollars,they may get a good
start with any of the choicer varicties
now heing bred (and advertised i our
columins,) at various points; and they
may take their chaige among the sitting
breeds, such as the Plymouth Rocks,
the Brahmas,the Cochins, the Dortkings,
cte. ‘These fowls will multiply very
rapidiy and the old sorts may bekilled
off, and marketed, mcanwhile.

Tnenceforward they will have littic
trouble in raising sood fowls, annually,
which will find a salcat better frices.
"Then the increase of poultry meat, and

et

the positive increase of eggs, thus pro.
curable -with the same care and cost of
feeding are items not to be forgotten
by the farmer, who will get out of the
old-fogy system, and try our advice.

A Cheap Fowl House.

Size 1ox14 feet, 7 feet highin front,
5 feet at back (12'feet boards cut nice-
ly, no waste).  Sills 334 cak or chest
nut, or some other wood thet will last;
plates 2xq4 pine: board up and down
and batten ; shingle the roof. Put in
at least, 2 good windows an the front,
(from must face south or south-cast).
Iet the window sills down to wit h
2% feet of the floor. Set the sills on
a goud solid foundation ; a stone wall

is best, but a few large stone put in the
right position at corners and centre will
answer. Put a door in each end, which
will help to keep the house cool in
summer. ‘The house can be built by |
any man, who has a handiness with
tools, in two or three days, and will
cost from $15 to $20, exclusive of the
labor of building. This includes two
windows of nine lights cach, roxiz2
glass, H.

Seasonable Hints,

‘The fowl houses should have atten-
tion now. Don't wait till vou find the
cold fall winds driving through the reof,
nor leave the chiks roosting in the
apple trees because of the lack of a
proper house. Chink and batten up
the old house, put on the shingles
blown off since spring, clean out the
accumulated droppings and put in clean
carth or dust scveral inches deep on
the floor, and then fix new rooste.
Throw out the ol2 ladder style, where
every fowl tries to roost on the top
roost, and get some 2x4 scantling,
round the corners of onc of the four-
inch sidcs, and put up encugh of these
all ex a lwd 10 accrnmodate your
flock without crowding. Half round
poles are just as good as scantling if the
bark is pecled of.  Clean out all the
old nestboxes and cither soak them
with coal oil or pull them out and put
in new oncs, then put in foosh straw.

“The carly spring pullets should now
be laying. Feod them well and you
can keep them at work for the next
thrce months, and <gus are g in
November and December.  If your

‘The floor may be of earth,’
cement or boards; we wrefer carth, |
Whatever it is let it be higher than the
ground outside.  Put in glass enough
on the south side to get plenty of sun-:
lizht, also have one or more veniilators
to carry off the foul air.

Don't forget plenty of corn now for
the turkeys that are intended for the
Christmas market.  The grasshoppers -
are neariy, if not quite, all goune and
corn must take their place 3 there is no
other grain so good for turkeys,  Those
intended for next year's breeding should
be separated, if possible, from the
others. No use  getting them fat .
enough for market, in fact, it's rather 2
disadvantage. H,

Big Wheat Farms.

It ix said that many owners of great wheat
farmy in the Notthwest are forming the opin-
ion that wheat raning on a gigantic acale is
poar ovonomy, By tho prosent system the
Iand i cropped o worthleasnors and the
market heaped up with grain for which
there are wo miyers.
