THE FISIIERY QUESTION.

The reference to the Fisher'y questiori
in the annual message of the President
of the United 'States catinot be looked
on as satisfaefory by those who are bound
to defend the rights and interestsof
Canada. It is by no means improbable
that in lithe forthcoming speech of the
Governor-General of Canada tiere mnay
be saine intintion of the course of action
which tie Dominion Government pro.,
poses to take. It is to be inferred from
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the«Peesident's mi53sae that " the ques-
tion ai rights " is ta be referred tonot
arbitration, nor ta a mixed Commission,
but ta a Commission composed o citizons
of the United States. lt is hardly los-
sible that sa compilicated a question can
be decided in such a way. It is well
known that during a long period of years
there lias been an in ternational dispu te on
mhat is known as the head-land question.
We are not aware that the Americans
have pretended ta any right ta fish in
Canadian waters, that is, witbin three
miles of the shore. It has, however, been
claimed that American vessels cean, with-
out any violation of the rights of British
subijects, enter bays and creeks, provided
these are over six miles in width. This
claim lias never been acknowledged, the
contention on the British side being, that
the three-mile limit must be calculated
fron the headlands at the entrance of
the bays. The actual settlement of this
long-disputed question bas been post-
poned, oving ta the United States having
acquired by treaty the right ta fish in
Canadian waters, first under the recipro-
city treaty of 1854, and then under the
treaty of Washington, in consideration of
a money payment.

The President professes ta be anxious
that the richly-stocked waters of British
America should be opened ta United
States citizens I on enduring conditions,"
but he is well aware that the last attempt
macle ta negotiate faled through the
refusal of the benliate ta entertaiii a pro-
position which had received the sanction
of the Governmeants, both if the United
States and of Canada. Ail diîliculty on
the subject would be removed if the
fishermen of the United States vould
confine themselves to their own waters,
but this, judging from past experience,
they will not do. Tle President bas
given fair warning ta the Canadian Gov-
ernment of the policy likely ta be adopt-
ed by the United States, and we cannot
believe that there will be a repetition of
the vacillating policy whiclh was adopted
after the termination of the old recipro-
city treaty. A considerable expense
will necessarily have ta be iucurred,
but this will be merely temporary. When-
ever the American fishermien find that
it is impossible ta trespass on Canadian
rights their Government will be con-
inced af the necessity of coming ta

terms. The old reciprocity treaty was a
measure which gave general satisfaction,
and was terminated at a period w.hen
ihere was great irritation in the United
ttates, owing to a supposed sympathy
with the South on the. part of Canadians.

The Americans were nost unreasonable'
at that critical time. 'They must have
known that, bath in England and in
Canada, the sympathies of the majrnity oE
the people were with the North, but
because a -ninority favored the South
it was insisted on that frienrdly relations
shauld cease and that the treaty should
be terminated. It is di!licult ta imagine
how the Americans can obtain those
'. enduring rights " in the Canadian fish-
eries which the President desires, unless
through the nedium of a treaty.

LUMBER RESOURCES OF CANADA.

The lecture delivered on Monday even-
ing last by Mr. J. K. Ward on the lumber
resources of the Dominion, uînder the
auspices of the Y. M. C, Association,
afforded gratification and instruction ta
an appreciative audience. Before pro-
ceeding ta notice the subject treated by
the lecturer, we purpose devoting a brief
space to his remarkable career, which he
referred to in an autobiographical notice
at the conclusion of his lecture, in sup-
port of his advice ta young men to make
themseives independent if the world by
acquiring in their youth saine trade that
ivill enable them at all imes ta earn their
means of support. Mr. Ward, who is a
native of the Isle ofLMan, served an appren-
ticeship to the trade of a carpenter and
joiner, after which lie emigrated ta Amerias
to seek his fortune. Hie landed in New'
York with balf-a.dollar in his pocket, and
spent about ten years at various employ-
ments in the Uited States, before tak-
ing up his abode in Canada, where he
first settled at Maskinonge and after
working hard for ten years, was induced
ta lease the large mills at Three Rivers,
which lie afterward purchased, and which
he ran for a number of years, doing a very
large and profitable lumber business.

