THE GOVERNMENT SAVINGS
BANKS.

In a recent speech Sir Richard Cart-
wright.gave expression to the belief, which
is shared by many others, that the high
rate of interest allowedjin the post office
savings banlks is affecting adversely the
commercial interests of the country. Iis
view is that if the rate were lower more
money would be deposited in the charter-,
ed banks, a lower rate of interest would
follow, and business enterprises be stimu-
lated thereby. His speech has provoked
much discussion amongst the daily papers,
but the opinions expressed, as far as we
have seen, are for and against the pro-
position, according as the writer le in ac-
cord with or opposed to the Government.

We cannot congratulate our usually
well-edited contemporary, the Mail, on its
defense of the existing system. That it
should take up the cudtels, and make a
political question of it is to be expected,
but there is no excuse for dragging in
Sir Richard's supposed antipathy to" the
lower orders," as if it were one of the
causes of his objection to the system. Nor
is the reasoning vhich it deduces from
the low earnings of the eank of Xontrepl

and the mass of unemployed capital at
all.sound. On the contrary, %ve think an
argument entirely on the cther side might
be drawn therefrom. But where could
the editor's shoughts have been when lie
passed such a remarkable bit or financial
theorizing as the folloving supposed
effect of the lowering of the Government
rate:

"I is more probable that the banks
vould loan-on precisely the same principle

as that whicl governs them now, charging,
if any thing, a highier rate to business'men
in order ta cover the expense of holding
deposits on wehich intcrest is paid, but for
whicl there is no call." The italics are

''he argument that banks would not
handle such deposits as the post olice
takes is wide of the mark. Accordirig ta
a statement recently issued by the De-
partment the average amount at credit of
eaclh depositor on 3Otl June last was
$205.8. As there are no doubt a great
many small accounts, really "savings,"
there muet evidently be a very consider-
able anount of money in the large ac-
counts, ta bring the average up ta such a
figure. The fact is that of late years the
post oilice savings banks have been
direct competitors with the chartered
institutions, and during the past twelve or
fifteen months in particular it bas been
the experience of almost every country
manager that his deposits are being with-
drawn for the sake of the higher rate te
be obtained from the post ollice. So far
from banks not caring for the deposits of
farmers and others in a similar position,
we believe we are within'the mark in say-
ing that the bulk of the deposits payable
after notice held by theni are froi those
classes, and that they cultivate the de-
posits of farmers as the steadiest and most
satisfactory branci of that portion of their
business. If those who think otherwise
will enquire, they vill find that the lead-
ing banks in this city to-day will net re-
ceive deposits at interest from merchants
and capitalists for any round amount,
vhile carrying on without change their
ordinary deposit-receipt business at
country branches.

On the question as te the elfect of the
higli rates allowed, we cannot but agree
with Sir Richard's. There is undoubtedly
a large amount of money withdrawn froin
commercial channels, by the Dominion
savings banks and the post office sav-
ings banks. The total deposits held by
these amount to over thirty-three million
pollars, and we think it may safely be said
that two thirds of this cannot be called
P savings " in any sense of the word.

We have alwàys held that a place in

which poor people can depositItheir sav-
ings with the utmost confidence in their.
safety is a publie necessity, and that it
is the business of the Government to pro-
vide it. In sncb an institution safety is
the chief point, the rate of interestof
comparatively litle importance. 'T'hie is
the theory of the English system, but in
this country the Government actually
competes with the banks amongst their
regular customers, and attracts them by
higher rates. We have heard that a com-
mission ie even allowed postmasters for
secufing deposits, but that we can scarce-
ly believe.

The responsibility assumed by the
Government in thus doing a regular bank-
ing business seems to be lest sight of.
But this enormous amount of money pay-
able on demand, in addition to the seven-
teen millions of Dominion notes having
the sanie exigency, might make even the
Finance Minister of Canada feel uneasy,
if lie ever gave a thought ta the possibil.
ity of any large proportion of these credi-
tors desiring their money at once. The
difference between his case and that of a
banker is this: 'The Government deposits
are expended as fast as they are received
in permanent works ; treated, in fact,
exactly like revenue, or like the proceeds
of long loans made in London. The
banker, on the other hand, keeps a con-
siderable portion of his deposits in cash,
another portion loaned at call or at short
notice, and the rest invested in the dis-
count of bills having perbaps three or
four monthe ta run. The Government
deposits are therefore "locked .up," in
the strongest sense of the word ; the bank'
deposits aie constantly turned over and
over in business. Some. of Sir Richard's
critics entirely ignore this, and laugh at
the idea that the money le not as much
in business in one place as in the other.

What the exact effect on the money
market would be if the money were all in
the banks is'ef course a question on which
no definite conclusion can be reached.

Our Toronto contemporary, in dis-
cussing the opposite question, namely, the
effect of the, withdraw'al of money fron
the market, points out that a few millions
less in the available supply would make
all the difference between an easy and a
tight market.

On the same principle the addition,
of ten or twenty millions to the avail-
able supply would excite competition
for good loans and inevitably lower ratesj
far more than would seem proportionate
to the cause. With lower, rates many
business enterprises which now olrer little
prospect of profit would be made possible,
and Psjnese generally would be stimu-

lated, to the benefit of the banks and the
whole community. If it te doubted that
high deposite and low rates are profitable
for the banks we cen only refer te the
case of the joint-stock banks in Australie,
which almost without exception pay twice
as nuch in the way of dividende as the
banks here, the result of the great earn-
ing-power derived from their large de-
posits.

