THE BREACHI BETWEEN GERMANY
AND RUSSIA.

LONDON, Juno O.-The Russian ukase for-
bidding foreigners to acquire estates on the
western fronter of Rusit; is designed princi-
prlly te put an end to the influx of Gernians te
Rusia. There are in Russia so rnany German
factoris workshops, warehouse srnd farm al
the preuctions of which are of profit toêer-
inans exclusively that the Russian Government
regards them as detrimental to the country,
own mttheir coripetition with Russian in-
dustries. Beides list of Gerrnans to Russia are
members of the Gernian armny reserve, and in an
event of war they might becoîne hostile eut-

pesta familiar wth ussia's topography re-
sources and trategetic condition, anmight
seek an alliance with the Poles. Ukase wili
not effect its object imnediately, as it does fnot
disturb foreigners who are already landiords.
Many hold land under tenporary concessions,
which will not be renewed when their terns

epres. It esxpeted that tenants wil thetkaPirt their holdings. and that owfltrf of land

will find circumstances so adverse, they aseo
will be campelled to leave. This, together with
the Rusuîanizing movement in the Baltic pro.
vinces, will produce an increasing breach
between Germany and Russia, and reuîder
unpossible a renewal cif their former cordiaiity.which was undermined by Prince Bisuiarck's
action at the Berlin Congress, and bis policy on
the Bulgarian crisis.

MURDEREI) HIS GRANDSONS.

THE AWFUL CRE COMIMITTED BY A GRAND-
FATHER 80 THAT HE MAY tIARRY.

REAmNzo, Pa., May 3l.-Villianm Showers,
cigarnaker, aged 59 years, was arrested at Ann.
ville, Lebanon County, at nidnivlht, charged
with murdering his two grandchildren, WIl iarn
and Samuel, sged .9 and 5 years. The children
were the illegitimate offopring of Showers'de-
ceased daughter. Two weeks ago he drove into
the mountains with the children and returned
without them. Nothing bas been lherrd of theni
aince, and as Showers told many conflicting
stades regarding their abaence the District At-
toroe or erea lis arrest. A search wvas made
for t e children and resulted in the finding of
thoir bodies bried in Showers'yard, with ropes

around thir necks. Showera claims to havearken the ciidren from their home te daliver
thern te samac at TowPr City, who wras to keep
them, and thatawhile on the way ho missed the
ro®d sad put the little unes out while ho went
to waterlkil horsea quarter of!a mileaway, and
that wbile he was goe tie children disappeared
in cumpany wîth two strangrs. le denies all
knowledge of the bodies mbeg in his yard,
Showers was engaged te marry a lady, but her
ont condition was that the children should be
firnt gat rid of by placing them in the charge of
soe other person. Failing in thisitisbelieved
he resorted te murder. Showers Las confessed
tht crime of murdering the boys. There isret oexciteinent in the vicinity of Showers'
'one and threats of lynchin are freely iade.
When fþund, the bidies of th boys were nude
exce t their night shirts, showing that they
had been taken from bed and murdered in cnld
blood. They had been strangled with ropes
found around their necks and their skullaalad
been crushed in with a club. Their bodies
were badly decomposed.

There is no unfriendliness in thia country to-
wards the United Statea. On the contrary, we1
desire to live on the moet neighebori.teris ands
enjoy the fretintercounre with them., But we1
beliéve we have a mission on this continent asc
wéll as they ; thit tharé is a Canadian ides as a
higi, if net higher, than tlie.Amierican! ides;c
sud that, havitg possession of oie-half the con.
tinent, we are determined ibat ides shall pre.
vail within our borders. The American idea
rinuated il successful rebellion; the Canadiani

m no leu uccesuful loyalty. We have resched
aposition cf practical independence by manly
self-reliance and industry, not by thrashing our1
parent and leaving ber in a passion. Thet
oundation of onr commonwealth is thereierei
laid in respect and reverence for legal traditions,
while that of the United States is laid in tradi-i
tions of fratricidal strite. This is where thei
fundamental difference between the characters1
of the Canadiau and American people takes its
rise.

