On May 10 & great open air demonstration
was t7 have been held in the Market Square,
Armagh, under the auspices of the Protestant
Home Rule Asscciation, as a public protest
of the P’rotestsnts stancing side by side with
their Catholic brethren against the in-
famous law abous to be imposed upon all
cresds and classes of Irishmen.

force. Coroner Peel ordered in his Orangemen
to oppose the meeting of the Protestant Home
Rulers ; and Coroner Peel told Mr, Cullen and
Hamilton that assuredly there would be bloud-

A WINKJPEG PASTOR EXHORTS HIS HEARZRE TO
*  FIGHT AGAINBT MONOFOLY.

BREACH BETWEEN GERMANY
AND RUSSIA,

Loxpox, June 6.—The Russion ukase for-
bidding foreigners to acquire estates on_the
western frontier of Russin, in designed princi-
pally to put an end to the ioflux of Germans to
Russia. There are in Russia so many German
factories, workshops, warehouses and farms, all
the pro&uctions of which are of profit to Ger-
mans exclusively that the Russisn Government
regards them as detrimental to the country,
owing to therr competition with Russian in-
dustries, Besides list of Gerinnns to Ruesia are
members of the German army reserve, and in an
event of war they might become hostile out-
posts familiar with Russia’s topogrn‘ivhy re-
sources and strategetic condition, and inight
seglt au nlliance with the Poles. Ukage will
not effect its object immediately, as it does not
disturb foreigners who are already landlords.
Many hold land under temporary concessions,
which will not be renewed when their terms
expires, Itis expected that tenants will then
leave their holdings, and that owners of land
will find circumstances so ndverse, they also
will be compelled to leave. This, together with
the Rusnanizing movement in the Baltic pro-
vinces, will produce an_increasing breach
between Germany and Rusma, and render
impossible a renewal of their former cordiality,
which was undermined by Prince Bismarck’s
action at the Berlin Congrees, and his policy on
the Bulgarian crizis.

MURDERED EIS GRANDSONS.

THE AWFUL CRIME COMMITTED BY A GRAND-
FATHER 80 THAT HE MAY MARRY.,

ReaDING, Pa., May 31.—William Showers,
cigarinpker, aged 5 years, was arrested at Ann-
ville, Lebunon County, at midnivht, charged
with murdering his two grandchildren, Wiliinm
and Samuel, aged 3 and 5 years. The children
were the itlegitimate offspriog of Showers’ de-
ceased daughter, Two weeks ngo he drove into
the mountains with the children and returned
without them. Nothing hns been hesrd of them
since, and as Showers told many conflicting
gtories regarding their absence the District At-
torney ordered his arrest. A gearch was made
for the children snd resulted in the finding of
their bodies buried in Showers’ yard, with ropes
around their necks. Showera claims to have
1aken the echildren from their home to doliver
them to a man at Tower City, who was to keep
them, and that while on the way he missed the
road and put the little ones out while he went
to water his horse a quarter of a mile awny, and
that while he was gone the children disappeared
in company with two strangsrs.  Tle denies all
knowledge of the bodies bemmg in his yard.
Showers was engaged to marry _a lady, but her
one condition was that the children should be
firat got rid of by placing them in the charge of
some other person. Failing in this itisbelieved
he resorted to murder. Showers has confessed
the crime of murdering the boys.

A MURDERER’S DOOM.
THE HANGING OF GAGOLIN AT IEMBROKK.

PrubrokE, Ont., Juse 6.—The ¢xeeutiony of
the wurderer Uagolin took place here this
morping at 8 o'clock, and was witnessed by
about fifty people. After the fall of the trap
the sheritf, deputy sherilf, coroner, physcian,
gaoler, attendant mioister and u few others
were in the room in which the seatfold ix erccted.
At five minutes to 8 o’clock the murdercr was
conducted to the ecaffeld accommpnuied Ly two
Germoan ministers, Rev. G, Schroeder and
Rev. K. Robt, I*. Kretzmanp and the offi-
cinls, lle. was placed on  tha dreop.
1o then knelt while the Rev. Mr. Kretzmann
kaelt with him, The condemned man repeated
the prayers after the minister with great fervor,
and expressed himself as perfectly satisfied to
meet his God. He never once flinched from hia
terrible dnom, apparently Dbeoowing more
buoyant as the dreadful end approached. Rev.
Mr. Schroeder, who attended {um throughout, a
few minutes before the fatal holt was drawn
sang o favocite (ferman hymp, in which the
prisoner jnined with & clear and unquaveriog
voice, apparent!y us cool as though an orcinary
church service was taking place, He only knew
three verses of this hymnp, and they were parti-
cularly adupted to his case. He alro re-
seated at the end o beautiful prayer he had
earned when a boy, which was also admir-
ably adapted to his condition. Mr, Schroeder
said that Gagolin hud entirely forgotten every-
thing pertainiog to religious service but this
little prayer and the three stnnzas of the hymn
mentioned above. He had evideutly not at-
.tended a place of worship for years. Atafew
minutes after eight the prisoner was pinioned
on the scaffold, the noose was adjusted about
his neck, the fatal bolt drawn, and Gagolin was
launched into eternity. He died without a’
struggle, save a slight muscular countraction
visible at intervals for about nine minutes after
he dropped. Rev, Mr. Schroeder siid, after
the execution bad taken place, ‘*heissnfe in
the arms of Jesus; would to God every one
could meet their Maker as well prepared.” The
prisoner was much mure contented this morning
than he was two or three dnys ago. At firat he
feared his fate, but lutterly expressed himself as
perfectly satistied that his end would be peace.
Hig Friends were allowed to take the remaina}
bury them in the Gernian cemetery, He made
no atatement on the scaffold. .

