After a while, His Excellency the Administrator of the Government of
Canada having corne, and being seated on the Throne,-

The Honourable the Speaker commanded the Gentleman Usher of the Black
Rod to proceed to the flouse of Commons and acquaint that bouse that,-

It is His Excellency the Administrator's pleasure that they attend him
immediately in the Senate Chamber.

Who being corne, with their Speaker,

His Excellency the Administrator was pleased to open the Session by a
(iraclous Speech to hoth finuses, as follows:-

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Mem bers of the House of Commons:

I welcome you ta your duties at a time when the Nations of the world are
passing through a period of great economîc depression. Canada has not escaped
it. But the Canadian people have met the trials of the moment with patience
and fortitude, and are facing the future with the courage and faith which must
triumph over every difficulty. In prosperity they were united. In adversity
that union is made still stronger by the spirit of co-operation and mutual under-
standing which is the surest bulwark of the Nation's welf are and happiness.

These attributes of Canadianism are National assets of real value, and,
upon their possession, 1 do profoundly congratulate you.

It will be your privilege to consider certain measures designed by my
Ministers ta ameliorate existing conditions, to provide further means by which
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our people may go forward ta achieve a prosperity heretofore unattained and
ta furnish them with ail possible safeguards against a recurrence of the present
subordination ta world forces.

The fact that in this period of univc'rsal distress Canada has been spared
the same acute degree of ýhardship which many other nations have been e.alled
upon to bear, will not, I know, blind yau to the fact that between this country
as it is and as it should be, there is a guif ta be bridged by the industry and
zeal of ail those who have the welfare of the nation in their keeping. The
problems which stand between us and ultimate prosperity are manif old and
great. To be effectually met, they must first be understaod. Confusion between
cause and effect wilI but delay their solution. My Government has explored
the origins of aur dilfficulties and is firmly of the belief that man'y of aur
prablems do not arise out of world wide depression, but are antecedent ta it; and
that domestie factors have also largely determined the degree of economie
distress from, which this country is suffering.

It was this belief which impelled my Ministers at the emergency SeSion of
Parliament held in September last ta remove anc of the root weaknesss in ouf
industrial systemn by effecting such then possible changes in the tariff as would,
in their opinion, provide substantial security against harmful warld competi-
tien. Althaugh in the interval world conditions have changed but, littie for the
better, this tariff legislation has resulted in a marked improvement in the
domestie situation through the strengthening -of established industries, and in
addition many others, formerly exporters ta Canada, have now become pro-
ducers in Canada.

The operation of The Unemployment Relief Act, 1930, has proved equally
beneficial. While the grant authorized by this Act cauld nat immediately have
checked unemployment arising from causes of which you have full knowledge,
yet its careful administration by my Ministers, ably aidcd by the Provincial
and Municipal Governuments and the two great railway systems, has resulted ini
the institution of a Nation wide program of public undertakings, each one a
unit in a seheme of National development, which have collectively provided
work for the greatest number of men who have ever been employed through the
direct efforts of the Federal Government.

Since the last session of Parliament four of my Ministers attended the
Imperial and Impcrial Economie Conferences in London. Several constitutianal
questions, arising largely out of the resolutions of the Imperial Conference of
1926, where fully discussed and, in principle, approved. My Ministers, hawever,
held the vicw that before certain (3oistitutional changes embodied in these Reso-
lutions should be made effective by a statute of the Parliament of the United
Kîngdomn of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, the Prov*inces of Canada shauld
be given an apportunity of further considering themn and of satisfying themselve-t
that these proposed changes do not in any way restrict their Ganstitutional
rights. Unanimous concurrence in this view having been given by the repre-
sentatives of Great Britain, the Irish Free State and the other Dominions, my
Ministers have called a Provincial Conference ta be held at Ottawa in the
month of April for the consideration of the proposed changes. Fallowing the
Conference you will be asked ta take appropria-te action.

Exhaustive consideration of the means most likely ta ensure a lasting and
mutually advantageous scheme of Empire economic co-operation was also com-
menced at the Imperial Conferen ce. and many matters preliminary ta a final
conclusion were then disposed of. Searching investigation into the merits of
alternative sehemnes by the Governments concerned is continuing, and it is con-
fidently hoped that, at the adjourned Conference to meet at Ottawa during the

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:ensuing summer, agreements will be concluded for closer Empire trade, which
will strengthen still more the bonds of Empire and bring to every part of it
great and enduring prosperity.

Pursuant to the fixed policy of my Government to combat all influences
which are inimical to the social and economic welfare of this Dominion, an
Order in Council has been passed prohibiting the importation of certain com-
modities into Canada from the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics.

My Ministers have completed the organization approved by legislation at
-the last Session of the Sixteenth Parliament for administering the Pension Act
as amended, and have taken steps to ensure that every care shall be exercised
to obtain the just and equitable satisfaction of all legitimate claims.

My Ministers have had under anxious consideration the means by which
an orderly marketing of the wheat crop of Western Canada may be assured,
and have already taken such effective action towards that end as the circum-
stances appear to justify. My Ministers are aware that changing conditions in
the world's markets may necessitate further intervention by my Government.
which is prepared to render whatever additional assistance may be deemed
advisable in the National interest. The present situation has emphasized the
necessity of effecting a reduction in the costs of production and marketing of
the wheat crop and of providing more stable markets, as the welfare of all
parts of Canada is involved in satisfactory returns being received by the grain
growers.

The broad outline of the general scheme of National development under-
taken by my Government, including provision for old age pensions, aid to
agriculture, technical education and highway construction, has already been
made known. My Ministers are persuaded that this general scheme cannot
advantageously be altered. Careful consideration has therefore been given to
the progressive stages by which it will be carried out, and you will be asked to
consider measures sanctioning such action as the current economic situation
warrants, and such as can be undertaken without undue demands upon the
National exchequer.

You will be asked to consider such further revision of the tariff as may
be carried out with but incidental adjustments to the British Preference
Schedules now in force.

You will have before you for consideration a Bill to create a Tariff Board,
the purposes of which will be to ensure stability of trade, opportunities for the
development of our home market by Canadian producers in fair competition
with those of other Nations, and the protection of our consumers from eq-
ploitation.

Amongst other measures to which your attention will be invited are Bills
for the more effective control of National finance; for the revision of the exist-
ing provisions for Government purchases; for amending the Naturalization Act;
and for amending the Copyright Act.

'The Reference to the Supreme Court of Canada of the respective jurisdic-
tions of the Dominion and Provinces over radio broadcasting necessarily post-
pones any definite legislative action being taken until the opinion of the Court
of last resort has been obtained.

Members of the House of Commons:

The public accounts for the last fiscal year and the estimates for the
coming year will be submitted at an early date. The estimates will manifest
my Ministers' resolve that, until the revenues of the country reflect a definite
improvement in the economic situation, every economy compatible with the
proper administration of the State will be exercised.

The policies and measures 1 have outlined are based upon the firm belief
of my Government that this country is soon to enter upon a new era of prospcrity,
and that the proper development of its vast resource by a people pledged to
unity and ooc-operation, and endowed with courage and industry, will ensure to
Canada a leading place among the Nations. I pray that Divine Providence,
which lias made you citizens of this favoured land, rnay guide and bless your
deliberations.

LIBRARY OF PARLIAMENT

Report of the Librarians for 1930

To the Honourable the Speaker of the Senate.

The Joint Librarians of Parliament have the honour to submit their Report
for the year 1930.

The Supplementary Catalogue of the books donated to, and purchased by,
the Library is already in type and will be issued when this Report is placed
in the hands of the Printers.

The Librarians desire to express to the various Provincial Governments
their appreciation of the courteous and prompt way in which all requests
for the many Provincial documents have been met.

Amongst the many valuable donations to the Library the undersigned
have again to note those made by the Carnegie Endowment for International
Peace.

Of the more interesting works purchased during the past year there may
be mentioned the Service Monographs of the United States Government. These
consist of rather more than fifty volumes which deal with the whole administra-
tive activities of the United States Government as carried on by more than a
hundred Bureaus, Boards, and Commissions. They were published by the
Institute for Government Research of the Brookings Institution, Washington,
D.C. Additional acquisitions include twenty volumes of the Transactions of
the Second World Power Conference, printed in English, French and German.

The monumental work on The North American Indian by Edwa-rd S.
Curtis, consisting of twenty quarto volumes and twenty portfolios of superb
photographic illustrations, is now nearing completion, and volumes 17 and 18
were received by the Library during the past year. In view of recent important
developments in Russia and India many works on these subjects have been
purchased, and every effort has been made to acquire the more new and
important books on economie, financial, and constitutional matters.

At the end of the present Supplement will be found the index to many
volumes of pamphlets which include important documents formerly in the
library of Mr. Girouard of St. Benoit, who was a well-known collector of
historical documents and a contemporary of Papineau, Lafontaine and Cartier.
These particular pamphlets deal with the settlement of the north-east boundary
lines between Maine, New Brunswick and Canada referred to in the Ashburton
Treaty.

By the removal of a large number of " duplicates " to the vaults, and the
re-arrangement of some sections, the books on the shelves of the galleries are in
more convenient shape than they have been for some time. Work has been con-
tinued in the vaults themselves, their contents card-indexed, and the Librarians
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venture to submit that there is a far more orderly condition of things there than
has been the case for very many ye-ars. INevertheless the Librarians feel bound
to report the congestion stili makes for many difficulties, and the matter might
well be discussed by the Joint G-ommittee of Parliament on the Library.

2. That His Majesty in respect of Canada reserves the right in relation
to the disputes mentioned in Article 17 of the General Act to require that the
procedure described in Chapter II of the said Act shall be suspended in respect
of any dispute which has been submitted to and is under consideration by the
Council of the League of Nations, provided that notice to suspend is given
after the dispute has been submitted to the Council and is given within ten'
days of the notification of the initiation of the procedure, and provided also
that such suspension shall be limited to a period of twelve months or such
longer period as may be agreed by the parties to the dispute or determined by
a decision of all the members of the Council other than the parties to the
dispute.

3. (i) That, in the case of a dispute, not being a dispute mentioned in
Article 17 of the General Act, which is brought before the Council of
the League of Nations in accordance with the provisions of the Coven-
ant, the procedure described in Chapter I of the General Act shall not
be applied, and, if already commenced, shall be suspended, unless the
Council determines that the said procedure shall be adopted.

Whereas the Delegates of bis Mai esty's Governments in the United King-
dom, the Dominion of Canada, the Commonwealth of Australia, the Dominion
of New Zealand, the Union of South Africa, the Irish Free State and New-
foundland, at Imperial Conferences held at Westminster in the years of Our
Lord One Thousand Nine bundred and Twenty-six and One Thousand Nine
Hundred and Thirty, did make certain declarations and resolutions, which are
set forth in the Reports of the said Con ferences;

And whereas, pursuant Vo certain recommendations set forth in the Report
of the Imperial Conference, held at Westminster in the year of Our Lord One
Thousand Nine bundred and Twenty-six, as modified by Agreement macle be-
tween bis Majesty's Governments, a Conference on the Operation of Dominion
Legislation and Merchant Shippîng Legislation was held at Westminster, in'the
year of Our Lord One Thousand Nine Hundred and Twenty-nine, and certain
deciarations, resolutions and recommendations wcre madle, as set forth in the
Report, of that Conference;

And whereas the delegates of bis Majesty's Governments at the Imperial
Conference, held at Westminster in the year of Our Lord One Thousand Nine
Hundred and Thirty, passed certain resolutions, set forth in the Report of that
Conference, which read as follows:-

"(i) The conference approves thie Report of the Conference on the Opera-
tion of Dominion Legisiation (which is to 'be regarded as forming part of the
Report of the present Conference.), subject to the conclusions embodied in this
Section.

(ûi) The Conference recommends:
"(a) That the Statute proposed to be passed by the Parliament at.West-

minster ýshould contain the provisions set out in the Schedule annexed.,
"(b) That the lse December, 1931, should be the date as from which the

proposed Statute should become operative.
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"(c) That with a view to the realization of this arrangement, Resolutions
passed by both Huses of the Dominion Parliamente should be forwarded to the
United Kingdom, if possible 'by lst JuIy, 1931, and, in any case, flot later than
the lst August, 1931, with a view to the enactment by the Parliament of the
United Kingdom of legisiation on the fines set out in the sehedule annexed.

"(d) That the Statute should contain such further provisions as to its
application toany particular Dominion as are requested by that Dominion."

