SEEMED LIKE BUTCHERY
Could See Germans Jufnping

* From the Decks of
*  Sinking Ships.

The sea fight off Heligoland is de-
scribed in a letter received by Mrs. E.
A. Grant, 32 Division street, Toronto,
trgm Private Bauckham, R.M.L.1, who
was on the light cruiser which led one
o. the British squadrons. The letter
follows: '

“We have got an extra day in har-
bor, so I thought I would give you an
account of the fight at sea that I was
in. We first opened fire on two tor-
pedo boats, and then ran into two Ger-
man cruisers bigger than ours. It was
the most terrible thing I ever saw,
| and don’t want to see it again if pos-
sible. One of them had two funnels
blown away, also her masts, gunsand
fore bridge. She was like a furnace in
the middle engine room, 'As we passed
the first one to open fire on the sec-
ond, we could see them jumping over
the side and throwing the dead over
as well. She then began to "settle
down by the bows, and we had to leave
her then and start on-the other,
Not One Casualty.

“She was-on the port side, and
while we were engaged on her, another
one with four funnels like us, came
on the starboard side and fired on us.
We retaliated and made three holes
in her bows, and set her on fire, ‘After
that she turned round and fled, to
sink later on. In all, three' German
cruisers went down at the hands of
our squadron, and I am proud to say
we were just as if we were at drill
But: the way the shots whistled about
our ship, which was leading the line,
makes me always ‘say there: was a
higher power than naval power be-
hind it. ‘God defends the right.’
Whereas we sank those ships with
terrible loss of life, there was not one
casualty on our vessel. May God be
praised for that.

“We were in action three and a half
hours with the lot before they, gave
in.-and-I must say they stuck to it
bravely to the last. I sincerely hope I
shall never see it again, It seemed like
butchery.” ‘

Two peoplé could live on opposite sides
of the street without building walls
bristling with guns to . proteet them-
selves, The United States apnd Can-
ada had no forts and no armed vessels
on their boundaries, but had learned to
trust each other. - The world in gen-
eral must learn the lesson and to
apply ‘the principles of ethical rela-

|

tionship to ‘their conduect, and
it was - sheer folly to cry peace
without having laid the found-
ation of morality in these relations

on which glone a permanent peace
could rest. "Moral consciousness was
never neutral, and it demanded clear
expression. There was strength in
the moral consciousness of humanity,
and that was behind the great strug-
gle going on in Europe.

Mr. Griggs then turned to his sub-

"Ject and suggested that the  reason

moral and ethical theory failed to in.
terest was because the ethical teacher
occupied himself in telling not what
was true, but what he thought would
be expedient. Philosophers too often
turned their back on the world and
evolved theories in their studies, jn-
stcad of finding their solutions in life.
Any true science of sociology must
have a sound ethical system at the
heart of it. The little World of per-
sonal life gave a clue to the larger
world of personality, for out of the
little world the large world was made’
ery system of echical philosophy in
story focused on persopal history.

Pit Props a Week Wanted
in Britain.

By a Staff Reporter,
OTTAWA, Oct. 1.—A delegation re-

presenting the British Board of Trade
and the Mine Owners of Great Britain,
has been touring Canada, and is now
on the way to Newfoundland, making
enquiries into the possibility of secur-
ing a permanent supply of pit props
in this country, This presents an op-
portunity to supply 20,000 tons 3 week.
British colliery owners have been
paying half a cent per foot, but expect
to pay henceforward one cent per foot!
‘The lumber used is spruce, pine, tam-
arac, hemlock. In British Columbia
the collieries have been paying three-
quarters of a cent, and in Nova Scotia
one and one-tenth. If Canadian lum-
bermen want the market they can get
it at the price paid in Great Britain.
Put serious competition is threatened
by Mobile, on the Gulf of Mexico. A
valuable - permanent industry is in
prospect, and the timber for pit props
only takes 15 years to mature.

PEACE TREATY SIGNED

WITH RUSSIA BY U.S.

Two Nations Bound to Submit
All Disputes to Investiga-
tion.

Canadian Press Despatch.

WASHINGTON, Oct. l.—Secretary
Bryan for the United States and Am-
bassador Bakhmetteff for Russia to-
day signed a treaty Jinding the two
nations to submit ail disputes‘that can-
not be settled diplomaitically te an in-
ternational commisfion of five ment-
bers for investigation during a period
of at least one year, during which hos-
tilities may not be commenced. -

This is the twenty-seventh of the’
so-called investigation treaties and
follows in a general way the lines of
those previously concluded with na-
tions all over the world.

Similar pacts have been signed be-
tween the United States and Gréat
Britain and France.

No treaty of any kind has existed
between the United States and Russia
since the president abrogated the com-
mercial treaty of 1832.
