Anne’s Parish Hall in ldwer town 
yesterday when fiery speeches were 
made by Mr. J. S. Seguin, president 
of the Social Club of the parish, and 
Father Myrafid. Vigorous protests 
were made against the annolntment 
of the commission and a strong resolu­
tion was passed approving the attltmde 
of the French-Canadian clergy and 
deciding to fight in the courts the 
constitutionality of* the Ontario Act 
appointing the commission. • The 
speeches all breathed defiance at the 
Ontario Government.

- May Use Force.
The official notice from the Ontario 

Government to the school board has 
not yet arrived. When it does it is 
not certain yet whether the books and 
keys will be handed over peaceably* 
to the new commission or whether 
they will have to take possession by 
force. However, even If the keys are 
hafided over, the French section will 
fight the authority of the commission. 
While the clerical and nationalist sec­
tion of the French are a unit . In op­
posing the nerw section the French- 
Canadians as a whole far from ap­
prove their action. There is a strong 
element, altho unorganized, who would 
readily accept the commission and 
would like to see an end of the bitter 
strife which has marked the conduct 
of Separate Sshools in Ottawa.

LONDON, July 26.—The Russians 
have developed a simple but effective 
method of meeting' German attacks 
with poisonous gases, according to 
The Post’s Petrograd correspondent.

The sole head of » family, or any male 
over eighteen year» old, may homestead 
a quarter-section of available Dominion 
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al­
berto. Applicant muet appear in person 
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy 
may be made at any Dominion Lands 
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain 
conditions.

A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm 
of at least eighty acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable house is reoulred 
except where residence Is performed in 
l he vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre.
