The World has been waiting to hear
from Hon. James Stratton in regard
Ito~hls famous recipe for brandied
peaches, published in big type and in
a leading page in his paper, The Peter-
boro. Examiner of July 5. We take it
to be the recipe used in the Stratton
household which, by the; by, is noted
thruout the midland district for- its
hospitality. Here is the recipe.

BRANDIED PEACHES.
Prepare peaches as for preserv-
-ing, adding to the syrup, just be-
fore filling the jars, one-half cup-
ful of best brandy to each pound
of fruit. Crawford peaches re
considered best for canning and
pPreserving, and Morris Whites

(both must be free from stones) for .

brandied and pickled peaches.

There
is no man in the Ontatlo Government
or Legislature outside of Sir James
who pays any attention to improve-
ments in the municipal law.

For instance, the latest type of muni-
cipal assessment-—and we might also
say the oldest type—was brought to
light this week at the assessment re-
vision of the Town of North Toronto,
when Mr. Nicholas Garland, one of the
most successful bueihess men of To-
ronto and county; Judge Morgan, one
of our most venerable interpreters of
the. law,. agreed in upholding the idea
(and we believe it is the law) that

North Toronto must bé assessed as
farm land, if so requested by the owner!
Inasmuch as Sir James Whitney is re-
sponsible for this law, it is putting
Sir James for the time being in com-
pany with Mr. Garland and Judge Mor-
gan; but we would advise Sir James
not to travel too long with these vener-
able gentlemen, but to come out and
change the law in regard to taxation
generally, and especially with regard
to umimproved property im citfes and
towns where it is held for the unearned
incremeint, and every dollar of which is
taken by the land holder, altho the in-
crease is made by the community.

Now let us take another case. We
notice in the papers that a shop license
for the sale of liguor In the City of
Toronto has been sold for $85,000, prob-
ably not more than one year's net
profits. Our position is that inasmuch
as the state and the city jointly have
created this monopoly, they should
share in the profit. In other words,
every monopoly created by the public
should pay the great bulk of its profits
to the public, either by way of sharing
such profits or by reducing prices to,
the public who patronize or sustain
the monopoly. Sir James has put a
percentage on the hotel license, let
him do more in the case of shops.

The ¢onclusion is that railroads are
having the most trouble in financing
themselves and are being gradually
cut off from the enormous supply far-
nished by investors. The success of
industrials borrowing may be sald to
be comparatively an individual benefit,
while liberal funds for railroads means
prosperity for the whole country.
