London, Nov. 2.—Lord Kitchener has re-
ported to the War Office a disaster to the
Pritish pear Bethel, eastern Transvaal,
fn which two guns were lost, several offi-
cers killed or wounded, and 54 men were
killed and 160 wounded.

The following is the text of Lord Kited-
gner's despatch, dated Pretoria, Nov. 1:

Lord Kitchener then gives the names of
13 other officers who were wounded, most
of them severely, and announces that b4
non-commissioned officers and men were
killed and 160 wounded, adding that four
of the latter bhave since died of their
wounds.

WHO COLONEL BENSON IS,

Colonel Frederick Willlam Benson was a
Canadian, having been born In St. Cathar-
ines, Aug. 2, 1849. He was a son of the
late Hon. J. R. Benson of S8t. Cathar-
ines, a member of the Dominion Senate,
and a brother of James Benson, now a
prominent barrister of the Garden City.
His mother was a daughter of the late
James Ingersoll of Ingersoll. He married
Caroline, eldest daughter of Sir George
E. Cooper, Bart.

Col. Benson was educated at the old
Grantham Academy, St. Catharines, and
Upper Canada College, Toronto, and re-
ceived his military training at the Royal
Military College at Sandhurst, England.
He served as a volunteer during the
Fenian raid in 1866. and joined the 21st
Hussars Imperial Regiment in 1869. In
1876 he was transferred to the 12th Royal
Lancers. He passed the Staff College
in 1880, and became captain of the 5th
Dragoon Guards the same year, being
transferred to the 17th Royal Lancers
in 1881. E

Col. Benson saw a great deal of service
in India and Egypt, and distinguished him-
self In the service of the Empire. In
1877 he became an A.D.C. to the Lieut.-
Governor of the Northwest Provinces of
India, and was brigade-major at Poona
from 1882 to 1884, when he was transferred
to Bengal #s garrison fnstructor, which
post he filled until the year 1890. In
1892-94 he commanded a brigade of Egyp-
tian cavalry. In 1895 he went to Dublin,
Ireland, as instructor of the garrison.

When the war broke out in 1899 Col
Benson was ordered to South Africa, where
he had since filled lmportant posts, and
bhad been many times in the thick of the
fighting.

The
town and harbor were astir early, lmmense
crowds assembled along the sea front, and
rounds of cheers mingled with the National
Anthem and salutes from the harbor ships
and land batteries as the royal yacht
Victoria and Albert started to meet the
Ophir. On board the royal yacht, toe
King, in the undress uniform of an ad-
miral, stood on the after bridge at the
salute, white the Queen and the children
of the Duke and Duchess paraded the
hurricane deck. The Roads presented a
striking spectacle, awing to the great

to stern, with their yards manned and
thelr sides lined with their crews. Nel-
son’s old flagship, the Victory, started the
salute to Their Majesties, and each ship in
turn took it up as the Viectoria and Al-
bert moved down The Solent, accompanied
by a flotilla of older royal yachts.

Greeted by King.

Off Yarmouth, Isle of Wight, the Vie-
toria and Albert amd the Ophir met and
exchanged signals of greeting. At abeut
2 o'clock the booming of distant guns an-
nounced the approach of the royal vessels,
and the naval procession soon hove in
sight. As the Victoria and Albert, the
Ophir and two ironclads, steaming in file

of the fleet, guns, bands and cheers co-
mingled In the welcome to the royal trav-
elers.

As the Victoria and Albert neared the
harbor the troops ashore presented arms,
and the garrison battery fired a final
salute. The bands everywhere struck up
“God Save the King,” and thousands of
blue jackets on board the ships In the

harbor repeatedly chéered the royal party.

The demonstrations were renewed as the
Ophir entered, her bamd playing “Home,
Sweet Home.” The Duke and the Duchess
of Cornwall and York occupied a conspicu-
ous position on the upper deck of the
yacht, bowiug in response to the demon-
strations of the thousands of people lining
the harbor.

FOR SAVING LIFE AT SEA,

New Use to Which Acetylene Hax
Been Put in Vienna.

Vienna, Nov. 1.—A suceéssful trial has
taken place here at the Diana Baths of a
new dnvention for saving life at sea. The
inventor is Lieut. George Irsay de Irsay of
the Hussars.

