Chicagos May 28.—1If the great pack-
ing concerns at the TUnion Stock
Yards shall not accede to the de-
mands of the striking teamsters with-
in a short time, it may resuilt in a
general stoppage of 40.000 employes at
the yards.

A strike among the beef butchers
or hog butchers or any other set .of
men, upon whom hundreds of others
are dependent, would cause a complete
tieup in every branch.

Victoria, May 28.—It Is feared that
the sailing schooner Hatzic, the only
vessel of the coast fleet which has not
returned to port, has been lost. She
has never been seen since starting on
her spring cruise on Feb. 15. Fears
have been expressed for her sometime,
but hope was not abandoned until to-|
day, when the coast steamer returned
without any news of her.

BIG COVBINE EFFECTED.

Sneccessfnl Work of a Prominent
Broker im the Pacific Provinee.

Aemilius Jarvis has just returned to
Toronto from British Columbia; where
he was successful in getting 45 of the
pbig canning institutions of that pro-

vince to combine, thus practically con-
golidating the salmon canning indus-
try of the west.

In the course of an interview in The
Vancouver Province, Mr., Jarvig says:

“Jrom the outset this Canadian comn-
pany will more than rival the big San
Francisco concern. The latter is said
to have started with some twenty-six
canneries, to which a few have since
. been added,and $600,000 in cash, with
its capital at $3,120,000. The Cana-
dian company commences with forty-
five canneries and $1,250,000 in cold
cash to carry on and develop the in-
dustry.

“In addition to the savings expected
to be effected by combining, most im-

ortant economies will be realized in
the expenditures for plant,tinplate - and

wrclies, as also in the shipping, and,
ja frct, almost at every step that
punctuates the sockeye’s course be-
tween the cannery staging and the
mechanic's or miner's lunch basket in
the North of England. In London there
will be a salaried salesman, who will
handle the United Kingdom shipment:,
while ths corporation will also be in 2
position to maintain representatives in
India, China, Japan, Australia and
many other points, whose duty it wil
be to exploit markets and effect sales.
In this way the business of the indus-
iry can be pushed as no single cannery
owner could hope in reason.

“The fact that an industry in which
the capital invested in plant, etc., lies
idle for ten months out of the 12 could
pay a dividend has, Mr. Jarvis states,
excited a good deal of attention
amongst the, men with whom be is as:
gociated in arranging the amalgama-
tion. And at present there is a good
deal of consideration being given to all
the possible ways in which the ca”-
neries can be utilized when the sockeve
and cohoe runs are over. Of these th:
chief is the packing of cheaper grades
of fish for the Oriental market, 2
branch of the industry which is now to
be much more systematically develop-
ed. Actual experiments are to be
inaugurated in the putting up of other
food products, such as crabs, clams,
and possibly eardines,” .

New York, May 28.—Mont Pelee, from
gwhlch there was another violent erup-
tion on Monday, was quiet again Tues-
day night, according to a Herald de-
spatch from Fort de France. But, the
_despatch adds, the inhabitants of the
island are in a terrified state. The
volcano is puzzling all the sclentists,
some of whom say the mountain has
thus far made only a beginning. Marne
1Rouge was saved from destruction
i Monday night only by a miracle, says a
! priest who was there.
| Correspondents’ Escape,
{ Two ' correspondents, believing the
volcano had for a time at least sub-
sided, planned an expedition to the
mountain for the purpose of securing
photographs. Several natives were
employed as guides. After a wearying
march, which took most of Monday,
Morne Rouge was reached about half-
past seven o'clock in the evening. . The
correspondents were welcomed by a
kindly-disposed priest, who gave such
information as was in his possession.
He insisted upon a pause being made
for refreshments, and in his humble
home food was prepared. It was this
brenerous courtesy of the priest that
saved the expedition ¥rom destruction.
The original plan was that the visit
should be made to the crater as soon
as possible, and a quick return be
ima,de to Fort de France, to avoid all
|danger. While the evening meal was
| being prepared the priest pointed out
{the work of ruin that had been accom-
plished. He said he had refused to
leave his post, tho he was not at all
certain Morne Rouge would ' ,not be
swept from existence as was St. Plerre.
It was while he was talking that the
explosion came. =

Grand, But Terrifying.

From their homes the inhabitants of
the village ran in a panic. Some did
not wait to see what was happening,
but hurried off over the mountain in
the direction of Fort de France. Scores
went into the church and fell upon
their knees, but by far the greater
number ran without daring to look be-
hind. The display of lightning was
terrific and awe-inspiring.

When the start was made on the re-
turn trip to Fort de France the guides
and servants were gone. The corre-
spondents had to find their way across
the hills as best they could. Behind,
Mont Pelee continued to belch fire,
| ashes, smoke and mud. The detona-
tions were of sufficient strength to
make the ground tremble. It seemed
to the weary travelers as if the moun-
tain tops swayed above their heads.
To add to the horror of the situation,
they encountered every now and then
a fer-de-lance, deadliest of all snakes.
Scattered specimemns of these serpents,
of which thousands have. been killed
by the eruptions, were seen amid the
glare from the volcano and the flashes
of lightning, gliding over the rocks and
hurrying away as if they, too, had
Jearned that their mountain home was
no longer a safe place. 3

Explorers Missing, 2

On all sides were natives pray’lng
and cursing in turn. Many, exhausted,
fell by the way and were unable to
continue. From Morne Rouge o Fort
'de France, by the devious path that
was traveled, was almost 40 miles.
That distance was covered hefora
dawn of Tuesday morpning. Later ar-
rivals reported that Morne Rouge had
not been destroyed, as the force of the
explosion was exerted in the firection
{of the,sea.

Robert T. Hill. of the United States
Geological Survey. who left here for
| Mont Pelee Monday afternoon, has not
vet returned, nor has he been heard
from. He planned to try the crater,
from Morne Rouge. George Kennan,

Bank
employes have seldom been adequate-
ly pald, and the recent increase in the
cost of living has made their salaries
in cases look very paltry. These big
financial  institutions are enjoving
great prosperity these days, and could
well afford to raise the wages of their
employes from the general manager
down to the youngest junior.
