Tlie steamer Prince Rupert left port last 
night for Yarmouth to be laid up there. 
If she was out in the gale last night she 
must have had a hard time of it.

The West India steamship Dahome is 
due from Bermuda. She will probably 
have a stormy time entering the bay.

Conditions about the streets today were 
anything but agreeable for pedestrians 
and teamsters. The former, who were out 
early, had to plough their way through 
big drifts and along sidewalks that were 
not shoveled. A brink biting wind helped 
to make it unpleasant, and no 
tured on the streets unless necessity 
pelled them.

The city workmen were very 
getting around with the plows and there 
was much complaint as a result from the 
citizens. Up to noon the King Square 
walks had not been cleaned off.

The first real .snowstorm of the season 
commenced last evening about nine o’clock 
and has continued since then. At first 
the snow fell on the level but since mid­
night it has been drifting badlly. About 
half a foot of snow fell on the level and 
the temperature dropped from 36 degrees 
at nine o’clock last night to 10 degrees at 
nine this morning, a change of 26 degrees. 
The wind up to midnight was light but 
since then a strong northwest breeze has 
been blowing. As there was no snow on 
the ground previous to this storm it did 
not affect the railways as much as it 
would otherwise have done, as there is 
plenty of room for shoving the snow back 
from the rails..

The street railway service was more or 
less demoralized by the heavy snowfall. 
On the main line and Paradise Row 
branch, the cars kept fairly close to thp 
schedule, but in Carle ton and Fairville, 
where there are fewer cars, it was impos­
sible to keep anything like the usual 
ning time, as the snow would drift back 
on the tracks as soon as a car had plough­
ed its way along. AD night two sweepers 
and the construction car with salt and 
sand were going over the lines in an en­
deavor to keep the rails cleared, but the 
high wind made it difficult work. This 
morning the sweepers, construction car 
and big walkaway plough were kept at 
work and a fairly good ‘service maintain­
ed under the circumstances. A number of 
■extra men were pressed into service to 
assist in the work.

The I. C. R. and C. P. R. authorities

had a large number of extra men out 
shoveling the snow from sidings and mov­
ing it back from the main lines after the 
plows had gone over. At the Bay Shore 
yard of the C. P. R. the wind sweeping in 
from the bay made the work of clearing 
the trafcks very difficult as it blew back 
almost as quickly as it was removed. 
There was no scarcity of men offering for 
work, however, and the work was kept 
up. Terminal Agent Gilliland said that 
there was not enough enow to delay the 
movement of trains to any extent.

L. R. Roes, terminal agent of the 1. L. 
R. said that as there wee no mow on the 
ground previous to this storm that little 
difficulty was experienced in keeping the 
line clear. A score or more of shovelers 
were at work, however, keeping the tracks 
dear. There iwee little delay of passenger 
trains, the motor car with suburbanites 
was 45 minutes late in arriving from 
Hampton and the Boston and Montreal 
trains were only reported fifteen minutes
behind time. ,

The advent of the storm was welcomed 
with rejoicing by the great army of un­
employed men who saw in it an opportun­
ity for work in shoveling sidewalks and 
keeping the streets and railway lines clear­
ed of the snow. Never before in the history 
of St. John has there been such a large 
body of unemployed men as there are here 
at present, and not for many years has 
there been such a lack of work in conse­
quence of the scarcity of snow.

COBB WANTS TOO MUCH.
Word comes from Detroit that Navin 

the new head of the Detroit Tigers, will 
make a determined stand against the de­
mands of Tyrus Cobb, the champion bate- 
man of the American League, who finish­
ed the season of 1907 with the splendid 
average of .350. Mr. Navin says that Cobh 
•will receive no special privileges. He has 
offered Cobb a substantial increase in sal­
ary, treating him as liberally as he has 
done Donovan rod Crawford, the other 
stars of the team, rod that is as far as 
he intends to go.

Cobb has demanded a contract calling 
for $5,000 a year for three years and an 
additional clause in the contract guaran­
teeing that he bî paid his salary i 
in case of injury. Cobb asserts tha 
an additional clause is necessary for his 
protection, as he is in the habit of taking 
desperate chances when stealing bases.

