Cotton’s Leadership

The striking changes in our agricultural
exports of recent years are shown by the
eight months’ tabulation. In six years our
cotton exports for the period named have
doubled—f{rom $93,000,000 in 1839 to $187 0 0,-
000 dn 1905. In six years, from 1898 to 1904,
breadstuffs exports fell by over two-thirds—
from  $208,000,000 to $62,000,000—69 per cent.,
to be exact, while the cotton gain was 101
per cent. Provisions exports, as well as
cattle and petroleum, run along quite evenly.
It i8 worth noting that where in 1898 bread-
stuffs formed 42 per cent of to‘al. agricul-
tural, in 1904 -they fell to less than 16 per
cent. of the total; this year for eight months
they are 1614 per cent. Meanwhile, from
21% per cent. in 1899, cotton has risen this
year to 42 per cent of the aggregate, the
same relative position held by breadstufls
Seven years ago. In effect, cotton has
changed places with breadstuffs as our lead-
ing’ class of exports, a complete turn about
in the epoch coincident with the business re-
vival and expansion of our country. Now
weseem to have turned the corner in grain
shipments, while King ‘Co‘ton’s dominion
steadlly ocontinues its growth. The high

A MERCHANTS’ WEEK

Two or three weeks ago, when it seem-
ed probable that Prince Henry of Bat-

* tepburg, with several warships, would

" mpumber of leading merchants and hotel
""" :men, all of whom heastily supported the

jdea of having a celebration of some sort
for several days, to attract people ‘to the

Mayor White said he would cheerfully
call a meeting to consider the question,
if desired, and would aid in the* work of
preparation. ‘

There is a feeling among business men
that though we are mnot to have the
Prince and the warships we ought to have
a Merchants’ Week early in October. No
doubt all the transportation companies
would heartily co-operate, as Dpassenger
traffic is lighter in October than earlier
in the season.

Many interested in aquatic sports and
in horeeracing say there would be no
diffienlty in providing attractive sports
if the proper inducements were held out.
Similar inducements would provide band
concerts, fireworks, and other features.
It is a question of ways and means, If
the business men can solve that prob-
lem, the rest is comparatively gasy.

It goes without gaying that St. John
is too indifferent in reference to what
makes for its own advantage in such mat-
ters.

crease of $22,560.92 for this year’s Fair
traffice receipts.”

Angd here is another from the News:—

“Over 800,000 people, or twenty per
cent. more than any former year, were
handled by the various transportation
companies here at Fair time. The G. T.
R. carried 170,000; C. P. R, 70,000; Niag-
ara ' Navigation Company, 25,000; and
other navigation companies, 35,000. In
three days, beginning with Saturday,
Sept- 2, as many as 475 trains passed in
and out of the city, 323 being on the G.
T. R, and 152 on the C. P. R.”

It is not necessary to advance any
arguments to convince the reader that
this fair was of benefit to Toronto. St.
