Following this testimony 
and the substitution of the amended 
charge, Phaff again pleaded not guilty.

Investigation of the Mulhouse piracy, 
according to the examining magistrate, 
developed that more than 150,000 cases 
of whiskey, brandy and wine entered 
the United States along the shores of 
Maine, Massachusetts, Connecticut and 
New York, during last June.

Much Liquor Landed.

“If only half the liquor we have 
traced, which was bound for the United 
States, actually landed in American 
territory, then your country must have 
had a very wet spell, indeed,” Magis­
trate Fournier told the Associated 
Press.

“Perhaps if the American prohibi­
tion authorities were acquainted with 
the details of this case, it would facili­
tate their1 task in running down rum­
runners. This investigation will he 
carried to the extreme limit of the law, 
regardless of who is hurt. If French 
firms are shown to have violated the 
American prohibition law, they will be 
exposed as well as the British firms 
that are implicated.

London, Oct. 1—A bill to stamp out 
the women iShylocks who pirey on 
women in the city slums is to be in­
troduced in the British Parliament next 
session.

It is inspired by the findings of a 
committee of the Liverpool Women's 
Citizenship Association, which discov­
ered, among other things, that there 
were 1,000 women, out of a total of 
1,380 registered moneylenders in Liv­
erpool and Birkenhead. There were 
hundrds of unregistered women money­
lenders doing business in a small way 
at a profit of 433 per cent., against the 
normal money-lender’s 22 per cent.

The bill requires that a clear state­
ment of each transaction shall be given 
to the borrower by the moneylender, 
and instead of any one being able to 
register as a usurer on payment of $3 
in future, a strict investigation is to 
be first made into their qualifications 
aiid character.

*"■ "Aa East London welfare worker said 
in an interview that the bill would be 
the greatest blessing to the poor that 
the Labor Government could pass.

“These women Shylocks,” he said, 
“are a disgrace to our social life, and 
they leave a trail of misery, suffering, 

d sometimes suicide, up and down 
r back streets and alleys.

where, in every third house, lives 
£ of these harpies, who charge a 

mny and often twopence every week 
jt the loan of a shilling.
“Nothing but severe punishment can 

check this curse. They throng the 
shopping thoroughfares on Saturdays 
and Mondays, waiting outside the 
pawnshops and the public-houses for 
women who borrow without tht 
knowledge of their husbands.

‘Scores of women on my visiting list 
pay $1 a week interest on $5 over per­
haps six months.”

time and the steady- blows of the pick­
axe have sent another London land­
mark-to destruction in a cloud of dust. 
TJhis was the building at 34. Cockspur 
street which for generations housed the 
establishment of a famous London 
clockmaker.

Affixed to the front of this building 
was a great white-faced clock sur­
mounted by a time-ball, and very old 
Londoners recall that riding to the War 
Office of a morning from his home in 
Piccadilly, the Duke of Wellington 
would draw rein to correct his time­
piece by the one which hung out higli 
over the street. And now the old 
clock with its time-ball, which became 
a landmark to Londoners of a suc­
ceeding generation who, on foot or on 
’buses, could view it from the far side 
of Trafalgar Square, has disappeared 
with the demolition of the building of 
which it was so long a part.

The passage of time has brought 
strange changes to this part of London 
which became known as Charing Cross 
after King Edward I erected a Gothic 
cross there to mark the spot where 
his queen’s coffin rested in the 13th 
century, when the royal funeral pro­
cession halted on its way to West­
minster Abbey.

Why Cockspur street came to be so 
named no antiquary appears to be able 
to say for certain.

Preparation for the presidential election 
has led to a fresh examination of this 
matter of uneveff^representation, of 
which many striking instances arc 
given. Here is one. Seventeen states, 
Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, 
Rhode Island, Delaware, Florida, North 
Dakota, South Dakota, Colorado, 
Wyoming, Montana, Utah, Idaho, Ore­
gon, Nevada, Arizona and New Mexico, 
have a total population of 8,762,000. 
The 1920 census gave Pennsylvania 
alone a population as large as this 
total, 8,720,000. Yet Pennsylvania has 
but thirty-eight votes in the Electoral 
College, while the seventeen states, 
with the same population, are given 
seventy-three votes, or nearly twice as 
many.

Nevada has one member of the 
Electoral College for 20,000 people, but 
New York has only one for each 230,000 
of its population. And a change io 
bring about real “rep. by pop.” is 
highly unlikely. The small states 
naturally desire to hold their present 
representation, and they are numerous 
enough to prevent the amendment to 
the Constitution which would be neces­
sary in order to distribute political 
power on the basis of population.

