MOTORMAN WINS
100,00 VERDIT

Gets Record Award for In-
juries Received in
Colléston.

P

New York, Nov. 28—A jury in the
DBronx Supreme Coiirt has awarded
Charles R. Olson, 25 years old, of 768
Fox street, the Bronx, $100,000, the full
amount asked for personal injuries re-
ceived in a collision between a truck |
and a trolley car of which Olson was
motorman on Nov. 27, 1922. The ver-
dict was against the .Metal Package
Corporation of New York, with offices
in the Pershing Square Building.

Justice William P. Burr denied a
motion to set aside the verdict as un-
reasonable. Court officials said that
the largest previous amount ever
awarded in a similar action in “the
Bronx was $40,000, while Thomas J.
O'Neill counsel for Olson, said he be-
lieved the verdict was the largest of
its kind ever returned in this State.
The jury was out less than an hour.

Olson, who came to the court hodse
in an ambulance and testified in the
action from his stretcher, alleged that
as a result of the accident a year ago
he has been paralyzed from the walst
down. Dr. F. C. Edgerton of St.
Francis Hospital and Dr. William P.
Healy of the Reconstruction Hospital
both declared that he would never
walk again.

The collision, according to Olson, oc-
curred when a truck belonging to the
Metal Package Corporation and driven
by Morris Goldstein crashed into the
front of his car when it attempted to
pass ‘on the left side instead of stop-
ping when the trolley came to a halt
at East Tremont and Mapes avenues,
the Bronx, to discharge passengers. J.
Arthur Hilton, counsel for the firm,
trled to show Goldstein was on a pri-

ate errand and that the company was

"ot Nable. .

“An unusual aspect of the case was
the conflicting medical testimony of-
fered. The defence called Dr. Samuel
R. Burk of 869 Madison avenue, who is
listed in the Medical Directory as con-
nected with several well known insti-
tutions. He said that in his opinion,
based on a three-hour.examination of
Olson last April, there was nothing
structurally wrong with Olson and that
he was suffering merely from hysteria.
He said that the patient could recov-
er the use of his legs if only he would
change his mental attitude which had
brought about a condition resembling
paralysis known to the profession as
pseudo-paraplegia.

When the news of the verdict was
carrled to Olson as he lay in the cor-
ridor out side the court room he mere-
ly said, “They can have their $100.-
000 if they give me back the use of
my legs.” His mother and sister were
completely overcome with emotion as
they thanked the jury.

SAYS MEN UNDER 40
WOULD FIX EUROPE

Dr. M. Cary Thomas Found
‘Elder Statesmen’ Were Caus-
ing the Trouble Abroad.

Philadelphia, Nov. 28. — Men under
40 are better equipped to settle the
world’s acute political and economic
problems than those over 60, according
to Dr. M. Carey Thomas, President
Tmeritus of Bryn Mawr College.

She expressed that opinion in re-

. counting the impressions she obtained
' during her recent sixteen months’ tour
of Furope and the Orient.

Miss Thomas is strongly in favor of
the United States joining the League
of Nations as a result of what she saw
and heard abroad, She belleves this
pation should stand with Great _l;ltain
in guaranteeing France from dactack,
and also that aid of the American peo- |
ple is urgently needed in the Near and |
Far Fast.

‘" Her statement, given out at her resl-
dence on the Bryn Mawr College
grounds, follows:

«Rlder Statesmen are a great mis-
take.” :

«] pelieve that if the men in control
of affairs in this country and abroad |
were under 40 instead of over 60, the
world -would not be In its present con-
dition, and ‘as far as 1 am concerned,
I am going to try to confine my activ-

. _ities to applauding and backing up of
the younger generations.

«] believe in the present generation
planning the things it has to put
through.

«Traveling in Europe and Asia for
sixteen continuous months gives one
an impression of the world totally dif-
ferent from that we have as stay-at- |
home Americans. It is not only what a
globe-trotting American sees of dif-.
ferent countries; it is the imaginative |
conception that somehow comes of the
people of the country.

«I have come, for my own part, to|
He absolutely sure that it is the duty
and also to the profit of the United |
States to delay no longer, but to use |
her great moral and financial power |
to the utmost to help to solve the!
many pressing problems that must be |
solved if the world, as we know it, is |
to go on. It seems to me our first duty |
to enter the League of Nations, to
which fifty-four natlons already be- |
long, including the Free State of Ire-

land and Abyssinia, which joined it
this Summer. And there is every rea;
son to believe that as soon as Germany
and Russia apply they will be admit-
ted. In the Council and on all the com-
mittees a place for the United States
is still kept vacant in the hope that we
shall fill it. ‘

WARMING UP IN MAINE.

