STEAMER VOLTURNO

IS BURNED AT SEA

Farious Gale Make Rescue OF ADVANCE NEWS
- Passengers Difficult

LOST NUMBER 13 OF 236

Four Boatloads Drowned--Ten Steamers, |

"Summoned by Wireless, Save More
Than 500--Terrible Battle With Ele-
ments at Their Worst

(Special To Times)

Fishguard, Oct. 11—Fire in a raging
storm in mid-Adlantic on Thursday, de-
stroyed the liner Volturno, on her voy-
age from Rotterdam to New York and,
according to wireless reports, caused the
dea™ by burning or drowning of at
least 186, and possibly 236 of her pas-
sengers and crew, while ten other liners,
called by wireless, to the rescue, were
standing by impotent to avert the trag-
edy owing to mountaineous seas. g\gsm
the wireless played a leading part in the
drama, and by its means the heroism
of the succorers who responded to the
call, the lives of 521 of those on board
the Volturno were saved.

The Volturno was owned by the Can-
edian Northern Steamship Company,
but had been chartered to the Uranium
line« Officials of the latter company
declared this morning that those on
board comprised 24 cabin and 540 steer-
ege passengers, and a crew of 93, mak-
ing a total of 657. The wnmlqss de-
spateh received from the Carmania said
that 521 had been saved and 286 had
Jost their lives, which makes a total of
757 or just 100 more than the number
given by the company.

136 or 236 Lost

Checking ~from all available sources
would -indicate that an error in the
wireless transmission of the figures had
been made, and that the lower tqtal of
186, of those who lost their lives in the
disaster is correct.

‘was terribly rough, and it was only by
| extraordinary efforts that the small
i oTaft was prevented from being s‘mash-
ed or capsized as she left the side of

Ithe ship.
A Gallant Attempt

The Carmania’s lifeboat, in charge of
officer Gardiner, made a gallant but
| futile attempt to get alongside the doom-
¢d Volturno, after two hours’ battle
with the waves, during which the life-
bHoat lost all but three of her oars, the
rest being broken or torn from the
bands of the weew. First officer Gardin-
er returned to the Carmania, which he
succeeded in making, without loss of
life or broken limbs, among the mem-

bers of his boats cerw. Captain Barr,
of the Carmania, then manocuvred his
big vessel very close to the Volturno,
and finally got the Carmania bows with-
in a hundred feet of the Volturno’s
stern. It was found impossible, how-
ever, to cast a line on board the Vol-
turno, or to get anybody on her.

It was a terrifying sight for the pas-
sengers of the Carmania to see so close
to them the hundreds of passengers, in-
cluding women and children, horror-
stricken fear, on the decks of the
Volturno, and yet be unable to help
them. . R

Most of the passengers got in
Volturno’s lifeboentss,e'n but a hundred of
them had gathered at the after end of
the burning vessel, whose crew at the
same time continued in vain to fight
the fire at her forward end.

Captain Barr, of the Carmania, in the
meanwhile, kept his wireless apparatus
at work communicating with all the ves-
sels within the radius of his instruments.

Others to the Rescue

At four o’clock in the afternoon the
Grosser Kurfuerst and the Seydlitz came
in sight, and these two were joined
later in the afternoon, by the Kronland.
and Devonian, the Rappahannock, the
Minneapolis, La Touraine au@i"the Asiar.

The gale moderated slig toward
night, and each of the succering ships, as
soon as it was possible for: her to do so,
put out boats from her davits, and low-
ered them to the sea. The waves, how-
ever, were so high that although the
small craft made some progress in the
direction of the Volturno, it was im-
possible for them to get alongside and
they returned to their ships in most
cases, doing this with the greatest dif-
ficulty owing to the overwhelming seas
and the darkness of the night.

The Carmania kept her = searchlights
going throughout the night throwing
their rays across the foaming seas, in the
quest for possible struggling swimmers,
or lifebpats from the Volturno.

At about nine o’clock in the evening,
when the darkness was at its blackest,
fames burst throagh amidships of the
Volturno from her engine-room,: and
coal bunkers. As the fire lighted up the
sky this was followed by an explosion,
which sent into the air burning wreck-
age, like a flight of rockets.

Terrible Sﬁcctacle

The spectacle of the great vessel being
consumed by fire, with over 500 souls on
board of her, and surrounded by a fleet
of huge lighted hulls, crowded with
thousands of spectators, all anxious, but
unable to help, owing to the mountain-
ous seas, beggared description.

All that could be done by the would-
be helpers, was to throw overboard from
their vessels, dozens of lighted lifebuoys
and stand by in the hope of picking up
some of those who had been cast into
the sea.

At twenty miputes past nine at night,
the wireless operator on board the Vol-
turno had to turn over the connection of

‘| his instruments to the reserve batteries,

as the fire had reached the boilers, and
the engine room, and had put the pumps
and dynamos out of action.

A few minutes later cries for help
were heard rising from the water near
the Garmania, and then a man, who
proved to be a steerage passenger of the
Volturno, wearing a life belt, was lo-
cated by means of the searchlight, a
short distance away; tossed about by the
sea. He was rescued only after one of
the sailors of the Carmania had been
lowered into the water, with a life-line,
which he laced around the waist of the
exhausted floating man. Other cries were
heard, but these gradually died away,
and no further bodies or swimming peo-
ple were seen.

A Ray of Hope

About midnight a ray of hope came,
for it was seen .hat the flames were not
making much headway aft of the engine
room, or the after bulkhead of the Vol-
turno.

By daybreak the Volturno was still
fioating with her great human cargo hud-
dled in masses on her poop. The sea had
moderated considerably and a flotilla
of boats gathered around the stern of
the Volturno.

Official Report

Liverpool, Oct* 11—Capt. Barr's offic-
ial report of the disaster sent to the of-
ficers of the Cunard line here was timed
on board the Carmania at six-thirty this
morning. It says:

“The Volturno was abandoned on ac-
count of fire on Friday, October 10, in
latitude 48.25 north; longitude 34.33
west. All the survivors were taken off.

“The following is the list of those
saved on board the ten assisting steam-
ers:

“Carmania, 1; Minneapolis, 30, Rap-
pahannock, 19; Czar, 102; Narragansett,
29; Devonian, 59; Kroonland, 90; Gros-
ser Kurfuerst, 105; Seydlitz, 36; Total
521.”

_ Following are the interviews given the
Times by the delegates who returned:—

John Keefe:—There is no doubt the
Gutelius agreement is diseriminatory
against St. John and unjust. and should
not be upheld. I feel that Hon. Mr.
Hazen is using his best endeavor to se-
cure justice for St. John.

Hon, J. E. Wilson:—We must await
the result of today’s conference with Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy before making any
extended reference to the situation. I
would confine myself at this juncture to
saying that we were well received at
Ottawa, that Hon, Mr. Hazen is doing
all he can to have matters set right and
that a large measure of praise is due to
J. M. Robinson and Mayor Frink for
their work on this* mission.

Phillip Grannan, M. L. A.:—The feel-
ing among the delegation, when we left
Ottawa seemed to be that there was a
good chance. of the Empress steamers
being restored to St. John, but the
breakout of the labor difficulty may have
complicated matters. I think the labor-
ing men should work hand in hand with
the other citizens in the effort to have
this whole matter settled.

I.. P. D. Tilley, M. L. A—I would
much prefer to refrain from saying any-
ithing on the subject until I report what
I have to say at the public meeting call-
|ed for Monday evening. T think that is
the proper time and place for any public
statement. 'The delegation is not in a
| position to repert until its sub-commit-
|tee, in conference with Sir Thomas
!Shuughnesy today is heard from.

