manager; H. A. Woods, chief engineer an
T. E. Galloway and A. S. Louchs, secre-
taries. .

The party was met at the depot by May-
or Frink and President Estabrooks, of the
board of trade, and taken to the Royal
Hotel. After a' brief rest, they left in
two automobiles for a visit to Sand Point.
The mayor, President Estabrooks and
Louis Coste, chief engineer of the public
works departmeat, accompanied them. This

Mr. Hays Speaks of St. John and G.T.P.

President Hays, when seen by a Times’
reporter, said .there was little he could
say regarding the terminals here until he
had looked over the ground. “The gov-
ernment has had plans prepared for a sys-
tem of terminal facilities, and we will in-
spect the site and decide as to their suita-
bility. It is some time since I was in St.
John, and therefore I do not feel com-
petent! to speak of the work here until I
have looked over the ground.”

“Has it been definitely decided that the
G. T. P. will come to St. John,” Mr. Hays
was asked.

“I think that question was, decided by
the act under which the transcontinental
railway is being built. It diktinctly stat-
ed that it must have a Canadian port as
terminal.”

Mr. Hays said the party had stopped at
Quebec yesterday and inspected the ar-
rangements for terminal facilities there,
and they seemed very satisfactory. He
addegi, however, that he had practically
nothing to do with that work, as it was
in the hands of the Transcontinental Rail-
way Commission. With regard to the
bridge at Quebec or the operation of a
car ferry, he said that matter was in the
hands of the bridge commission.

As to the time when the first train
would come over this section of the road,
he said that was a question that was dif-
ficult to answer at present. Questioned
as to the route which the road would take
in coming into St. John, he said that was
also undecided. There had been a survey
from Chipman, but he could not say what
the result was. It was altogether likely
that the first trains oyer the G. T. P.
would come to St. John over the I. C. R.
rails from Moncton. That appeared to be
‘the only method that could be adopted
for some time.

Mr. Hays said they would leave here
on Friday morning for Moncton, and go
from there over as much of the new
Transcontinental road as was completed,
to inspect the work. They will then re-
turn to Montreal.

The Finding of the Poi§on

After several minor jwitnesses had link-
ed up the main ch of evidence, Dr.
Wilcox, the Home Office analyst, answer-
ing Mr. Cddie, juniof eounsel for the
prosecution, said the fremnant of a pair
of pyjamas buried wifh the remains was
identical with other fpyjamas found in
Crippen’s boxes. He aldo declared the mark
on the skin was an operation secar.

Relating his examiﬁﬂqn for the pres-
ence of mineral organi¢ ‘peisons, Dr. Wil-
cox said he found traces of arsenic and
carbolic acid. These, however, were the
results of disinfection used'in their pres-
ence and had no significance. He found in
the stomach, a thirtieth of a grain of
hyoscipe; in one kidney, a fortieth, in
the intestines, a seventh, in the liver, a
twelfth, also traces in the lungs. He said
hyoscine was a gummy, syrupy substance;
1t is used in the form of a hydrobromide.
In the whole organs examined there was
two-fifths of a grain and throughout the
whole body half a grain.

This room will be of special con-
struction. The sides of the south end of
the verandah of the institution will be fit-
ted up with sliding glass partitions that
can be opened and closed as the weather
permits. Most of the children in the Sani-
tarium are from Toronto.

Bases Demand for Refund on
Ground That Dead Man Did Not
Get All He Paid For

New York, Oct. 20—Because his brother
died on board the Fabre liner Roma when
she was two days out from New York last
September, Joseph Kather, a wealthy resi-
dent of Des Moines, has written to the
steamship company demanding that his
brother’s passage money, less the cost of
meals and transportation up to the time
he died, be refunded.

Mr. Kather bases his demand on the
Lground that his brother never received
in full the transportation’he paid for. The
steamship company replies,that when Carl
Kather died at sea, Captain Albert Court-
ade, of the Roma, offered to convey the
body, in a hermetically sealed coffin, to
Ttaly. Kather, however, refused this of-
fer and directed that the body be buried
at sea,

It was on the advice of his doctor that
Carl Kather started on the voyage to Syria
but two days out he was taken very ill,
and in spite of the efforts of the ship’s
physician, died when fifty hours from
port. The surviving brother went on to
Italy and after gpending a few weeks there
returned to Des Moines.

