The friends and supporters of this important Institution have a claim 
upon its managers for a periodical review of their guardianship and trust; 
and yet, from the very nature of the object, we can do little more than 
present statistics, and appeal to them, as the most satisfactory statement 
we can lay before our subscribers. Six previous Reports have made the 
public sufficiently aware of the origin, design and progress, of our Associ­
ation, and a repetition of such statements is surely unnecessary now. 
The Institution is thoroughly established, and its merits or rather impor­
tance recognized, not only in the city, but throughout the province; for, 
from time to time, we have had applications for admission from various 
and even distant localities ; and only a few days ago, a father of respec­
table character applied, through a clergyman, for admission to such a 
Reformatory for an unfortunate daughter, who, having gone astray, could 
only be saved by removal to a distance. This application is from one of 
our provincial cities, and was immediately responded to—and, in similar 
cases, board has been paid or donations given in order that the benefit of 
the Refuge may be enjoyed. Indeed, we believe that our Institution will 
become the parent one—that her branches will extend, for the evil we 
seek to cure or mitigate has no localities, and as our cities increase so will 
crime, and this moral police, if it merit no higher title, will be found a 
most essential part of every large municipality. This is one reason why 

Institution should be made as efficient and perfect in its management 
possible. In taking the initiative, let us try to make it a model for 

others that may necessarily spring up. Every name added to the list of 
applicants, we consider an argument in favour of the object. The first 
movement to such a ltcfuge is hopeful. The emotion may be temporary, 
and the motive not always the purest; still we say, it is a step in the right 
direction ; and such a movement by any trembling penitent or almost des­
pairing outcast is never to be undervalued—the smallest indicatiou of life 
not extinct revives hope, and encourages effort, for “ while the lamp holds

Thus, during the course of the year, 82 have been Inmates of the 

Institution.
Addin" all these figures together, and taking into view the peculiar 

position in which each of these unhappy sisters stood—the fearful preci- 
pice over which they all were hanging, and the iron chains by which they 
had been sin-bound, we must not be discouraged, even although there were 
nothin" more to reckon upon than the fact, that each has been brought 
for a shorter or longer period within a healthful atmosphere—not one was 
frowned away, but all have been dealt with in kindness and sympathy.

This is the general result, and though we cannot sum up the tota 
amount of good, still we believe, that this year, as in former ones, we 
mi "ht name several cases where there has been permanent reformation. 
Delicacy forbids specific reference, but we may allude to a daughter res- 
tored to almost broken-hearted parents—i wife to a husband, after years 
of alienation—a victim of intemperance weaned from the poisonous draught 

idler made industrious—and a wretched wanderer brought to settle
down in a situation of active usefulness. . ,

Some of the most affecting cases we have had to deal with, were those 
of young strangers arriving in this country, who having no rien s o 
receive them, no emigrant’s home to go to, were too easily entrapped in 
the snare of the soul hunter and soul destroyer.. . ..

Our monthly reports are made up of some painfully affecting details 
these cannot be published, but their perusal bears ample testimony to the 
value of the Institution and also to the difficulties we have to contend 
with. Let it be recollected that no one enters the Asylum with a ta\ora- 
ble introduction, though, of course, there are various shades of character, 
beginning with the very young, who may have been rescued at the firs

on to burn, the Greatest sinner may return,” We have had experience of 
such cases, and individuals have come and have left—have come and have 
left amiin, and, having been even a third time received, have finally been 
rescued from the pit of destruction—weaned from former habits, and 
finally, we trust, plucked as brands from the burning . V\e refer to our 
statistics as the introduction to, or rather as the prominent feature ot our
present report.

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downward step, on to the most hardened and deeply-dyed transgressor ! 
And when we consider that each one has a black page in her history, that 
ea?h one has a sad tale to tell, that all have in one degree or another gone 
astray ;—i-urely we may see here the exceeding suitableness of the provision 
made in the precious Gospel, in the words of Him who said, “ 1 came to 
'eek and to save that which was lost.” This is our warrant, and without 
this we could not venture to put forth a single effort. It is a fearful 
thought, in looking at the numbers who have been, or still are in the 
Refuge, that every one has been the victim of a tempter, a seducer, a 
wicked companion, who has, so far as regards penalty or punishment, passed 
scathiless, and is still, it may be, going about or abroad polluting the breath 
of society, received into circles of fashion, caressed and courted, while the 
poor victim is deserted, shunned, and pursued even almost to death. Let 
the resolution carried out in London, Edinburgh, Glasgow, &c., be followed 
out here, that the door of respectable society will be shut against him who 
is known or suspected to be the man of “wicked devices.”

