THE POULTRY YARD.

Does 11 Pay to Feed Meat-
Meat would be more generally used but for 

the difficulty m procuring it What is meant 
by meat is that from the butcher. Tme, 
there are such materials as ground meat, ani­
mal food, etc., which can always be used with 
advantage, and which are well worth the 
price asked for them, but meat from the but­
cher is better than meat in any other form, 
the only objection to its use, as stated, being 
the price.

In judging of the price of any article, how­
ever, one must be guided* by the results 
obtained from it. A lot of food costing $1.00 
which gives eggs to the value of $2.00, is 
cheaper than food costing fifty cents that 
produces eggs to the value of $1.00. There 
are periods when the hens do not lay at all, 
and any food that will induce them to lay 
will be really cheap compared with the food 
that gives no result at all. We know of a 
period ^when eggs were so scarce that they 
readily sold for sixty cents a dozen. Only 
one person in that neighbourhood was selling 
eggs, and he was feeding beef, which was 
being procured for the purpose at fifteen cents 
a pound, ft was a high price for beef, but 
eggs were also high, and the advantages over- 
brlanced the cost and gave a profit.

It is estimated that one pound of lean beef 
is sufficient for sixteen hens one day. At 
sixteen cents per pound it is just one cent a 
day for each hen. At thirty-two obnts per 
dozen six eggs from the sixteen hens will pay 
for the beef. It is true that “circumstances 
alter cases,” and the hens may not lay at all, 
etc., yet the use of the meat will give more 
eggs than without its use. Warm quarters in 
winter, and the use of a variety of food, as 
well as judicious management are all to be 
considered, but we believe that if experiments 
be made in feeding meat when eggs are high 
it will give a profit. It may be stated that 
the scraps or refuse portions of meat, whicli 
can be procured at a lower sum, will answer, 
but the meat should be lean and not fat, as it 
is nitrogenous food that is being sought in

If we compelled the turkey to have yellow 

legs there would be but few turkeys sent to 
market We accept its dark legs and white 
skin, and are satisfied from our. knowledge of 
its excellence when on the table, that the 
color of its legs and skin do not affect its 
quality. Now, if we look at the Langshan 
fowl, we find that it has legs and skin almost 
identical with those of the turkey, and for 
quality of flesh it is far ahead of any breed 
with yellow legs, yet buyers will go to market 
and pay a higher price for yellow leg fowls 
when the dark leg fowls are really superior.

We believe that it 
can be done, and that buyers will pay more for 
large eggs than small ones, especially when 
they are arranged alongside, in order that a 
comparison may be made of them.

Limed Egg*.
It does uot pay to preserve eggs in lime 

solutions for market It is seldom that eggs 
which have been preserved by the several 
lime processes sell for more than half the 
price of fresh eggs,, and with eggs now selling 
at eighteen eents per dozen wholesale, any at­
tempt to preserve them in order to obtain 
better prices hereafter will be a risk. The 
only correct way of preserving eggs is to re­
move the males from the hens, keep the eggs 
on racks or trays, in a cool place and turn 
them twice a week. They will then keep for 
three months, and be in excellent condition. 
Eggs from hens running with the males will 
not keep one half the time that the eggs 
from hens not with males will keep and this 
point should not be overlooked, as it is the 
most important.

Insufllclent Damages.
At the battle of Hastembeck a French 

soldier had both his arms carried off by 
a cannon ball. His colonel, by way of 
consolation, offered him three francs, 
which the man refused, saying: ‘JYou 
seem to think I’ve lost a pair of gloves.”

A strange discovery has been made in 
the Chateau Paris, which caused consid­
erable sensation in the neighbourhood. 
A vine grower found that his vineyard 
was encumbered by an old decayed wall, 
and obtained permission to have it pulled 
down. His surprise may be imagined 
when in the interior of a sort of cavity he 
discovered two male skeletons with their 
necks, hand, and feet riveted together 
with iron fetters. Some remains of 
clothes reduced to dust were found on the 
ground where the skeletons lay. as well 
as some rusty iron fragments.

The annual meeting of the Forest Hill 
Cemetery stockholders was held at the 
Church Hall on Monday afternoon last 
The following report of the directors will 
convey to the stockholders generally how 
the affairs of the company stand at pre­
sent. The financial statement of the 
secretary teasurer, also read at the meet­
ing, is too lengthy for the space we have 
at command, or we should gladly publish 
it We have been requested, however, to 
say that this document will be found in 
the hands of the secretary, who will be 
pleased to show it to any stockholders, 
and make satisfactory explanations. 
The old board of directors continue in 
office for the next year, viz.; Geo. E. 
Fenety, Chairman; Hon. Judge Steadman, 
Hon. Senator Wark, Dr.Harrison, L.L.D., 
Hon. Judge Fraser, James A. Vanwart, 
Q. C., and James Farrell, Secretary.

