Commission Merchants A writer in an American contemporary 
thus describes a clothes-pin factory :—The 
process of making the pins is a very inter­
esting one
white birch and beech. The logs are cut 
aud hauled to the shores of the lake or 
streams emptying into it, whence they are 
floated down to the mill. As fast as re. 
quired they are hauled into the mill by a 
windlass and chain, worked by steam 
power, and sawed into lengths of sixteen 
or twenty two inches, the former to be 
made into pins, and the latter into boards 
for the boxes required in packing. The 
sixteen inch lengths are next sawed into 
boards of the required thickness by a 
single machine, then into strips of the 
proper size by a gang of twelve circular 
saws, and finally into five inch lengths by 
a gang of three saws. The logs have 
been cut up into blocks about live inches 
long and three-fourths of an inch square. 
Falling as they leave the saws on to an 
elevator belt, they are carried into an 
upper story, and returning to the first 
floor, are. deposited in troughs, whence 
they are fed to the turning lathes, of 
which they are several, each being capable 
of turning eighty pins per minute. They 
are then passed to the slotting machines, 
in which a peculiar arrangement of knives 
inserted in a circular saw gives the slot 
the proper flange, after which they are 
automatically carried by elevator belts to 
the drying bins on the second floor, where 
they are subjected to a higher temperature 
generated by steam pipes, until thoroughly 
seasoned. There are several of these bins, 
the largest of which has a capacity of 100 
boxes (72,000 pins) and the smaller 
50. The pins are now ready for polishing 
and packing. The polishing is accomplish­
ed by means of perforated cylinders or 
drums, each capable of holding forty 
bushels, in which the pins are placed and 
kept constantly revolving until they be­
come as smooth as if polished by hand 
with the finest sandpaper. A few minutes 
before this process is completed a small 
amount of tallow is thrown into the 
drums with the pins, after which a few 
more revolutions gives tlvm a beautful 
glossy appearance. The polishing drums 
are suspended directly over the packing 
counter on the first floor of the mill, and 
l>eing thus immediately beneath the 
ceiling of the floor above, are readily fill­
ed through scuttles from the drying bine 
on the second floor, and as easily emptied 
upon the counter below, where they are 
sorted into first and second grades and 
packed in boxes of five gross each. The

Aping Aristocracy.

Ch (New York Letter.)
Most of the wealthy society ladies, says 

a New York letter writer, have hitherto 
contented themselves with half-livery for 
their coachman and footman, with a white 
vest and swallow-tail coat for the butler ; 
but this winter a more elaborate costume 
has been introduced. Hundreds of pairs 
of Parisian top boots have been imported 
for coachmen and footmen, 
heretofore worn their boots inside their 
trousers, and Mrs. William K. Vanderbilt 
bas taken the lead in putting her servants 
into full European costume—breeches, 
silk stockings, ample vest, and long full 
coat of the shad-stomached variety, and a 
little linen picket under each ear. The 
many colors of the French flunkey are 
superseded by a uniform claret, broken 
only by white silk stockings.

Men who have declared for 
years that they wouldn’t have any of this 
‘d—d nonsense’ are dragged here by their 
ambitious wives to get James and Thomas 
put in livery and the family crest en­
graved on the brass buttons. New York­
ers who have made their million dollars 
by dealing in potatoes, brass goods or 
oleomargarine, come here to find out how 
to dress their servants and what their 
family crest is. The father of the family 
knows that his father was a poor farmer 
in New Hampshire or a stage-driver down 
in New Jersey, and that is all he knows 
about it. So I fix them out with a crest.

Fredericton, Apl. 18.

The order of the day—the Want of 
Confidence motion of Mr. Wetmore— 
was called to-day at a little after 12 o’­
clock. There was quite a large attend­
ance in the Assembly room, so a lively 
debate was expected.

Mr. Wetmore did not put in an ap­
pearance until some time after 12 and 
the Speaker had to wait for him. 
When called he arose and said—“Mr. 
Speaker’—and was interrupted by 
Messrs. Landry and McLeod, who both 
whispered to him.

He then said he rose to inform the 
House that he was not yet prepared to 
go on with the resolution and, there­
fore, he would ask his opponents for an 
adjournment till half past two.

The hon. leader of the Government 
said that he was disposed to meet his 
opponents xvith all kindness, but he did 
not wish to have the business of the 
country retarded. He would be willing, 
and he hoped the Government general­
ly were ready, to accede to the request 
of the Leader of the Opposition; at the 
same time he would expect, in the in­
terests of the country, that the Oppo­
sition would be prepared, at the hour 
named by Mr. VVctniore, either to with­
draw their resolution (laughter) or deal 
with dispatch with the business of 
the country.

