The subscriber has now on hand an excellent assortment of ve els of his own make -consisting of
Thomas and Lugel recently exhibited 

an apparatus for measuring the rapidity 
of growth of a plant. The plant itself 
is connected with an index which 
advances visibly and constantly, exhibit­
ing the growth on a scale fifty times 
magnified. When the index is connect­
ed with an electric hammer, the current 
of which is interrupted as the index 
passes over the divisions of the circle, 
the growth of the plant becomes not 
only visible, but also audible to the ear. 
In this way it is now possible, literally, 
to “ hear the grass grow.”

Mr. Muybridge, the eminent San 
Francisco photographer, has exhibited 
his photographic marvels to Prof. 
Marey, in Paris. He is now able to 
take a photograph in the hundredth 
part of a second. During a clown’s 
leap he obtained six photographs, show­
ing different positions. By means of an 
improved zoetrope, he projects such 
figures on a screen, thus exhibiting the 
motions of a clown in his somersaults,

It is often taken by the natives on their 
long marches to deaden the cravings of 
hunger and to su port them under ex­
cessive fatigue.

N. В A German paper, comparing Germany 
with France, observes that the former 
nation is superior to the latter in political 
and military power, and that the latter 
surpasses the former in culture and ma­
terial prosperity. This, it says, is chiefly 
attributable to the fact that the popula­
tion of France is almost stationary, while 
that of Germany is rapidly increasing.— 
France, which is, moreover, richer in 
natural resources than Germany, is thus 
easily enabled to provide for the wants of 
its people. Germany, naturally a poor 
country, cannot increase her productions 
so as to keep pace with the increase of her 
population. According to the latest cen- 

tlie population of Germany was 45,- 
194,000 ; it has increased by 459,000 a 
year from 1871 to 1875, and since 1875 by 
493,600 a year.

It is to be hoped that Mr. Snowball 
will now see his way clear to withdraw 
the statements of his organ. He can­
not hope to enjoy the good opinion of 
loyal people while continuing his revil- 
ings and misrepresentations of an absent 
lady, the first lady in the land. Mr. 
Snowball is making a grand mistake in 
persistently calumniating the Princer- 
the wife of our Governor General, the 
daughter of our Queen. He is a mem­
ber of Parliament and when in Ottawa 
is liable to be the guest of the Governor 
General at .any moment. With what 
countenance can he meet His Ex­
cellency and accept his hospitalities, 
knowing how shamefully he has cal­
umniated His Excellency’s consort? 
With the Princess present at Rideau 
Hall, Mr. Snowball’s position would be 
even more painful—it would, indeed, 
be humiliating. Let Mr. Snowball re­
ject on these matters in time, and with- 
-draw—entirely, absolutely and uncon­
ditionally—all the false statements he 
has had published to the discredit of 
the Princess. He ought to do it at 
once.

The Sun keeps up this kind of attack 
on Mr. Snowball, in the hope that it 
may have some effect in preventing the 
Advance from criticising the political 
acts of the Sun's party. Mr. Snowball, 
as the Sun probably knows, had about 
as much to :do with our references to 
the absence of the Princess from Ca­
nada as the Marquis of Lome himself. 
It knows, also, that we neither express­
ed nor intended to express the slightest 
disrespect for the Princess. It was no 
reviling or calumniation of Her Royal 
Highness on our part when we said she 
did not like Canadian society and had 
been disgusted, by distinguished Tory 
guests not being restrained by her pre­
sence from getting drunk at Rideau 
Hall. It is the fact of our attributing 
her absence to Tory vulgarity, and the 
truth of the charge that stings the Sun 
and its publishers. If they choose to 
drag the name of the Princess through 
their columns with the same disrespect 
for her that characterised their tipsy 
associates at her drawing loom in 
Ottawa, the blame thereof is not ours. 
The Sun may also take notice that as it 
shows such a desire to make tl .* subject 
a personal one, we may have • fusion 
to meet it on its own ground, htieafter, 
should it invite further reference to 
this matter in the way it has already 
done. We are prepared for and like 
fair discussion, but having some know­
ledge of the persons who inspire the 
Sun і blackguardisms our interests may 
oblige us to retaliate upon them with 
the only “arguments” they under­
stand.

country.

