Murdoch, of the water and se-
werage department, in speaking to the
gStar this morning about the defective
water pressure at Monday night’s fire
along Canterbury street, said that the
old four-inch pipe which still does ser-
vice on that street is zltogether inade-
quate for fire purposes. ‘While on
Prince William and King streets there
are six-inch pipes, on Canterbury
@treet the old four-inch pipe installed
ghirty years ago is still in use. When
the improvements to the waterworks
were being carried on along Germain
street last year, it was the intention
to extend the six-inch pipe down
Princess and into Canterbury, but the
water and sewerage board discontin-
ued the work when Princess street was
reached. On Monday night the water

RUSSIAN WARSHIPS
SUNK AND DISABLED.

Battleship Poltava Sent
Bayan Aground ;
Pallada  Seriously

to the Bottom 3 Gruiser
Retvizan, Pobieda and
Damaged by Jauanese

Shells From Metre Hil,

TOKIO, Dec. 7, noon.—It is officially
announced that the Russian battleship
Poltava has been sunk in the harbor
of Port Arthur as a result of the Ja-
panese bombardment and that the bat-
tleship Retvizan has been seriously
damaged.

TOKIO, Dec. 7, noon.—The Japanese
troops occupied Akassaka Hill, front-
ing on Port Arthur, yesterday, Dec.
6. The Russian armored cruiser Bayan
is reported to be aground.

TOKIO, Dec. 7, noon.—The comman=-

der of the Japanese naval guns in front
of Port Arthur, telegraphing Dec. 6,
says: “An observation taken from 203
Metre Hill shows that the battleship
Poltava is sunk and that the battle-
ship Retvizan is listed heavily to port.
Observations taken Dec. 6 discovered
the results of the bombardment of Dec.
5. Are now taking observations from
a height near Shuishi Ying.

“Since Dec. 2 we have daily bombar-
ded the enemy’s fleet lying south of
Pai Yu Mountain. From that point
only the masts and funnel tops of the
battleships Pobieda, Retvizan or the
cruiser Palkda could be seen, so that
it is impossible to count the number
of our shells taking effect:

“On other ships, explosions resulting

.from our shells could be seen, but ow-

ing to their positions behind hills it
was difficult exactly to identify them.
“The total of our shells taking ef-
fect on the enemy’s ships were as fol-
lows: On a vessel of the Pobieda type,
tLirty-four; on the battleship Retvizan |
or the cruiser Pallada, thirty-four; on|
the battleship Poltava, eleven; besldes‘
these fifty other shells struck from|
which explosions followed.
TOKIO, Dec. 7.—The headquarters of’
the Japanése army in front of Port
Arthur has reported confirming the;
disabling of the battleships Poltava,
and Retvizan and that the cruleer;
Bayan is sground. The report goes on |
to say as follows: “Owing to the!
plunging fire from 203 Metre Hill the
enemy has withdrawn to Alaska Hill. |
“On Dec. 6 our forces occupied an;
entire fort at one p. m. Subsequently
our forces after dislodging the enemy
occupied an eminence north of Suerh
and two eminences north of 8Sanlia-
cham at three p. m.
“On Dec. 6 at 4 p .m., in response

to the appearance of the enemy’s flag
a truce aun armistice was grantgd for
the removal of the dead.”

“On Dec. 5th seven shells struck the
battleship Pobieda and about three p.
m. a big explosion was observed on the
top of Palou Mountain, resulting from
the effect of our shells, evidently on a
powder magazine. The successful re-
sult of the bombardment is inspiring
our men to even greater deeds.”

The Poltava was an armored turret
ship of 10,960 tons displacément and
11,266 indicated horse-power. She was
built at St. Petersburg in 1834 and
went into commission in 1898. Her cost
of construction was nearly six million
dollars. Her armament consisted  of
four 12-inch, twelve 5.6-inch and thirty-
four smaller calibre breech-loading rifie
guns of the Russian Krupp patent.
She had a crew of 700 men. She had a
speed of 16.2 knots.

The Retvizan is a battleship of 12,700
tons displacement and 16,000 indicated
horse-power. She was built in Phila-
delphia, in 1802. Her armament con-
sisted of ofur 12-inch, twelve 6-inch,
twenty 3-inch, twenty 3-pounders and
six 1-pounder gung of ‘the Russian-
Krupn. nattern. Her sped was eigh-
teen knots perh our.

The Retvizan was badly damaged by
a Japanese torpedo in that memorable
first attack of the war, but was after-
ward repaired in the Port Arthur
docks.

FIGHTING NEAR MUKDEN.

