"TRANSFER EFFECTED OF
SITE FOR NEW WHAKF

Structure Wil be 24 Feet Broader Than
First Flan —Will Give One Large
and Two Small Berths.

The papers in connection with the
transfer of city land for the govern-:
ment wharf at West $St. John were
signed by Mayor Bullock this morn-
ing.

The corrected plan for the structure
has been approved by Enginzer Shew-
en for the government, and Engineer
Peters representing the ecity.

‘I'he plans provide for an extension
at the end and on the northern side
of the Clark ani Adams wharf. The
new wharf will be extended 166 feet in
line with the southerly side of the pre-
sent structure. Turning with a con-
siderable angle in a north easterly di-
rection, it gives a frontage on that side
of 337.7 feet.

On the northerly side it runs back
and meets the line of the C. and A.
wharf, giving a berth there 607.5 feet
in length. This provides a wharf 235
feet in width which is 24 feet broader
than the original plans call for.

FOR SHEEP DOGS

e —— RS

1In fellside villages, where events
are “few and far between,” the local
sheep dog trial stands out, & prominent
landmark, in the fong, laborious year.
It occurs in summer, says the Pall Mall
Gazette, when even Westmorland wea-
ther has its element and sunshiny
moods, and on the appointed day
away we all go — men, Wwoimen and
children—to the wide upland pasture,
not with any appearance of undue
haste, as the love of excitement in-
creases with gratification and a town
man will often walk ten miles to see
the sight which wolild not move a
dweller in the country as many yards.

The sheep dog of the north cannot
be called a beautiful creature. Short
haired, rough coated, with lean, rest-
less body, he bears little likeness to
his distinguished relative, the Scotch
collie. But his eyes shine with wist-
ful intelligence, and nowhere in the
world are man and beast more indis-
solubly one than among the fells of
Westmorland. His faithful friend ac-
companies the farmer everywhere; to
market, to auction mart and round the
fields in the peaceful idleness of Sun-
day morning. Small wonder that be-
tween the two arises the bond of a
perfect comprehension and master and
servant understand one another with-
out the aid of words.

The course at the dog trial today,
as always, is 200 yards long, clearly
marked with -flags, beyond which the
sheep must not be allowed to stray.
Obstacles have been put in the shape
of open gateways or of flags and
posts; and the dog’s duty is to drive
his three charges ' between them or
else to guifie thettt outside to the right
or the left, as the rules direct. The
judges take their places in the middle
of the course and the owner of the
first competitor stands near the pen
of hurdles erected at the far end. A
rope is passed around his arm and se-
cured to one of them, to make sure
that he does not venture out of
bounds in order to assist his dog, for
it 18 beast wisdom and not human
wisdom that is now to be appraised
and glorified.

. iSheep have been lent by a farmer
who has not entered for the trial, each
one of the trio e member of a differ-
ent flock, and a fresh lot is supplied
to a new candidate. A flag is waved
and the dog drives them from the
starting point, while the crowd, hard-
ly warmed up, watches him critically
to see how he “frames.”” The first
competitor is cautious, and well up to
his work. He proceeds quietly, tak-
ing care not to hurry and persecute
the timld creatures, but directs them
in a masterly manner round and be-
tween the flags with evident if digni-
fled enjoyment of his task. His
owner is only allowed to guide him by
whistling or by waving a stick, and
the wise animal obeys the mute or-
ders with uncanny comprehension.
How much patience, how many hours

of companionship have led to this per-
fect understanding between man and
beast the uninitiated stranger can only
conjecture,

Grizzleface scarcely succeeds as well
at the final act of the trial, the impor-
tant operation of penning, at which his
master is allowed to assist. The dog's

It will come as a surprise to many to
learn that the whale is threatened with
early extinction, yet such is neverthe-
less the case; that is , unless the vari-
ouse governments can be induced to
step in and stay the slaughtering that
is now going on.

Quite a number of zoologists and
Governmenit experts in both FEurope
and America have now voiced the op-
inion that something should be done,
and done without delay. At a recent
meeting of the New York Zoological
Society, a resolution was adopted fav-
oring the protection of whales by in-
ternational agreement.

