"HOW TO FIGHT POTATO EN'EMIES.

‘Bulletin Issued by the Maine Agricul-
tural Experimental Station.

The Maine Experimental Station is
now mailing Bulletin 73 of the station,
‘which contains a’ full account of the
experiments ‘made ‘in Aroostook c¢oun-
ty in 1900, in which ' ready ' prepared
commercial Bordeaux mixtures werel
compa.red with the fireshly” prepared.

In ‘these experiments Bordeaux mix-
ture which had been made for weeks
proved a8 effective in preventing blight
and subsequent rot as the freshly pre-
pared. While the *ready made” Bor-
deaux mixtures were not as effective
as the regular Bordeaux mixtures, they
pratected the plants and ‘the  tubers
from destruction by blight and rot.

The ‘guestion in the mind‘of the prac-
tical grower 1is, “Does spraying with
copper salts pay?” In'the experiments
here reported ‘upon; four sprayings
‘with Bordedux mixture at & cost; in-
cluding labor of man and team, of
$2.50 per acre gave 280 bushels of first-

‘bushels of green and too small pota-
toes to command a ready sale.. At the
prices which prevailed at time of dig-
'ging, the crop from the sprayed would
‘have sold for $106.40; $102 for the mer-
chantable and $4.40 for the starch pota-
stoes. The' crop on- the : ‘unsprayed |
wounld have 'sold only with difficalty |

| except for. starch, but assuming that