Iis interesting ta learn that so long

ago as the year 1866 Mr. WVard shipped
110 icargoes ai lumber to Peru, the West
Indies, Buenos Ayres, United States and
England, by way oi Quebec. 'There was
nia necessity for obtaining Government
subsidies for the vessels, which carried
Mr. Ward's lumber, or discriminating
duties in the countries ta which it was
shipped. Mr. Ward bore testimony ta
the labors o the laté Mr. James Little,
whom he termed the pioneer lumberman
of Wesfern Canada, in.the cause of forest
protection. That gentleman whose death,
at an advanced age, toak place quite
recently in this city commenced bis
lumberinsg operations about the year

9 »..J

1833, in the Niagara district, in hie old
Province of Upper Canada, and was the
first ta introduce the white pine of the
Grand River into the markets of the
United States. At that time it was not
diflicult ta overstock the Western mar-
kets in the United States.

We infer fromn Mi. Ward's rernarks that
there cannot be anything like inli.cit
reliance placed on the statistics of the
lumber trade. It appears that Ontario
lias under license, 18,000 square miles, pay-
ing ta the Goverrnment $547,000 far tim-
ber dues and ground rent. Quebec has
48,500 square mile under license, giving a
gross revenue ta the Province of $668,596,
sa that Ontario obtains, in the fori of
revenue, $30 per square mile, while
Quebec gets only $14. British Columbis
appears to bie a great lumber country, the
quantity of hewn timber made last year
being about double that made in the older
provinces. It is, however, an extraordi-
nary circumstance that the value of th'e
forest exports of the Paciflc Province
was only $362,171, which is but a small
portion of the amount credited as pro-
duced by the census. It appeais that in
Ontario, Quebec and New Brunswick
there are 75,500 miles inder license, and
about 7,000 square miles owned by private
parties. We should infer that Mr. Ward
is not sa apprebensive as the late Mr.
Little and others as ta the timber supply
being exhausted. lie estimates that
there stilI 'remains in Ontarioa sd Qaebee
a supply that wili laSt fity years.

Mr. Ward bore his testimony ta the
merits of the Quebec Commissioner of
Crown Lands, Hon, Mr...Lynch, who has
been zealous in his efforts to promote
the lumbering interests of the.country.
Public attention has been aroused to the
importance of preventing, so far as it may
be found possible ta do so, the destruc-
tion of the Canadian forests, and Mr.
Lynch bas co-operated most cordially in
the movement. Mr. Joly aIso has been
unsparing in his efforts in the same cause.
The importance of the industry may be
judged from. the fact that the exports
have reached $24,000,000, while it ls esti-
mated that the borne consumption of. the
Dominion is equal ta about two-fifths of
the îwhole output. We ought not to omit
to notice that Mr. Ward referred ta
several of the pioneers of the lumber
trade, such as Philemon Wright, the
Hamiltons, John Egan, Mr. McLachlan
of Arnprior, and many otbers. As we have
said before, Mr. Ward's lecture is a valu-
able contribution, ,which we venture ta
hope will appear in a more enduring
form.
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A HIINT AS 'f0 'IEAriMENT OF

BUSINitSS TROUBLES.

A gentleman now residing in this city
who has hadl considerable local experi-
ence in matters relating ta insolvency,
bas an idea in respect to the treatient of
business difficulties which may not be un-
worthy of saine consideration, at least as
an alternative. Hie thinks that the Council
of the Board of Trade might be invested
with the necessary legal authority ta con-
stituteit a. board of arbitration, to which
the debtorwho has reason to doubt his own
solvency might apply-confidentially of
course-and have an examination of bis
affairs entered into, with the view of decid-
ing as to the most advisabie course ta be
pursued,-whether lie ought ta get an
extension, offer ta compromise, or
whether the estate should be liquidated.
The ereditor, also, who has reason ta
think all is not going on well with a
customer, might have recoaurse .trough
the same medium. It vould be necessary
ta have proper persans in each iocality,
-or a suitable persan could be sent
ta make a private examination of the
debtor's affairs, who vould report tate
Council accordingly. If tie debtor should
prove solvent it could he arranged that
he shoulci bear the costs. The debtor
could have no objection ta such an exam-
ination as long as he felt that every pre-
caution ivas taken ta avoid exposuire.
The publicity ordinarilygiven ta business
troubles, even of a temnporary or trifling
character, is productive of much mischief,
and not unfrequently, througli damage tO
the man's credit, precipitates. insoivency
and ruin. By Clia metho proposedi the
debtor, wha may be only temporariily em-
barrassed, could be duly indulged, thus
varding off disaster ta hiuself and injury
to his neighbors The Council would in
turn, where necessary, report ta the j udge
in insolvency, suggesting the appoint-
ment of a sequestrator or trustee ta be
paced in charge of the business, The
Court would act upon the report of the
Council. Tius the bhole affair is simply
a private investigation by a body of coin-
petent commercial men into a debtor's
estate before the lawv takes possession.
No man in good standing would refuse ta
submi to such an investigation the Coun-
cil vould mercly serve as an impartial
arbitrator, ta whom all cases of'suspected
insolvency might be referred. Several
objections ivill arise as to he practica-
bility of tei seheneÍ but the hint is
thrown ont for vulit it may be worth for
discussion by those of our practical whole-
sale dealers Who lave hbored for same
time towards the framing and enactmen t