We believe that if it wyere practicable
for the Government to reward thrift
amongst the poorer classes of the con-
munity, such a policy would be thorough-
ly defensible, but it cannot be done by
means of high rates of interest, without
injury ta other interests of greater im-
portance. On the other hand, the Gov-
ernment pays more for the money itthus
gathers up than it would pay in. London,
where it could borrow without danger of
injuring the commercial community.

Our view, therefore, is that the financial
and commercial arguments as te the
existing methods in the Government
Savings Banks are overwhelmingly against
them.

SIGNJ OF IMPROVEMENT.

According to a cable despatcli froin
London on Tuesday last, the Standard of
that day gave a warning note "on the
fictitious revival cE trade in America,"
which, it said, is meant ta excite faith in
the eflicacy of a new railway enterprise;
also, that the operative forces of the
country, thoug existent, have as yet
barely begun to operate.

It is interesting ta note, in face of this
authority, the recent utterances ai lead-
ing commercial journals on bóth sides of
the Atlantic. The Efconomist of the ]Oth
ult., in reviewing the condition of- the
iron trade, says, " the depression which
has rested so long and oppressively on
that department appears at last te be
lifting, and that there existe a more
cheerful feeling which .augurs hopefully
for the future." The change noted is due
to the" pretty general conviction " that
the time of reaction and .improvement

cannot now be very far off, and that prices
have reached a ! safe level." Making due
allowance for the uncertainty surrounding
the affairs of south-eastern Europe and
the ferment of the general election in the
United Kingdom, the iron trade appears
to show signe of awakening, which, ere
long," may develop into more pronouncéd
activity." The movements of the iron
trade during the last few years must be
viewed in connection with the activity oE
1872.3-4, which was more pronounced
th e ny, since 185?, Tre spurý of 1879

t . . . t
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I could scarcely be considered a healthy
revival," being confined to this side of the
Atlantic, and its consequences were more
disastrous than otherwise. Fr'om the
point of exceptional depression, 1869,
there appears to have been a steady re-
vival, until May, 1871, when the Franco-
Germa war brought on a collapse. Scotch
varrants, which had advanced from 50s

6ti in June, 1869, to is Gd in May, 1870,
fell to9s 1o2d. The conlflict between the
two nations arrested the imiprovement

for a time, but at its close the incidental
destruction only increased the demand

Warrants in 1871 lluctuated
between fron 57s 6ci ta 73s ; in 1872,
betWeen 72s 6ed and 137s; and in 1873,
between 101s 3d and 145s. As usual, a
period of reaction followed, which lasted
tilt 1879, when the short-lived boom in
the United States set in, and for a few
montihs roused the hopes, long-deferred,
that the patient carrying of icavy stocks
on boths sides of the water was at length
about to have its reward. Scotch pig-iron,
iwhichi vas 40s in July, 1869, rose to 738.-
3d by the following January. in the same

periodi hematite advanced froi 50s to
125s. "I The cfect of this movoment was
ta greatly stimulate the production of

iron and steel," both in Great Britain and

the United States, as shown by tie fol-
lowing figures furnisled by the Economist.

"It will be noticed," says the Econ-
mist, " that there had beau a steady and
growing increase the exports ta countries
other than the United States up to 1883;
and the reduction in 1884 nearly corres-
ponds with the decrease in pig iron
which was 294,371 tons," and this in face
of the statement so often reiterated that

p the Germans are cutting in upon the
trade of Great Britain. e No doubt," says,
our contemporary, " the Germans are do-
ing a considerable trade with soine of our
old constituents, but the effect only ap-
pears to be ta restrain the growth of our
export trade, and nothing more." A
comparison ofi the exports for 1879-81
with those for 1882-4 (excluding the
United States) will prove this to be the
case. 'lhe figures for the three latter
years are about 94 million tons against
7¼ million - tons for 1879-81, a gain of
about 33 1-3 per cent, and mainly due ta
possessions abroad.

As the most important movements in
the iron trade have been genérally asso-
ciated with railway extension, the de.
pression of tie last fow years 18 largely
attributed to a suspension more or less of
activity in this direction. Indications of
renewed activity are reported from sev-
eral quarters. Schemes for railways in
China and Burmese China are being
broached, the Government of British India
are making considerable extensions, and
large shipment are being made in anti-
cipation of an increased demand shortly.
Economy in renewals and repairs by rail-
way companies for somae time past are pre-
paring the way to large orders on the first
indication of an advance in prices. This
is alrea:ly evident in the United States,
and is independent of any expenditure
on new lines certain to take place on tie

.appearance of better Limes. , For the

lu Great Britain, the great depression
in the shipbuilding trade is said to be at
its worst. The returns for September
from the Clyde shîowed only 16,521 tons
against 36,589 tons in Septenber, 1884,
and for the nine months 134,029 .tons
against 218,S8.8 tons during the same

period of last year. Still the ships lost
will likely be replaced and any revival of
trade or advance in freights would soon
lead to considerable improvement in this
department also. The New York Comi-
mercial Balletia which may be said to re-
flect faithifully the condition of trade in
the United States reviews the situation as
follows :

Tlhree evidences of' imssprovenent in business
may be brouglht together. There was a decided
inmprovenient li ti>e voltiume of exchanges last
week i the slipments froi <h 'icago during the
month of Septenbir werc the largest since
1881, and the prices of exportable products
have shown, somne signs Of receding, s that ex.
ports miay perhaps again revive. Looking first
at the exchanges, it appears that the volime
of'busiiness. outside of New York during the
week ending October 24th was larger by 218
per cent than in the corresponding week lest
year. The increase, moreover, was nell dis-
tributed: nearly ail the cities shared in thes ad-
vance, the exceptions being Balltimore, Syra-
cuse, wlere it was at lit île below 3 per cent,
and Pittsburg, where the decrense was 4.4 per
cent.