Nevertheless, we recognize the truth a the
Monroe doctrine, that no interference in the
affaira of this continent by foreign poweri can
be permitted without extreme danger to the
principles of peaceful progress and freedom, for
the maintenance of wbich the whole continent is
united.

In pursuing the path o! our own destiny, we
hae beau compelled to place restrictinns on
British commerce. And since it has ever been
the policy of England ta force open the gates of
trade with foreign lands, even with cannon and
bayonets, our action bas led ta our abandon-
ment by England, who has practcally left us to
ou own devies si deahing with our powerful
neighbor. With natural jealousy, however, she
withholda frai»us the rec•gnithon o! aur rigbt
ta make ou own treaties. Thus, a declaration
of Canadian dinependence is fast becoming a
necessity, which cannot be delayed or avoided.
The extent of our territory, its situation on the
globe, our ilhmitable resoures, the character of
our people, all forbid that Canada should long
remain a mere appendage to a tran-satlantic
crown, or become a mare aide show to the great'
American circus.

Clearly it is the duty of American states-
men ta prevent the consolidation on this conti
nent of any of the forma of European despotismi'
but wisdon would dictate that, lu pursuing
that policy, kindly aid sbould be given by the
Republic te the Dominion, not chiurlish ill-
treattirent and childish threats of non-inter-
course, which can only rouse a spirit of retalia-
tion and indefinitely postpone the day of
reconciliation. -,

During bis sojourn in England Sir tCharles
Tupper doubtless became convinced that selong
as Canada maintained ber present tariff ehe.
-need not look to England for sympathy or sup.
port. He aim knew that no Canadian Govern-
ment could recede from the existing c:mmercial
policy. Thon came the change in the iron
duties. This was an assimilation to the Ameri
cau system and another blow at England. No
doubt he thought it would give him a claim
ta more kindly consideration for bis scheme
of recipi'ocity. At all avents it would
build up the iron producing ibdustries
of Canada, which had a big market of ber own,
and since E'hgland abandnued him and the
United States repulsedi him, it wam nlycommon
sense to shut the doors against both of them.
The recult was inevitable, a:d our nanuf c-
turers have the field ta thenselves. The prin.
ciple that underlies protection bas asserted
lima]. With iolation fret the markets of the
world, we are forced under the yoke of native
monopolies, which can net only fix price, but
dictate to the Government. The duration of
these conditions dependa on the moderation of
the men who control the situation. But if we
may judge by past experience, it will not be
long before a radical change in the ana a:
constitution la the direction of compl ta
national independence will take place.

WHY LORD LANSDOWNE SHOTULD
RETIRE.

If Lord Lansdowne bas a true friend he will
advise him ta resign the pasition of Governr.
General of Canada and leave this country. He
may have performed the duties of his office in
a way to give satisfaction to certain persona, but
certainly ho bas by no means established any
hold on the people of the country, unless hie
identification with the Orangemen can be so
considered.

LABOR AND INTEMPERANCE.

In the last number of the Catholic World
Aapazine there i an article f-rn the pen oa
Rev. Father Conaty which touches a vital point
in the labor problem. While intemperance ie
not a vice confined to one class alons, it may be
said to work the greatestevil among those who
have to live upon the labor of their lands, ho-
cause, as a rule, they have no capital to fal
back upon, whe through indulgence in drink
they lose their emiployment. Thelwriter reminds
us that while the principles of justice must ever
guard sacredly the rights of workmen and
capitulist aike, human sympathy almost
instinctively declares itself for the weaker
elenent, and thus the workingman finds bis
cause protected and aided by the Church, who
is always the friend of" the oppressed and the
lover of the poor. In is etruggle to improve
bis position in the world and place his family
on a higher plane of social life, as well as to
secure a fair return for his toil, the warking-
man bas tremendous odde to overcorne. And
tiese become insurmountable when ho add to
thern a vice which of all others is muost calcu-
lated not ouly to keep him downin the position
aof a bewer of wood and drawer of water, bu to
still further degrade and impoverish him.