Ontorio farmera cannot bo aceused of preeipi-
tancy in the action they are now taking in favor
of commzreial union with the United States.
They bave given the N.-P, a fair trial. For
pine years they have tried ita merits, submitted

having thus thoroughly tested the policy which
they loyally accepted under all poesible con-
ditions, they .have come to the conclusion
that commerial-union with the States ig their
only salvation. -Meotings of farmers have been

‘within the past week or two, at which resolu-q
tions were in every instance carried unanimous-
ly in favor of the proposed abolition ;of the
Customs line. In the grea} county of Ontario
‘the Farmers’ 1nstituts held a largely attended

meetiog, at which the following resolution was
unanimonsly adopted :— :

‘“That in the opinion of : this institute the re-
moval of all trade restrictions between the
Dominton of Canada and the United States is
highly desirable, to be obtained in any way that
#eems best to our Dominion Government,

Yesterday, (June 2nd), the annual meeting of
the East Lambton Farmers' Institute adopted a
8'milar resolution without a dissenting voice:
It reads as follows :— © -~ .

“That we approve of the principle adopted
by the Central i
ciprocity with the United States, or failing that
to memorialize the Dominion Government to
endeavor to obtain from the home Government
commercial union and & fair advantage against
protected foreign “countries, We fulfy endorse
the pnncigls and pledge ourselves 'to do our
utmost to have such policy carried into,'eﬁect."

After some discussion, all of which was favor
able to commercial union with the States, the
following words were added to the resolition:
“ And to secure the removal of all restrictions
on trade between the United' States and
Canada.” * ~ SR

Tke
foundation of our commonwealth is therstore
laid in respect and reverence for legal traditions,
while that of the United States is laid in tredi-
tions of fratricidal strite. This is where the
fundamental difference between the characters
of the Canadian and American people takes its
rise,

Nevertheleas, we recognize the truth of the
Monrow doctrine, that no interference in the
affairs of this continent by foreign powera can
be permitted without extreme danger to the
principles of peaceful progress and freedom, for
the maintenance of which the whole continent is
united.

In pursuing the path of cur own destiny, we
have been compelled to place restrictions on
British commerce. And since it has ever been
the policy of England to force open the gates of
trade with foreign lands, even with cannon and
bayonets, our action has led to our abandon-
ment by England, who has practically left us to
our own devices 1 dealing with aur powerful
neighbor. 'With natural jealousy, however, she
withholds from us the recognition of our right
to make our own treaties. Thus, a declaration
of Canadian independence is fast becoming a
necessity, which cannot be delayed or avoided.
The extent of our territory, its situation on the
globe, our illumitable rescurces, the character of
our people, all forbid that Canada should leng
remain & mere appendage to a trans-atlantic
erown, ov become a mere side show to the great
American circus.

Clearly it 15 the duty of American states-
men to prevent the consolidation on this conti
vent of any of the forms of European despotisms
but wisdom would dictate that, in pursuing
that policy, kindly aid should be given by -the
Republic to the Dominoion, not churlish -
treatent and childish threats of non-inter-
course, which can only rouse a spirit of retalia-
tion and indefinitely postpone the day of
reconciliation,

During his sojourn in England Sir Charles
Tupper doubtless became convinced that solong
as Capada maintained her presenmy tariff she
‘need not look to England for sympsthy or sup-
port. He alsc knew that no Canadian Govern-
ment could recede from the existing czmmercial
policy. Then came the chaunge in the iron
duties. This was an assimilation to the Ameri
can system and another blow at England. No
doubt be thought it would give him & claim
to more kindly consideration for his scheme
of reciprocity. At all events it would
build up the irom producing ibdustries
of Caneda, which had a big market of her own,
and since Fbgland abandoned him and the
United States repulsed him, it was only common
sense to shut the doors against both of them.
The result was inevitable, azd our manufac-
turers have the field to themselves, The prin-
ciple that underlies protection has asserted
itgelf. With irolation from the markets of the
world, we are forced under the yoke of nativg
monopoliea, which can not only fix prices, but
dictate to the Government. The duration of
these conditiona depends on the moderation of
the men who control the situation. But if we
may judge by past experience, it will not be
long before a radical change in the Capaiian
constitution in the direction of compl ts

national independence will take place.