And Whereas the said Report of tbe Imperial Conference, held at West-
minster in the year of Our Lord One Thousand Xine Hundred and Thirty, also
sets forth in a schedule certain clauses and recitals, to be included in a statute
which, ià was proposed, should be enacted by the Parliament of the United
Kingdom, and which, it was thought, might conv'eniently be called the Statute
of Westminstet;

And Whereas consideration has been given by the proper authorities in
Canada as to whether and to what extent the principles embodied in the pro-
posed Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom should be applied to Pro-
vincial legislation; and, at a Dominion-Provincial Conference, held at Ottawa
on the seventh and eighth days of April, in the year of Our Lord One Thousand
Nine Hundred and Thirty-one, a clauýse was approved by the Delegates of lis
Majestv's Government in Canada and of the Governments of ahl of the Provinces
of Canada, for insertion in the proposed Act for the purpose of providing that
the provisions of the prtoposed Act rel.ating to the Colonial Laws Validity Act
should extend to, Laws made by the Provinces of Canada and to the powers of
the Legislatures of the Provinces; and also for the purpose of providing that
nothing in the proposed Act should be deemed to apply to the repeal, amend-
ment or alteration of the British North America Acts 1867 to 1930, or any order,
rule or regulation made thereunder; and also for the purpose of providing that
the powers conferred. by the proposed. Act on the Parliament of Canada and
upon the Legislatures of the Provinces should be restricted to the enactment of
Laws in relation to matters with.in the competence of the Parliament of Canada
or of any of the Legislatures of the Provinces respeetively.

To the King's Most Excellent Majesty:

Most Gracious Sovereign:-

We, Your Majesty's Most dutiful and loyal subjeets, the and
Commons of Canada, in Parliament assembled, humbly approach Your Majesty
praying that You may graciously be pleased to cause a measure to be laid before
the Parliament of the United Kingdom, pursuant to certain declarations and
resolutions made by the Delegates of Your Majesty's Governments in the United
Kingdom, the Dominion of Canada, the Commonwealth of Australia, the Domin-
ion of New Zealand, the Union of South Africa, the Irish Free State and New-
foundland, at Imperial Conferences held at Westminster in the years of Our
Lord One Thousand Nine Hundred and Twenty-six and One Thousand Nine
Hundre.d and Thirty, and pursuant to certain other resolutions made by the
Delegates of Your Majesty's Government in Canada and of the Governments
of ail of the Provinces of Canada, at a Dominion-Provincial CJonference held. at
Ottawa on the seventh. and eighth days of April in the year of Our Lord One
Thousand Nine bundred and Thirty-oane, the said Act to contain the following
recitals and clauses, or recitals and clauses to the following effet:-
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Statute of Westminster

And whereas it is meet and proper to set out by way of preamble to this Act,
that inasmuch as the Crown is the symbol of the free association of the Members
of the British Commonwealth of Nations, and as they are united by a common
allegiance to the Crown, it would be in accord with the established constitutional
position of all the Members of the Commonwealth in relation to one another
that any alteration in the law touching the Succession to the Throne or the
Royal Style and Titles shall hereafter require the assent as well of the Parlia-
ments of all the Dominions as of the Parliament of the United Kingdom.

And whereas it is in accord with the established constitutional position that
no law hereafter made by the Parliament of the United Kingdom shall extend
to any of the Dominions as part of the law of that Dominion otherwise than at
the request and with the consent of that Dominion.

(1) The Colonial Laws Validity Act, 1865, shall not apply to any law
made after the commencement of this Act by the Parliament of a Dominion.

(2) No law and no provision of any law made after the commencement of
this Act by the Parliament of a Dominion shall be void or inoperative on the
ground that it is repugnant to the law of England, or to the provisions of
any existing or future Act of Parliament of the United Kingdom, or to any
order, rule or regulation made under any such Act, and the powers of the
Parliament of a Dominion shall include the power to repeal or amend any
such Act, order, rule or regulation, in so far as the same is part of the law of the
Dominion.

It is hereby declared and enacted that the Parliament of a Dominion has
full power to make laws having extra-territorial operation.

No Act of Parliament of the United Kingdom passed after the commence-
ment of this Act shall extend or be deemed to extend to a Dominion as part of
the law of that Dominion unless it is expressly declared in that Act that that
Dominion has requested, and consented to, the enactment thereof.

Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing provisions of this Act
sections seven hundred and thirty-five and seven hundred and thirty-six of the
Merchant Shipping Act, 1894, shall be construed as though reference therein to
the Legislature of a British possession did not include reference to the Parlia-
ment of a Dominion.

Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing provisions of this Act
section four of the Colonial Courts of Admiralty Act, 1890 (which requires cer-
tain laws to be reserved for the signification of His Majesty's pleasure or to con-
tain a suspending clause), and so much of section seven of that Act as requires
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the approval of His Majesty in Council to any rules of Court for regulating
the practice and procedure of a Colonial Court of Admiralty, shall cease to have
effect in any Dominion as from the commencement of this Act.

(1) Nothing in this Act shall be deemed to apply to the repeal, amendment
or alteration of the British North America Acts 1867 to 1930, or any order, rule
or regulation made thereunder.

(2) The powers conferred by this Act upon the Parliament of Canada or
upon the Legislatures of the Provinces shall be restricted to the enactment of
laws in relation to matters within the competence of the Parliament of Canada
or of any of the Legislatures of the Provinces respectively.

(3) The provisions of Section of this Act shall extend to laws
made by any of the Provinces of Canada and to the powers of the Legislatures
of such Provinces.

(A number to be inserted corresponding to the section number of the second
clause set forth in the Schedule, Imperial Conference 1930, Summary of Pro-
ceedings, page 19.)

Notwithstanding anything -in the Interpretation Act, 1889, the expression
"Colony" shall not, in any Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom passed
after the commencement of this Act, include a Dominion or any Province or
State forming part of a Dominion.

All of which we humbly pray Your Majesty may take into Your favourable
and gracious consideration.

and, on such repayment being made, to receive a refund of such portion of the
interest paid in advance as has not been earned, except a sum equal to the inter-
est for three months,

(ii) charge, in addition to interest as aforesaid, for all expenses which have
been necessarily and in good faith incurred by the Company in making or renew-
ing a loan authorized by the next preceding sub-paragraph (i) including all
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expenses for inquiry and investigation into the character and circumstances of
the borrower, his endorsers, co-makers or sureties, for taxes, correspondence and
professional advice, and for all necessary documents and papers, two per centum
upon the principal sum loaned,

(iii) notwithstanding anything in the next two preceding sub-paragraphs (i)
and (ii) the Company shall, when a loan authorized by the said sub-paragraph
(i) has been made or renewcd on the security of a chattel mortgage, or of subro-
gation of taxes, be entitled to charge an additional sum equai to the legal and
other actual expenses disbursed by the Company in connection with such loan,
but not exceeding the sum of ten dollars,

but, no charge for expenses of any kind shall be made or collected unless the loan
bas been actually made, nor on a renewal unless such a loan has been renewed
after one year from the making thereof or after one year from the last renewal
thereof;

(c) lend money on the security of real estate or leaseholds, or purchase or
invest in mortgages or hypothees upon freehold or leasehold real estate and for
subrogation of taxes;

(d) do all or any of the above mentioned things, and all things authorized
by this Act, as principals, agents, contractors, trustees or otherwise and either
alone or in conjunction with others;

(e) if authorized by by-law sanctioned by a vote of not less than two-thirds
in value of the subscribed stock of the Company represented at a general meet-
ing duly called for considering the by-law, the directors may from time to time,-

(i) borrow money upon the credit of the Company,
(ii) limit or increase the amount to be borrowed,
(iii) hypothecate, mortgage or pledge the real or personal property of the

Company, or both, to secure the payment of any money borrowed for the pur-
poses of the Company.

(2) Nothing in this section contained shall limit or restrict the power of
the Company to borrow money on bills of exchange or pronissory notes made,
drawn, accepted or endorsed by or on behalf of the Company.

(3) Nothing in this Act contained shall authorize the Company to issue
bonds, debentures or other securities for moneys borrowed, or to accept deposits.

(4) Any officer or director of the Company who does, causes or permits to
be done, anything contrary to the provisions of this section shall be liable for
each such offence to a penalty of not less than twenty dollars and not more than
five thousand dollars in the discretion of the court before which such penalty is
recoverable; and any such penalty shall be recoverable and disposed of in the
manner prescribed by section ninety-eight of the Loan Companies Act."

Insert the following as new clause 7:-

"7. (1) The Company may acquire the whole or any part of the assets of
and may assume the obligations and liabilities of Morris Finance Corporation,
Limited, incorporated by Letters Patent under the law of the province of Ontario,

ment has been approved by the votes of at 'least two-thirds of the shareholders
present or represented by proxy at a special general meeting of the corporation
and of the Company, respectively, parties to the said agreement."

(Lethbridqe), be a committee to investigate from its inception the Beauharnois
project for the development of hvdro-electric energy by the' use of the waters
of the St. Lawrence River so far as the matters referred to are within the juris-
diction of the Parliament lof Canada, and without restricting the generality of
the foregoing words in particular to investigate the matters referred to in the
speech made in the bouse of Gommons, by Mr. Robert Gardiner, the honourable
mnember for Acadia, on the lOth day of May last, as reported on pages 1875-1887
of bansard, and to report from time to time their observations and opinion
thereon; with power to send for papers, persons and records. bHonourable W.
A. Gordon was on the 15th of Jâme, 1931, appointed Chairman of the Special
Select Committee.

2. (1) The Committee sat from the lSth day of June, 1931, to the 22nd
day cf July, 1931, held on most of these days more than one session and
examined 35 witnesses.

(2) On the lst of July, the members of the Committee visited and inspected
the site cf the works.

There were fi'led with the Committee 129 exhibits.

3. SOULANGES SEcTIoN-ST. LAwREBNCE RIVER

(1) The Soulanges section of the St. Lawrence River is that portion theerof
]ying between Lake St. Francis and Lake St. Louis which are some 14ý miles
apart, and between which there is a faîl of 83 feet. The average normal avail-
able fl'ow of the river through this section is, in the vicinity of 230,000 cubic
feet per second for 50 per -cent of the time, making possible a development of
2,000,000 horse power of commercial electrie energy at 85 per cent load factor.
The site is in close proximity to the City and Port of Montreal, and is con-
veniently located on what must soon be a waterway capable of accommodating
ocean-going vessels. It has therefore great possibility for industrial develop-
ment if cheap power is available.
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(2) It is apparent that the Soulanges section thus presents an opportunity
for hydro-electrie development almost if not quite unique on the face of the
globe. It is one of the greatest national resources in Canada, and in its natural
state of great potential value.

4. HisToRy

(1) About the year 1800, Edward Ellice, the Seigneur of Betauharnois,
erected 'a small " moulin Banal " at the înouth of the St. Louis River and in order
toîincrease the flow of the river, in 1807 built a small feeder, four miles in length,
fromn Lake St. Francis to the head waters of the River. This constituted the
first diversion in the Soulanges section of the St. Lawrence River for power
purposes. Whatever water rights were incidentai to this feeder later passed into
the hands of a family named Robert and apparently formed the basis of the
applications for power rights hereinafter mentioned. Details concerning the
Robert "rights" may be foun'd in a judgment delivered in the Exchequer Court
of Canada in the case of Robert vs. the King i(9 Exehequer Court Reports).
Reference may be had also to Exhibit No. 29, a memorandum prepared by Mr.
R. C. Alexander,

(2) In 1855 the Government of the Province of Canada buiît a dyke, known
as the Hungry Bay Dyke, as a protection agaiiist floods. It rebuilt the control
gates of the feeder and in 1883 the Government of Canada decpened and widened
the feeder an-d installed new gates in the dyke at the feeder entrance, consîder-
able sums of money having been appropriated for this purpose.

(3) In 1902, J. B. Robert, as the grantee of the representatives of Edward
Ellice, brought action against the Crown for a declaration of his rights and
judgment was pronounced on the l7th October, 1904, deciding that Robert held
substantial rights in the feeder. A compromise was arrived at by which the
feeder was leased to the heirs of J. B. Robert by the Department of Public
Works under date of the 28th December, 1909, for a period of 21 years. This
was aut>horized by Order in Council, P.C. 2168, of the 9th December, 1909.