A man‘completely dressed, the life-saving

threw himself into the water. After a
few seconds he returned to the surface, and
then for some hours was kept above water
0y the Inflated bladder or bag constituting
the essential part of the appliance,

The -invention consists of a metal box
and a bag which is closely wrapped around
the box. Within the apparatus a perforat-
ed case is placed containing a certain
chemiecal preparation.

How to Become Your Own Landlord.

There ave few matters that are eungaging
more attentien just at present than the
question of becoming your own landlord.
There is undoubtedly a big demand for
houses, rents are higher, conS€quently thc
value of property is fully expected to In-
crease very cousiderably in a short time.
Therefore one would naturally be struck
with the idea that pow is the best time (0
buy a home and escape being obliged to
bow to the landlords’ demands. To accom:
plish this end inducements are being held
out by a large number of Toronto's real
est:ite men and most of the local loan com-
panles whereby -a person possessing one or
two hundred dollars and wishing fo pur-
chase a house of his own can do 8o DY
leaving down a deposit of say one hundred
dollars apd paying the remalnder of the
amount in monthly, quorterly, half-yearly
or yearly instalments, arranged to suit tie
position and convenience of the buyer.
These instalments, when consldered, are
in some cases very little more than the
tigure that would be pald for feit, and
then the fruitful result is that by follow-
ing up the payments the house becomes
your property. Truly, under the circum-
stances just indicated, there is practically
no obstacle to prevent every working ciu-
zen being his ewn landlord and thus be
iu a position to shicld off, in a successful
manner, the dreaded troubles of the pre-
gent day tenant of a house in Toronto.

It is needless to mention the troubles in
detail, as they are pretty familiar to a
large section of the community. But when
a tfenant seriously considers and weighs
up the facts that he is liable at any period
to receive a notice to wvacate in couse-
quence of the particular house he is oc-
cupying having changed hands; that the
rent may be increased to a considerable
degree; that suitable houses for renting
purposes aré very scarce, there seems no
reason why he should pot go abour secur-
ing a house of his own on the simple terms
related above.

Tom Mann, English Socialist, Does

—Meetings to be Held.

Paris, Nov. l.—Delegates from the Am-
sterdam dock laborers will arrive in France
to-morrow to endeavor to persuade their
’French confreres to jointhe movement for
the boycotting A of English trade by res
fusing to load or unload British ships
entering and leaving Irench ports.

Thre delegates have already succeeded in
securing the active support of the dock
workers of Hamburg, Genoa, Antwerp,
Brussels, Ghent, Christiania, Copenhagen,
Gothenburg, Dordre¢ht and Flushing, but
no port is ready to join Amsterdam in
taking the lead in the anti-British move-
ment, fearing ultimate irreparable and ma-
terial loss.

The attempt made at Marseilles failed
ignominiously, but the Rouen and Havre
dockmen declare they are ready to co-
operate if they are not required to play a
prominent role. Secretary Hallay of the
Rouen Labor Exchange gave a correspon-
dent the following statement to-night:

‘““The ldea of refusing to load or un-
load the British ships is not so hupracti-
cable as it seems at first. The labor cause
thruout Europe would gain enormiously if,
thru striking at the British pocket, it
were able to get credit for having put

FIRST HARDCORSERVATIES

Enthusiastic Meeting and Election of
_ Officers in Dingman's
Hall.

RIPE FOR A CHANGE IN ONTARIO.

Several Speakers Sshow Why Gove
ernmens is Unfit to be Con-
tinued in Office,

The annual meeting of Ward 1 Liberal-
Conservative Association in Dingman's
Hall last night proved to be one of the
most enthusiastic meetings ever held un-
der the auspices of this body.

In the absence of the president, Mr. Ro-
bert Defries, who is on a business trip

to England, the chair was occupied by
Mr. John Wickett, the vice-president. On
either hand of the chairman were : Mr.

A. E. Kemp, M.P.; Dr. Pyne, M.L.A.; Mr.
W. F. Maclean, M.P.; Mayor Howland,
Pr. Ryerson, and Aldermen Hubbard,
stewart, Richardson and Frame, Mr. J.
B. LeRoy and Mr. John Greer.

The first business of importance was the
election of officers. Dr. Ryerson and Alder-
men Frame and Hubbard acted as scrutin-
eers.

John Wickett Chosen President.