Navin thinks the clause in regard to in­
juries is superfluous for the reason that 
the club has always cheerfully taken rare 
of its injured players,1 and no change will 

be made in that"regard. Again Mr. 
Navin thinks it unfair for a player to ask 
the club for a three years’ contract at 
such a big salary as $5,000. Too many 
things ran happen to a star for a club to 
take such a chance.

Cobb and the dub are now at a dead­
lock and it remains to be seen which will 
give in. When the compromise comes it 
•will likely be a shortening of the contract. 
The club concedes that the wonderful hit­
ter is entitled to a substantial increase in 
salary.

“Harry Pulliam can resign the office of 
president of the National League if he 
wants to. I don’t rare a rap what he 
does,” commented Garry Herrmann, presi­
dent of the Cincinnati Club when he heard 
that Pulliam had announced his inten­
tion to resign at the meeting of the Na­
tional League on February 24 unless Herr­
mann supported him in his controversy 
with the National Association in regard 
to the alleged blacklisting of players.

“Pulliam will get my support when he 
deserves it, and not before. At present 
he does not deserve it. The National As­
sociation has laid down its rules to the 
National League, and they have agreed 
to abide by our decisions. That being so, 
there is no call for all this strenuous 
quarrelling. Pulliam gets too excited over 
what he reads in the papers, and is too 
hasty to rush into print with hie answers.

“I will not support him in his ^undigni­
fied‘attacks on the officials of the Nationl 
Association. The commission has the word 
of these gentlemen that they win stand 
by the baseball laws, and there ie there­
fore no further argument, necessary at 
this time.”

Mr. Herrmann has written to Secretary 
Farrell, of the National Association, to 
make a formal statement to the public 
showing the attitude of his organization, 
and he hopes that this statement will clear 
the atmosphere.

Captain Harry Davis of the Philadel­
phia Athletics, has been given official 
credit for eight home runs made during 
the season of 1907. Robert McRoy, secre­
tary to President Ban Johnson, of the 
American League, has just notified Davis, 
that his claim of eight, instead of the 
seven home runs credited is correct.

There is a chance of a newcomer break­
ing into such a powerful combination as 
the Chicago Cubs this season. Merker and 
Donohue, junior pitchers, will go along 
on the training trip in the hope of show­
ing up well enough to stay on the team, 
and Eleton, a young outfielder, who is 
touted as a whale, will get a fair tryout. 
These are the only juvetnles who seem no 
stand the slightest chance. J

lic compassion and should be treated 
without scruple, as he is a menace to the 
public, and respectable liquor dealers in 
general. In a word, he should be exter­
minated for the benefit of the so-called 
“respectable” dealer. If there is any dif­
ference in either, it is not apparent to 
me. When the refined dealer started in 
that business he was satisfied to accept 
all kinds of of patronage. If he could not 
secure the custom of Sir Toby Belch 
and the Elder Wiggins, he reserved his 
smiles for the Peter Peebles and Chis- 
topher Slys, the Dickenitee. The objec­
tionable dealer started on the same line, 
but the fates decreed his position; he 
had to be content with the trade of the 
less refined. One is more successful from 
a financial standpoint than the other, 
bnt their natures and tastes will always 
remain the same. The only difference I 
see in them is: one usee a better qual­
ity of soap than the other and has a 
better exterior finish. I have personal 
knowledge of one whose appearance or 
place of business is not so luminous as 
that of the gilded ones, but I can in good 
truth say that he possesses more nobility 
of character than many of those who 
under the public notice.

I notice the patrons of the so called 
respectable dealers take as much pains to 
conceal their entry into those respectable 
places, and emerge from thoee places with 
as great a degree of shame as the fro 
queutera of the lower dealers. McC. S 
advises the appointment of inspectors for 
tHe inspection of all liquors. He advises 
that they swoop down unannounced and 
demolish both liquor and dealers, if they 
are of a spurious kind.

Will McC. S. tell us. why prohibition 
could not be enforced in the 
ner by swoopers (ae he calls them) being 
engaged for the purpose of swooping. Re­
turning to the respectable class, take the 
cases of default in business, or euidde, and 
you will notice the victims of both 
patrons of respectable dealers, who are 
supposed to sell no spurious liquors. Most 
of us ran recall some instance where a 
life was destroyed (by so called good 
liquors) that was of more real value to 
the world than all the liquors or profits 
attained from it since the days of Bac­
chus.