Not only commercial but domestic 

users of coal In the United States are 
being urged to secure and store a 
supply before winter comes. 
National Association of Purchasing 
Agents says:—

“Storage should have Immediate con­
sideration, as the demand on transpor­
tation is Increasing-' for steam coal, and 
after winter sets in the operation of the 
railroads will be hampered by wcathe- 
conditions. Coal prices remain about 
the same. We, therefore, repeat that It 
would be well to place coal In storage 
naw.”

The American Engineering Coun-ll 
has also Issued a statement In which it 
says:—

“The public Is undoubtedly paying 
for Irregular operation and over-devei- 
opment of mines and peak loads In 
transportation In the form of Increased 
prices of coal. A gradual elimination 
of the causes of the Ills will Inevitably 
lead to recovery and will be reflected 
In a reduction of the consumers' coal 
bffl.”

It Is recognized that a continuai 
flow of coal from the producer to the 
consumer would In the end benefit both 
parties. There would be less danger 
of over-production on the one hand and 
a sudden shortage of supply on the 
other. The problem Is not easy of solu­
tion, hut the attention given to it by 
those who have no coal to sell may 
presently lead to a solution.

1ft i London, Oct. 1—L. A. Waddell, 
who is a fellow of the Royal Anthro­
pological Institute and of the Linnean 
and Folk Lore Societies, claims to 
have solved the mystery of the Newton 
Stone.

This stone has been known to arch­
aeologists since 1803, and all attempts 
to decipher the inscriptions have failed 
The stone stands at Newton House, in 
the valley of the Don, in Aberdeen­
shire, and according to Mr. Waddell, 
who has spent 16 years in deciphering 
the inscription and following up the 
implications of his discovery, It proves 
to be a monument erected by an Ary- 
an-Phoenician Briton King, dating to 
about 400 B. C., and hearing a first­
hand notice of Britannia.

He finds the inscriptions are biling­
ual and read:

“The An-Cross (Swastika) was rais­
ed to Bil (or Bel, god of Sun fire) by 
the Kassi of Kast of the Siluyr (sub- 
elan) of the Khilani (or Hittite-palnce- 
dwellers), the Phoenician, (named) I 
Kar of Cilicia, the Prwt (or Brat, that 
is Barat or Brihat or Briton).”

“Starting from the solid new ground 
of the positive concrete historical in­
scriptions,” he says, “we are led by the 
clues thus gained to fresh clues . 
leading us back from Britain to the 
Phoenician and Hittite homeland cf 
thé Arÿan Phoenician Britons in Syria. 
Phoenician and Asia Minor of St. 
George of Cappadocia (and England), 
and these offer us solutions to most of 
the long outstanding problems In re­
gard to the origin of the Ancient 
Britons and the source and meaning of 

ancestral British folklore national 
emblems and patron saints.”

state prison here has taken a pledge 
to work for the success of the new 
system in effect this week whereby 
rules designed to modernize the prison 
discipline have been drawn up. These 
rules were compiled by the state 
prison commissioners with the advice 
and consent of Governor Baxter.

< The payment of nominal wages to 
each inmate is perhaps the most im­
portant innovation. The wage schedule 
is in three grades, calling for payment 
of 30, 40 and 50 cents a day, with each 
man to be advanced as rapidly ps he 
shows efficiency. A man workiig in 
the prison for five years at the naxi- 
mum wage would earn $780, of vhich 
$390 would be sent to his famiy or 
other dependents. Of the remainder he 
would have $130 for his own use and 
$260 would be set aside to be given 
him on his release.

Prison Commissioner Charles S. 
Nichorn says he believes the better 
work and increased production will 
pay the cost of these wages. He as­
serts that the prisoners have promised 
assistance in stopping waste, adding:

“To show what they can do, they 
went into the broom shop one day and 
doubled the output.”

(To be Continued) London, Oct. 1.—Workmen have 
just begun to dig to the west of the 
Law Courts in the hope of uncovering 
St. Clement’s Holy Well, which was 
filled in when the area between Tem­
ple Bar and St. Clement’s-lane was 
cleared.

The well gave its name to Holy Well 
street, which was demolished for the 
widening of the Strand at Aidwych.

In early days it was credited witli 
medicinal properties, and even with 
miraculous powers, which brought pil­
grims from all over the kingdom.

At the time it was covered in it had 
become known as “the well with two 
buckets,” to distinguish it from an­
other St. Clement’s Well, close by, 
which claimed none of its virtues, but 
had three- water carriers.