The State of Malne, the oldest pro-
hibition State in the Union, is the cen-
tre of a very spirited controversy over

\ the question of enforcement, and Gov-
ernor Baxter is taking a lively part in
the discussion. It appears that the
sheriff of Hancock County was charg-
ed with faflure to enforce the law. Ths

~Governor himself collected evidence,

and the Attorney General was in-
-structed to bring charges. The sheriff
was then given a hearing before the
Executive Council. and witnesses were
heard. The Council, by a vote of six
to two exonerated the sheriff. This
result the Governor declared in a
speech delivered last Sunday evening,
was “disappointing to all who believe
in upholding the law,” and he des-
cribed the evidence submitted as
“enbugh to shock decent citizens.”
Continuing, he said:—

“On the sherif’s own testimony
during the three years that were under
eonsideration by the Council, he never
caught a rum-minner, bottlegger or &
rum-carrying car, and during all that
time the lawbreakers flourished and
cargoes valued at hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars were landed within
his jurisdiction. The trial showed
that the old alllance of business, poli-
tics and rum was in full swing in that
county. Endorsements of the sheriff
were presented, and the lawyers of
that county were almost unanimous in
his support. In fact, men in high po-
sitions appealed to the Council in the
sheriff’s behalf. The State’s case was
lost by a vote of six to two, and the
sheriff was judged to have been faith-
fiil and efficient. In my opinion a new
definition of faithfulness and efficien-
cy has been established in Maine by
the decision on the Haacock Comty
case. Now, any sheriff who admits he
hes done nothing to stop the rum
traffic, and who has not apprebended
a bootlegger or rum-runner for sévsral
years, even though they flourish in his
jurisdiction, can claim to be both

_ faithful and efficlent.”

Governor Baxter made some other
observations that seem to Indieate a
more determined general effort to en-

force the law in the United States. He

said:—

“] recently attended a Governors’
Conference in Indiana, at which confer-
ence a memorial for law entorcement
was adopted and sent to President
Coolidge. There were thirty Governors
present, all but one iu favor of the
memorial. Since retianing to Augusta

have written to ail the Governors
who were not at the conierence, and
already have received twelve replies.
In every case but one, that of Gover-
nor Ritchie of Maryland, the Gover-
nors whom I wrote said they wanted
to be counted on the side of law en-
forcement, and asked me to sign their
names on the memorial. This means
that of the forty-two Governors who
were present and who have been heard
from, only two were against the me-
morial. I notice that some poirdicians
say that prohibition will not be on
issue in the coming State and Natloaal
elections. These men are deceiving
themselves because prohibition is sim-
ply onme of the greatest, if not the
greatest, issue of the coming campaign,
and any party that ignores it, in my
opinion, is doomed to defeat. Prohibi-
tion transcends party lines and it can-
not be pushed into the background.”

The decision of the Governor’s Coun-
¢il in the case of the sheriff of Han-
ecock County is the theme of artidles
and sermons, and it is evident that the
oldest prohibition State is in for a
lively time. ;

THE CHILDREN'S AID

On Saturday the citizens will be ask-
ed by the St. John Council of Women
to honor what is termed Rosebud Day,
for the benefit of the Children’s Ald
Society. This is an annual request,
because the Municipal Council has not
yet seen its way clear to grant enough
money to carry on the work. But for
the anndal contribution of Rosebud

" Day the Society could not carry on its
work.

What is that work? In the first
place the Children’s Aid Society is
necessary to carry on in the city and
county of St. John the work of the
Act for the Protection of Children.
Where it i8 necessary for any reason
to take under the law children from
a parent or parents and find foster
homes for them, the Home in Garden
Sireet is the clearing house. Here the
children are kept until foster homes

are found, and once a child is committ- |

.ed it remains a ward of the Society
until it becomes of age, unless the

eourt should name an indefinite period, |

fn the hope that the parent or parents
might eventually provide a fit home.
Indeed in a number of cases children
definitely committed have been restor-
ed to their parents, with the under-
stending that failure to care for them
would result in their belng taken again
by the Society. The last experiment
of this kind, however, turned out so
badly, because of the condéct of the
perents, in spite of their promise, that