Messrs. W. H. Barnaby and Joseph A.
Likely in joint interview:—We proceed-
ed tol Ottawa and were received by Hon.
Mr. Hazen very cordially indeed. A
meeting was arranged with the premier
for four o’clock on Wednesday after-
noon. ‘ The entire delegation were there
and metl the premier and Hon. Messrs.
Foster and Pelletier. The case for
St. John was ably presented by Mr.
Robinson, president of the Board of
Trade, and supported by Mayor Frink,
Senators Thorne and Daniel, Hon. Mr.
Pugsley, Mr. Tilley and D. F. Pidgeon
After listening to all the speakers had to
say the premier, in very positive terms,
said that he had not the slightest know-
ledge of amy agreeme=nt by which St.
John or any other port might be discrim-
inated against in the matter of traitic
rates. He had no knowledge of the agree-
ment between the C. P. R.and I.C.R., but
the information would be obtained from
Mr. Gutelius in the shortest possible
time. ‘There had been delay because he
had not been able to get in communi-
cation with the manager of the I. C. R.

This concluded the interview and
there was a feeling of disappointment ex-
pressed by the delegation over the de-
lay and the impossibility of then getting
the information desired.

On the following day, Thursday, the
information was obtainable and it was
the unanimous feeling of the delegation
irrespective of politics, that the rates
given by the L. C. R. for export and im-
port traffic, passenger and freight be-
tween St. John and Halifax was of such
a nature that the delegation could not
but come to the conclusion that St. John
was very greatly discriminated against.

On the whole, however, in secking a
solution’ of the question we were rather
encouraged with the hope that at least
the Fmpresses would use the nort of St.

DEATH IN' TRAIL
: OF JAP TYPHOON

Train Skd Into River — Many
" Frozen on Sacred Mountain—

But Rice Crop Benefits

London, Oct. 11-——The recent typhoon
over the east and northern parts of Ja-
pan caused great damage. The total
death-roll is put at 360.

The most serious single disaster was
on the Hokkaido Railway, where a pas-
senger train fell into a river. The driv-
er was entering a tunnel, and noticed
that in parts it had cracked. On near-
ing the centre he found that it had to-
tally collapsed. Fearing the rest of the
tunnel would fall in and bury his train,
he backed out. Unfortunately there
were no means of communicating with
the signal-box, and the signalman had
shifted the points, with the result that
the train, instead of keeping to the main
track, ran on to a siding and thence in-
to the river.

Another disaster was that which over-
took a school treat, which was ascending
Mount Fujiyama, the sacred Mount of
Japan. They lost their way in the
blinding mist, and most were frozen to
death. When the rescue party came
upon them they found the three teach-
ers frozen stiff, each with one of their
young charges tied on his back.

As no cloud is without a silver lin-
ing, it is pleasant to report that the
storm did immense good to the rice
crop.

The estimate of four hundred pass-
engers to a ‘train ig' certainly far too
small, since it would be'possible to car-
ry in twelve C.“P. R. cars nearly or
Guite one thousand people, and this
would bring the -rate down to thirty or
torly. cents. per passenger. It does not
require much argument to prove that in
the pasenger' rates' there is discrimina-
tion against St. John.

With regard to freight rates, the pro-
posed new agreement quoies seventy-five
cents a short ton on general freight,
unq sixty cents a sbort ton on flour and
grain. Senmator Thorne, as quoied by
the Standard this morning, said that
on certain classes of freight shipped by
him to Halifax, the rate 1s $2.00 per ton.
J. A. Likely said that he pays $2.20 per
ton on lumber. Thus you have $2.00
and $2.20 to compars with seventy-five
and sixty cents. The rate on fiour in
car lots from St. John to Halifax is
¥2.80 per fon, as compared with sixty
cents under the Gutelius agreement.

Charges io the gencrai shipper, on gen
eral freight between St. John and Hali~
fax, range from thirten to thirty-five
cents per hundred peunds in carload
lots. This compares with three and
threc quarters cents per hundred pounds -
which the C. P. R. gets under the Gu-
telius agreement. )

Until fuller information is received,
it will not be possible to make a com-
plete and satisfactory comparison be-
iween the ordinary traffic rates and
the proposed special rates to the C. P.
IR.; but the delegales, some of whom
are business men having to do with the
matter of reight rates in their own bus-
iness, ave convinced in the words of
the Standard, that “the agreement which
has been ‘made is highly unjust and that
it must be opposed.”

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THE FIRST DUTY

The announcement that the Shipping
Federation has threatened to cancel all
steamship sailings from the port of St.
John until December 81 is, of course, a
serious matter, but the dispute between
the Federation and the ‘longshoremen
is a subject for negotiation, and per-
haps arbitration, and must not be per-

. _mmitted to distract public attention from

the mission of the St. John delegation
this week to Ottawa. It is not to be
believed that a satisfactory arrangement
é@not be made between the Federation
and the ’longshoremen. The city coun-
cil and board of trade must, of course,
take up this question, and do all in their
power to bring about a settlement; for

. the withdrawal of the steamers would
most injuriously effect the port of St.
John at a critical period in its history.
‘At the same time.lt is proper to assume
that this matter can be satisfactorily ad-
justed, and go steadily on with the agi-
tation to have the mail steamships re-
stored to this port during the coming
winter.

The St. John delegation had hoped to
get through with their business at Mon-
‘tr;_cal yesterday, but were further delay-
.ed, as it was not convenient to secure an
’/interview with Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy until today. The.out.look is not
very promising at the moment, and the
citizens will await with a great deal of
\interest the public meeting to be held
on Monday evening. There is no build-
ing, with the exception of one of the
rinks, or the armory, large enough to
hold the crowd that will desire to hear
the report of the delegation. St. John is
thoroughly aroused in thi,s matter; and,
outside of the office of the St. John
Standard, political lines are obliterated.
The time when the outlook appears most
gloomy is the time for the citizens to get
together, sternly determined to remove
the obstacles which stand in the way of
progress. The delegates, who went to
Ottawa in a reasonably hopeful mood,
have returned without that which they
should have secured; but the fault is
not theirs. They have done good service,
‘and it is now the duty of the citizens to
get together ahd consider the next move
for the restoration to St. John of that
of which she has been wrongfully de-

prived.
——

DISCRIMINATION
Fnough is known about the special
yates granted to’the C. P. R. for trains
hauling freight and passengers between
St. John and Halifax to make it clear
that the government railway has been
wsed to discriminate against the port of
St. John. It is said that the agreement
has not yet been signed by the minis-
ter of railways, and in the interests of
the people of all Canada, who are the
fowners of the Intercolonial Railway, his

gignature should be withheld.
Some ten years ago the Hon. A. G.
Blair used the expression that in a fight
. ‘against the Canadian Pacific Railway,
he had his “back to the wall” Some
other people should now put their backs
to ‘the wall to prevent the use of the
Intercolonial Railway to make profits
for the Canadian Pacific, and to dis-
eriminate against the port of St. John.
' Ten years ago it was claimed that it
- eost half a cent per ton per mile to
haul freight between St. John and Hali-
fax. The cost has certainly not been
reduced in these ten years. It is actually

greater, and yet, according to the rates|

as published, it is proposed to carry C.
P. R. freight between St. John and Hali-
fax at half the cost or less.

Why did not Mr. Borden or Mr.
Mazen get some of the experts
©f the railway department to make
‘such a ‘comparison between ordin-
Bry rates and the special C. P. R. rates
as would have enabled them to kmow
exactly how the case stood? From
their own knowledge, the delegates were
able to see that there was discrimina-
tion, but a comparison made by railway
experts should have been placed at their
disposal by the government.