The Fabre line officials say that Carl
Kather was a rich contractor in Des
Moines and assume that he paid' his pas-
sage himself.

| London, Oct. 20—Hon. Mr. Balfour,.
speaking at Glasgow, dealt with imperial
defence, He said these islands were strat-
egically the gate of the defences of the em-
pire. He would resist the temptation to:
deal with the question of how far respon-
sibility for protection of the empire was
to be shared by the self-governing colon-
ies; the initiative in this respect must
come from them. Mr. Balfour referred to
the relative strength of Britain and other
powers in 1905 and 1910 and said that never
in any other period of British naval his-
tory had there been such a change.

He urged the necessity for absolute
safety in the capital, Ships of two power
standard, he said, were more necessary
than ever. Other countries could build
as fast as Britain. The admiralty was ill-
informed as to what nations were doing
and might at any moment be confronted
with the utmost peril and without warn-
ing. Britain could no longer wait and see
what other countries were doing but must
see to it they did mot get ahead.

FAMOUS HOUSES T0
MAKE WAY FOR HOTEL

London Homes of Once Noted
Men are to Be Razed

London, Oct. 20—The extension of the
Imperial hotel will necessitate the de-
struction of Nos. 65 and 66 Russell square,
two houses once famous through their ‘dis-
tinguished residents. No. 65 was the homa
of Sir Thomas Lawrence, president of the

.| Royal Academy, where he painted many of

his celebrated pictures. On one occasion,
while he was engaged on the portrait of
General Platoff; two Cossacks mounted on
small white horses, with long spears rest-
ing on the ground, stood as sentinels at
the door, to the intense interest of the
neighborhood.

No. 66 was built about the middle of
the eighteenth century, for the eccentric
Lord Baltimore, and was at first called
Baltimore hcuse. But when the equally
eccentric -Duke of Bolton came to occupy
it, the name was changed to Bolton
house, which it has retained ever since.
In 1776, Northouck described the house
in the following terms:—“It was either
built without a plan, or else has had
very whimsical owners; for the door has
been shifted to different parts of the
house, until at last it is lost to all out-
ward appearance, being now carried into
the stable-yard!” Bolton house was after-
ward the residence of Lord Chancellor
Loughborough. Early in the nineteenth
century, when the square was laid out
for building, Bolton house was divided
into two large residences.

ENGLISH GOTTON

London, Oct. 19—The cotton trade dis-
pute is over, and the mills have been re-
opened.

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MUNICIPALITIES UNION
BUSINESS AT WOODSTOCK

Woodstock, N. B., Oct. 20—(Special)—
At this morning’s session of the Union of
Municipalities the question “Should a gov-
ernment, federal or provincial, guarantee
the payment of municipal bonds or should
the legality of the issue thereof be guar-
anteed,” was deferred until the afternoon.
J. W. McCready, of Fredericton, intro-
duced a resolution approving the principles
jof the resolutions adopted by the Union
;of Canadian Municipalities and the com-
! mission of consérvation in Canada that the
. provincial legislature should carefully pro-
tect the natural water powers by with-
| holding unconditional titles on water pow-
‘er, requiring development within a speci-
fied time, the public control of rates and
also a rental with power to raise at later
periods, and the use of water powers for
the benefit of our people.

Speeches were made on this by Mr. Mec-
Cready, Ald. Potts ofiSt. John, and Mayor
Reilly of Moncton. The resolution was

carried. ‘

Coun. Biddall,, of Westmorland, intro-
duced a resolution to recommend to the
provincial government the passing of an
act for the establishment of a detective
bureau with police powers for the prov-
ince. This was seconded by Mayor Me-
Murdo of Newcastle and carried.

F. St. John Bliss, secretary treasurer of
York County, gave an able address on
“Municipal Taxation and the Proper Ad-
ministration of the Act respecting rates
and taxes.”