The outward effect of the moral influence of a change of habit soon 
becomes apparent in the improvement that generally follows the entrai.. 3 
to our Refuge. The wild, excited, feverish look is succeeded by calmness, 
submission, and contentment,—of course, among such a class, there are 
always some more troublesome, unmanageable, and unreasonable than 
others,—still these are the exceptions, and generally speaking alter a little 
the inmates have settled down into the pleasing arrangement of a well 
regulated family. Much of this we owe to the efficiency, kindne*s and 
judgment of the Matron, who, we believe, is looked upon by them all 
without exception, as their friend and adviser.

The position she occupies thus involves much responsibility, for she is 
brought into constant contact with them, not only at their first entrance, 
but during all the time they remain. In addition to other qualifications 
essential to such a situation, she requires to bo characterized by much 
patience, tenderness, discernment and sympathy for the fallen.

The report of last year mentions the removal of the inmates to a large 
building, every way adapted to the purpose of this Society. At that time, 
however, we were only tenants, now we are proprietors and possessors ; 
and this we have been enabled to attain by a munificent gift bestowed upon 
the Institution. .

It is with unfeigned gratitude to God, and under His good providence, 
to the kindness and generosity of the donors (the Residuary Legatees 
under the will of the late Dr. Burnside), the committee have to acknow­
ledge the munificent gift of the land and premises now occupied by the 
Institution. This gift embraces upwards of three acres of land, a small 
orchard, a large frame dwelling, with barn and sheds, which cost $5,000. 

— The location is also convenient and healthy, being on rising ground in 
Yorkville, north of the toll-gate, easy of access, and sufficiently retired for 
the purposes of the Asylum. The premises are adequate to the accommo­
dation of about fifty inmates, and will meet the wants of the Institution 

:r, for many years. Yet, with the increase of the population of the city and 
:st neighbourhood, it may reasonably be anticipated that more extensive
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grounds and larger premiers, specially constructed to promote the efficiency
of the Institution, will be required. . , . T »• l

By the <rift of the laud and premises now occupied, the Institution has
made an important movement in advance, and become unquestionably 
established as one of the benevolent agencies of the City.

This boon has greatly encouraged us—we consider it a special mark of 
Divine favour: for, “ the silver is mine, and the gold is mine, saith the 
Lord.” To Him we look, as directing the liberality of the beuelactors into
this channel, and may He bless it tor much good.

Our day of small things seven years ago has thus advanced, for we were 
then only feeling our way, and were cheered on by the promise, that the 
Lord would be our helper. We can now look back with gratitude at this 
interesting era of our history, and raise our Ebenezer and say, ‘ Hitherto 
the Lord hath helped us.” This valuable enlr rgement of our premises 
rrreitlv extends the sphere of our usefulness, seeing we can accommodate 
many more than before. The locality also removes them fro the neigh- 
bourhuod of former haunts and companionships, and gives the tbc beneht 
of a trood deal of out-door exercise and employment.

Our numbers have greatly increased since we went to Yorkvnle and the
health of the inmates has generally been good.

One death, and the first death within the Institution, has occurred since 
last report. The solemn event seemed to make a great impression on the 
minds of the inmates,—let it be remembered, that though there was great 
excitement in the City at the time (September) not one of them asked to 
co out. There was something interesting in the fact, that previous to the 
death of the girl (which was sudden) a letter had been written at her own 
request to her parents in Ireland, informing them where she was, grieving 
on account of her parents, but still seeking their sympathy and forgiveness. 
One sentence of the letter runs thus, “ Your daughter will be greatly 
relieved by hearing from you and getting your advice as to her future 
course. She is at present under a kind Christian influence, and let us 
hope and pray that by the Divine blessing she may be brought to see the 
error of her ways and return to the paths of virtue and happiness.