Gentlemen,—Since our last general 
meeting the directors have not a great 
deal to report in connection with the 
business operations of the cemetery. Al­
though not so many lots have been sold 
to realize funds enough to enable the 
directors to make necessary improve­
ments on the grounds, still there is a 
steady and increasing sale going on, so 
that the hope is encouraged that in a few 
years the cemetery will be greatly 
changdB in its general aspect, for ex­
ample, the main roads will require atten­
tion as regards their sweep and forma­
tion, so that access from one road to 
another by carriages will be rendered 
much easier. A certain amount of drain­
age is required yet to be made; the cross 
fence at the back of the grounds now in 
use requires attention and made sub­
stantial enough to keep out cattle. Water 
is required for the keepers dwelling, and 
a well will have to be sunk or an artesian 
arrangement provided.

But these and other works not men­
tioned will require to be carried out 
gradually as our finances permit, and as 
parties in arrears for lots and “calls” pay

COUNTY FAIRS.

In England and Scotland, County Fairs 
are held either monthly or quarterly, to 
which is brought from all parts bf the 
country, specimens of the produce of the 
farm, of cattle, works of local industry 
and other articles for inspection or pur­
chase, by the people of the town or city 
where such fairs are held. The result of 
these great fairs, or market days is, that 
great numbers of people attend from all 
parts of the county—large sales are made, 
and the convenience is felt by sellers and 
purchasers alike. The farmer and his 
calling are brought prominently into 
notice. During the interim, if sheep or 
oxen, or 4iorses are wanted the party 
knows who to address and purchases by 
the remembered specimens on exhibi­
tion at the previous fair. In England, we 
are told, these county fairs give an im­
petus to business. The boarding houses 
and hotels are filled during the two or 
three days that the fair lasts, for it brings 
together the inhabitants from all parts of 
the county; and it is said many persons 
save their money to make purchases of 
dry goods, groceries, etc., on fair days. 
Of course as these things do not enter in­
to what we now call “exhibitions,” such 
as are coming off shortly in St John and 
Fredericton—there are no premiums or 
expenses of any kind attending these 
fairs, except the small charge there may 
he for the use of grounds. And here it 
may be observed our Park Association 
have the sheds and houses already at 
hand for the use of such fairs. Now 
what say the Agricultural Society, under 
whose auspices the exhibition for next 
month is to be held? Why not at their 
leisure, or when they next meet, appoint 
a committee to look into the business, 
obtain reliable information of the real 
working of fairs in England, and other 
particulars, and report at a future meet­
ing—in time for the first fair to be held 
about June of next year, and so continue 
them once a month, or quarterly, as prac­
ticable?

Your directors have always shown a 

willingness to work and give their time 
gratis in the interest of the cemetery, 
and it is but reasonable to expect that 
debtors to its fonds will be considerate 
and render the task of management 
more pleasant by paying up their arrears. 
Some of the directors have been in office

In all winter climates of other 
cities, those receiving vaults, form part ol 
the burial system, anti depositing in 
them in winter is made obligatory.

Watches and Jewelrytery for the guidance of the keeper, 
of these rules 

in particular they wish to direct 
earnest attention. Persons owning lots 
in some cases feel that they are at 
liberty to erect fences and monuments 
upon them in their own way even en­
croach upon other lots or walks not only 
in placing their work in position but in 
dragging heavy loads over and cutting up 
the grounds. In future before any per­
son can go to work in the cemetery he 
must first call upon the president and 
explain his intentions as to what is to be 
done and the president will then hold 
himself responsible for the right carrying 
oat of any plan. If the harmony of the 
cemetery as in all other such places is to 
be preserved, a rule like this is needed 
Otherwise as in some cases in the past, it 
is feared our cemetery will exnibit as 
time goes on a sad want of oversight on 
the part of the management The direc­
tors beg leave to express the hope that 
something will be done by the author­
ities to place the road in order leading 
from the railroad to the cemetery, as it 
is in a very bad state at present for want 
of drainage at the sides, and the removal 
of stone from the road bed. Another 
serious matter to which they beg to direct 
attention is the habit some persons have 
of placing heaps of manure and other 
offensive matter at the foot of the hill, to 
the annoyance of persons going to and 
returning from the cemetery.