The House then, at the suggestion of 
Hon. Mr. Blair, tooK a recess till half 
past two.

At half past two the Assembly room 
was crowded, people expecting to hear 
some discussion, at all events. The 
ladies xvere present in a very large body.

Mr. Wetmore arose and stated,to the 
surprise of those who were not in the 
circle of the knowing ones, that he had 
felt he was justified in bringing on the 
resolution, but had, subsequently, con­
cluded to withdraw it. He gave as a 
reason therefor that his act might oc­
casion a dissolution, but he did not be­
lieve this, and, secondly, that the farm­
ing interests of the country would be 
injured by the steo—although he could 
not tell why. He therefore, withdrew 
the Resolution.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he was not sur­
prised at the course of the leader of 
the Opposition and lie advised him 
never again to move a xvant of Confi­
dence resolution against the Govern­
ment, without consulting his friends.

The feeling among the attendance in 
the Assembly was that the Opposition 
suffered political suicide by the act of 
their leader in putting forth such a 
resolution and then withdrawing it.

It xvas to the class of 
officials who are and were the tools of 
corrppt politicians that xve referred— 
men who care little whether they serve 
the public or not, but who, hy being 
the creatures of other men, have sue 
ceeded in retaining offices which honest 
administrators would not allow to be 
disgraced by them. We desire to see 
non-political public positions tilled by 
men who recognise no party, but rely 
Upon their faithful services to the public 
as tiie only guarantee of their tenure of 
officiî. So far as the Advance is con­
cerned it will support no politician, in 
the Government or out of it, who d<aes 
not also subscribe to this doctrine.

There was no law compelling 
them to fill the diffierent offices. They 
could have left the numlier of the Execu 
tive at six, seven or eight. If they were 
so strong in favor of reducing the Execu 
tive they could have done it. He did not 
find fault w.tli their having tilleil the office 
of Soliuitor General, but from their point 
of view he did ttnil fault with their filling 
the Executive. The oountiy had heard 
ab >ut the great platform xvhich was pro­
claimed to the country and he could not 
understand why they di«l not raise their 
voice in the matter. Some men in the 
ranks of the Government had voted 
against the resolutions on which the plat- 
form wa* defined, but, for some reason 
iiad joined Mr. Blair. He quoted Hon. 
Mr. Blair s speech when the resolutions 
were introduced, and said that he (Blair) 
must admit he was insincere or mistaken 
when he moved those resolutions.

NEW ADVERTISEMENTS.Шиу Stimtisemruts.The system, though it was adopted with 
some misgivings as to its success, had 
worked well and though many attempts 
had been made to improve it, they were 
not found to offer encouragement for the 
changes sought.

members.” He referred to the antiquity 
of the church and her sacred offices, 
which dated back to the time of the 
Apostles, and to illustrate her position 
in England, said that in 34 years more 
than £25,000,000 had been spent in 
restoring churches there. Fifty years 
ago the Church of England took np the 
duty of giving the youth under her 
charge elementary education. There 
were also in England what are known as 
Board Schools, which, like the eommon 
schools here, are supported by rates and 
Government grants, and there are schools 
under the control of other bodies of 
Christians. .To show what the Church 
of England was doing in this respect he 
said that while the Board Schools had 
1,194.268 pupils ; the Roman Catholic 
schools 261,000 and the British and 
undenominational, Wesleyan, etc., 582,- 
776, the Church of England schools had 
2,351,235 pupils, or twice the number 
of the Board Schools, four times that of 
the British and undenominational and 
nine times that of the Roman Catholic 
schools. Little England has been and is 
doing a great work in christianising the 
world. From it have been going forth 
the Anglo Saxons, taking with them our 
English Bible which is the envy and 
admiration of every church in the world.
In this part of the Empire we have 
shared in their means and felt the bene­
fits of their Christian enterprise. They 
send to our clergy and to our Sunday 
Schools libraries which they could get in 
no other available way. They recognise 
ns as part of the English Church and 
while they help us it is not too much 
to expect that we will help ourselves "

ITorthl’d Agricultural Society.
The Board of the Northumberland 

Agricultural Society met at the Waver- 
ley Hotel, Newcastle, on Saturday last. 
The Chair waa occupied by the Presi­
dent, B. Stapledon, E*q.