Since, however, the surplus has been 
created, what is to be done with it ? 
It cannot be mended to leave the taxes 
as they are to take another $4,000,000 
out of the people’s pockets next 
Even a Tory Government could hardly 
ao that? But we are reminded the 
Government have large Railway expen­
ditures to make. It is the old story,— 
increased expenditure !—increased ex­
penditure ! !—and we are brought face 
to face again with the fact that the 
country is still left with the worst half 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway on its 
shoulders, the profitable p^it having 
been given away. Still, however, that, 
surely, will not take all the surplus, and 
we may justly ask that a portion of it 
be devoted to needed public works, 
such as breakwaters, telegraphs, build-* 
ings and river improvements in this 
and the other Maritime Provinces. 
We might expect something to be taken 
off our tea, as the Sun and other Tory 
journals have suggested, because that, 
at least, would interfere with no mono­
polists. We might also claim the right 
to have something taken off our sugar, 
but, here, we begin to tread on delicate 
ground. We have heard lately about 
“ lumber lords,” but perhaps our read­
ers may not know that there are sugar 
kings also, and very powerful monarchs 
they are. With these at the Finance 
Minister’s ear the chance of cheap 
sugar for the people is small indeed. 
Well, we might have some reduction in 
duties on woollens and cottons, so that 
living may be made a little easier, but 
softly again—there are big cotton lords 
and small woollen ones, who are to be 
reckoned with, and they, on the slight­
est hint of reduced duties,will be at the 
Treasury crying, “ capital ! capital !” 
and “ vested interests,” and there is no 
such thing as a cheap shirt or coat for 
work-a-day folks. The whole result is 
just this,—that the fiscal policy of the 
Government has created numerous huge 
monopolies, which sit perched on the 
shoulders of the people like Sinbad’s 
old man of the sea, and there is some 
risk of strangulation.

We are face to face then with the 
fact that the Government, by its policy, 
has placed almost insuperable barriers 
against a reduction of the duties on the 
necessaries of life, by having artificially 
fostered the trade in these articles, so 
as to induce the investment of large 
amounts of capital in their production, 
which might be placed in jeopardy by 
an alteration of the duties. But for 
this policy that capital would have 
found its way into remunerative em­
ployment in other branches of industry, 
and the healthy stimulus of a national 
growth would have given us an abun­
dant supply of those articles which 
have, now, under the present pernicious 
forcing system, become more or less 
monopolies, to the advantage of the 
few and the detriment of the many.

There remains for us then but the 
old saw to “ make the best of a bad 
bargain.” These things exist, and we 
have to make the best of them and to 
take care that they shall get 
The only way to accomplish the one and 
prevent the other, is to endeavor to put 
the men in power again who, in the 
dark days of ’77 and 78 had sufficient 
faith in the soundness of the country’s 
constitution and recuperative powers to 
reject all quack remedies for what was 
only a temporary ailment.