PEKIN, Dec. 7.—Mukden reports a
tremendous noise of cannonade around
Poutiloff Hill and the railway, which
began Dec. 6 in the morning and reach-
ed its height from three to flve in the
afternoon. It was unlike anything of
the kind heard before except at Port
Arthur: The effect is due to the con-
stantly increasing number of sieg2
guns of large calibre, all of which
seemed to be in use at the time. Ru-
mors of a Japanese attack, set for var-
ious dates have been current during
the past two weeks -and #t was the
impression that the hombardment of
Dec. 6 was in anticipation of a Japan-

! ese -offensive movement. -

"~ SIX DAY CYCUSTS QUIT,

Five of the Leading Teams, Who Were
Outwitted by Clever Work, Refuse
fo Continne

NEW! YORK, Dec. 7. — Angry be-
cause they believed the race was be-
ing unfairly conducted and because
methods which they allege to be wrong
allowed other riders to gain a lap on
them, five teams in the six day bicycle
race at Madison Square Garden, inclu-
ding some of the best riders competing
in the event, quit the race early today.
The five teams which quit were Wal-
thour and Munroe; Bedell Brothers;
Mayo and Newkirk; McLean and Bow-
ler and Butler and Moran. All of them
were among the best in the contest and
among those most heavily backed to
win the heaviest prize. The trouble
was precipitated by the most excited
period of riding which the race had
thus far given, when Root and Dorlon, |
followed later by Stol and Vander-)
stuyft, succeeded in gaining a lap onl
their opponents.

The trouble began shortly after two
o’clock. There was to be a general re-
lief of partners about that time, but
Dorlon when the other partners were |}
about to leave the track did not go. |
He had been riding slowly back of the
bunch for hours, merely keeping on
even terms with the rest. Just as the
change was being made Dorlon start- |
ed a sprint at a pace Wwhich eclipsed |
anything the race heretofore produced.
The crowd, which had not had much
excitement after midnight, immediate-
ly rose to the occasion and the garden
rose with the shouts of the spectators
as they realized what was happening.
For two miles Dorlon Kkept up his
heartbreaking sprint and by that time
had gained half a lap on the bunch.
Then, hardly losing a second, Root
jumped in and being fresh began a
eprint which was even more heart-
breaking than Dorlon’s had been. He
kept it for forty minutes, with the
other riders trying desperately to ov-
ertake him, but at the end of that time
he had gained the lap he and his part-
ner coveted. Walthour was on. the
track throughout the sprint and riding
a little ahead of the rest. When Root
was making his meteoric dash half a
lap ahead of the rest little Stol, the
Belgian rider, who had just relieved
Vanderstuyft, stole up past Walthour
and began a sprint to catch Root. In
twelve laps he had done what he tried
for and Walthour had been too much
taken by surprise to catch him.

Then the partners of the flve teams
named, who were not then on the track
made their complaint and declared
their intention of withdrawing. P. T.
Powers, promoter of the race, told Wal-

thour and the others that they had no

right to leave the track as they had
done, either by the National Cycling
Association rules or the specifal con-
tract which they made with the man-
agement. He concluded: ‘“You can go
back on the track or not, take your
choice.”

Early in the afternoon the five dissa-
tisfied riders had not returned to the
track.

John Martin Murderously Assaulted Ella
Colpitts Because She Would’nt 6o
Driving With Him,

Last night, about eleven o’'clock,
John Martin, the original “John the
Greek,” assaulted a 17-year-old girl,
named Viola Boyce, who is said to be-
long to Fredericton aid then stabbed
Ella Colpitts, a Moncton girl of twenty-
four years of age. The fracas took

| place on Prince William street, near

the Eastern Line 8, 8. Comapny’s
warehouse.

He then
struck the Boyce girl on the mouth
with his fist and Doyle separated
them.

The Boyce girl ran away. Martin
then, according to the two girls, drew
a jack knife out of  his pocket and
opened it. The Colpitts girl says she
told him not to be a fool at which he
stabbed her. He then ran away. The
girls started at once for Dr. Berry-
man’s office where the wound was
looked after, the doctor putting in one
stitch. On the way .to the doctor's
office the girls met Officers Scott and
Sullivan.

There may not be more than
two vessels in the West Indian waters.

West Side Water System Now in Good

The work of laying the new eight inch
water main along Minnette street, Car-
leton, was completed today. The work
was begun October 20th, and has been
brought to completion in good time.

The new eight inch main replaces the
old four-inch pipe and will be a dacided
improvement on the old water works
system of Carleton. The new eight inch
main really extends from Minnette
street up St. John to Victoria, adding
to the length of pipe along Minnette
street some 250 more feet. The entire
length of new pipe is over a thousand
feet, and lies between the Spruce Lake
extension and the Sand Point protection
system recently installed by Supt.
Murdock. All the new pipe is of cast
iron.

The Sand Point fire protection system
is now all complete, with the exception
of the hose connections.

TRAINMEN’S HOURS.

— .