DEMAND ATTENTION. *

Indeed,statistices certainly prove that
the case of the whale demands imme-
diate attention. Nearly all species of
these great sea monsters are threaten-
ed with extinction. This is deplorable
for two reasons: first, because it will
witness the end of one of the oldest in-
dustries in the world, that is, whaling;
secondly, the whale is interesting zoo-
logically, being the largest of all living
creatures that are now to be seen on
our degenerate globe.

One species, the Sulpher Bottom
whale, atiains a length of over 80 feet,
being of greater size that the extinct
dinossaurs,the largest of the wonderful
animals of the past. Captain C. M.
Scammon, one of the most observant
and scholarly of all whalers, once kill-
ed a Sulpher Bottom whale that mea~
rured 90 feet in length with a girth of
35 feet, nad a total weight of 284,000 1b.
The jawbone of the creature measured
21 feet in length, the total weight of the
whalebone obtained from this single
specimen being 800 ib., not to mention
110 barrels of oil

It is the destructiveness of the mod-
ern methods of whaling, praoctised
chiefly from stations located on shore,
that is mainly responsible for the scar-
city of the whale to-day. Unless the
‘“‘catch” of these stations is controlled
by Government it is clear that the in~
dustry will be ruined. This is evidenc-
ed from the statistics of the whaling
pindustry in Newfoundland, and it is her
laboring sons who will suffer most when
the whale no longer inhabits the wa~
ters of the deep.

EMPHATIC WARNING.

The importance of the industry is
shown by the facts that the value of
the whale products rose successively
from $1,575 in 1898 to $36,500 in 1900
and to $125,000 in 1902. So late ag 1904
it was valued at over $350,000. In that
year 1,275 whales were captured. The
first whaling station in which modern
methods were adopted was established
in 1897, and its success was so great
that in 1903 four others had been erec-
ted and three more planned, although
but three steamers were then employed.

Mr. R. T. McGrath, who was asked
tu prepare an account of the industry
for the Government at that time, gave
a very emphatic warning in his report
of the Newfoundland Department of

sherier for 1903. H=a said: “Six fac-
tories are now in operation, and two

more under erection, making eight in
all. In my opinion no further applica-
tions should be granted for some years.
If licenses are given without restric-
tion it will result in complete depletion
of this Industry within a short time,
whilst if judiciously dealt with it will
be a profitable source of r¢gfenue and a
great assistance to the laboring people
of the colony for many years to come.”

MANY COMPANIES RUINED.

This advice, however, was not heed-
ed, the only restriction placed on
whaling being that stations should not
be nearer one another than twenty
miles, and that each station snould
employ but one steamer. The resul:
was that whaling stations multiplied
until by 1905 eighteen were in opera
tion, occupying all the more favorable
lecations about Newfoundland, Labra-
dor and the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and
fifteen steamers were employed. The
effects of this over-multiplication were
felt at once, as will be seen by the fact
that while in 1903 three vessels took
858 whales, in 1907 fourteen vessels
managed to get but 481.

In ten years there have been taken
out of the waters in the immediate
vicinity of Newfoundland 4,285 whales.
The result has been that many of the
emaller comparies have been ruined,
the chie? sufferers being the smaller
shareholders who had invested their
entire capital.

Today the whaling stations of New-
foundland hawve to send their vessels to
the southern seas to avoid going in-
to bankruptcy. But even here the
whale is gelting scarce owing to the
establishment of stations on the Pa
cific coast and on the coast of Pata-
gonia, while it must not be forgotten
that whaling is now conducted fron,
New Zealand and even from South
Africa.

SCARCITY OF POLAR.

The whales caught off Newfoundland
are the Sulphur Bottom and the Hump-
backed species. They are certainly now
very scarc2, while the Right whale has
been successively swept from the At-
lantic coasts of Furcpe and Nortn
America, then from the North Pari-
fic, and finaly frem the Southern Seas.