of some provision for the equitable distri-
bution of insolvent estatts. Another
hint is given as-regards partial sales to
satisfy a debt. It goes without saying
that, as the law is now, it works against
the interests of creditors. Let it be sa
amended that when a judicial sale takes
place the debtor may be empowered to
have the sheriff continue and sell the
whole estate, the proceeds ta be divided
pro-rata among the remaining creditors.

THE STEEL COMPANY OF CANADA.

The title is a misnoner, for there is not
a pound of steel made at the works but
the experiments macle sane dozen years
ago, when the enterprise vvas launcled,
to manufacture steel by the Siemens
direct process are in no. small degree
answerable for the present difficulties of
the company. 'lhe amount of money in
stock and bonds expended in organizing
and bringing the works ta the advanced
working condition of the last few years ia
about 2 millions of dollars, but this coin-
prises a vast amounit of property besideS
the works. Until witbin a few months
the chief management has been altogether
on the other side of the Atlantic, where,
the great bulk of the shares are owrneid.
The shareholders in Canada are .
Messrs. George Stephen, president of the
Canadian Pacific-,RaiIway, D. I'cInnes,
managing director Canada Cotton Ccan-
pany, etc., John Rankin, of Messrs,
Rankin, Beattie & Co., Gillespie
Moflt & Co., tihis city, and John Proctor,
Jlamilion. o The uole amonurt of Ihe
stock and bonds was in cash, fully 'paid
up. The managers sen t out to construct
the works provcd ta be quite incompe-
tent,:and, having ail their experience to
gain,, a wasteful expenditure a the coin-

pany's Moaey was the consequence. Iin
the principal product- pi-iron, although
of a ligl q'uality-the company has
been placed at a disac1vantage oVing
to differential rates of cirriage, the'
duty o $2 per ton being more tban
offset by freight' rates and ather
circumstances. Pig-iron from Scotland'
and Wales could yet be landed in the
principal markets of Quebec and
Ontario niucl cheaper thian the producÉ
of theLonilnderry, S, S rks. The
bounty of $1.50 per ton granted last
Session càme rather late; saine of the
English share and bond holders had
become discouraged, and decided ta
abandon the enterprise rather Chan
conribute moe money for carrying it
on.

The duty of$2 per, ton having been
found quite inadequate to encourage any
new enterprises for the production of iron,
for the reasons above stated, the com-
pany decided ta give the bounty of $1.50
per ton, and on this being done, the
board of the company in Great Britain
contributed a further amount for the
prosecution and development of the
works, after which Senator D. McInnes,
one of the original shareholders, consented
to take the position of nanaging-director
Messrs. Gillespie, Moffatt & Co., this city
had hitierto been agents for the sale o
the company's products, and had been ac-
customed ta accept the drafts of the con-
pany from timne ta tine. The company's
account has recéntly been with the Mer-
chants Bank of HUalifax, who, it appears,
are opposing the liquidation procéedin gse
claiming certain accounts lue ta the com-
pany an which they have a lien under a
letter froi the manager, but it is now
doubtifl wheheil, it ivill hold good as
against the liquidation proceedingas

The property is clainied ta be quite sol
vent; the company oive chiefly ta thein-
selvesi there is suflicient to pay the'
outside debts, vhich are comparatively.
trifling, and nobody will loose anythiing
beyond the ovners. The property oivned
by the coma ny comprises 35,000 acres Of
land in fee siiple, mostly covered wiLli
valuable timber and containing iron oreof
a superior quility (red hematite) practi-
cally inexhaustible, two blast. furnaces
large rolling mills, foundiry some 70 coke
ovens at the works and about as many
more at the mines at Pictou, besicles the
vahnable coud mine at Maccan on the In-
tercolonial Railvay purchased in June,
881. This mine v as acqu ireci a ta low pucie,

abd ias equipped in a'manner unexceled
in the Province for efliciency, rendi it
to.day af far more value than thianbun t
spent upon it for purichasa and equip-
ment.