On the othier hand, the increase it exclianges
was at some points reumarkably large. The
marc important chies nike reports indicating
a very substantial expansion of their trallic.
Thus Chicago reports a galn of 15.6 per cent,
Bloston of 23 per cent, Pliïladelpîhîa of 35 per
cenit, and Cincinnati of 10 per cent, and bouis-
ville 37 per cent. It is of less iiportance
tlat at somae of the minor points the increase
was mumch greater-at Kansas City, for
example, it vas over 42 per cent, and at 8t.
Joseph over 26 per cent; but small changes in
the volume of business transacted have a large
proportionate effect utpon the exclanges of suchl
cities. On the whole, the retirns are more
favorable than any others.that havebeen muade
this yelr, and if the reports of exchianges
should continua ta show such gains, it woild
ba safe ta say tait teic period of business de-
pression lad detinitely passed away.

The movemntat of railway freiglt from Ci
cago affords a less clear and satisfactory evi-
dence of improvement, and yet, so far as itgoes,
it is decidedly encouraging. The increase iras
doubtless largely' die to diversion from the
lakes by ruiinously low rates. The shtipnents
front New Yorki to the West hlave also been
putblished, and these show a volume of business
in Septenmbr larger than in September-of any
other year, excepting 1881. The aggregate was
127,195 tons, against 104,874 tons last-years
and inchiding the probable shipnents by tle
Lackawanna, 107,000 tons in 1883, 111,055
tons in 1882, and 138103 jn 1881 ItwitIb§



qbserved that the increase in comparison with
lastyear is over320 per cent, but a great part of
it is in the lower classes of freight, indicating a
considerable diversion of traflic from the canals.
This change, it is true, was effected by sncb
a reduction of rates that the movement is not
of great benefit. But, putting aside that part
of the freight which rnay bave been thus di-
verted fronm the water routes, the shipuments of
the three higher classes also show a material
imiprovenient, amounting to 46,890 tons,
against 41,016 tous lest year, a gain of over 14
ier cent.

It is not te bc inferred that the movement of
freighit by rail necessartly inmplies an increase
in the volume of blisiness generally. Not only
brcause of the diversion froin the water routes,
but because of expected changes in freight
rates, or because of changes in the condition of
mnainufactumres, whiàh involve at times unusially
large shipments and uuusually favorable prices
te consumers, it happens that exceptionally
favorable ionths of traffie by rail sometimes
occur, even in seasons of remarkable stagnation.
But tie movoinent for two or three inontis
past lias shown a q uito steady gain, and a gain
se large as tojustify strong hupes regarding
the future of business. The results te the rail-
rond companlies have been comuparatively lin
saîtisfactory, because of their constant wrangles
wilthi ecli other, and, as respects the East
boLuid trailic, 'particularly fron Ohicago, the
increase in the vohime of business bas been in
a birge ieasure dte to the low rates. But it
is soinewhat dillurent with the shipments of
first, second and third class freight Vest-
bounld, aid the continuous increase in this mer-
chandise muovement for several months past le
an evidence that the volume of business ls more
iealthy than it lias been for sone-yeare.

The foreign trade of the country is not yet
in satisfactory condition. The foreign denmand
for Amercian products lias been diminishîed to
an iuicomfortable exteut by speculation in this
colitry. Hence it is that a readjustment of
prices, whiîch will give opmporttinity 1er larger
shipinents of American products abroad, is te
be regarded as a distinct evidence of improve-
ment in business. But that change lias not yet
progressed so fuir as te produce any enlarge-
ment of exports, excepiting in provisions. Pork
products went ont largely in September. lut
the shipements of butter and of grain are far Le-
low those of last year, and the cotton exports
silice Oct. lst have beei smaller than in
October oflast year. It is in the direction of
foreign trade tiat improvemn t is especially
needel, becaause a large excess of imports and
an outilow cf gold nmight quickly brinmg near to
ums disasters resulting frou the excessive coin-
age of silver.

DIRECTORS' LIABILITIES.

In connection with aur recent articles
on Bank Returns, we take the opportu-
nity of saying a few words about the item
of " Directors' Liabilities " to Banks, as
siown therein.

When tis was first brouglit into the
statement it simply called for a ratura of
their own liabilities to the banks of which

they were directors, but afterwards, at the
instigation of a few curious people, it was
amended to include direct and indirect
liabilities, of the directors or the firme in
which they are interested.