We ara quite aware that there is not a work
ingman in the country but knows and feels what
a terrible curse intemperance is ta his fellow
toiers. Ocly the other day a man said in our
presence, "Rum, rage and ruin ie what's the
matter with me." And ho said it as one who
had abandoned all hopz. It is one of the- curses
of drink that it fille the heart of the victim with
aiNsetty and plagues him in despair. But let

us remind the workingmen that, as Father
Cout> says, haeis a capitalist. His capital is
bodily heaulth, energy, industry, skill, With
these lie seeks investment in the centres of trade-
Moneyed capital hires him, and ihe re-'
ceives a stipulated dividend. Power of
endurance, strenugth of frame, ' taste, l.
geasuity, exe-ution, all tend t make him
valuable, and as he becomes useful or necessary
to trade ho obtainsa higher rate of interest on
his investment. But iiitemperance depnivess hin
of hie investment, destroys his capital and leaves
hin utterly bankrupb. The interets of home,
amliy and Society press upon him so closely

thai he muet protect bis Eoundness af body. The
happiness and prosparity of aters are se bound
up with hia that when ie falles others who he
loves bestfal with bim, and many years are
aften needei ta make up th loas af ee year af
tise mvworkman's illness.

This, too, at a time
when ie Sas just come from the country more
victoriens ithan any of bis colleagues, and whe n
bis friends and followers, in and ont of Parlia-
ment, object to and: protest against his retire
ment.

One should imagine that if anybody vere
to be shelved, it wouald lie Sir Hector Laugevin
Who lost his following in the elections, and
whose ioldi ipon bis iwn seat is of the iost
precarious kind. But Sir Bector is roted
molidly in the political affections of the Premier,
whose resentment he has never challenged by
the faint:st squcak of indepauence. Not se
Mr-. Chapletu, who on tliree notable oc.
casions made the necessities of the Government
his opportunity for astrerthening himself. The
situation, therefore, appears to be that Sir JoIn,
knowing hiimself ta bu in a position anything
but secure, suspect that bIfr. Ciapsleau will
jnin the canal formed within bis own paity for
the purpose of "getting rid of the old
gang," and is daeernined not to leave it in
the power of bis astute liautenant t freeze him
out. Thus from the nettle danger he would
pluck the floaer of siafety by forcing Mr. Chap-
leau out of the Cabinet before his power for
mischiie b rached its opportunity.

The Secre tsiyaof State, however, aper ta

have measnred the situation. Doubtless le lias
cast a retrospective glance alorig the nvEnue of
tombstonea which mark Sir John Macdonald'n
path in power, and when he sees the Old Man
busy at sasher Hic Jacet, he knows what ta
expect. Should ho acept the Governorhip of
Quebec, the tombstone will lie in its place; thein
good-bye Mr. Chapleau. After five years in
Speno*r Wood ho would emerge like Rip Van
Winkle, a moss-back anti-deluvianu. To a poli-
tician whohad reached that stage in lie swhen a
quiet passage into the limbo of nonentities was
something to bu desired, such a retirement
would be grateful, but ta one n the full flush of
success, and with every prospect of still

greafi' triumphs in satore, iL ituld be
fatal. Of course Sir John can calnpel him to
rImre, And we know "the chieftain " Welt
enough to appreciate his feelings towarads .col-
league whom he distruste.