WILL LORD LANSDOWNE RESIGN?

No matter how disinterested Lord Lanedowne
and those immediately surroundiog him may
affect to be in the watter of the. O'Brien agita-
tion in this country, there can be no doubt that
the success attained by the editor of United
Ireland has proved anything but satisfactory to
the Governor-General aud his particular friends,
Waere this not so, there would bave been no ne-
cessity on the patt of Lord Lonsdowne's frienda
and supporters to resort to violence in their
attempt to re%ly to the charges made against
him.

There was much that occurred in Lord Lans-
downe’s interest during Mr, O'Brien’s visit to
Oanadn that reflects in anythine but a favorable
manner upon the landlord of Luggacurran. For
instance, when the Governor-General returned
to Ottawn, a reception was arranged for him by
his friends asa kind of set-off to the O’Brien
movement.  And we aro reliably informed that
one of the features of the reception was the
singing by a number of little girls, of a refrain
which contained the line *‘ We'll hang O'Brien
8o & sour apple tree,”” The toleration of such
and childish conduct as thia on the part of
a Governor-General is well worthy of those in
whose interest the editor of United Ircland was
stoned and mobbed and shot at in Ontario.
When a Governor-General has had to.descend.
to the toleration of such conduct as this, it is
surely worss than abeurd to ask us to believe
that Mr. O’Brien’s mission has been a failure,
and that Lord Lansdowne has not been
made to feel Em-ticularly uncomfortable
in conseque nce of the manner in which he_has
been shown up to the Coanadian people. Itis
this which leadsus to believe that he should re-
sign his office as Governor-General of Canadn.
That office has always hitherto’claimed and ob-
tained the reepect of the Canadian people.

regpansibility for Dunn's appuistment. .

he visited the county to aseertain his chances,
nfter being nommated, he foiand that most of
the county offic:als were opposed to him politic-:
ally. The voters' list had been tampered with,
and many Conservative electors had been left
off for variouns reasons. He could do nothing to
mend that matter. But there had been further
irregularities. Several parishes usually giving
Conservative majorities hid been . illegally
revited, and he was advised that: if the
sherif acted as retwning officer he
would throw out the votes cast ' in
these parishes. Under these circumstances
hesaw certain defeat staring him in the face
unless another returning officer was agioiﬁted.
Then 1ta did his utmost _to have John XK. Dunn
appointed, and succeeded. He proceeded to
justify Dunn’s action, and claimed that he was
a good young man who d do no guile. As
far a5 he {Bard) was personally concerned, he
believed he had a perfect neht, a legal: right, .to
occupy his seat in the House, and he should do
g0 until hurled from it by either the House or
the courts, The egorn of the Opposition had no
effect upon him. He was not withered by it,
and, if be knew himself arigh®, he would not,
either. e wag ready to meet his opponents in
the courts, or would resign his seat and appeal
again to  his constituents if the voters’
liste in the county were properly revised.
By sa long as he was sustained by the House
and his party he would cling to his seat. Hav-
ing delivered himself tbusly, Baird, who 18 &
small, spare, youngish man, with a fluent but
sing-song delivery, withdrew from the House.

The Minister of Justice then entered ioto a
Iabored discussion of the petty legal points in-
volved in the cass, His task seemed an uo-
congenial one and he concluded in about thirt}y
minutes by moving in amendmeot to Mr., Wel.

Inthe year 1698 both Houses of the
English Parliament presented petitions to
‘William, who was then king, asking him to dis-
courage the manufacture of woollen gaods in
Ticland, as therr grent and owing excellence
was likeiy to interfere with Enpgland’s prosper-
ity. Theérepiy of the king was—" 1 anc.l doall
that in me hies to discourage the woollen manu-
factura of Ireland,” ¥rom that day forwarc
the Irish woollen trade was doomed. The
English Parliament past an act prohibiting the
export of wool or ¥oollen goods from Ireland,
under pan of forfeiture of gocds and ships and
& penalty of £500.

From what period do you date the revivel
our woollen trade?
r, White—From 1862 tweeds were manu-
factured in Blarney, but the quantity was
limited up to 1870. From that date the trade
increased. \Vitha bound new mills eprung into
existence, the most modern designs were pro-
cured, and we are now again formidable rivals
with Eng]nnd and Scotland.

R—To what canee do you attribute this re-