(4) In 1902 by Quebec Statute 2 Edxvard VII, Chapter 72 of the 26th
March, 1902, the Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company was incor-
porated with power to enlarge and extend the feceder. As a eonsequence of
the finding of the Exehequer Court that J. B. Robert was not the owner of the
feeder, in 1910 another Provincial Act was passed giving thc Company the
right to build a new canal or feeder from any point on the original feeder to
any point on the St. Louis River at or near the town of Beauhbarnoi6. This
Company thus became possessed of certain riglits in respect of the diversion of
water for power purposes frorn Lake St. Francis. The shares of the Beau-
harnois Light,, Heat and Power Company were ail owned by W. H. Robert and
other memnbers of the Robert family. On the 3rd February, 1927, Mr. R. O.
Sweezey obtained fromn the Roberts an option of ail the issued capital stock
of the Company and the Company's rights.

TriE ROBERT INTEIIEsTS

(5) W. H. Robert and the other Robert heirs received for the 2,000 shares
of the Beauharnoîs Light, Heat and Power Company and such other rîghts,
if any, as were then outstanding in them

(1) Cash $1,520,000.
(2) 200 fully paid part interests in the Beauharnois Power Syndicate.
(3) 21,000 Class A shares of the Beauharnois Power Corporation.
(4) 100 fully paid part interests in the Beauharnois Synd'icate trans-

ferred from R. O. Sweezey aocount, which beoame 200 part in-
terests in the Beauharnois Power Syndicate.
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(6) In addition to the above-mentioned 400 part interests in the Power
Syndicate owned by the Roberts, W. H. Robert held a further three hundred
units in bis oYwn namne on whieh hec owed $10,000 as at Decemnber l7th, 1929.
For the 700 part interests, referred to above, the Robert heirs received, on te
dissolution of the Syndicate, cheques aggregating $95,000, together wibh 28,000
shares of the Class A Common stock of the Beauharnois Power Corporation
Limited.

(7) In the same year, Mr. Sweezey applied to the Quebec Legisiature for
an amendmoent to the Act incorporaLing the Company pormitting the construc-
tion of a canal between Lake St. Francis and Lake St. Louis. This application
was refused.

(8) On' the l7th March, 1927, the Beauhiarnois Light, Heat and Power
Company applied Vo His Excellency the Governor General in Council for
approval of a proposai to build a power canal " whîch can be readily adapted
for thirty foot navigation requirements also " from a point on Lake St. Francis
near the mouth of the St. Louis feeder to Lake St. Louis uand Vo, use so much
of the water of the St. Lawrence River as can be taken through the proposed
canal without interfering with navigation and xithout intierfering with existing
prior rights in the River St. Lawrence." This application was not pressed.

(9) On the 17Vh January, 1928, the Beauharnois Light, Heat -and Power
Company applied to His Excel]ency the Governor General in Council " for
approval under the Navigable Waters Protection Act of its plans and site of
proposed works herein described and for the right Vo divert forty thousand
cubîc f cet per second (40,000 c.f.s.) from Lake St. Francis."

(10) Ia March, 1928, by Statute of the Province of Quebe-c (18 Geoirge V
Chapter 113), a ncw section, 11A, was added Vo the original Act of incorpora-
tion giving the Company the right to build a new canal from any point within
two miles in a southwestýerly direction f rom*the mouth of the St. Louis feeder
Vo any point on Lake St. Louis within ont and a haîf miles in a westerly
direction aliong the Élioe of .Lake St. Louis fromn dhe, mouth ýoif the St. Louis
River and giving the Company the right to expropriate lands not exceeding six
arpents in width.

(11) On Vhe 27th April, 1928, Mr. Sweezey and his associates obtained
the passing of an Order in Council by the Executive Council of Quebec author-
izing the granting teo fle Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company of
an emphyteutic lease, which lease was subsequently executed on the 23rd June,
1928, and wlîich grants to the Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company the
righ.ts of the Province of Quebec to, suehi part of the hyéIraulie power of the
St. Lawrence River as can. be developed between Lake St. Francis and Lake
St. Louis through a derivation (six diversion) Canal on the right (southerni
shore of a maximum flowing capacitv of forty thousand cubic feet per second
(40.000 c.f.s.), (rthe Proivince reserving the -omnership and the free disposiitio'n
of the surplus) for a period of 75 yearýs f rom the 23rd June, 1928, at, an ann<ual
rental of $20,000 for the first five years and $50,O00 for each of the suibsequent
years .and an additional payment of $1 for each horse power year T-evisable
aftcr .cach period of ten years from the date the plant will have been put in
operation. The Company agrees that aV the expiration of the first five years
it will have installed 100,000 h.p.; at the expiration of the sixth year, 200,000
h.p.; at the expiratiun of the seventit year. 300,000 h.p. - and at Vhe expiration
of the tenth year, 500,000 h.p. The lease is granted without prejudice %to
Federal and Provincial laws conccrning navigation, mines, filsheries and the
driving of logs and also upon the unde-rstanding that the lessee " who is presenVly
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negotiating with the Federal Government shall obtain from the latter irn so far
as its rights aire concern-ed, the <iuthcnization ta wiveýt a flow of fort y thousam'
cubic feet per second (40,000 c.f s.)" and in the even of the approval of the
Federal Government not being obtained withiýn twelve months, thre lease may
be cancelled by tlhe Lieuztenatnt Governür in Counicil.

(12) Having obtained the amendrnent to its Charter and the lease from. the
Province of Quebec, the Comnpany pressed its application to the Governor
Ge.nenal in Couneil .amdon die j15th January, 1929, a hoaring was heli by the
the-n Minister of Public Works and twý%o other meimbers of the Dominion Govern-
ment, at which were considered protests frorn shipping comipanies and power
interests.

(13) The application originally eonteinplated the diversion of the whole
flow of the St. Lawrence River. To meet the opposition to the application at
this hearing, Mr. Aime Geoffrion, K.C., who appcared for the aýpplicant, amended
the application to read as follows:

The application of the Beauharnois Light, Heat a.nd Power Company
now pending before the Governor in Couneil is purely and simply for the
appruval of plans for hvdraulic development which will be subjeot to a
condition that nlot more than 40,000 cubic feet per second shaîl 'be diverted
f rom the river-from Lake St. Francis, to be returned Vo Lake St. Louis,
and used for power purposes by the Company between these two points;
-anîd anv condition that the Government *may exact, in any wording
satisfactory to the Government involving that limitation, is accepted in

aaceby the applicant.. If the engineers think 'that the plans should
,be altered to meet this declaration the Company wi1l submit to, any such
alteration.

(14) It ghould be noted that notwithstanding the limitation to the 40,000
c.f.s. the plans of the C.ompany and the works so far as constructed clearly show
and the officers, of the Company and of the Department of Public Works admit
that at all times there has been in contemplation the diversion of the whole
flow of the River by this Company.

(15) A Committee of Depýartmeatal Dn'gineers was constituted, composed
of Mr. K. M. Cameron, Chief Engineer of the Department cf Public Works,
Mr. D. W. MclJaehilan, Bngineer in charge of the St. Lawrence Waterway
Project, Mr. J. T. Johnis-ýtcne, Dîrector Dominion Water Power and Reclama-
tion Service and Mr. Louis E. Cote, Chief Engîneer of the Department of Marine,
and on the 30th Januarv, 1929, made a repoit wihich is part of Exhîhiit, No. 17,
in the file of the Public Works,- Department 804-1-D.

(16) Certain paragraphs of this report are as follows:
83. The 40,000 e...diversion projeet can be authorized without

injury Vo, existing navigation, -if the plans submitted are subject ta, modi-
ftcatian and ta regulations~ embodying the restrictions referred ta in this
report.

89. Having regard to the application under the Navigâble Waters
Protection Act, now under consideration, your Committee are of the
opinion that the site and works prcposed in the plans and application
filed by the said Company will xiot impede or interfere with navigation
on -the St. L'awrence River if the conditions attached hereto are met by
the Company and, havin-g consideration to the interests of the country
ais a whole, we are of the opinion tihat if tihe, werks aire consÈtructed in
accordance with such application and plans subjeet ta the said con-
ditions the same can be efficiently utilized in connection with and as
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part of any feasible and economieal scheme whirh the Government of
Canada may eventually decide upon for the deep waterway development
of the St. Lawrence River.

14. The works proposed by the Beauharnois Company consist, of
the following:

1. A canal extending from Hungry Bay, at the foot of Lake St.
Francis to Melocheville, at the head of Lake St. Louis, said
canal being contained between banks which are 1,100 feet apart
where hard materials are encountered, and 4,100 feet apart,
where soft materials are encountered.

2. A power house at Melocheville equipped. with ten 50,000 H.P.
units.

3. Regulating works at Thorn Island and at Leonard Island. These
are designed to hold up the level of Lake St. Francis, when a
diversion of 40,000 c.f.s. from that Lake is made.

4. A series of works in the four rapid stretches of the river between
Thorn Island and the head of Lake St. Louis. These are
designed to, maintain existing depths in channels, and also to
maintain existing levels at the head and foot of the Cedar Rapids
works.

15. The works proposed by the Beauharnois Company affect in vary-
ing degrees canal navigation, river navigation, power developments, and
future plans for a deep waterway.

(17) The Committee expressed disapproval of the remedial works and
channel improvements and in Paragraph 28 stated that the Committee while
offering the suggestions aforementioned eau only recommend approval of these
works subjeet to, modifications to, meet conditions as experience shows themn to
be necessary. In Paragraph 31, the Committee says, " the design of remedial
works for use in the Rapids below Grande Island i-, not yet worked out in a
satîsfactory manner." It will thus be seen that the approval of this Committee
was qualified and that certain of the plans were flot in their view sufficient.

(18) On the Sth Mardi, 1929, Order in Council P.C. 422 was approved by
His Excellency the Governor General on the report from the Minister of Public
Works. This Order in Council recites the application of the 17th January,
1928, the deposit of plans, the grant of the emphyteutic lease and the report of
tic aforementioned Engineers.

(19) IL sets out twenty-cîght conditions, subjeet to which. the recommenda-
tion for approval is made.

(20) Thc Committee, on the recommendation of the Minister of Public
Works, submitted for His Excellency's approval, under Section 7, Chapter 140,
Revised Statutes of Canada, 1927-the iNavigable Waters Protection Act-
(Subject to the foregoing conditions and to such additions, improvements, altera-
tions, changes, substitutions, modifications or removals as may be ordered or
required thereunder), the annexeci plans of works and the site thereof according
to the descriptions and plans attached in bookiet f orm, wiici works were pro-
posed to be constructed by the Beauharnois Ligit, Heat and Power Company
with respect to the diversion of 40>000 c.f.s. from Lake St. Francis to Lake St.
Louis in connection with a power canal to be built by the said Company along
the St. Lawrence River between the two lakes mcntioned.

(21) By reference to the large plan submîtted with the application, and
referred to in the Order in Couneil P.C. 422, and which is Exhibit No. 2A, it
will be observed that there are two cross sections shown, one at Mileage 144-3
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which shows a width between the embankments of about 1,100 feet, this being
typical of the rock section of the work. This cross section also shows a width
at the bottom of the deep section of the canal of something over 1,000 feet. In
the cross section which is given as typical for each section, at Mileage 152-0
tlle width between the embankments is shown as about 4,100 feet, and the
bottom of the deep section, approximately 27 feet, is shown as having a width
of about 500 feet.

(22) 'Subsequently on the 29th July, 1929, modified plans were submitted
to the Department of Public Works by the Company, and for these there were
on the 22nd August, 1930, certain other plans substituted. None of these has
as yet received the approval of the Minister of Public Works, although the
Chief Engineer of the Department has recommended them for approval. Plans
submitted on the 22nd August, 1930, did include plans for the remedial works,
but such plans were subsequently withdrawn and as the matter now stands there
is not before the Department for approval any plan or plans of these remedial
works.

(23) On the 10th February, 1931, the Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power
Company applied to the Quebec authorities for a lease of a further 30,000 cubic
feet per second, and has now obtained this right.

(24) On the 25th June, 1929, an agreement was entered into between the
Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company and His Majesty represented
therein by the Minister of Public Works of Canada, Exhibit No. 43, which
agreement incorporates the terms and conditions of P.C. 422.