Two names were nominated for the office
of president, John Wickett and Robert De-
fries. Amid great applause John Wickett
was announced as the new president. The
election for vice-presidents followed and
resulted as follows @ First vice-president,
W. J. Chick; second vice-president, John
(Maxwell; third vice-president, Alderman
Stewart; secretary, Bernard Cairns; trea-
surer, J. B. Le Roy.

''ne following executive committee was
then appointed : W. J. Sanderson, Wil-
liam Fitzgerald, J. Humphrey, J. J. Me-
Kopna, (George Barnes, James Watts, A.
Thompson, R. Courtney, J. Armstrong, L.
Brown, R. 8. Grundy, H. Dibble, H. Ho-
garth, A. A. Allen, H. Salsbury and
Thomas Bewley, S. R. Heakes, and Alder-
men Richardson and Frame were ap-
pointed auditors.

How to Win in Ontario.

The first speaker of the evening was W.
F. Maclean, M.P.,, who, in opening, con-
gratulated the chairman on the large
number present. He stated that the Con-
servative party were dominant in Ward 1
and Kast York, and by the attendance
at last night's meeting it was evident
that the same spirit which animated the
party in the Iast election still prevailed
and would continue to prevail. The Con-
servative party had a majority from On-
tario in the Dominion Parliament, and
by thoro organization and hard work they
would also have a majerity in the Pro-
vinelal House. He pointed out the value
of organization, and sald that officers
such as were connected with e first
Ward Liberal-Congervative ASSociation
were responsible for the success of the
party. He urged the gathering to work
together, to have thoro organization and
present a united front, and a great future
was in store for the Conservative party.
His remarks were frequently applauded,
and rounds of hearty applause greeted him
as he resumed his seat.

Condemned by Their Acts.

Mr. A. B. Kemp, M.P, was ‘the next
speaker. He said that the people wanted
a change of government, which wonld be
a good thing for the province. The' Liberal
party had been in power for 30 years, and
the time was ripe for a general house-
cleaning. The Liberal party by their acts
had shown themselves to be unfit to govern
this country, and as good government s
what was wanted It was time to oust
them and place a Conservative administra-
tion in power. Over $2,000,000 had been
taken from the Dominion treasury for
the purpose of helping along Prince Ed-
ward Island, Nova Scotla and New Bruns-
wick. These provinces thrived at the ex-
pense of Ontario, and at the present time
Ontarlo was not strong enough to stand
the strain. He urged the assoclation to
work together, and when the election came
the much-needed change would follow.
The utmost enthusiasm was shown by the
audience thruout Mr. Kemp's speech.

Policy of Misrule.

Dr. Pyne, M.L.A., was the next speak-
er, and followed along much the same
lines as the former speakers, namely, that
the time was ripe for a change. He re-
ferred to the time when the Long Parlia-
ment was in power In England and the
terrible results which followed its long
period of misrule. Mr. Ross was trying
to make the public believe that the pres-
ent government Wwas & progressive one,
but this was not the case. No person
would deny that it was progressive in one
way~ by ‘manufacturing the greatest ‘‘ma-
chine’* thut had ever been  lnvented.
Among other evidences of incapacity was
cited the power which was going to waste
at Niagara. Who was to blame for this?
The “log’’ policy that was being practised
in the northern districts was, he said, a
policy suggested by the Conservative
party years ago, and stolen from them by
the present administration. ~The govern-
ment were also condemned for adhering to
the policy of appointing commissions to
come between them and the people when
they were driven into a tight corner.. In
one year these commissions had cost’ the
country $23,000. After 30 years Mr. Ross
found that some improvements might be
made In the educational system, and in-
stead of accepting the responsibility laid
the blame on the Hom. Mr. Harcourt.

Dr. Pyne was asked by a member of the
gudience for his opinion of the Mabee
pamphlet, and said the cartoon published
in a recent issue of The World, where the
literature was depicted as a boomerang
aimed at Mr. Whitney but striking Mr.
Ross, described his feellmgs exactly.
Hearty applause followed his remarks.

Will Accept Second Term.

Mayor Howland, the next speaker, stated
that he was not before the meeting as a
candidate for Mayor, but that he intend-
ed, nevertheless, to stand for a second
term in the coming campaign. In this
country we had two races, different in
many respects, and unless something was
done to smooth the differences existing be-
tween thefn the future would indeed be
biack. He referred to the civil war which
happened across the line as an example of
what might happen in this country, unless
a change in sentiment was wrought.