Si;. Clement’s did not always posse*:; 
tlie foul surroundings 
neighborhood a byword in London and 
a menace to honest men and women 
iu later years.

Comparatively young men remember

St. John’s, Nfld., Oct. 1.—The mis­
sionaries of the Moravian Z Brother­
hood and their wards in northern 
Labrador have had a prosperous sea­
son. This word was brought here by 
the steamer Harmony, owned by flic 
Brotherhood, which has- just returned 
from her first visit of the year to the 
six mission stations.

The Harmony sails from London in 
July of each year with a cargo of sup­
plies for the missionaries and natives 
and after landing these takes on board 
the furs and sealskins obtained by the 
Eskimos in the preceding winter. She 
brings these to St. John’s, where they 
are sold, returns to the stations with 
additional supplies and then brings the 
natives’ summer catch of codfish, sal­
mon and trout to the Newfoundland 
markets.

The winter fur hunt was fairly suc­
cessful this year, with the weather less 
severe than usual, enabling the natives 
to penetrate farther into the interior 
than they are ordinarily able to go. 
Absence of bad storms also rendered 
the spring seal hunt more productive.

Save for occasional visits by the 
Newfoundland mail steamer during the 
short summer the calls of the Harmony 
give the missionaries and the natives 
their only contact with the outside 
world. The Moravians have labored 
in Labrador for nearly a century and 
a half and the missionaries spend their 
whole lives in the stations. They and 
their wives carry on the work of 
churches and schools. Their children 
at the age of seven are sent to Germany 
to be educated and rarely see their 
parents again. Most of them become 
missionaries or missionaries’ wives and 
are sent to different parts of the world 
where the Moravian faith is established.

earthed four skeletons which he be­
lieves to be from 15,000 to 20,000 years 
old. They were in almost perfect con­
dition and were found within a yard of 
the surface..

This and other circumstances suggest 
to Professor Deperet, of the Lyon* 
University, and other French authori­
ties, that they should not be attributed 
to the so-called Solutrian period, as Is 
claimed by the American excavators.

The skeltons are those of one woman, 
one toothless old man- and there art 
parts, also, of the skeleton of a child oi 
not more than two. All have the huge 
eye sockets, the square but receding 
jaw and the medium nose characteristic 
of Gromagnon type.

One of the graves contains the skull 
bones of several horses, probably con­
sumed at a funeral feast, and also frag­
ments of what are believed to be rein­
deer bones. If this osn be established 
it would help to dispel the doubts of 
the French experts, who believe the 
skeletons date from not more than 4,00C 
years back, since the reindeer was 
tinct in the region after the end of the 
semi-glacial period.

Ottawa, Oct. 1.—There has been a 
reduction of more than $80,000,00.) in 
the revenues collected by the Depart­
ment of Customs anj Excise during 
the first six months of the present 
fiscal year. For the month of Septem­
ber alone the falling off is a' little less 
than four and a half millions as com­
pared with the same period last year, 
while there is a rise of $800,000 over 
August of the present year.

The total revenue collected for the 
six months, according to the monthly 
statement issued by the department 
was $121,213,000, as compared with 
$151,392,000 for the corresponding 
period last year.

On the same basis of comparison the 
customs revenue fell off from $69,421,- 
000 to $60,923,000; the sales and other 
excise taxes from $62,099,000 to $41,- 
763,000; and inland revenue duties on 
spirits and tobacco from $19,304,000 to 
$17,954,000.

When comparison is limited to the 
month of September in the two years, 
customs duties are seen to have dimin­
ished from $11,347,000 t<> $9,805,000; 
excise taxes from $10,784,000 to 
$7,858,000; but on the other hand the 
revenue from spirits and tobacco rose 
from $3,270,000 to $3,611,000.

Union, which claims to speak for some 
16,000 British physicians, is on the war­
path against the panel» system of medi­
cal treatment under the National In­
surance Act.

The National Medical Union is now 
hard at work completing the case 
which it hopes to establish against the 
panel system which is to he investiga­
ted in October by a royal commission 
whose membership includes Lord Law­
rence, chairman; Sir John Anderson, 
Sir Humphrey Rolleston, Sir Alfred 
Watson, Sir Arthur Worley and Sir 
Andrew Duncan.

The union maintains that the panel 
system leads to inferior doctoring, 
that panel doctors are unable to give 
adequate attention to their long list 
of patients and that the sysem is de­
moralizing and involves pauperization. 
The forthcoming attack will, it is ex­
pected, be the most vigorous yet 
launched against this phase of the Na­
tional Insurance Act. Its importance 
may be guaged by the fact that there 
are now 15,000,000 panel patients in 
England, Scotland and Wales.