the Soclety has had to resume care of
the children. The Society now has
more than forty Protestant children in
|foster homes. In the case of Roman
| Catholic children committed, these are
taken care of by the Catholic institu-
itlons, and are still wards of the
‘Society. The Children’s Ald Society
;ll made up of Protestant and Catho-
:lic men and women and there is one
Jewish member.  They all work in
‘harmony for the good of the little
ones. The alm is to bulld up, and
{not break up homes, and only when
&thcre is no other safe course In the in-
“tercst of a child are extreme measures
{taken. Sometimes when a child is
i placed in a foster home it does not fit
'into the family life and fs taken back.
,One little boy is now in his third
| foster home, but he fits there, and his
fyx*er parents would not part with
/blm under any consideration. One
fgood man and woman took a girl from
.this Home, gave her their own name,
sent her to school, gave her musical |
itra.lning and business training, and are
. today as proud of her as if she were
thelr own daughter. Having legal con-
!trol over a child until it is of age en-
=ublu the Soclety to make sure that all
its wards are well treated, or, if any
|an not, to find new homes for them.

| There is another phase of the work
| of the Soclety that is very important.
lNot infrequently the Protestant and
! Catholic orphanages are crowded. Ur-
:gent need arises te provide temporary
'care for a child or even foir or five
children. If there is room the Chii-
,dren’s Home takes them in until other
provision is made, and this may mean
 keeping them many weeks, or even
. months. There is no distinction as to
creed in dealing with these cases. At
|the present time quite a number of
the thirty children in the Home in
iGarden Street are compassionate cases,
'and mot children committed by the
f’aonrt. i

i It is obvious that the funds to carry
on the work of the Society and the
Home should be provided by the muni-
idpal!ty, but since the municipal grant
pays little more than half the total
cost it is necessary to make such an
‘eppeal to the-citizens as that of next
Saturday.

There may be another reason next
year why the Children’s Aid Society
should be amply supported. This city
should bave a juvenile court and pro-
bation system. The Children’s Aid
Soclety, under the law, would be the
advisory board In connection with the
cotirt, and the sessions of the court
would be held in the Home in Garden
Street instead of the Police Court. If
the present sffort to secure such a
court is successful the work of the
Soclety will be made larger and far
more beueficent than is possible under
present conditions.

There is naturally some eriticism of
frequent tag-days. To avoid having
one for the Children’s Aid the citizens
have only to influence the Municipal
Council to <provide more funds next
year. But in the meantime the Society
must have money or cease to function
as it has been doing since it was or-
ganized.

WINTER BUILDING

Taking the construction during the
winter in Montreal of the Mount Roy-
al Hotel and the Morgan store as ex-
amples of what can be accomplished {n
building in Canada dur!ng severe wea;

Further than that, there is a de-
mand for houses, and the more that
are bullt the greater would be the de-
mand for houses, and the /more that
are buflt the greater would be the de-
mand for bouse furnishings of all de-
8 tions, apd that would increase
trade and employment. Therefore let
Canadfans show the world a busy
country all the year, and attract not
only tourists but immigrants, and for-
eign capital for new industries.”

DIDN'T WANT TO BE RICH.

(New York Herald.)

Charles P. Stelnmetz was, next to
Thomas A. Edison, the best known
American inventor. He was employed
for many years in researches which
had a direct practical bearing on the
electrical industry, which touches men
and women in all the business and
pleasure of life. -

If he had cared much about money
he could have had a great deal. The
bargain which he actually made with
his employers is interesting. He simply
took what he needed and wanted. He
wanted large sums for his laboratores
and these were provided for him. A
new laboratory, in which he could
safely experiment with artificial light-
ning, was being built for him a! the
time of his death. For his personal
needs he seems to have wanted little
and take little. He lived simply, had
no dependents, did not bother to create
an estate.

Some men would have desired the
power that money brings, some Lhe
ostentatious luxuries, some a provision
against the future. Steinmetz didn’t
care ‘for the power or luxury, and he
didn’t worry about the future. To the
average man whose days are occupied
in a scramble for the wherewithal to
pay his bills, and whose notion of
early bliss is to have an income in
which no outgo can make no fatal
dent, this preference appears as self-
denial.

But it is doubtful if Steinmetz con-
sidered it In that light. His happiness
lay in being allowed to go his own
galt and do his own chosen work. The
life of a rich man would have bored
him. His instincts were not acquisi-
tes.

And probably there are more men
who share his tastes, if not his abilities,
than critics of present day America
have been willing to admit.

If there is any state in the Union
which should insist upon having its
highways as safe as possible it is
Maine.