GUTELIUS A SCAPEGOAT?

The Standard this morning has a
Montreal despatch relating to the St.
John delegation and its mission to Ot-
tawa and Montreal, in the course of
which we read:—

“The general opinifon of those inter-
ested in the matte= heve {s that the situ-
ation revolves about Mr. Gutelius, of

ghe Intercolonial. It #1s remembered
that it is less than two years since he
Jeft the C. P. R. service for that of the
Pominion government.”

What does this mean? Is Mr. Gutel-
fus to be made the scapegoat? Does any-

* “ one seriously believe that the people can

be 80 easily deceived? If there is the
slightest foundation for the insinuation
whieh {s contained in the paragraph

it sends Mr. Gutelius back again to the
C. P. R. or some other railway corpor-
ation. One would like to know if Mr.
Borden or Mr. Hazen inspired this veil-
ed attack upon the general manager.

IN CHATEAUGUAY

This is election day in Chateauguay.
Mr. Borden, with great reluctance no
doubt, restrained himself from rushing
into the constituency to tell the people
there is an emergency. In fact the naval
question was kept entirely in the back-
ground by the Conservative speakers, be-
cause some of those speakers were Na-
tionalists. The members of the govern-
ment took very little interest in the cam-
paign so far as speaking was concerned.
They preferred to trust to the political
arts of the Hon. Robert Rogers, which
were 80 much in evidence in Macdonald,
Antigonish and several other constituen-
cies where by-elections have been held
since this government came into power.
The Conservative speakers in Chateau-
guay avoided a discussion of the larger
questions before the countty, and con-
tented themselves with sectional appeals
and promises of great things to be done
if the Conservative candidate were elect-
ed. Hon. Mr. Fisher, on the other hand,
and those who spoke in his behalf, in-
cluding Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon.
Rodolphe Lemieux, Hon. W. L. Maec-
Kenzie King and others, challenged the
government on the broad issues of the
Mavy, the tariff, and others which ought
to be considered whenever an appeal is
made to the people of any constituency.
The Liberals are confident of victory,
but it is also sald that Hon. Mr. Rogers
has been advising his friends in Montreal
‘to lay their bets on the Conservative-
Nationalist candidate.

.  TARIFF REVISION

In his great speech at Ormstown this
week, Sir Wilfrid Laurier declared the
Liberal policy in relation to the tariff.
He pointed out that while the cost of
Yiving in England had increased but lit-
tle there had been within recent years
an increase of fifty-one per cent in Can-
ada. At the same time the Borden gov-
ernment has a surplus of fifty million
dollars in its treasury, taken from the
pockets-of the people in the form of cus-
toms duties, and the tariff should be re-
vised. The Liberal chieftain said ‘that
violent hands should not be laid on the
tariff, but a reasonable revision could
and should be undertaken; and, if the
Conservatives felt themselves unequal to
the task, they shogld make way for the
Liberals, who.had revised the tariff once
and could be safely trusted to do it
agnin,

This emphatic declaration of policy
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier will be wel-
komed by Liberals throughout Canada,
and will also commend itself to many
Couservatives; for members of both
partloﬁ feel the pinch of the increased
cost of living, and the need of a down-.
ward revision of the tariff. The Mon-
treal Star, which is in a position to get
-an accurate statement of the views of
the government, learns from its Ottawa
correspondent that there is no préspect
of a tariff revision during the coming
‘pession of parliament. Of course Mr.
Borden and his colleagues would be duly
finpressed by the declaration at the an-
nual meeting of the Manufacturers’ As-
sociation that there should be a tariff
revision upward; and, as the party owes
50 much to the manufacturers, their
views cannot lightly be set aside.

EXPLOSIVES KILL 00
WANY IN CANADA

Dominion Government Will Regu-
late Manufacture and Handling
—Act Being Prepared

Ottawa, Oct. 11—An act to regulate
the manufacture and handling of explo-
sives will be presented by the govern-
ment at the next session. When a some-
what similar measure was up a few ses-
sions ago, provincial rights and other
objections were urged and the bill, fin-
ally was held over. Heretofore there
has been no federal law on the subject,
but simply provincial regulations. The
new act will define at length the differ-
ent varieties of explosives, whose pos-
session will be prohibited unless it is
an authorized explosive tested by the
‘department. Licensing of factories and
magazines will be in the hands of the
minister of mines. Provision also will
be made for a chief inspector of explo-
sives and several deputies and testing
stations will be established in different
parts of the country as well as at the
central laboratory at Ottawa. The gen-
eral design of the act is to decrease the
liability of accidents from explosives, as
Canada stands very high in the fatalties
resulting from thgt cause.

R. B. Emerson:—Qur party has been
treated most courteously by Mr. Hazen
and I believe he is doing all he can to
meet the wishes of the people of St.

That the
Gutelius agreement with the C. P. R. is
a discrimination against our port is be-
yond doubt but it is equally cert.am
that the agreement was arrived at with-
out the knowledge of the premier or any
member of the government and that
some means are being sought to remedy
the wrong done. The action of the la-
bor unions is most untimely and may
kill the efforts of the delegation. The
labor men are more interested than any
others in the outcome of the situati_on
and should make every effort to .assmt
the delegation by losing no time in ar-
riving at some fair basis of agreement
with the Shipping Federation. :

R. H. Bruce:—The net result of this
delegation’s visit to Ottawa is that St.
John is now in possession of some of
the facts underlying the remarkable
change in the sailing schedule of the
steamship companies from the port of
St. John the coming season. It has
been fairly well established in the
minds of the members of this delega-
tion, who put the interests of thc.e city
of St. John above all other considera-
tions which entered into what may ap-
pear to have been a complex situation,
who the enemies of St. John are and
to what extent the citizens may rely on
those in authority for redress of this
damnable injustice which threatens the

ort.

The matter at issue is, however, very
clear. The steamship companies, as
soon as they had the opportunity to do
go, chose the port of St. John for their
sole port of call "during the winter
months. Fconomic reasons a.l'one un-
doubtedly influenced them in this choice.
Later on an arrangement was made with
the I. C. R. which neutralized to such
an extent the natural advantage of the
port of St. John over a competing port
that the steamship companies announc-
ed that the boats affected would aband-
on St. John and go to Halifax. Any
arrangement of this nature constitutes
discrimination and gives St. John a
strong case, and when the detail of this
special arrangement is realized in all its
absurdity, St. John’s case is over.-whelm-
ingly strong. The labor situation and
the question of facilities are not rele-
vent to this issue.

Let this grossly unjust and discrim-
inatory arrangement between the I. C.
R. and C. P. R. be cancelled. The citi-
zens of St. John can be trusted to take
up these other questions and deal with
them on their merits.

The experience of this delegation,
however, convinces me that if St. John
is to win this fight it must depend on
the united, determined and uncomprom-
ising attitude of its citizens. Mr. Hazen
will do what he ca n for us, but he can-
not be expected to go further than his
constituents press him to go. Our case
is absolutely just and must be pressed
home mercilessly. Any suggestion of
compromise coming from St. John weak-
ens ner position. Let such suggestions
come from her opponents.

League of London—Observance
in St. John

The Navy League of London arc mak-
ing their annual appeal to the public of
the British Empire to properly celebrate
Trafalgar Day, October 21, The particu-
lar desire of the Navy League is to bring
to the mind of the British people the
dominating significance of sea powecr,

erected at this end. The boring for one
of these ;wells has already reached a
depth of forty-five feet and they are go-
ing still ’ﬂeeper.