At last evening’s session votes of thanks
were passed to Judge Barry, Hon. J. K.
Flemming and Hon. John Morrisey for
their afternoon addresses. Hon. Mr. Mor-
rissey replied. The secretary was author-
ized to communicate with the Mayor of
Campbeliton expressing sympathy in the
fire disaster and appropriating $100 for
Campbellton from the umion funds.

The executive reported as a compromise

resolution on the taxation question the
| following:—
Resolved, that this union, being of the
{ opinion that the present assessment law
in 1ts operation is proving detrimental to
‘the development of the province, would re-
commend that the city, town and county
councils of the province be invited to give
an expression of their opinion upon the
! desirability of asking the local legislature
to frame a law providing that taxation
'shall be raised by means of a land tax
|and a system of license or by some other
i means instead of by the present method
' and that the same be placed on the pro-
gramme at the mext annual meeting.

This finally carried.

The following resolution moved by Mr.
Kelly of St. John, seconded by Mr. Vroom
of St. Stephen, was defeated. Resolved,
That the government of New Brunswick
be advised that in the opinion of the un-
jon of New Brunswick municipalities legis-
lation should be enacted for a supervision
of sinking funds by all municipalities, eit-
ies and towns similar to that in force in
the province of Nova Scotia, respecting
sinking funds and for the enactment of a
general law compelling municipalities, cit-
jes and towns to provide a sinking fund
with every bond issue.

It was moved by Secretary Kelly, sec-
onded by Councillor Donovan, of St. John

and passed that the government of New
Brunswick be advised that in the opinion
of this union a general law should be
enacted empowering municipalities, cities,
towns, boards of commission of hospitals,
municipal .homes or alms houses, school
boards under the present school act and
boards carrying on municipal enterprises
for which taxes are levied under the rates
and taxes acts to enter upon and expropri-
ate private lands.

Mayor Murray, of Campbeliton, arrived
on the late train, and was given a hearty!:
greeting. He was added to the executive.

The afternoon session met at 3 o’clock.
President Reilly presided. The executive
committee was appointed as follows:

Mayor Murdech, Newcastle; Mayor
Thomas, Fredericton; Mayor Jones, Wood-
stock; Ald. McGoldrick, St. John; Coun.
Sterling, Stanley; Ald. Mowatt, Campbell-
ton; Coun. Siddall, Port Elgin; Coun.
Henry Scott, Gloucester; Ald. Polleys, St.
Stephen.

Secretary MdCready read several resolu-
tions that were referred by the executive
committee to the convention without re-
commendation.

Hon. Secretary-Treasurer J. W. Me-
Cready gaye his annual report. The bal-
ance on hand is $273,34.

Remarks were made by Judge Barry,
Hon, 'J. K. Flemming and Hon. John
Morrissy. . The provincial secretary ex-

ressed the regrets of the premier who
was not able to attend.

Resolved, that the government of New
Brunswick be requested to pass a law in
regard to taxation based on the principle
of the raising of taxes in cities, towns
and municipalities in the said province
upon land and business licenses with a poll|
tax, provided, however, that such law shall
not be in force in any city, town or
municipality until adopted by a popular
vote or by a two-thirds vote of the mem-
bers of the council of any such city, town
or municipality. y

Coun. M. G. Siddall moved, seconded by
Coun. Flewelling, the following amend-
ment.

Resolved, that the convention recom-
mend to the government of this province
the advisability of appointing a commis-
sion to enquire into the report upon an
improved system of taxation in this prov-
ince. .

Remarks were made by J. King Kelley,
Coun. Siddall, Coun. Flewelling, Dr. Sterl-
ing, J. W. McCready and others.

Moved in amendment to the amend-
ment by Dr. Sterling of York, seconded
by Mayor Armstrong of St. Andrews, that
the matter be referred to the executive
for further consideration. .

It was apparent that the members could
not agree on the subject. Those in favor:
of the motion wanted immediate action,
those opposed, while admitting that the
system of taxation was . unsatisfactory,
wished -to have the subject taken up at
the January session of the municipalities
meeting.

THE ViSIT OF MR. HAYS

The Times-Star earlier in the week made
some references to the brilliant career of
Mr. Charles M. Hays, the great railway
wman, who will this evening be the guest
of the St. John Board of Trade.