An answer to this letter has not been received, probably because it was 
allowed by the intimation of the poor girl’s death ; but we cannot but 
mark this'hopeful circumstance, that ere she was called away her eyes 
were opened, her sin acknowledged, forgiveness was asked, and the lost

Duriu*' the year there have been not a few affecting communications 
between the inmates and their relatives and friends, and the managers 
often feel a heartfelt satisfaction, in aiding the reconciliation between a 
parent and an erring child, a wife and an injured husband, a sister - :d a 
once loved but deeply grieved brother ! These results have been realized. 
We do not wish to exaggerate, for we write with fear and trembling, we 
are often discouraged, for one sudden outbreak frequently undoes much 
labour, and blasts many hopes ; but as there is joy over the one more than 
over the ninety-nine, so we go on, faint but pursuing, believing that ne

one was merci
!
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that turneth a sinner from the error of his ways shall save a soul from 
death, and shall cover a multitude of sins.”

We have noticed the death of one of the inmates; we feel it our duty 
to refer also to the death of a valuable friend of the Institution, Mr. 
Ormerod, one of the Missionaries of the City, 
us as well as to the other local societies were unwearied and diversified,— 
for besides his regular visits to the Institution for addressing the inmates, 
praying with them, and giving them instruction, he spared himself 
trouble or exertion to bring them to the llefuge, or in finding situations for 
them when they left. In short, he went about doing good, and he has 
gone to his reward, for “ inasmuch as he did it to one of the least of these, 
he did it unto Christ.”

The Managers desire again to acknowlege the kind services of Dr. 
Robinson, visiting Phy sician ; of Clergy men of different denominations, Mr. 
Johnson, City Missionary, and also a few Christian laymen who visit the 
Institution and devote a portion of their time to the religious instruction 
of the inmates, not only on Sabbath but week days. We believe these 
visits are most gratefully received, they are often spoken of with deep 
emotion, and the ladies who regularly meet with the women can bear 
testimony to the interest they appear to take in such religious exercises. 
Most of them can read, and some of them can read well ; and a reference 
to early instruction and former advantages is often responded to by a tear 
or heavy sigh. Again and again we have heard them make the remark, 
“ it is a sad thing to lose a good mother.” That speaks volumes ! In 
connection with the Institution it may be perhaps proper to notice that 
some effort was made last year to strike at the root of that moral evil, 
which like a pestilene'e we need not say is lurking in, but is diffusing itself 
over our cities,—we mean, houses of infamy. One was broken up by the 
interference of the police, and after the keeper was released from gaol she 
placed herself under the care of the friends of the Institution, 
tinued lor several months to conduct herself prudently and hopefully, 
supporting herself by her industry, not in the Institution, but in 
taken for her. She at last left the City and went to the States, where she 
promised to follow out ti»e new course she had begun. We cannot say 
whether or not she has persevered, but let us hope for the best. A tem­
porary arrest was laid upon her downward path, and by one door being 
shut, not a few may have been saved from “ the snare of the fowler.”

Means were used to deal with another in similar circumstances. Appeals 
were listened to; promises were made; sickness, and even death came to 
second our efforts (a young girl died in her house); but alas! iniquity 
had bound like a cart-rope or chain of iron ; and at length, being obliged 
to desist, we were forced to say, “ She is joined to her idols ; let her 
alone ! ” This reference is made merely for suggestion ; and we would 
appeal to those in power, whether nothing can be done to banish or sup­
press such a fearful and growing moral pestilence. We are encouraged to 
refer to this, by hearing of the success attending the efforts put forth in 
the mother country to root out the social evil; and one of the marked 
features of the religious awakenings that arc now gladdening the hearts of

But all things are possible to them that believe ; and what a 
hi"h reward to the friends and promoters of this institution, to be perm - 
ted to see from among those who were once wanderers from the fold, a 
goodly number sitting8.at the feet of Jesus, clothed with the robe of nghte- 
ousness, and, in the noblest sense, “ in their right mind.