The principal matter dealt with by 
the meeting was the question of import­
ing a first class horse to improve the 
heavy working-horse stock of the 
County. Messrs. John Gilloway and 
Chas. Sargent—who with J. B. Snow­
ball, Esq., were appointed a committee 
at the last meeting to make enquiries 
— recommended a memorandum fur­
nished by Mr. Snowball, to the favor­
able consideration of the Board. Act­
ing thereupon the same committee were 
authorised to make arrangements for 
the purchase in England of a pure bred 
Clydsdale horse 3 years old this month, 
lffj hand high, girth 7 ft. and weighing 
16 cwt. The committee expect to have 
the horse in the County early in June, 
so that those who are interested in 
stock of this kind will no doubt be 
glad to know that the Society is fully 
alive to their interests.

1st of August, next,No School.—A correspondent writes : 
The little village at Barnaly River Station 
is, we are informed, without a school. It 
is at the extreme end of a long district, 
and the schoolhouse is a mile and a half 
distant, too far for the children to travel 
over bad roads. There are children 
enough there to occupy the attention of 
one teacher, one family alone having seven 
and another six, and the people are able 
and willing to support a school if they 
can get constituted into a district of their 
own. Local jealousy, or official pighead­
ed ness, has prevented this hitherto, and 
the children are without a school although 
their parents are taxed for school purposes-

Mr. Bnrns. Coming as 1 do from a 
county iu the same Province as the hon. 
g- nth-man's county is in, and having iden­
tical interests with the County of North- 
umbei laud. 1 think it right to critici.-e, in 
a few words, the remarks which have fall 
en from the hon. gentleman who repre­
sents that county. I think he wa* rather 
importunate in the argument he address­
ed to the House. I think he whs rather 
importunate in claiming that the N itional 
Polivy had not only not benefited the 
luinliering and the Ashing industries of 
the Couuty of Northumberland, but was 
actually injuring them. That I entirely 
deny. The hon. gentleman mentions two 
or three items to show how the National 
Policy has injured these industries. He 
mentioned the item of axes. Now I 
would ask the hon. gentl.-man howr many 
axes have l>e**n imported into the County 
of Northumberland dining the past fifteen 
years. I contend that 95 per cent of the 
axes used in the County of Northumber­
land during that tune, and under a Tariff 
of 15 or 17£ Р--Г cent., aere manufactured 
in the Province of New Brunswick or 
in the Pіovince ot Qneht c. The National 
Policy did not affect fhe price one iota, 
unless it lowered the price, by giving 
the manufacturers an enlarged market. 
With regard to chains, to which he also 

w referred. 1 ask him if their cost has been 
increased 2£ per cent by the National 
Policy ? I might ask the same question 
with regard to the article of harness. 1 
can simply say that not 5 per ct nt. of the 
harness used in the County of Northum 
berland. during the last fifteen or twenty 
years, has l»een imported. AH the har­
ness used in the lumber industry has been 
made in Canada, aud largely in the chief 
town of the county ; and its cost has not 
been increased to any appreciable extent. 
The hon. gentleman also spoke of flour. 
How many barrels of ttmir have been im­
ported from the United States into the 
County of Northuuilrerland dug.ng the last 
fifteen yeaes ? All the ti »ur fused inthe 
northern part of New Brunswick comes 
from Quebec or Ontario, and that flour, 
being a portion of the surplus produced 
by these Provinces, is not enhanced on- 
сен t in its price. In regard to the ques­
tion of coriime.il I am free to admit that 
the sentiment of the people of New 
Brunswick is in favor of placing eornmeal 
on the Free List; hut, in acknowledging 
that fact, I say there is not the clamor 
against the imposition of the duty which 
is represented to exist, nor is eornmeal 
u>ed down there as a matter of food to the 
extent claimed. A gnat portion used in 
New Brunswick is used for horse feed, 
and, on account of the imposition of the 
duty, a large quantity of oats is kept out 
of the cnuntiy to the damage of the 
American farmers and advantage of the 
farmers in New Brunswick an 1 Quebec.

Mr. Mackenzie. It is evident we are 
drifting into a discussion on the Tariff, 
instead of limiting it. to the question 
whether the papeis asked for should be 
pro<l need or not.

Mr. Speaker. I hardly know how much 
latitude is to be given in this matter. 
The papers called for all relate to the 
Tariff, aud it is difficult to say whether 
they have not some connection with the 
subject brought up by the hon. gentle­
man. I would ask the hon. gentleman to 
use his discretion, aud not branch out on 
other matters.

I come to another it-m which shows the 
fallacy of the arguments of the hon. mem­
ber for Northuinlierlaiid, that is with 
respect to the fisheries. He has claimed 
that very few people derive any benefit 
from the fishery bounty. I am not pre­
pared to say w hat is the number of men 
who are benefited in his coun’y by it ;