steamer and two hand engines, including 
one of the latter from the Upper Corner, 
were using their endeavors to stop the 
first tire. To leave it would expose the 
southern part of the town to extreme 
peril, which might be greater than that 
which threatened it from the second fire. 
People were compelled to see their build­
ings mowed down,and before the arrival of 
the engines there was something approach­
ing a panic. It was discoveied by many 
in removing their goods that many things 
were stolen, and some became impressed 
with the opinion that it was better for the 
flames to finish their work, than that the 
thieves should be gratified. To the south 
and east of the fire people began to vacate 
their premises, but many were so dazed 
by the situation that they did not know 
where to move or where to go. The pro­
prietor of the Exchange, Queen street, 
and Mr. Gibson, of the Gibson House, had 
their effects packed, ready for removal, 
but this alternative was happily prevented. 
The two buildings north between Mr. 
Jones’ and Orange street, owned by Mr. 
Skillen and Mr. Connors, respectively, 
were speedily in flames, which, crossing 
Main street, swept with fury down both 
sides of that street and east across Rich­
mond street to the river, and thence south 
past Church and Regent streets, leaving 
but three buildings standing within the 
area bounded by the streets named, 
nearly*five blocks, besides destroying every 
building on the west side of Main street 
from Orange to Chapel streets, where the 
flames crossed. The telegraphic wires 
were broken down and communication 
was thus cut off. In this district was in­
cluded three churches, the Free Baptist, 
a building about the size of the Free 
Christian Baptist Church, St John, in 
which Rev. J. T. Parsons has preached ; 
St Luke’s Episcopal, the new Episcopal 
and a Sunday school attached. The key 
to the position was at Wm. Connell’s 
building facing on Main street, on the 
east siv. ', and separated from the large 
new hotel erected.by Mr. Gibson, by a 
street running east to the river. Some of 
the property holders were so alarmed that 
they suggested that Mr. Connell’s build, 
ing be blown up and proposed to Major 
Vince that he do so. He was of a differ, 
ent mind, however, and, aided by a strong 
crew of men with . pails of water, they 
stationed themselves upon the side street 
and worked heroically.

The wisdom of Mr. Vince was apparent 
when it was seen later that there 
quantity of boards and refuse near the new 
hotel, and, had the suggestion of the men, 
favorable to blowing up the building, been 
carried out, the danger would have been 
infinitely great. The fire was checked in 
this direction just above Mr. Connell’s 
building. The whole of the town to the 
creek seemed to be doomed, and it was only 
by the most determined efforts of the fire­
men and citizens that the progress of the 
fire was stayed, and it was difficult to se­
cure concerted action by citizens who felt 
each that his own property was in danger 
and needed watching, owing to the fact 
that the wind was carrying huge burning 
cinders in every direction and to long dis* 
tances. This was also due to another 
alarming fact that it seemed pretty certain 
that not only had some incendiary started 
the fire in thejbeginning,but that he or they 
were still playing their unholy work, and 
applying the torch at different points. At 
the New Brunswick and Canada Railway 
depot, at a gentleman’s residence at the 
northern end of the town, and in outbuild­
ings in the track of the fire, such viliianous 
attempts were made. Happily a great 
conflagration ended without its becoming 
greater.

An eye-witness describes the second fire* 
when at its height,as a heavy sea of flames, 
with the waves rising high in the air and 
then sinking so as to almost hide them 
from view in the burning buildings. The 
scene was one never to be forgotten, as 
there was but a slight ray of hope when 
the flames had sway for an hour As soon 
as it was apparent that the firemen had 
subdued the course of the flames, people 
began to look for a place of abode, and 
this was no slight undertaking in a town 
which before the fire had few enough 
buildings to accommodate its population. 
It is not believed that any persons have 
left town, but many have gone to the out. 
skirts or been provided with one or two 
rooms by friends. There is no real distress» 
despite the fact that so many people have 
been rendered homeless. A very kind offer 
was made to day by a hotel propnetror in 
St John. He telegraphed to Conductor 
Atherton, inviting him to go to St John 
and make the hotel his home. Two tele­
graph repairers arrived to-day to repair 
the wires. The area burned over is esti­
mated at ten or twelve acres.

No greater murder was ever com­
mitted than the murder of Jesus Christ, 
and yet, high uplifted upon the cross, he 
as the priest prays for the murderers, and 
offers with those prayers the sacrificial 
blood for the sins of the most wretched 
and guilty. At the foot of that 
which upheld the suffering, patient, loviug, 
praying Son of God, there were the wild­
est kind of madmen ; there were men who 
coolly sat them down and watched Him 
there, and there were men who for the 
first time beheld Christ as the God,—and 
for all these Jesus prays.