President Roosevelt went, character-
istacally, to the root of the matter
when in that part of his message to
congress which dealt with the need for
laws to lessen the probability of rail-
road accidents, he pointed out the ur-
gent necessity for action to limit the
hours of labor for railroad employes
in train service.

Recent investigation has proved that
no one thing causes more railway ac-
cidents than the misreading, over-
looking or forgetting of orders by
trainmen whose wits were dulled and
senses benumbed by leck of rest. In
a distressing wreck in Illinois not long
ago, in which a large number of ex-
cursionists were killed and injured by
a freight train running into a passen-
ger train, the evidence at the coroner's
inquest showed that the freight engin-
eer (whom the officials of the road said
‘“disregarded plain orders and acted
like a crazy man’”) had been on duty
more than twenty nours. In comment-
ing on this case, it was pertinently
saild by one of the Chicago papers that
“the officials of the company might as
well flil their engineers and firemen
with whiskey or drug them with opium
as to send them out for fifteen and se-
venteen hours of continuous work ex-
pecting them to keep their heads, ap-
ply intelligently the general rules of
the road, and give exact obedience to
all orders.”

Under present conditions the rules of
nearly all railroads permit a period
of rest after a certain period of duty;
but there should be a law to compel
rest. For instance, the rules on both
the I. C. R. and C. P. R. provide that
after a man has been on duty twelve
consecutive hours he may ask for and
must be given a period of rest, if he
has arrived at the terminus of his run.
There is nothing to prevent a man who
is willing to overwork himself for ex-
tra. money from doing so, nor is there
any provision for men whose train by
reason of storm or other delay, has
not arrived at the terminus at the end
of twelve hours’ run. - In one disas-
trous accident on record the crew of
a train on an American road with sub-
stantially the same rule had been out
over twenty-five hours and had not
reached their terminus.

On some roads where provision is
made—as it is not on the I. C. R. and
C. P. R—for cases when crews ask
for rest in the middle of a trip, it is the
practice to run them into a side-track
out on the road and let them sleep on
the train before completing the trip.
The sort of rest that men get while
lying down in a cramped position on
an engine, while fully clothed, is not
satisfying, and cases are reported
where men. have pulled right out of a
side-track in the face of an opposing
train, after such a period of rest, un-
der the impression that the train had
gone.

In no line of work are keen eyes and
senses so absolutely necessary as in
railroading and in no other work are
mistakes so costly. In the interest of
public safety laws should exist in ev-
ery country possessing railroads forbid-
ding the employment of any man con-
nected with the running of trains for
over ten or twelve consecutive hours
and making it imperative for a man
who, has completei such a run to lay
off Tor at least eight hours’ good rest
before he is allowed to start again.

President Roosevelt evidently has
some law like this in mind and he has
a ‘knack for getting what he wants. It
is to be hoped that congress takes his
hint at an early date and provides
Canada with an example worth early
copying.
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DELAY IS COSTLY.

In the Mispec affair the city is con-
fronted with a problem which it must
solve speedily if the solution is to be
profitable.

St. John is the owner of a large pulp
mill with a well equipped plant and
of a splendid water power system. As
it is unlikely that the rate-payers
would want to engage in the plilp bu-

siness, it is patent that the city should
cdispose of that plant to the best possi-

ble advantage. Shall it also sell the
water rights or shall it keep them for
municipal purposes? is the question up
for settlement now; and the sooner it
is settled the better it will be for the
city if for no other reason than that
the value of the plant will depreciate
with every day’s delay.

From the figures quoted by the ma-
yor at Monday’s meeting of the coun-
cil, there can only be one sensible deci-
sion. If the city streets can be lighted
for half the present cost and a large

surplus of power left for domestic
lighting, there can be no sane objection
to a prompt decision in favor of the
immediate establishment of a munici-
pal plant. The mayor will undoubted-
ly see that the matter is fully investi-
gated and appropriate action taken
without unnecessary delay,

ISLAND POLITICS,

—_——

This is election day in Prince Ed-
ward Island. Twenty-eight members
are to be elected in fifteen districts,
one on each side having already been
returned without opposition. In the
last house at the beginning the gov-
ernment had twenty-two supporters,
and there were eight opposition mem-
bers. By-elections brought the oppo-
sition up to eleven and the govern-
ment side down to nineteen. The
leader of the Prince Edward Island
government is Hon. Arthur Peters. He
is the fourth leader of the government
since his party came into office thir-
teen years ago. His brother, Hon.
Fred Peters, gave up the premiership
to form a law-partnership with Sir
Charles Hibbert Tupper in British Co-
lumbia. Hon. Mr.Warburton, who suc-
ceeded to the leadership, gave up that
office to take a county judgeship. This
also he abandoned in October to run
for Ottawa. When Mr. Warburton
went on the bench, the late Hon. Don-
ald Farquharson was promoted to the
leadership. He gave it up to go to
Ottawa as a member of the house of
commons. The leadership was thus
passed on to the present incumbent.