The great Bowhead, or Folar whale,
owing to its restriction to a portion of
the arctic seas and the ease with which
it may be taken, is, if anything, in
a4 worse plight than many of the
other species; Souine sixty vears aen
when the whaling indi®try was at its
height, some 400 vessels irom linglan
and another 50 from Amcrica regul-
arly hunted this creature and the
Right whale. It is computed that be-
tween 1805 and 19085 the American
whalers KkKilled 40,800 Bowhead and
Right whales, and the Erglish whal-
ers almost as many. Then the Dutch
in those Jlays mniaintazined Jarge whal-
ing {fleets, and the nunter they took
was certainly very heavy. How scarc
the Bowhead is today may be guaged
when it is stated that in 1906 the catch
of the Dundes fleet was but eeven, an:

in 1907 only three whales were secured.

The statistics of death by negligence
and accident, published quarterly by
the Board of Health of New York City,
reveals some curious faots regarding

the proportions of deaths from various
causes. The highest percentage of ac-
cidents, deaths in a recent quanter
was due to falls, 268 persons out of a
total of 1,129 who met death by acci-
dent having been killed by falls. The
detailed tabulabtion shows an astonish-
ing variety in the manner of falling.
Besides the ordinary and prevalent
modes of falling down-stairs, from
windows, and off fire-escapes, the
tables record sundry deaths caused
by falls from roofs, walls, trees, scaf-
folds, ladders, shelves, chairs and so
on. Twelve persons met death
through a simple fall on the floor. A
fall from an elephant was the cause of
death in one case.

Next to falls in point of fatality
came drowning with 182 victims, and
railroads, with 148. The fourth group
in ranking order was that of fractures

GURIOUS AGGIDENT STATISTICS

—and contusions. Under this heading
some strange accidents are recorded.
Eleven persons were crushed by ele-
vators. Others were crushed by fall-
ing boxes, chimneys, walls and stones,
poles, planks, shovels and timbers.
One person was struck to death by “a
bucket in a tunnel,”” and one by a
“falling keg of beer.” It is reassuring
to learn that only one person dieda
from a surgical operation and also
only one from neglect and exposure.
Not the least exclusive of the modes of
death was one case of a person ‘kick-
ed in the stomach while swimming.”

The report also ‘tabulates the forms
of death by suicide. The favorite me-
thod of self-destruction was “gun-
shot;” fifty-eight out of 180 deaths
by suicide were from this cause. Illu-
minating gas was a close second, with
fifty victims; hanging comes third,
with the ominous score of twenty-
three.

Amnother significant total was the
number of deaths from automobile ac-
cidents, which was thirteen.

LOGH LOMOND PICNIC

Rousing Addresses by Dr. Pugsley and
Others at Yesterday's Big
Gathering

The Liberal picnic at Loch Lomond
yesterday was a great -success. At
two o’clock the speeches were begun in
the large tent erected for the purpose.
Councillor J. M. Donovan presided. The
Minister of Public Works outlined
clearly the issues of the present cam-
paign. He spoke of the attacks made
on the government by the opposition,
and demonstrated the weakness of the
opposition campaign. One matter on
which he touched and which aroused
considerable interest was the possibility
of constructing a railway thrcugh the
Loch Lomond . valley. The Minister
said he was unable to make any defin-
ite promises regarding the proposition
but acknowledged his deep interest in
the scheme, and expressed his willing-
ness to do all that lay in his power to
aid it. The Minister was loudly cheer-
ed at different times during his ad-
dress. ‘The speaker pointed out that
the working men of the country have
added to them in prosperity, and that
the value of land has increased. Re-
ferring to the record or Sir Wijlfred
Laurier he said any man should be
‘proud to be enrolled under his banner.
The Conservative policy is to shut out
of Canada all foreign goods, by a high
tariff. This would no doubt make the
cost of imported goods greater and cut
down the revenue from the customs.
The Liberal government have been en-
abled to invest large sums in public
works, and in spite of this the public
debt has only slightly Increased.

The Minister told at some lcngth the
great improvements being ‘made by his

dpeartment.

Excellent speeches were made by
H. A. McKeown, John Keeffe and E.
H. McAlpine. The <Carleton Cornet
band furnished a programme of music
and refreshments were served.