Some idea of the magnitude of the
operations may be gathered froi the fact
that the annuat consumption of éoal-for
the works lias been over 160,000 tons,
while the yearly wages exceed $350,000.
Pendin'g some settlement of the diflicul
ties, operations will be 'carried on under
the contral of a liquidatar appointéd by
the courts of Nova Scotia A nies com-
pany will doùbtless be organized imi-
mediately forsuch a magnifcentproperty
is certain ta finci purcasers, anc the
advantages afforded by Parliament in the
shape of the bounty already referred to,
w ilibe sufilcient inducenient ta invite
new capital.

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TIJE BRAZIL TRADE.

Riumors are rife that the Donminion
Government bas consented ta enter into
some arrangements with Brazil, with the
abject of giving to the products of that
State a preference in regard to import
duties over the products of the British
West India Colonies, and in consideration
of a similar preference being given in
]Brazil ta certain leading Canadian exports.
These rumors have come to us chiefly
through the United States, and we own'î
that we arestill incredulous, althougl the
commercial policy of the Dominion Gov-
ernment, especially in regard to treaties
with foreign States, bas been simply in-
comprehensible to us. One of the great
concessions said ta be made to Canada by
Brazil is the abolition or reduction of the
duty on fish. Now, as regards Brazil, fish
is simply an indispensable article of con-
sumption, and as we bave no rivalry ta
fear, it is quite immaterial ta those in the
fish trade what duty Brazil imposes, as it
will fall on the consumers in that country.
Very much the sane may be said of lum-
ber, although in that article there would

probably be greater competition. It
iust, however, be borne in inind that
our trade vith Brazil, although, owing ta
the employment of abnormal means, it
bas increased of late, is still quite insignifi-
cant, aur exports being about one per
cent of the whole, and being under a nil-
lion a year, while the importi are not
much in excess. The United States im-
port nearly fifty millions froin Brazil, and
export ta that country less than ten mil-
lions. We would put it ta any man

possessed of ordinary comnimon-sense,
whether Brazil would venture, under the
circunistances stated, ta give Canadian
exports a preference as tO duty over
those of the United States? I fno prefer-
ence is given what we would ask lhas
either Canada or Brazil ta gain by a
change ? There is no question of protec-
tion to native industry. The duties in
bath countries are imposed strictly for
revenue. It is inconceivable that there
should be such persistent efforts made to
effect a change in regard ta our relations
with Brazil. It is an open secret that
these efforts have been instigated by
parties whose abject bas been ta obtain
subsidies forlines of steamers al engaged
in trafic that could fnot be carried on
without such extraneous aid. The ex-

ports of Canada tao Great Britain, the
United States,- and Newfoundland are
about 93 per cent of the whole; while
France, Germany, Spain, Portugal, Hlol-
land and Belgium combined take less
than 2 per cent. Our next best customer

to Newfoundland is the British West
Indies, against which it seems, according
ta rumor, ie are ta discriminate. 'lhe
truth is that no one can examine the
trade returns vithout being convinced of
the absurdity o' the atrempt ta encourage
the prosecution of the Brazil' trade by
enormous subsidies which are literally
wasted. The only excuse that can be
made for the Ministers is that they do not
trouble themselves ta study their own
statistics. We iad ventured ta hope that
ire lad seen an end of these efforts ta
bolster up a trade by subsidies froni the
public chest tlat no prudent merchant is
inclined taengage in.

ENDOWMENT LIFE INSURANCE.