Many persons, and we are sorry to say
some Journals, appear to look on this
item as if it represented loans which the
directors have permitted to be made
directly to themselves. Even if it were so
the names of the directors would give the
public a shrewd guess as to the sound-
ness or otherwise of the transactions, but,
as a fact, that is not the case, the full
heading runs, " Aggregate amount of
loans to, and liabilities, direct or indirect
of directors, and firms or partnerships in
which tbey or any of them have any
interest." So that the figures given repre-
sent not only loans te the directors but
also loans to the firms in which any of
them may be partners, discounts of com-
mercial bills for the directors or their
firms, or of bills which they may have
given to other customers of the Bank, and
loans or discounts for any other persons
which the Directors or their firme miay
have endorsed, guaranteed or otherwise
become liable for, including sterling bills
of Exchange drawn, endorsed or guaran-
teed by them, even if they happen to
re-aell a bank bill.

Howiever desirable it may be that the
directors should not specially favor
cadh other, it is clear that this item of
the return at present covers a mass of
business which is of no public interest.

If the directorate of a bank is chosen
from men in active commercial life, which
undoubtedly furnishes the most useful
and well-inforced material for such a
board, and their accounts are kept with
their own bank, it it obvious that a round
amount of their trade bills will always be
in the circle of discount business, and
furnish perhaps the safest investments
the Bank bas. It is the rule here,
whatever it may be elsewhere, for direc-
tors to keep their accounts at the banks in
which they are interested, and the reverse
would seem unnatural, if not unfair.

Mr. Rae, Whose book we recently
reviewed in these columns, no mean
authority respecting this matter, says :-

I There is, no doubt, as you observe, a
feeling in some minds that the accounts
of directors had botter be kept at any
otlier bank than thoir own. IL is urged
that they ought not to sit in judgment
on their own accounts. But the grounds
for this objection are more fanciful than
real. It l not te bo supposed that the
director of a bank would ever seek botter
terms for hiniself than would be granted
to any other oustomer. But, if heshould

his colleagues vould surely have the
moral.couràge to refuse him ? They would
hardly expose themselves to the taunt
that they favored theniselves more than
they favored other people. For this
reason alone, no director is likely to seek
exceptional terms for himself; and if
he did, no board, now-a-days, with the
inevitable yearly audit of the books and
accounts before them, would dare to
listen to him. If a director will comply
with the rules of the Banks, as regards
security and all other conditions, so that
bis account shall he as safe and profitable
and any other account of its clase, there
clin be no reason for his keeping it ele-
where. On the contrary, his own Bank
lias clearly the first claim to it."

There can b no doubt that a large
portion of the so-called "Directors'
liabilities " now shown consist of loans
or advances made to other people for
which the directors have given the bank
tleir names as security, in many cases,
probably constrained thereto by the fact
that they have brouglit or influenced the-
business to the bank. IL is truc that if
the indirect liabilities were omitted, some
of lhe borrowing directors miglit procure
advances through other customers; but
the safeguard against this l to elect
honorable men to the position. The
absurdity of the present systeni may be
seen if we imagine that, for example,
the directors of the Bank of Montreal
were to udertake to ho responsible for
all the loans made by it. We should
immediately sec the "Directors Liabili.
ties " to the bank increased to twenty-
five or thirty million dollars.

THE COTTON TRADE,

The recent. considerable advance in
the price of cotton shares je not without
its siginificance as affecting the near future
of the business. IL was to be expected
that as soon as the beavy stocks in ware-
houses of a year or two since vent into
consumption and the mille began to manu-
facture only to order, that an improve-
ment would appear. The gradual diver-
sion of several large factories to other
varieties of manufacture js also having its
eflect in relieving the pressure. The
trade at present would seem to have
reached that point where production and
consumption appear to be fairly balanced
and where any addition'dl demand would
lead to more remunerative prices. The
fact that prices have kept steady for
some time, and that the days of specula-
tive manufacture and ieavyjob.lots are at
an end, lends force to the conviction that
quoted values have reached the turning-
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point. The prevailing comparative
dullness in trade, net confinled to any
one section of the country, would appear
to be the only obstacle in the way of a
return, not ta the prices of former years
for either goods stocks, or but ta sucli a
fair profit as would guarantee steadiness
in values and enable dealers to calculate
on some remuneration for handling the
goods.

While this evidence of improvement is
visible in Canada, the condition in Great
Britain is faî from encouraging. Ini North-
Eastern Lancashire it is reported Liat out
of a total of i million spindles about ths
of a million spindles are idle, and that out
of a total of about a quarter million looms
the number idle is about 40,000. In other
words, about twelve per cent of the capi-
tal invested in spinning cotton yarn in
Nortli-Eastern Lancashire is noiw unpro-
ductive, and about ·sixteen per cent of
the capital invested in weaving cotton
goods. Nothing further nieed be said ta
show low unprolitable the _industry must
be at present. It is clear that if the spin-
dies and loosni that are now idle could
earn aven working expenses it iould be
botter for the proprietors tokeep then at
work. When they have stopped them it
is obvious that they have done so only
beoause they could not earn wvorking ex-
penses. Thxey are keepiug up, in fact, the
price of wliat they produce, and therefore
avoiding loss by allowring a considerablo
portion of tleir capital tao remain idle. As
regards the woriig-people, it is nnlecoes-
sary ta say how very serious this matter is.
Where a factory is closed tLhey are, of
course, thlrown entircly out of emuploy-
ment ; and even wlere only a portion of
the machinery ts kept idle, they earn ouly
a portion of the ordinary wages. IL ls es-
timated that the reduction of wages in
North-Eastern Lancashire, through short
time and througli the stoppage ox a por-
tien of the machixnery, is not less than
forty per cent. And elsewhere tin the
cotton country imxatters are not better.
The great strike in Ollam began at an
unfortunate time for the worlk-people,wlxo
originally struck against a proposal of
thir employers to subnit to a reduction
of ton par cent. They oifered ta accept
the reduction if production was rcsisted
at the saine tixme; but thxe imaistors re-
fused. I is estimated that the spinidles
omployed in Vho cotton ti-ade in the
United Kingdom auotunt now ta about
forty-tbroe millions, and of these little
short of eiglit millions are in the Olilhan
district. In othor words, not fai short
of one-flfth of all the cotton spindles in
the United KZingdon coased spinning for
two and a half mon the. It would naturally