AlitéJI)îsclssiiipà
vas bornua St. fleri o dte 23rd ai Fehmu:ur-,
1843, and was consequeutly in bis 44th year.
Alfter making a brilliant clasuical c urne at the
Montreatl College he was ordamned priest l
1870. He then assumed the charge of jirofessor
of Montreal College, but subsequently left tor
France whereh istudied tieology with the Sul-
picians. Ulon his return froms France he
assumed the duties of chaplain at St. Jo-spi's
Church, Catliedral street, and ias uisb-
sequently transferred to Notre Dame
Church where he acted a s spiritual
adviser, chaplain and director of sveral lil
known congregations. About two inonths ago
he wentle the Notre Daie Hospital sulfering
witi an attack of constimption, which lie iad
caught weile preaching. Deceased was a
brother te the Rev. Mother luperior of the
Grey Nus and of the late Dr. Deschaitips.His remains were rainoved last evening frmui
the hospital ta the Seninary's onartuiary chtaulns

Mr. White, of Dublin, who is now in Ithis
city, is agent for the cloth and woolen industry
ai Ireland, which it is sought to place on tie
Americsn and Canadian makets. The follow-
ing interview wil be read with interest:-

Reporter-Have ou at objection, BU.
White, to give me unformation regarding the
enterprise lita ynouare come to Americao
promote ?

Mr. White-None whatever. The naine of
the company I represent is the Irish Woollen
Manufacturing and ExportCompany (Limited),
and our chief object is to develop the industries
of Ireland by opening up the marketu for our
manufacturer and by meaun of our large
capital tnable them to merase their output-aod
give additional employment.

R-Are the dealinga of jour company re-
stricted to weollenB, or.do you purpose tskiug
up sther branches of idustry?

Mr. White-Our articles aof association permit
us te manufacture or deal in any article of Irish
make, butfor the present we intend to devote
our attention to the devlopment of our woollen
manufactories. At the same tirre part of my
mission to this country is to find out what arti-
cles America buys from other countries, with
a view cf obtaiuung a share of the trade for
Ireland.

R.-Do yeu come prepared to make sales?
Mr. White-Ye', I carry samples of tweeds,

serges, coatings, and ladies' dresa materials
from almost every mill in Ireland, sud I am
prepared to take orders for spring and summer
geods to de livr next fall t the value of 200,000
or mare yards.

R.-Are you able to compete in value with the
woollen goods we get from England and Scot-
land i -

Mr. Wliite-I am; and although I believe
countrymen and sympathizing Americans

,it -"robably give a preference to Irish manu-
faureg ds, yet I would not, as a busiaws
man come ot-b ,ereo not in a position to com-
pete in the open m t. with al camer.. The
manufacture of woollen i an idussy pecu-
liarly suited to Ireland, and and rr W;ch our
people have shown great natural taient. We
have advantaesis mregard to water power ad
other thinge tat England or Scotland have not,
and from the progres. made by our manutactur-
ers within thê pas1ét jyéars we have remaon to
hop e that before long Ireland will regain the
hili position he once occupied in the woollen
trade.

R-You talk of regaining jour lrade;, en
did ou lose your woollen trade and how .

Mr. White-The history of te Irish woollén
trade is very interesting, and conclusively

roves that a c untry to be prosper-sos must
e self-governing. It would occupy too much

of your titme were I to give yo even u out-
line of t he prohibitive Iaw pasfart b>' Eugand
to destroy our woollen tade. As fair bac as
the year 1600 we were renowned for the quality
of our serges and tweeds, so much so t hat vO
excited the envy and c upidi> c o-ur Englih
rulers. In the year 1698 bah Housos of the
Engliah Parliament prosented, petitions to
Wil liam, who was then king, asking him to dis-
courage the manufacturec ofwoollen goods in
I cleiod as their great and owig excellence
vas likeY to inlterfere ath ngland'a prosper-
ity. Thé repig of t eikinfg was-"* I M-! lo gÊ
that in me lies to discourage the woollen manu-
facture of Ireland." From that day forward
the Irish woollen trade was doomed. The
Engtah Parliament paat an aet prohibiting the
export of wool or woollen gooda froin Ireland,1
under ain of forfeiture of goodusand shipis and
a pnalty of £500.