(25) On the 6th·November, 1929, the Governor General in Council passed
three Orders in Council, numbers P.C. 2201, 2202 and 2203, authorizing the
transfer of three water power leases from the Montreal Cotton Company to the
Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company, and on the 3rd December, 1929,
three agreements were entered into between the Montreal Cotton Company, the
Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company, and His Majesty represented
therein by the Minister of Railways and Canals of Canada (Exhibits 7A, 8A
and 9A) by virtue of which the Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company
acquired with the consent of His Majesty the right to use and divert into the
canal to be built 13,072 cubic second feet presently used by the Cotton Company
at or near Valleyfield under an effective head of about 10 feet.

(26) A difficulty may arise in connection with these three leases by reason
of the fact that the Department of Public Works takes the position that under
the Order in Council P.C. 422 there is only authority to grant an opening in
the Hungry Bay dyke sufficient to take 40,000 cubie feet a second (See Evidence,
Page 363).

(27) On the 5th December, 1929, the Lieutenant Governor in Council of
Quebec passed an Order in Council authorizing the diversion of this 13,072
feet.

(28) On the 20th March, 1930, the Charter of the Beauharnois Light, Heat
and Power Company was further amended by enactment 20 George V, Chapter
136 (Quebec), which extended the expropriation powers of the Company so that
for the purpose of building its new canal it might " expropriate such lands as
may be necessary, not exceeding in all 21 arpents in width."

(29) In the final result, the Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company
appear to have obtained from the Dominion of Canada Orders in Council pur-
porting to authorize the diversion of 53,072 cubie second feet, subject to their
obtaining permission to breach the Hungry Bay dyke sufficiently for that
purpose, and subject also to compliance with the conditions of the Orders in
Council and the approvals of plans.
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(30) They have also obtained froin the Province of Quebec a 75 year lease
for 40,000 cufbic second feet, aiîthority from the Lieutenant Governor in Council
of Que-bec to acquire the use of 13,072 c.s.f. and in 1931 the riglit to use an
addition 30,000 c.s.f.

5. Coiu'oRATm ORGANIZATION

(1) Thcrc werc two syndicates prier to the in.orporatàon of Vue Beaiiharnois
Power Corporation Limited, the ,present hoýlding comnpany, the first being the
Beauharnois Syndicate nnd the seeond tlhe Beauharnois Power Syndicate. These
twill be referred to, sometimes, for convenience as the First Syndicate and the
Second Syndicate, respectively.

THE FIRsT SYNDICATB

(2) About the l2th May, 1927, Mr. Sweezey organized the syndicate known
as the Beauharnois Syndicate, having 5,000 units oi part interests. This Syndicate
existed until the 4th April, 1928, at which date the holdings ýwere as follows:-

(7) 0f the 900 nits in the naine af R. 0. Sweezey, 6001 were issued puesuant
ta the syndicaÀte agreement for oonsideration other than cash and the balance
of 300 subscribed for et $100 per unit.
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(8) The 350 uinits subscribed for by F. S. Mo<lscm were at an average prioe
of $45.71 per unit.

(9) The Newman, $weezey & Company, Limi'ted, units were at an average
price of $42.86 and ail otihier subsercibers paid at the rate of $100 per unit.

(10) The average price of the 4,400 units.,sold for ea,§h was $59.32.

TUE SECOND SYNDICATE

(11) On the 4th April, 1928, the Beauharnois Powier Syndicate was organ-
ized and -acquired the assets of the Beauhaxrnois Syndicate, 'the ondideration
being two ranits of the new Syndicate for eachf one unit of the old Syndioate
with the right to unit hoiders, to subseribe for as many unit6 in the new isyndicate
as each .already WIed therein at $100 per unit, being the par value thereof.

(12) The ineiners of the Beauliarnois P>ower Syndicate, holding 100 or

(14) This Company hais been in exist.eice since 1902, fus previKauely iei-
tioned. The control passed to Mr. S-weezev, and bis associates on or about the
3rd February, 1927. Under the agreement of the date (Exhibit No. 60) and
aocording tu the Minutes of the meeting of the Directors held on that day,
Mr. H. B. Griffith was elected a Director and Secretary of the Company. It
was net, how ever, until the l3th June, 1927, thàt a Board of Directors con-
6isting of Mir. Sweezey and his associates including Mr. R. W. Steele, repre-
eenting the Dominion Securities Corporation, took charge of the Gompany's
atl'airs.

BEAU.HARNOIS POWER CORPORATION LIMITED

(15)~ This Company was incoirporated on tîhe, 17th September, 1929, by
the Ottawa legal film of MeGiverin, Haydon and Ebbs by letters patent under
the Diominion Companies Act. It was granted wide powrers, of acquisition and
developm'ent of natural resources *and in connectio'n ý"i1th bbc production, use,
distribution or disposai of energy, po'wer, water, liight or heat.

(16) The authorized capital stock is five Management, Pirferred shares
witîhout nominafl or par value; .1,799,995 Class A Common shares withîout
nominal or par value and 3,200,000 Clîas.s B no.n-vo'ting Coimnion shares rwith-
out nominal cir pair value.

(17) The holdeirs of thfe five Management Preferred sluares, during the ten
years next succeeding the date of the letters patent have the exclusive right to
vote for thie election uf Directors ef the Compaîny. A»t t'he expiry of this periold
the6e automatically become Class A Co'rnron Shiareis.

(18) At a meeting pf thýe Comnpany e(,n tibc, 3Lst (}ctober 1929, theld at the
office of Messrs. MrGiverin, Haydon and Ebbs in the City of Ottawa, a proposed
mnorandum ef agreement, dated the 3lst October 1929, hetween the Beauharnois
Power Syndic ate, the Marquette Investment Corporation and the Beauharnois
Power Corporation Limîted, wîn1 .submittedl providing for acquisition by the
Company or its nýominees of nîl the undertakings and assets of the Syndicate
except unpaid or uncalled balances,; in respect of purchases of units Or part-
interests of the Syndiciate. The considerafion w-as

(aL) $4,750,000 casih
(b) the assuinption by thie Company of -the liabilities aind obligations of the

Syndicate and
(c) the undertakÎng by thieCorporation te defray expenses: not exceeding

$10,000 of the winding up of the Lvffairs af the Syndicate ,and the dis-
tribution of its assets amongit. the miembers.

The Syndicate, ton the other hand, agreed to, suhiscribe at $1 peir eh.are for
1,000,000 Cîas A Ooenmon ishaires of the Company.

(19) It wac- reso'lved that tis memorandum of agreement ,be approved and
executed on behaîf of the Company.

(20) The Directo-rs present ait this, meeting weire, 0. F. Howe, and D. K.
McTavîsh, Barri84ers of Ottawa., and the Misses Belle Fraser, Lila Brennan,
Fdythe, H. O'MaIiey, Bessi-e Connifl'e, Lillian Dell, Elsie M. Burritt, Gwen
Gunderson, Kathleen HIavey and YVIay H. Kelly, sýtenogr4phers,, ail of tîhe Cty
-of Ottawa.
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(21) At tis sanie meeting, accordiýng te the minutes tiheire wac, auihorized
a p'noposed -agreement, dýated the 3lst (}ct«ber 1929, between Beauharnois Power
carpomntion, Limited of the first part and Newman, Sweezey & Coimpany, Lîiited
aind tihe Domninion, Securitiies Corporation of t1w second purt, prOfvidýng for tihe
oreatiom and issue of thirty ye'ar 6 per cent goallateral trust isinking fund bonds of
the Comnpany tio the authorized principal amount of $30,000,000 and for the sale
to Newman, Sweezey & Comipa.ny, Liýmited and tihe Dominion Seeurities Coripora-
tion of the said bonds, together with 770,000 Gla-ss A Common shares of the Comi-
pany for the price of $27,000,000 and accrued interest of said bonds. This
agreement was, subsequentiy ratified by tfie shaxehoilders at a meeting heldl on
the tsame day jand ait the sanie plaice, the above Inamed Directoirs being aill oif the
shaireholders and tull being present.

(22) The agreemnents were -&ib.-equently executied and carried out. The
Beautharnoiýs Power Syndicate was dissol-ved as of the l7th December, 1929,
its tangible assets at that, tume consisting of the amount paid in-aggregating
for tihe two Syndicates $1 ,561 ,000. Tis includes unpaid balances of subscrip-
tions w(hich onithe final settiement were de-ducted f r!ui thleamrounts payable tc>
thie individual members, and $20,000 par of units issued to Robert in part pay-
ment Jor Robert's ightùs.

(23) The tangible consideration received in respect of the 25,000 part-
interests ssued by the Beaulharnois Porwer Syndiclate 'ma'y be sbown tihus:

For purposes of exactness, it. should pcrhaps be noted that the above amount of $1,300,000 includes
$20,000 ini respect of 200 part interests of Beauharnois Power Syndicate issued as f ully paid to the Robert
Heirs in part consideration of the purchase of the shares of Beauharnois Light, Heat and Power Company,
etc.

(24) Ais a result of the agreement above, melntio-ned, the Syndicate meribers,
receive for ecach part interest $150, and 40 Glas-s A ýshares iof thie Beauharnois
Power Gorporation Limited, ,Which Class A sbiares are seit up in the, books f thie
Company ot $1 per ehare and have had a, market value, as high.as $17 per shýare,.
the low price heing $4 per share.

(25) On lAie above ba.sis thie cash1 profit paid te, ýthe niembers of tdie Syn-
dicate would amount to $2,189,000, to whichshould be added 1,000,000,Class A
shareis, which were purchaed by an additionail $1,000,000.00 part of lAie con-
sideration for the transfer of the Syndicate a4ssets. The ,ab 'ove mentioned
$2,189,000 was paid out, of $27,000,000 received fram t-he saleof 4he bonds and
shares under the agreement with Newman, ,Sweezey and Company, .Limited, and
the Dominion Seourities. Corporat ion.

(26) The Marquette Investment CSmpany is a company ,contro'lled by
Newmain, Sweezey & Company, Limited,,anul organized f£or lie puirpose of acting,
as trustee and depository and dispersement agent of the Beauharnois Syndicate.
(Exhibit No. 59).
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,SUBSIDI.ÀýRY COMPAŽ4IES

(27) There are also the following wholly owned subsi-diaries of the Beau-
harnois Power Corporation Limited, in addition to the Beauharnois Light, Heat
and Power Company, n.amely:-

The Beauharnois Construction Comnpany, having charge of the -actual work
of construction under contract; and the

Beauharnois Transmission Company, having ta do with the actual trans-
mission lines and the transmission of the electrie energy ta be produced; the

Beauharnois Land Company, in which is vested the lands of the Company,
including land acquircd in addition ta ail that required for actual -canal con-
struction and which it is hoped ta dispose of for industrial sites, residence and
othtr purposes in connection thcrewith, the

Beauharnois Railway Company, organized to, build and operate the construc-
tion railway; the

Marquette Construction Comnpany, a iDelaware corporation, organir.ed to,
purchase in the United ýStates and lease ta the Canadrian Construc-tion Company
certain machinery which it is hoped ta return duty free ta the United States.
after use on the canal, where it is said to be mare Teadily saleable.

6. AUTHORITY FOR CONSTRUCTION WORK,

(1) Aocording ta Mr. Henry, actual conbtruetion on the north embank-
ment was commenced on the 7th August, 1929, in the vicinity of Lake St,
Fran-ois, and on the south embankment an the 23rd April, 1930.

(2) Condition il of Order in Council P.C. 422 provides that the Company
sliall not commence the construction of the works until detailed plans of con-
struction "..... have heen submitted and approved of by the Minister.. ..

(3) The work as it is beiîîg carried out is not in accordance with the plans
referred ta, in this Order in Council in certain important respects, viz.:

(1) The banks are about 3,300 feetapaa't, whereas the original plans
show a widlth of about 1,100 feet in the rock sction and 4,100 feet ini
the earth section.

(2) The width at the hottom, of the navigation part of the canal
isshown in the Original plan, Exhibit No. 2A, in one place as considerably
less than 600 feet, and in another at 'considerably more whereas the
actual 27 foot channel is heing dug at a bottom width of 600 feet.

(3) The entrance ta the canal from Lake St. Francis according ta
the last plan fyled on the 22nd August, 1930, and as actually heing
excavated, is some 3,000 f eet northerly and nearer the head of the Cedar
Rapids than shown on the Plan, Exhibit No. 2A.

(4) The remedial works shown on the original plan have not heen approved
either by Order in Cauncil or hy the Minister.

(5) The Hungry Bay dyke haýs been breached and -a substitute feeder for
the old St. Louis feeder dug on the sauth side of the proposed canal wholly-
without governmental authority.