Bright Future Ahead.

Dr. Ryerson was the next speaker. He
tonched upon the same subjects as the
former speakers, -and saild that the Con-
servative party had omly to look ahead to
see a bright future. His remarks were
well received.

DAWSON’S GOLD OUTPUT.

Sherift Eilbeck Says Placer Mining
Will Continue for 50 Years.
Sherift R. J. Eilbeck of Dawson City has
great faith in the continued prosperity of
the Yukon Territory. He predicts that
placer mining will continue for 50 years.

He has been in nearly every mining centre,
and claims that the placer mines around
Dawson are as good as he ever saw.
Quartz is also being found in paying quan-
{itles, and there.is a prospect of a good
deal of hydraulic mining being carried on
this winter.

Dawson, says the sheriff, is going to be
the greatest mining centre in the world,
greater than Johannesburg, and in two or
three years should have a population of
100,000. The output this season has heen
about $22,000,000, and as there is u tend-
ency to underestimate the output he
thinks it can safely be sald that the aver-
age yearly clean-up has amounted to $30,-
000,000. The city itself is prosperous, and
is developing into an up-to-date place.
Produce farms in the vicinity supply. the
people with green stuff, and the ditd-
culty that has been experienced in getting
a winter supply of water has been over-
come by installing a plant to force steam
thru the pipes and thus prevent freezing.

What Dawson wants is more Canadians
and more Canadian goods brought in by an
all-Canadian route. Seattle has been bullt
up by Canadian gold. Sheriff Eilbeck
says Mackenzie & Mann intend building
a line up thru the Cariboo Distriet to Daw-
son, and when this is accomplished the
whole country should blossom as the rose.

* GP.R. Land Department Disposed of

150,592 Acres During Month
of October.

OVER HALF. A MILLION FOR THE YEAR

Greater Proportion Sold for Actual
settlement—Farms for Ameri-
can Settlers.

.winnipeg, Nov. 1.—The C.P.R. land de-
partmeht  closed yesterday the heaviest
month in the history of the company. The
gales were heavier by nearly 100,000 acres
than any other menth for the past ten
years, and show a very large increase over
gny month this year.

The sales for the month of October were
150,572.96 acres for $465,655.62; for the
previous month the sales were 60,060.46
acres for $197,057.61. For the month of
October, 1900, the sales aggregated 18,858,-

‘) "7} | t
acres, for $62,769.54. Up to the presen
g.;te the sales for 1901 amount ¢o 546,-
848.42 acres, for $1,324,062.41. This is an
fnerease over the same period for the pre-
vious year, the gales for the correspm}dlng
month, 382,189.18 acres, for $1,224,159.62.
Heavy land sales are still being put thru,
and November promises to be another re-
cord breaker. . 2

The land in many cases is being purchas-
ed for actual setilement, but in other cases
is going to American land spcculators, who
sell it to American farmers, who intend to
pettle in Canada,

With regard fo the question of Increase
in price of C.P.R. lands, Mr. Griffin states
that there has been no change of poley
on the part of the company. As the de-
mand increases in particular localties, the
prices are advanced in accordance with
value. Any other course would simply
mean that the best lands would fall into
the hands of speculators, who would ex-
pect to sell for a figure in excess of the
increased price charged by the railiway
company. The policy of the company In
administering their lands has always been
to deal lieberally with the settlers, and
as far as possible to discourage specula-
tion.

WON'T LEAVE GERMAN FIELD-

British Underwriters Follow Lead
of Their American Competitors.
Berlin, Nov. 1.—British underwriters are

the butt of ridicule in official Berlin be-

cause they have been forced to follow the

fead of their American competitors with
reference to the new German insurance
law. When the law went into efféect the
august English companies announced that
they could no longer continue to operate
profitably in Germany. Several announced
their intentiom of withdrawing.

About the same time United States
Consul-General Mason sent the State De-
partment at Washington a complete trans-
lation of the law, compriging 125 ponder-
ous sections. The Consul-General express-
ed the opinion held by insurance experts
that the law would permit any correctly
managed and adequately capitalized cor-
poration to do business under unobjection-
sble conditions. Two prominent American
companies arrived at the same conclusion
and immediately began arrangements for
re-entering the field, from which they had
been excluded since 1894. 4

When this intormation reached London
this week the English companies were
mystified. They hurriedly instruected their
Berlin representatives to explain what had
Jed the Americans to approve a law Eng-
lishmen had condemned. Meantime the
British agents who were preparing to de-
sert the German field have renewed their
office leases and are aboutto make a closer
study of the situation.