One charge against the panel sys- , 
tem is that the panel doctor, with an 
enormous list of panel patients, is us­
ually too busy to give them adequate 
attention. He has private patients in 
addition to his panel list, and in order 
to find time for his private patients, 
it is charged he must take his panel 
patients at high speed.

Dempsey hasn't worked in an indoor 
fight since he stopped the late Bill 
Brennan in 12 rounds almost four 
years ago. That was before the time of 
million-dollar gates and half-million- 
dollar purses and .since that time 
Dempsey’s price couldn’t be touched by 
the entire receipts of an indoor fight.

If Dempsey does accept an offer in 
the Garden this winter it will be prac­
tically an admission on his part that 
the day of huge money boxing is over. 
Tex Rickard believes that day is 
passed and Dempsey owes his fortune 
to the good judgment of Rickard on 
what the public will stand for.

There are a number of boxing man­
agers brooding now over the poor judg­
ment they showed in refusing to ac­
cept reasonable offers for indoor 
matches last winter. The case of the 
flyweights, Pancho Villa and Frankie 
Genaro, can be quoted as an illustra­
tion, not because they were the onl> 
ones who made the mistake of mis-' 
judging the public’s willingness to pay, 
but because their case is a prominent 
one and typical of the others.

Villa and Genaro could have gone 
into Madison Square Garden last win­
ter and it is possible that they could 
have split up a purse of $100,000. But 
they refused to consider any offer. 
“We’re too# big for an inside show,” 
their managers insisted. “We can fill 
one of the ball parks next summer or 
even the Jersey City arena. We cun 
work on a percentage and get twice 
the tooney that could be drawn at an 
indoor show.”

They held opt against good advice 
from their friends and they are now 
holding the bag and weeping on their 
sleeves.

STEVENS SHOT GUNS Ithe announcement byFollowing on 
the New Brdnsyick Power Company 
that they -would extend the street 
lines to Moore’s Hill, Lancaster, Coun­
cillor Dalzell, of Simonds, said today 
that some years ago the N. B. Power 
Company had applied for leave to 
rails in the Parish of Simonds and this 
had been granted on the agreement to 
run the tracks to Little River, that the 
track had never been extended to the 
point agreed upon and at the present 
time was about 500 yards short of that 
point.

The matter had been taken up sev­
eral times, he said, and on the last two 
occasions the company had contended 
they were not in a position, financially, 
to undertake the work and, feeling 
there Was some ground for the State­
ment the people had waited and had 
withdrawn an application which they 
had made to the Board of Public Utili­
ties to compel the carrying out of the 
agreement.

The councillor said that, as the com­
pany had been able to extend the line 
in Lancaster it was now the intention 
of the residents of Little River to make 
an application to the Utilities Board 
for an order for the extension in Si­
monds and this would probably com» 
before the Utilities Commission at its 
next meeting.

M. A. Pooler, general manager of 
the New Brunswick Power Company, 
Is absent from the city and The Tlraes- 
Star was therefore unable to get the 
company’s interpretation of the agree­
ment.

At a recent meeting of the execu­
tive of the Riverside Oolf and Country 
Club it was decided to proceed at once 
with the completion of the course to­
wards an objective of eighteen holes. 
At present the course Is nine holes 
in extent, though there are several ad­
ditional greens practically completed, 
ns far as basic work is concerned, but 
none 
as yet.

It is expected that a recent appro­
priation of $10,000 will not quite finish 
the big work now being pushed vig­
orously but will at least result in mak­
ing the course fifteen holes long. When 
completed Riverside should be as fine 
a course as any in the eastern section 
of Canada.

The work recently authorized has 
begun in the wooded sections of the 
property where a tractor and men are 
uprooting trees and shrubbery growths- 
These ' are burned. Large rocks and 
other obstructions are being hauled 
away and boulders^ dynamited. Much 
of this class of work has been done 
the la^t two seasons making fairways 
and greens for the new holes already 
established but, as before stated, not 
yet played upon.

During the present season the di­
rection of several of the holes has 
been changed, notably Nos. 1, 2 and 
8, but when the extra greens are 
ready for use it Is likely the course 
will undergo further re-adjustment. 
With a well mixed topography the 
Riverside links are at present consid­
ered . good sporty golfing grounds by 
expert players and when the new holes 
are added it is anticipated this qual­
ity will be much enhanced.