We urge motorists to come here for
their vacations. @ Many of them hail
from states where drivers have to pass
examinations before they are permit-
ted to operate cars but in Maine we
turn loose anyone as a driver who
has $2 and who can get a car to run.

There are many accidents which can
be classed as “unavoidable.” The more
the number of cars increase the mote
of such accidents there will be, This
is particularly true in cities and towns
where there is heavy traffic. But if
we can eliminate even a few of those
accidents which occur because the
drivers are known to be unfit to hold
licenses he will be lessening the num-
ber of avoidable accidents for which
there is little or no excuse.

A salad always adds zest and in-
terest to a meal and should be includ-
ed just as often as possible, during the
winter months.

There are many small economies that

| can be practiced in this course that do

not require any extra time. Nor do

they detract from the food value or
beauty of the dish. . 4

Unless the salad is a lettuce salad,
use lettuce only as a garnish. Outside
leaves of head lettuce or leaf lettuce
cut in shreds will furnish the necessary
green at almost no cost. Or parsley,
broken in tny sprigs and dropped over
a fish or meat salad, adds the needed
color without any lettuce. Celery tops,
carefully looked over and crisped, take
the place of lettuce. Or a fruit salad
can be served in an apple or orange
cup, doing away with any green ex-
cept a thin slice of green cherry.

A simple vegetable salad should be
served with a hearty meat cours®
French dressing is preferred to a rich
mayonnaise. A plaine orange or grape-
fruit salad served on romain with a
French dressing is ideal with pork
voast or rich fish. But a fruit salad
swathed in a rich dressing topped with
‘whipped cream s a different matter.
This sort of salad should follow a
light meat course and is in better taste
for the luncheon menu than for the
dinner.

The vegetable used in the salad
should not appear in some other form
in another course of the same meal.
The same is true of fruit. If apples
are an ingredient of the salad an apple
pie should not form the dessert.

Lima Bean Salad

One cup canned or cooked dried lima
Yeans, 8-4 cup diced celery, 1 teaspoon
1 tablespoon minced
pepper, 2 tablespoons grated
cheese, French dressing.

Mix beans, celery, onion and pepper
with dressing. Arrange in neat mounds
on salad_plates, sprinkle with grated
cheese, top with a dash of paprika and
garnish with celery tops. A well-col-

ored cheese adds to-the attractiveness
of the salad.

Grapefruit Salad

Two green peppers, I cup grapefruit
pulp, 1-2 cup minced celery, slice of
onion, 1 tablespoon nut meats.

Cut peppers in halves lengthwise.
Remove seeds and white fiber. Re-
move pulp from grapefruit and drain.
Use the juice in the French dressing
instead of lemon juice. Rub the bowl
in which the salad is to be mixed with
slice of onion. Mix grapefruit, celer,

and nuts with a F‘r&gch dressing. Fill

‘tuce for the garnish. Cut narrow strips
of pimento and lay across each pile to
seem to form a band to hold the stalks
together. Mash the heads with mayon-
‘naise or, if used with beef as a dinner
salad, pour over French dressing.

- 25 YEARS SINGE

3.5, PORTLAND SANK

‘Several St. John People were

Drowned—All on Board
Perished.

Yesterdny was the twenty-fifth an-
riversary of the loss of the Portland
Steamship Company’s steamer Port-
and, a side-wheel boat, which left
JBoston for the Maine city on Saturday
Fight, Nov. 26, 1898. The vessel foun-
dered about 15 miles northeast of
Highland Light on the morning of
Sunday during a furious northeaster.
All on board perished, including 108
passengers and 68 members of the
¢rew. Half a dozen St. John residents
Jost their lives.

A man, who now resides in St. John,
paid last night that he was at Pro-
vincetown when the majority of the 33
bodies washed up on the beach all the
way from Race Point to Monomoy
came nshore. The ship was probably
lost while endeavoring to make Pro-
vincetown for shelter, she being unable
“to make Gloucester or return tc Bos-
ton. The watches on the bodies were
'stcpped at about 9 am. Sunday,
Nov. 27.

The steamship Pentagoet, New York
for Bangor, formerly of the old New
.York-St. John (Manhattan) line, was
lost near Cape Cod apparently at about
the same hour. About 40 persons cn
her perished. Many other lives were
lost on schooners which were sunk.

Vessel Owner Says He was
Thrown Overboard
by Two.

LIQUOR TAKEN

Varying Stories Told About
Cargo Said to Come
From N, B.