The material thrown out in the ex-
cavation of these weils for several feet
below ihe surface consists mainly of saw-
dust, showing that this was once part
of the old sawdust road which was built
years ago along the river bank to Strait
Shore.

On the Fairville side a retaining wall
about eighteen feet high is being built
along the river bank from the present
Suspension bridge towards the cantilev-
er bridge, and slopes back from there
towards the road. This space will be
filled in with material to make a road
leading to the bridge when the latter
is built. The wall, which is being built
of concrete, is nearing completion and
the material for filling in is being
brought to the city in scows from up
river points. )

This work of building the foundation
is being done by Jas. McVay and Son
of Montreal, and the structural work
will be undertaken by the Dominion
Bridge Company. The bridge will be
one of the longest of its kind in the
world.

On the river boats this week moose
meat is coming down more plentifully
than at the first of the season and is sell-
ing wholesale at the' wharf for six cents
a pound. Potatoes are not as plentiful as
they were last week and are selling at
$1.10 per barrel, carrots are bringing

It speaks well for her popularity in
England that Marie Lloyd is making her
first trip to Americh. There is a say-
ing across the water that whatever an
artiste outstays her welcome at the
Tivoli or the Pavilion, or the Oxford
she crosses to America, where she is al-
ways sure of the laughs and the money.
When Vesta Victoria came to New
York first the London crowds were
tired of her. She was billed as “Eng-
land’s Greatest Comedienne,” but every
Britisher in New York snorted his dis-

Vic-
toria Monks tried for years to equal
her in popularity, vulgarity and salary,
and in all three she dismally failed.
Whenever Miss Monks managed to get
hold of some particularly atrocious per-
petration in the way of a lyric, Miss
Lloyd would appear the next night
with one -considerably worse. | Before
the rule against profanity went into ef-
fect in the principal London variety the-
atres, Marie LJoyd and Victoria Monks,
with Vesta Victoria and her blanket
suit in the rear, used to vie with each

other for the championship of the world|

in female swear-words.

The circumstances surroufiding Miss
Lloyd’s detention at Ellis Island are so
extraordinary that they merit a word.
She is held because the autharities claim
that the man she ig travelling with—
Bernard Dillon, one of the best known
jockeys in England, and a youngster
who has won two derbies—is not her
busband, as they claim.

G00D GUESSERS

To Tell What Plays
Succeed

LOINDON STAGE LETTER

Many Failures This Year — Ethel
Irving Gives up Managing—
A Tite For Cyril Maude?

Will

(Times’ Special Oorrespondence)
s London, Sept. 27—Here is good news
for the thousands, the hundreds of

thousands, of theatre goers who have
often wondered why managers produce
unsuccessful plays and who were and are
quite sure that they would not have
made such obvious mistakes. A position
to which is attached the by no means
negligible salary of $100,000 a year is
waiting for one of them if he or she can
“make good.” I have it on the author-
ity of no less .an individual than Sir
Herbert Tree, who has just declared th:§
either the ‘Theatrical Managers® Associo-
tion or the West End Managers’ Associ-
ation, the two big organizations control-
ling practically all the important the-
atres in London, would gladly pay that
salary to a man or woman who could
tell in advance the Yate of a play.

Sir Herbert confesses, with the great-
est of good humor that no fewer than
six of the biggest successes in London
were offered in vain to him before they
were taken to the mamagers who ulti-
mately made fortunes out of their duc-

cesses. Among them was “Kismet,” Ed-

ward Knoblauch’s drama, which is said
to have yielded well over $500,000 to its
English backers and which is still do-
ing record business ontour. “Peter Pan”
was also brought to him by Barrie be-
fore Charles Frohman had a chance to
produce it, and, as Tree says, many peo-
ple have since: made fortunes out of
Peter’s adventures in Kensington Gard-
ens. Sir Herbert says he considered that
the name part was unsuited to him.

I do not wish to trouble the high ex-

ectations of the thousands of men and

omen who, in response to these words
of Tree, will immediately write offer-
ing their services as play tasters. But
Tree himself wet-blanketed them in ad-
vance when he concluded his remarks
by saying that the infallible guesser did
not exist and experience had taught him
that the only v‘va;r to discovey the com-
mercial worth of?a play was to “try it
on the public.” -,

Some Failures

That Tree is very near the truth is
evidenced by the continued run of fail-
ures that are dogging the steps of even
the most experienced London managers.
“Years of Discretion,” which, in' con-
junction with Charles Frohman, that
fine actress, Ethel Irving, produced at
the Globe Theatre, is coming off after
a short run and an unsuccessful attempt
to boom it into popular favor. It was
not happily cast but, aside from that,
for which due allowance ought to be
made, it is impossible for the writer to
see any reason for the severe slating ad-
ministered by the London critics.

It is to be feared that Ethel Irving’s
attempt at actor-management has not
been a happy one. The sum of $50,000
was raised by a syndicate in the hopes
that that would be sufficient to estab-
lish her, but most, if not all of it, has
been lost on the three productions she
has made—*“Vanity,” a revival of “Lady

Frederick” and “Years of Discretion.”|

She will temporarily retire from the
field, yielding the remainder of her lease
of the Globe to Ethel Warwick, the
daughter-in-law of Lewis Waller, who
has an even longer list of failures behind
her than has Fthel Irving. Fortunately,
Fthel Warwick has several good and
wealthy friends, including Lord Wil-
loughby de Broke, who have an inex-
tinguishable confidence in her ultimate
success. :

“Years of Discretion” is not the only
recent failure ‘in London. “The Scarlet
Band” has not found popular favor de-
spite the fact that the first night audi-
ence was enthusiastic and the ecritics
gave it an unusually enthusiastic send-
off- Arthur Chudleigh, the manager of
the Comedy™” theatre, is puzzled over
the failure and in his attempt to discov-
er a reason has met with several regular
theatre-goers who say that the murder,
around which the play revolves, and
which is supposed to take place in a
side room, should have occurred in full
sight of the audience. And yet youll
probably not find one manager in a score
in the West End of London who would
have advised it.

Titled Actors

Now that Forbes Robertson has ob-
tained his “handle” the field is clear for
some of the other aspiring London ac-
tor-managers. Who will be the next to
join that select company composed of
Tree, John Hare, George Alexander,
Wyndham, and Squire Bancroft, who
are entitled to write “Sir” before their
names? According to well informed
gossip it is an even money bet on either
Arthur Bourchier or Cyril Maude. The
former is the more pushing, but the lat-
ter is the more popular. The writer
would prefer to put his money on
Maude.

Incidentally, the “profession” cannot
say that it has been overlooked in these
days before the late Sir Henry Irving
became the first actor-knight. Nowadays,
lunching at the Garrick Club, where
most of the actor-managers gather at
mid-day, a mere “Mister” feels quite out
of it and in sheer desperation flees to
the more modest rooms of the Green
Room Club, where actors who boast that
they have not played three weeks in as
many years, abound.

MOVING PICTURE BUSINEX

Syndicate Bocking Big String of Theatre:
For Special Feature Service—Dissolv:
ing Pictures—*“Pure Food”’ Houses—

Buffalo Bill Joins

the Ranks

- The race of film manufacturers to
take advantage of the season’s scarcity
of theatrical attractions throughout the
country runs apace. The recent an-
nouncement of Kinemacolor’s capture of
a long string of inland playhouses did
not reveal an important ally equally in-
terested in a plan to fill the open time

of empty theatres with film programmes
covering a whole evening’s show.