We are not yet
far removed from the time when the man
who had the hardhihood to assert that
the Grand Trunk Pacific would come to
St. John would find himself regarded with
commiseration by a considerable portion
of this community; and even after the
company had purchased the site for their
terminals at the head of Courtenay Bay
there were persons who refused to be-
lieve that any such purchase had been
made, or that the company had any inten-
tion of erecting any terminals at this port.
#Those persons had been led to believe or
4 by some curious process of political rea-
" soning had led themselves to believe that
the Grand Trunk Pacific would take  all
its business to ports in the United States.
They are at last convinced that the com-
pany has really purchased a site for its
terminals, and we trust that since Mr.
Hays has come to the city he will be able
to convince these chronic doubters that
there will really be something doing in
the immediate future in the neighborhood
of Courtenay Bay. The new transconti-
nental railway is the last word in mod-
ern railway construction. Its terminals
at 8t. John should be the last word in
the construction of model harbor equip-
ment and shipping facilities.

ST. JOHN ’S GREAT PROBLEM

A group of business men of this city
were discussing one evening recently the
question of how they might best devote
some energy to the industrial and commer-
cial development of the city of St. John.
It was suggested that a vigorous campaign
of advertising to attract the attention of
foreign investors to the advantages which
St. John possesses as a distributing centre
for manufacturing industries, might yield
good results. After the whole question had
been discussed from various standpoints
these business men found that they were
brought back by force of circumstances
to a consideration of what the city has in
itself to offer as an inducement for out-
siders to come and cast in their lot with
the citizens of St. John.
made a comparison between St. John and
some other cities in regard to the impres-
sion made upon a stranger,

“Suppose,” he said, “I or any of you
gentlemen should go away and spend some
time in American cities or in the larger
cities of Canada, and then return to St.
John. Would not our feeling on returning
here be one of depression? Would we not
make mental comparisons of the condition
of the streets, the lighting of the city, the
system of taxation, and the general meth-
od of civic administration, which would
not be altogether complimentary to our
own city?”

The other gentlemen admltted that there
was but too much force in this statement.
How can the conditions be improved? If
we had better streets, a better lighted city,
a better system of taxation, a cleaner city,
better conditions with regard to tenement
houses, and other evidences of civic enter-
prise and public spirit, would not this be
the very best advertisement that could be
secured, and would it not of itself have a
tendency to attract people of enterprise
with capital to come this way?

How can such a result be obtained?
Obyiously it can only be done by a com-
plete change in the methods of civic admin-
istration. There is a feeling that if the
affairs of the city of St. John were con-
ducted as a large cdrporation conducts its
business, it would be possible to lower the
tax rate and yet' get a very much better
service than at present. Perhaps a com-
mission form of government or a board of
control would solve the problem, as it
seems impossible to get leading business
men to give up their time to civic affairs.

Monk Makes Speech in By-Election
in Drummond and Arthabaska

Drummondville, Oct. 19—At the Con-
servative-Nationaiist convention here, Al-
bert Gilbert was chosen as opposition can-
didate for the bye-election to take place
in Drummond and Arthabaska county on
November 3. He was supported at the
convention by F. D. Monk, who repeated
his arguments against the govern.(nent‘s
naval policy.

He said that the attitude of this coun-
try would pretty well decide whether or
not the people of Quebec were in favor
of a navy, and whether or not they want-
ed to follow the mother country in all her
wars, and whether or not they approved
of ‘all the defence. conferences held in Lon-
don,

Mr. Monk declared that before long
England would have a compulsory military
gervice, and he protested with all his force
against what he called “this iniquity.”

He referred to imperialism by telling
his hearers that imperialism meant Can-
ada’s participation in all the wars of the
empire, and that their ideal was one. fleet
and one army for all the empire. - He said
they also wanted one. parliament.

The present Canadian navy, he said, was
composed of the Niobe, which was govern-
ed and commanded by English officers, fly-
ing the British flag, although Mr. Monk

declared she was Canadian property.

Land Regulations.

NY Person who is the sole head of a

amily or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarier section of avail-
able Dominion land in *Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan, or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Lands
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister
of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live - within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied
by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.00
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the