From the very moment that Guiteau 
was made a captive and led off to prison he 
has been prayed for. From the thousands 
of altars of our Holy Mother the Church, 
have ascended the words of our unrivalled 
Litany: “That it may please Thee to show 
Thy pity upon all prisoners and captives; 
we beseech Thee to hear us good Lord.’* 
Yes, pray for Guiteau, pray one for another, 
even as Christ for God’s sake prayed for 
the sins of the whole world.

to prove that the Macdonald-Tilley 
(Government were and are entirely inno­
cent in the matter of levying duties on 
Teas, while that enorinous fiscal crime is 
chargeable to the late Mackenzie ad­
ministration, which invented and levied 
those duties under the baneful influ­
ence of Mr. Snowball, who—be it re­
membered—was not at the time a mem­
ber of Parliament. The Sun's article

The Sun dodges this teak and points to 
the repeal of the Те» duties in 1872, 
forgetting, howevssv the substitution 
therefor of the dnflhrential duties on 
Teas coming fro** the United States. 
It may be a waste of space and time to 
discuss the object on its merits with 
the Sun, but m order that our readers 
may be ilk a, petition to judge for them­
selves ante which of the two Govern­
ments made the people of Canada pay 
the most in the form of duties for their 
Teas we will submit the facts as shown 
by the- Trade Returns of the Dominion 
for ten or eleven years, beginning with 
1869.

It is-well known that the Macdonald- 
Tilley Government was in power from 
the time of Confederation until Novem­
ber, 1873 and that until its partial 
abolition of the Tea duties it levied 3£ 
cents per lb. and 16 per cent., ad valor­
em, on black Tea, and 7 cents a pound 
arid 16 per cent., ad valorem, on Green 
antd Japan Teas. This was equal to 
over seven cents per pound for black 
and nearly 12 cents per pound for green 
Teas. And yet the Sun would have us 
believe that the good Conservatives did 
not tax Tea.

She will, I know, also share 
my contempt for the awkward attempt 
made by some, whose sex must remain 
doubtful, to turn her shattered health 
into a weapon against your invincible 
loyalty.

Referring to the cause which led to 
this display of feeling, if not temper, by 
His Excellency, the Quebec Chronicle 
said.—

“ There is one paragraph in the 
speech, however, which no one can 
read unmoved. „ It is in allusion to the 
health of the Princess, and the late 
contemptible attacks of London Truth, 
on the first lady in the land. We have 
not referred to this society paper’s dis­
gusting and untruthful sneer at Her 
Royal Highness, because we thought 
that the less publicity such vilfiany 
secures, the better it is for all concern­
ed. Since, however, His Excellency 
has seen tit to allude to the matter 

“ facts” and publicly, and to express his contempt 
for the author “ whose sex,” he wither- 
ingly describes as “doubtful,” we have 
no Ion er any hesitancy in doing so. 
The attack was most unmanly and all 
the more venemons reptilish perhaps, 
because the perpetrator of it knew full 
well that he was safe from the 
of law and the cowhide. Had the same 
scurrillity been levelled at the wife of 
the humblest citizen of any community 
Labouchere would soon have been made 
to repent his low ribaldry, and no 
knows this better than himself.”