Mr. Mathieson, the opposition leader,
has but recently come to that position.
For many years previously the conser-
vative leader in the assembly was
Hon. Daniel Gordon of Georgetown,
who resigned the leadership when he
and passed fourscore.—Sun.

Massachusetts Municipal Elections

Result in Their Favor.

BOSTON, Dec. 6.—The republicans
were generally successful in the first
of the Massachusetts municipal - elec-
tions held in thirteen of the thirty-
three cities today.

Party lines, however, were not drawn
in several of the cities, candidates run-
ning on independent and citizens’ tick-
ets or nomination papers.

Of the nine chief magistrates who
were up for re-election, flve were suc-
cessful and four were defeated. In
one city, Fitchburg, there was a change
of sentiment on the liquor question, and
next year the city will be “wet.”

After a year’s trial, the Luce joint
caucus act was repealed in five of the
cities, Brockton, Haverhill, Concord,
Springfield and Taunton, while in
Marlboro a second attempt to have it
adopted failed. Quincy, however, voted
to continue.

The day was favorable in all cities,
but as a rule the vote fell below that
cast at the state election.

SUBMARINE BOAT
TO CROSS OCEAN.

New Lake Craft Will Be Larger Than
Predecessors and Go to Europe Un-
er Her Own Power,

g

NEWPORT NEWS, Va.,, Dev. 6—
The keel ‘has been laid at the shipyard
here for a new and larger lake sub-
marine boat in which the inventor,
Simon Lake, expects to make a trip
across the Atlantic under her own pow-
er in an effort to demonstrate her sea-
worthiness.

The Protector and the rour vessels
built here for the Russian government
were 68 feet long and had a beam of 11
feet 6 inches. They displace 160 tons.
The new vessel will be 83 feet long and
proportionately larger in every way.
She will carry four torpedo tubes, ten
torpedoes, and without assistance will
have a cruising radius of one thousand
miles.

“This will be the first submarine boat
of any class to attempt a trip across
the ocean,” said Mr. Lake. “There is
no reason, however, why she should not
cross the ocean in safety. Ordinarily
torpedo boats have made the voyage
without inconvenience, and the craft
we are now having built will be more
seaworthy than any torpedo boat ever
built.”

When asked whether the submarine
would return to this country Mr. Lake
replied that he could not now answer
that question,

It is understood that work on the new
boat will be pushed forward as rapid-
ly as possible and that night and day
shifts of hands will work on it until
completed.

The last two of the five original sub-
marines contracted for are practically
complete, and it is expected they will
be loaded aboard ship soon and sent to
their destination. The first two went
to Russia, being carried to New York
harbor on board a barge and there
loaded on a trans-Atlantic liner.

THE PURITY MOVEMENT.

At the monthly meeting of the " St.
John W. C. T. U. held yesterday af-
ternoon, Mrs. Henry IL. Everett was
chosen delegate to the Women’s Coun-
cil. Mr. Ellis appeared before the
union and delivered an addréss on
the work of the Purity League. Mr.
Ellis is a Baptist theological student,
who has given up his work for two
years in order that he might devote
his whole time to the league move-
ment, = In his address Mr. Ellis talk-
ed chiefly of different publications
which he is having placed in homes,
colleges, and libraries. He has only
begun his work in St. John and could
not report any very pronounced re-
sults as yet.

INVENTS DEVICE TO
TELL WRECK'S LOCATION.

R

BOSTON, Mass., Dec. 5.—Horace E.
Morse, of Charlestown, an employe of
the Navy Yard, has invented a wreck
locating device which it is predicted
will come into general use.

Whether a vessel strikes an icebersg,
springs aleak or is sunk during battle,
the device will show the spot where she
went down. 1t will also lessen  the
chances of other steamers coming in
contact with the derelict.

Mr. Morse’s idea is to have two steel
tubes fastened to the deck or the bridge
withh buoy and cable inside; one fore
and the other aft. When the vessel is
sinking and the water reaches the steel
tube it will release the buoys, which
will rise to the surface. Sufiicient cable
will .be attached to the buoys to allow
for any depth of water.

On the outside of the steel tube is an
automatic catch, which also releases it-
self as the ship goes down and ignites
as soon as the water touches the chem-
ical. inside.

The latter burns one to sixty hours,
according to the amount of chemical in
the holder.

On the buoys are the name of the ves-
sel and the place from which she halls.

On a large' steamer the tube would
weight about one thousand pounds, and
on a small vessel about three hundred
pounds. It would take up little space.

Mr. Morse conceived the idea when
the steamer Portland sank, November
27, 1898, and all on board were lost.
Even to this day nobody knows where
the steamer went down. If it had been
equipped with a device similar to that
of Mr. Morse it might have been located
and some of the bodies have been re-
covered.