Socially the cure may seem worse than
the disease, but from a medical point
of view the sucking of peppermints is
far less hurtful. A common ‘bullseye’
will prevent smoking for nearly an
hour, so the amount of smecets used
need not be great.”

KING EDWARD

IS DEBT FREE.

The Burden of Debt That Queen Victoria’s Econcmy Piled on

His Shoulders as Prince

of Wales and ihe Men Who

Helped Him to Carry It—All Paid Now.

PARIS, Sent 24—King Edward’s good
spirits, zays a French writer, are not
to be explained irerely by the diplo-
matic successes he bas won, If he
travels about Furope with a juvenile
ardor which is the envy of other men
of his age, and if he has never before
shown suczh amiable, philosophical
cquanimity there is a very good rea-
son for it. The King of England had
become a rich man, he has paid his
debts.

King Edward was raared in a school
of strict economy. His father, Prince
Albert, sprurg from & family of petty
German sovereigns which was com-
pelled to handle its money with care,
trained his house to thrift. Queen
Victoria adcpted her husband’s prin-
ciples.

Instead of saving the revenues ©
the Duchy of Cornwall to form a capit-
al for her eldest son when he came o
age she hoped to prevent him from
squandering this money by investing
it in land. So she bought the property
of Sandringham, today one of the
King’s favoritc residences, but one
that has absorbed immense sums o'
money.

Tt may be taken as one of the direct
results of :he enterte cordiale that we '
find this French writer ascribing the
indebtedness of the Prince of Wales
solely to the part he had to play as
the representative of the Crown while |
the 7uecen lived a tetired life. ‘While '
she enjoyed &n income of £3,000,000,
the Prince, with cnly $400,000, had to
rival the style of living of men like the
Dukes of Devonshire, Bedford, West-
minster and’ Derby, who were far rich-
er than he. He had also to receive
foreign monarchs of their visits, enter-
tain the officials of state and organ-
ize all ~ourt functions.

Tor some ten years things went on
smoothly enough externally while the !
Prince got deeper and deeper into debt. :
At length the day came when the
Rothscnilds would no longer provide
money for him- An appeal for assist-
ance made to Queen Victoria nwet with
a refusal:; her son’s extravagance, she
said, sught not to be encouraged.

It was only when the Prince threat-
ened to throw himself on the generos- |
ity of Parliament, a proceedure mos!
distasteful to Queen Victoria, because
ehe had to resort to it so often for
her numarovs family, that she was
moved on two occasions to provide some
assistance. Then arose a series of
benefactors who either from pensonal
devotion or worldly ;ambition devoted
their wealth to restoring the Prince’s
financial position.

The first of these was Sir James
Mackenzie, a man who had begun life
as a working hat maker. He went to
India in the days when the India Com-
pany’s officials, military and dvil, wore
wonderful headgear, which the native
princes sought to %opy. Coming into

i

contact with these princes to suppl:

their wants in headdresses, Mackenzi: !
made a great fortune. During the In
dian Mutiny many princes entrusted
their priceless stores of jewels to his
safe keeping uniil peace and quiet r¢
turned once rore. !

One of Sir James Mackenzie's acts of
generosity was to buy in the name of
the Prince one of the finest estates
near Ascot to enable him to keep up !
royal style during the race week, as
Queen Victoria, had limited him to a'
very reduced programme for this great !
society function. Unfortunately Sir
James dled suddenly without having:
the time to settle his affairs, and with- |
out making a will, so that the Prince
was brought face to face with a de-
mand to pay some $1,000,000 to the ,
executors. |

This difficulty was solved by a sec-,
ond benefactor, Baron de Hirsch, who
assumed the responsibility of the debt. :
The baron had already in 1890 enabled
the Prince to pay back to Kaiser
William IJ. the money he had borrow-
ed from his sister, the wife of the Em-
peror Frederick. Soon after the Baron
too died without arranging as to the
repayment of the sums he had ad-
vanced.

Qecil Rhodes and his South African
associates were the saviors of the fu-
ture master of the British Empire from
these new difficulties. —How far the !
Prince participated in their speculation
is known only to those most closely
connected with them.