ILt i rarely that men think of insuring
their lives before the age of thirty, but
this is chiefly because the idea of insur-
ance is associated in their ininds witl
provision for a timne when personally they
shall no longer require it ; and fev mnio.
ivith any thought for the ,morrow are sur-
rounded iith a family before. that age.
Were agents ta seek out the marriage-
able young men of 25 ta 35, and explain
ta them the benefits of short time endow-
ment insurance, a considerable addition
could be made to their retur'ns, and the
want wrhich finds expression in the
absurdities of nar'riage insurance enter-
prises be properly supplied. A large
number ai Men between 25 and 30 are in
possession of incomes from earnings
which would enable themi ta lay by in the
safest apossible manner one or tiro thous-
and dollars for, a period when it may be
required to enable tLhem ta begin house-
keeping, or ta help them ta engage in
business on tlieir own account. 'The idea
that men labor and struggle all their lives
mainly ta sec howi much wealth they can
leave behind: them is perhaps erroneous.
It is mare probable that the real incen-
tive ta a life of work with most men is
the desire ta get so far ahead sane time
in the near future that further appli-
cation will not be necessary. All are
really, striving for a competency, and
hope fondly for the tine when they may
lead lives of leisure or work only when
they please. The standard of what con-
stitutes a competency varies according ta
the surroundings, desires and ideas of the
individual. Some are content with a few
thousands, others want hundreds of
thousandsi but the general purpose is
still the same, and the determination ta
cease froni the care and turmoilof busi-
ness when sufBcient wealth is secured is
almost universal.
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The experience of lire insurance ex-
perts in this and other countries goes to
corroborate the fact noted in the preced-
ing parigraph. A recent short essay on
the subject printed in Chicago soabounds
with practical bints that we condense
them for the benefit of our reâdera.

It is lound that the solitary remaining
objection ta taking a policy is almost
invariably the half-expressed, half-con-
cealed aversion ta invest money in some-
thing which is only ta yield a return after
the death of the investor. No matter
bow loving and prudent the husband and
father, or how practical and full of sense
he may be, he is likely ta shrink at heart
a little as he remembers that. bis life-
insurance money is ta be useful and
enjoyed only after he is passed away. Uie
has, ta be sure, the peace of mind which
cames from a kunowledge that his dear
ones are shielded from the chances of
adverse fortune, and is glad that in taking
the policy lie lias thus secured theni fron
the possibility of ivant. But the very
fact that lie bas done so is often a vivid
reminder of the certainty of separation,
and he may be pardoned for sometimes
wishing that the desired security for bis
f*iamily's future comfort could be attaiied
in some other way.

This phase of life musurance was seen
and met early in the history o the
interest, and it has become the most
popular of all forms in the United. States,
especially among the already wealthy
classes, iwho enter it rather as a matter of
speculation from which they are certain
ta realize more than a new dollae for an
old one. The companies find that the
heads of faiilies are frequently the least
forcible objectors ta the idea of taking
insurance on the ordinary life plan. The
wives often have an instinctive repug-
nance ta the continued paying premiums
for something which is a constant remin-
der of the inevitable, and ta this day they
sometimes hesitate in advising their bus-
bands to take insurance solely from their
tender dread of doing anything hVlich
shall call up the thoughts of the final
parting.

To meet tbis anc abjection against life-
insurance the endo.wment policy - bas
been evolved. By this now well-known
form tlieman taking insurance receives
himself the amount of his policyafter a
stated term i yeaars-five, ten, fifteen,
twenty, or mre, as .may be desired by
him at the outset, while if lie dies at any
time before the policy matures the full
suni goes ta lis family as in ordinary
insurance. This ,method. was so easily,
understood, so satisfactory in its promise,
to the living as well as to the survivors of'
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those who should die, that it met with
nn immediate and permanent approval.
But in the early lays of its adoption oi
course it cotiid not have had the general
favor which it lias received of late years,
because there 'were then no endowment

policies maturing ta piove the full worth
and fidelity of the idea. Now, lowever,
and indeed for the last dozi or fifteen
years, endovment policies have matured,
and been paid ta the very men who took
them out, so frequendy as ta be the mîost
common kind o occurrences. There is
nothing«so potent as example, and when
men hear and know of othiers il around
them who have received their S1,001,
$5,000, $10,000, or '520,000 ais policies
takzen out years ago, anid who find that in
these, cases more money is actually
received thian lias been paid in, confi-
dence in endowment insurance and a
desire to have some of it naturally in-
creases.. The issuing of endovments bas
consequently grown ta be a great featI'e
of lie-nsurance, the only dravback ta it
being the necessarily Isigli reiniums.

It is scarcely neediul ta point out that
if a man is ta have $ ,000 or more paid ta
hin in ten or twenty-years from now, and
at the saine time be sure that his family
gets the saine amount in case lie happens
ta die t-morrov, he must pay consider-
ably more for the privilge than would be
nîecessîiry vith ain ordinary life policy.
Al of this nas made a matter of elaborate
and exact calculation et the outset, for
life-insurance inioves in ar orbit fixed
upon mathematical computations almost
as certAin as those whichi govein the
planets. The man takinig etîclownent
insurance pays a justly-determined prein-
um considerably in excess of that paid

by the, man vlo ivas probably many
additioal years ta live before deati
matures his ordinary life policy. This
inakes the endowient policy a higher-
priced article-something perha in the
shape of a life-insurance luxui'y attain-
able chiefly by men of more or less ample
ineans.