be assumed that the result must have
been a great diminution of stocke and a
considerableimprovementin price. More-
over, it is ta be borne in mind that the
looms in the neighborhood of Oldham
have been working oniy four days a week,
in consequence of an agreement with the
spinners, and that this occasion a further
considerable diminution of production.
Yet, as a niatter of fact. thora te but very
sliglit improvement in the trade. The
strike having lasted so long, it is natural
that the Oldham Companies should have
to report very bad results for the quarter;
and, as a matter of fact, all of thei show
lossas. Altogether, then, the state of the
trade lias decidedly grown worse quite
receitly.

The principal cause of the depression
is admitted to be over-competition. As
other countries growr in wealth and
population, industrial enterprise springs
up and euters into competition vith the
older established industries of England,
and nowlere lias competition been so
keen as in the cotton trade.

The cotton industry in Lancashire grew
80 wonderfully that it attracted special
attention ail over the world, the more
particularly as Lancashire was so far re-
moved from where the rawv cotton was
grown. Every country believed that it
wras equally well-situated ta carry on the
trade, and everywhere, therefore, there
lias been an attempt ta astablish a native
cotton industry. The long peace, broken
at distant intervals, and only for short
periods; the extension of education ; the
construction of railways ; the constant
increase of banking facilities, have ail
tended to promote this Cvelopiment of
.inîdustry abroad ; and the natu ral causes
referred ta have been aided by artificial
stimulus. Nearly ail the continental
governments, and the goverinient ai' the
United States and those of the colonies
have adopted tarills especially for the
promotion of industrial enterprise at
home, and these tariffs have been raised
again and again. In sema places t|hey
have completely succeeded i shutting
out English competition, and in others
they have diminished that -competition.
'The result is that in, the more advanced
countries either the markets have been
closed altogethxer against England or they
have been seiously restricted, or, at best,
have remained stationary. And while the
outside demand was thus decreasing
from natural and artificial causes, the
production was increased in England by
a steady flow of capital into the cotton
industry. ,The cotton operatives, thrifty
and intelligent, invested large amounts in
co-operative factories, and private onter-

prise swelled the competition. Couse-
quently, the number of spindles and
looms has been steadily growing in that
country, with the result of an almost
incessant over-production for nearly ton
years past. The long-continued agricul-
tural depression lias tended to increase
this over-production by impovorishing
the landed interest and all-the trades sub-
sidiary ta it. 'The French operations in
China have also disturbed the Chinese
market, and thus added to the difliculties
of Lancashire. And the ivant of judg-
ment which poured goods into India dur.
ing the years 1880, 1881 and 1882, by
glutting the markets there, lias likewise
seriously injured the cotton manufacture.
Lastly the recent fall in silver has for the
moment paralyzed trade. As the more
advanced countries have partially or con-
pletely closed their markets against us,
the chief outlet for the cotton industry
at present is in the silver-using coun.
tries, more particularly in India and
China. But the cotton exporter selling
his goods in India and China is paid in
silver, and the silver he receives ex.
changes now for a smaller number of
sovereigns than formerly. Tihu the fail
in silver is tant amount ta a fall of pro-
portionate amount in the price receiveci
for ootton goods in the Far East. Since
the beginning of the year the fallin silver
amounts ta four or five per cent, and
practically, therefore, the cotton expor-
ter now receives four or .five per cent
less than lie did in the beginning of the
year. Even at the beginning of the year,
it will be remnembered, the cotton trade
was in a prostrate condition, and com-
plaints were made that manufacturers
were vorking without 'profit. A further
loss of four or live per cent therefore,
clearly disables them froin continuing ta
expert, and their difliculties have been
augiented by the :impossibility of fore-
seeing what may happen in the imme-
diate future. Even where the exporter,
through a combination of favorable cir-
cumestances, miglt be able to carry on his
business at the present rate of exchange
lie is afraid ta do so, lest exchange may
fall still further. Until lately the Indian

"banks vere ready te buy the bills of their
customers :in advance ; but the fall in
silver of late lias been so..rapid and so ex.
treme that the banks are afraid ta con-
tinue this kind of business, and conse-
quently the whole risk of a further fall is
thrown upon the exporters. The expert-
ere are less able te calculate the chances
of the market in this particular respect
than the Indian banke, and therefore are
bewildored and paralyzed by the uncer-