(6) Certain questions have hecn raised as ta the rights ta pass Order in
Counril P.C. 422:

(1) Daes the Navigable Waters Protection Act give the Governor
General in Council the right to authorize the diversion of the water from
a navigable river?
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(2) Can any of the powers given under that Act to the Governor
Genleral in Council be delegated to a Minister, or to anyone?

(3) Is the right of the Governor General in Cotincil limited to the
approval of plans alreaýdy subînitted, i.e., can the Governor General in
Council approve of plans to be submitted in the future.

(4) Can the Governor General in Council -approve of the plans -after
the work has beýen done or partly done, or in the alternative is his power
limited to approval of work the plans of which have been submitted
before the commencement of the work.

(7) Your Committee finds as a fact that the work of construction is pro-
ceeding according to plans which have not reeeived the approval of the Governo'r
in Couneil or of the Minister of Public Works.

7. HUNGuv BAY DYKE
(1) The Province of Canada in 1856 and subsequent year, construct-ed a

dyke along the shore of that part of Lake St. Francis known as Hungry Bay.
This dyke at Confederation passed to the control of the Dominion of Canada,
and it has since been mnaintained through the agency of the Federal Depyartment
of Railways and Canais. It will be necessary before water can be diverted to
the canal fromn Lake St. Francis that pe~rmission be obtained from the Crown
in the right of the Dominion of Canada to breach this dyke.

(2) An -application was made on the 29th day of July, 1929, for a con-
veyance to the Company of that part of the dyke opposite the lands o-wýned by
the Beauharnois Company, to the extent of 9,064 feet measured along the dyke.
This -application is now pending.

8. AMBIGUITY IN ORnER IN CoUNcIL
(1) Condition iNumber 3 ;of Order in Gouncil ,P.C. 422 provides thabt " the

diversion of water shalh not, at any time exceed the maximum quantity of 40,000
cubic feet per second." If this means that at no time can the quantity of water
diverted exceed 40,000 cubic feet per second, it is douýbtful whether 500,000 h.p.
can be developed by the -Lse of that quantity of water, even adding thereto, the
13,072 cubic second feet obtained by assienment of the Montreal Cotton Comn-
pany's lease.

(2) Your Committee is of the opinion that any ambiguity in thi's respect
should be removed.

9. CONTROL 0F WATER

(1) The present plans do not provide for the control of the water at the
entrance to the proposed canal. It bas been stated in evidence thiat for this
purpose and for reasons of safety, some method of control should be adopted,
whether by way of a dam and gtes, or a control lock at this point.

(2) Considerable time xvas spent by Mr. Hlenry iii an endeavour to establish
that proper control could be maintained by the Dominion -authorities at the
gates leading to the water wheels.

(3) Your Committee was impresse-d with the idea that there should be
some means of eontrerl at the entrance to the canal.

10. SITE OF' WORKS

(1) The topography of the locality and the ground at, the site of t he works
are of such 'a character as to render possible and of comparatively easy attain-
ment the large power development contemplated at a quite reasonable cost.
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(2) Your Committee is of the opinion that from the physical standpoint a
power development on the south shore of the Soulanges section of the St.
Lawrence River is fundamentally sound and that with proper safeguards and
regulation a navigable canal can be developed synchronously with the power
development and utilized as a link in the St. Lawrence Great Waterway, at a
reasonable cost to the Dominion of Canada for locks and bridges.

(3) While the present plans are not in accordance with the proposals of
the International Joint Board for this section of the river mentioned in their
Report of 1926, nevertheless, in view of the amount of money already éxpended,
and of the possibility, as we believe, of the utilization of this canal for naviga-
tion purposes, we think that from the navigation standpoint the scheme should
not be abandoned.

11. RoBERT A. C. HENRY-VICE-PRESIDENT AND GENERAL MANAGER

(1) Mr. Henry is an engineer of considerable imagination. He first became
interested in the canalization of the Soulanges section of the St. Lawrence River
as early as 1922 or 1923. He then discussed the project with Senator McDougald.

(2) This resulted in an arrangement between them by which Mr. Henry
was to make an investigation, Senator McDougald agreeing to finance him up
to $10,000. As a result, a Company called the Sterling Industrial Corporation,
Limited, was formed in the office of Messrs. McGiverin, Haydon and Ebbs
(Exhibit No. 63). The incorporators were Honourable Andrew Haydon, John
Parsons Ebbs, and Mary Hilda Kelly, Belle Fraser and Lila Brennan, stenog-
raphers of the City of Ottawa. By the letters patent dated the 5th July, 1924,
the Company was impowered to carry on the business of an electric light, heat
and power company in all its branches and incidentally thereto has wide powers.
The authorized capital consists of 500 shares without nominal or par value and
the letters patent provide that the Company shall carry on business with a
capital of $2,500, of which only five shares have ever been issued.

(3) On the same day-the 5th July, 1924-this Company made application
to the Department of Railways and Canals for the right to divert from the St.
Lawrence River 30,000 c.s.f. at Lake St. Francis and to use the same for power
purposes. On the 7th July, 1924, a similar application was made to the Depart-
ment of Public Works. The Company never acquired any rights and so far as
its Minutes show never attempted to do anything other than file these applica-
tions. To each was attached a plan, Exhibit No. 62, dated Ottawa, 20th June,
1924, and signed John B. MeRae, engineer, and having this note on its face,
" This plan has been traced from plans made by the Department of Railways
and Canals."

(4) Mr. Henry joined the Department of Railways and Canals in 1912 as
Inspecting Engineer of Railways and Structures. He remained in various
capacities with that Department until 1923 when he joined the Canadian
National Railways on the Lst March of that year as Director of Bureau of
Economies. He remained with the Railways until the 14th February, 1929,
when he was appointed Deputy Minister of Railways and Canals, on the
recommendation of the Prime Minister, by Order in Council, P.C. 192 (Exhibit
76). He held this position until the 10th March, 1930, and was appointed
General Manager of the Beauharnois Power Corporation, Limited, by agree-
ment, dated the 10th March, 1930. His appointment to the Beauharnois Com-
pany had evidently been under discussion for soine time for Senator McDougald
says (Evidence, page 960) that there was an arrangement with him
(McDougald) and Mr. Sweezey that Mr. Henry would go in with Beauharnois
as soon as he could get away from the Canadian National Railways and that
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that was some time in 1929 and prior to the l3th January of that year, so that
Mr. Henry accepted the position of Deputy Minister at a time when lie had an
arrangement to go in witli Beauharnois. Senator McDougald says lie was sur-
prised when lie saw a report in the newspaper of Mr. Ilenry's appointment as
Deputy Minister-so surprised that, he telephoned from London to Canada-
" because my understanding with >Ir. Henry before 1 left Canada was that lie
would take up his duties with the Beauharnois Company with Mr. Sweezey and
myseif just as soon as lie could make arrangements to get away from the
National Railways."

(5) It is wortliy of note that the three Orders in Council numbered
respectively 2201, 2202 and 2203, approviýng of the transfer of tlie leases from
the Montreal Cotton Company ail dated the 6th November, 1929, eadli contain
the following:-

Tlie Minister, on the advice of the Chief Engineer of the Depart-
ment, coru3urred in by the Deputy Minister, recommend that autliority
be given, etc.

(6) Evidence was submitted that Mr. Henry had not been consulted about
any matters pertaining to Beauliarnois. His position, however, was to say tlie'
least, quite anomalous.

(7) Tlie beneficial ownersliip of the Sterling Industrial Corporation Limited
was and always lias been in Senator McDougald and Mr. Henry until tlie trans-
fer thereof to the Beauliarnois Power Syndicate pursuant to -the agreement dated
tlie lStli December, 1928. By -that agreement, Mr. Henry and his partner,
Senator McDougald, were to receive 2,000 units in tlie Beauharnois Power
Syndicate, conditional on the passing of P.C. 422. It was not until August.
1929, tliat the actual interests of Senator McDougald and Mr. Henry were agreed
upon at 50 per cent ecd but ecdl affirm that it was always understood tliat tliey
were partners in the transaction, so that during ail of tlie time Mr. Henry was
Dcputy Minister of Railways and Canais, he had a vcry substantial interest in
the Beauharnois Power Syndicate, or, aftcr the 17tli Deoember, 1929,' in the
Beauharnois Power Corporation Limited, an interest out of wlidl lie made quite
substantial profits as will liereafter appear. He was Deputy Minister of Rail-
ways and Canais at tlie time of tic passing of the Order in Gouncil P.C. 422,
and was deeply interested in securing the approval. of the plans of tlie Beau-
harnois projeet and your Committee is asked to believe that lie took no active
interest in securing tlie approval of the Governor in Council. One can easily
imagine, however, tliaI in his position as Deputy Minister lie tirew no obstacle
in tlie way, once tlie obstacle or nuisance value of -the Sterling application had
been determined.

(8) Mr. Hen'ry, at lis appointment to the Managership of tlie Beauharnois
Power Corpora4tion Limited, also obtained 8,995 siares of that Company at
$1 per siare. Your Committec is also satisficd tliat 11r. Henry participated to
some extent at. leaet ini the withdrawal of Company's funds for poli'tical
purposes.

(9) Mr. Henry's connection with Senator McDougald, and their suceess
in despoiling the Company of a large sum of money or money's wortli for some-
tiing tliat on the evidence was entirely worthless, does not commend him to
your Committee as a fit and proper person to continue in the management of
this great public utility.

12. MR. R. O. SWEEZaY

(1) Mr. Sweezey ,--ems to have been the principal promoter of the Beau-
harnois projeet. H1e is now President of the Beauharnois Power Corporation
Limited, and is a civil engineer by profession.
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(2) In 1912 hie was engaged by the Royal Securities Corporation ta investi-
gate certain water powers, and in 1913 was instructed by the present Lord
Beaverbrook, the then President of the Royal Securities, ta investigate the water
power now known as Beauharn:ois. A copy of bis report, is filed as Exhibit
No. 123.

(3) Mr. Sweezey states that in 1925 or 1926 Mr. Narcisse M. Cantin brought
the matter again ta his attention and it is statcd by Mr. Cantin in bis evidence,
and not denied by Mr. Sweezey, that from the 41th April, 1925, ta December of
1926, Mr. Sweezey was chief engincer of the Transportation and Power Corpora-
tion Limited, the Cantin company.

(4) As early as the l4th Octiober, 1926, Mr. Swcrcy had conceived the
idea of forming a syndicate ta take up the Beauharnois project, and bis ideas
of how ta, go about it are outlîned in a letter written. by him to Mr. Alderie
Raymond, brother of Senator Raymond, on that date. In this letter ýhe states:
"To place ourselves in possession of ail the rights esbential ta this undertaking
we should pursue the following course-

"1. Acquire the Robert rights which are fundamental in regard ta an initial
grant which lie holds ta divert 40,000 c.f.s. 11e also holds rights granted by
charter to, expropriate for the proposed canal route. Numerous other incidentai
rights are included in his holdings which hie is anxious ta seil, thougi 'he wishes
ta participate partially in the organization syndicate.

2. Acquire the contrai of the St. Lawrence Waterways and Power Company
stock, which is available ta us, and upon which we have already a substantial
hold.

3. Enlist with aur syndicate two or three individuals, who in addition ta
providing some cash as their f air share, can assist us in getting aur rights
exLended or enlarged so as ta devclop the entire available flow of the St. Law-
renc~e at this point. As the whole situation is entirely within the Province of
Quebec, aur influence bas ta be exerted only in Canadian political ýcircles-that
is, at Ottawa and at Quebec. H1e further says: "In connection with personnel
of syndicate, I have in mmnd the individuals we should enlist with us.... I have
hesitated to iaccept anyonýe definitely until certain that ecd and cvery one is
persona grata ta ail others."

(5) Asked. as ta wha the persons lie had in mind were, lie at first could noît
remember. When later recalled and confronted with bis answers on a for-mer
occasion under oath hie admitted that they were Senatar Raymond, Honourable
W. 0. Mitchell, anc1 Frank P. Jones, the latter of whom was desirable only for
his abil'ity to help with the finances.

(6) It is obvious, therefore, that from the very threshold of this undertak-
ing hie had in mind that lie had ta associate with him men who could exert in-
fluence in political circles at Ottawa and at Qucbec. Haw well lie succeeded
remains to be seen.

(7) 11e sýtates that hie had talks witli Senator McDougald, " and I was
trying to, get from Senator McDougald bis view as ta what the difficulties would
be in overcoming the political wark ta be donc." This was probahly in 1925
or 1926.