GOES TO AUSTRALIA.

London, Nov. 1.—Mr. Andrew Anderson,
who for some years has Jbeen connected
with the commercial office of R. G. Dun
& Co. in this city, has been promoted to
an important position on the service of the
company at Melborne, Australia. He will
leave London mnext week for Vancouver,
B.C., from whence he will sail for the
Antipodes on Nov. 15.

A Fifth Member.

Ottawa, Nov. 1.—It ls understood that
the Dominion government has now under
consideration the question of appointing a
fifth member to the Ottawa Improve
ment Commission. This will afford an
opportunity to give a representative to
the Irish Catholics, and will also do away
with President’ Bate having a double vote,
which I8 now objected to. N. Belcourt,
M.P., says ]at he has recommended
Police . Magistrate O’Keefe for the fifth

Taken In connection with the an-
nouncement that France and Russta are In
fall accord concerning Turkey and the
Balkan peninsula, it would appear that
something may happen soon that will bring
about complications of a serious kind.
Greet Britain, Geriany, Austria and Ttaly
are vitally concerned in this everlasting_
Bastern question, and a blockade of tire
Dardanelles would be a violation of the
compact of the five great powers, entered
into in 1841, to the effect that uo War
vessels, except those of Turkey, should be
allowed to pass those straits. Kven mer-
chant vessels are compelled to “‘have their
papers inspected by the Ottoman officials
pefore passing thru. The agreement was
re-affirmed in 1871, and again by the Ber-
lin Congress in 1878, As both France and
Russia were partles to that convention,
the present movement—if Dame Rumor can
be relied on—is in the nature of a determd-
pation to break the agreement in defiance
of the other powers. it may be, however,
that France merely proposes to make a
demonstration in an effort to awe the Sul-
tan and compel him to hasten settlement
of the French claims.

But another complication has arisen in
reference to the Dardanelles. The abduc-
tion of Miss Stone, the American mission-
ary, has brought the Uniteda States into the
arena, and & demonstration against Turkey
by the Uniited States navy I8 one of the
probabilities it Miss Stone is not deliver-
ed up. In the event of the womén being
murdered, there is no doubt that both Tur-
key and Bulgaria will be called to a rigid
account. Then will arise the question of
the right of United States war veasels to
pass the forbidden straits. It is claimed
at Washington that the United States, not
being a party to the agreement of 1841,
1871 and 1878, is not bound to obtain per-
mission from Turkey or any other power
for warships flying the Stars and Stripes
to proceed to Constantinople. This theery
has heen all along held by the Usited
States, altho, in respect of international
courtesy, mo attempt has been made by
American war vessels to pass the straits.

No foreign war vessels have pussed the
Dardanelles since 1878, when the Russians,
having defeated the curks and stormed
Plevna, threatened Constantinopie. But
Lord Beaconsfield, who was then Premier
of Great Britain, had foreseen what was
likely to happen, and ordered the British
fleet, which had been massed - in Besika
Bay, to pass the Dardanelles into the Sea
of Marmora and aenchor near Constanti-
nople. The Russians were given to under-
stand that any advance beyond San Ste-
fano would be met by British opposition.
The fiat was, ‘‘T'he Russians must not take
Constantinople.” ~For & short time it toox-
ed as tho there would be war vetween
Britain and Russia, but thru the mediation
of Bismarck the dogs of war were called
ofl.

Whether American warships will attempt
to pass the straits in the event of the
murder of Miss Stone, and @ defiant atti-
tude on the part of Turkey and Bulgaria,
remains to be seen. There can be little
doubt that Turkey would look upon such
passdge as an act of war, and the well-
equipped forts on both sides of the historic
straits would make the attempt extremely
hazardous.

Altogether the gituation in Eastern
Europe is not re-assuring, and an out-
break would almost certainly bring about
hostilities that would involve all Europe,
while the United States would find it hard
to keep clear. The nbxt few weeks will
be awaited with m_t.ervst.