Lubec, Me., Nov. 27—Victor T.
Chaisson, a Bangor liquor dealer and
hotel proprietor, was found at 5.40 yes-
terday morning clinging to a rope at-
tached to the bow of a sloop anchored
in Snug Cove, on the Canadian island
of Campobello, directly opposite Lubec,
and was rescued by Charles Greenlow,
of Eastport, who had heard his cries
for help. Chaisson was brought to
Lubec in an unconscious condition, hav-
ing been in the water two or three
hours, and when revived told a story
of assault and robbery by two rum
pirates, who after taking from him a
cargo of liquor, threw him overboard.

The first thing Chaisson, after recov-
ering his senses, did was to request the
superintendent of the Seacoast Packing
Company here to telephone to the
Eastern Trust & Banking Company in
Bangor to stop payment on two checks
of $3,000 each, and it is supposed, al-
though he did not so state, that the
men who attacked him took these
checks. His watch and $45 in cash re~
mained in his pockets; also a banlk
book showing a balance of $20,000.

Later in the day Chalsson said his
name was Smith, although all the docu-
ments in his pocket bore the name of
Victor T. Chaisson. :

It has been ascertained that he is a
Bangor hotel man without doubt. An
immense bunch of Yale keys attached
to a tag bearing the initials V. T. C.
also was found in his pocket.

From St. Stephen.

The boat to which Chaisson was
found elinging is a thirty-foot sloop
hailing from St. Stephen, and she was
in port at Lubec all day Sunday, with a
St. Stephen pilot, who has since disap-
peared. It is thought that the cargo
of liquor of which Chaisson says he
was robbed was bought in or near St.
Stephen, and that the Campobello pir-
ates got word that he was coming
down the bay with it and attacked him
late Sunday night or early Monday
morning after he had left Lubec.

Another report is to the effect that
Chaisson bought his rum cargo from
the pirates and gave them the checks
for $6,000 in payment, and that after-
ward the pirates threw him overboard,
transferred the liquor to their own boat
and disappeared, supposing that he had
swam ashore or, perhaps, was drowned.

Tonight Chaisson was waliting for a
motor car from Bangor in which he in-
tended to return to that city, but it
was plain that he was in no condition
to travel. He complained of severe
pains In his back, chest and legs.

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CITIES FIGHT DRUNKEN DRIVER AS
TRAFFIC DEATHS MOUNT

(By NEA Service.)
The death knell is sounding for the
drunken autoist.
Appalled by the ever-increasing toll
of traffic deaths, jidges throughout
America are bending thelr eflorts to-

ward curbing the practice ot driving
while intoxicated, which today looms
as the greatest single factor in Am-
erica’s street slaughter, according to a
survey made by NEA Service for The
Times.

Despite the adoption throughout the
ecountry of traffic regulations of al-
most every degree. it has been impos-
sible to eliminate the intoxicated
driv~>. And the natural increase in
tra‘fic congestion has given him a big-
ger mark to shoot at in his wild
career.

A “Red Murderer.”

‘The drunken driver has been termed
by sober-minded jurists “the most
deadly man alive’—a virtual red
murderer running rampant.

So his punishment is to be severer
thaa ever. This, it is hoped, will make
the streets safe for law-abiding motor-
ists and pedestrians.

Some judges regard a jail term as
the only effective ciire; others’ believe
in combining drastic punishment with
‘wide-spread publicity.
~ In certain cities every drunken driver
;I8 examined by a psychiatrist in order
‘to determine the offender’s mental fit-
ness to drive. Other cities are depriv-
ing the culprit of his driver’s license.
Jail Sentences.

In Massachusetts the law now pro-
.vides a fine of from $50 to $100 for the
first offense, or a jail sentence of from
one month to a year.” For second of-
fenses a jail term is mandatory, a
year’s sentence being not’infrequent.

: Judge C. C. Dalton, of Seattle, al-
‘ways inflicts the maximum sentence,
80 days in jail, $500 fine and revocation
of the motorist’s license.

"“If the laws allowed me,” he says, “1
would put a large red cross on the
door of the drunken driver’s automo-
bile. For the second offense I would
add a skull and cross-bones. For the
third offense I would revoke his driv-
er's license for life, for a drunken mo-
torist is more dangerois to life and
property than a maniac with a gun.”

In Missourt it is a state offense to

drive while intoxicated. Circuit Court
trials often result in long jail sen-
tences.

Judge Charles A. Oberwager, of the
New York traffic court, believes the
Jail sentence the only proper one for
an intoxicated driver.