Behind Kin, and working with it, in
the proposed ready relief for blank book-
ing sheets, is the General Film Co., with
its ten producing companies. And work-
ing hand in hand with both is George
W. Lederer.

With Lederer as the intelligence of
the booking department, because of his
familiarity with the dpproximate audi-
ence values of most of the show towns
in the country, the General Film and
Kinemacolor firms plan to sew up thea-
tres everywhere to a programme of a
weekly charge running as high as $100.
Through Lederer the theatres of the dif-
ferent circuits are being breught into'a
combination.

The plan provides for the delivery to
the theatres intact of their films and
descriptive matter and posters. Also the
plan insures first runs and guarantees
exclusive service. Managers subscribing
will have a voice in the selection of films
making up their programmes. Certain
classes of programmes will be arranged
and announced in advance. House man-
agers will have shipped to them the sel-
ections desired. The plan already has
250 subscribers. Its eventual summary.is
expected to run into several thousands.
The consolidated programme it is con-
ceded will go after the business now
sought by the big feature films. Six,
seven and eight reel subjects will be
stuck in as often as exhibitors in bulk
desire. : :

American manufacturers always have
been ready to test possible improve-
ments; many have originated in this
country, others have been brought here
soon after their adoption in Europe, and,
as a result, the American producer has
wmade use of practically all the better-
ments in film production known to the
craft. In view of this customary will-
ingness to give innovations at least a fair
trial, it seems strange that our manufac-
turers have not recognized the value of
dissolving scenes as used in the Hep-
worth pictures, made in England and
now being marketed in this country, In-
stead of the usual sharp break between
the scenes we find in the Hepworth
films a fading of one scene into another,
an effect pleasingly natural in itself and
much less trying to the eyes than sharp
transitions. The gradual closing of the
lens to produce the slow change no
doubt adds to the troubles of the cam-
era man, and the process may increase
‘the difficulties in cutting the film, but
the ipproved result warrants the effort.
Sooner or later some American producer
is certain to adopt the dissolving scene,
and after he sets the fashion it will be
odd if others fail to follow suit.

Certified moving picture theatres, free

from adulteration and guaranteed to be
absolutely antiseptic, made their bow to
Chicago audiences last week.

WHERE WIL THE 1.C.
GE LOCDMOTNES?

(Moncton Transcript)

According to an announcement made
at I. C. R. headquarters here, last even-
ing, arrangemcnts have been completed
whereby the freight and passengers of
the C. P. R. Atlantic liners are to be
hauled over the I. C. R. from Halifax
which is to be the great winter port in
fulure, cutting out St. John. According
to last night’s announcement, there are
to be run over the I. C. R. from Halifax
to St. John, and vice versa, one freight
train each way daily, and two Jasseng-
er trains each way per week or a toal
of eighteen new trains on the Halifax
and St. John district. J

It is also understood that an effort
will be made to run the trains with In-
tercolonial engines but where the en-
gines are coming from to handle the ex-
tra traffic is not very clear, just at pres-
ent, unless the long promised thirty-four
new locomtives,  which have been “on
the way” for some time, should arrive
before the change of time.

Eighteen more trains per week over
the Halifax and St. John district will
cgrtalnly mean a big thing 'to the en-
ginemen and trainmen of Moncton,
Truro, St. John and Halifax, but more
to Moncton and Truro, because the
great bulk of the men reside in these
two cities. On the face of it, the prop-
osition looks all right, but time will
show what C. P. R. “nigger” is hidden
in the wood-pile.

MENT WILL NE
ABANDON HOME RULE POLICY

VIR

Declares British Postmaster in Able
Speech at Ottawa—Can See No Pros-

{ pects of aSettlement of Ulster Issue—

Speaker Impressed With West

Ottawa, Oct. 11— The Right Hon.
Herbert L. Samuel, British Postmaster-
General, made a very favorable impres-
{ sion on the‘large gathering at the Cana-
dian Club lungheon in the Chateau Laur-
ier, when he gave an address under the
club’s auspices. His speech, fluent and
incisive, was listened to with close at-
tention, and when he concluded with a
reference to Home Rule and ‘a declara-
tinon that the Liberal government of
Great Britain would not, and could not,
abandon its policy on this question, the
stillness was almost damatic.

Referring to a remark he had made
in the west as having attracted a great
deal of attention, the right hon. gentle-
jman said he was astonished -to’ find
| that there still lingered in some parts
{of Canada the notion tHat the old spirit
lof Downing street, of fussy and unne-
cessary interference in the domestic af-
fairs of the minions, still prevailed.
“We recognize heartily,” sald he, “that
Canada is not an appendage of the Em-
pire, but as much an integral part as
the mother country.”

“The problem of reconciling unity
with freedom,” said Mr. Samuel, “is
now being felt very acutely in the Unit-
ed Kingdom, where we are dealing with
the problem of Ireland.” He said he
would not discuss the general question
of home rule, but certain parts of the
bill relating to the customs and the
post office, about which there had been
some misunderstanding in this coun-
try. |
Mr. Samuel said the home rule bill
gave the Irish parliament power to
make an addition of not more than
ten per cent. with the exception of beer
and spirits, on the existing duties on
imports into Ireland, and the Irish par-
liament could not add new articles to
the tariff, such as corn or meat. These
taxes would be collected by all the Im-
perial tax-gatherers. The Irish parlia-
ment could -not impose taxes for the
protection of Irish industries; if a tax
were put on Scotch whjskey, the same
tax must be placed on Irish whiskey.
This was to ensure that the action of
the Irish parliament should be for rev-
enue purposes only. The Irish parlia-
ment could not reduce the duties below

those in the other sections of the Brit-
ish Isles. .

As a means of adding to the Irish
revenue, the Irish parliament could
raise the duty on tea, Mr. Samuel said,
to 5% pence, a ten per cent. increase,
and no more. ‘This was the only means
of adding to' the Irish revenue. With
regard to“the post office, the Irish parli-
ment would have control only over, the
inland service.

As at Ulster, Mr. Samuel said:—*“The
first thing t& know about the Ulster
problem is that it is not an Ulster prob-
lem. It d48'a problem relating to one-
half of Wister. Ulster sends thirty,five
members to the house of commons, who,
above all, reflect the views of the peo-
ple on home rule.. Of those thirty-five,
eighteen are in favor of home rule. At
the present time there is a majority of
one from Ulster for home rule.”

Continuing, Mr. Samuel said: 7
think everyone will agree that there
would be no problem of this kind if it
lad chanced that .all Ireland had been
Protestant. It is the religious difficulty
essentially which now makes the politi-
cal difficulty. The Irish parliament is
debarred from passing any legislation
which would in any way touch the re-
ligious rights ‘of anyone in Ireland, and
it is ferbidden by law frdmh giving any
favor, or imposing any disability, on the
ground of religion,” :

Mr. Samuel said the government
would be agreeable to arrive at any set-
tlement by consent, but they in North
Ulster would agree only to a settlement
which would mean the abandonment of
the government policy.  “Unhappily,”
said he, “the prospect now of a settle-
ment by consent, which we desire, does
not seem auspicious. For fifty years
and ‘more the Irish people have un-
'waveringly declared for home _rule.
There is a majority for it in Great Bri-
tain; at Westminster; counting only the
members from England, Scotland and
Wales,- there is a majority of sixty votes
in fav‘or of home rule.

“We believe,” concluded Mr. Samuel
in ringing tones, “that our general pol-
icy, apart from details, commands the
approval of the dominions in the Em-
pire, and the government of the Unit-
ed Kingdom cannot and will not aband-
on its proposal for establishing self-gov-
ernment in Ireland.