The attacks referred to were aimed 
at the Princess by an English paper

Woodstock, Nov. 11.—Woodstock has 

again been stricken by fire this time 
through a double application of the incen­
diary’s torch. Four years and over have 
elapsed since the town was wrapped in 
flame ; but this fire, while disastrous in 
its effects, differs materially in the char­
acter of the losses from the former one.— 
The tire of 1877 was in the business por­
tion of the town, while that or those 
which threatened the total destruction of 
Woodstock this morning, were in the most 
populous districts of the place. The first 
alarm that aroused the inhabitants was 
about 1.45 a. in. Fire had been discover­
ed proceeding from the end of the 
Mechanics’ Institute building by Collec­
tor Merritt. The portion of the building 
where the flames were observed, was the 
basement, which was of brick, and was 
under lease to the school trustees. Of 
the incendiary origin of this tire, there is 
no doubt, as there was no fire in that part 
during the day. The superstructure of 
wood was in a few minutes shrouded in 
flames. XVhen the tire brigade reached 
the scene, they found themselves unable to 
cope with the fire, so as to save that build­
ing. In fact, it soon became apparent 
that they must direct their attention else­
where, as two adjoining buildings were 
threatened. Unfortunately, owing to the 
lack of sufficient hose, the water from the 
steamer, which was placed at the creek» 
could not be effectively applied to the 
buildings. One on the south owned and 
occupied as a dwelling by W. F. Dibblee, 
the other east, a new and fine building 
just finished, owned by В. H. Smith, and 
they shared the fate of the Institute and 
were destroyed, Mr. Dibblee with much 
difficulty getting the bulk of his furniture, 
etc., removed. The firemen put forth 
great efforts and succeeded in checking 
the progress of the flames in this locality. 
While engaged at this work, the men and 
residents who had gathered in the vicinity 
were amazed to hear another alarm pro­
ceeding from a part of the town north of 
the Maduxnakik bridge. Jt&q T. Allan 
had been one of the first to leave his 
dwelling on Church street and obtain a 
position to view the conflagration. He 
had barely returned home when he saw a 
dense cloud of smoke rising from the barn 
in rear of Mayor Jones’ residence, Main 
street, west side, and left to render aid.— 
He assisted in removing some of Mr. 
Jones’ effects, when he was compelled to 
perform the same service for himself. The 
fire spread north and south with alarming 
rapidity and people living to the north 
who had crossed the bridge to vlelt the 
first fire were obliged to make a detour 
that they might not be shut off from 
reaching their own bouses, the flames 
found fuel in the barn and outbuildings 
owned by the Mayor. The hay m the 
former proving very troublesome in this 
regard.

That Surplus and Taxation.2,052,052
TIN, J. Y. MERSEREAU.It may not be too soon to ask the 

Finance Minister what he is going to 
do with his surplus * Though Parlia­
ment will not, in all probability, meet 
before February, the question of the 
disposal of the respectable amount of 
over $4,000,000 is one which will re­
quire a good deal of consideration. We 
take our Conservative friends at their 
word as to the amount which will be at 
the disposal of the country, though we 
decline altogether to share their jubila­
tion over the picking of the people’s 
pockets of which that fact is the evi­
dence.

It is not our purpose to offer the Fi­
nance Minister any advice on the sub­
ject,—doubtless he will have a good 
deal of that from other quarters before 
a final decision is reached,—to our read­
ers, however, it is one of considerable 
importance, as they have all suffered 
more or Jess in their pockets in order to 
produce this precious surplus and, that 
being the case, we may be at liberty to 
discuss the spending of it with them.

Stationary Steam Bailers.
That there is a rigid government inspec­

tion of steam boilers when used afloat, 
while similar boilers - used ashore are not 
subject to inspection, and that steam 
bbilers and engines used on our inland 
waters,or our sea-going vessels, have to be 
in charge of competent engineers, while 
land-boilers and engines may be run by 
anyone who pleases to do so, are facts 
which cannot be reconciled by any con­
sistent mind familiar with the subject.— 
Yet such is the policy of the Government 
in the matter of steam boiler inspection, 
and it is .not, therefore, surprising that 
serious accidents sometimes occur, which 
might, in all human probability, be pre­
vented, were all steam boilers subjected to 
proper inspection. If anyone is known to 
have a package of dynamite in his posses­
sion bis neighborhood is generally 
shunned, and, yet, a steam boiler in the 
hands of persons who do not understand 
how to control it, is quite as dangerous, 
while people are ordinarily attracted to its 
vicinity.

As there are, no doubt, many1 other 
boilers in use of the same manufacture as 
this. I would ask у <mr special attention to 
the following: Lloyd’s Register of British 
and foreign Shipping, gives a rule Joç cal­
culating the aate working pressure in 
steam boilers, with stayed flat surfaces. 
Applying this rule to the exploded boiler, 
the pressure allowed as safe for regular 
work would be 19 lbs. per square inch.

The British Board of Trade rule would 
give 19 1-3 lbs. per square inch, and had 
the heads of the stays been properly made 
this would have been increased, but to 
nbfc more than 29 lbs.

The United States Government recently 
conducted an extensive series of experi­
ments, to determine the proper method of 
staying flat surfaces of sSsam boilers, and 
the safe working pressure.