A NEW EMIGRATION AGENT,

Thomas Hetheringten Will Have an
Office in Boston.

‘Thos. Hetherington, ex-M. P. P., of
Cody's, who has been touring the west
for the past couple of months, is at the
Victoria, having arrived here yesterday
morning.

The federal government has appoint-
ed Mr. Hetherington an immigration
agent, and assigned him the eastern
states as a field of operations. Mr.
Hetheriggton’s engagement dates from
November the seventh. He has ac-
quired a large amount of data concern-
ing the possibilities of the great
prairies, for which he will endeavor to
secure settlers. He is deeply impress-
ed with the boundless possibilities of
that magnificesit country, and has the
requisite amount of enthusiasm to
make a successful immigration agent.
Being a practical farmer Mr. Hether-
ington will be able to diseriminate as
to the class of settlers suitable for the
country. He will make a special ef-
fort to secure the emigration of Can-
adians who have located in the United
States. He is firmly convinced that
any. man with a grown up family can
do much better in the Northwest than
in the eastern states. Others situated
differently he will endeavor to persuade
to come to New Brunswick.

Mr. Hetherington will leave very soon
for his new field of activity. He will
have an office in Boston and will visit
the various agricultural districts and
hold meetings, at which he will make
Jknown the advantages of the Canadian
.west.

WOREK AT SAND POINT.

Stranded Cattlemen Seek Assistance
from the Chief of Police.

Sand Point is comparatively busy at
the present time. Four steamships
are engaged in loading and unloading
at the wharves and another in the
strcam, waliting for cargo. All the
berths except No. 3 are occupied. The
Donaldson liner Concordia lies at No.
4, and is taking in a large cargo of
grain and ather western produce.

The big Allan liner Corinthian ar-
rived yesterday at, 10.30 a. m. and
immediately docked at No. 2 berth.
The Corinthian brought a large num-
her of colonists on the present trip.
About one-third landed pt Halifax and
the remainder weént forward from this
port.

The Montcalm lies around the bend;
and is nearly ready to sail. A large
number of. cattle will be taken across
in her. Next to her is the Dunmore
Head, of the Head line.

Several cattlemen who had been
brought on from points west of Tor-
onto for the purpose of crossing on the
Montcalm were informed that their
services would not be needed this trip.
The men went to the chief of police to
gee what could be done. As this is
getting to he an old story with the
steamship people, the chief was in-
elined to be prettyy sharp. It is un-
derstoad that the company will -pro-
vide lodging and meals for the men
while they are detained here, and not
have them thrown upon the charity of
citizens, as many other cattlemen
have been. The men themselves feel
the hardship and do not wish to be-
come burdens on the public. As they
say, “anyone who is willing to ship
as a cattleman is not a millionaire,”
and they don’t want to be delayed
here.

BUILDING IN FAIRVILLE,
=g oo

Considerable building is going on in
aFirville and the block that was de-
stroyed by fire last May is now almost
entirely rebuilt. A new dwelling has
been built for James Stephens and a
tenement by James Ready and several
stables. The work on the new Falir-
ville school building is well advanced.

This building has been necessitated
by the increase in the number of
scholars attending the public school
and the consequent overcrowding of
the old bulding. The new structure is
rising directly opposite the present
building and will be an exact model of
the old one. The plans call for a three-
story structure, with mansard roof.
The floors will be of the best birch and
the walls wil be wainscoted with pine.
Outside dimensions are 64x35 feet. Four
class rooms (24x34) will be provided
with two cloak rooms each, and a large
hall. The woodwork will receive a
hard oil finish. The work was begun
by B. Mponey & Sonsg in October, and
Mr. Linton expects to have the school
ready for the opening of the new term.
The roofing material was supplied by
Magee & Sons. The buillding will cost
in all about $6,008, and will be a credit
to Fairville. J. Ready, Dr. Gray and
T H. Wilson, as school trustees, have
had the supervision of the work.

AN IMPORTANT DEAL.

New Company Will be Formed Here to
Operate Gas Plants.

»

There will be a new {lluminating light
company in the New Brungwick fleld
very shortly, A company has been
organized in this city by H. E. Cook of
Boston, which has purchased the char-
ter issued to the New Brunswick Gas
and Power Co. by the pravincial legis-
lature last May. This charter was
originally secured for the purpose of
acquiring gas and light properties
throughout the province. The dreams
of the promoters were not realized,
however, and as a result the new com-
pany which has purchased the charter
have been able to expedite matters
very much. Seven prominent gentle-
men of the city have become interested
in the new company, and a meeting for
the election of officers will prebably be
held this week. The company have
secured the right to produce what is
known as the Century light. The head
office of the company will be at St.
John, but the business will be carried
on throughout the province. In a num-
ber of places where ihe Riche gas
plants are in operation this process will
be continued. Six gas companies op-
erating in different parts of the pro-
vince will be amalgamated with the
new company, and will in future supply
their customers with the Century light,
except in the cases where the Riche gas
process is in use,

R. M. Buckman, president of the par-
ent Century company, was in town on
Monday and proceeded to Halifax,
where a company has been formad.
Mr. Cook thinks that the New Bruns-
wick Gas and Power Co. will be ready
for business in about thirty days.