At last the Prince became XKing.
Every one suspected that Parliament
would at once be asked to relieve him
of the heavy burden of debt that
weighed upon him, for Queen Victoria
had left most of her fortune to the
younger memebrs of her family. - To
every one's astonishment no such re-
quest was made, and the government
announced that the civil list would not

be increased. The King had found
another solution.

Three tried friends, Sir Edward Cas-
sel, the Anglo-German financier, who
had earned ‘renown and wealth in
Bgypt; Lord Farquhar, governor of
one of London's greatest banks, and
Lord Esher, a partner of Sir Edward
Cassel’s, assumed all the King’s debts
and undertook the administration of his
whole, income, public and private.

This established a sinking fund,
signed insurance policies and with
their great financial opportunities re-
plized great profits by successful in-
vestments. A few years of this ener-
getic treatment enabled them to wipe
out the royal indebtedness and now for
a year the balance has been in favor
of Edward VII. And that is why Ed-
ward now wears the smile that Europe
envies him.

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BERLIN, Ont., Sept. 24.—Sir Wifllrid
Laurier at Berlin today received the
following telegram from Halifax:

“The Trades and Labor Congress of
Canada, in convention assembled, can-
not but view with extreme regret the
circumstances of the struggle between
the C. P. R. and its employes, result-
ing, as it has already done, in great
loss to the whole people, and threaten-
ing, if continued, to administer such a
check to the progress of Canada as it
will take years to recover from.

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THE STAR ARCTURUS

It is probable that the star Arcturus
is one of the six greatest of all the
stare in the sky. Notwitbstanding its
brightness, ‘it is so far away from us
that it is not displaced in position in
the elightest measurable degree, as
we change our pesition 186,000,000 miles
in our annual journey around the sun.
Could we be placed midway between
Arcturus and our sun we would re-
ceive thousands of times more light
and heat from the star than from our
sun, and this notwithstanding that the
star’s radiation is smothered by &
dense blanket of metallic vapors. In
spite of its immense distarce the star
is drifting slowly in a southwestward
direction over the face of the sky, its
motion changing its apparent positioa
by an amount equal to the Giameter
of th» moon in the course of about
1,000 years- So great an apparent mo=
tion must indicate an c¢normous velo-
city in space. <

The
trade unions of Caneca have fought
for this ict for years.

Delegate Champion of Moncton said
that he had eeen the Lemieux Act
tried. He was the first man in Canada
who tried out the act, and found it
useful. The greatest compliment that
can be made was the United State-
sending over a delegete to irvestigate
this act. If you want the act emend-
ed it can be done, but he would never
stand to have it eliminated. Hon, Mr.
Lemioux and Sir Wilfrid Laurier
would both welcome arny amendmen
that would make the act better. It was
therefore up to the voters to vote right
at the next election and not stab the
act in the back.

Delegate Bartlett of Winnipeg sald
that he was oppoesed to the bill. He
gaid this act was responsible for the
strike on the C. P. R. It gives the em-
ployers time to get in strike-breakers
before the men, go out on strike.

Delegate Champlon said he was the
first union man to be crucified by the
Lemieux act, but Mr. Scott said he
would not be last. He said the act
should be repealed.

Delegate Carter. Michel, B. C., said
that he came here only to deal with |
this act. He was against the act. -He |
had experience with the act and fornd
no good points whatever in it

MAJORITY OPPOSE ONE

Speakers Declare Church is
Losing and Christian
Science Gaining

OTTAWA, Sept. 2¢.—The general

synod of the Church of England in
Canada today, after a long and inter-
esting debate, defeated a resolution
providing for the adoption of a prayer
to be used by ciergymen in the admin-
istration of anction to the sick.

The debate was of peculiar interest
on account of many references to the
Christian. Science movement. More
than one of thc speakers declared that
the church was losing and Christian
Science was gaining followers because
the church had abandoned the prac-
tice of granting unction of oil and
prayer when called upon by persons in
extreme physical distress.