THE JAMAICA QUESTION.

laving in a recent issue endeav rad to
place in its truc light the agitation in
Jamaica for the abolition of Crown
Colony Government,. nd for the restora-
tion of what were termed Representative
institutions, we may venture to1 state,
as briefly as possiblethe resuilt of an inter-
view between the Earl of Derby and a
deputation of gentlemen interested in
Jamaica, and representing the views of the
disconten ted colonists. 'lhe spokesmuan
of the deputation stated that, "person-
" ally, he should not be satitied with any-
"I thing less tian a return to the old form
" oE Government whici existed prcvious
"to 1866.' We need not trouble our
readers with the representations of the
deputation, but shall advert to the Earl
of Derby's reply. After souie preliminary
remarks Ilis Lordship said:-" I1 appre-
"lienîl that there is agenerai feeling, bo:b
" in Jamaiea itself and amiong thosc who
4 are interested in the Wst 1ndies, that

"if we move au all ive are to take a nei,
udeparlure, and not ruerely to go back
"tupon the past." After referiing to thil
ditlictlty of mfaintaiiiing a despotic or
quasi-despotic Governmiaent in the vicinity
of the United States, Lord Derby ex-
pressed the pleasure with which hie had
learned that the negro population lias so
far improved and advanced in point of
wealth, education, and civilization, that
the old diffiaulty of admitting it to any
share in the Government is, if not done
away with, at least gîeatly diminished,
and, further, that the danger of>misuntleî-
stangdig or hostility between the white
and the colored population is now no
longer considered serious. Accordingly,
Lord Derby announced that it was thej
intention.of the Government "t taLke a
new departure," and te introduce some-
thing of an elective element into the new
arrangements that are to lbe made. Iis
Lordship was careful not ta enter into
details, but expressed a hope that the
del)utation would besatisfied that i there
is at least a general agrecenent and a
general accordance between your views
and mine." It is sufficietntly clear from
Lordl Derby's renarks that the proposed
government measure will be framed sa as
to give the colored population ofJanaica a
share in the Goveiniment in proportion ta
tlieir nurnbersi and we shall be pleased
to find that the views of the Government,
when embodied in a bill, will be found
satisfactory to those who have been thc
agitatois against tUe present systein. We
stated in our former article an the sub-
ject that our belief was that the agitators
wanted merely "a return ta the old sys-
tem under whicl a small white oligarchy
I legislated for the masses of the people..
As noticed above, tie spokesmian of tie
deputation, Captain Price, said that he
would not bc satisfied with anything less
than a return ta the old form of Govern-
ment. Lord Derby expressly declared
that the Government would take a new
departure, and in introd ucing something oE
an elective element would extend repre-
sentation ta the colored' classes. IL
remains to bc ascertained whether the
parties who have been pressing the claim
of Jauaica ta representative institutions
will be satistied with the policy which lias
been announced by ic Secretaty of State.
If they are, then they also will have taken
a new departure. If bouâ fide elecLive
institutions should be giaited we shal
ston have then followed by responsible
Governument, which is their natural and
necessary result. Wlen thaI time cames
we hava no donLbt tha the white oligarchy
in Jamaica will kick as, violently as the
Cantdian oligarchy did forty years ago..

The oher is aise au old ngent of
the company, who appears to be largely in debt
for collhctions made in lis ayrily asngent at
Chicngo. tie now, for the first time, chtims to be
a creditor, blit we sliil leave to the cmimon-
ser.se of the rrmnninity to judge wlieter' an

agenîî ut hice go, whioseduty wastosend orders
and to collect the amont die lor them, is
likely lo bc a cieditor of tIhe company.
He certainly never male any claim prier ta
his own d ismissal. This individi.al visited
Montreal about ten days igo, witli the avowed
object of îmrclhasing stock enouîgl to obtain
the control of the company, and tie columins
of the Graphbic will prove tiit tlere wvas a
prompt notification to the public that lie, id
ceased to b ils agent at Cliiengo. it appears
from a statemenlit in the Star that Nlr.