. tainty jniwhich they are placed.
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in the dottrse of an exhaustive review
of the situation the Saitur'cday "Reveiw,
to whom we are belolden for much
information on the subject, discourses as
follows :

n The several causes now eimiierated of lte
depression ia the cotton trade are obvioutsly
beyond the control of fic masnifaettirers aid
work-people. Tley imight, indeed, it is true
combine ta restrict productioi buta combina-
tion of this kind, though strongly favored by,
the workpeople, is extreiely ulikely to be
carried ont. The numaber of persons engaged
in the cotton trade ls ta large ta admit of au
efltctive combination, and titeir interests are
toc various. It woutld lbe hardly possible,
the,, even if iL vere desirable, ta carry ont an
arrangeaient of the kind. Soie would cer-
tainly find it te their interest te break the
arrangemient, and litera would bc eiu ineans of
preventing then. But iL is not desirable. Comn-
binations of this kind are always against the
public interest, and in the long rmu are disad-
vantageotis to the trade itself which practices
thema. There is, however, one thing which
taiufactuarers could do for keepiiig up the
credit of English-nade goods, and which in
their own interests they ouglt unquestionabtly
ta do without delay. The reports of our con-
stilar agents tliroughout the Far East leave i
rool for douîbt that tht adulteration tee cften
practised in the veaving of cotton lias injured
Britiish trade. li China, it is said, for exaniple
that alt who can alford it prefer Aierican
cotton goods to Englisi, becatse fthe foriner
are of better quality i and in tentral Africa
the samne thing is said ta bo truc. Adultera-
tion, as Mr. Bright tias tauglit ns, is a foru of
comnpetitioni but it is a forai which in lite
long run ts Most injurious te those who lira-
tica it, and which, if continuted, will certainly
give ait enorinous advantage to the foreigi
competitors riwho are already pressing lus so
keenly. Mers honest manuititacture, however.
will niot bring prosperity to the trado. It will
keelip tit English reputation for honesty of
Manufacture, and therefore tend ta help Englisl
people in She coiipîetition with foreigners but,
of course, it will fnot turn a loss into a profit. It
il hopeless ta exipect by any action that can
be taken in this country to prevent the spread
of protection or te kecier comupetition of for-
cigners; but it maay b hoped that, wvithoutany
action being taken by our, (overnmtent, the
silver diilFiculty will be removed. Possibly the
United States, in conjunction with the nations
of the Latin Union, will coine to sote arrange-
ient amotg themselves ltat will rebhabilitate
silver. it, aven if they do not, after a tine the
trade will adapt itselt te te nnew conditions.
At present the trade is paralysed quite as ntchi
by Ithe rapility of the' fait and the tuncertainty
of the future as by the fuet that the price re-
ceived ie instulicien t. If the fall were to cease,
althougli the valte of siler miglt renain as
low as it is at prèsent, tlie trade would soon
adapt itself to the altered conditions. Another
consideration not t e a left.ot ofa siglt i tait,

'the lower the value of silver, the greater will
bu the exporting poweroflndia and China, sud
therefore the better will those countries be abls
la buy British goods. Up te Lit present there

lias been on perceptible loss of purchsing
powter at h1ometo in the rpee; ii othter words,
while silver ias depreciateid in Europe, it ias
not depreciateid in India; but, if silver were ta
reinain as low as it is at present, tue stimulus
ltat would b given to the export trade of Inidia
and China wroutld doubtless lead ta a large ex-
Port of silver to the Far East, whiich in tine
would lowrer the purchasing power of the rupee
and the dollar, and thus bring about a rise in
prices generally. In this vay the diticulties of
lanicaslire would after a while be removed and
the trade would recover iLs old prosperity.
Furtermoifre, f Chia really adopts the policy
of railway construction vhicl its Govertine ut
!S said ta o intnt Iuon, the resuit will be a
great increase of prosperity it China, and
douibtless a consequently large inîerease ii the
putrchases of British goods, cotton includedi
but the greater the deiatend for Englisi good s
the mocre probable is a rise in prices. One othter
rmetidy hlici cannet b too strongly urged
upon cotton iantifactirers and the public
genîerailly, IS It copening up of iew Markets.
As shown above, Lancashire is suffering to a
large extent hecauîse site lias lost te Markets of
Europe and North Anerica, andi has net
opened u elsewhiere equally profitable and
large collets for lier trade. The permanent re-
miîedy for' lier distress is to be fetnd in cnergetic
opening up of new iiarkets."

A PECULIAR FIRE iNS. CASE.

One of the most remarkable cases in
the history of underwriting in Canada is
that arising from the destructive lire
which occurred in the spring of 1884, on
the premises then occupied by the
Messrs. Skelton Bros., wholesale .mer-
chants, this city, and already referred to
in these columins. The premises belonged
te Mr. Jas. S. Evans, another wiolesale-
dealer. Shortly after the fire Mir. Evans
bethouglt hii of an old Frenci law still
in force in the Province of Quebec, by
virtue of which the tenant is liable ta the
landlord for any damage caused by fire in
the occupied premises, unless lhe fthe
tenant] can prove that the outbreak wvas
noV caused by controllable circumstan-
ces. The point of law under iyhici the
action was taken is to be found in the
Civil Code, article 1626 of which reads as
followst t

" Won lass by fire occure in the premises
leased, there is a legal presumnption in falvor of
te lessor that it n'as caused by the fault of the
lessee or of tlie persois for whom he hS respon-
sible ; and unless h proves the- contrary lie is
aisverable to tie lessor for stch loss."1