(8) Mr. Sweezey isucceeded in enlisting the help of all these gentlemen, first
Senator Raymond, who was a subscribcr for 800 part interests, or units in the
first syndic ate through the Credit Gencrale du Canada, Honaurable Walter
Mitchell, who was an equal part-ncr with Mr. Joncs in tic units purehased by
Mr. Jones from Newman, Sweczcy & Company; and Mr. Jones himself; and
ultimatcly Senatar McDougald, who agreed ta, join the ranks on the lSth May,
1928.
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(9) On the formation of the first syndicate, Mr. Swvýeezey obtained 600
part interests for hiýs activities up to> that time, and he subscribed and paid for
300 units at $100 per unit. On the transfer of the assets to the second syndicate,
his holdings doubled in number, and at the period of distribution, as of the
17th December, 1929, he appears by the books to have been the holder of 1,000
part interests.

(10) Mr. Sweezey's idea from first to last seems to have been that in order
to secure the approval of the authorities at Quebec and Ottawa, it was neces-
sary to deal with a lavish hand with his own moneys and those of the companies
concerned. In pursuanýce of this idea he proceeded to employ a formidable
array of legal talent, resulting ultimately in the payment up to the 3lst
December, 1930, of so called legal fees amounting to $436,000.

(11) The bills of some of these legal gentlemen show that the work was
flot, of a strictly legal nature, and consisted to a certain extent of lobbying,
and in fact one fee of $50,000 to Senator Haydon's firm was made contingent
upon the Beauharnois IÀght, Heat and Power Company obtaining approval of
its plans.

(12) Mr. Sweezey was also, in association with Mr. H. B. Griffith and at'
least, two other urmamed directors, the instrument by which approx4mately
$300,000 of Company funds were misused, as he alleges for campaign purposes.
This is surely contrary to, the purposes for which these monievs were borrowed
from the public through the issue and sale of the Gompany's bonds.

(13) Your Committee considers that Mr. Henry as General Manager and
Mr. H. B. Griffith, as Secretary-Treasurer, and Director of the Beauharnois
Light, Heat and Power Company, and other subsidiaries, are involved in Vhs
misuse of Company funds. Mýr. Sweezey's further activities in respect Vo,
campaign funýds will be dealt with in a separate paragraph.

(14) Accordýing to the evidence of Senator McDougald, Mr. Sweezey and
he had arranged that Mr. Hlenry should join the Beauharnois Company and
the matter had been discussed prior to the death of the then Deputy Minister
Grahame Bell, which occurred on the l3th January, 1929. It is, therefore,
obvious that Mr. Sweezey must have released him from this -arrangement and
agreed to Mr. Henry's joining the Department of Railways and 0anaIs at a
time when he, Mr. Siweezey, knew that Mr. Henry had arranged Vo become
interested as -an employee of Beauharnois and this at a time when Mr. Henry,
as the partnýer of Senator McDougald in the Sterling transaction, ha4l acquired
a substantial interest in the Beauharnois Power Syndicate.

13. CAMPA1GN,, FUNDS

(1) Mr. R. O. Sweezey has admitted in bis evidence that he was respon-
sible for the following contributions:-

(2) For contributions for political purposes aggregating $864,000 and which
includes the sum of $125,000 paîd to John Aird, Jr., of which mention will be
made hereafter. 0f this total, approximately $300,000 were Company funds
and the balance was raised by Mr. Sweezey personally and probably at least
in part came out of the large profit made on the sale of the Syndicate assets
to the Beauharnois Power Corporation and, therefore, in'directly out of the
moneys borrowed on the sale of the Company's bonds. Mr. Sweezey states
(Evidence page 821) that he contributed personally te the Liberal Party "some-
where around $600,000 Vo $700,000. This large sum was paid to Senators
Haydon and Raymond. On page 822, Mr. Sweezey says that the total contri-
butions to 'the Liberal party would run up well over $700,000 and in this there
was inclu-ded a sum stated býy Mr. Sweezey to be in the neighbourhood cf $100,000
and by Mr. Griffith to hec about $120,000, which were Company funds.

(3) Mr. Sweezey is unable to state how much was paid to them but ho
and Mr. Griffith, a-gree that out of the sums paid ta Senator Raymond, the
Liberal Party of thbe Province of Quebec was to be taken care of. Mýr. Sweezey
says that he bas ne knowledge of how much went to the Province of Quebec
nor does he tell how much of the total amounit was paid e'ach. of these two
Senators. He, however, ventures the statement that the amount received by
Senator Raymond might have been in the -neighbourhood of $200,000.

(4) On page 822, Mr. Sweezey is asked the question, <'Then you spoke
of contributions to the Conservative party. What anieunts werc thcy an~d to
whom were they paid "? Answer-" They were small amounts. Some of themn
were to hclp personal fricnds whom I had been helping, as a matter of f oct,
for -a number of years in their campaign work." Mr. Sweezey spoke of con-
Lributing $6,000 ta the campaign of Mr. Leslie Bell and Mr. Bell in lis return
under the Dominiqn Elections Act is said to have published this contribution
as required by Section 80 of such Act. Contributions were also made, accord-
ing ta the testimonv of Mr. Sweezey and Mr. Griffith., to General McCuaig,
understood ta ho a collector for the Conservative Campaign Fund in Montreal,
of $10,000. Mr. Sweezey is not clear as %to whether there were any further
contributions to the campaign fund of this party. Mr. Griffith, however, states
that there was a contribution to Mr. Cartier and that the total contributions
to Conservative candidates or party organiizers were $25,000. Mr. Sweezey,
on the other hand, thinks that the amourit was $30,000 but refers to Mr. Griffith
for the correct amount.

(5) Contributions were also made to Mr. W. R. P. Parker, President of
the Ontario Liberal Association amounting to about, $3,000. There was also
a suggestion withi reference to a proposed contribution ta the Conservative
Federal Campaign fund through its organizer, General McRae. This, however,
was not made. Asked if the reason for i not having been made was that
Mr. Bennett would not accept it, Mr. Sweezey in bis reply said, "I1 do not
know that but 1 presume that may be so."

(6) There appears aLso te have been a contribution of $20,0O0 ta Mr. Cartier
on behaîf of the Gonservative Party of thbe Province of Quebec, but it does pot
appear ciearly whether thîs was încluded in the sumn of $30,O00 above men-
tioned or in addition thereto. This item of $20,000 appears in aý cheque of the
Marquette Invesltmemt Corporation, daited the 7th March, .1931, payable ta
cash, endorsed by Mr. Sweezey and charged te aceounts receivable, in respect
thereto Mr. Sweezey sayýs " I think prehably that must bc the item contribute<i
te the Conc-ervative Party in Quebec."ý

(7) Asked by iMr. Jacobs!wbo got that money, the answer was " That went
to tihe funds of the Conservative Party." Asked who ree-eived the Money Mr.
Sweezey !states " Mr. Cartier, 1 umderstand it was on behaîf of Mr. Houde's
party?'

THE JOHN Anm JR. PAYMENT

(8) This leaves but one fuirther item to be discussed-the sumn of $125,00{)
paid by Mr. Griffith at the direction of Mr. Sweezey ta 'Mr. John Aird, Jr., of
Toronto. This sum, as te $120,0O0 thereof, was procured by a rather ingenieus
device; Mr. Griffith purchased 8,000 shares of the Marquette Construction Com-
pany, at $5 a share, for $40,000, and immediately purported ta seil them te the
Beauharnois Construction Company at $20,a share, for $160,000, and took out
the difference, $120,000 in cash, which he used to purchase through Newman
Sweezey & Company, Dominion ef Ca.nada Bonds at a par value of $120,000.
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(9) Mr. Sweezey says (Page 823): " I know we mnade a contribution to
some one who represented himrself as àtJanding up for a~n Ontaxio fund of this
kind," and that this representaticn was made to him. by Mr. John Aird, Jr.
Asked whatMr. Aird said, Mr. Sweezey's answer i,-: " That lie thought a con-
tribution would be in order to the Ontario Conserv'a«tive Party because we would
probably be having a. lot more dealings with the Ontario people and that
gratefulnessl wais .always regarded as an important f actor, ýn dealing with
democratic governments."

(10) The delive.ry of the bonds is raid to have taken place some substantial
time ýafte-r the Jasët Ontaxio general election, and thieconversation between Mr.
Aird and Mr. Sweezey is said to have occurred eome months; before the delivery
of the bonds, whieh were handed over on the 6th Pecembq, 1929.

(11) Mr. Aiird says in bis evidence tha% the first interview with Mr. Sweezey
took place at the Iiitz Carlton Ho1tel, Mvon'treal, in the early Fail of 1929, at
a time when the Beauharnoîs organization was nego'tiating for a oontract for
the sale -of electrie power to the Hydro-Electr.ic Power Commission from whom
they obtained a contraoct for 250,000 h.p. at $15 per h.p., ion or about the 2lst
November, 1929.

(12) Mr. Aird (evidence, page 844), is asked whether the receipt of these
bonds was on behiaif of any political, party, and bis answer is " No." Asked
on whose behaîf it was, bis answer is: " On my own." Asked thîs question:-
" Was iton behaif of anybody, or wua anybody interested but John Aird junior
personally in these particular bonds to the extent of ,$120,000 "? bis answer is:
"No, sir, decidedly ne,~."

(13) On page 847 of the Evidence there appoars the following:-

By gr. Jacobs:
Q. It was piot your intentîion to, Vurn 'this qver Vo the organization at

all?-A. No, I did not give Mr. Sweezey any communication thiat 1 was
going to do so.

Q. You sweair to that?-A. Yes.

(14) On page 849, by Mr. Jacobs:
Q. You woulýdswear you did not, direcotly or i.ndirectly, represent to

Mr. Sweezey that you were an ,emi*s&ary of the Conservative politicai
organization in Toronto?-A. Yes.

Q. You swear to that?-A. Yes, 1 do.

(15) Mr. Aird sta.tme that he belonged to no political organization of any
kind and 'had not taken any inte'rest, in party polities, and also that the arrange-
ment between him and Mr. Sweezey was purely a personal one between the
two, of them.

(16) Whether the truth liÀes on one side or bhe other, it is cleair there is
no evidence before the Committee that would indicate that any of these bonds
have reaehed apny political. organizaition, or any peson authorized to re'ceive
campaign funds.

(17) Mr. Aird's statement is supported by the -evid-ence. of various ;Bank
officiaýls as per detaIls se out hereunder. Mr. Aird further étated that the
coupons were ýpersonally colleeted by Mr. Aird. (Evide-noe, page 974).
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(18) The evidence establishes that the $120,000 par of bonds handed to
Mr. Aird by Mr. Griîffith on the 6th December, 1929, have been dealt with as
follows:

Mr. Aird's evidence is that the proceeds of bonds sold were expended for
his personal purposes.,

(19) Neither Mr. Sweezey nor Mr. Griffith pretended to speak with exact-
itude as to the actual lamount of m.oneys contributed for political purposes. In
this connection Mr. Sweezev says: "It was a very distasteful thing to, me and 1
personally preferred not to know or remember much about it."

(20) Your Committee considers that return should be made immediately of
any moneys improperly taken from thecompanies' funds for political subscrip-
tions by those responsible for their extraction.

(21) It is also to be observed that no pretence i madle that the persona1
subscriptions were because of the adherence of Mr. Sweezey to any particuliar
party and we are of the opinion that tihey were shamelessly, wastefully and
needlessly made for the express purpose of obtaining favourable consideration
of the Company's propoeals to, the Government.



(22) That Mr. Sweezey w'as solicited for the,,e contributions appears on
page 822 of the Evidence, where in answer to Mr. Lennox lie states: "I coulýd
not deliver that amount of money in one fell sw oop. 1 had to scratch it up
wvhere I could from time to time." Furthcr on, in speaking of the $10,000 cam-
paign fund to Ceneral McCuaig, Mr. Lennox remarked: "You did not treat us
very generously." Mr. Jacobs: "The 'fact that the party is in' power is some
indication." Witness: "They did not press me so hard, sir."

(23) The evidence on Page 826:
By Mr. Lennox:

Q. You tsaid ýSenators Raymond and Haydon wcre designated as the
proper persons to whom you should pay this fund? Who designated
them?" Answer: "Nobodv specifically de-gignated them; I just hap-
pened to know it; they came and told me they were."