Subsequentiy
he took part in the first Ashantee war with
Lord (them Sir Garnet) Wolseley, served
thruout the Zult war of 1879, and received
the Vietorla Cross for rescuing a comrade
who was being hotly pursued by Zulus,

Jn the Soudan campaign of 1884-5 Gen.
Buller fought at El Teb and Tamal, actod
as chief of staff to Lord Wolseley, and
afterwards took the command of the desert
column.

An interesting episodé in his life was
his shoirt term of service as Under-8ecre-
tary for Ireland in 1886, when Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach was Chief Secretary. The
general is sixty-two.

(General French, who is eventually to
suceeed him, did brilliant work thruout
the war, relieving Kimberiey and co-
operating at Paardeberg. He was promin-
ent in the advance to Pretoria, and has
since conditeted the sweeping movement in
the Southeast Transvaal.

ISLANDERS MOVE FOR COMMISSION.

Railway Company Fails to Obtain
200 Feet on Lansdowne-Avenue
to Switch Cars.

deputation, R. Y. Ellis; Dr. Thorburn, Mr.
Owens and Col. Denison spoke.
Ald. Lamb thought the petition should

pe sent to the City Clexk to have the
signatures identified, but Ald. Loudon in-
sisted that the matter be disposed of right
away, and he moved that the prayer of
the petitioners be’ granted. . They were
only asking for the extension of Avenue-
foad car tracks to the city limits, the
samne as on Bathurst-street and pumerous
other lines.

Ald. Hubbard sympathized with the Du-
pont-street deputation, but wanted to see
both improvements made. Ald. Lamu
drifted in the same direction.

Ald. Russell backed up Ald. Loudon, but
had no objection to the Dupont-street work
going on as well.

Ald. Sheard Was Blunt.

Ald. Sheard - came out rather bluntly.
He thought there should not be any oppo-
sition to the Avenue-road extension, and
the Dupont-street extension, he thought,
was heing promoted by ‘“a lot of land
sharks.”

This remark called for an emphatic pro-
test from some of the gentlemen present,
but Ald. Sheard continued to the effect
that the deputation was present protesting
against the Avenue-road extension because
they were afraid it would bring a block
of land into competition with_ their prop-
erty, which would be tapped by the Du-
pont-street extension, and rob them of the
boom which they anticipated when the car
route was laid.

Decrease in Births,

Births registered in Toronto last montn
totalled 303 against 382 for October, 190v.
\The City Clerk attributes the apparent de-
crease to the neglect of parents to make
registrations themselves. In the past six
months 218 births were left to be regis-
tered by attending physicians, and the par-
ents have not yet registered them. Mar-
riages were 159, against 167 for October,
1000, and deaths 249, against 268 in Octo-
ber, 1900.

Typhoid is Scarce.

Only sixteen caseg of typhold fever were
registered in Toronto last month, and Dr.
Sheard feels elated over ¢he fact. There
were 60 ‘cases of scarlet fever, agalnst 37
last year, but they are fortunately of a
mild type. Onmly 71 cases of diphtheria
were registered, as against 106 last year.
Deathg from contaglous diseases during Oc-
tober were: Scarlet fever 6, dIphtheria 16,
whooping cough 3, typhoid fever 5, tuber-
culosis 33.

Increase in Buikding Permits.

Building permits for the past ten months
of 1901 show an increase of $330,000. over
last year. The total so far is $1,064,248,
against $1,633,756 up to October last year.
Permits during last month aggregated
$109,608, against $170,504 last year.

terday, the jury in the trial of Fred Lee |
Rice, which had been in progress for four
days, returned to court and announced
their finding. It was exactly 4 o'clock
when Sherif Mowat brought the twelve
men in, and Thomasy Shortiss, their fore-
man, in answer to the usual question
from Clerk Nichol, said :

“We disagree on the first count, but we
find the prisoner guilty on the second
count.”

There were very few In the courtroom
who heard it who understood the full effect
of the verdict. Rice apparently did not,
for he leaned over the railing and con-
culted Mr. Robinette’s partner, Mr. God-
frey, regarding the outcome of the case.
Many were relieved, however, when His
Lordship broke the stillness which reign-
ed’ over the crowd amd courtroom by
asking :

“Ig there no prospect of agreéeing as to
whether the prisoner fired the shot ?"”

“None, my Lord,” replied Mr. Shortiss.