“If a man comes before me a sec-
ond time,” he says, “I give him the
limit and revoke his license. First
offenders usually get 60 to 90 days. A
second offender gets as much as a
year.” :

In two months, Judge Henry M.
Walker, Chicago, sent 25 drivers to a
psychopathic hospital for examination.

Nineteen of them, he declares, are in]

insane asylums now.

The sensible preventive, Judge
Walker holds, is to require a license of
every person who drives, applicants be-
ing co ed to prove not only their
skill but character, physical strength
and mentality.

Livery Stable Laws.

“Automobile traffic regulations,” he
says, “still savor of the livery stable.
Penalties which were adequate to deal
with horse and buggy traffic are out-

BERLIN OUTBREAK
S SOON QUEL

Demonstration Before Im-
perial Palace and the Po-
ltce Fire Shots

Berlin, Nov. 27—A Communist de-
monstration which was staged this
sfternoon in front of the old imperial
pulace, and which was more in the
nature of a hunger riot than anything
else fizzled out tonight. A crowd of
several thousand, mostly unemployed,
assembled in the Lustgarten.

The crowd sang Communist songs,
but the police were not ‘called upon to
do more than fire shots in the air,
whereupon the manifestants dispersed.

An attempt to ersct a barricade in
Breitestrasse, behind the palace, was
frustrated by the police. Several as-
semblics in the suburbs were also eas-
ily dispersed by the police using clubs.

Federation of Labor will soon issue a
call to its 8,000,000 members in the
United States to subscribe funds to
help the poverty-stricken trade untons
of Germany, who are regarded by
American trade unionists as the only
barrier that Germany has nst bol-
shevism on the one hand and monarch-
fsm on the other.

Edward L. Rumley as the initial pay-
ment on a loan to acquire control of
the Evening Mail for German interests,
with the cognizance of Dr. Dernard
Dernburg, the German Qovernment’s
agent in America. Dr. Albert also
raised a fund for the American Truth

Dr. Albert was described by Count
von Bernstorff, German Ambassador to
the United States as the only man he
could trust with compromising docu-
ments. In this connection he men-
tioned directions given to Wolft von
Igel and George von Skel for the de-
struction of the Welland Canal, and
Capt. von Paper’s part in the scheme,
in addition to other intrigues involving
munitions orders and stores of phenol
and toluol.

Dr. Albert subsequently was re-
warded with the post of Imperial
Privy Councillor. In 1917 he was ap-
pointed “trustee for enemy property,”
a new office. After the war he was
Under Secretary of the State and Sec-
retary of State to the Chancellor. He
is regarded as a liberal in politics, and
has advised moderation consistentiy.

In 1015 documents and memoranda
belonging to Dr. Albert were found
fn New York and given wide publicity
by the press, besides belng broaght
to the attention of the State Depart-

ment.

Dr. Albert, then Privy Councillor,
denled that thesé¢ papers revealed any
extralegitimate activity on the part of
German officials and agents in this
country, though there was evidence of
money paid to purchase unitlons
plants here, in addition to hints that
strikes were to be fomented in Detroit,
Cleveland and Cincinnati. Dr. Albert,
in defense, said the purcnasz of am-
munition plants was justifiable, argu-
od for an embargo on munitions, and
charged Great Britain with piracy on|

OFF T0 THUANA

Rich Stakes Listed for Win-
ter Racing Attract East-
ern Stables,

New York, Nov. 28.—Eastéern own-
ers will be liberally represented at the
winter mece:ing of the Tijuana Jockey
Club, which will open on Thanksgiving
Day, to continue for at least 180 rac-
ing days. Upward of $300,000 will be
distributed among the horsemen, and
the notable events will include the
Coffroth Handicap, at a mile and a
quarter, for three-year-old and gpward,
with $10,000 in added money; the

Tijuana Cup, at two miles, with $10,- |

00C added; the Titjuana Derby, at a
mile and a furlong, with $10,000 added,
and the Tijuana Futurity, at four and
a half furlongs, with 37,500 added.

While there will be racing at New
Orleans and Havana from Thanksgiv-
ing on, it has not prevented the as-
semblage at Tijuana of more horses
than room can be found for. And after
the finish of the New Orlean cam-
paign there will be another rush of
korses and horsemen to the Pacific
Coast. Blanc Seing, which won the
Derby renews} last winter, will ceturn
to Tijuana to start in the Coffroth and
the cup races. Bianc Seing was laid
up over the summer with a slight
bowed tendon, but is trsining roundly
aguip after his long rest.