RECORD PRICES FOR
FISH AT BOSTON

Boston, Oct. 10—Fish prices—whole-
sale groundfish prices at least — touch-
ed heights this morning to which they
haven’t soared in several years, break-
ing a record of prices at this season.
Fish of every kind was at a premium,
and every time a skipper got upon the
platform "of the New England Fish Ex-
change and announced haddock, cod,
pollock, hake or cusk for sale he was
the centre of a small riot.

Fog is blamed for it, fog so thick
that it is a mighty dangerous matter
for a skipper to venture out. The murk
has clung to the waters of the bay and
fishing grounds for a full week now, and
skippers experienced in weather prog-
nostication couldn’t see any sign of a
change. If something doesn’t happen
before Monday morning, wholesale
groundfish prices will be in line with
those of beef and eggs and butter.

This morning’s official figures were
$9.75 a hundredweight for haddock, $18,-
75 for steak cod, $14.26 for market cod,
87.50 for pollock, $7 for large hake,
$4.75 for small hake and $6 a hundred-
weight for cusk.

In some cases, however, the skippers
got prices nearly as high as these for
their fish in the vessel, and by the time
the fish had reached the retailers they
were considerably higher. Some faint
idea of the conditiom of the fish mart
this morning may be gained by a com-
parison of the following figures, which
represent a normal day at the dock:—
$3.75 a hundreweight for haddock;
$8 for steak cod, $4.50 for market cod,
$3.50 for pollock, $4.75 for large hake,
| 83.25 for small hake, and $3 a hundred-
jwcight for cusk.

PRESBYTERIAN SYNOD
AT SYONEY. €. B.

Sydney, N. S., Oct. 10—The first busi-
ness of the synod today was an over-
ture of the Presbytery of Pietou in re-
gard to the use of the Bible in the
schools. Resolutions were read and
passed by the voluntary international in-
terdenominational conference held in
Halifax, Jan. 81, 1918. The substance
of the overture and resolution is that
steps should be taken to place the Bible
in public schools and to further religious
education in the schools. Rev. Mr.
Christie asked permission to withdraw
the overture so that it might be present-
ed to a fuller synod. Permission was
given.

A document was brought before the
synod revealing the fact that in a west-
ern prebytery a movement has been
started to raise a memorial fund for the
late Dr. Robert Murray, of the Presby-
terian Witness. The hymnal committee
at a recent meeting in Toronto, took

_cognizance of the matter 'and sent it

down' to their report to synod. Dr.
Murray’s memorial is written in the
the Book of Praise, and several other
churches have availed themselves of his
work by including his hymns in their
books of praise.

A resolution was introduced by Dr.
Pringle and seconded by Rev. Dr. W. H.
Smith in connection with the matter of
public education, protesting against the
encroachments of the Roman Catholic
church on the public school system.

Following is the resolution:

“The synod of the maritime provinces
of the Presbyterian church in Canada
views with great concern the encroach-
ments of the Roman Catholic church
upon the free common school systems o:
these three provinces, whereby the spirit
and intent of our public school acts are
contravened angd 'a grave danger to our
public life threatened. -

“The synod earnestly protests against
the policy prevalent in the industrial
centres of Cape Breton, in Halifax (N.
S.), and also in certain points in New
Brunswick and P. E. Island, of renting
school buildings from the R. C. church,
of permitting the use of sectarian religi-
ous symbols and ‘ecclesiastical garb there-
in, of the segregation of Roman Catho-
lic children and teachers in these build-
ings and of the payment of the salaries
or other expenses of these schools out of
the municipal and provincial treasury.

“The synod calls the attention of the
superintendent of eduaction for these
provinces and the governments, whose
servants they are, to this manifest trans-
gression of the common school laws of
these provinces and earnestly requests
that measures be at once taken to put
an end fo this iniquity by enforcing the
public school laws of the provinces.

“The synod also calls upon its minis-
ters and elders and all others connected
with the Presbyterian church within the
bounds of the synod to guard well the
educational interests of these provinces,
to exercise a wise and courageous vigil-
ance in the matter and to resist strenu-

ously. any attempt to grant unjust dis|

'the police. Not frankly, for they do not
tlike to make the confession; but, when
| cornered with questions about the many
kunsolved mysteries in- which men, with-

out any reason, have disappeared off the
‘face of the earth, they will tell you that

these places exist not only in New York
;but in every big city in the United
States, especially in San Francisco, Chi-
ycago, New Orleans, St. Louis, and even
{ Boston.

By “murder parlors” I do not refer to
;such murderers’ dens as “The Three
! Deuces” on the east side, which I may
tell of some other time, where murder
;seems to lurk on the very threshold,
; ever ready to pull a trigger or thrust a

knife. By ‘murder parlors” I mean veri-
table death chambers, completely fitted
up for the sure and silent killing of hu-
man beings, and the disposal of the
bodies without the possibility of giving
{rise to the least outcry or the slightest
| suspicion—places spqcially donstructed
ito enable murder to be committed by
,professional murderers for what there
imay be in it, without the minimum of
}trouble and the maximum of security.
! This is what a New York “murder par-
lor” is.

At any rate, I would not have
been permitted to inspect its amaszing
machinery and its grim “graveyard,”
though I may have been made only too
well acquainted with their wuses. Its
spring bolts are still live, strong and
yet delicate, as when it was in use. A
little oil would make the hinges of the
flaps do their deadly work ‘as softly,
swiftly, and irresistibly as ever. A grue-
some shaft tells with ghastly vividness
how well they did their work within re-
cent days.

Victims of the Pit

One cannof look down that shaft, or
think of it, without a shudder. The pit
at the bottom is the graveyard of the
‘murder parlor.” The victims are still
there. The bottom of the pit is filled
to a depth of two storys below the level
‘of the basement with the quicklime that
buried in silence and for ever the un-
_fortunate persons’ who met their fate in
thig astounding den. If that mass could
tell the stories it hides so securely, it
would probably solve many a mystery.
Beside the New York ‘murder parlors”
the notorious murder chair of Sweeney
Todd, the Fleet-street barber, and other
‘historic death-traps shrink almost to the
ingignificance of children’s toys.

Some of these “murder parlors” have
been discovered, in gambling dens, when |
raided by the police, but fhey are hap-
pened upon accidentally, and their exist-
‘ence is hushed up. When a trap is
found by a housebreaker in pulling down
an old building the police assert that it
was only part of a gambling resort, used
for hurriedly hustling out the tables
and other gambling paraphernalia when
the hammering of the raiders was heard
on the strong-box doors . of the den.
So clase is the connection between the
police and those who run these gamb-
ling houses that no further investigation
is made, and the contractors, who are
working on the rush, want no delay. In|
any case, the existence of traps in a(’
gambling den simply means that high-
er “protection money” has to be paid
to the police.

But the police say—and they are be-
lieved to be right in this—that most of
these murder dens are not in régular
gambling houses, but in plain houses
of crime—houses used for every kind
of wrongdoing, from “wire-tapping” and
other big confidence cheats, in which on-
ly the ‘squealers” are “removed,” to as-|
sination for a, price.

The Feminine Note

Just now, in the world of fashion, we
are entering upon an ideally decorative
period. We are about to t ac-
cordion pleatings, and this in the face of
vehement opposition from certain great
dressmakers. We are about to accept
classic draperies, exquisite embroideries,
lavish trimmings of costly furs, bewild-
erihg flounces of lace and of tulle traced
over with metallic threads.