The rules deduced from these experi 
ments require a finer-pitched thread on 
the screwed stays,-And larger heads than 
were died in this boilrty and would then 
have allowed 22 lbs. per square inch as 
the safe working pnpssure.

It would thus appear that portable 
engine boilers are being died at pressures 
of 100 lbe and over, which, if subjected to 
the inspection of either the British or 
United states Government. Inspectors of 
steamboats, would not h*ve been allowed 
one-third of that pressure. Portable_ 
engines are-mlmost always used by (grraers ' 
ana others who Ate not skilled mechanics, 
and insteai of being made so muph weaker 
than* marine boilers, ought rather to be 
uj^de stronger and more safe.

WIFE,. WHO DIMS FJ$OM HER INJURIES.
О» Tburs 10th inst, at uoott, a man,who 

gave his name asTJohn Lord, appeared be­
fore Jnstfei» Tâplqy in the Portland Police 
Court, St. John, to make information 
againrit Trirtellus Theal, who keeps a pub 
lie house at Spruce Lake, known as the 
Lake House, tor'-beating-his wife, Jane 
Theal. Lord said the case was a very 
serious one, and hë was afraid Mrs. Theal, 
who is his sister, was going to die. The 
assatijt had been committed on the 27th 
of October—two weeks ago Thursday, 
and the unfortunate, who had been kicked 
about the head and body in a frightful 
manner, took to her bed at onee and had 
never since been able to leave ik He had 
got Doctor White of Carleton, to go aud 
see his sister, but when the Doctor went 
there

that there was not much hope that M et. 
Theall would recover. When he had re­
turned he saw Wm Lord, who had come 
up from the house, and told him to hurry 
back with the medicine as the woman was 
tery ІІГ. Dr. White again started to 
call on his patient and soon after setting 
out beard that she was dead.

During the forenoon, Theall was asked 
by some of those about the house for 
money so that they could hire a team to 
come to the city, but he would not give 
them any, and they had some difficulty in 
obtaining a conveyance.

THE INQUEST.

The inquest 01 the body of the deceased 
was held on Friday afternoon the 11th 
inet, by Coroner Robinson of Lancaster, 
and continued for two days. The evi­
dence was very voluminous in relation to 
the continuous i|l treatment of the unfor­
tunate woman by her husband. The fol­
lowing witness evidence will show the 
brntal nature of Theal’s conduct

Магу C. Theal, a girl 8 years of age, 
stated : I am going on 8 years old. I 
knew Mrs. Theal, deceased ; I slept with 
mother. I have seen father qtrike mother; 
he hit her with a beer bottle ; she was in 
the other room ; she fell when she was 
hit ; this was in the night time. He 
kicked her after she was down ; he kicked 
her overjihen she was lying on the floor.
I have pot known him to strike her but 
the once; I have seep him kick her ip the 
side ont doors ; that was not the day he 
Struck her with the beer bottle. He only 
kicked her once when be struck her with 
the beer bottle. She lay ou the floor all 
of the night he struck her with the beer 
bottle, till daylight. He drove me and 
mother out of doors and we had to stay 
out all night ; it was after night and we 
stayed in the shed ; we stayed in the shed 
all night. When we came back he began 
to jaw again. My grandmother told me 
to say this. I was in bed when he struck 
her with the bottle in the room of the 
shop. I was not asleep. I have seen 
father drunk, but I have not seen mother 
drunk. It was this summer I saw papa 
bear her ; the door was open and I saw 
papa strike her. Ml. Hagerty was here 
at the time; since that he did not strike 
mother. I did not see father pull her out 
of bed to get his breakfast since that time 
he struck her with a bottle.

The medical evidence showed that the 
immediate cause of death was injury to 
the liver. *

The inquest concluded on Monday, 
when the Jury brought in the following 
verdict.

“The jury say that Tertellus Theal did, 
on the 17th day of October last, beat, 
strike and kick deceased, Mary Janet 
Theal, causing mortal wounds and bruises,