Superstition That Qtone Brings Bad

Luck Passing Away.

Superstition fades away in the strenu-
ous life of the twentieth century. And
the return to common sense has shown
itself in the modern fancy for opals.

‘Sir Walter Scott was chiefly respon-

sible for the idea of bad luck being: con-
nected with .this stone, as will be re-
membered by readers of Anne of
Gelerstein. And others declare that, as
the word opal is from the Greek ops
(the eye), the gem snares evil influence
with a pesccck’s feather. However,
women have lived down all this and
opals are the lucky stone for autumn
and have been worn by recent brides.

But even now stories are told of the
uncanny influence of the opal. Al-
phonso XII. of Spain presented an opal
ring to his young wife, Mercedes, on
their wedding day, and her death oc-
curred soon afterward. Before the
funeral the king gave this ring to his
sister, Maria Del Pilar, and she also
died a few days afterward. The king
then presented the ring to his sister-in-
law, Princess Christian, and she died
in the cource of three months.

Alphonso, distressed at these fatali-
ties, resolved to wear the ring Rim-
self, but he did not wear it long, as his
vnhappy life shortly came to an end.
The queen regent then attached the
fatal ring to a gold chain, which she
hung around the neck of the Virgin of
Almudena in ‘Madrid.

SHOT WIFE AND DAUGHTER.

e

it Was An Accident, But the
Police of Worcester, Mass,,
Believe it Was Murder.

Says

WORCESTER, Mass, Dec. 6.—John
Wainwright, 50 years old, shot his wife
and daughter, Mrs. Frank S. Lindley,
at his home here late today. He says
the shooting was accidental, but the
police locked him up on the charge of
murder. The daughter died from the
effects of the shooting thirty minutes
afterward. His wife is in the city hos-
pital with a serious wound through
the back of Ler neck..

Wainwright says that he went into
the' parlor and flourishing an old re-
volver which he had been cleaning ex-
claimed: “Here’s the way I would do
it there was a burglar in the house.”
He says the revolver -went off accident-

! ally and that one shot injured both

women. An examination of the re-
volver by Chief of Police William J. E.
Stone showed that two chambers of
the revolver had contained cartridges,
but that they had been removed. A
search of the premises failed to reveal
the discharged cartridges.

Medical Examiner Frederick H.
Baker performed an autopsy on the
body of Mrs. Lindley tonight at the
morgue at city hospital. Asked if the
woman could have been struck by a
bullet which had passed through the
neck of Mrs. Wainwright, Medical Ex-
aminer Baker said: “It would have
been impossible.”

At the city hospital tonight, Mrs.
Wainwright said: “It must have been
an accident. My husband was a good
man and could not have done such a
thing.”

She absolutely refused to make any
statement that would reflect on her
husband’s action.

Chief of Police Stone and Chief In-
spector O’Day questioned all connect-
ed with the family tonight but could
get no evidence that would show the

| cause of the shooting.

Mrs. Lindley left her husband a
month ago and returned to her father’'s
home. Her husband broke down and
cried when he reached the scene and
was told that his wife had been shot.
He said he knew nothing of the trouble
at the house, as he had not been in his
wife’s home since he was married nine
years ago.

FLOUR IS DOWN.

Took a Little Drop of Fifteen Cents
Yesterday.

ORI

The first cheerful piece of news
heard for some time in the flour mar-
ket was that given out yesterday of a
cut of fifteen cents per barrel in all
Manitoba grades. The jobbing price in
St. John on high grade flour is now
$6.35 instead of $6.50, which makes the
retail price $6.60 instead of $6.75.

The reason for this cut in price is
not cleariy explained, as the wheat
market remains firm. But it is thought
that it is simply a result of business
competition, and this being the case
there is no certainty that further re-
ductions are being made. Several of
the smaller Manitoba millers, whose
flour is not considered as good as some
other brands, have been securing more
rate than the
larger mills thought they were entitled
to, so the Ogilvie and Lake of the
Woods mills, in order to meet this, re-
duced their prices.

The supply of Ogllvie flour in the
waritime provinces is not sufficient to
fill orders, owing to the scarcity of cars
yn the I. C. R. Mr. Harding, agent in
St. John, says that he has been doing
his utmost for the past three weeks to
have stock brought down, but is now
one hundred and twenty-three cars
short. The I. C. - R., he says, is send-
ing only three or four cars a week, and
maay of his customers are being incon-
venienced by this.