The synod during the debate showed
a distinct cleavage between advocates
of high church and of bread church
practices. The high church adherents
favored the unction resolution which
;;'us proposed by Canon Scott of Que-

e,

Declared Lost

On a vote this was supported by a
majority of the clerical delegates pres-
ent, but was declared lost hecause a
majoritty of the lay delegates cast their
votes against it.

Canon Scott’s resolution provided for
the authorization by the synod of the
use of prayer for administration of
unction” prirntéd 'in first prayer book of
King Edward sixth. The church, he
said, had a mission for the body as
well as for the soul, and there was no
reason to suppose that the healing
powers of the first-ages had died out.

Many sects, such as Christian Science,
were new sprouting up and groping
after truth which is neglected. He urged
the original purpose of anointing of
sect for purpuse of restoration of health
and contended that the Roman church
since about the ninth century had erred
in holding that anointing was for for-
glveness of sins and only in rare cases
for heallng of body.

‘Ven. Archdeacon Harding, of Indian
Head, In supporting the resolution, de-
clared that the church, like her divine,
was bound to administer to the body as
well as the souls of men. In reference
to a case cited in discussion when a
child of the bishop of Moosonee had
been cured by anointing with oil follow-
ed by prayer, Archdeacon Timms of
the diocese of Calgary said that in this
instance anointing had been done not
by a clergyman, but by a poor Indian
layman.

Not a Good Thing

Rev. Canon D’Easum of Calgary de-
clared that he had used amnointing
with 37 Galiclans and half-breeds in the
Northwest, and in 24 of the cases pray-
ers of the faithful and of the sick had
been answered.

Dean Crawford of Haliax sald the
church had strongest scriptural aut..or-
ity for the use of unction.

L. J. Jennison of New Glasgow, N. S.,
thought the decision of the Lambeth
conference should suffice for the church
in Canada. “The oil,” he said, “will not
succeed every time, and if the patient
dies the people will say anointing with
oil is only a superstition.”

Archdeacon Armitage of Halifax
moved in amendment to Canon Scott’s
resolution that a ccr mittee be named
to consider the question of anointment
of the sick, and report at the next
synod. This was defeated. After some
further discussion the original resolu
tion was lost on vote of the synod, a
majority of the clergy voting for it,
and a majority of the lay members
voting against.

A majority of both houvses is re-
quired to pass the resolution. The vote
for and against the resolution was not
given out.

Askcd for Support

Duringz the afternoon session of the
synod, a deputation from the Lord’s
Day Alliance was received. They ask:
ed Jor co-operation and support in the
work of the alliance. W. G. Hanna.
assistant sz3cretary of the provincial
alliance, deciared that in British Col-
umbia, Nova Scotia and Quebec the
Lord's day act was not adequately
enforced. Of 150,000 men who formerly
were compellzd to work on Sunday, 80,-
(00 now had the Sabbath to themselves.
The alliance, he said, stili sought to
“‘emancipate” 50,000 more. He further
noted that the number of American
Sunday newspapers coming into Can
ada had now been reduced tc 30,000.

THE GRAIN TRAIN
WOULD STRETCH FROM
MONTREAL TO WINNIPEG

Striking Statistics of the Wheat Crop of
the Canadian West

(Montreal Star.)

The movement of Canada’s wheat
crop, when figured on the basis of
cars, brings forth astonishing resuilts.
Of course, it must be remembered that
@ great proportion of this whedt finds
the seaboard mainly fhrough the great
inland waterways; that is, from west-
ern points on the Great Lakes te¢
centres like Moentreal and Buffalo.

Presuming for @ moment, however
that Canada shipped all her wheat
from place of growth to tidewater by
rail, the figures resulting are somewh:
astonishing.

This year it has been estimated tha{
thers will be a crop of one hundred
and ten. million bushels; allowing ten
of these millions for seeding purposes
and local uses, the remaining one hur
dred millions will have to be lrans-
ported.