The amount demanded by the plaintiff
wvas $11,oo, the alleged value oftihe prem-
ises destroyàd. The caselias been before
the Superior Court for some Lime. The
defendants contended that i was impas-
sible in case of total loss, as in this in-

-stance, to ascertain or prove the exact

cause of the lire, that it was sufficient to
show that every precaution had been
taken to prevent fire in the premises, and
that it must have been the result of ac-
cident. It was also argued ltat were such

pretensions maintained the only sale-
guard for the tenant would bi to keep
the preinises insured. In ren dering
jndgment in the case last Saturday, Judge
Doherty of the Superior Court would
appear to have been influenced by this
latter contention, for instead of $11,000,
the claim of the plaintiff was reduced to
$2,600, the anount of alleged damages
over and above the insurance. The case
vill be taken to appeal, and wiill probably

reach the hîighiest courts before either
party will 1ubmis IL is not unlikely
that soie modification of the law will
result.

A CUSTOM'S GRIEVANCE

There is a matter of considerable
interest to the mercantile community at
present en lopis, which appears to be~pro-
ducing an amount of irritation and fric-
tion, that it would be prudent to allay,
and not permit it ta develop into more
grave importance. The government or
perhaps-more properly speaking, some of
the officiais at the custon house, have
determined ta test the question whether
certain boot and sie machines, inported
from the United States, whose represen-
tatives have "a local habitation and a
name I here in Montreal, should pay'
duty upon a royalty, which the said
machines may perhaps earn ine future.
Now, it vould appear on the surface that
this is a very unsatisfactory position for
the question ta rest in-and one against
whicil the manufacturers may Ivell make
protest. IL seems that, with a view of
trying the question, certain machines in
operation at various factories have been
seized, and the owners have given assur-
ance, under -protest, that the machines
are there in use, and, as far as is known,
there the matter remains in abeyance.

A somewhat similar question has arisen
witi regard to sone wire used on the
machines already referred ta, but, so far,
ne decision lias been cone ta in the mat-
ter. In the meantime, it appears to be
a crying wrong and a grievance that these
business firms, amongst the most respect
able in.our midst, should be subjected ta
such an annoyance ; at least, if any claim
set up by the customs authorities
should be ield ta be sound, it is imper.
ative that an carly decision should be
arrived at, so that business may b
hindered as little as possible by legisla-
tive interference.
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Whilst speniking of these matters, il is
within our province to call the attention
of the Government to the whole system
at present in existence of seizing goods
for under-valluation , etc., and the princi-
pile of the distribution of the penalties
amongst the oflicialsi it appears to be
pornicious in its operation, and iL is to be
hoped tLha the Minister of Cuustons may
take the matter into consideration and
inaugurale some sounder system in the
matter.

THE hATE MR. WM. DARLING.

The suhject of this notice passed away
on Sunday lest after an illness ofa week's
duration, an his demise will ho regretted
by a very wide circle of friends,and more-
over amongst mercantile men throughout
the Dominion, to ihoi Mr. Darling wras
well knon. For inany years past Mr.
Darling's name lias been a password with
Montreal's business men for ability and
cornmercial honor, and he wias amongst
the foremost of ouri merchants ; his long
experience in commercial af'airs naturally
led te his being entrusted with many im-
portant positions lie was President of the
B3oard of '1rade for seveia years, and vice-
President of the Dominion Bloard of Tracle.
Ife hald been closely connected with many
of'our mercantile institu tions, and for some
time past bas been a Director of the Mer-
clhants Blank. Mr. flarling w'as regaruetl as
the fatlher Of the Insolvent AcL of 1875,
and those wlo knew' iin intimatey wvill
recall the fact, liow satisfied lie was of the
soundness of ls opinions ou the subject.
Mr. Darling was born in Edinburglh ln
1819, arriving in Montreal in 1840, wlere
lie settled and commenced the hardware
business, witl whiclh lie w'as connected
up to the time of lis death. ie took
an active and earnest interest in all mat-
tors pertaining to the progress of the city,
holing pronounced liberal opinions in
politics, lie became the standard-bearer
of his party, contesting the Western
divisions at the clection of 1878, but un-
successfully. Thl'le decoased gentleman
lias left a wid(ow and four sons ; of Le
latter, tn'o are engaged in the business
here, and two in the sanielino in loronto ;
to all of them we extend our warnest
syInpatlhy. Althouglh we have said that
Mir. Darling's ]at illness wras only of a
week's duration, his hcal ti had beu en-
feebled l'or somie Lime, and, tlioughi con-
scious of the rectitude of lis position, the
endwas doubtlessly liastened by vexa.
tious litigation, te wbicl we can but
allude.