14. SENATOR HAYDO"N

(1) The first connection of Senator Haydon with the Beauharnois project
appears to be in 1924, when his firmn incorporated for Senator McDougald and
Mr. Henry the Sterling Indurstrial Corporation on the 5th July of that year and
made the application of that Company to the two Depiartments of the Govern-
me-nt for the right to divert 30,000 c.f.s.

(2) His firm was retained by Mr. Sweezey for the Beauharnais Power Syn-
dicate in the fail of 1928 under sornewhat peculiar circumstances.

(3) Senator Haydon bas been a member of the Senate since M'arch llth,
1924, and was known to Mr. Sxveezey to be a member of the Liberal Party who
collected campaign funds. The retainer was of an unusual character. The firm
demanded in excess of $30,000 per year but Mr. Sweezey demurred and finally
arranged that the firm of McGiver.in, Haydon and Ebbs, would be paid the sum
of $50,000, conditionally upon approval of its application by the Governor in
Council. On October 3rd, 1928, this firmn received a cheque frýom the Marquette
Investment Company for $7,500 for legal services. On page 728, Mr. Sweezey
says in an interview with Mr. McGiverin, "However, by a compromise 1 agreed
thýat if the thing got through, I woulýd prefer to pay on that basis; if it went
through I would pay him $50,000, and a retainer for three years at $15,O0... . it
is human nature to work harder at -a price." Asked, in the event of failure what
would happen, Mr. Sweezey's answer was "Well, he would have his expenses.
At least I presume.d that he would have to have his expenses .... I was sure he
would charge me something for it." This arrangement was apparently made,
according to Mr. Sweezey, some time prior to the 2rid October, 1928 (Evidence
Page 729).

(4) On the 2nd October, 1928, a transfer was made to, Mr. Ebbs c-f the
llaydon firm, from M\r. Clare Moyer of the interest Mr. Moyer then held in
the Beauharnois Power SYndicate, for Senator MeDougald.

(5) Mr. Ebbs, Senutor Havdon's partner, acted as Syndicate Managcr for
some time representing Senator _McDougald. The Order in Council was approved,
Senator llaydon's firm vwas paid $50,000 and thereafter received several cheques
in pursuance of the arrangement made with Mr. Sweezey hy which that firm was
Lo be paid a retainer cf $15,000 per year.

(6) Senator H-aydon was a man cf note and standing in bis party -and was
recognized as one of the officiai organizers of the Lîberal party in Canadia.
Senator Haydon became the recipient frorn Mr. Sweezey and the Beauharnois
Company cf sums of money for campaign purposes, said to be in excess cf haif
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a million dollars, and it i8 also to, be noted that throughout, this firm did not
render any detailed bill for professional services, as shown by the vouchers
(Exhibit Nos. 85 to, 87 inclusive).

(7) In these circumstances,' your Committee is of opinion that the accept-
ance of the above-mentiuned contingent retainer and of the *$50,000 involved,
and of the compaign funds by Senator Havdon cannot be defended and is
strongly condcmned.

15. SENATOR RAYMOND
(1) Senator Raymond was appointed to the Senate on the 20th Docember,

1926. H1e, voluiitarily, after the permission of the Senate had been grantcd,
appoared before the Committee on the afternoon of the 16th July, 1931, and
s'tated that he had subscribed on the là~ April, 1927, at the suggestion ofHonourable Mr. Mitchell and Mr. Frank P. Jones, for 800 units of the Beau-harnois Syndicats at a price of $30,000, which. he paid. These becamo 1,600
units in the second eyndicate and ffl was hi-s right, he subscribed for 1,600further units, in the name of J. R1. Lefebvre, and made his holdings 3,200 units;.
On the whole transaction ho realized asl of the llth December, 1929, $529,600
profit and 14,040 shares jof Class A stock of -the Beauharnois Power Corporation,
Limited. Sefnaétor Raymond sold all his priginally acquired units, at the Famé
time that Mr. Frank P. Jones sold his at $550 per unit, and later Senator
Raymond bought from W. G. Mitchell 350 units and from R. T. Fuller oneunit in the Beauharnois Power Syndicate and he held thée at the dissolution
of the Syndicate on the 17th Decembor, 1929. His total profit wvas as abovementioned. H-e Qtateýs tha~t ncithier at Québec nor at Ottiawa did ho exert orattempt any political influence on behaîf of the Beauharnois applications. His
évidence iis that ho " did nothing to push the deal." On page 794 of the évidence,
Senator Raymond was asked:-

Q. Thon are we to understand you to say,'that having this interest
in this project and knowing that there was a very strong opposition. and
a big flght being put up, you never turned a. hand to holp it ut all?-A. 1
do not know if thero w%ýas nnything in my power to, do towards helping it.Q. Well, you could help?-A. I thought the only holp that 1 could'
give was to put my money i.

Q.I may take it thon, from what you say, thaît we have yourunoquivocal statoanent, that at no time did you attempt to exert your
personal influence on behaîf of this projet?-A. At no time.

(2) At the conclusion -of his evidence one of the members of the Committee
expressed the view th(at ho ought Vo be oomrnended for his frankness in giving
bis evidence. It was, however, later disclosed in évidonce that acoording to
the bill of Messrs. Geoffrion and Prud'homme, Counsel for the Beauharnois
Syndicats (Exhibit No. 114) from Soptember 10, 1927, to May 23, 1928, thereappear sonie tsixteon entrios charging for interviews with and telephones to, andfroni Sonator Raymond. An interview appears to have taken place on oneoccasion with Ilonourable Mr. ZMitchell and on another occasion in Ottawa with
Senator McDougald.

(3) On page 391, Mr. Frank P. Jones states 'lI certainily asked Senator
Raymond over and cver agaàn if he could not do something to, get some aetion."

(4) It tranispired when Mr. Sweezey returned to givo further évidence thatSenator Raymond had recoived f rom Mr. Sweezey some $200,000 of campaignfiinds for the Liberal party. The commondable frankness would seem Vo require
that Senabor Raymond should have disclosed this te, the Commititee if he wishédthe Oommittee to understand that he was stating fairly his connection between
the Government and the Beauharnois promotrers.
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(5) In view of Mr. Sweezey's attitude throughout and his views as to the
neceesity fer political influence, it is hardly cenceivable that Mr. Sweezey
would pay this large eum of money over to Senator Raymond unless he at least
was satisfied that the $eînator's influence had been or would be worth the moneY
and it la remaîrkable that Senator Raymond did not insist on making some
explanation of his position in this egard, in view of his evidence.

16. SENATOR WiLERiD LAURIER McDouGALD

(1) Se'nator McDougald was ftn-,t summoned to the Senatbe on the 25th
June, 1926, but owing ito the dissolution of I>arliamenty was ;not then sworn in
and his appointment lapsed. He was again summoned in October of that Same
year .and was sworn in the following year. Sinee 1922, except for a short interval
in 1926, until 1930, Senaitor McDougald occupied the position of Ohairman of
the Montreal 'Harbeur Board and, as he ptated. in evidence, assumed a position
of high responsibility in connection with the development of the St. Lawrence
Deep Waterway.

(2) In May, 1924, the then Dr. MeDougald was appoînted a member of
the National Advisory Committee, whose membership included the Honourable
G. P. Graham, ,as Chairman, an~d Honourable Clifford Sif ton, and several gent/le-
men interested in existing hydro-electric power developments.

(3) On the 2Oth April, 1928, Senator McDougald was appointed a member
of the Special Committee of the Senate to inquire into and report from time to
time on the matter of the development and improvement of the St. Lawrence
River for the purposes of navigation and production of electrie current and power
and matlters incidentai te such a project. That Committee held several meet-
ings in the month of May, 1928, and te which reference pill be made more
speciflcally hereafter.

(4) In 1923, Mr. McDougald became associated with Mr. R. A. C. Henry,
as has been previously pointed out in this report, and as :a resuit the Sterling
Industrial Corporation Limited was mocorporatedand applications made to the
Departments of Public Works and Railways and Canais on the 5th and 7th
July, 1924, as already indicated.

(5) From this smail beginning, the interests 'of Senator McDougald have
expanded until at the time of his giving his evidenco, he was Ohairnian of the
Board of the Beauharnois Power Corporation, Limited, elecited on the 20th of
December, 1929, the holder of Management Preferred shares; a direotor of the-
Beauharnois Liglit, Heat and Power Company, the Beauharnois Construction
Company,,the Bea-uharneis Land Company, and the Beauha-rnois Transmission
Company.

(6) This expansion is almost comparable to the present Beauharnois project
as compared with tihe original St. Louis feeder.

(7) The application of the Sterling Industrial Corporation wàts allowed
to lie dormant until some time in 1928. On thie lSth of May, 1928, Senator'
McDougald agreed to take over 800 units of the flrst syndicate which had been
subscribed for by .Mr. Clare Moer on the 4Ith of April, 1928, the day upon which
tihat syndicate waLs dissolved, and upon which day a payment of $15,000 was
ma-de by Mr. Moyer, of moneys which he says he received in cash from Mr.
Wînfleld Sifton. A further payment was n1ade on the lSth of May, in an amount
of $15,000 out of moneys whieh Mr. Moyer says were reeeived by him from Mr.
Sifton by way ef a bank draft containing no informiationi as te the person who,
was providing the funds.
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(8) The 800 units thus acquired by Senator McDougald became 1,600 units
on the formation -of the second syndicate, and he, in the name of Mr. Moyer,
subscribed as he had the right to do for 1,600 more units at a price of $100 per
unit, and for which he agreed to pay $160,000 and on which at the dissolution of
the syndicate on the 17th December 1929, he had paid $80,000.

(9) In the meantime, however, namely on the 2nd October, 1928, these
had been transferred from Mr. Moyer to Mr. John P. Ebbs, a member of the
Haydon firm, by reason of some instructions from Senator McDougald, about
which there seems to be some insolvable mystery, and about which there need
not have been any mystery at all if the transaction were an ordinary business
one.

(10) As previously pointed out, Senator McDougald through his represent-
ative, Mr. Ebbs, acquired for the five issued shares of the capital stock of the
Sterling Industrial Corporation, Limited, 2,000 part interests in the second
syndicate. These units were given for a corporation the rights of which, as has
been pointed out by Mr. Cameron, Chief Engineer of the Public Works Depart-
ment, on page 1019 of the evidence "would be of no value". The agreement was
made in the fall of 1928, and the Beauharnois Company considered these shares
to be of such value that they still remain endorsed in blank, and have never been
transferred on the books of the Company. It can hardly be pretended that this
Company had any value, even as suggested, any "nuisance value" or was or could
be thought to be any serious obstacle in itself to the application of the Beau-
harnois Light, Heat and Power Company to the Governor General in Council
then pending. If so, there were two former applications in the Department, one
of which at least was based on an alleged acquisition of the Robert rights, which
rights were the foundation of the Beauharnois application. Still, the carrying
out of the agreement was made conditional upon favourable action by the
Governor General in Council, and it is beyond belief that had that Company not
been owned by Senator McDougald, who represented himself to be a close friend'
of the administration, and R. A. C. Henry, soon destined to become Deputy
Minister of Railways and Canals, or other equally influential the Beauharnois
Power Syndicate would have hardly considered paying for it even the nominal
amount that had been subscribed as its capital stock, much less 2,000 units, which
ultimately became $300,000 in money and 80,000 shares of the Beauharnois Power
Corporation Limited but would doubtless have received the same consideration
as was accorded the other prior applicants-namely the privilege of being
completely ignored.

(11) It is suggested that the handing over of this large number of units was
in order to induce Mr. Henry to go over to the Beauharnois Company. Why any
inducement, other than a doubling of his salary which actually occurred, should
have been necessary in order to induce the man who had for at least six or seven
years been most anxious to be connected with a Beauharnois project is difficult
to understand, and your Committee cannot accept that as the explanation. On
the contrary we are convinced that the "nuisance value" consisted in the necessity
of a large inducement to Senator McDougald in order that he, a possible obstacle
in the attainment of the objects of the syndicate, might become so vitally in-
terested therein that any possible opposition on his part might be obviated.

(12) That Senator McDougald was a factor in the success of this venture
is apparent from the Proceedings of the Special Committee of the Senate above
referred to, of which he was a member. It appears that on the 31st of May, 1928,
he was instrumental in having Mr. Henry, then his partner in the Sterling
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Company, come before that Committee and answer certain questions. These
questions had (See page 215 of the Proceedings) been prepared beforehand by
Senator McDougald and submitted to Mr. Henry.