Then Mr. Robinette arose and put forth
a forcible argument with a view to hav-
ing the promouncing of the death septence
postponed. He said : “My Lord, I move
that judgment be stayed on the verdict
as found, and ask you to reserve a case
for the Court of Appeal on the ground
that there has been np concert, no col-
lusion, no common design shown to exist
betwecen the three prisoners prior to the
firing of the shot that killed Comstable
Boyd.” M. Robinette urged that, even
{if the thre¢ prisoners geparately made up

their minds to escape when the pistols
came into the hack, the prisoner Rice
could not be convicted of comspiracy. He
went on and cited several cases dealing
with the point at issue, and was right
in the midst of what looked like a lengthy
and complicated argnment when His Lord-
ship interrupted bim by saying :

“Pardon me, I think there ought to be:
a case reserved. I entirely agree with
your argument, and even ‘had the; applica-
tion not been made I had madé up my
mind to grant a reserved case.”

Mr. Guthrie took no part, except to say
that he admitted the force of Mr. Robin-
ette's argument.

His Lordship was about to direct that
a case be stated, when Mr. Robinette
wrged that a second objection, to the
effoct that there had been a mistrial,
owing to the fact that no dlirect verdict
was returned on the principal fact, be in-
cluded.”

“Yes,” sald the court, ‘‘and on any other
grounds that seem tenable.”” Mr. Robinette
was advised to submit his case to the
Crown prosecutor and thence to His Lord-
ship, who will send it on to the Court
of Appeal. Thus the trial of Fred Lee
Rice ended. The jury in the case was
discharged till Monday at 11 a.m.

Court of Appeal to, Decide.

The effect of the verdict returned by the
jury is that Rice was found guilty of
murder, and had not the reserved case
been granted by His Lordship the prison-
er would have been sentenced to
hang. ¢ MR a source of great
satisfaction to Mr. Robinette, who has
put forth every effort in comnectlon with
the case, to know that he still has a chance
to save his his client from the gal-
lows. Providing the Court of Ap-
peal does not grant the application to
have the verdict set aside or grant a
new trial, the prisoner’s counsel intends
to take the whole matter to the Supreme
Court at Ottawa. Mr. Robinette is confi-
dent that the verdict will be set aslide
on the ground that there was no con-
spiracy between the three men up to the
time the fatal shot was fired. Chief Jus-
tice Falconbridge charged the jury par-
ticularly on this point yesterday, agree-
ing with the theory of the defence. and
the argument in the Court of Appeal will
probably be confined to what followesi
the shooting.

Last Day of Trial.

The closing scenes in the trial were im-
pressive.  His Lordship - delivered his
charge at the opening of the court, hear-
ing semewhat against the prisoner, and
the jury retired at 11.45 a.m. to comsider
their verdict. The court was then ad-
journed_ till 2 p.m., but His Lordship did
not take his seat on the bench till 3.45
p.m., when he was summoned to give the
some advice. He was accompanied
by Judge McGuire of the Yukon. The
foreman explained that there was a differ-
ence of opinion among the jurors as to
what constituted collusion in the second
count in the indictment. Mr. Robinette
was appealed to, but no objection was
offered, and His Lordship reproduced what
he had said eariier in the day as nearly
as possible in his own phraseology.

Was There Conspiracy?

He said: If you find that Rice did
not fire the fatal shot, or if you find doubt
about it, then you must consider the se-
cond branch of the case. When you come
out of the jury room I will ask )"nn: Was
{he fatal shot that killed Boyd fired by the
hand of the prisoner at the bar? If you
say ‘'Yes," that's the end of it. If you
say ‘“No,” then consider the position of
the people in the cab. You must not
push the doctrine of conspiracy too far
against the prisoner. I am bhound to tell
you that there is no evidence of a con-
spiracy to the time the parcel came into
the hack. The Crewn is bound to prove
that and has not done so. The jurors re-
tired agnin, and in 15 minutes it was
annéunced to the crowded courtroom that
t,l.my had agreed. When the verdict was
given Rice was the most unconcerned man
present. He looked straight at his counsel,
Mr. Robinette, until Mr. Godfrey en-
lightened him regarding the jur_v‘sy find-
ings.

The examin-
ing magistrate appointed experts to exam-
ine the register, and the experts have con-
firmed the scatement that the original
name of the husband, whatever it was,
had been scratched out, and that the name
of Olivia had been substituted.