A great deal has been written during
the last few years about emigration. It
has been praised and encouraged con-
demned and discouraged. \

The imperialists have thought it a
fine thing to send away tlp young men
end women to populate our dominions
beyond the seas; some of our sociolog-
ists, seeking the line of least resistance
out of unemployment (when. that was
an acute problem), did all they could to
send surplus labor seeking to fresh
woods and pastures new.

The colonies and Canada in particular
have clamored for our young people of
promise, and our home government has
stood by and let them go by the boat
load.j Every year the British emigrants
from our shores number over four hun-
dred thousand, and they are not the
wastrels, the ne’er -do-wells, the old and
decrepit—they stay behind to draw the
old-age pension—but the young, the lus-
ty, and the spirited.

Every year the population of a large
sized city leaves us, and it is a city of
selected people not a wholesale shipping
of a city with its slum dwellers, its
thieves, prostitutes, bullies, and drunk-
ards. These remain at home. The good

flute tp them of fairy lands beyond the
ocean, and pay part of their passage out
but not their passage back if the reali-
zation is not as fine as the dream.

Excellent for the Colonies

This is excellent from the point @
view of the colonies and of the colonia
employers of labor, and there is much
to be said for it from the Imperial
standpoint. It is better that the Colonies
should be peopled by us rather than by
Italians, Germans, Russians and other
fcreign folk.

But there is another side even to this
argument. The heart of the Empire,
Great Britain is being drained of blood
to fged the finger tips.

Ahd to the mind of the home employ-
er and manufacturer the drain threatens
ultimate disaster. I have been engaged
on an inquiry into this aspect of the
emigration question, and I am convine-
ed that England must wake up to a re-
alisation of the danger that the ever
open exit door entails.

There is at the present moment a
shortage of labor in many industries,
and those that depend upon female
workers are hardest hit. Look at the
hosiery industry as a case in point.

This is a considerable industry. Its
chief centres are Leicester and Notting-
ham, in England; Greenock, Hawick,
Stuarton (near Glasgow) in Scotland;
and Dujin and Londonderry in Ire-
land.

There are roughly 50,000 hosiery work
ers in these various centres. About fif-
teen years ago the trade was languish-
ing. Our methods were old fashioned.
The Germans and the Swiss were knock-

The Awakening

But then our manufacturers woke up,
and beating the foreign competitors in
quality and equalling them in design,
rapidly made up’the lost ground. Since
then the trade ‘has increased steadily
year by year. It has escaped the slumps
which industry in. general has suffered
at intervals during the last decade,

The wages of'gitls (a generic term for
women of fifty and girls of fourteen)
have increased in the last ten years from
an average of fourteen shillings a week
to eighteen to twenty-two shillings. That
has been due not to’organization on the
part of the girls, but simply and solely
to the difficulty of getting girls into the
factories to work the knitting machines.
There has.  been' furious competition
amongst the manufacturers for female
labor.

I am told by a veracious informant
that at a Scottish hosiery town it is a
common thing for the girls to become
recruiting sergeants among the girls at
the other factories and vice versa. They
offer higher wages; a shilling or so a
week, as they get & bonus themselves
for every recruit obtained.

Life-long friendships between employ-+
ers. have been digssolved through the
poaching on .gne another’s preserves.
And such a state of affairs is bad for
trade, as it tends to check initiative.
What is the good ¢f a' man trying new
methods. if one of - his forewomen will
take all his secrets to his rival, merely
because she is offered a higher wage.

Season Tickets on Easy Terms

Many more complex devices than poach-
ing are being tried to induce young girls
to knit instead of going to the colonies,
or entering domestic service, or anything
else. One firm at Stuarton provides sea-
son tickets between the town and Kil-
marnock in the hope of getting the Kil-
marnock lasses to labor in Stuarton, but
even this does not bring in the 5,000
“hands” who might be employed where
there are only 2,000. I should add that
the tickets are not gifts; they are paid
for on very easy terms. *

A large firm that has made its home
in Hawick, just over the border, has be-
come 8o concerned about the consequen-
ces of emigration that it has decided to
migrate itself, not to the colonies but to
Inverness, in the hope of securing the
sonsie lassies who, live in the remote
Highlands and cutting off their flight
as they come down to Inverness prior
to escaping from the homeland, via the
Caledonian Canal to the promised lands
far off. S 2

The same sort of tale is told by the
manufacturers in Dublin and London-
derry, but they have this advantage, the
Congested Districts Board of Ireland
have created training areas. Young girls
are taught to use the machines at home
and when cfficient are drafted to the fac-
tories.

That, however,’{s a new idea, and the
shortage is almost as marked in Ireland
as elsewhere.

Messrs. Anderson, of Londonderry, de-
clare they could employ at least a hun-
dred more hands if they eould be ob-
tained.

An Order Went a-Begging

Last year a London agent for hosiery
goods wished to place an order for 20,-
000 knitted coats and could not do so.
There was not & firm in the United
Kingdom able to execute it. |

of the alluring offers from abroad to
highly skilled hands.

A little while ago a forewoman knit-
ter could get as much as £4 a week in
Australia, which jg importing large
quantities of knitting machinery, and
seems to be determined to make their
own socks, singlets, and football jerseys.

At the present time I believe the
Australian call for hosiery hands is not
heard, and any way I should warn wo-
men that £4 in Australia is not the same
as £4 here,

POOR PEACE PROSPECTS

Unrestrained Self Government Like
Putting Gunpowder and Maiches
in a Nursery

(By Alphonse Courlander)

“ Trouble in the Balkanst The
Powers have, during the past few
weeks, laid a nice train of gunpow-
der ‘that will fire it all again in a
few years’ time.

“They have sown the whirlwind.”

The above lines were written in April
of this year, when all the chancelleries
of - Europe were busy following the pal-
icy laid down by Austria, planning to
hunt Montenegro out of Scutari and es-
tablish an autonomous Albania. They
are as\true ay as they were when
they were written. There will never be
peace‘in the Balkans with an immediate
autonomous Albania, because of the bit-
ter race hatreds and the religious feuds
that set Moslem and Catholic and Or-
thodox at each other’s throats.

There never can be peace in the Bal-
kans with the other nations casting cov-
etous eyes on Scutari. Montenegro, with
her fingers itching to grasp the key of
(Albania that she actually held for a
few dream days in the *spring; Austria
rlanting schools and churches and pros-
elytiing; Italy, anxiously on the wabch,
alert to do the same always with an eye
to a port on the eastern coast of the
Adriatic; ‘Servia, Bulgaria, and Greece,
cver desirous of spreading beyond their
frontiers; and Russia ready, when the
time comes, to push Slav and Serb
against Austria—all these are the glow-
ing coals that will make the Albanian
kettle boil over. !

| The Seething Pot

But, lift up the lid from the kettle and
see the bubbling and seething’ that is
going on there. Look at Albania with
the lid off. Passions and ambitions, mas-
sacres and persecutions, hatreds so sav-
age that you wonder they could exist
within five days of Charing Cross; they
are all here, tossing the destiny of Al-
bania into turbulence.

The Malissoris, those sons of the
mountains, as they call themselves, may
be calling to one another now from
mountain to meuntain, bidding their
brothers descend ‘and take Scutari with

For
you must know that the merchants, and
the large traders who have become Eu-
ropeanized even to their clothes, desire
only to feel that they can go about their
business in peace.