PRISONERS ESCAPED

L &

Broke Open Jail at Grand
Falls.

The Belangers Had Been Arrested
For Robbing the Store of D. E.

Edwards at Fort Fairfi.ld.

- e

GRAND FALLS, N. B, Dec. 6.—Two
prisoners by the name of Belanger, who
were confined in the lock-up here,
escaped from there some time late Sun-
day night or early yesterday morning.

The store of Delmer E. Edwards of
Fort Fairfield, Maine, was enter Dbe-
tween the hours of six and seven
o'clock p. m. on Wednesday, the 30th
ult., and about $400 in cash and up-
wards of $200 in checks stolen from the
till. The theft was committed while
Mr. Edwards was absent from the
store and at home during the supper
hour. Upon his return to the store he
discovered that it had been entered
during his absence and the till emptied
of its contents. In making search he
found that an entrance had been ef-
fected through a cellar window and
that the thieves made their exit by the
front doors of the store, having forced
them open with some iron instrument
which was subsequently ascertained to
be a large chisel. Mr. Edwards im-
mediately took a lantern and made a
tour of the outside of his store and dis-
covered footprints on the snow which
led to the track of the C. P. railway,
after which they could not be further
traced. After proceeding a short dis-
tance along the railway track Mr. Ed-
wards found a large chisel of peculiar
shape and which was subsequently
learned to belong to the proprietor of
the grist mill at the Fort, and which
was loxt or missing therefrom some
considerable time before and while the
Belangers were ‘working in the mill.
Mr. Edwards upon examination found
that the chisel fitted exactly in the im-
pression in the store doors where they
had been pried open by the burglars.
The next morning after the burglary
was committed Mr. Edwards called
upon tha proprietor of the grist mill,
who upon the production of the chisel
found, declared the same was his pro-
perty and the one which was lost ‘or
missing from his mill for some time
previous. Mr. Edwards then believing
that the Belangers were the parties
who burglarized his store, left the mill
and went towards another part of the
town with the intention of taking steps®
to arrest them, and it was while he was
on this mission that the Belangers left
Fort Fairfield.

It may be here explained that the
Belangers are brothers and have been
living at the Fort. in the vicinity of Mr.
Edwards’ store since last .spring, and
that they are both married and have
families. -

On the morning of Thursday last,
when Mr. Edwards went to the grist
mill with the chisel in his hand, he
passed both of the Belangers, who were
working nearby, and they saw him en-
ter the mill with the chisel and return
without it and go towards the business
part of the town. When he returned
to make the arrest he discovered that
the suspected parties had left the Fort.

They arrived here shortly after six
o'clock Thursday evening and were
brought heére by a man from the Cali-
fornia Settlement. As soon as they
reached here they were seen by Roy
Kerton of the People’s Bank of Hali-
fax, from whom they inquired  where
they could purchase some clothes.

Mr. Kerton, having just heard of the
burglary at the Fort, suspected that
the new arrivals were the guilty par-
ties, and at once informed some of the
townspeople of his suspections. The
parties were shadowed and after mak-
ing purchases in J. L. White’s furn-
ishing store to the amount of about $20
they shortly after put up at the Minto
Hotel for the night. The authorities
at Fort Fairfield were at once notified
and instructions were received to put
a guard around the building and that
officers from the other side of the line
would start at once for Grand Falls.
A guard was placed around the hotel
until the arrival of the officers from
the Fort, when In company With the
town officers, the Belangers were ar-
rested in their bedroom, searched,
about $225 taken from them and lodged
in the lockup for safe keeping. w.
Fred Kertson was then retained for the
prosecution and Mr. Edwards
municated with. Upon his arrival here
later in the day with Mr. Powers, a
lawyer from the Fort, a consultation
was held with Mr. Kertson as to what
course to take. The prisoners having
refused to surrender themselves vol-
untarily to the American officers
it was pointed out to Mr. Ed-
wards and his attorney that
there were two courses open to
them under the circumstances, to have
them extradited or lay a complaint
against them for bringing stolen money
into Canada. It was decided to take
the latter course at the present time
and a charge was accordingly made
against the parties for such offence be-
fore the police magistrate. On Friday
night the accused were brought before
P. M. Kelly, and not being ready for
hearing on account of the absence of
J. J. Gallagher, whom they had re-
tained, an adjournment was had until
yesterday at 2 p. m. and the accused
remanded and placed in the lockup. It
was while confined in the lockup awalt-
ing examination that the Belangers
made their escape, which they effected
by removing a new closet which had
been placed in the prisoners’ depart-
ment in the lockup, descending beneath
the floor and then removing a portion
of the stone wall of the building. A
short crowbar which had been left in
the premises by workmen engaged in
putting in the closet enabled them to
escape. Shortly after their escape it
was learned that two men had gone
out in the direction of Salmon River at
an early hour in the morning and of-
ficers were at once sent in pursuit of
the fugitives, but within an hour after
news arrived that a hand car at the
station was missing and found at
Aroostook Junction and that there was
no doubt that the jail breakers had de-
parted from here in that direction.
There is abundant evidence to sustain
the charge made against them,

FAILED TO AGREE.