If calculation {is based con sixty
pounds to the bushel it is found tha*
there are three millicns tons to be
carried, which at fifteen tons to th
car, would necessitate the use of tw>
hundred thousand cars. Taking the
average train to be composed of six
cars, the astonishing total of six
thousand, eix hundred and sixty-six
trains is reached. :

At the Bonaventure station there is
a schedule that calls for seventy trains
Jeaving per day. At this rate it would
take mninzty-five days for these trair
to get out of Montreal, or, in cther
words, it would take a whole of one
of the seasons of ithe year to clear the
cars.

From another point of view, it is cal-
culated that these trains would, if
standing together end to end, reach
for a distance of one thourgnd thres
hundred ..nd sixty-five miles.

The total mileage of the Canadian
Pacific Railway is abcut ten thousand
miles. If the whole of this wheat was
to be transported over that sysfem the
amount of space neceded is easily ca
culated, while if these care were made
up into one train it would reach from
Montreal to Winripeg.
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WANT WILBUR WRIGHT
T0 CROSS THE GHANREL

Another Successful Flight in France
This Morning—High Speed
Attained.

LEMANS, France, Sept. 25—Wllbur
Wright the American Aeroplanist made
a flight at the field of Auvours this
morning that lasted for 36 minutes and
14 ceconds. He covered 22 miles at an
average hzight of 45 feet. He came to
the ground because his gasocline tank,
which had not been firmly closed, was
leaking. The (istance made by Mr.
Wright vesterday for the Michel and
Aero Club Prizes, has been officially re-
sorded at 39,905 metres, a little over 24

niles. The friends of Mr. Wright in
France are trying to persuade "him to
flv across the English Channel on the
ground that such a feat would furnish
the best evidence of his absolute con-
fldence in his machine.

JAPANESE BOYCOTT
TURNED ON GHINESE

Restaurants and Gaxﬁblers
are Marked for Retaliation
by Sons of Nippon

WERETTR

SECRET COMMITTEE

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 24—The lo-
cal Japanese have decided to meet the
Chinese boycott with retaliatory mea~
sures. Proclamations were posted about
the Japanese quarter yesterday calling
upon all loyal sons of the island empire
to withdraw their patronage from the
Chinese restaurants and gambling
houses. This is only a preliminary step,
and it is the intention of the leaders in
the movement to extend the boycott to
include every Chinese mercantlle estab-
lishment in San Francisco.

Carefully printed signs, says the
Chronicle, were tacked up throughout
the Japanese settlemant in Geary street
yesterday and eagerly read by the
members of the colony. In a few min~
utes the word had spread throughout
the district and by night the boycott
was an acconiplished fact.

The movement was directed primarily
against the Chinese restaurants and
gambling houses, because they have
flourished on Japanese patronage to a
very large extent. 'The Chinese restau-
rants in Geary street, which before
have been crowded with young Japan-
se,were deserted last night. Few Japan~
ese were to ba seen about the Chinese
gambling dens, and these who visited
the places went more as onleokers than
patrons.

'The hoycott is being engineered by a
secret committee, but in the announce-
ments no secret is made of the fact
that it is designed as a retaliatory
measure. It 1s felt that as soon as the
local Chinese begin to feel the loss of
their Japanese trade they will beseech
their countrymen to call off the boy-
cott against Japanese goods.

Inquiry among the Japanese develop-
ed the fact that they had been inspired
to proscribe Chinese restaurants and
gambling houses as a result of articles
they had read in the Japanese Ameri-
can, a newspaper published in Mason
street, in this city. At the offices of
the paper it was stated that nothing
had been printed urging a boycott of
Chinese goods. It was shown, how-
ever, that many articles had been print-
ed about the Chinese boycott of Jap-
anese goods, and this, it was thought,
had stirred the local Japanese to ac-
tion.

“We are opposed to any action that
will cause trouble with the Chinese,”
said the editor of the American, ‘“‘and
we have not advocated a boycott of
any kind. So far as the boycott of the
Chinese gambling houses. goes, it is a
good thing. In fact, it may be that
some one has taken this means of
keeping the Jananese boys away from
these gambling places.” {

It is said that the Chinese gambling
houses have numbered among : their
customers a large number of Japanese,
from whom they have. derived rich
revenue.