THE OUTLOOK ABROAD.
In New York the financial moveient for tle

past week lias been sitisfactory, and tIe sur-
plus of tlie Banks again shows a reduction,
being now $29,300,000 against $31,000,000 the
previous week. Rates are enchainged, if we
except a sliglht stilleiing rather thaln iiereaise,
in the rates for call imoney. Sterling excliange
is precisely in Ihe same position as last week.
The supply of bills lias been very moderate,
althougli those drawn agaist cotton have been
in larger supply than before. The exports
froi and iniports into United States continue
te show the falling off we noted a month ago,
in.this respect being in a less.favorable position,
coiiiparativelyspeaking, than our own Country.
Froi the figures compiled by the N.Y. Finun-
cal Chroniele we note the followhig :

There ias
of late bean a fair denand for railway stocks
on foreign accoint, which lelps very iaterial-
ly in keeping the sterling rates as lon' as they
aire. A more general export movement of ic
crops may be looked for before long, since there
is a large surplus which, sooner or later, must
find a market abroad, but the speculative
element which las kept prices on this side
above the prices at home (regard being bail
te the cost of transportation) shows little
signs of giving ont. The disastrous el'ects of
this saine policy in cotton, where it lias had thie
the result of keeping back sales snd shipmeiits
until full crop reports were in, and a drop ot'
lialf a cent a pound establislied 'thereon, may
have the result of bringing operators in
grain io their senses in good tinie.

" Major " Jolin lopper, manager in Montreal
for some montlis past of the Mutual Reserve
Fnid Life Association of New York, is re-

ported to have ioved over to Boston without
saying " good-bye 'I te several friends in this
city, a circuistance aI tle more surprising to
those who knewn anything of the " Mjor's"
friendly disposition and effusive manner. Read-
ers Of the JOURNAL oF UoMMncE slîoîuld not

plcad ignorance of the contemplated " Ilegira"
il t.hey read the notice in the number dated 9th
October uIt.

The Major lias played no nimiportant part
in life insurance atfflhirs-if they deserve t.he
namIîIe-dlriiig his adialian career. About
four years ago lue made his debut liere as agent
of the "Mutual Benelit Associates " of Roches-
ter, New York, who, after a fen' trials,

Folied tieir tents like the Arabs,
And as silently [stule] away.?

The uîsual privileges extended to ncmbers of
such combinations were accorded, and another
fold was ready in the shape of a Canadian in-
stitution to protect them from the persisteunies
of the more expensive regulair life companies.
We have already in'a recent article dwelt at
seme length on the remarkable evolutions of
the Assessient insurance business in Canada
The Providenti Mutual, now in liquidaîtioi, hald
a maw capacious and powerful enough te assi-
milate what was worth ha'ving of the debris of
thel Rochester concern, ilie Metropolitan Muittial,
and as many more. Bat after a comparatively
smooth cruise, the apparent prosperity of the
concern, iinder the influence of the Majer's
impressive style of living and ioving, fired the
imaginations of some persons connected with
tle conîcern, and this eeiituaed in a mutiny,
resulting in the Major's abandonnent of the
business. The Mutual Reserve Find of New
York appearcd jn the field, applying for a
license from the Dominion Government, backed
by the influence of two able brothers, nue
in Parliainent and the other now manager of
the Ontario business of the Mîitual Reserve
Association, and tius the Major again fell on
bis feet. The Provident Mutual, having lost
its lead, drifted aimlessly for somle tine,
but alter a little while a large îmîumnîber of the
meibers followed the Major into the new fold.
There wias I millions in itL," i the aggregate
of memubers forwarded by the I Major " every ftew
days to the hiead oflice in New York fell nothing
short of the statements.

Arrangement was mande soie time ago
ai thite Union liank' for a linse Of $5,000 dis-
conts based oni drafts on agenlts. immediale-
ly after leaving for Boston, at Mr. ilolmies'
invitation, ie received notice tlit the accoint
was closed, although only $3,00 iad
been obtainlet. It is but fair ta state
titt it ias only after his arrivalt in Boston
tit ie concluded to remain, infltuenced
probably by threatening news frot Mont-
real. Tie amsottnt of liabilities as yet ut-
setted here is estimssated at abosit $16,000, but
the housiold eflects, said ta b pledged as a
guaranteei to the Reserve Ftnd Association i
Nisews York, are supposed to be availaible as far
as they go.

The couînty court yesterday- was tie scene of
on uuusual spectacle-a mati pleading guilty
ta fite serious crime of forgery. Durimg the
morning Solicitor-General titchio moved that
tlie prisoner Austin, charged with stealing $240
from tihe cllice Of Messrs. R. A. & J. Stewart
be arraigied. This. prisoner.was arraigned
when the grand jury brought in a. true bill
against hlint, and at tat time pleaded not
guilty.. Yesterday when again brought before
the bar, ie withdrew his pie of not guilty andl
entere a piea of guily. 'bis being donc ite
solicitor general allowed a itolleprosequi to be
entered in each of two other charges
against Austin, and Judge Watters. sentenced
hin to twovears in Dorchester enitentiary.

Whien this case wits disposed af, the solicilor
General again arose and said : "I niow
move that tei prisoner James Robinson bo'
arraigned on tie idictimsent for forging hlie
namne of David tbisholi."

A deati-like stillness pervaded the court,
whici was only broken when the judge madle
tise usual order "Let the prisoner James
Robinson b brougit in."

In a few minutes the prisoner was brouglt
into th court-rootn betieen two ofileers. le
looked reatly broken down and much thinner
than irien ie arrivei here.

In cheese there hiis
ben little doing since last issue, and the posi-
tien is practically unaltered. Buyers state
h rey re receiving no orders at present prices.

Tha cable lias continied to quote 50s. It i
said sllmnOts this week ilti not exceel 25,000
boxes. Quotations in prices current. At the
Cheshire annual cieese fair the first prize
cheese in the district caiss sold l'aio 90s per ownt.