(13) Mr. Sweezey in his evidence makes it very clear that the reason for
his having done some of the extraordinary things which he did do was that
time was of great importance from the standpoint of financing the enterprise,
owing to the threatened financial crisis.

(14) On the 25th May, 1928, Mr. Aimé Geoffrion, Chief Counsel for the
Beauharnois Syndicate, and who according to his bill for professional services
had a number of interviews, starting on the 17th December, 1927, with Senator
McDougald, wrote to Senator McGougald urging that there was " no reason for
delaying the application to the Dominion Executive for approval of the Beau-
harnois plans under the Navigable Waters Act."

(15) The last question which Senator McDougald asked Mr. Henry on
this occasion, on the 31st of May, 1928, was as follows:

(Page 232 of the Committee's Proceedings)
Hon. Mr. McDougald: The last question which I have, Mr. Henry,

is, in your opinion should the improvement of the St. Lawrence Water-
way be gone on with as soon as possible, and if so, why?

It is to be recalled that thirteen days previously, on his own testimony, Senator
McDougald had agreed to become interested in this enterprise to the extent of
800 Part Interests in the Beauharnois Syndicate.

(16) On the 19th of April, 1928, Senator McDougald in a speech delivered
by him from his place in the Senate stated: "I want to say here, and to say it
with emphasis, that I do not own a dollar's worth of stock in this enterprise.
and have no interest in or association with that Company in any way, shape or
form". . . "So far as I myself am concerned I cannot add too much emphasis to
my denial of the suspicions and aspersions which these depatches" (referring
to despatches of the Toronto Mail and Empire and the Globe of April 18, 1928)
"have cast upon me as a member of the Advisory Committee, as a member of
this honourable body, and as a private citizen."

(17) On the 20th of May, 1931, Senator McDougald, in referring to his
former statement on this subject, and the date thereof, the 19th of April, 1928,
made the following statement from his place in the Senate: "Honourable Mem-
bers of the Senate, before the orders of the day I rise on a question of privilege.
According to the newspapers of this morning my honour and integrity as a mem-
ber of this House have been attacked in another place, and I desire to draw
attention at once to a statement which I made in the Senate in April, 1928,

.regarding my position in the much-discussed Beauharnois Power Company.
Newspaper articles had reflected on myself and other members of the National
Advisory Committee reporting on the St. Lawrence Waterways. It was insin-
uated that our decisions and recommendations were influenced by personal
interest in power development on the St. Lawrence. In this house I stated at
the time that I had no interest in the Beauharnois Power Company or in the
Syndicate. That was absolutely true and correct. I may say at once that up
to that time. . ." (that is April 1928) "I had been invited on many occasions to
become a member of that syndicate but had always declined. After that date
I was asked again, and had the whole project investigated from every angle.
When I was satisfied that it was a proper project for me as a member of this
Senate, as a business man, and as a citizen of Canada, to take a financial
interest in, I agreed to do so. Some six months later, in October, 1928, I took
an interest in the Beauharnois Syndicate."
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(18) On Page 930 of the Evidence appear these Questions and Answers:

By the Chciirman:
Q. That is not a correct statement, Senator, I suggest to you?-

A. I suggest, Sir, that it is a correct statement.
Q. Then your evidence yesterday was wrong, because you bought

from Sifton in May?-A. I did not appear in it until October. Mr. Ebbs
was my representative in October, and I became active in it in October.

Q. Is that your explanation for that statement?-A. That is my
explanation for that statement. 1 was in the syndicate-

Q. Wby, of course you were in the syndicate; here is your evidence?
-A. The end of May, 1930, and not when 1 made the speech in the
Senate.

Q. You say in your speech, distinctly that in October, 1928, you first
took an interest in the Beaubarnois Syndicate. Yesterday in your sworn
testimony you admitted that you had purchased fromn Sifton in May,
1928?-A. That is correct.

Q. I suggest to you that your statement in the Senate was entirely
wrong?-A. It may have been ambiguous, but it was not wrong. What
I meant was I came into it in October through Mr. Ebbs. That is the
flrst time I came into it. . .

Q. Just before you go on with that, Mr. White, I want to, complete
the question 1 was putting to the Senator a moment ago (To the witness).
While you were making this ambiguous speech, as you caîl it now, in the
Senate on the 20th May, 1931, of course you were interested with Mr.
Henry in the Sterling Industrial Corporation-A. That is right.

(19) Further in bis speech on the 2Oth May, 1931, Senator McDougald,
said: "I might add that I paid into the syndicate dollar for dollar with every
other member of it."

(20) As previously pointed out in this Report, Senator McDougald, Senator
Raymond, and Mr. Frank Joncs, bought their units in the first syndicate for
many fewer dollars per share than any other of the members, except possibly
Mr. Sweezey who got some of bis for a consideration other than cash.

(21) It is also significant that Senator McDougald received considerable
sums of money from. the 'Company for travelling expenses.

(22) How one holding the high offices to whieh ho had been called, as Chair-
man of the Montreal Harbour Board, member of the National Advisory Com-
mittee on St. Lawrence Waterways, a Senator of Canada, and a member of the
Special Committee of the Senate, above referred to, and as he himself bas stated,
having a high regard for bis public duties, should allow bis private interest to Sep
interfere witb bis public duty that he found it necessary, speaking from bis
place in the Senate to, be "ambiguous" and incorrect, it is difficult for your Com-
mittee to understand.

(23) Senator McDougald's actions in respect to the Beauharnois projeot,
cannot be too strongly condemned.

17. Mr. James B. Hun.ter, Deputy Mird.ster of Public Works, and Mi.
Kerne4th McKenzie Camercm, Chie f En.gineer of that Department were called
as witneseses and gave evidence.

An unaudited statement of the 3lst of May, 1931, exhibit No. 128, as compared with the Consolidated

Balance Sheet as of the 3lst December, 1930, disclosed that the proparty account haa increased by $5,781,-185.74 te a total of 834,550,002.27, as compared with 828,768,816.53.
The Royal Trust Company escrow fund had been decreased by $1,430,396.67 for payments made te

the Company for outgoings. Cash on hand had decreased by $113,857.31.



(2) In the liabilities the most important increase is a bank loan of
$3,500,000 secured by the hypothecation of $5,250,000 of bonds of the Beau-
harnois Light, Heat and Power Company, being part of an issue of $20,000,000'
bonds authorized for temporary purposes on the 15th day of January, 1931.
At present the bank loans are, according to Mr. Griffith, about $6,000,000
secured by the hypothecation of $9,000,000 of these bonds.

(3) Accrued interest of bonds had been decreased by $150,000 which means
that having regard to the monthly accrual of interest amounting to $150,000
in the interval between December 31st, 1930, and May 31st, 1931, $900,000 of
bond interest liad been paid. Miscellaneous accounts payable had increased
by $881,770.75 to an amount of $1,355,252.35.

(4) As the situation now stands, the promoters of the Beauharnois Project
involving the exploitation of a great natural resource have been able to secure
to themselves a return of all moneys advanced by them or any of them, a profit
of $1,189,000 in cash and 1,000,000 Class A Common shares, which, if saleable
at the market quotation would at one time have been worth $17,000,000 and at
to-day's quotation of $4 per share, would be worth $4,000,000. This cash pro-
fit was paid out of moneys borrowed by the Beauharnois Power Corporation
Limited by the sale of its bonds.

(5) According to Mr. Henry, in order to complete the project up to the
point where 500,000 h.p. will be produced, they will require a further sale of
bonds in a capital amount of $46,000,000. If this were accomplished the power
project would have been constructed completely on borrowed money and the
promotors would be in control of this vast enterprise owning 1,620,000 of the
Class A shares out of a total issue of 1,799,995 and also the 5 Management
Preferred shares which for 10 years to the under-writers practical control of
the Company's affairs and all of this without the present investment of any
money.

Your Committee Recommends:
1. That the Parliament of Canada take such action as may be within its

power, and witihout prejudicing the rights of the Province of Quebec, to procure
the development of this project in such a manner as will best serve the people
of Canada.

2. That should the rights of the Dominion and the Province of Quebec
come in conflict, every effort be put forth to arrive at a satisfactory agreement,
so that the project may not be imperilled by delay.

3. That definite action be taken to preserve the rights of navigation and
the complete jurisdiction of Parliament in respect thereto.

4. That the Order of Reference, the Reports of the Committee, the Minutes
of Proceedings, the Minutes of the evidence taken, and the exhibits filed, be
printed as an appendix to the Journals of the House.

5. That a copy of this report be remitted to the Speaker of the Senate for
the information of that House.

6. That such of the Exhibits as have not been read into the record and are
not on departmental files and were referred to be copied and the originals thereof
be returned to the person producing the same.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

General thanks His Loyal Subjects, aceepts their benevolence, and assents to
this Bill."

After which the Right Honourable the Deputy Governor General was
pleased to close the Second Session of the Seventeenth Parliament of the
Dominion of Canada, with the following Speech:-

Honourable Members of the Scnate:

Mem bers of the House of Comrnons:

I desire to thank you l'or the diligence and efficiency with which you have
discharged your duties during the present session of Parliament.

.The development of Canadian industry and agriculture bas been further
promoted through the measures you have enacted.

A Tariff Board bas been created, one of the functions of which will be
to aid in the stabilîzation of trade and the establishment of an equitable
relationship between the costs ùf production and consumption.

The changes provided for in the systein of government accounting will, it
is believed, make for greater siniplicity and more effective control over the
finances of the country.

The measures granting assistance to the wheat producer, and for the
distribution of coal will do rnuch to assist those industries.

Among other important measures enacted were Bis respecting: Copyright;
Canadian National Railway Company; Pensions; Soldiers' Settlement; Consoli-
dated Revenue and Audit; Vocational Education; The Royal. Canadian Mint;
Old Age Pensions.

Approval bas been gîven the proposed measure of the Parliament of the.
United Kingdom to be known as the Statute of Westminster, and is Majesty
The King hias been humbiy petitioned to cause it to be laid before that Parlia-
ment. Prior to such approval being given, delegates of my Government and of
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all the Provinces of Canada at the invitation of my Prime Minister, met at
Ottawa and approved for insertion in the proposed measure a clause defining
the rights of the Dominion and Provinces in respect to its provisions.

The commercial agreement negotiated with the Commonwealth of Australia
and ratified by Parliament will, I confidently believe, be of advantage to both
our countries. This agreement manifests the desire of my government to enter
into similar trade agreements with other parts of the Empire.

The Imperial Economie Conference, adjourned last November to reassemble
at Ottawa during the latter part of the current year, has been postponed because
of circumstances which prevented the representation at the conference of all
the dominions of the Empire. It is confidently believed that when this confer-
ence reassembles, an Empire trade agreement of advantage to all its parts may
be consummated.

The Conversion Loan of 1931, through which there was reinvested in
securities of the Dominion of Canada a sum of approximately six hundred
and forty million dollars, affords striking proof of the confidence of the general
public in the financial strength of the country.

As a result of the Parliamentary inquiry into the operations of the Beau-
harnois Power Corporations, measures have been enacted to secure the public
interest against harmful exploitation of our natural resources and to safeguard
the rights of bona fide investors.

Since you entered upon the duties of the session, the world-wide depression
in economie conditions bas grown more acute, and the consequent state of unem-
ployment and distress in many parts of the country has been intensified through
the partial failure of the wheat crop of western Canada. To augment existing
relief measures, the Governor-in-Council has been empowered to take the
necessary action to provide the maximum of employment and to aid, by such
means as may be deemed expedient, the recovery from the adverse conditions
arising primarily from the crop failure.

The great powers of Europe and America, following the generous and
constructive action of the President of the United States of America, which
Canada whole-heartedly endorses, are unitedly striving for the re-establish-
ment of better world conditions. Towards this purpose we may now effectively
contribute, by steadfastly bending ourselves to the task of freeing Canada from
the consequences of this universal state of economic depression and of the
particular misfortune which has befallen the West; so that this country may
be ready to take its place in the forefront of the world's recovery.

I thank you for the provision you have made for the public service.

I join with you in sympathy for those upon whom the present conditions
bear most heavily. As our burden is less than that of other countries, so have
we, as a Nation, the greater duty to aid the unfortunate among our citizens.
I commend your zeal for the common good. It is the crowning proof of the
unassailable unity of the Canadian people. These troubled times will pass,
for adversity is powerless against the will of Canada to regain the happiness
and prosperity which are its birthright. May Divine Providence bless and
guide you in all your labours.