(By Dudley Harmon)
Washington, Oct. 8—But for a- pro-
vision in the constitution of the Unit-
ed States, Canada might look forward
to the strong possibility of contribut-
ing to this country a man to fill the
president’s chair in the White House.
For there is in the new administration
here a man who would be generally re-
garded a3 the strongest kind of presi-
dential timber in the democratic party,
were it not for the fact that he is de-
barred from that office by virtue of his
Canadian birth. 1

This man: is Franklin Knight Lane,
now secretary of the Interior, recogniz-
ed as one of the very ablest of Presi-
dent Wilson’s advisers. In the short
time that this man, born on Prince Ed-
ward Island, has been in the cabinet,
he has already risen head and sholders
over most of his colleagues. He is now
recognizéd as a man of broad vision,
great honesty and earnestness of pur-
pose, and dominated by an intensely
Tuman spirit combined with practical
common sense. Withal, he has proved
himself one of ‘the ablest executives
Washington has ever seen, and but for
the single fact of his Canadian birth,
would be looked' upon as a strong presi-
dential possibility. The United States
constitution stipulates, however, that the
men chosen president-must be native
born citizens of the country, and thus
Franklin K. Lane is eliminated.

He
spent his early childhood with his par-|
ents there, and is now very proud of
his Canadian birth. He was but a boy,
however, when his parents, Dr. C. S.
and C. H. W. Lane, emigrated to the
United States. They went to Califor-
nia, and there their son received his
education. He attended the University
of California and had hardly matricul-
ated when he began.writing for news-
papers. His first work was “covering”
the ‘college news for San Francisco pa-
pers, which he continued to do until
his graduation in 1886. After leaving
college he continued in the newspaper
business, and in 1898 was married to
Miss Anne Wintermute of Tacoma,
Wash. After serving for a time as New
York correspondent of a group of west-
ern papers, Mr. Lane went to Tacoma,
his wife’s home, and there associated
himself with the Tacoma \Daily News.
He became part owner of this paper and
also ‘was editor.

While carrying on his newspaper
work, he had found time to study law,
and was admitted to the California bar
in 1889. The law soon became his chief
occupation, and from 1897 o 1902 he
was corporation counsel of the city of
San Francisco. In 1902 he became wide-
ly known in the political field as De-
mocratic candidate for the governorship
of California. He was not elected, but
his standing with his party was attest-
ed to the ‘next year, when he received
the entire Democratic vote in the Cali-
fornia legislature as a candidate for the
senate.

From this moment he became a na-
tional figure, and the country, especial-
ly the west, applauded when, in 1905,
he was appointed a member of the In-
terstate Commerce Commission of the
United States, that body which has be-
come in the lagt few years, by means
of additional legislation, the controlling
force of all the railroads of the coun-
try. In Washington, Commissioner Lane
soon distinguished himself as a man of
ability, and when President Wilson, on
March 4 last, named him-as his secre-
tary of the interior, everyone in the
capital figuratively, at least, extended to
the new president heartiest congratula-
tions.

Mr. Lane’s early association with Can-
ada has been renewed in an official wa,
by his rise to high position in public life.
He is now a member of the Permanent
International Railway Commission, that
joint body of American and Canadian
officials having to.do with the com-
mon railway problems of the two gov-
ernments. Though holding a position
in the cabinet, Mr. Lane retains his
place on the joint railway commission
and thus is brought into frequent con-
tact with the government and pcople
of the country in which he was born.

Such is the position. The birth-rate
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are being borne away in increasing num-
bers across the ocean.

What will be the effect of this phe-
nomena? Wages in the trade have gone
up by, roughly, thirty per cent. If the
shortage of labor continues they will
rise still higher, but there is a point
to which wages cannot rise without a
serious blow being struck at the export
trade.. Germany has technical schools
at which girls dre taught the hosiery
industry. Wages are lower there. The
cost of production'is lower. It remains
only for the Germans to make approxi-
mately as good stuff as we make to re-
cover their lost position in the fancy
trade, and to beat us out of the market
on the ‘prices,. *

For and Against

When that happens there will be too
little work and too much labor, and
wages will go down with a run to the
subsistence level.

The solution of the problem, accord-
ing to the manufacturers, lies with the
Edueational Authorities, who should,
say, establish machine knitting schools
either as part of the general technmical
education, or in special institutions in
the various hosiery centres.

There is much to be said for that plan.
But there is this to be said against it.
The chief beneficiaries from such pub-
licly kept institutions would not be the
girls who apparently can emigrate, or
to judge from the numbers of advertise-
ments in° the papers, have no difficulty
of finding work of one sort or another.
No, the people who will reap the bene-
fit will be the hosiery manufacturers,
who would ultimately have a larger sup-
ply of trained labor at a smaller cost.

One Way of Doing It

Is it quite the business of the com-
munity to train girls in the skill requis-
ite to factory life, with the object of
enabling them to enter into competition
with those already employed and so
bring down wages?

That is a point worth considering.

But there can be no objection to the
manufacturers establishing  training
schools themselves: ' They are making
big profits. Trade is booming and prom-
ises to increase if labor can be found.
A quick girl can become an efficient op-
erative in a few months. So I think that
if the manufacturer was prepared to pay
for her learning he would find her will-
ing to be taught, and the more money
he spent on her education would come
back to him with interest in a little
while, assuming that trade remaiuedi

od. 5

He would be acting on sound busi-
ness principles, not on philanthropic
sentiment, if he set up schools for knit-
ting and paid the pupils to learn his
trade. That has been done by em-
ployers in some industries, and they
have found it to pay.

The larger question remains as to
whether in view of the declining birth-
rate it is desirable to induce girls to en-
ter factories at all. It does not fit them
for motherhood, and one of its results
is a higher mortality rate among infants.
But if women must work in factories,
and at present there seems to be no al-
ternative to their doing so, then it is
as well that they should work in the old
country as in the.countries of the fu-
ture. ® At c

If the government is really in
earnest in the matter, a more practical
move than seeking to put the control
of Canada’s freight rates in the hands
of the Dominion Railway Commission
and the British Board of Trade would
established by the Laurier administra-
tion—which preference has been the
greatest factor of any in building up
a Canadian mercantile marine.

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Discrimination Proved: Will Withdraw Steamers
Rather Than Grant The

'Longshoremen’s Demands

Ottawa, QOct. 10—A new and what
seems here another very serious matter
has developed ia connection with the
winter port business at St. John.

At the moment #® looks as if there
may be no winter port business beforc
the end of December at least, for at a
meeting of the Shipping Fedcration held
this afternoon a resolution was passed
calling for the cancellation immediately
of all sailings from the port of St. John
from November 15 to December 31.
 In accordance with the terms of this
resolution the agents of companies lo-
cated in Montreal have cabled their Eu-
ropean offices stating the fagts of the
case and suggesting that the steamers
which have been scheduled te sail from
St. John bc put on other routes.

From statements made at’the offices
of the federation today it is taken that
in view of the very favorable condition
of the freight market all of these steam-
ers, twenty or twenty-five in number,
will be switched from St. John and con-
verted for the time being into tramps,
by which metbod they will under exist-
ing conditions be able under charter for
full cargoes to earn five shillings a ton
more than is possible under their regular
schedules.

Some weeks ago when the ’L.ongshore-
men’s Association of St. John submitted
to the steamship companies their scale
of wages for the coming season, the fed-
eration held a meeting in Montresl, and
following this meeting megotiations both
direct and by mail were carried on.

Counter Proposal Rejected.

W. I Gear went to St. John and
placed before the ’longshoremen a coun-
ter proposilion upon which thc members
of the féderaticn had agreed. Mr. Gear
explained that in the opinion of the fed-
eralion the advances asked by the St.
John lahorers were; extremne, whereas if
the demands had been more moderate
all reasonable concessions would have
been made, X

The counter proposal submitted by
the federation allowed 85 cemis an hour
for day work in place of the forty cents
asked by the men. As regards exira