Jury in the Balky Horse Case Uould
Not Settle on a Verdict.

The case of Peters v. Nugent, for

breach of warranty of a horse, was
resumed yesterday afternoon in
county court. Mr. Dolan was the only
witness examined. He had seen the
horse in question around town. He
judged him to be worth about $170.

said he attached that value to him,

taking for granted there was nothing
wrong with the horse, and judging
him only from his looks.

His honor reviewed the case. He
explgined that when a man was sell-
ing goods of any sort he had no right
to conceal any information regarding
those goods. The proposition raised
by the learned counsel tor the defense
seemed to him absurd, viz.,, that the
question of the horse being balky
was raised in order to enable Messrs.
Peters to get the horse off their hands.
Mr. Nugent had represented the horse
as a perfect horse. He thought that
clearly amounted to a warranty. A
balky horse was by no means a per-
fect horse. He quoted several points
in the evidence showing different oc-
casions on which the horse had acted
badly. He thcught it very strange if
Mr. Nugent never found out that this
horse was the Creed horse, which had
a reputation of being balky.

In closing, his honor said to the jury
that if they believed Mr. Nugent said
the horse was a sound, true horse,
then there was a breach of warranty.
If they exercised common sense they
would know that the Peters boys
would throw no money away on a
horse,and would not buy a horse with-
out making full enquiries concerning
him, and getting a guarantee. It was
not necessary for the jury to find any
of the men untrue in their statemets.
They were just to take the evidence
and see if the horse had been guar-
anteed and if he turned out to be
what he- was represented. If they
wished to value the horse at $50 or
even more, he would not disturb the
verdict. They could subtract this
sum from the $170 paid for the horse,
and the result would be the damages.

The jury then retired, but after be-
ing out for an hour failed to reach a
verdict, but announced from the jury
box that three of them were for the
defendant and two for the plaintiff.

The court adjourned sine die.

The owner and officials connected !
with the New Brunswick Southern
Railway are not disheartened over
their failure to get a bill passed atthe
last session of the Dominion house. |
It will be remembered that this bill, |
which in effect was for the building of |
a railway bridge over the St. Croix
river near St.. Stephen and Calais,
never got beyond the railway com-
mittee. The bridge is a necessary
factor in the railway company’s pro-
posed plan of through connection be-
tween St. John and Boston, and will
be the link between the N. B. South-
ern and the Washington Counties sys-
tem, now the Maine Central.

The fuilure of the bill was a tempor-
ary set back, but another attempt will
be made. Col. H. H. McLean is going
to New York next week to discuss
with Russell Sage the best means of
attaining the desired end. It it is
deemed advisable, another bill will be
prepared to be presented at the com-
ing session, ‘but if this plan is not de-
cided upon, the railway have another |
scheme on hand. They will build a'
new line from St. Stephen through
Milltown, Maine, and there make con-
nection with the Washington Counties
road. This new line will be only a few
miles in length and while some sort of
a bridge will have to be built, it will
of course be above the navigable
waters of the St. Croix. This proposed
route has not yet been surveyed, but
it is not anticipated that any difficul-
ties will be encountered in building the
line.

Repair work on the Shore Line is at
2n ond for the winter, but supplies are
being prepared so that the work may
be resumed early in the spring., The
contracts have been let for one hun-
dred and fifty thousand sleepers and
these are now being delivered. The
new steel bridges which are toreplace
the wooden ones now in use have all
been finished and are ready for deliv-
ery at any time. ;

THE DIPHTHERIA EPIDEMIC,

Number of Cases This Year Has
Greatly Exceeded That of 1903.

R il

Diphtheria has been far more preval-
ent in St. John during the past few
months than most people imagine. It
has beaten the records for some years,
and the epidemie, for it is an epidemic,
is not over yet.

During the whole of the year 1903
there were in this city two hundred
and nineteen cases of infectious dis-
cases. Of these thirty-two were diph-

theria. Up till Dec. 5th of the present |

year there have been one hundred and
ninety-six infectious cases, and of these
one hundred and eleven were diph-
theria, an increase in eleven months of
seventy-nine cases.

A
sale of Java sugar for delivery at Liv-
erpool has been reported at a price
equivalent to four and seven-eighths
cents. This is one-eighth of a cent per
pound higher than has previously been
paid in New York.
